Notes of a Trip to Dlgby County.

On a recent occasion business called us 
■> to Digby. Reaching Annapolis by train 

we transfer our baggage and self to the 
steamer Fixing eline, which a little . more 
than an hour later landed us safely at the 
pier in beautiful Digby—beautiful èven in 
winter. It has been several yearMinoa we 
had the pleasure of visiting this old town 
of thé Loyalist’s building, and we regret 
to say that we failed to see that improve­
ment and those signs of progress that ought 
to have marked the interval referred to. 
We must, however, in fairness state, that 
there has been considerable addition to the 
buildings which afford residences for the in­
habitants. Among the buildings which 
were new to us was the new church, some 
years ago erected by the adherents to the 
Reformed Episcopal church, and which we 
were told had recently been sold to the 
Baptists, by whom it has been since occu­
pied. We also observed that the adher­
ents of the church of England had erected 
a fine, large, new church since our last pre­
vious visit. Besides these, we noticed sev­
eral new dwellings in various quarters of 
the town, which seem to indicate a forward 
movement in its prosperity, but nearly a 
century ago its foreign trade was more than 
double what it is now.

Having made a mental note of what has 
already been stated, we procured a ticket 
on the W. C. railway, which carried us to 
Jordan Town station, where we left the 
train and, valise in hand, tramped a mile 
or more to the summits of the Marshalltown 
hills, to the dwelling of a friend and rela­
tive, where we were cordially received and 
cared for, a day or two. It was while here, 
and after the weather cleared, that we got 
a first glimpse of the waters of St. Mary’s 
Bay on the one side, and of the waters of 
the Annapolis Basin on the other, both 
beautifully visible from the same' stand­
point. It was here, for the first time also, 
that we beheld the ancient bed of the An­
napolis River, lying between the waters 
named. Long before the turbulent waters 
of the Bay of Fundy had forced their way 
through the North Mountain and had 
formed the channel now known as “the 
gut,” the waters of old Tayicoapwl* quietly 
flowed into St. Mary’s Bay, through the 
valley which lies between the mountain 
forming its northern margin, and the hills 
of Marshalltown. A canal of seven miles 
would connect these waters again and once 
more re-establish the ancient course of the 
river. The hamlet of Marshalltown lies on 
the northern slope of the hills of that 
name, and is almost unrivalled in the 
beauty of its scenery. The rocks of these 
hills are of micaceous slate, and the dis­
trict was once covered with dense hard 
wood. The late Anthony Marshall, 
native of Dedham, Massachusetts, who was 
a grantee of lands in this county, sold them 
about 1784-8, and purchased a portion of 
those at what is now called by his 
Marshalltown—of the late Henry Ruther­
ford, M. P., of the county, then a resident of 
Digby, and a leading merchant in it Mr. 
Marshall had a number of sons and daugh­
ters, who had been born in Wilmot before 
he settled in Digby. These sons, Isaac, 
Richard, William, and Solomon, then lads, 
Assisted their father in clearing the “for­
est primeval ” from the lands thus acquired, 
and afterwards made homes for themselves 
and their families on lots in the neighbor­
hood, and their children and grandchildren 
still own and occupy homes in the district, 
and may be fairly ranked among the fore­
most inhabitants there. While making 
head-quarters among them, a great-grand­
son of Anthony, who was also our great- 
uncle, drove us some miles down St. Mary’s 
Bay, and we hereby thank him for the 
pleasure we experienced on the. occasion. 
After passing the western boundary of 
Marshalltown we enter Brighton, a delight­
ful section of Digby county. We were in­
formed that fifty years ago the few people 
then living along that section of the shore, 
and who were chiefly fishermen, lived in 
log huts. Who could have dreamed that 
so great a change could have been made in 
so liqnted a time. Not a log house is now 
visible, but neat cottages and substantial 
farmhouses, well painted and in all respects 
tidy and comfortable, are found on every 
hand, and some of the more modern cot­
tages are models of beauty and neatness. 
Near the centre of the district is the village 
of Brighton, with its commodious wharf, 
and piles of cord wood, and other timber 
awaiting shipment by the vessels 
safely moored at the pier.

Next after passing the west limits of this 
district we come into Barton, named, 
believe, in honor of an old loyalist of that 
name, who died in Digby nearly a century 
ago, whose widow—a Miss Brown John— 
with her children, returned to her old home 
in New York, to settle her children. What 
we have said of Brighton applies with still 
greater force to Barton. It, too, has its 
pier stretching into St. Mary’s Bay, with 
vessels moored beside it, its cordwood, its 
village, and its factory for the manufacture 
of stove polish. In this section are several 

•- churches, neat and well cared for edifices, 
and well filled with worshippers on each 
returning Sabbath. The scenery thus far 
is simply delightful, both in land and 
water, and in the days of summer these 
districts, it seems to us, must be most 
pleasant and agreeable places of resort. So 
much only, for the present, as our space is 
exhausted.

duction of the members thereof be placed.”

as number.

Despise book farming ? Well, that is 
partly the trouble with agriculture. For 
years it has been considered even by farm­
ers themselves as a calling that anybody 
could follow, with some experience. It is 
both an art and a science, and the man 
never yet lived who knew all that might be 
known about farming.

The abominable practice of sending poul­
try undrawn to market now finds little 
favor anywhere. Not many years ago 
poultry would not be purchased in New 
York city if not sent with its contents un­
drawn ; but there is now little demand for 
poultry in this condition. It is known that 
putrefaction begins very quickly after 
death in the contents of the stomach, and 
the poison is absorbed by the flesh, making 
it unfit tor food. Keeping it in ice only 
arrests decomposition, but does not remove 
the danger where it existed before.

There is no way of curing hens from 
eating eggs, but to prevent them by me­
chanical means is easy. A nest with a 
double bottom, the upper one inclined so 
as to allow the egg to roll to the lower one 
answers well, but the habit is one that is 
always acquired and therefore a lasting one. 
Hens learn it by being in the presence of 
broken eggs, but they rarely break eggs 
themselves until so taught. If the nests 
are arranged so as to keep the eggs out of 
their reach they will forget the habit, if 
fed liberally with meat for a while, but 
the safest plan is to cut of the heads of 
such fowls before the habit becomes gen­
eral with the flock.

Manure and Coal Ashes. —The recent 
experiment as to the value of coal ashes for 
sandy soil reads very curiously to one who 
closely examined it. The experimenter 
applied about twenty loads of coal ashes to 
two acres, and afterwards, ‘ with a light 
dressing of manure, secured a good catch 
of clover where clover never grew before* 
In this case to what is the success due, to 
the ashes or the manure ? If part of the 
land had been treated with only one of the 
applications it would have been a test. As 
it is, most farmers wilt believe the credit 
due to the manure, whose value they know, 
rather than to the coal-ashes. The potash 
in wood-ash is valuable for sandy soil, and 
on very light sand even coal ashes may be 
beneficial in preventing the soil from blow­
ing away.

Do not let horses’ shoes remain on over 
three to six weeks, dependent on the 
amount of use and the toughness and 
growth of the hoofs. Each time after tak­
ing off the shoes, if the road permits, let 
him go barefoot as long as no injury follows, 
as this expands the hoof and keeps it in 

How Camphor is Made. — * Goldtn more perfect condition. Some horses can
be used barefoot, off pavements, for months, 
or the whole year round, and work better 
than if shod. Never allow the frog of the 
foot to be cut out or trimmed unless some­
what ragged, and then only a very little 
as it acts as a cushion to the foot and les­
sens or even prevents bruising when strik­
ing a stone or other hard substance. Sec 
that the hoof is not pared beyond absolute 
necessity, and that the shoe is properly 
fitted to it, and not the hoof to the shoe. 
Do not allow the bottom of the hoof to be 
burnt or scorched with a hot shoe, in order 
to make it set evenly, but pare it pro­
perly to do so. Always use the lightest 
shoes compatible with the condition of the 
roads and the work required of the horse 
—Farm, Field and Stockman.

It is not claimed for the apple that it is 
a complete food in itself, but on the food 
list it possesses a value far above the nu­
trients it furnishes. Apples aid the stom­
ach in the digestion of other foods, and 
therefore, the best results arc obtained from 
eating them after, rather than before, 
meals, says a writer in the Country Gen­
tleman. If one feels that he has eaten 
more dinner than is compatible with his 
after comfort, he will find that an apple 
will facilitate an early digestion and afford 
greater relief than an alcoholic drink or a 
drug store prescription. Adapting this 
same theory to all kinds of live stock, 
horses, cattle, hogs, sheep, and even poul­
try, we find that their appetite prompts 
them to eat apples, and that they receive 
the same benefit therefrom that we do; 
that is, the fruit is a partial food, and it 
also aids them to digest and assimilate from 
25 to 50 per cent, more food than they 
would otherwise be able to appropriate.

When the first apple falls, put some 
kind of animal in the orchard. A good 
farmer never likes to see anything wasted ; 
besides, it is very important that the apple 
should be eaten at once before the grub has 
time to burrow into the ground.

In enumerating the various uses of the 
'apple on the farm, we must not forget that 
its highest office is to furnish the year 
round an abundant supply of fresh, whole­
some fruit to the tenants, transients and 
day laborers, as well sis to the owner and 
his family.
