The Fastest Performers of *98.

The Recorder presents its readers with 
some interesting facts about the past season 
of the Provincial tnrf, which will be read 
with interest by horsemen. Terrel S. (p ) 
by Strathmore, who is owned by ,ï. K. Morse, 
St. John, is the fastest Provincial owned 
horse of the season, having made a record of 
2 10*. Warren Guy, by Princeer, owned by 
Harry Lydiard, Kent ville, and others in 
Yarmouth, has been the sensational trotter, 
having reduced his record to 2 12$. Lottie 
P. (p.) by Brazilian, owned in New York, is 
the fastest Provincial bred animal on the 
turf this season, having made a record of 
2.14$. J. R. Limy's, Amherst, Minota, and 
Redden Bros.' Montrose, Charlottetown, 
made the fastest miles on the Provincial turf 
this season—2 21$, the former at Halifax and 
the latter at Woodstock, and 8. B. Hills, 
St. Stephen, Rowdy, made the fastest mile 
by any pacer—2 21$, at Woodstock. Peter 
Clinch, 2.24$, owned by Lee Manning, 
Cheater, is the fastest new comer to the 2.30 
list in the Provinces this season, and Romp, 
2 26, owned by J. A. Leant an & Co., made 
the fastest record of any horse starting with­
out having any previous mark. Rampart 
added two more to the list this season. Romp, 
2 26. Andrew, 2.30, and is now the sire of 
ten in the charmed circle, a record made by 
no other horse which has stood solely in the 
Maritime Provinces. Brazilian was the only 
other Provincial sire to get two in the list 
this eeason-Lottie P., 2.14$, and Virginia 
J., 2 25.

Twelve horses owned or bred in the Pro­
vinces entered the list this season, as follows :

—In spite of her protests Spain has con­
sented to hand over the Philippines, Porio 
Rico and Guam to the United States for the 
consideration of $20,000,000. In peace ne­
gotiation», as in the late war, Spain has 
proved an adept at bluster and bluff, but 
f sin t -hear ted withal. Spain had fair grounds 
for objecting to the United States taking 
forcible possession of the Philippines since 
the fall of Manila took place after the sign­
ing of the peace protocol, and it is [evi­
dent this objection was regarded as fairly 
taken by the United States government, 
hence the offer of purchase. The acquisi­
tion of these islands was necessary to com­
plete the overthrow of Spanish colonial des­
potism, and if the United Slates purchase 
money had been refused, then undoubtedly 
they would have been forcibly seized. Por­
to Rico and Guam constitute a valuable war 
indemnity, and the Philippiens would prob­
ably have been cheap at twice the sum paid 
for them, so the United States has secured 
a goodly share of victor’s spoils from a war 
prosecuted for humanity’s sake. The meas­

campaign.

-. -—The vexed French shore question in 
xNewfoundland is now receiving that atten­

tion from the Imperial government that it 
has long merited. The Colonial Secretary, 
Mr. Chamberlain, has announced his deter­
mination of settling the matter, and this 
stand is taken as a result of the recent in­
vestigation of the situation by Admiral 
Erskine and Sir John Brainston. French 
fishermen have for years encroached on the 
rights of the islanders, along two hundred 
miles of sea coast, in glaring violation of any 
treaty rights they may possess. Newfound- 

0 land has made several appeals to the Imper­
ial government for protection from these de­
predations, and of late years a British war 
ship has patrolled the waters to prevent any 
flagrant abuse of privileges by the French­
men. This action on the part of the British 
government abated the trouble but did not 
remove the grievance, and further appeals 
have resulted in awakening the Imperial 
government to the necessity for arranging 
a final settlement of the affair. It consti 
tutes another count in the case of Britain 
vs. France, and there is every probability 
that the point will be closely scrutinized.

—The British army sergeant, immortal­
ized by Kipling for bis great work in bond­
ing up the native army of Egypt, is now 
making history in the far east. British offi­
cers are drilling Chinese regiments, and it 
requires no great stretch of the imagina­
tion to look forward to a day when the 
army of China will no longer be the weak 
and useless institution that it now is, but a 
mighty force to conserve the independence 
of the nation and protect the interests of its 
•British servants, who, servants in name 
only, with a velvet glove on a hand of iron, 
will really direct the destinies of that vast 
empire. Let oromy Atkins once assume 
the direction 0 Chinese military affairs, and 
the history of his work in Egypt and India 
will be repeated. Such work is .infinitely 
more to the credit of British arms than vic­
tory on the battle field; it is calculated to 
make men out of the millions of oppressed 
and broken-spirited heathen, and to raise 
the nation to a condition of dignity and in­
dependence.

Poor Prospects for International Peace.

Berlin, November 24.—On account of the 
limited capacity of Russian naval shipyards, 
ihe Russian government has made overtures 
to Germany for the construction of a number 
of large warships in Stettin. Germany, 
however, had to decline, as the German 
shipyards are overwhelmed with orders, the 
filling of which will occupy several years. 

"Russia has also been informed that the small 
capacity of the French shipyards renders the 
building of Russian warships there impossi­
ble for the present. Since the Russian gov­
ernment will make no contracts with British 
firms, negotiations are in progress with the 
Krupp and Vulcan firms for the construction 
of new shipyards in Russia and for the em­
ployment of German engineers and workmen 
until such time as Russia is able to educate 
her own ship builders. The offers to the 
Krupp and Vulcan firms arc exceedingly ad­
vantageous, Russia promising to assume all 
risks and even guaranteeing a remunerative 
profit. The Berlin newspapers, commenting 
on these facts, call this feverish martial 
activity on the part of Russia an interesting 
satire on the czar’s appeal for international 
disarmament and universal peace.

St. John’s Nfld., Nov. 25.—The Colonial 
Ministry yesterday received by the English 
mail despatches from Mr. Joseph Chamber­
lain, secretary of state for the colonie», inti­
mating that he had been furnished with the 
preliminary report of the Royal Commiss­
ioners who recently returned from the colony, 
where they had been investigating the 
French Shore question.

Mr. Chamberlain stated that the condition 
of affairs represented by the commissioners 
was intolerable, and that be was preparing 
to open negotiations with France for r set­
tlement of the question so as to enable the 
colony to pursue its industries unhampered 
by the restrictions created hy the existence 
of more or less substantial French rights.

Mr. Chamberlain bespoke the cordial co 
operation of the colonial ministry and legis­
lature in any arrangement arrived at, prom­
ising to expedite the negotiations as much at 
possible.

LETTER FROM THE PRESIDENT.

Editor Monitor:—
Dear Kir,—No doubt there are many of 

your readers, as well as the shareholders of 
the N. S. l’ork Packing Company, who are 
anxious to know the state of the affairs of 
the company, and, particularly, to know 
whether there is any probability of building 
operations commencing, and, if so, when. 
For very obvious reasons is this likely to be 
the case with the farmers of your locality. 
For the information of such allow me the 
privilege of a few lines in your columns.

The directors of the company have at 
length secured the site for the buildings, and 
operations were about to be commenced on the 
draining, but having secured the services of 
Mr. Judd, of Boston, a gentleman of large 
experience in-erecting such plants, and who 
comes to us with the best recommendations 
from several of those who have employed 
him in our own province, as well as in 
Ontario and the United States, they found, 
on consultation with him, that such 
buildings and plant as would be moat econ­
omical and best suited to the general inter­
ests of the company, could not be erected 
and placed in operation without using up so 
much of the capital stock that the balance 
left over would not be sufficient to run the 
business for any great length of time. As 
it had been decided that the business should 
only be run on a cash basis, and as the na­
ture of it is such that some considerable time 
is required for the curing of a great part of 
the product, it was felt by the Board of Di­
rectors that it would be best to take the 
public into their confidence, call the share­
holders together, report to them the general 
state of affairs at the present time, and aek 
them to apply for permission to issue more

This will require at least two months, and 
practicable to erect in the winter 

season, such a building as is required, the 
idea of doing so was abandoned. The di­
rectors will confine their attention to secur­
ing the necessary supply of ice, and to plac­
ing contracts for the supplying of building 
material, with the intention of getting as 
early a start as possible on the foundations 
in the spring, and of continuing the work so 
that the factory may be in operation, if pos­
sible, in October next.

This presupposes that the public will take 
enough interest in the enterprise to invest 
in it. If they do not, of course the scheme 
will fail, and one more attempt on the part 
of our farmers to keep up with the proces­
sion will fail with it.

Nearly $22,000.00 cf the $25,000.00 has 
been taken, and ss the extreme amount re 
quited for placing the factory in running 
order is $20,000 00, we feel confident that 
$15,000 000 or $20,000.00 more will ieadi!y 
be taken.

Nevertheless, the directors feel that they 
would not be justified in committing them­
selves in any way, until the full amount ne­
cessary for the building and « quipping of the 
establishment, and for running it for at least 
sixty days, shall be subscribed aud paid in 
by the lime the factory shall be in operation.

It may be well to state further that the 
directors have been very favorably irnpres ed 
by the information received from the gentle­
man whom they have called in to consult 
with them, and are firmly convinced that 
•.hit is an enterprise well worthy the support 
of the people cf Western Nova Scotia par­
ticularly, and of the whole province as well.

Something About Streets.

To the Editor of the Monitor :
Dear Sir,—Last summer there was cir- 

culaied in Bridgetown an admirable mono 
graph on “Town Streets” by Archibald 
Campbell, C. E.

The present time wôuM seem to be suitable 
for turning the rays of that light on the 
streets of our ow n energetic but sloppy little 
town ; for your neighbours in town and your 
readers in the county will Agree that you 
have far outgrown that state of happy go- 
lucky infancy that can be paved by annual 
statute labour or any development of it.

First, Mr. Campbell je at one w ith all ether 
experts in demanding thorough drainage be­
low and good watershed on the surface.

Second comes the foundation necessitating, 
on streets already built up, the absolute re­
moval of-the native clay and imported sand 
and gravel of the old system. This, however, 
will give opportunity for filling hollows and 
generally re grading. In one respect Mr. 
Campbell is not clear on this point ; his 
diagrams give an apparent depth of 2 ft. (not 
too much where heavy traffic has to pass over 
naturally wet land) ; but in speaking of road 
metal he prescribes for 8 to 12 inches at the 
centre and from 5 to 9 inches at the Bides. 
We must assume that the difference is made 
up with small field stone of 5 or (i inches 
diameter and that would allow; some saving 
in the crushed stone required, besides having 
considerable effect in keeping the road dry. 
Then again Mr. Campbell gives the sizes for 
the crushed stone from 24 to 1 inch. Many 
road surveyors have po use for any road 
metal less than 2 inches, except the sand or 
screenings used sparingly on the euiface. 
A comparatively light roller patiently ap­
plied will “face up” the 2 inch atone and 
make a roadway both smoother and more 
durable than the inch metal simply crushed
ir.

I should like next week to direct your at­
tention to those eections of his monograph 
in which Mr. Campbell discusses the financial 
questions, and, with great deference, to point 
cut a means whereby Bridgetown might 
perhaps recoup herself in part of her outlay 
and at the same time add to her business 
prosperity.

Chicago Letter.

Mr. Editor,—Being invited by my youug 
est son, Walter Andrew, to stay with 1 im 
for the winter, I left Lipcer Co., Mich., three 
weeks ago.

We have had two very severe rain and 
wind storms that wrecked a dozen or more 
vessels aud steamers on Lake Michigan, and 
some on other lakes.

Cold, frosty weather has come at last and 
we shall lock for winter soon.

Chicago is a lively, nci-y, dirty, windy, 
wicked place, ar.d claims the nice little 
population of 2,000.000. The haibor is 
on a dull, sluggLh stream called Chicago 
River, which, a mile from the mouth, divide a 
into two parts the north and south branches 
They have lowered the bottom of the south 
branch so that It drains off into the country, 
from the dead level of the lake into the State 
tf Illinois. There are three tunnels, one 
under the main liver and two under the 
south branch, thus making it very convenient 
for travelling, while the bridges over the 
two branches must be nearly one hundred.

The various churches and public buildings 
here are numerous and grand. A dcaen or 
so of the public buildings are twenty stories

Besides street cars on the level ground, 
there arc about twenty miles of elevated 
railroad, twelve to twenty feet above the
ground on iron trestle work, sending passen­
gers all over the city, up out of the way of 
general traffic. Most of these cars are driven 
by electricity.

Carriages and coaches are seen running the 
without horses or apparent steam or

electricity.
A large number of people are here from 

the British provinces, a few of whom I will 
mention in my next.

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The Washington Conference.

Washington, Nov. 25.—In the Atlantic 
fishery branch of the subject now before the 
Anglo American commissioners, Canada de­
clined to give the fisheries for free fish and 
offered, Vterally as the United Slates nego­
tiators thought, to grant in return for the 
removal of the fiffi duties every possible 
commercial advantage, save acd except the 
right to fish in Capadian watc-re. The C 
dian commissioners, it is understood, 
now widened the offer to its fullest extent 
and have declared their willingness to yield 
the use of the fisheries and to suspend all 
the reetrtcitiops of the treaty of 1818 which 
Sir Wilfred Laurier has pronounced obsolete 
nod unfriendly, provided Canadian fish be 
allowed to enter the United Slates tree of 
duty. The offer is mixed up with the lumber 
question. It is said that if the United States 
£riil give free fish and free lumber Canada 
wiil yield the fisheries and concede the logs. 
The proposition is view ed with much favor by 
the United States rida. Two classes tf 
people, however, object to it, the Gloucester 
fish trust and the southern lumbermen. The 
former hold that it can secure a sufficient 
modification of the regulations of 1818 from 
the Canadian Government, these regulations 
having been relaxed already without making 
any free fish concession. The latter do not 
waDt free lumber. They have the run of 
their own market with free trade in the 
British market acd they do not care what 
becomes of the Michigan men. It is rumored 
Jujàr.0 that the fishery branch cf the negotia­
tions has c.opio to a standstill for the present, 
notwithstanding tfia liberality of the Cana 
dian offer. But the o£cr is valuable in that 
jt will be a basis for future negotiations.

Storage of Celery.

TIMELY POINTS FROM PROFESSOR MUNSON IN 
MAINE STATION REPORT.

If on well drained soil, celery plants may 
be left in the rows till the last of November 
by having some litter at hand to apply in 
case of hard freezing. It should be remem­
bered, however, if the plants are well banked 
a little freezing of the tips of the leaves will 
do no harm, and the mistake is often made 
of applying winter protections too early and 
thus injuring the crop by keeping it too

For winter storage the method in vogue in 
some celery growing districts is to mane on 
well drained soil beds of four to six double 
rows of plants with a wall of dirt between. 
Bank up on the outside till the tips of the 
leaves just show above the surface of the 
bed. Leave the bed in this condition till 
hard freezing begins, then throw two or 
three inches of coil over the surface. Let 
this soil freeze hard before applying litter, 
and never apply heavy covering at the first 
approach of cold weather. The soil in the 
bed is still warm, and if a heavy coat of 
manure is put on the top the frost is soon 
taken out of the surface soil and the temper­
ature will be high enough to induce decay. 
The secret of success in the winter storage 
of celery is to keep cool. As the severe 
weather of winter approaches the covering 
of litter may be increased unless there is a 
fall of snow.

To open the beds, take the litter off from 
one end, break the crust of soil with a pick­
ax and remove any desired amount of celery. 
Then carefully replace the covering. This 
plan has the merit of cheapness and for hold­
ing plants through the winter is preferable 
to storage in a pit or cellar.

If the crop is to be disposed of as early as 
.January, it may be stored in a cool cellar or 
pit. In this case the plants arc set very 
t losely together on loose moist loam. To 
avoid heating, consequent on packing large 
quantities of the plants together, compart 
menls about two feet wide by eight or ten 
feet long arc made by setting up boards 
which shall come to the tops of the plants 
when in place. If the plants arc closely 
packed, so as to exclude the air, it is unnec­
essary to use earth between them. When 
plants arc stored in this way, it is important 
that the temperature of the pit or cellar be 
kept as near the freezing point as possible. 
If, however, it is desired to hasten the procces 
of blanching, the temperature may be 
raised. The soil in which the plants arc 
placed should be moist to prevent wilting, 
but the foliage should always be kept dry 
or there will be trouble from rotting.

N. R. BURROWS,
Winter Squashes.

SAID TO KF.Kl* ItF.TTKR IF VIVKKD PREVIOUS 
TO VINE KILLING HV'ST.

Many people who grow winter fquashes 
complain that the fruit will not keep for any 
length of time after it is removed from the 
vines to the vegetable cellar. The trouble 
may occasionally rest in the choice of var­
ieties, but that is not usually the case, since 
the favorite late variety is still the old re­
liable Hubbard, a variety noted for its 
keeping qualities. Generally the fault rests 
with the man, who, occupied with other mat­
ters, lets his “hardy” vegetables lie in the 
field exposed to the frost long after they 
should be stored, and when he removes them 
grumbles because these crops must be left 
until the weather is “ most too cold to werk 
out of doors."

It is probably safe to say that a frost that 
will kill a melon, a pumpkin or a squash 
vine will also have tome effect.upon th-i fruit 
of that vine, especially if it be not fully 
mature. At any rate, experiment has proved 
that squashes and pumpkins removed from 
the vines before a vine killing frost has 
touched them will keep better than those 
gathered after the plants have been killed, 
and that in many cases even the immature 
specimens so taken will, if not too young, 
keep better than riper specimens harvested 
the day following the freeze.

In addition to the foregoing advice a Farm 
and Findde. writer suggests that a good 
plan is to gather all the fruits and to put the 
unrip? ones in a sunny spot, where they can 
be covered at night and uncovered during 
the day. Here they may remain until the 
approach of very cold weather, when they 
may be removed to the cellar. When stored, 
'they should be given the warmest and driest 
corner, since unlike other vegetables, they 
improve and ripen in the heat. If the 
house b? heated by a furnace, the rquaskci 
may be stored around it. If immature, 
they will gradually ripen iu such situations, 
even if not more than half grown when gath­
ered, By using the ripest specimens fre 
the season of tquash consumption may be 
lengthened.

Primitive Artillery.

As to the character of the first instrument 
for the throwing of missiles and just when it 
was invented wc have no certain knowledge, 
but it must have been at an early date, for 
we read in Genesis 10:9, that “Nimrod was 
a mighty hunter before the Lord,” and sure­
ly the skill that has kept his name in remem­
brance for thousands of years must have 
been gained by the use of some surer wea­
pon than the clubs or stone knives of primi­
tive man.

Without doubt man early learned how 
much execution can be done by a well aimed 
stone, and attempts to hurl it with greater 
force and accuracj’ probably led to the in­
vention of the sling, one of the simplest as 
well as most formidable of these early wea­
pons.

But the superintendence of the housework 
in all its many branches is the least impor­
tant of her duties, for she has high ideals of 
how her children should be trained and she 
tries to keep in touch with their school life 
day by day. To be the companion to her 
husband that she ought, she knows that she 
must interest herself in his pursuits and hob­
bies. Add to all this her attempts to keep 
up with her social duties and outside inter­
ests, and hers is the pace that kills.

Neither is she willing to dispense with the 
mai y modern accessories that are deemed 
essential in the modern artistic home. She 
is told that the perfect serenity aid sweet­
ness of expression of the Japanese women is 
due to their freedom of care, especially to 
their unchanging fashion of dress, their eim 
plicity of diet and absence of fussy furnish­
ings in the home, but euch is her pride in 
her elaborate system of housekeeping that 
she has no intention of sparing herself a bit 
of work even lo gain such enviable serenity. 
She thinks she is equal to it all, and for a 
time she is, but the breakdown is sure to 
come sooner or later.

One great lesson she baa to learn is that 
the home life must be simplified in every 
way possible, that there must be less 
brie a-brac and fewer draperies to keep 
dusted, there must be fewer dinner courses, 
and she must learn to draw the line in out­
side interests; in other words, she must 
learn to consider herself a little, if she would 
not be a physical wreck at 40.

Health and Beauty.

Do not fret—worry is the indelible pencil 
Father Time uses to punish weak natures, 
and fretting is early death to beauty.

Exercise all the muscles ever day of youF 
life for ten minutes. Stop before you feel 
thoroughly tired.

Never believe that beauty such as the an­
cient Greeks possessed is to be instantly ob­
tained by the application of a bottle of “ lily 
white ” of- a box of “ rosy,” even if famous 
prima donnas' names are on the boxes as 
vouchers.

Know that “ beauty ” is the other fairer 
name for “ health ” that health is the syn­
onym of good blood, excellent digestion and 
steady nerves. A “ beautiful invalid ” u 
but a novelist’s dream.

There are some hands which are so sensi­
tive to outside influences that they flush 
almost like the face, becoming moist with 
fear or excitement and causing their owners 
much inconvenience or discomfort. For 
hands of this description make a wash as 
follower A teaspoonful of borax, a teaspoon­
ful of glycerine and a teaspoonful of eau-dc- 
cologne.

To Clean Rugs at Home.
