At his home in Hampton, on the 

17th of September, William H. O'Neal, 
sixty-two years old, passed to his 
Heavenly home. He was the young­
est son of the late Charles O'Neal, 
and was born April 23rd, I860, at 
Outram.

In 1907 he sold his farm at Outram 
and, with his family, moved to Brook­
lyn, and from there to Hampton. In 
March he was taken very ill and all 
that medical skill and loving care 
could do was done, but he gradually 
grew worse. In May he went to the 
Victoria General Hospital, Halifax, 
thinking an operation would relieve 
his sufferings, but of no avail. He 
returned home and continued to fail 
until the end came and during all his 
sufferings no one ever heard him 
complain.

Mr. O’Neal was a member of the 
Mount Hanley Baptist Church thirty- 
eight years ago. He was a man with 
a genial kind-hearted disposition and 
had a large circle of friends which 
was shown by the beautiful floral 
gifts. Over twenty years ago he was 
appointed Justice of the Peace, and 
for twenty-one years of faithful ser­
vice in military duties as Sergeant 
he won the long service medal.

He leaves to mourn their loss, a 
widow, formerly Miss Sophia Sprowl; 
two children, George, at home, and 
Mrs. Everett Mitchell, Hampton; two 
brothers, Simon, living at East Arling­
ton, and George, Melvern Square; be­
sides a large circle of relatives and 
friends.

Bridgetown was taking this 
advanced move in school work, on the 
hundredth year of its founding. The 
doctor also made reference to the ex­
ceedingly satisfactory condition of the 
schools and also to the fact that that 
letters were frequently received from 
various School Boards asking inform­
ation on various matters calculated 
to increase the efficiency of their 
schools.

Rev. J. H. Freestone, Rev. C. W.

Dr. Jost, all gave brief addresses of 
an inspiring and pleasing character 
with excellent and timely advice to 
the scholars.

Principal Archibald, in making ref­
erences to the school work, stated 
that the enrolment for the past term 
was 356 and the average attendance

High School work, a very large num­
ber for a town the size of Bridgetown.

For two years the bulk of this cost has been borne by the Can­
adian National Institute, from lands supplied largely by the people 
of Toronto.

Nova Scotia owes Toronto a great deal more than money in this 
connection; Nova Scotia owes Toronto a debt which cannot tully be 
discharged in money.
