The old days ol 
the “We beg to announce*' advertise­
ment, along with the VI take my pen 
its hand” style of starting an epistle 
together with the stage-coach, the side 
reaper, the bob-tail horseear and the 
packet-ship, belonged to our grand­
father, and even Father Time has 
swapped his old back-breaking scythe 
for a McCornAck mower and wasp- 
waisted hourglass for a «Iules .Jurgen­
sen, chronometer, and has had the 
lace curtains under his chin trimmed 
to a Van Dyke point. More money is 
uçed in one year in the* l ni ted States 
of America for advertising than would 
be necessary to cancel the whole of 
the National Debt and pay the ex­
penses of the next Presidential elec­
tion. And most of this vast sum is 
not wasted but lent, and is returned 
to the investor's interest at a greater 
rate than your lincle at the sign of 
the three balls would charge on n ten 
day’s loan.

Advertising has long since passed 
the experimental stage. It has be­
come the polar star toward which the 
needle of successful bu siens» points un­
erringly. Time was when a man could 
plod along on foot and keep up with 
the procession, but now the calvalcade 
moves swiftly to lively music and the 
man or firm that doep not advertise 
early, late and all the time will soon 
find that the fprfy procession that he 
or they can march with" is following 
the hearse bearing corpses of dead con­
cerns, and the dirge is the dead march 
of busted stiffs killed in the rush <>! 
modern business. When Robert Bon­
ner naked Horace Greely, what he 
would charge for the front page of the 
Weekly Tribune (then the paper which 
the sUdwarf, old-fashioned farmers 
from the Penobscot in the Kalamazoo 
read, digested and believed, religiously 
every Suwday—after family prayers— 
from Genesis to Revelations, including 
the advertfsements). the patriarch 
stroked the fringe of whiskers on his 
neck a*J said: “Robert have you gone 
mad?" But Robert, with his North 
of Ireland shrewdness kww a good 
thing even before he saw it and when 
Mr. Greely said, under pressure, *S4.0i«fi 
Mr. Bonner wrote his chocque forth­
with, and in one week had it all back 
and over $5,000 in interest. Good 
business? What? But then, as
now, advertising to pay ms I keep pay 
ing must advertise a good thing.‘You 
ca* fool all of the public some of the 
time, and some of the public nil the 
time, but you can’t fool all the pub­
lic all the time"’ was as true in. Abra­
ham Lincoln’s time, nisi it is trebly 
true in the year Anno Domini 1908. 
Why? Because the average person 
knows more nowadays thaï» the aver, 
age person did then. There are mul­
titudes of boys, just average, bright, 
up-to-date boys, who could beat old 
man Solomon at any old game he 
might mention, and teach him kinks 
in other games he never dreamed of 
before. So the modern advertiser 
has to deal, not with a lot of suckers, 
nor with a lot of numbskulls,pbut with 
bright people who like good things, 
but which “Missouri and the advertis­
er must “show them.” So, 1 repeat, 
the advertiser must have a good thing 
or he is either wasting his money or 
beating the printer man out of his 
bill. Of course there is a sort of 
knack to do good advertising, a know 
ledge of how to get a kind Af jui jutsi 
hold on the great public, but that is 
only a detail; the essence ofztlie mat­
ter is to have the goods to deliver, for 
without that, advertising is like a 
ship with big satils and no ballast. 
Satisfied customers are the reserve 
funds of any business, the more you 
have the better will your statement 
look at the end of the year. Of the 
details of advertising I will say noth­
ing, bui ''is Mike Bowermnn says 
of himself and training trotters. “Be­
ing still young atid inexperienced in 
the business/' 1 will pass.

FAMOUS NAVAL BATTLE
Account of Eye-Witnesses as Related by Mr. Benjamin Starratt.- 

Entertaining Reminiscences of By-Gone Days 
and Oil Tim; Characters.

! Interest in the- famous naval battle 
which took place in Boston harbor, 1813 
between the British ship. Shannon and 
the United States ship. Chesapeake has 
been aroused of late by an account of 

■ the sale at auction in London <>| the 
; captured Hag of the latter ship.

The writer during his residence in 
the Vnited States became intimately 
acquainted with an eye-witness of that 
thrilling battle. This was Holiert 

i Mossman, an old retired merchant, son 
of Dr. Robert Mossman, an old Scotch 
man and practising physician of the 

, city of Boston. He often gave me a 
description of the engagement, 

j He said: “On the morning of the 
battle, the people of the town, being 
confident of victory, prepared a grand 
least for the victors and in their ex­
uberant generosity, for the prisoners 

; as well.
Not satisfied with that, a leimbcrof 

the young men of the town had gone 
on board of the Chesapeake to "share 
with (’apt. Lawrence and his crew the 
glory and the credit of the capture and 
to assist in escorting tin* prisoners on

Young Robert, a boy of about fif- 
, teen was also anxious to go with his 
! young friends and for that purpose" 
sought out his father, who with an 

; old Scotch ebuni were on f’opp’s Hill 
critically examining the ships with a 
spy-glass.

Upon askjng if he could go and help 
bring in the Shannon, the old doetoi 
turned round ami said: “Nne Robert, 
they, ha’e mu* taken her vet.’meaning 

, that he nml his brother Scot were oi 
i the opinion that she would not be 
1 brought in. Hif remained with his' 
father on Copp’s Hill where they had 
a good view of the harbor and of the 
engagement.

His account of it was as follows :
I “That the Sham» m under full sail ran 

up alongside of the Chesapeake and 
delivered a heavy broadside; turning 
and coming round on the other sid« 
delivered another broadside and im­
mediately boarded. Soon the English 

j flag was run »lp, a prize crew wits put 
on board, sail was made and both 
ships sailed away for Halifax."

The whole- affair was done so quirk 
ly that the inhabitants on shore could 
not realize it until, they saw them 
sailing down the harbor. He used to 
add that many of those who went a- 
board of the Chesapeake for a day's 
sport never returned.

Doubtless there are still some living 
who remember a quartette of old 
worthies. who some sixty years ago. 
or more, used to tramp up and down 
through this X alley. Their names 

, wore, “Billy” Hayes. Dan. McBride.
’ Davy" Mnhur and “Ved” Bently, the 
sleight of hand expert and fortune id­
ler. ^

Old Berftly was, 1 think, u native, 
the others were Irish. They perigrin- 

1 a ted through the country, knew every 
fanner's house and every boy knew 
them. Bently lived by his wits, but 

! the others threshed groin f«> the far- 
! mere at one tenth. Davy used to 

swingle flax. 1 can see him now. with 
the round red scars in his Ivan cheeks. 

Hris swingling knife and his ever pres­
ent -bundle. But it was of “Billy" 
Hayes that I started in to write, in 
his way he was a character. Educa­
ted for the priesthood, he became ad- 

: dieted to the drink habit and then 
he went to the dogs. Tall straight 
as an Indian, wiry and muscular, with 

; ail uncertain temper ami n sharp ton- 
i gue. he was' best left alone. He was 
! an exceptionally gbod mower. lie 
; used a long scythe and with his long 
* and sinewy aims, would mow a wide 
1 swath, and what appealed to the nv- 
| erage farmer, he mowed unusually 
| clean. He worked two or three sum- 
1 mers for my father, haying. On Snt- 
: unlay he would draw his week’s pay. 
j go to Bridgetown, get drunk, brandy 
I was his drink, and then there would 

lie trouble, for “Billy” was an ugly 
I customer.

“Billy” was an active participant 
; in the Shannon and Chesapeake sen- 
! fight, and was one of the first of the 
Shannon’s men, with drawn sabre in 
hand to-put foot on the deck of the 

I Chosai>enke.
I He was one of a number of emi­
grants coming out ,from Ireland to

America. Off the Banks of Newfound­
land they were brought to by the 
Shannon, a press gang came onboard, 
the men were ordered on deck and the 
situation explained to them. They 
were told of the challenge issued by 
Cuptuiin Brock of the Shannon to the 
Commander of the Chesapeaikje. which 
had been accepted, that Captain Brock 
was short of hands, wanted fifty men. 
if they., volunteered well and good, if 
not, they would be pressed into His 
Majesty service. There was no trou­
ble about getting volunteers, more of­
fered than were required. Fifty men 
were selected. transferred to the Shan­
non and away she sailed for Boston 
Among them the decks were cleared, 
they were sent below and everything 
made ready for the battle.

Shortly before the action commenced 
a stiff ration of grog was served to 
each man, a cutlass placed in his h^nd 
and proper ..instructions given him. 
"‘Billy’s’* statement of the battle was: 
that immediately qpon the Shannon 
living made fast to the Chesapeake, 
the hatches wire ojxnied. and led by 
Captain Brock and his officers, they 
sprang on the deck of their opponent. 
Here his account of the affair ended 
as soon after gaining the deck he was 
slashed across the head with a cutlass 
in the hands of one of their own men 
which put him out of commission. He 
k»i w nothing further until they sailed 
<ip Halifax harbor. His description 
oi their arrival and reception. the 
banquet to the officers, the<gorgeous 
and imposing funeral and burial of 
Captain Lawrence was most vivid aud 
interesting.

Seated in the chimney corner of the 
old kitchen, with his fife, ploying his 
favorite tune. “Bonaparte crossing the 
Alps" and a pitcher of eider warming 
dn the hearth, after relating the one 
great event of his life. “Billy" Hayes 
became a hero to himself and an in­
teresting personality to us boys.

Business Outloook in Canada
The successful manner in which Can­

This is an en­
viable position, and it is certain that 
Canadians fully realize and appreciate 
their responsibility. The opportunity 
to better her position financially and 
commercially has come to Canada. 
Big things in the financial world# 
huge undertakings in the industrial 
arena, nisi immense construction work 
of a public and private character, de­
mand her attention and must lie car­
ried out.

The business outlook in Canada at 
the present time is of thé most en­
couraging nature. Spring orders for 
merchandise are coming in from all 
over the Dominion, and while these are 
limited as to the quality for delivery, 
the sales are being made largely on a 
cash basis. Factories and mills are 
commencing to malle up for lost time 
by taking back employees who have 
been laid off during the past winter. 
Locally this is shown in a large num­
ber of industries which are now run­
ning on full time, with prospects of 
largely increased business. Another 
factor worthy of mention is the îà^gc 
amount of dividend money to be. dis­
tributed by Ranks, corporations and 
industrial concerns, during the next 
month or six weeks, to their thou­
sands of shareholders throughout the 
Dominion. A conservativ? estimate 
places- this dividend figure at between 
§7,01*0,000 and §8,000,000. This money 
will, no doubt, be immediately placed 
in circulation, and it will do its part 
in stimulating trade, especially in the 
retail arewi- Happily for Canada, 
the labor horizon is fairly bright, as 
there are at present, except among the 
Quebec longshoremen, no indications 

• of trouble between capital and labor. 
—Montreal Witness.

other factories, ami allowing the com­
pany two weeks to consider their re­
quest, and the company at the expira­
tion of that time having refused tj) 
accede to their terms, the sewers have 
decided to stop work on Saturday, 
the 28th inst., until their terms can 

o complied with.
By Order of the Employees,

To the Editor of the Monitor:
We understand that our sewers in­

tend to go out on strike next week, 
ond in order that the public may un­
derstand our own standpoint and not , 
waste any misplaced sympathy we keg 
leave to set forth our side of the ques 
tion:

There arc twenty-one sewers going 
out. Wo have always felt obliged in 
our own interests to shut down the 
factory for two or three months each 
winter but feeling that such a course 
would be hard bn the sewers this win­
ter owing to the unusually hard times, 
wo decided to run, and have run all 
winter, eight hours n day, except for 
about ten days when we were obliged 
to shut down for the purpose of stock­
taking. This has been done at a loss 
to ourselves and if we had considered 
our own (interests only, wc would have 
shut down as usual this winter. The 
factory at Annapolis pays the saine 
wages as wo do and we understand is 
only rnming half time and the Parrs- 
boro factory has been shut down all 
winter.

as much as possible. While we have ; 
been running eight hours a day this 
winter, our good men have made from ! 

■$1.50 to $2.00 per day ami they had 
all they could do last year and earned 
regularly from $2.00 to $2.50 i>er day.

Wc are willing to do the best we Can 
for our men, but we feel that they are 
somewhat unreasonable iu their pre­
sent demands and wc do not feel that 
we ought to be coerced.. The men al­
ready have our promise to give them 
longer hours and if possible better ; 
pay when the spring operas, if orders 
come in more freely, but at present we 

j do not feel that we can do any better.

National Transcontin ntal Must live

The following gives some idea of the 
progress made on the Rational Trans­
continental railway, and is practically 
the condition of affairs up to Decem­
ber 1, 1907.

Starting from Winnipeg from 0 to 
13tli mile, no grading, the work is 
light.

From 13th to 693th mile, grading is 
completed; culverts and wooden struc 
tures are about completed.

From 6,50 to 796tli miile (Edmonton) 
about 54 miles of grading completed a 
large proportion of the culverts are 
bifilt nhd the pile foundations of about 
75 per cent, of the bridges are driven.

Steel bridges crossing the Assini- 
boine, South Saskatchewan, Battle 
river and North Saskatchewan arc 
well in hand and approaching comple­
tion.

Track is laid from .the 45th mile to 
the 320th mile and from the 426th 
mile to the 468 mile, aggregating 310 
miles, in addition to which 47 sidings 
are laid in.

A union stations house at Portage la 
Prairie is nearly finished, at Nikomia 
the station house is finished and at 
the (141st mile (Rivers) the station is 
nearly complétée!.

At the latter point an engine house, 
machine shop and boiler house are ad­
vanced to the extent of 90 per cent. 
At the 277th mile (Melville) engine 
house and machine shop are in course 
of erection about 35 per cent, of the 
work is executed.

Great progress is also made in the 
building of water tan.,s, fencing and 
telegraph lines. There is no construc­
tion of any kind west of Edmonton.

The railroad will be built through 
the Yellowhead Pass, aad it is inter­
esting to know that the grades are on 
the Pine Rfiver pass route. The esti­
mated cost of the Yellowhead Pass 
route, exclusive of terminals, is $42,- 
125,500, being less than the estimated 
cost of the Pine River Pass route by 
$4,536,109. This includes that portion 
of the roto from Edmonton to Prince 
Rupert, a distance of 955 miles. 
PROGRESS IN 
EASTERN SECTION.

Passing from the western section, 
Mr. Graham then gave some informa­
tion as to the progress of work on the 
Government section, from Moncton to 
Winnipeg, 1,807 miles, and he read the 
following from the Railway Commis­
sion :

The location of the line is practical­
ly completed, with the exception of a- 
bout • three or four miles at the cn 
trance to the Winnipeg terminals, and 
a few points where revision may lie 
made of the present location to reduce 
grades, distances or work. Contracts 
for constructions have already beem a- 
warded covering in all, say, 859 
miles as follows : 119 miles in Sew 
Brunswick; 150 miles east and 195 
miles west of the St. Lawrence r:\er 
and 78 miles easterly from the Ontario 
boundry in the province of Quebec, 72 
miles from the Quebec boundary west­
erly, and 158 miles from the Manitoba 
boundry easterly in the provide of 
Ontario; 87 miles in the province of 
Manitoba.

Tenders arc now being invited, 136 
miles in New Brunswick, 52 miles in 
Quebec, and 175 miles in Ontario.

PLACES STAMPS ON LETTER WITH 
OUT HUMAN AID.

LONDON, March 11.-Stamp-licking 
is to be abolished by a new invention 
—a machine which places the stamp on 
the letter without any hUman aid be­
yond the pressing of a lever.

The machine is unbreakable, so it 
can be left in the street all night— 
which means that it will never be too 
late to get a stamp.

The stamp-licker, which will probah- 
bly be in general use in October, is in­
closed in a species of cupboard. Al­
together it looks very similar to an 
automatic machine.

The envelope is put into a little slot. 
One, two, or three pennies, according 
to the number of stamps required, are 
placed in slots, and a lever is pressed 
down. The envelope is withdrawn— 
and there are the stamps upon it.

The changing of a finger on a dial 
will cause stamps of any value requir­
ed to be stuck on the envelope. No 
base or foreign coins are accepted by 
the machine. All coins arc weighed 
on a balance in the interior, and if 
they are found wanting back they come 
through another slot.
