SHOT BY A WOMAN,

Five Shots Fired ~Only One Taking
Effect.

‘New Yonk, Feb. 2.—O'Donovan Rossa
was shot at twelve minutes past five o'clock
bhis afternoon, Me is still alive. He was
in front of the Stewart building, on Cham-
bers street, when he was approached by a
handsome young lady. ‘ihe latter was
dressed planly, wore spectaeles, and had
the appearance of an intellectual echovl
teacher. She drew a five-barrelled revolver
from her dress pocket and leveling it at
Rossa fired one shot. Rossa threw his hand
above his head and eriedl * I'm shot!” He
then fell heavily ‘to the sidewalk. The
woman fired the remaining bullets in her
pistol at the prostrate man, ‘and calmly and
unconcernedly walked off with the smoking
revolver in her hand, She was followed by
a lurge orowd, while a sill” larger mob sur-
rounded the wounded dynamiter. City
Mars:all James McAuley,fin the absence of a
policeman, saw the revolver in the woman's
hand and arrested her. She wus conducted
to the 26th Precinct statiop house, in ‘he
city hall. Her coolness ol demeanor was re
markable when she was arraigned at the
sergeant’s desk. She gave her name as
Yo ulit Dudley. ' 1

The first shot tired took cffect in O'Dono-
van's body, and he fell down. The woman
offered no remoustrances but when arrested
allowed herselt to be taken through the mass
of citizens to the city hall station house.
Whén she had been taken away, Rossa rose
and made an attempt to find his way back
to his office on Chumbers street, He walked
all the way to the Chambers street hospital,
a distance of nearly a quarter of a mie. He
bled considerably ou the way.
