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THE WORK ABROAD.

A visit, with.the Christians on the field.

Our first l.al.l was made at Merrasiapard, s village 26
miles from Cocanada, in which there is'a sohool taught bly
Sundrama a former school girl, a pretty attractive girl,
who evidently takes an interest in her work, a3 her soholsrs
when questivned showed that they had received faithful
instruction. As the men were still in the fields at their
work we spoke to the'women and children who gathered
around 88 we went out into the street and then returned
tothe boat to await the coming of the Ohristians with
whom 4 prayer-meeting was held.later in the eyening, ~

At Faggarabarda, the nc—. village, several of the
Christinn women came to sep us during tho day and in the
evening we went over to retuin their call and see tho vil-
lago. After threading thraugh numberless little lanes so
narfow that wo could almost touch the houses on either
side, in which woere babies of all sizos and ages running,
wilking and creeping, lying on cots or mats and hung u

in cloths, erying or lsughing,shouting or screamin, ,accord-

ing to the caprico of the moment,’we arrived at the Rouss
of the widow of Narah David, one of pur workers who
died last year.” After o fow mihutes lconversation she
brought out a rools (a large block of wood with a cavity
in one end in which they pound their rice) for me to sit
on, and a8 seven or eight houses opened into the little
lane within a stone'’s throw of her door, we began to aing;
soen a crowd filled the little space and & méssage from the
old yet ever new thome was delivered. As wo rdoved
away to visit the widow-of-another of our workers who
died laet year, many of our hearers followed and begged
us to sing another hymn; thus the time passed until
the darkness gathered around “us. At Murrasuanda
wo found the Christians sufferiig from the injustice of
the village officials who refused to allow them the use of
a small part of tho village commons to dry some bricks,
to build a church which they are struggling to put up.
A this village is a mile and a half from the canal, Nf:

Davis and the preachers set out to make further inquires |

and see what could be done while our time was occupied
in receiving calla from all the Christian women who could
leave their work to come to the boat. Among others
woro Sarah, Miss Hatch’s Bible woman, a bright, lovable
womai, and her daughter Cassin, ther of the C d
sohool girls who is a smndinﬁ example of what Ohristian
educatioh ean do for our girls. The latter brought with
her seven or eight of her scholars, children from five to
soven years of Age, who ropeated the Ten Commandmenta
and the first 16 verses of John, 3rd chap., meanwhile
lancing shyly at the new Dora-San and the little white
aby wﬁom they have never scen before. The noxt day
three men fram n new village came to the canal and were
baptized, thus the light is set to shine in another place.
Pray, for the light bearers that they may ever keop thoir
lamps trimmed and burning bri%? ly. From here we
moved on to Topashoram, and all, t.e.,~Mr. Davis and
saveral preachers, Tamar the Biblo woman who camo with

nd. were unusually quiet and attentive. Soon the
began comin aroun&by twosand threes to the side where
Tamar and 1 sat, yntil they had all gathered around us,
where they stood nsking questions and listening respect-
fully to the answers nng to Tamar as she told them the
way of life.

The noxt-eveni Spont if
Mondapette in much the same manner. . this village
is some distance from the canal we wero quito late in re-
turning'and-eleven o'clock found us standing by the wator
in the midst of & little band of Ohristians w%ﬁle two whe
had accopted Christ were being buried with him in bap-
tism ; the trees casting long’picture-like shadows into the
water and the beautiful moon shedding a halo of glory
‘over the scone. At Usluru where throe women were
baptized, thedaughter of one,ayoung woman about twenty,
wept bittorly all the time, but whon some of tho Christian
women who knew her came up to speak to her, she brushed
the tears quickly from her eyes and turned away as if she

were ashamed to be noticed. After calling at E‘otnpudi, B
where two more were baptized, weo turned into another
canal ahd as the bost was moving slowly, got out to take
a ,walk, when we were mot by s Christian man and his
wife whose son had diod suddenly that morning. Our
hearts ached for them as they told us how, surroundéd by-
heathon, with not one Christinn friend to apeak a word of
sympathy snd the preacher who visits them as often ss
ﬁwblo, #0 many miles away, that they could not let him
owof thieir trouble, they dug & grave with their own
hands and 1aid their loved one away to await'the resur-
rection, But thero was a noto of triumph.in the sorrowful
dirgo aa they told how he had received. Christ as his Sav-
four a few months ago and died Tejoicing jn that perfect
glithhthnt is 80 often manifested in the Telugu Christian's

eath, ° :

After visiting' another village or two we called at
Kardafahunka ; here too -woe found the Christians in
distress owing to a firo that had swept over.the Mala pilli
and carried off the roofs of their houses. As many of the
heathen women here had never seen a missionary’s wife
before, and not having gathered uptil after our arrival, did
not seo me walking in with the others, they took me for
a goddess and asked the ‘i)ruaohen if T could walk and if
thy all went away would I go too or must I be carried ?

his was the last place wo visited, but while on our
way home s new preacher Nersimilu and his wife Martha
came in from their village, three miles from the canal
bringing with them five who wero asking for baptism.
They have only been in this village (whioch was formerly
undor the care of Nara David) for a.few months, yot
Martha has opened a little school which is attended by
five or six chilpdren from whom she is collecting small fecs
z;nd the villagers bear witness to their earnest faithful
ives, - ' -

For your ontouragement, just & few words concerning
anintoresting baptism that took place this morning,
in the bathing tank near tho gates of the Miasion
Compound. rom the south count & Tamil
Brahmin of the priestly oaste, tho higmsb of all,

water of - the Ganges, ot the far-famod sacred oity of
Bonares. From place to placo he went, seeking rest and
finding none } he visited many places, among them the
shrine ‘of Jaggnath. Inhis own country he b\ﬁ hoard the
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ospel, but did not rocéive it ; in three places in'the
orth he heard it again, and the incssage was sweet to
the sin-siok eoul. From & countryman of his in Cal-
cutta he borrowed a Tamil New Testament, and read
the story for himself. - Atlast he found what he had been
longing and striving for so long, what he had travelled
so msuy mileg to find, peace, the peace that passeth all
undorstanding. .His noxt desire was for baptiem, he
wished to oboy Ohrist. All tho way on his southward
journey he was seoking for followers of Christ. In Samal-
ot it was thought best for.him to wait, but he could not

They wished to send me on a pil'g"i‘lmngaz
to Benares, but believing that the Lord alone i my true
Benares for the ealvation of my soul, I again ‘went to
Rajshmundry and remsined with Christians there for .
ﬁlt;g dnys eating and -drinking with them. ‘“After I

beon there for some time I asked for baptism which
they delayed about giving. In the meantime, I learned
that their manner of administering the ordinance—
sprink]ing—is not baptizing, and that immersion only, is
tl'.lrue baptizing, when hgain my people came and took me
omo. .

While they were thinking of cleansing.me by sonding
me, in attendance with the Vedas and Shasters (whic|
they were showing me) on a pil?—i.umgea. ote., I came to
Cocanada, and wishing to join the clilldren of the Lord,
waa baptized and joined the Charch of the Lord, trusting
that iﬁ;rimnges are vain, and that except through Christ,’
the Lord's appointed way, there is no salvation.

Therefure, I beg of you all to pray for me that I, the
néw Ohristian, may be stredgthened in the faith, and

My Dear Frienps,—The things which I, Venkatarazu,
would write you, are as follows :—I am the first son of
my father's hrat wife. After my mother died my father
married another woman. To her there wero six daugh-
ters. While things were thus, now and then therp came
to my village preachers who preached the gospel of Jesus
Christ, and caused it to be heard. Their preaching was
exceedingly hateful to me ; moreover, I was devoted to
the religion of my’ fathers, so that the preaching of
the Christian religion was to we ‘like the drinking of-
poison ; nevertheless, I used to read, or lister to the
reading of the Christian tracts, but I did not understand
the depths of their meaning. By:and-by thero camo to
me a great desire to see my aunt, abd so I left my home
and went there. This was but the plan of the ly.nrd to
lead me into His way. Having staid there a few days, 1
waa mmmi:f. and on the way stopped jn Cocanada, and
there learned through Mr. Jonathan -Biirdoy, all about
the Christian religion. After staying with iﬁm in his
house for 23 days, I was fully convinced that in no other
roligion than this Christian religion was there forgivo-
noss of sins, and aeked for baptism. The preachers
there having learned my state, baptized me, and imme-
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. diately afterwards Mr. Oraig came, to Akidu, There-
fore, my father, relatives, and friends of my caste, came
to the bungalow in Akidu, and having seen me, oried
tly. Mr. Craig comforted them with a few words.
-too, told.-them not-te-gorrow, and now-1 am-praying-
that ns I have believed in the Lord, so they all may
‘believe. I desire that you also will pray for them.
Dear friends, concorning my family, sll is sorrow.
Now, my father, too, is dead. - My aunt has died, and #o
‘my brother-in-law, B of all this I grieve aver.
tho atate of my relatives. N
The abov¢-mentioned aunt married me to a very little

girl ; she (my aunt) loved me very much, and treated mo -

very kindly, but bocause I believed in Jesus and joined
with the Christiana, she was very sorrowful. Two of my
sisters are widows, and my aunt saying that her dnughter
(my wife) would be as a widow too, unless she came with
' me, ondeavored to asud her to me. The people of our
caste hnvin.%hcard this, thought, ‘‘just as Venkatarazn
has joined the Christinns, 8o she (the. sunt), is goiuﬁ to
oin ; ”'. so having consulted about the matter, they killed
. herone night. Alns! alas| Tho religion of our caste !

That its foyndations may bo destroyed, pray earnestly.

Even up to this time my wife is sn Thoy. aro re-

- fusing to give her sufficient rico for fenr she wil{grow to
" be a woman, and I wil} take her away. Oh, you who
love me, see what temptations and trinls have come to
mo bocause I have left my people and-become s Christian ;
nevertheless, I have great-comfort and happiness in the

Lord. I have also my friends in the Lord. Bocauseyou,

too are my friends, and have desired to know my state, I

am rejoicing.

Although I may novor see you in this world, 1 beliove
that T shall both see and know you in heaven.

In the year 1888, Mr. Craig having given me permis-
sion, I went to tho Seminary and read in tho 3rd olnss,
and in '89 in the 4th class, but only for six months, for the
reason that a message came to me saying that my brother-
in-law was dead, snd that my relations were in great .
trouble, So I took leave from the Semi and came

to Akidu, @nd now I am superintondent of the works
going on in the compound, and telling words of comfort
and of life to those who come in my way.

Also, L am helping Mias Stovel in her Sunday achool,
and now and then % ‘0 to the village to preach. All-
this [ am doing with the permission of Mr. Ornig. :

I ami desiring much to see your photograph, and am
praying that you will send it to me quickly. .

‘*good seed " which will spring ujp to the praise of our
Saviour, who has the promiso that !‘the hoathon shall

Miss Wright, at Chicacolo, has seven Bible' women.
Bhe has spent 48 days out on tour visiting 46 villages;
travelled 672 miloa-ond distributed 11,662 gospel tracts.
The story of the Oross has boon:told to about 20,000
hearers, and 215 Bible lessoris have been taught. Two
thousand six hundred and thirty-seven visits hava beon
made by the Bible wémen. - .

One morning two men came on to the back veranda.
In the arms of one was o little cmaciated wailing baby.
It did not seem to be more -than seven montha old, and

. had beon eo starved that it was only skin and bone. One

-of the men had often worked for us, the other was o
stranger, and ho said tho ohild was his. Its mother had
died six montha previous; he waa very poor and thero wns
no one tg take care of the child.

Ho was gaing to Cocanada for work, and could not take .

her, and had no one to leave her with, and asked me if I
would take the child. I was ill at the time, and itaeon)ed
as if it would bo a great burden to take such a young child.

When
1 came again to the verands, Chinnie, who wps & waif
herself 8 years ago, pleaded with me to take the child,

- Aftor tho writiag was mnde out and signed, hoeaid, -
you must give me something for hor: I"have nothing for
mgnjeurney. 0, I said, I sce, you want to sell your child!*
That is'very wrong, and I cannot buy her, for that wounld
be wrong too ; so io picked her up and started away. I
said to the other man what will ho do with her? Sell her
to the dnncing woman, said he; he was going to sell her
to them, but I persusded him to bring her hore. :

*~ T thought and praycd over it-again, and the answer

camno as before. I could not bear the thought of turning
a little girl from my door, when T might save her from
such a lifo of-sin and shame as hera would be, if the Bani
women bought her and she lived; so I called the man back, -
tried to show him the torrible sin of what he contemplated
doing with his child, took her and gave him something to

.. buy food with for his journey. A few.days after we learned
+ that the'man who brought the child was not its father,

but that he was 8 man of the Sani casto, and that this
child had been bought of a Telugu caste woman,-by a
dancing woman some time provious. The woman how-
aver took siok and the chils not having sufficient food be-
came ill, and cried so much, that she was anxious to sell
it'again and get rid of it. She had sent it to Paristapore
and Balur, but none of her caste would buy it, as it did
not look as if it would ever be useful as a dancing woman,
80 she sent this man to sell it to me. ‘I was not ploased
with the deception that had been practised upon me, but
thére was another side to it, I believed the Lord had a
hand in sending the child to me and wished we to keep it
and save it from thd life thoy intended it to live.

The poor little thing was a- great deal of troubla the
first fow weoks, cried 80 constantly, and I fvared Chinnie
would got tired of her self-imposed task of caring for it,
but she-evidently took it into her heart, and kept it there.
At firat it-would eat nothing, would not even drink milk,
but after a timeit-seermed to get ravenous, and wanted to
eat all tho time, and when it was not eating, it was sure
to bo wailing, oxcopt the little time that it slept. Igaveit
milk and cod liver oil, and looked aftor its health and
food, oarefully, and in a month no one would "scarcely
know it was tho same child. The hair began to.grow on
its little baldthead, and its whole appearance was changed.
d I found it was not
loss than 2 years old, 8o us it came to us on Sept. 2, the
day after Boasio’s birthday, we call that its 2nd birthday.
I wrote to Bessie for a name for our little Telugu girl.
And sho wrote me to call hor Dora. Now “Dora” is
the name thé natives give to an English msn, or
Doragaru, and at first I thought it not suitable, but on
socond thought concluded to add ** Ummal " to it, as most
of the names for women end thus, and call hor Dorumma:
and now [ think it a vory proper namo, as ths little thing
is supported by the Dora Sani (English woman or mis-
sionary’s wife).. One dny after I had the child two or
three ths a ber of dancing woren came to aeo mo.

" Whilo I was talking to them,the child came in; they looked

at it, and thon at each othar, and ssid somothing very low,
and then ‘asked me whoso child that was. ¥ £aid shoe is
mine. Then they asked Chinnie about her, and I told her
not to answer. [ presime they had known that I Liad
taken the child what once bolonged to one of their women,
but could searcely beliovo that this was she, I gave Ohin-
nie specidl charges not to allow tho child to ba out on the
stroot alono, as thoy might sond and.steal her away, now
that sho had grown so intoresting 8hehas improvel very
‘milob every way, is nice lovking, very intelligent and a
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(m.ry ha )4 -henlthy little girl, and I want the aisters who
tm}; to pray that I ma; have wisdom ani strength to

train her for thoLord’s work, and that He may use hor for
His glory when she bocomes o woman. .~ ° .
