IL
stira up the indignation ut its readers against the uppressedl, by
appeaiing to liberty. Thus imitating the action ut Beelzebub,

wocan destroy liberty by mai<ing wvar upon it in the name ut
liberty. Beligions education, like Christianity itsclt, bas for suie
object Io tree man tromn the bondage ot ignorance anid sin, and
usher him into the gloridur, liberty ut Sons ut God. But this is
precisely wvhat the dcvii is upposed to and must if possible de-
feat. And lho goos about i ts destr-uction by maki ng us bel ieve that
il, is tyranny. lic sedluced , rst parents in this nianner.
And his agents or co-workers, M arthy and the Mail, stili pur-
sue the saine deceptive brut captivating systemn ut presenting cvii
for what is good aniod for wvbuL i8 cvii. The devil accumi-
plilies hispurposes by nîaking believe ani foui titat, while we
are serving him with our wvhoie hearts, wceare rcaliy trot serving
him but God. Or, as a iate modern philosopher, writing on this
srubject, said: 'l e (tie devil) miust cbime in with ur senti-
mients, our instincts, even stimulate our devotion Lu liberty und
deteat liberty, by compeiling us to seek it In the wrong place,
at the wvrong Lime or by improper means."

The French revolutionists in 1792 committed the most atro-
cious cruieities, ani deluîged France in blood, ail in tLhc -name ut
liberty. They prociaimed te ail liberty, cquality and fraternity,
but they massacred overy man or wuman wvho darcd Lu differ
from or object to tireir diabolical system. Iii tact, as in the
case uft Lie Mail, opposition to their sanguinary code wvas caiied
Iltyranny," wvhereas liberty consisted in-the puwer to confiscate,
Io plunder and Lu massacre by wholesalo.
