TUE FALL IN VALUES.

To grasp the full signireance and eXitelt of the fall
in the value of the great staple commodities during the
past quarter of a century it is necessary o compare
their market values in Great Britain at the close of 1894P. 0. Box 2081-.Televinone 1 277.
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with the average of the decades from 1807-77 aid from
1878-89. Ouly thus can the steady decrcase in values
in progress over the whole of the commercial world be
properly appreciated, for in no other country is the
current of prices so little interfered with by artificil
stimuli, or deterrents, as in Great Britain.

There are two reasons why the prices quoted in
British markets are the most valuable for the purpose.
The first is because Great 3ritain comîtes into closer con-
tact with the producing centres of the world than any
other country,and thesecond because urder her policv of
free trade, any interference with the current of prices by
alterations in the customs tariff is ont of the question.
This, coupled with the world-wide reach of her mer-
chants, renders the prices ruling in her marke ts a faith-
ful reflection of the truc values of the world, aud hence
the ones most fitted for com parison. Taking, then,
the figures compiled by Professor Sauerbeek for the
two preceding decades, and comparing them vith the

prices quoted in the market columns of the London
Thnes of the 31st Decemiber last, we fìnd the follow-

The unbroken descent of prices thus shown is very
suggestive, altlhoumgh it nuîst be remnembered that the
average price of the decade from 1807 to 1877 was in-
creased by the rally in prices caused by the war of 1870
which withdrew two of the largest producing countries
in Europe temnporarily from the market. But, even
making allowance for this, the decline is a marvellous
one ; and since 1873 it lias been so steady and persis-
tent as to preclude any return to the old standard of
prices. There was a slight rally in 1880, and fronm
then until 1884 the decline was slow. But the panie
of thiat year again accelerated the downward novement
and the prices ruling on the 31st of last December were
close to the lowest points ever touched. These figures
need no conunent. They indicate clearly enough the
increasing cheapness of the ordinary staples in spite of
the growth in population, and they emuphasize the fact
that the world is readjusting itself to a lower basis of
values. Naturally this readjustment is attended by de-
pression and enforced economy. But commerce will
soon adapt itself to its changed conditions, and then we
may safely look forward to a renewed period of pros-
perity.

AGENTS VANTED.

THE IARBOR REPORT.
That the revenue of the port of Montreal during the

year just past should fall under that of its predecessor
is only what was to be expected. The season of 1893
was one of the prosperous ones in the history of the
harbor, and exceeded the returns of 1891 and 1892 by
just as much as it did those of 1894. Indeed the fact
that the receipts of 1894 were only about 14 per cent.
less than those of so exceptional a year as 1893 was of
the nature of ain agreeable surprise to the Comnissioners,
inasmueh as a inuch larger deficit hlad been looked for.
From the opening of navigation to its close freiglt hlas
been scarce and rates unusually low. Not one of the
nany regular linoes of steainships rnining to this port
is credited with makiîig any money, and miany have to
record a loss On every trip. Only on the homneward
voyage could anything like cargoes be counted upon,
and even then, owing te the severity of conpetitiojn,
rates were never more than barely renunerative. On
the outward trip freight was diflicult to secure. The
cautious policy puirsued by all the large imnporting
houses rendered the demand for cargo space far less
than the average, and, as a result, steamers were unable
to secure more thant half cargoes at the best, and in
muany instances were forced to comne out in] ballast.

This naturally reduced the income of the [Harbor
Commission, and as a cousequence the receipts from
customs dues show a decline of $50,126 (or nlcarly 18
per cent.) from those of 183, made up as follows

Of course the falling off is largest in the case of
freight from Great l3ritain, where it reaches $31,01. ;
but the fact that tiere is also a decline of $19,115 in
the receipts froi fees on outward freight, shows how
unsatisfactory the export trade of 189-4 was in compari-
son with that of its predecessor.

In local traflic the very converseappears. The revenue
from this source shows an increase of nearly 17 per
cent., conposec of $1,280 on inland navigation, and
$4,734 in the rental derived froin railroads. This, less
the refund of wharfagcs, brings the total deficit of the
year down to 544,492-a unch better sbowing than was
aunticipated.

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other public-spirited citizens was present to urge upon
thei the necessity of maintaining the present safe-

guards against extravagant civic expenditure and to
strip the glittering generalities from the specious argu-
ments of the promoters of the bill. Their efforts were
successful. The Council struck out the clauses by a
imajority sufliciently large to show that they fully comi-
prehended the gravity of the situation, and as the bill,
thus emasculated, was no longer of any importance to
its supporters, it was quietly killed for the present.

It is of course to be regretted that the city will be de-
prived of the advantages of some valuable amendments
to the civic charter eubodied in the bill :but it is botter
to lose these than to have it become law in the form in
which it passed the louse. The policy of honesty and
ecaaonoy has triumphed, thanks to the action of the
Council, and the energetie representations of our finan-
cial and commercial men. The civie credit is untouched,
and the policy of extravagance has received a check the
more severe because it was unexpected. All far-seeing
business men will rejoice at the result.

TORONTO'S SECOND CONFLAGRATION, 1895.
The iiadequacy of Toronto's existing appliances _to

cope with any serious conflagration had already been
proved abundantly by.the fire which swept away the
Globe building and the surrounding promises and in-
flicted a loss of $303,470 upon the insurance companies,
but were any f urther corroboration necessary, it would
certainly be afforded by the second conflagration-even
more disastrous than the first-which destroyed the ware-
hoses and stock of ten large wholesale firms and added
S438,885 to the insurance losses of 1895 on Friday last.

The extent of the damage done by this fire-like that
of its predecessor-was ainost wholly due to the want
of proper appliances to extinguish it, or to protect the
goods imperilled. Toronto has no salvage corps to
spread covers or remove goods. There is not in the
Queen City a single steam fire engine to supplement
the miserably weak pressure from the hydrants, nor is
there a water-tower to dominiate the lofty buildings.
The consequence is that a lire like that in the Osgoodby
building, which caught'in the fifthl story, renders the
fire brigade utterly helpless and' can _burn unchecked,
scattering burning embers.far and wide, until it reaches
the third story before even the weakest stream f rom a
hose can bo brought to bear upon it. Under these
circumstances it is little wouder that over a half million
dollars worth of damage was done before the brigade
was able to gain control of the flames. Had it not been
for the deep snow which quenched the burning brands
the loss might be double what it actually was, and this

simply because of the mis-directed economy of Toronto's
civie fathers.

To show how far behind Montreal the fire equipmnent
of Toronto is, it is only necessary to compare the ap-
pliances of the brigades of the two cities. At the pre-
sent moment this is the showing

And yet the cost of Toronto's fire brigade is givenl as
SOc per capita, vhile that Of Montreal is only 75 cents.

The remedy now lies in the hands of the insurance
companiies. The two lires following in quick succession
have roused the merchants of the Queen City fromi their
apathy and the rush for insurance is described as un-
paralleled. Now is the Mime to insist ipon the fire ap-
pliances being brought up approximately to the stand-
ard of Montreal. The offer of Lhe Fire Commnittec to
purchase two steam engines and a water-tower and
truck should be rejected is inadequate. Tlie example
of Winnipeg shows that even the possession of three
steamers mnay leave a fire brigade hiepless if two serious
[ires break out siiultanteously. 'low thon can Toronto
pretend to protect itself with two only ? A trivial ac-
cident might render one temnporarily uscless, and then a
repeti Lion of the two Winnipeg lires, when one was per-
mnitted to burn itself out simply because thore were no
appliances to send to ceck it, wouild b inevitable. The
companies should insist an ait least four steamers being
purchased and a salvage waggon being established.
This is less than one-half the establishment of this city
and surely the property at risk iii Toroto is worth lalf
the protection of that in Montreal.

There is another point thalt miglt be trged iii favor
of the purchase of an adeqiate number of steamers,
and this is that fire appliances are oftei as valuable iii
keeping down the insurance rates as they are iii check-
ing the flames, and that unrless expenditure b)e made in
one direction it mmay havelto ie made in another. The
list of losses, revised andi checked by Our own reporters,
appended to this article, shows that nearly ev'ery con-
pany doing business iii Canada was interested iii the
total of $430,000 swept away on Friday last. All are
consequently equally interested iii seeing that citier
the protection afforded to tiem iiin future is adequate,
or that thcy receive sîmlicieunt premium to warrant the
extra hazard. IL is not a case of the loss faliing on a
few isolated comupanies. Alnmost cvery one bas sumffered
to a greater or less extent, and consecuently the depu-
tation of our Icadiing managers which visited Toronto
to place their views before the Board of Trade was able
to speak for the whole insurance force of the Donminion.

et us hope that their demuandsI will be complied with
in no iggardly or parsinonious manner, and Lhat suf-
fiaient judicious expenditure will be at once rosolved
upon to put Toronto in lier proper position as a lire
risk.

LEGAL UNCERTAINTIES.
The uncertainties attaching to proceedings in law have

becone proverbial the world over, but less so in the Province
of Quebec which has suffered in the estimation of outsiders by
exceptions a la fort for which the procedure bas been noted.

A Montrealer who las had vide business experience in the
different provinces, coming more or less into contact vith
members of the legal profession, was in conversation a few
days ago with one of the oldest and most respected men-
bers of the Bar of Ontario, on the subjeet of recover-
ing for the creditors, wealth fraudnlently vested in the wife
of a debtor, when the following dialogue took place

MoNTREALER: "I do net see why you cannot recover ; she
is only a depositary."-ONTAimo LAwrn3: "True, but you
must remember the law is very much in favor of the debtor
now."--MoruAn: "I have not fouRnd it So ; I have found
it uncertain ; Montrealers have found it so much se that they
do net care to trust the Courts in soume parts of Ontario to get
justice; they prefer te lose rather than to incur a big bill of
_cts -rAn3Io LÀwtaî: " I believe it, and the profession
is now slifering for it."-ONTHEALER: "Tie laws of Que-
bec are more reliable than those of Ontario."-OxNutîo Liw-

ER : " I have heard that said before, and ielieve there is
reason. in it."-MoxTmmum: "We are annoyed with vexa-
tious delays, but we more often geL justice ii Quebec than with
your lip law."--Oxtnio Lawri:: " We have had a Ljav
maker changing the precedure for 25 years until now if you
go to three lawyers for an opinion on anything, ne two of
them vill agree, and tiat is owing to the number of changes;
there was a tine vhen there was seme satisfaction în the
precedure but now it is uncertain that you may get one
judgment in one Court and a differont one in another, and it
is all due te the changes that have been going on te past
twenty-fivayears. MoNTUMALER: That reminds me-Mr. G.
went once to the Lion. E. lBlake for opinion ou a very imipor-
tant matter; lie paid a big fee for the opinion ; tien to make
sure, lie went te Dalton McCarthy, te whom lie paid aise a
big fee, and got au opinion exactly opposite ; lie ient
back to Mr. Blake and ,aid, 'How is that two such eninuent
lawyers cannot agree upon a matter on which they should bo
agreed'? The answer lie received was-'My dear Mr. G., how
do you suppose lawyers would live if tleyagreed.' "-Oxno
LAwYEni: " Wien Mr. G. called on Mr. McCarthy, the latter
did not icnow he had been te soe Mr. B., and the latter did not
know when he gave his opinion that Mr. G. wasgoing to Mr.
McOarthy, at least [imagine not, and therefore both opinions
ivere honest ; the blane was therefore in the procedure."

Over legislature and litigation doulitless underlie most of
the evils that oppress the people. Lawyers in Parlianment
make the laws, and lawyers practicing before the bar foster
litigation with all the uncertainties that attach te the proce-
dures of which they are the malkers, and wlien traders do
with crooked men, the cheapost way to get satisfaction is te
consign the loss te the -- where many lawyers send every
attribute Of justice.-ConuIMcTIs rIuton ToitONTo.

Among those received the prescnt week is one froin a respec-
table firin in Yarmouth, N.S., who want to buy a certain
muake of clock which webelieve is manufactured in this city.
Another is from a reader in Trenton, Ont., wlio, on remitting
wants to know wbere ie can purchase a reliable business
directory of the Dominion, also a business directory of Mont-
real separately. The addresses " of 2 or 3 of Montreal's
largest exporters and dealers in dried fruits, evaporated and
dried apples," are also inquired for. This mal. wishes to
deal direct instead of through comunission bouses. We give
his address elsewhere. We shall however be ploased to have
the addresses and cards of houses who eau supply any of the
goods above nentioned.

Thera are hundreds of dealers all over the Dominion, and
especially in Montreal, who fancy that their naines and busi-
ness are too well known to require advertising. We should
be pleased to exhibit te such doubters sone of the frequent
letters received at this office. The man who docs not adver-
tise nowadays, and that judicieusly and freely, is net se likely
to be among the list of survivors 10 vears honce, such as we
are publishing examuples of in an article elsewhere in
this issue. The advice to business meu should net be neces-
sary-XCeep your naie anld business before the publie ; and
do so in a paper which has a general circulation froin ocean to
ocean, rather than in imeditums with a circunscribed and
merely local circulation. The populous and business dis-
tricts of the Dominion are se spread over the breadth of the
whole continent-thousands of miles-that our business mon
really require more advertising tian would be necessary in a
country of only a few miles in extent, certainly to a greater
degree than before Confederation united the iwhole country
from ocean te oceat in business intercourse. IL is not sur-
pn-ising that many firms lose all faith in advertising when
they spend their monay in il se injudiciously. " I tried ad-
vertising in" se and se "l ast year," remarkeed a wholesale
grocer in this city, "and it did not do tue a bit of good."-No
wonder. The mediumn which ie chose bas a circulation the
whole of which would not be a burden te a St. Lawrence Hall
porter. Another bouse-wholesale bats, &c.-spent ene year
lately about $1,200 in advertising, tmost of it, they say, abso-
lutely tirown. away. A discretion similar to that exercised
ini making purchases of goods should be exorcised in buying
advertising. Well begun is half done.

TE NAIL COMBINATION.
Trouble was net long in brewing for the new nail manu-

facturers association. As pointed out in our ist issue thoer
was always a weak spot in the colmbination sO long as tLhe
Nova Scotia mills remained outside the breasLworks, and this
little " rift within the lute" bacante an open breach when
the Harris mils refused point-blank to enter the association
or beguided by iLs rules. Mr. Robertson sent a representa-
tive te this city to lay his views before the meibers and the
association are now engaged in devising some mtethod whereby
le nay be placated. The Nova Scotia imills secen te have a
good deal of justice on their side. They argue that the base
price fixed ($2.10 per leg) is far too high. They say it is all
very well for Montreal maliers, who are protected froi
Amnerican competition by prohibitive freight rates, te fix such
prices; but the freiglt on nails froin Boston to Halifax is
only 6 or 7 cents par keg, and Amnerican iakers eau oasily
afford to pay this, and the duty as well, and still undercut
any such figure as $2.10 per keg. Again, they want to be
left alone in their territory. If the Montreal and Western
makers will agree not to sell in the Lower Provinlces, they will
fix a lower price for their own custoiers and agree net to
enter the syndicate's territory. But if our nakers selil in the

Lower Provinces, and more especially if they seli there at
lower prices than the one fixed for the upper provinces, the
Nova Scotia inills will flood this market at once even if they
have to abandon their own to do so. This is the ultimatum
of the Lower Province nail men, and a îeeting of the syn-
dicato was at once called on Wednesday last to discuss it.

The meeting vasa long one, and the memibers of the syn-
dicato claini that iost of the points at issue were satisfactor-
ily smoothed over and thatthe co-operationof hie Harris inills
eau bo counted on within a veek or so. But the fact re-
mains that they are not yet in the combine, and, until they
are, thîey hold the key of the situation.

A GOOD PUR SE-ASON.

According ta the Edmonton, N.W.T., Bulletin this lias been
an exceptionally good season for fur oving to the abundance
of rabbits wiich notonly attract ih foxes, lynxand coyotes in
groat numbers but enable the bunters ta go greater distances
and trap mora steadily than if they were compelled ho get
supplies of food fromii traders. An additional inducenent is
the lien compettion and cash prices offered by the Edmonton
fur buyers-prices whicli it is said the state of the world's'fur
market scarcely justify. iur has been coming in at a rate of,$500
ta $1,000 a veek for the past fow weeks, for which cash is
paid and the monay alnost entirely spent in town. These furs
coie alinost solely [roi points at no great distance fromn Ed-
monton. Th most important and distant points have not
yoit been heard from. The foundation of ail tiis trade is the
rabbit, whicii has been on hie increase for Lth past five years.
he ravages af all the 11 s Cating wild animials upon thein
havo not kept dowi their numbers. Last year they were in
thousands. This winti they are in millions. The rabbit
lives on tha bailrk of thO young poplar,and every tling clse lives
on1 th rabbit. As the rabbits increase the animais that live
on tlcin iincrease also and iL would indool bu a fine country for
[idians and trappers if the iicrease continued indefiniitely.
But; it does niot. \Wlen the rabbits become so numerous, as ta
OXhiaust tha supply Of food availabi the saime thing Occurs t
thom as does to Lhhumnan race underlike conditions. HIunger

produces diiseas, and the disease accomiulies in onc season
wha, the combinliedlfrtis of aman and all the ilesh eatîig wild
anitimalIs are uilla to accoimpliisi inl ai munsitîber Of years. The
rabbits mio to snclh an oxtent that in localities where tley are
nov mubered in millions, a rabbit becomes albinost as rare as
a îmsk ox. As the inerease of the rabbits bring pleiity, so
their destriction brings starvation and hardshtip on animals
and huntdes alike, and wiere ie woods ara nsow full of fur
bearing aniimals, in a year or two scarcely aiy will ba seen.
I is likely hat this is tei Inst year of abundance of rabbits.
Laîst, year disease w«as reported aiioigst ticm in several places,
but il did not spread. This year reports of disease are ai-
roady heard. 1t is likoly thait if the weather becomes severe
they vill ba practically all gone before spring. Then expect

hardship aiioiiIgst the Indians and a poor fir trade until tha
rabbits have again increased.

A city subscriber desires tl o enliglitened regarding quo-
talions ai eggs in Our market reports vhich read " Held
stock 10 to 13 ýc ; strictly fresh 22 ta 24e per doz." Among
the nanies given the various grados-wiich, by the way, are
oily too various-by tha comission mîerchîants wlo are the

principal dealers liera, are: "Western " IHld 1'resi,"
Liiied," " Refrigerator," and " Strictly Presi Boiling Stock."

The latter 'eri is the iiost ovasive. Such stock should be ail
that the naie implies, or, if not, the namoe should be changed
ta accord with the age. This is too often neglected, as tha
breakfast table sonetimes most disagr6eably denotes. Eggs

procurod froi fariners by country storekeepers and dealers
are bouglt as "Strictly New-'L aid ;" doubtiss a large propor-
tion Of tiei ara. They are shipped whan convenieint, under
the saine grade terin to the commission merchants, who accept

and dispose of thein without, of apparent necessity, plaoing
tim under any more questionable title. Eggs may be fresh-
gathered, and sold, shipped, and retailed as such within -afew
days, but what age some of themii nay have attainied before
they were innocently gathered only remains for the consumer
-or the taster-to decide. Absolutely " New-LaidEggs" are
furnished, through a few industrious owners of ienneries in
this neighborhood. ta a few leading retail grocors here, who
buy at 50e and sali them readiiy at 60e per dozei. And it
would even appear that these ara not alwvays wholly free from
mixing with bad company. Many persons refrain from using
eggs during the winter season, but as they are being continu-
ously placarded by retailers as fresh laid,a suitable price being
aIllixed ta add confirmsation ta the stateient, they are often

given te banefit of a doubt.

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THE UNITED FIRE INSURANCE 00.
The end of the United Pire Insurance Co., of Manchester,

Eng., as a company doing business in Canada, camé on the
15th inst., wien all its outstanding liabilities and business
were handed over to the Western. The Palatine, whici took
over the business of the United Pire in England some tine
ago, refused to deposit the amournt of security required by
the Dominhion Government under its broad charter.
It is said that the governmant deinanded a deposit of. $300,-
000 which, considering that the preminiu income of the
company in Canada last year was only $187,000, and the
percentage of losses 88.3 par .cent., the officials of the Pala-
tine considered excessive. Tha fact is that the business of
the United Fire since it started in this country in 1891 lias
never been profitable. In 1892 the rates of losses paid to
premiuins received was 88.8, in 1893 it was 88.3, and last
year it is believed te have beau equally heavy. Add an
average of 30 per cent. for expenses to this, and the reason
why the Palatine bas decided te withdraw from this field is
not difficult to sec. It inust ba understood that this extinc-
tion of the United Pire in tbis country does not affect the
Canada Accident Co., which, althouglh practically owned by
the Palatine works under a Canadian charter.

THE MANITOBA ACT.

As was foresltadowed in our article on the Manitoba lnsur-
ance Act the companies have resolved that the yearly tax of
$200 levied upon tien by the Provincial Legislature shall le

paid by the people of Manitoba and not by their shareliolders.
To tiis end the Manitoba Board of Pire Underwriters has

passed the following resolution, and the companies have beei
notified to govern their business according to its require-
monts

Resolved, That to meet the Provincial Govermîent tax, the ex-
tra (5) cents per $100 on annual risks or double for (8) years, and
for broken terni policies short rate of increased animal rate be
enforced in accordance with thie resolution of Septeimber 6, 1894,
and that it be charged ait all renewal and new business front this
date : and that the following be stanped on each interim and re-
newal receipt and policy, " Provincial Governmttent tax 5a par
$100 per aniiutm extra." This resolution is to apply to business in
Manitoba only.

The hayseed legislators who upheld the act on the ground
that it iould tax castern capital, have now a good opportun-
ity to reflect upon the result of their anticipations and ta- iu-
vont some good excuse to avert the wrath of their constituants
at having their insurance preminues increased.

THE PRENCH PRESIDENCY.

The resignation of Casimir-Perier, President of the French
Republic, sets an exaimple wiicli migltt considerately be fol-
loved by mai on lasser plaines all Over the civilized world--
especially by certain aldermen in Montreal-who never would
be missed. The resignation of the President of a nation
looks like something new under the sun; other resignations
wot of by our over-taxed citizens would be no less remark-
able. Pelix Faure was elected to the vacant presidency yes-
terday.

bills 4.87V2 and documeintaries 4.87%.
In this market the rates between banks
were 9% to 18-16 for sixties, 978 to 15-16
for demaud, 10 for cables and 1-16 to 1-32
discount for New York fonds. Over tie
counter rates were 9%. to 10 for sixties,
10% to 4 for demand, 10%B for cables and
1-16 to yo premiumioî for New York funds.
Paris francs were 5.16% for long and
5.143% for short.

The week on the Stock Exchange was
an active eue and 26,500 suares clinged
lands. The '"bull" mooveiment culminated
early in the week and at the close Ile
market had flattened out very consider-
ably althougli the closing prices are a
point to two points higlier thain those of
last Thursday. T really nou solid
cause for the advance beyond the fact that
a number of our speculative fraternity
transferred their attention fron New
York to this market, and it was felt that
the boom would not be of long duration.
Street Railway was, of course, tie princi-
pal stock dealt lin. In fact 15,300 out of
the total of 26,500 shares sold were of thtis
stock. It rose to 179% for old and 178
for new stock and then sagged sharply
closing at 17734 for old and 175% for new.
Cabile was also active, and 8,200 shares
were sold at a range of fron 14294 to 146,
closing at 144%. Gas, of which 2981

MONTREAL WHOLESALE MARKET
Thursday evening, Jan. 17ti.1895.

The steady winter weather aînd good
sleiginxg throughout the country have
caused thre retail trade to experience a
coinparatively lively trade following the
lolidays. Ini wholesale circles the re-
turn te active business for the new year
hxas scarcely been felt as yet, the turn of
the 20th bringing it about as a rule. In
hardware the question of the permianency
o nail prices, as given in last issue, is still
under consideration. Tin continues to
weaken both for block and strip. Dry
goods' travelers show numerous orders re-
ceived. but for smaller quantities. Gro-
ceries continue dull. and are not expected
to revive for another' week. Teas are
claimuing considerable attention, without,
however, resuilting in much direct busi-
ness. Failures are numxerous througlhoit
thre Dominion, but noune are of suffcient
dimensions to cail for special comment.

Asims.-Very little business has been
done this week. owing to liglit receipts.
We quote potaslh $4.10 for first sort and
$3.75 for second sort, pearls $6.40 for flrst
sort. Market quiet. Receipts since lst
January 54 bris. pots, 2 bris. peirl. De-
livered 80 bris, pots, no pears. In store
10 Jarînary at 6 p.m- 98 brls. pots, 5 bris.
pearls.

BUTTER.-In this article there lias been
little or no business passing during tie
week, thxe extreme dulluess experienced
for some ýweeks past still continuing.
Holders don't know what to make of the
situation, and see no iîminediate prospect
of the demand picking up. Fincsý creamn-
ery and fresh-fîiavored sweet dairy goods,
which are in small supply, are held with a

certain amouînt of tirinixess, and ineet with
a fair jobbing sale tu the city local trade.
But in under qualities, of ail kinds, there
is nothing whatever doing, and it is mi-
possible to niake any headway with sales
as there are no buyers, or outlet. Western
dairy, whiclh comprises by faxr the larger
portion of the held stock in this market,
is being offered freely at fromx 10 to 12c
without attracting mxxuîch attention fron
buyers. We quote ßnest fresh creamery,
20 to 21c; held lots 15 to 18c; finest sweet
dairy 17 to 19c; under grades 10 to 14c.
Boll butter arrives freely and is quoted
from 14 to 15 cenits, but trade is miuch div-
ided and prices ride altogether with
buyers.

COAL AND Woon.-Steady cold weather
has assisted thre demand, city dealers being
kcept fairly busy filling orders. There
are no changes to note in prices. We
quote, Stove per ton, $6.00; Chestinut,

screen, (retail) $5.00 ; Scotch, do. $6.00;

DREssEiD IIoas.-Larger arrivais and
very mnild weather give a much casier
tendency to the market.

An
authority ou hides claims there were
100.000 taken out of Ontario duiiig the
past seven miîonths, with none arriving ex-
cept for harness and belting purposes,
whiclh shows that tmners hore have really
nîeither hides nor leather to supply the
demand should it arise.
