;. GIVING, AN ACT OF LOVE:

*Toers is a great cry about failing re-
sourcesin tho Church of Christ.. Doubt-
.less the lack of commercial prosperity is
chargenble with a diminutien of offerings
to the cause of Goen. But, oh, for o eim-
ilar spirit to that of the Macedoniun
Christians, whese deap poverty abounded
to the riches of their liberality, Self-
denial, the resources of ithe Church of
Christ will be fully maintained, yea, and
incroagsed. How much could the Chureh
of Gop afferd to give to Gop’s cause if
intoxicants were dispensed with! Pos-
sibly some £20,000,000 (bwenty williens)
a year! Let us not plead “poverty”in
excuse-of lack of ndequate contributions
to the cause of the Lord, while we spend
Jthis sum on things that, in mest cases,
might be dispened with, not only with-
out harm, but with positive benefit to
health and streagth.

_Ministers have to plead hard for monoy
for their schools and parochial organiza-
Hens; and, perhaps, plead nlmast in ¥ain,
while large sums are lavished on unneces-
sary indulgences.

At the lust meeting of the Church
Missionary Society a letler was read from
the Archbishop ef Canterbury, informing
the committeo that a layman, who desired
that his nnme shentd not bhe known, was
preparad to give toward tho endowment
ofa bishop's see in the north of China the
sum of £10,000, fuvested in colonial
government sccuritice. payiug five per
cent., o conditien (1) that the selection
of the bishep should rest with the Arch-
bishop of Canterbury; (2) that all existing
Church of Eagland niissions in the dis-
tricls assigued to auch see should be placed
nnder the bishop’s charge. The arch-
hishop did net undoratand this proposal
te have roferenco to Ningpo or Shanghai,
Lt to regions further north.

Ox Sunday 24th March. about five
hundred and sixty condidates wero con-
firmad in the parish church of St. Mary,
Nuwington, by the Bishep of Itochester.
They were prosented to the Bishop two
at atime, amdl receiving-the laying on of
hands as they knelt on the chaneal step.

“The prelato who succeeded Bishop
‘Wilson had net only to take up the vasi
amount of work which that active brain
had originated ; the time at which he
ontered on his work was altegether un-
precedentad. The mutiny was-quelled;
but the couniry was not yet pacified ; the
rumblings of the strife were.still te be
heard in the North-West; the. country
had to be settled, the disaffected eurbed,
the conquered enceuraged to-subordina-
tien ; the missions had to be ro-established
—in seme instances {o be built up again
from the foundations, which were red
with the bleod of pastors ard catechists
who had been murdered at their posts.
It was a wise choico which selected -for
s position ef such unparalleled difficulty
George Edward Lynch Cotion. . He never
sought the high office of Metropolitan of
India; he was called to it, and so far as
his own’ inclination went he shrank from
it On the morning of his censecration
he speke of the -offics that was to bo en-
trusted to-him as s © burthen,” the laying
down of -which he couid leave *chebr-
fully and --confidently  in Gov’s’ hands.”
His intellecinal powers were . just'thosd

“fwhich fit & man tocope with the'subt

oriental mind, and his calmuess of judg-
ment and unvarying sonse of: what was
equitable led him always to aocerd te an
opponont’s position a eareful and:pains-
taking cousideration.” (l'uckor).:"

Bishop Cotlon was couseeratod on
Ascension Day, 1858, and preached-his
last sarmon in England in St “Avgustine's
College Chapel; in Novomber -of the
samo year ho was installed in his Cathed-
alat Caleatla. Mis primary ‘charge was
delivered in 1859, “That same year he
made & visilation tour in tho North-west
provinces. W giva the following sadly
interesting extrmet from one of his lot-
ters: “All tracos have vanished of the
house (in Cawnpore} in which the mas-
sacro took place; but in a wide expanse,
with a fuw palin trees and Lo Buropoan
houses near, is the well into whieh the
bodies of the murdured Lnglish, men;
women and children, woro enst. The
mouth of the well is completely brieked
up about » foot from the ground, sur-
rounded by a wooden fouce. On ono
side i tho well-knewn cross put up by
the men of the 32nd under ~Moore's
auspices ; on the ethera plain horizontal
grave-stone, with a cross carved upeon il
and two texts {rom Jdoul—* Spare Thy
people O Lord,” and ¢ Wherofora should
they say anmeng the heathen, where is
their CGoo " This was put up by a non-
commissioned oflicer of tho Bengnl Artil-
lery te the women and childron belong-
ing to his corps. On the upright créss,
to the memery of theso lelonging to the
32nd, the metlto is “ T boliave in the
Resurrection of the dead.” Surely theso are
among the mest melancholy mamorials i
tho world, T saw the barrack which.ias
occupicd till the mulinoers sot fire Lo it,
and tho woll in which the dead were

stole J8t attho peril of their lives to per-
form the last rites to their comrdes. - In
desogliation it surpnsses any station which
we have yet soon ; ovon theresidents dis-
like tho. placo as if the curse of Nana
Sohib still blighted it.”

Yoar by yoar as Bishop Cotton’s views
onlarged, his experience of his work was
deapened and his energy was wore and
more fruitful in results. His activity
was vory greal. livery cold soason was
dovoted to tho labour of visitation. In
1860 he was in the Punjab. In 1862, at
Benares, In 1863 he starled on a metro-
poiitan visitation of Madras and Bombay,
Whilst at Gea ho vigsited Xavier’s tomb,
and writes : ¢ confees, however, thal
while he deserves the title of Apostle of
India for his onergy, self-sacrifico and
piety, I consider his wholo method
thoroughly wrong ; ils results in ladia
and Coylon most deplorable ; and that
the aspect of mative Christians at Goa
snd elsewhere shaws that Romanism has
had o fair trial at the conversion of India,
and has entirely failed.  Tho one bright
example of a flourishing and industrieus
seitlement of native Roman Cathelics is
at Dettin, near Nepaul, and with il
neither Xavier nor the- priests of Gen
had anything fo de.” It was on this
same visitation that he wrote from Tin-
novelly : “ We havo just finished a fort-
night’s most interesting visitation of the
Tinnovelly Missions, I nsswro you that
I have been deeply impressed with the
therough-going characier of the whole
business; and I entroal you never to be-
liove any. insinuations against missiopary
work in India, or to scruple to plead or
allow to be pleaded the cause of the 8.
P. G:or the C. M. S.” (Lstter to Canon
Farrar). ) -

The affairz of the Caleutta University
recsived from Bishop Cotlon much atten
tion. . He alse delighted in roveiving at
his residence edueated "Hindus for dis-
cussions on controverted subjects, thee-
logical or otherwise. - But the disiinguish-
ing mark of his episcopate was the great
offort -which "he' made to place” Anglo-
Indian . education or a spund religious
bais, | His plans are best doscribed in

done long ago for their ancestovs in Fng-
ind,  The vast rangs of the Uilmalayns
affords opportunitics of training theso
childron in u healthy climate. The State
recognizes the impertance of the work by
doubling from tho public reveuue all the
sums which 1T ean colleat privataly.
This work has a clenr connexion with
missionary trbour, as nothing can ho as
advarsa le tho pregress of Christianity se
the sight of thoso whe profess il, grow.
ing up in ignowance and ungodliness.”
The Bishop fiually suecovded in carrying
out his design for a seminary.- An insti-
tution for tho education of Anglo-In-
dians wus {ounded at Simla, and this
achool has evorsinve borne Bishop Cot-
ten's numo, .

He was now in the eighith yanr of his
spizcopate.  1lis ‘slatesmanlike ddminis-
tration lind not- only roestored, but had
also extended tho. missions which had-
oncs oxisted, and nuany new fields of
work had baen opened. But in~ Gov's
wysterions Providence he  was ' taken”
away from his useful labeurs ‘whon his -
great intelloet waa still in full vigoar, and
his physical strength unabated ; ot a time, -
Lbo, whon hid wido ‘experienco and inti-

wate acquaintance witg the condition and
“HBuitor '?‘glnind ron-
dereil his proserico inexpressibly valuablo.

In August, 1866, the Bishep loft Caleutia
for Aissani to visit tho ten-planters whe
wero living prelty much out off from
roligioua privileges and- tho missions of
the 8. P. Q. in that province. On Oct.
3, whon the teur was nearly ended, and
sems of the party had aiready relurned to
Calouita by trnin, the Bishop halted at
Keoshton and censecratod the cemotory,
tolling his hoarers that such censecrations
wors “for tio honofit of the living, net
of the doad ; that deparied souls suffored
no injury if their bodies wore left in &
desort place, or on a field of baitle, or
in any other way, wero unable Lo obtain
the rites of burial.” When the sorvico
wag over (it was Saturday evening, Oct.
6th, 1866) he hurriedl to the Governor's
yacht, which lay at anchor in the Goria
waiting for him. Beforo he reached the
river the shorl tropieal twilight had
deopened iunto night. He stepped on =
narrow plank which lod from the shoro
to the vessel, a splash was heard and he
was seen no more. The 1npid Indisn
river swept him away, and all efforts to
recover his hody were in vain.

In closing we givo an extract from a
famous charge of Bishop Colton's in
Nov. 1863, Its delivery occupied four
hours. Tho subject of the exiract is the
Athanasisn Crecd : *Tho errers rebuked
in the Athanasian Croed result {rem ten-
doncies common to tho human mind
everywhere, and especinlly provalent in
this country. - Ii especially censures four
errors—the heresy of Arius, of Sahellius,
of ~ Nesterius, of Appollinarius. Those
four tendencies correspond Lo four ferms
of error which are in full sctivity among
us hera; * Now, if we remember, that all
these horesies sprang from tendenciss
which hare given birth to separate relig-
jons of widely-oxtended influence, in tho
midst of which we in India are living, "
we may surely pause hoforo wa expunge
from the records of our Church ‘an
ancient protest against the application of
these . tendencies to Ckristianity; since
whenever the ‘educatad classes of this
country. gonerally embrace ihe Goapel
thero,will be need’ of “watchfulneas, lest
it diinplisity be porverted by the revival
F_ff’ -which illi’hnd theif ‘erigin in

THE PRIESTHOOD OF THE CHRIS-
TIAN DMINISTRY.

Oun correspondent “F,” asks us if we
have a “Priesthuod” in the Church of
Enatand.  This queation is an impottant
one, nnd of inferest to our readers. The
limits of our article will preclade any-
thing but a brief reply ; but we shall try
tu show in what sensé we can say there
is a P'riesthood, truer than that of the
Law, and with a betler offering. And
before heginning, in sorrowful indigna-
tion we say that of the many errors that
Howo has to answer for, none is mere
painful than her perversion of Seripture
on this very point. It has confused
people’s minds, and lad thown to miss-con-
ceive the truth of Gon, for fear of falling
inte dangerous errors,

We start with the followingstatements,
l. There has Dbeon only one Priest,
strictly spenking, since the foundation of
the world—our Lord Jesus Christ. His
Priesthood is unchaogeabls, and un-
transmitted. 2. There has only beon
ono true Sacrifice, offered once for all
ou the altar of the Cross.

Tako the first point.  The sele Priest-
hood of Christ is not only net inconais-
teul with the Christiann Priosthood, but
is tho ONLY OROUND OF ITS EXISTENCE.
The Jewish priesis wore only types of
Christ, and their ministrations, wore only
accepted by Gob in anticipation of Christ's
death. The ministers of the Christian
Church ara only representatives of Christ,
appointed by Him according o the com-
mission, “As my Father hath sont me,
even so sond Iyou” 1fe in Ilcaven.is
the “one High Priest of our profossion,”
on carth His represontatives acting in His
namo share in the functions of the one
Ftornal Pricst.  In Hisname, and acting
for Him, they are commissiened to ad-
minister the Word and Sacraments ; in
Tlis name thoy bleas the people; in His
uama they pronouitce thoterms an which
God pardons ; as St Paul says “Wa are
ambassadors for Christ: as though Gop
did beseoch you by us.” An smbassador
isono who ncts for the King, by au-
Lhority.

Again “ministars of Clirist, and stow-
ards of the nystories of God”  St. Paul
nsgoris that his own apostleship s a truer
priesthosd than that of the Law, and that
the Christinn sacrifico is a betler oblation,
And the Christian  ministers while
sharing in the functions of the one
Etornal Priest, aud represonting Him, are
also voprasontalives of the hody ef the
faithful.  While our secomd statement
holds true that there has bioen but one true
Sacrifico, is it not true that an Apestle
spoaks of “spiritual sacrifices, acceptable
unto to CGon, through Jesns Christ our
Lord ' Do wa not read ¢t the “sacrifice
of praiso nnd thanksgiving 1" Ts net
evary prayer basod on the Atonement a
sacrifice! Are not bread and  wine offer-
ed toGop as feasts of the ocarth a truc
offoring to  Gob, and are mot sur souls
mul bedies to bo offered up to Gon, as a
“reasonable sacrifice?  St. Augusiine
defines a true sacrifico as “overy act
which is parformed in order that wo may
hold fast to Gov.” )

Now, if every Christian prayer is a
true “sacrifice, and evory Christiau a
momber, as St. Peler puls it, of the
“Royal DPriesthood,” why reject the
winisterial priosthood and the spiritual
sacrifices of the Chrietian ministry?
Bvery time our corrospondent offers
fanily prayers, he knoels at the * faniily
allar,” be it tabla er not, and exorcises his
individual priesthood as hesd of his
family. There is._an official piiesthqéd
of the ministry, and certain powers-are
wielded by them asthe Church’s repre-
sentatives,’into which ordinary Christians
may not intrude..- Take tho office for the
Holy Communion, “theearthly priest in
the oxercise of his official authority, act-

ing on behalf of the people, “a royal

priesthood,” offers to Gop ‘alms: and ebla-
tions, * the sacrifice of praise and thanks-
giving,” the souls and bodies of himself
and people, and ** ghews forth the Lord’s
death” by the broken bread and psured-
out wine; all ferming a commemorative
gpiritual sacrifice, commemorative of the
death and sacrifice of Christ. We state,
thereforo, in answer to our correspondent,
that while there is bul one truc Priest
antd one frue Sacrifice; whilo the word
Priest in the Prayer Book is orly a con-
traction of Preshyter, therc is a solemr
and real sense im which Christ's com-
missioned ambassadors, acting in His
name, and also on behalf of the peoplé,
are in a sense. far more real than under
the old dispensation—a priesthood of-
fering up to Gop *“spiritual sacrifices,”
based on the Atomement, administering
the Word and‘S8acraments, and blessing
the people in Christ's name. Every
Christien is a priest, .bound te offer up
on the altarof the.Atonementthe incenss
of prayer and the sacrifice of praise,
alms and his own body. That is the in-
dividual priesthood of the laity, and
there is equally an official priesthood of
the clergy. Because Rome has Judaized,
shall we give upthe truth? While it
is right to aveid the careless use of
phreses, misleading only becauseof the
cenfusion of ideas introduced by Reme,
we ought to be prepared to understand
tha Scriptural idea of the Christian
Pricatheed, of whom Isaiah said, “ Ye
shallbe named the Priests of the Lord"—
while the eternal seng of the redeamed
is, “ He hath made us kings and priests
unto Gon.”

THE EXODUS—A TYPE.

Ir is not without good reason that the
Church has placed the 114th Psalm
among the jubilant Songs of Praise for
Eastor Day. “When Israel came out of
Lgypt” has been chanted in the Jewish
Townple Service by a people prefoundly
affected in ail ages by the narralion of
what Cep wrought for them at the Red
Sca and in the desort wanderings. The
history of thess events has supplied
“materials out of which the imaginntion
of all ages has constructed its idea of the
journey of life.” But while the Levites
chanted this and other Psalms, recount-
ing the deliverance from Egypt, and that
other deliverance, the return from Capti-
vity, thero was a loftier meaning symbel-
ised. The passage of the Red Seca is the
deliverance of the seul from sin and
death. :

In conneetion with the Exodus, we
find the words “redecmer” and “redemp-
tion” in the Hobrew poetry. Wo have
stood bencath the shadow of the Cross,
and if we have lifted up our eyes, by
Faith, have seen on it the Redeemer of
the world, whils around was thoe black-
ness and darkness of Egypt. Wa have
stood by an empty tomb, and learned
that Ile has broken the worse than Egyp-
tian bondsgo of sin and death, and have
heard the glerious trath, “The TLerd
loveth who hath brought us -up out
of the house of bendage.” The song of
vietory that sounded by the Red Sea, is
ringing in our ears, “Jehovah hath tri-
wuphed gloriously,” e, our leader
has passod through the Red Sea before
us. Iis decesse is called in one place
“His exodus.” Leaning on Him for our
guide, the “exodus” of the Christian will
be peaceful and safe. The waters will
roll up on each side, and ha will pass
over dry shod. . .God has wrought that
greater deliverance of which the Exodus
was the shadow, and- therefore we sing
the song of doliverance from the waters of
tho Red Sea. Thero is & new beanty in
this' Hebrew ~poem to thess- who. have
read Dante.. In the second caste of the
“Purgatorio,” he describes by a- beautiful
teuch of peetic fancy, the spirits just
exancipsted from earth, and on their

way to the mount ef purification, as

chanting this Pealm. Tt is to thema
song -of deliverance from the bondage of
carth. Speaking of the bost guided by
the pilet angel, he says :—

“In Exitu Terael de Egypto

All with one voice together sung, with what,

In the remainder of that Hymn is writ.”

The type will have its complete fulfil-
ment in that great day when thero shall
be an exodus of the saved from the
Church militant and the Church expee-
tant ts the Church triumpbant. The
redcemed and victorious, the “saved,”
shall sland by the glassy sea, and chant
“The Somy of Muses,” the servaut of
Gep, and the Seng of the Lamb.” At
last, they are mo longer “strangers and
pilgrims,” but at horme, at last they are
fres from bondage, and they will sing
the praises of that day—
“When Teracl came out of Egypt,

And the honse of Judah from among a strange
peoyle.™

AN ENCOURAGING EXAMPLE,

ToE actien of the Parish of Sackville,
N. B, in veluntarily relinquishing $50,
of its grant from the D. C. S. is cer-
tainly most praiseworthy. It is an ox-
ample that ought to mct as a stimulus
to other parishes, some of them much
stropger in resources. Fer Sackville
is enly a country missien.

It will be seon that the Parish-
iomers have incressed their amount
raised one sixth, and relieved the So-
ciety permanenily of ene quarter of the
grant allowed them.  We have no doubt
that ether Parishes in the country will
do the same. Wo are proud of some of
our country missions. The people like
those in Sackville ars scattered and
in very moderate circumstances, but
many have come to the frent in times like
these. Will the city Parishes follow fheir
lead? TheD. C. S. cannot assess them.
They are not in the power of the Board
ns mest of the Parishes, but they are com-
pact hodies of Church people, many of
them blessed with large means. We
ask are they going to allow the poor mis-
sions of the Diocese to shoulder all this
deficiency 4 We trust net. 'Who among
them willundertake that they will bear
one half the burden.  The country Mis-
sions will willingly bear the other half.
Yot the city Parishes with their men of
means step to the front at this ecrisis,
But let not the Rectors of these Parishes
depend as on  the past simply on a few
moneyed mon. Where de the country
Rectors got their conmtributions} Thoy
come from the poor in most cases, they
are the mites of the many. The lists of
subscribers of the D. C. Sin St. John
are absurd. They simply represent a
few names yenr after year. The people
who would give their dellar or fifty cents
aré uever asked. We krow dozens of
peeple in the city well able nand will
ing we believe to subscribe, whe do not
give becauso no one has ever asked them.
They are just the peopls, that the coun-

+| try Rectars depend on for subseriptions.

Ifa thorough canvass were made of the
attendants of the city churches, we are
satisfied that the centributions would be
increased at least four-fold., Thereisa
large deficiency caused by the inerease
of miesions, and incressed labours by the
Clergy. That deficiency must be mat.

Let all tako their share.  "We hope the
Country Missions will imilate the
example of Sackville. But the town

Parishes should take their full share of
the deficiency. If they do not, and sllow
their weak and seattered brethren to besr
the whole burden, we hope there will bs

CANON LAW BINDING OX BOTIC
CLERGY AND LAITY,

—_—

ATTENTION has lately been directed to-
wards the Canoos of 1603, and the
extent of their force as regards the laity
has been questioned. The Judgment of
Lord Hardwidke is supposed to have
finally settled this questior, and we
therefere publish it in his own words :
“We are all of opinjon that, propric
rigore, the Canons of 1603 do net Lind
the laity ; Isay propriv vigore, becauss
somo of them are only declaratory of
the ancient Canon Law ;* and further on
he said, * It has been already yroved that
the received Canens bind the laity : ang
this appears by our Statute 1:1\;',.-‘;~l.ich
continnes the force of Canons accustomed
and used, and here rosts the ecelesiastical
power.”

The “Act of submission’ of Ienry
VIIL continues in its former force the
whole of the Canen Law, which is not
ropugnant to the laws, statutes and cus.
toms of the realm, nor to the damago or
hurt of the voyal prerogative. Qur 99t}
Canon is clearly one of those which aro
* declaratory of the ancient Canon Law,
and is therefore binding on the laity na
well 08 on the clorgy of the Fstabiished
Church in England ; and Jiere it has the
additional fores imparted through its
adeption by the Provincial ‘Syned, in
which both Clergy and Laity are repre-
sented.

Although ho has, in the
estimation ef mwost, beon ally answored
and instructed by another, to the effect,
that in preaching aboeut the Churel, we
are preaching ahout Christ, for it is Ilis
Body, and it isnot for usevon in thought
to separate the Head from the Body, ysi
I weuld add to the argument an ex-
tract from that eminent non-conformisi
Matthew Tenry, who,
commenting on the interview of tho rich
young mau with Christ, ns recorded in
Matth, xix, laya down a rule thatis of
cagy application te our subject. I1e snys,
“Christ pressed that most which was the
least insisted on by the Scribes. As one
truth, s¢ c:ae duly must not jostle out
angther ; Lut ench must know its plnce
and be kept in it; but equily reyuires
that be helped up, which is in most
dangar of belng thrustent,  That is tho
presont truth  which we are called upon
to bear our testimony to, uot anly which
is opposed, b which is negleeted "

Now, aro not the facts and doctrines
of the Church and the Sacraments just
the very ducirines thal are opposed by
thousands whe profess Lo be beliovers in
the Bible, as well as by many who he-
long lo the Church, not to say anything
of the multitude who enlirely neglect
both,— neglecting Sacraments by non-use,
and the Chureh by non supporl, if nal
entire ahsencol ‘Thodectrine of Juatifi-
cition by Iaith, of the Alonement andj
other doclrines that some regard as the
peculiar glory of Protestants, are aurely
preached ofton ounough by the so-cailed
arthodox sects, thercfere, whero thero is
apportunity and ground to go upon, the
clergy of the Church may preach up what
others eppose and neglect. There wasa
fime when they woere mneglacted in the
Chareh itself—when the clergy would sel-
dom, if ever, think of preaching about the
Divine authority of the Ministry, or the
Apostolical constitulion of the Church—
when Sacraments were not proached up,
ner often ndminisiered, and the result
was, decrease in mambership, coldness of
worship, and general apathy, net tospeak
of ‘increase of sccts and hcrosies.

As § under-
slamd, the word “‘ruenruix,” it must na-
turally refor to the mode by immersion
lo which the Church appirently gives
preference, by placing it frst.  Ihis
word appears by inference to exzludn the
right of choice which the Churcl allows.
Now, T contond that, unless we do im-
merse, it i8 foolish fo use tho phrase
“therein,” when wo are shout to baplize
the candidate “therewith,” i. ., hy pour-
ing on the hoad. I think that whero wo
purpose to use either, the modes silusion
or gprinkiling, we should sulstitule tho
equally scriptural term “thercicith.”
