“higher criticism,” which is undermin-
ing faith in the very Bible itself, which
has herctofore always been considered
the infailible rule of the Protestant
faith. It is a noticeable fact that whereas
for the last three hundred years the
Catholic Church has constantly and most
persistently been accused of being op-
posal to the Bible and of using all its
influence to misinterpret and keep it
from the people, at the present time
the Catholic Church is laboring to de-
fend the Bible from the destructive cri-
ticism of Protestants. Leading Protes-
tant theologians are keeping up the agi-
tation, and adding to the general con-
fusion by giving ntterance to the most
novel and often radical views of divine
truth, which furnish mast convincing
evidence of the fact that the legitimate,
lngical tendency of Protestantism is to
seepticism, doubt, infidelity and agnos-
ticism,

When 1 was ofliciating as an Episcopal
clergvman  with strong High Church
procivities, I tried hard to persuade
myself that we had great advantages
over the other denominations, and I put
on airs, snd rung  the changes on our
being true Catholics—not Romanists,
you know—the Ve Media and all that.
But 1 could not always blind myself to
the absurdity of that position. T suw
clerly that we were in the same buoat
with the other denomioations,  In faet,
there was greater conlnsion of doetrine
among us than among  them, beeause
while the Presbyterians, for instauce,
had their unigue, consistent, lat-footed

least, a'l were honm! to adbere tn, the
Episcopal Chureh, which was originally
founded in compromise, was bound to
tolerate a wide Dhititude of opinicu.

The Seriptural aggunient for the supre-
mey of St Peter especially came home
to me with great foree, was surprised
that 1 had never readized the full force
and signitieance of those striking pas-
sages which in the light of Catholie
teaching appeared so plam, so reasonnble
s drresistible. “Feed my sheep, {eed
my luubs” ©I have prayed for thee
thiat thy faith fadl not and when thou
art converted contirm  thy  brethien.”
“I will give unto thee the keys of the
Kingdom of Heaven, whatsoever thon
shalt bind on earth shall be bound in
Heaven and whintsoever thou shalt lovse
on ecarth shalt be loosed in Heaven.”
And to crown all. “Thou art Peter
(2 Rock) and npon this Rock I willbuild
my Church and the gates ot hell shall
never prevail against it The Seriptural
arzument was contplete. The necessity
ol a head and centre of unity and a4 su-
preme final court of appeal to decide
dispules was manifest on the slightest
candid  reflection. The  syllogism—
“gvery organizad body must have a
hiead ; the Churceh is an organized body,
therefore the Chureh must have a head,”
secaied incontrovertible, [ became con-
vinced too that o supreme tribunal of
{inal resort, to mterpret the law and de-
cide disputes was just as indispensable
in the spiritual order as in the natural
order. As without the supreme civil
court of final resort there could be no
order, or wereement, vr harmony among
the people in what concerns their tem-
poral happiness; so without the Su-
preme Spiritunl Court, the tribunal of
linal resort to decide questions of faith
and morals, thers could be no unity or
harmony in those things which pertain-
el to their eternal happiness.

These truths which are so famibar to
me now, then canie home to me with
great freshuess and power and I could
1o longer resist the conclusion.

livery day’s expericnce only serves to
convine me of the wisdom of my
choice, for the temiplations to sceplicism
—‘seientific " geepticism—at the present
time are very greal und I thank Gad
from the bottom of my heart that in the
midst of these powertul temptations [
have the consolation of knowing that I
am sate and at perce in Holy Church I
feel that in her my feet are plunted up-
on thirt impregnable Rock which fer two
thousand yeare has defied the storms of

error, heressy and rchism,and that she
is destined to outlive all the ephetneral
oppusing sssaciations which have been
leagued aguinst her.

My race is nearly run. I shall proba-
bly never have the opportunity to ad-
dress my old friends again. But I shall
nol furget themn, I would to God they
could be brought to see things as I now
see them and 1o enjoy the inestimahle
privileges which are my inheritance.
But in any case I pray that Almighty
God may bless all the survivors of that
dear old tlock of St. Paul’s with the
choicest of His graces and hlessings.

A GRAND CEREMONXY.

BLESSING AND LAYING OF THE
CORNER STONE.

Archblishop Fabre Officlates. — The
Charch of the Holy Sacrament.—
The New Monaatery.—Bketch
ot the superior-Geaeral.

On Sunday morning, the laying of the
comer stone of the monastery and
Churchi of the Blessed Sacrament, situat-
ed on Mount Royal avenue, near St.
Denis stroet, was performed amidst im-
posing ceremonies. His Grace Arch-
bishop Fabre assisted by the Superior
General, Father Tesniere and Father
Estevon of the new order performed
the blessing of the comer stone. The
following detajled report is from the
Herald :—

Although the services were not to
start belore 10 v'clock, as early as nine
tiie basement cr fonndation of the new
church was filled with people. There
were reats placed in the front part for
the ladies. and enough room lelt behind
tor the men to stand, but this was not
suflicient, as crowds lined the foundation
und bundreds watched the proceediongs
from the large open spuce which sur-
ronnds the butlding.  An altar hss been
crected in the open air, where mass was
celebrated,  The choir, in which was re-
presented nlmost every French Catholic
chureh in the city, sang Gounol's solemn
Mass, with full orchestral and brass ac-
companiment.  St. John Baptiste choir
was represented by W. I'roulx, ). Lagace,
. Pillet, O. Terreanit, N, Bleau and
J. B. Courtois : St. Louis choir by Jos.
Hudon, 1. Lubru, A, 1. Ducheneau, A.
Labelle, A. Fournier, J. A. Martin, N. E.
tiroux and others. Dr. Avignon supplied
the music.

‘The scene was beautiful with arlistic
decoratinng, and the residents of the
neighborhood had scores ol flags flying
frum the house tops,

The buildings ara being erected on
the city side of Mount Royal avenue, on
the site directly adjuining the premises
wecupicd by the fathers on their first
establishmient in Montreal. The buil-
dings ae to be of romgh-hewn gray
Montreal stone, and as in the design, will
be plain, though substaniial in construe-
tion. The monastery proper, which faces
atimost duc noith on - Mount  Royal
avenue, will have a lrontage of 60 and a
depth of 80 feet, nnd will be four stories
in height. On both the nurth-cast and
southwe st sides two wings of three stories
in height are to be subsequently added.

In rear of the monnstery proper, will
Lie the spicious chiureh, or rather chureh
and chapel, of the order, for the plans
altow for the ereetinn of Lwo places of
public workship, a lower and upper
church,

The lower one, or crypt, will haven
seitting eapacity for nearly 1,000 persons.
The height of the ceiling to the church
above will be seventeen feet, and the
inside dimensions of the church will be
50 hy 130 feet. It will have four annexes
or small side chapels, in which will be
eight apartments devoted to the confes-
sionals. As it is for only temporary use
aud for carly morning and evening ser-
vices it will be plainly finished, and the
aitars, though substantinl, will also be
plain and  almost entirely without
archictectural ornamentation.

The main building, or the chutch
proper, will be a sanctuary of great
beanty, Its interior dimensions are 55
hy 130 feet, with a vaulted roof tifty feet
above the flooting. The Byzantine style
of archilecture has been strictly adhered
to by the architects, who have spaired
nn pains in earrying out the wishes of
the Rev. Fathers. Tho interior, when
finished, will be very similar in appear-
ance to the celebrated chapel of the
IIotel Dicu. There will be two large
gulleries and organ loft, one above the
other, and the columns supporting these
and the broad dime above the sanctuary
will be light and graceful, The shafts
are round and plain, with ornamental
capitals, and in order to offer the least
pussible ubstruction to the view, the col-
umns will be but 18 inches in diameter.
A double flooring of maple will be inid,
and the balusters, bath for the sanctuary
and the galleries, will &lso be of hard
wooils,

The altars will be of marble and bro-
nze, the design of the mainone beneath
the dome being of great beauty. Behind
the main aitar will bea throne, 35 feet
i height, exactly similar in design to
the one in the church of the mother
liouse of the order, at Paris France. At
the top of this throne will be a reposit-
ary, in which the Holy Sncrament will be
continually exposed. At each side and
in rear of the throne will be two spiral
stairways by which the fathers will gain
aceess to the repusitory referred to. It
is not the intention of the fathers that
the interior decorations will be completed
at the same time as the church, these
will come Jater, and will be proceeded
with as the funds will allow. Thoe entire
building, when completed, according to
tho designs and plans ol Messra. Resther,
will have cost between §10,000 and $45,-
000. The main church, which will have
n seating capacing alone for 2,000 people,

will not be completed until next May,
but the smaller chapel, or crypt, will be
thrown open fot services next Novem-

TUE ORDER OF THE HOLY S8ACRAMENT,

The congregation of the * Very Holy
Sacrament,” 1s of but recent foundation,
The Rev. Father Eymard in 1856 found-
od the onder in Paris. Father Eymard
decided to devote his new order for the
rreater honor of the Sacrament of the
Holy Eucharist, & project which when
Isid before the Holy See reccived the
sauction of His Holiness PPope Pius IX.
In 1863, six years after its foundation,
the Holy Pontiff granted permissinn te
the Fathers to lake perpetual vows,
And it was Pius IX, who again in 1875
gave his full approval to the counstitution
of the order. In 1868 the new onder
suffered a serious loss in the death of its
venerable founder. The society oconti-
nued to flourish, having at times besides
the parent louse in Paris, houses at
Rome, Marseilles and Brussels. The
noviciate of the order was inthe Belgian
capital. The rules recognize no corporal
punishments but directa all efforts
towards the perpetual adoration of
Christ. The society is principally
composed of priests, but lay brothers
are also admitted. Each of the mem-
bers *has to kncel thiee hours, two
in the day and one at night in
adoration before the Holy Sacrument,
while the priests recite appropriate
oftices. The chapela of the order are
opened day and night to give the faith-
{u1l opportunities to aesist at the perpet-
ual adoration practised by the members,
and wherever houses have been establisn-
«d the society, has sprung immedicately
mto great favor with both the ordinary
clergy and liety.

The very Rev. Fuather Tesnicres, the
Superior Generalof the order, is a worthy
successor to the vencrable founder. He
has his head quarters at the parent house
in France, but to show his appreciation
of the great gocd to follow from the eata-
blishment of a house in Canada he came
to Montrerl, to be personally present at
the laying of the corner stone of the
monastery and church, and was present
at Sundays ceremonies.

THE ORDER IN MONTREAL.

The establishment of the order of the
Very Holy Sacranment in Montreal is
comparatively of recent date. On No-
vember 21, 1890, the Rev. Father Esto-
venon, with four other Fathers, arrived
here from Paris.  is Grace Archbishop
Fabre granted permission for the esta-
blishment of a branch house in Montreal,
Fathier Estevenon secured the building,
No, 50 Mount Rayal uvenuc, at present
ocenpied by the order, and a anctuary
for the perpetual adoration of the Holy
Sucrament was constructed and confes-
sionala built.  Success has crowned the
mission. The original little chapel long
since censed to be able to nccommodate
ail those who desired to visit it, which
led to the project to construct o mohas-
tery and large church, the laying of the
carner stone of which was accomplished
yesterday.

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ANCIEN? CITY OF DUBLIN.

{TS SURROUNDINGS, STREETS
AND BUILDINGS.

The Olden Housea Cathedrals and other
public edifices—Anecdotes connec-
ted with Ireland’s Capital.

In speaking, last week, of the beauti-
fully illustrated volume entitled, “James
Mallon’s Ancient Dublin,” we promiced
to give Misa Katharine Tynan’s interes-
ting description of the old Capital, as it
was in days gone past. Consequently,
this week, we furnish our readers with
the first portion of that admirable easay.

Dublip, a city by the sea, whose salt

breezes in a time of east wind come up
into the eity streels, sweet and penetra-
ting; & city ringed with mountains
which cne seee far off from upper win-
dows, lovely in & grey-blue haze; a city
of wide and empty thoroughfares; of
stately buildings put to scant use ;a city
sleeping with the dust of centuries upon
her hair and robe. Coming from busier
worlds, one notices first the depression of
the atreets before one has reahzed other
things, the velvety, air, for exampls,
which blows on one’'s face exquisitely
pure and grateful. The superannuated
cabs which crawl through our thorough-
fares are supplemenied by the thin
stream of people on the sidewalks, while
the well-horsed outside cars, to which the
stranger may be seen painfully clinging,
only givea look of spasmodic daredeviltry
tp the scene. Thereis a new stireet In
Dublin, in line with and following the
great main thoroughfare of Dame street,
and it has been opened three years, and
only one shop hag been built there; the
street is two atraight lines of desvlate
puilding plots. Decay could not spesk
more eloquently. Yet the city is full of
memories of the grandeur that wasin
the eighteenth century. The great Cus-
tom House, James Gandor's master-
piece, has miles of disused rcoms and
pssages, despite that half-n-dozen boards
of one kind or another burrow there—for
we are overru nwith bureaucracy. The
Exchange and the Linen Hall have been
diverted from theiroriginal purpose. The
magnificent houses of the nobility have
fallen upon evil days: Charlemont
Houee shelters the Registrar-General and
his statl; Tyrone House, the Board of
National Education ; Moira House, the
Mendicity  Iustitution ; Aldborough
Hounse, the Commissariat; Leinater
House the National Library, and
Museum and Picture Gallery and so on.
We leave the memory of that glittering
old nobility, we Irish, being conservative
in all our nstincts despite the tempo-
rary Bouleversement of the land revo-
lution. Probably us a class they wereas
oppressive as their brotners in France,
whose curled heads fell under the guillo-
tine. deapite such glorions exceptions as
the Earl of Charlemont and Lord Edwanl
Fitzgenald ; but we have forgotten all
that, as their retainers did when they
barricaded the castle rackrents against
the forces of the law, and fought tooth
and nail to save their masters from the
inconvenient consequences of their mad
unthrift.

Dublin is the only city in Northern

Europe possersing two Cathedrals, To
see really picturesque Dublin one must
fare away from the more prosperons
parts—from the temple-like front of the
Bauk of Ireland, once the houses of Par-
linment, and the long, unlovely line ot
Trinity College, westward up Dame
street to Christ Chureh, the smaller of
the two Cuathedrals,  This  beautiful
Gothie Cathedral, theancient priory of
Holy Trinity, has many memories abont
it ; there Lambert Simmiel was crowned in
1486, with the erown of thestatue of the
Blessed Virgin in St Mary's Abbey over
the water, tor which act of treazon the
Archbishop of Dublin in thosedays had
Iater to do public penanece. Here was
kept the great relie, © the Stadl of Jesus,”
with which St. Putrick performed many
miracles, and which was burnt by & too
zealous reforming Bishop in the time of

Henry VIII. The snint came by
it in a strange fashion. e was
warned in a dream to go  seek
i, in an isle in the Mediterra-

nean, coming to which he found it popu-
Iated by people young and of celestinl
beauty, and people old and withered.
And to his surprise he learned that the
ancients were the children, the sons and
daughters of those beautiful young folks.
And then they told him how inthe prac-
tice of hospitality they hadgiven shelter
ote night to an unknown traveler, whose
presence among them was evenas might
be the presence of that One who journe-
yed nunknown with the two travellers of
Emmaus. For the night he abode with
them the hotel seemed bithed in a fuir
light, and all their hearts were full of
raptures and songs. And in the mor-
ning the cell were he siept was empty,
none having seen him depart; but his
stafl, of exceeding richness and beauty,
he left behind. They called it the Statl
of Jesus, nnderstanding thatthe had deig-
ned to visit his people. And all who
looked upon him were gifted from that
our with undying youth and beauty.
But the hermit, who was theirchief man
having been warned in a vigion, delive-
red up this precions stafl to St. Patrick,
who returned with it to Ireland, an
worked by its aid many miracles, and
afterwards, in its shrine in Christ Chuich
it remained an object of great veneration
till the coming of thisiconoclastic Bishop
of unlovely memory.

From Christ Chitreh, andthe hill on
which it stands, as one goes westward
from the city, many quaint and cock-
serewy streets twist their tortuous way
down to the river, some of them, such as
Wormwood Gale, impossibly crazy and
headlong as any wynd in Edinburgh Old
Town. Wormwood Gate commemorates
one of the old gates uf thefortilied town,
which stood at the foot of those narrow
streets on the banks of ther iver,

an  admirable matural  pesition of
defence one would think. As  [lute
as 1610 all the north of the

river was sand and sea marshes, save
only the great pile of the Abbey of St.
Muary’s to the northwest, which had
gathered around itself an appanage of
streets and dwelling houses ay & universi-

At the foot of Parliiament street once
stood Izod’s tower, numed from the fseult

Al the other side of Christ Church and
its hill there is another descent to the
low-ying streets marking theancient bed
of the Poddie, a mysterionssubterranean
stream which, leaving its parent Dodder
at a lovely green place behind Harold's
Cross, slips away from the sunlight and
goes sluggishly under houses and streets
and becomes & common sewer, till it
spills itself into the Litley through a side
gate in the quay-walls, A dread-
ful stream it has always seemed
to me »since I read long ago ofa
woman falling into it through a t_ra.{:-
door which she had lifted in her little
liouge-yard in order to draw up water.
Imagine the helpless creature swirling
away into that living ﬁrnve! Imagine
her dead, floating on and on through the
labyrinth in the dark! I have never for-
gotten the horrer of it. There is some
thing ghastly about a subterraneanriver.
The water-rats used to come from this
river swarming into St. Patrick’s the
other cathedral, by night, till Sir Ben-
jamin Lee Guinness, the munificent
father of more nmunificent sons, restored
it, and the old flooring was replaced by
concrete and tiles. There is a story of
an ofticer who was shut in here by acei-
dent at night baving been eaten by rats,
a story which I have always hoped was
untrue. . .

If cne wanted to make a_ brilliant im-

pressionist picture one could scarcely do

better than to comie to Patrick Street,

the direct route from one cathedrl to

the other, and the most picturescﬁc

street in Dublin, if also the dirtiest. e

should catch it on a frosty winter after-

noon, with the sunset reddening all over

the sky and the haze of frost in the air.
The street goes down steeply; there is

the pointed dark tower of Patrick’ssheer
up in the luminous sky, and the long

cxpanse of the cathedral with its great

buttresses solema in the growing sha-
dows. But at its feet there is this street

of boths, stocked with the most

miscellaneous merchandize for the
very poor—tin kettlesand flaming cheap

prints, conrse crockery and tawdry se-
cond-hand clothing, cradles and cab-
bages, looking glasses and sheeps’ heads.
The saleswomen, with their argumenta-
tive voices and bold, bright eyes, their
touzled heads and scarlet woolen necker-

chiefs, their weatherbeaten faces, and

the stout apron, or praskeen, tied round
their comfortnble waists, areon the hap-
piest terms with theother Indies, similar

1y clad, who have tish stalls by the curb-
stone, and sit in sight of the world all day
indu: trious y cleaning their fish. There
i3 always muceh epnversation going on in
atrick strect, not always of the belli-
gerent kind an uninitiated person might
faney from voices and attitude.  As i
grows dork tlaming gas-jets spring up in
the open fronts of the booths,  An old
woman, with the inevitable red shawl,
knits at her dour post, o velvety black
cat rubbing himself up against her; a
goldenshaired ehildin a print frock and
a dirty pinafore looks on sedately ; o
stray our or two is snuifing the garbage
for some delicate morsel. Patrick's Cloge,
by the Cathedral side, is another such
collection of crazy bosths and hright bits
ol color.  How difterent from the eath-
edal cluses one remembers, those green
places with the singing of the binds and
the murmur of the wind in great branch-
ex, and the humming of bees in thic beart
of a rose or the cup of a lily !

I am not sure that the Cathedral does
not guin from its strange surroundings.
Impressive it is to gloon:, with its state-
liness, its lonliness, its overmastering
memuories of Swilt, one of the saddest
figures in all the world’s history. It lies
very low; after all the descent one hns
to o down steps intoit. It is an cerie
place of an evening. with the ragged
bauners of the Knights of St. Patrick
Auttering in the gloom over the dark oak
stalls, and the shadows heavy in the long
side-nisles. The gloom of stained glass
has a richness and holiness about it ; but
here, where the white glare of the cleres-
tory windows was dnrkened over by the
coming night, there was n cold gleam
like death. The verger was very old and
very tired of sight stecrs; there were no
worshippers—only some one went tiptoe
down the far aisle; there was a far-nway
glimmer of light at the organ, where the
vrganist was droning upon his instru-
ment; and overhead waus the bust of
Swift, with the strange terrible inscrip-
tion, * Here where fierce indignation can
no more lncernte hig heart.,”  What one
teels here Professor Dowden has expres-
ed so beautifully that I transeribe from
him :

“While we stand beneath Ronbiliac’s
Lust and read that terrible inseription, we
think, liefore all else, of (he mournful
night when, by the flare of torches under
the high roof, the faithful heart of Esther
Juhnson was laid in the dust, and the
torchlights gleamed scross to the old
dennery windows, where Swift, ill in bady
and tortured in mind, st in glom, “LChis is
the night of the tuneral, he wrote—‘the
funeral which my ~ickness will not suffer
me toattend.

‘I'here is o tom
in the cathedral to the memory of Alex-
ander Magee, “the faithful servant of
Dean Swift.,” Isthis “the Dane's man?”
—the invariable second person the lrish
peasant brings into every story of the
saturnine dend man, who is remembered
50 only by his jesta—his jests which were
nearly always such terrible earnest !

In Marsh’s Library close at hand, the
gift of Archbishop Marsh to the citizens
of Dublin, where none reads and none

enetrates except the librarian, I have
Eeard that a ghost walks of nights, fling-
ing about disdainfully the worm-eaten
folios. Swift might well haunt this
place, yet he of all ghosts ought not to
“walk ;" after his unrestful life heshounld
sleep well. .

Close by it is the Coomles, the high-
way of the Liberties of Dublin, where
after the revocation of the Edict of
Nantes great numbers of French silk-
weavers came and settled, and intro-
duced the poplin-making industry. Their
“weavers’ hull” is still in existence,
though turned to other purposes. The
descendants of some of them prospered
well, and now French names belong to
some of our most considered people. We
have so many Huguenots yet amongst
us as to necessitate a special graveyard
for their use, a walled place between
houses in Merion Row, which not one
out of every fifty passers-by knows to
be a graveyard.

ITome Matters.

Cloths dipped in hot potato water and
applied to rhenmatic joints will almost
invariably ense the pain.

The Earlv Euxlish Church.

T'o the Editor of 'Thne TRUE WITNESS

Sin,~In an article published in the Gazette
on ilie 2t of April, uuder the above heading
and aver the signature * Catholie,” the writer
iries Lo eatablish that the early Eugllsh Church
was **Catholie,” hut not under the Pope's
Jurlsdletion. While Lhis seemns tobe the spe-
clous object that he has in view, thereis an-
othier one underlytng that, and which he sim-
PIy announces, viz: He would have us discard
the Papal supremacy. This he Lries to estab-
ligh by the 8th Canons of the Counclls of Car-
thage and Chaleedon, A.D. 419 and 451, by which
ho would have us belleve that the bishops
legisinted ngalnst the Pope’s spiritual au-
thority over the whole Church.
sSuch is the substance and import of Lhis
article.

By Inference ho denles the Papal supremaey.

1le denles the FPapal jurisdiction over the
* Enrly English Church.” Hev asserts Lhat the
Fathers of the above counclls disavowed Lthe
'ope's sipreme authority. Hence we have lo
Jeal with three distinct subjects; two of fact
and one of right.
An regards the one of right, or the Papal
supremacy, let iL suflice Lo refer our readers Lo
the words of Jerus Christ to 8t. Peter: * Thou
art Peter and upan this rock 1 will bulld my
churcli and the gates of hell shall not prevail
agninat it.”” Thls is the Catholio's authority
for hia betlef in the supremary of Peler and
his succersors. IR he deceived ?

“The Early English Church was not under
the Pope's jurisdiction,” so says Mr. C., but
litstory denies hik assertlon. e asserts that
the allendance of the British bishops Eborius
Restitutun and Adolphus at the Counctl of
Arles A.D. 314 was, on thelr part, a eomplit-
mentary act pald through courtery to the
Pope. For this mere asserilon he givas no
proofl whatever, and according to sound philn-
sophy, what Is gratultously asseried, may be
gratultously denled, The fact itse)! furnixhes
substantial proof to the contrary. 1{theabnve
Lishieps were not in communion with the See
of Rome thiey would nol only not be allawsd
1o sign tho aets of the Council, but they would
moreover be exeliled from §ls sessions, as
were the Nestorinns, Fufychlens und others
an simliar oreasions. Now hlstory shows
thelr names »hiyned ta the ncts of that Council
which was upproved by the Noversign Panti
They were thervtore under the Pope' jurisadic-
tion, tor he convened that eouncil, and pre-
sded aver it through his leentes. Moreover,
Mr. C. wlll not deny that Popo Elenthertus
sent, in eomipliance with King Luclus’request,
Fagan, Dytan and other misslonarles to prench
the Guospel to the Britons tn the latter part of
the second century, ghout A1) 1N, Now iet
nie sk Mr. C. if those missjonaries and the
converls whom they bhrought into the foid of
Jesus Chrint, were not under the Pope’s juris-
detlon?  If they were not, will he kindly
point out to us how and when they became
independent?  Aeally, may [ ask the geatle-
mun, why did Lucius, King of the Britans,
fgnore the bishops or Giuad, wnd address the
Pope for admission ittothe Chureh? Indmng
this the King evidently meant no slighit tothe
bsbops of Gau), and he must have been ne-
tunted by o motlve of defercnce for the Pope,
fountted upon nuihority, which he necessnrlly
rfound greater in the I'ope thao in the bishaps,
Now there was onty a lapse of 1Y years about
~ince the I'opc established Christiunity in
B tuln, and the date on which 1he Brillsh
bishaps asslkted At the Couneil of Arlexs, and
we hiave nothing to show  that the Rritish
church isearded the Pape’s jurlsdiction
during that time. Will the gentleman kindly
inform us on the matter? Again,wearo In-
formud by St, Ahanasius (1.1.Contra Ar. P, 12})
thnt Britlsh bishops attended the Counctl of
Snrdlien A.D. 347, and helped lo farm thore
fumous canons sa favorable 1o Papal supro-
macy, and which, necording ta Mr. C.. were
afterwards repealed in the Councll of Chalcee-
don; but we shall examine this question later
on,  Certalaly the bishops whe signed the acts
ol tl:at eounell were not inimiecal to the Papnl
supremaey. Again, in A D. 435 Yope Celestine
responds to the Beltish bishops™ appeal for
men able to cope with the Peluglan heresy
which threaiened thelr church with desiruce
tion, and Celestine sent them Germanur of
Auxerre and Lupus of Troyes, in compnny
with others, nnd rn\. an eml 1o the herexy.
Protestant as well as Catholle historians fure
nishi those tucts which nre quite famillar to
the generanl reader. The Romun Calendar and
Martyrology records another kind of proofiu
vindieation of the existence nf PPapal jurtadie-
tion aver the ** Eavly Foglisti Chureh,' sinee
fud on its pagex the names of British mar-
tyrs and sulnt=—S8, Aaron, Julian, Alban, who
sullered martyrdom under Diecleslan; while
In the fifth and sixth centurles we meet with
the names of 5. (Gildas the Britlsh hisortan;
S Duldrlelus of Coerleon, St David of Mene-
vin, St Kenlgern of North Wales, and St.
Asuph. Now every intelligent P'rotesiant
known that the Reaman Catholte Chiurch does
not luseribe the names of 1hose oulside her
pale on her calendar or saluts,

Tliess events hring us down 1o the end of the
s'xil1 century, when Sl. Auglsiine arrived
and Legan his labors nmong the Anglo-Saxon
pagank A.D. 3%  He was at the same time
I"apal lezate for Llie whole Island,

It is just here that Mr. * Catholic” asks:
Why did seven British bishops rejuso obedl-
ence to St. Augustine, the FPopu's legate, as If
by that act, he would have us conclude that
they hnd disearded all Papal anthority, and
mennt to live independent of the Haly See?
Allow mec to xny that it Is Imposalble te do Jus-
Tice, in a newspaper article, 1o all the polnts
ralsed by Mr. C. A clear and exhaustive an-
swar 10 all of them wonld (111 n large pamphlet,
and If for limited space I am compelled 1o be
arief, I request that this brevity may not be
interpreted as trying 1o evicle any apparent’
tiMenlly,

To caine back to the question, will Mr. C.

&Indly state If tha question al varlance he-
Lween St, Augnstine and the Hritish bisliops
was one of fnlth or dixelpline or both? Also,
we request that he state 10 there were nol mnoro
than seven Brl*lsh bishops, or how many, In
Britsln at that tlrae ? When he gives a clear
statcment of those two points, we Rhall be
ploased to solve hils difficulties. For our
readers’ informntion on this point, we refer
1themn to Fuller, Camden, Ushor, Colller, Bode,
and Lingnrd.
Hence, history nud reason conclusively prove
thnt the * Barly IEngilsh Chureh” was founded
and governed by the successor of St. Petor,
down lo Lthe days of St. Avgustine, or during
that epocli during whicbh 1t is known as the
s Early English Chureh.”

“ Britfsh Chureh,’” then the * fstanee” which
he andduces to establish hls nrgument proves
nothing, The “{nstance” s the alleged fucl
that tho Afriean bishops refused tha right of
appeal (0 the Pope. Wo shall put this faet In
Its true light later on; but for the moment,
supposing it to be true, what are 1ts bearings
on tho cstablishing of the gentleman’s asser-
plon?

Nnw, where I8 tho logleal conneclion nnd
neeessrry consequonca:o theraof between the de-
fectipn of ons chureh and the defection of
aunother chureh, both being branches of the
One Only Church? If the African Church,
which to Mr. 0.« mind was under Roman
Jurisdletlon until the Counetiof A.D. 410, leld
at Carthage, vindicated tts Independanca, was
it on that necount that 1he * Earty English
Church waa not under Roman jurisdiotion?

of the Raman Church. Hence the * (nstance’”
which our learned writer sdduoes to estabiish
bis alleged fact, proves nothing for him, but
wo shall make it prove something for us later

on.
Again, If by lhe word “church™ Mr. C. meant
lhe!:hnreh of Christ or Universal Church, his
loglc ta gravely at fault, for he evidently draws
n uulversal concluslon from a partioular pre-
misc, namely : becanse the African Church, 88
instauced, was not under Roman Jurisdiction,
therefure the “ Early English Charch” was
uot under Roman jurlsdiotion, and therefore
the Unlversal Church of Christ was not under
Roman jurisdiction.

The Falhers of difterent counclls ealled the Bee
of Antiach “the throne of St. Peter, the eldest
genuinely Apostolic Church.,” These are com-
plimen’ary litles, accurding to Mr. C., aralo-

us to the compliment which the * British

ishops’ pald the Bishop of Itome by their
presence_at the Counell of Arles, as explained
above But they evidently suggest anolher
thought by the comparixon which they Invile.
For If Jerusalem ix the mother of all churchey,
the Church of Rome must be her daughter,
and consequently Inferior. If *the Nee ol
Antloeh i the throne of S\. Peter, the aldest
genalnely Apostolic Chureh,” the See of Rome
TORY Dol aspire tousurp it. In the interest of
truth and justice to your readers, we shall un-
ravel the sophlsticated woofof thiatime-worn
speclous argument. The geatleman did not
advert (o the contradiction existing between
his two suggestive gunotations. If “Jerusalem
1s the mother of all churches,” then, * the See
of Auntiech cannnt be the eldest Apostolic
chareh ;" for the d.wgl;tor cannol be older than
her mother. But to be serious; was L Jerusa-
lem, Antinch, Rome or St, Peter thal Cbrist
entablinhed the visible head of His churoh ?
When He sald to Peter, * Tuou art Peter and
upon this rock I will build my church, aand ths

88 of hell shall nol prevall against 1.
eter waa in Jerusalem. Did he lesve the
divine prerogative of his rupremary there
when he sel out for Aunlloch? If Leo XIIf.
left Rome to-morrow, which is it Rome or Leo
that wauld hold the prerogative of supromeoy ?
Jerusalem is ealled the mother of all churches
because it was the cradle of Christianity.
Anmtjoch Ig called the * firrt Apostiolie churceh,”
where 8L Peter established his Nee. Bul he
nubsequently came to Rome and cstabitshed
his See there. He dled in the See of Rome,
and as the subsequent bishop of that Sce was
his successor, the divine Rrerognll\'o of Peler
becams the prerogative of hin lawful successor,
Leo XI11., the present Pope, is Lo-day the
suceessor of St. Peler, for the unbroken chaln
of perpetual suecession I8 traceable from the
runent Pontitr down 1o Bt, Peter  Hence the
Pope is Lhe 1nwlul visible hend of od’s charch
on enrth, and all churches not under his juris-
dictlon are outside the paule of the ehurch
fomuled by Jesus Christ,  Hence nelther
Jurusalemy por Auntioch possesses any speclal
prerogative over all other churches. When 1
say that Qebee is the mother of the North
Amerlcan Ctiarch, I don’t mean to kuy by that
that the Chureh of L{(m-lmc I3 superior to {hat
of Mauntreal, New Yoark ar auy olher church {n
North Amerien. 1 only state the fact that the
Curtholic Churceh begnn there, The Homnn Seo
and the Pope are surmewhat tdentifiod beeause
the I*ope resides there. But it isthe Pope and
not the place thnt s the visible head of
Christ™s Churel: on earth. Hence those com-
plimentary titles give na pre-eninence to the
pluces that possess them. They are like all
other Sees under the 1*opu’s jurisdiction.
1lence his adroltly Insinuated argumeunl of
compltmentary ttles to places ns badly serves
Mr. Catholie’ rause as did his previous argu-
ments.

AV e khall now procved to examine the value
of the famous “instance™ that Mr. C. advanced
In support of his assertion—aiready dlsseced
the !ollowing eannn: ** Ilemn placult, ut pros-
byter, diaconl, vel ceter! Inferiores clericl, in
causls quas hubnerint, s} de Judlcis opisce-
porum suornm questi fuerinl, vienl enlscopl
tns nudlant, et injler eos quid quid ost tinlaut,
ndbibiti ab els exconsensu cplrcoporum ru-
aram.

1 knve elted the entire eanon in the urlginal
asthislinwed Injusticetothe African bishops;
because Mr. C. mukes them say o hiS appur-
ant quatation what they did notsay,viz: “that
they wrote Lo Lhs Pape staling that nothing
should make Liem tolerate such lnvolent con-
duct on his part.” Not a single word of this
s“insolence i found In the above canon, nor
1a Lhere mention mmade in it of the Sardicun
cunons, nor the light In which the Futlers
con<idered them, yet the gentleman makes 1V
appeur by the manner in which he bresenls
those diffierent ftems that they nro all contatin-
ed in this canon. That the Pope’s legate clted
the Sardican eanons reiative to appeals as be-
ing Canons of the Council of Nleen 15 indeed
true; for the ciuse of this mistuke wWeo have
vnly conjectural proof, but the fucts which the
incldent gnve rise to are historical trulhs.  St,
Alypius pointed out that those canons were
not muuci nmong the fireek collection of the
Counell of Nicen, whercupon the Futhers
ngreed that Aurellus would writeto the bishops
ot Antloct, Alexundrin and Constantinople for
coples of the true Canon:. of Nicea. Reluiive to
the NardicanCanans, the African bishopsengug-
ed SL. Augustin of 1he counel} to write Llo Pope
Zosimus [n thelr nane, stating that througlh
raspect for tho Apostolic See, they would con-
sent ta obey Lhose canony, but that In the
meant!me they would institute a more exien-
sive [nvestigation of the matter.

This isindeed written in-quite n different
spirit from that represented in Mr. L'd. ex-
tract and mors in accordance with subsequent
evonts.

\Vhen all the elrcumstances connecled with
this ennon are duly considered, it wlll clearly
be seen, that, so far from its being directed
againstthe Pupal supremncy, it was on the
contrary, a pridenl measure adopted Lo protect
the Pope agninst imposition in the exercls:
ot his supreme uuthority. That the Falhes
of this connell meant to resirict the rlgl,ll of
cleries to nppeal to the Pope 1s very trae That
they meant 1o restrict the Pope's liberly or
right in the exercise ol his supremne anthority
Is not trus. Did they lutend to establlsh the
superlority of thelr authority over that of the
Pope, nefther Celestine nor Boniface would
Lhave slgned the ncts and approved thiat caunon.
They could notdn it, It 18 not in the Popo's
ower Lo divest himself of the prorogative al
‘lirist’s Viear on enrth as long ad he remuius
Pope.
Tr\'m incident that gavo rise to this canon be-
gan under Pope Zosimus, A.D. 418. Apiariug
having been deposed and excommunicated by
hisbishop Urban, set out for Rome, ind lald
his case as by uppeal before Pope Celestine
whom Apiariits won 10 his enuse. The Pope
not only relieved himn from thoe ban of oxcomn-
munteation, but alko exonerated hlin und seut
him back to Africa In company wilh three
legales who brought letters [rom tho I’ope to
the Afriean bishiops. Those lelters recom-
mended the nefarious Aglnrlus. aud dealt a
sharp rebuke to bishop Urban for histreatment
of Aplarius. Aurelius, Lishap af Carthage,im-
medintely entled a counell A.D. 42, in which,
in presence of the Popo’s legates, A ylarlus wad
tried. 1Io broke down, and confessed hiscrimes
hefore tho wholo council, Allthe Fatlhers were
deeply palned at the Impositian of this wicked
man o1t the Soverelgn Poutlf. They resolved
then and therato pul i #top to the poasibility of
such evil practices cvertnking place again, and
to this end formulated the canon in question,
to prevent the nbuse and not the usy of the
Papal supremacy. This cuse of Aplarius come
unider the nutleo of threce Papes, Zosimus,
Celestine and Bunlfacy, 1t began A.D. 418 and
oided A.D, 424,

When the Fathers of the Councll were send-
ing those nals lo the Pope for approval they
addressed him n Synodal latter in which they
hunbly roquested him to have regard for thelr
will 1 this matter, Thesenthnentihroughout
the lettor s born of humillity and obedience.
The tone oxpresses profound stbmission to the
Soverelgn Ponttf.

All thig and the loglcal consequences deducsd
from facts connected therewlth, lead ns to per-
celve the real motive and spirit thatl actuated
the Fathers of the Catthagenlan gounclls of
A.D. 418 up 1o A.D. 426 In the formulaling of
the ennon in questlon. There is n logloal ra-
tfonn) relation between the effect and JLs cause,
1f we interpret that canonin Lhe sense of set-
g At naught the Pope's authority, he wouid
have resented it instead of nppruvlng‘lt asin
the case of Leo, relative lo the 28th Canon of
the Couneil of Clialacdon, A.D. 451, which he
nover approved. Hence to be loglokl in our
conclusions we must admit Lhe rensons glven
above for the exiatence of that canon., More-
ovar, BL.

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THE TRUE WITNESS.

His Grace Archbishop Fabre's official
organ, La Semaine Religicuse, of last
Raturday, contains the following :—

« TyE True WiTNESS, the editorship of

“tions. It pays little heed to politics,
“The interests which, before all, it de-
* fenda are those of the Church, and we
# hope the Irigh Catholics will deem it
“their duty to give it that encourage-
“ ment which it merits.”

IRELAND’S CHANCES.

We have read much and heard more
about coersion acts, arme’ bills, and a
hundred such obstacles cast in the way
of Irish Home Rule during the last ten
years ; but we donbt very much whether
ever a more calculated, cold-blooded,
dstermined Anti-Irish policy was ever
foreshadowed than the one that seems
to be the logical consequence of Lord

- Salisbury’s recent utterances. When
Irishmen sought to justify their demands
at the Bar of England’s parliament they
were met with every species of opposi-
tion, were crushed by mair force and
were domineered over by the mere
superiority of numbers. When they at-
tempted by other means to enforce their
rights they were met with every engine
of war that the destrustive faculty of
man could invent and with persecutions
go fenrful that the mere narration of the
least barbarious would cast into insigni-
ficance the most harrowing stories from
“Darkest Russia.” Then came the day
of constitutional agitation ; the voice
of the people was with the advocates
of Home Rule ; Scotland and even vast
centres in England pronounced in favor
of the world —acknowleded justice
of the cause; FEurope, Anericn
and Oceanicn pleaded with Ireland :
times out of mind did her sons
knock at the door of the British consti-
tution and appeal tu the sense of “fair-
play” that Britons claim so loudly to
possess. The story is old, and ever new;
it requires no repetition here.  The near-
est to success that freland’s friends ever
came was inside the last decade.

It was only the other day that we
called attention Lo the determined reso-
lutions passed by the Ulster Unionists,
They went so far ns 1o promise & rising
in arms against any oglish government
that would grant any species of Home
Rule to Ireland. A despateh, dated
London, 9th May, refers to Lord Salis-
bury’s recent speech in which he not
only foretells, but endorses a rebellion of
Irish-Protestants in the event of Home
Rule being granted to Ireland. Mis
Lordship had many weeks in which to
premeditate his speech us grand master
of the Primrose league, and Lord Sualis-
bury never says anything that is not
earefully premeditated. Both Liberals
and Tories ncknowledge that the Premier
uttered carefully chosen sentences, in-
tended to cutline the future ns well as to
define the past.

Lord Salisbury leaves, no doubt, that
if the Liberals could carry the general
election, and pass a Home Rule measure
in the House of Commons, the House of
Lords will throw out the bill, and de¢-
mand another appeal to the country, on
the ground that the electors had not
been made aware of the scope and mean-
ing of the measure. Heualso gives it to
be understood that the House of Lords
will remain firm in this position, and
will look to the Conservatives and
Liberal Unionists for support and
sympathy. Ifthe House of Lords should
be sustained by the crown and the min-
ority of the House of Commons, then
there would have to be another general
election or a deadlock.

Looking seriously at this new phase
of the question, we may ask oursclves,
what are Ireland’s ehances ? If, at the
next general ¢lection, the present ruling
party should be returned to power,
Home Rule would be relegated to the
next century. And even should Mr.

Gladstone come in, o bill might be pass-
od; but it would be rejected by the
Lards, and another election would have
to take place. So, according to Lord
Salishury’s programme, “in order to gain
Home Rule, its supporiers must carry
the coming elections, then get a Home
Rule Bill through the Commons, then

carry another general election, then pass
the Home Rule bill again and finally be
prepared to deal with a rebellion in the
Province of Ulster.”

If this is not opposition, obstruction,
unfairness, vindictiveness, systematic
tyranny, open disloyal threstenings, and
rampant injustice—all combined, then
we know not how to qualify such na
course and such a ministerial programme.
And yet despite Lord Salisbury, and the
“Anti-Irish Irishmen” of Ulster, the
cause must inevitably triumph. But
let no enemy of Home Rule ever again
dare to style the Irish “rebels.” Theonly
“Irish Rebels,” the only disloyal subjects,
are in the Black North, in the cradle
Orangism !

THE OXFORD PROFESSOR-
SHIP.

After the death of the late historian,
Professor Freeman, there was consider-
able speculation as to who would suc-
ceed him in the chair of History at
Oxford. When it was hinted that Mr.
James Anthony Froude was likely to
obtain that high honor much comment
and much adverse criticisms were heard.
The late Professor was, without any
doubt, a hard worker, a conscientious
man, and a deep historian: Mr. Froude
is neither of the three. He is a spas-
modic worker, endowed with & koack of
parading before the world his superficial
views, and passing off—or trying to pass
off—for current coin the alloy that he
blends into the genuine metal. Heis
unscrupulous in the extreme, as wae
clearly demonstrated by the late la-
mented Dominican orator, the immortal
Father Tom Burke. He is not a plod-
der, but a skipper; he does not study
for the sake of erudition, he gallops over
the surface and makes all the noise he
can for the sake of notoriety. His is
not the disposition suitable for a calm,
pains-taking, stendy Professor. He loves
the platform too much. He could never
spend his nights in preparing lectures to
be delivered daily before a set number
of students; there is not fame enough
in that kind of life for Mr. Froude. He
would prefer to tpend his days reading
the press reports of his lectures and
gleaning subject matter for fanatical
harangues to be delivered at night to
audiences that shout and clap hands.

We thought, at tirst, that we might
be somewhat misjudging the world-
renowned defeated gladiator in the great
Froude-Burke controversy; but a recent
despatch from London, England, dated
the 7th May, proves that our estimate
of that peculiar genius has not been
very far from the mark., The despatch
in question says: “It is doubtful
whether Mr. James Anthony Froude
will accept the Protessorship of History
at Oxford University that was recently
offered to him. He says that he was
not aware of the conditions attaching to
the piofessorship, requiring the incum-
bent’s residence at the University, and
neither was he aware of the number of
lectures required.”

Exactly ' Mow could Mr. Froude re-
side in Oxford Univeisity and at the
same time run about the world abusing
the Church of Rome? He would have
to give up either the one oceupation or
the other. It i3 passing strange that
such an eminent historian should be
ignorant of the amount of work that
falls to o Professor’s share. He must
never have followed a University course;
or, il he did, he must have been u very
inditterent attendant.  His actions, in
the world of letters, would indicate that
he had never been in even a common
school  where elementary history s
taught. It is very likely that he con-
gidered his own importance, and con-
cluded that Oxford, for the mere honor
of having James Anthony Froude upon
the list of its I’rofessors, would establigh
a sinecure for bis benefit. It is a sad
thing that Professors of History in great
Universitics shoulnd be obliged to study,
to work, and to carn their honors and
salaries like other poor mortals. e
are sorry lor Mr. Froude: but we hope
he will find some more congenial occu-
pation some place clse,

CATHOLIC MISSIONS.

It is o matter of modern history that
the Catholic misgionaries have been the
pioneers of Chrislianity in every land.
Let the ministers of other denominations
go where they liked, they always found
the trices of the Catholic priests, their
predecessors in the fields of mission-
Inbor. On the burning sands of the
torid zone, and on the cternal snows of
the Arctic regions, the impress of Catho-
le missionaries® feet have been left. Aud
to-day they are carrying out the come-
mand of Christ, as fithfully and as he-
roically as ever did the martyred heralds
of TFaith in past centuries. ‘There is
even a niore remarkable heroism about
some of the Catholic priests of this day
than about the men who led the Crusades.
There is alwaysa certain encournge-
ment in the martial music, in the tramp
of armed men, in the grandeur and pan-
oply of war to sustain the soldier who
advances to death or glory; but where
ia the display, the pomp, the attractions
that support, or cheer the man who
leaves his home to bury himself in ob-

livion amongst the Indian tribes, or to
go beyond all reach of civilization in the
lands where cannibalism still exists? It
i8 brave to rush agninst an array of bay-
nots, or up tothe muzzles of & battery,
under the eyeof a commander who holds
the coveted decoration, the great and all
important reward that a soldier craves.
But it is sublimely heroic to leave all
the allurements of the world, to walk,
at the voice of conscience or at the com-
mand of a spiritual superior, into the
home of the lepers, and there close the
portals, for all time, upon this world,
and face a certain death, and a death of
a most terrible kind, and all for the
sake of souls that God had created and
that Christ had died to save. We read
of missionaries of other Christian bodies
who go into every land, and who suffer
fearful privations, in order to carry the
Bible to the heathen ; but we never read
of them, or hear of them taking such a
step as a Damien and his successors took.
Moreover, these envoys of other denomi-
pations have their family ties that bind
them in such & manner that it
would be impossible, no matter
how willing they may be, for
them to go so far on the road of sacrifice.
A miinister dare not bring his family in-
to the iand of the lepers ; he cannot cut
himself off from his family to go there
alone, for he would be obliged to remain
away forever, The wise, a3 well as
sacred rule of Catholic ecclesiastical
celibacy, meets such a cnse s this one
and the application proves the wisdom of
the rule.

Yes: all over the wide world the Cath-
olic Church is performing prodigies of
valor in the persons of the priests and
puns. The London Tablet of the 23d
April, hins & beautiful letter by one of Ler
Majesty’s Commissioners on the Gold
Coast to Mr. G. B. M. Coore, of London,
England: it spesks for itself, and we
think it well deserving of reproduction,
for it substantiates all we could say in
praise of Catholic missions.

“You ssk me aboul missions here. The
Catholic clergy are doing A noble work. Un-
difmayed by malrrial sickness, which, alas,
too ouften carries off thelr most valued men,
the priesta are extending thelr milsslons
throughout the colony with signal success,
Elmina, anold Portuguese town {8 tha m.gslon-
ary headgquarters, and there as well as at Cape
Qoast and Quittaon the Togoland frontler, act-
{ve work ls belng carried on with rare energy
in thig exhausting climate by devoted priests
who win the conBdence of the fet!sh worship-
pers by their unselfishness, sympathy, and un-
tiring zeal. Nor are the Sisters of Charity less
worlgy of commendation. A naiive Prutest-
aont of position recently mentioned to me that
he had xent his daughter to the Convent school
as a boarder for lie knew that his little girl
would be well taught and kindly treated there.

rom n purely educntional point of view, and it
1s upon his report that our excellent governor,

AN IMPORTANT QUESTION.

In the good old days, before the elect-
ric inventions had almost annihilated
space, we looked just us anxiously as we
do to-duy, for transatlantic news; but
when it came we were sure of what we
gut, beeause it was full and satisfactory,
To-day we receive, by cable, despateh
after despatch, aud asa rule they are
necessarily curtailed, at best giving only
a gkeleton of the story desired to be con-
veyed, and leaving to the imagination of
the recipient the task of clothing it with
the tlesh and skin, ot to his patience the
ordenl of awaiting * further explana-
tions.”

There has been, ol late, a most import
ant question pending before the courts
of Rume, one which has caused consider-
able discussion in the United States and
Canada, and one which touches upon a
vital spot in the Catholic system of edu-
cation. In two words it is the enquete
upon the merits and demerits of the
furibaunlt system, which has for object
the changing of the existing mode of
geparate schools. Conflicting are the
opinions upon the subject and divers the
theories that have taken life out of this g1
gantic controversy. Thedespatches from
Rome indicate that the matter has bLeen
decided upon,but exactly in what manner
we cannot say.; at best it is but conject-
ure to buse an opinion upon the meager
information that has been furnished by
cable. As yet we do not know, nor can
we know untii a full ofticial report of the
case is made, accompanied with the text
of the judgment, in what form the
question wus Jaid before the authoritiey
in Rome. Perhaps Archbishop Irelanid
merely submitted the Faribault plan. it
selt ; perhaps the Faribault plan is only
a purt of a more extensive system; per-
haps the reserved case or cuses, spoken
of in one despateb, refer to such portion
of a vast scheme; in fact, until the
minutes of the cuse are transmitted,
with the decision, to thie proper author
ities on this side of the Atlantic, it would
be uscless to attempt any comments up-
on the specinl merits or demerits of the
questions submitted to Rome.

However, when the time comes, and
when the full sand authentic reports of
the whole caso shall be received, by those
who ure immediately interested in the

investigation, and when such persons

shall deem it expedient to mnke public
the full details of the decision of Rome,
we shall feel it time to enter upon the
subject and give our readers an impartinl
review of the important question. Un-
til then let us be patient!

RELIGIOUS CONTROVERSY.

During the past couple of months a
religious controversy upon a dozen or
more questions has been going on be-
tween a score of writers in one of our
daily contemporaries. Already, on
different occasions, we expressed our
disapproval of that kind of guerilla war-
fare, and strove to point out the utter
futility of such polemical fencing. Ina
number of the Daily Witness of last
week = letter appeared signed by a
Catholic who has been a reader of that
paper for twenty-five years: that letter
seems to us to contain a fund of com-
mon sense and a great number of truths.
Its writer never knew of converts being
made through means of newspaper argu-
ments; neither did any one else ever
know of such results to flow from a reli-
gious discussion of that nature; but we
have all known and felt the effects of
the bitterness, hard-feelings, unchari-
tableness, and enmities that spring into
existence at the wizard-breath of reli-
gious newspaper controversies. It the
subject under discussion could be limited,
and the number of gladiators on cither
side agreed upon, there might be some
chance of at least following intelligibly
and profitably the ditlerent arguments
brought forward; but such is not and
never will be the mode of procedure.

There is snother point that strikes us
&s very strange,—it is the fact that
neither party can see any good in an op-
ponent or any error in his own case.
Surely no greater master in the art of
controversy ever existed upon this con-
tinent than the lute Dr. Brownson; and
in an article, written in 1855, upon
“ Liberalism and Socialism,” he says:
“We wish now to draw attention to
what they have that is true. Allsys-
tems, however erroneous or false, as we
have intimated in the foregoing article
have an element of truth, because the
human intellect, being created in the
image of the Divine and made for the
apprehension of truth, can never operate
with pure falsehood. To rightly com-
prehend a system is not simply to detect
its errors.  We understand not even an
erroneous system till we understand it4
truth; and its real refutation lies not so
much in detecting and exposing its
fallacies zs in detecting, distinguishing,
and accepting the trath which it mi:-
apprehends, misinterprets, cor misap-
plies.” How few of those controversial-
ist letter writers ever dream of taking
that view of the muatter! Irror is in
the defect of trnth, and evil in the defect
of gnod. We must sy thiz or asseit
falsehood as a real entity and evil as a
positive principle, and thus fall into
Manicheism,  “If man cannot embrace
pure falsehood,” continnes Brownson,
“pnor will what under some aspeet is not
goad, it follows that in every crroncous
or mischievous system there is and must
be an aspect of truth and goodness, and
it i3 only under this aspect that the sys-
tem is dear to its adherents,  If we wish
to produce a favorable effect on them,
and to refute their system for their sake,
we must begin, not by denouncing their
error, but by showing them that we re-
cognize and accept their truth)” We
would respectfully ask our friends, who
scemingly read the Bible more for the
purpose ol getting arrows to fire at the
opposite party than for any other ohjest,
to try the task of hunting up the truth—~
no matter how small it may be—that
the other side possesses. Upon the
scveral gquestions of controvemsy into
which the original one developed, the
public and the contending parties have
had enough of the evils, the wickedness,
the corruption, the thousand and ene
errors and wrongs of each other's
thcories; now, could they not let us
have n few of the virtues, good qualities,
perfections, fragments of truth, and mys
of light that most certainly should not
be enmpletely ignored ¥

There was a4 custom amongst the In-
dians to have horse races, in which the
st hiorse won the day.

ROME’S DECISION,.

In another column, under the healing
“ An important question,” we refer to
this case, that has of late created so
much disenssion in Catholic circles.
Last week we spoke somewhat strongly
of the treatment to which Archbishop
Ireland had been subjected by persons
who evidently had not thoroughly un-
derstood his plans nor grasped his idens.
Our remarks have created considerable
comment, especially those in which
we predicted his triumphal return to
America. The following is the full text
of the deliverances of the Vatican in
regard to the attitude of the Holy See
towards Archbishop Ireland’s education-
a! policy, as set forth in what is known
as the Faribault-Stiliwater (Minnesota)
plan.

Before giving this document in full,
we wish to explain that if we wrote
somewhat indignantly of the opposition
made to the Archbishop, and of the
severe and unjustifiable criticisms to
which he was subjected, it was upon a
general princij le that we expressed our-
selves. We do not believe, we never
will believe, nor will we ever counten-
ance premature censurings of the pro-
minent members of the Catholic hier-
archy. When Rome decides npon a
question submitted by an Archbhishop
to its tribunal, we bow and accept that
decision without a protest; and before
that judgment is given, we believe in
awaiting in patience its nnnouncement.
It is a wrong, o daugerous and an unfair
thing to subject an eminent prelate to
harsh criticism, even if we do nol agree
with all his ideas or plans. He may
have reasons that we are not acquainted
with, lie may Le governed and surround-
ed by circumstances that we do not
appreciate. Therefore we siy that when
a dignitary of the Church makes an
exceptional move, and appeals to Rome
for a decision upon his course, it is the
duty of & Catholic, ef a Christian, of a
fair-minded man, to await that pro-
nouncement : and in no case-——unless one
ofpacent, glaring perverseness—should we
queetion the motives or good intentions
of the individual. ‘This letter of the
Cardinal Prefect of the Propaganda exe

Ail do not
feel themselves called upon to make the
heroic sncrilices cousequent on the
Apostolie voeation; all eannot go forth
and, by their own ministry, revive the
smotklering embers of faith in the sonls
of the lax and lukewirm, nr penetrate
into inbospituble reglong to annonnee Lo

sad portion of the few @ and yel, many of
these who feel themselves eatied to de-
vate their lives aod energies o such a
sublime misston, tind themsclves at o
loss to do 80, owing to the absenceof the
necessary materil means, We have.

apostolic vocations may bhe protected and

The Rev. Father Hudon, B.J.,, has been ap-
to suceced thuy Rev. Father Drum-
mond, 8.J., az Rector ofthe Jesult College in
thia city. The Rev. Falber was born ot Bt
Ple, P.Q., Navember 24, 1889, and consequentty
18 forty-three years of age. He 18 a son of Mr.
Vietor Hadon, founder of the celebrated Hudon
Cotton mills at Hochel and he made his
studles at 8t. Mary’s College, aver which he
has now been called upon torule, After leav-
ing college he adopted the legal prafession, aud
after pousing s brillinnt examination he was
called 1o the Montreal Har, and at ocne time
Wwas {n partnership with Mr. J. J. Carran, Q.C.,
M.P, Although abrilllant career was opened
before him 1n the profession of his first ¢holce
he renounced 1t8 worldly advantages to become
a minisier of religion and on November 3,
1886, he entered the noviciate of the Rociety of
Jesas tobecome & Jesull Father., After being
regularly admitled to the order he was sent to
8t. Francols Xavler collega, the celehrated In-
stitution of Fordham, N.Y., where for a time
he was a professor and prefect of atudies,
From Ferdham. he was senlt to the Jesult
HAouse of Studles at Woodstock, Md,, where he
pursued his course of philosophy, and from
thera he went to Laval, France, where his
theological course was compleled. On his re-
turn to Canada he was appolnted mimster of
the Jesult College of Montreal, a position
which he held at several difterent par-

I gtand on the brink of Eternity; a
few muments more and I close my eyes
on all the vanities and allurements o
life. Viewing life by the pale light of
death, T see more clearly than ever the
greath truth, ¢ What shall it profit a man
to gain the whole world, if he lose his
ownsoul? Ah! myson, keep the wornds
well it mind ; o struggle awaits you vre
you reach the truth; but be true to
God's graces. Pray, pray, pray, aod let
your prayer be for light and grace. If
you do, the precious gift of Faith will be
given, von, and your sonl will enjoy

peace.”

Asking then to receive the iast Sacen-
mients of the Church, all knelt and pray-
ed. When he had thus been fortitied
by those spiritual aids, he remained «
few mumenis wrapped in silent prayer.
Theu he sud, * Ibelieve in One Holy,
Catholic, and Apostolic Church, the only
Church of Christ.” He ceased ; wsmile
sweeter and more pure than a sunbeam
on Avucn's beauteous waters lit up his
countenance, nud ere iy light and beanty
had died out the great soul of Louis Al
tieri was in the bosom of its God. Calm-
Iy fell the sunlight on the still features
of the true Bishiop; he had given hia lite
for his sheep. Who hath greater churity
than this?

Around his bed and over his tomb et
no tear of regret be zheld; let not ativee
tion's rain detile the ashes of the martyr,
nor water the sod that covers his dust.
Let only the voice of praise, the " Te
Peum: ” of thanksgiving, be heard round
his bier. He knew how to tive, and how
tedie s this s a knowledge worth maore
than all other seiences, for it is the only
one which leads to the source of all
Wisdom—God onr Ureator.

Roverently they bore tne bady of the
martyr o its hast resting-place ; 1t sleens
in the miidst of those to whom he minis-
terxl.  His place is truly with his flock
hie made it 50 in life, and it is now so in
death. Like a captain walking proondly
at the head of his company when sum-
moned by his sovereign, will Altieri
come forth from the sepulchre leading
his well-loved flock when the dread notes
of the Angel's trumpes shall resound
through the hollow regions of the tomb.

The cenetery in which the vietims of
the cholera were interred has been
closed and surrounded by a high wall,
It is not a spot of terior, tor the story of
the Cardinal Bishop's glorious end casts
a halo around its precinets,

The Zouaves only lost one man by the
cholera; the other divisions of tire mili-
tary auflered very slightly also. Peppe
was most constant in hi= ministrations to
the sick: his natural buoyaney of tem.
per helped him wonderfully.  Lorenzo
and Morgan were present everywhere,
but this is a praise which is due to all
the military.  The Pape hald a pgold
medal struck and presented to the heroes
of the cholern dayse [t wns worn more
proudly and reecived from intelligent

men more homage than all the meda's
ever conferred for bravery on the field
of hattle.

The words of the dying Carlinal male
a deep impression on George Marcuibank ;
his  last smile wag ever beaming on
him. He had scen a true priest
working and dying; he felt that only a
Divinely revealed relizion ¢ uld huve
such a minister. He ceased to be a
Protestant, but us yet he wus not a
Catholic; the gift of Faith had not been
received. The foretold sirngele was upon
Lim, und he prayed—for light and grace.

CHAPIER XIV.
GATHERING §TORMS.

T glowing month of October had
again come ronnd; the grapes were
a most rendy to be plucked on the slupes
of Lauke Albano; the rich elusters of ligs
were bein;i; culled, and on every side
might be heard the glad voices of vine-
dressers a8 they garnered their lnsciouny
harvest. From neighboring hill-tops the
busy workmen sang  alternately  the
“Ave Maris Steila” or the more solemn
atrains of the “Kyrie Eleison,” and files
of Inden donkeys slowly  wended their
way from the liclds (o the little villages
which crowned the higher hills, The
horror of the days of chalern waus almost
forgotten in nnd around Alhano | sidness
has no enduning home in the hearts of
the Italiuns. A glorious sunshine from
day to day puts to flight the dark hu-
mors which curdle around the heart in
colder ciimes, and a firm faith checrs the
spirit with tnoughts uf future bliss. Only
the noble devotion of the dead Cardinal,
and of the others who had done ther
duty, was spoken of in connection with
the cholera, Sad memories were buried
in the graves of the loved dend ; only the
beauty und heroism of soul exhibited by
the brave lived and glowed in the glad
sunlight. This is as it should be; thisis
the churacteristic ol a people in whom
Catholic traditions are strong. The mere
aninal man may bemoan through dreary
years his losses; hemourns without hop.e
consequently his griefis unsoftened : but
the true Christian never looks upon the
dead as lost to him ; they are enshrined
in his memory and embalmed in the
hope of & happy reunion in anear hereaf-
ter. Thus tranquillity reigned arvund
Albano's peaceful lake.

But in the North the low growling ofa

gathering storm was faintly hesrd. It

was not the disturbed forces of nature
which were in agitation, bus the restiess
minds of impious plotters, The Revo-
lutionists had vainly hoped that after the
depurture of the French troops from
Rome the people would rise ur in revolt.
They little knew the loyalty of the
Pope’s subjects, or their thankfulness for
the blessings of his wise and progressive
government, That there were sume
unquiet spirits among his people whose
minds bad been poisoned by the specious
words of the plotters, and some whose
shiftless habits had made them see only
ane chance of worldly advancement, viz,,
a social upheaving, and consequently,
who would join in a cry against the
government, was true cnough ; but they
formed only an infinitesimal propor-

tion of the people. In every
State there are some worthless ci-
tizens; Rome was no  exceplion,

but few indeed joined the ranks of the
Revolutionists. Disappointed in their
hiopes of a popular uprising, the plitters
were obliged to concert measures for in-
vading the States of the Church. The
Piedmontese government was bound by
treaty with IFrance to respect, and to
cause to be respected, the territory of
the Pupe. Openly it could not Lelp them,
but it could shut its eyes to their move-
ments, Unless France were to demand
a fuithful observance of the Couvention
of 1864, bands of armed adventurers
could be recruited in every part of the
Peninsula ; they could cross the frontiers
ol the Pontifical territory at various
points, and converge on Rome. The
Pope’s army was only small; the sym-
pathy of the Radicals throughout Eu-
rope was with the plotters, and, to their
undying shame be it recorded, many

Protestants of England and Americs, in
their narrow bigotty of mind and hatred

of the Church, were ready to applaud

such a piratical expedition.

Not far from the * Pass of Corese,” a

point of passage between the dominions

then actually governed by the Pope aund

the rest of ttaly, there rises 4 low chain

of hills, well-wouded and enclosing rich

viieys.  Great herds of cattle feed on

the sweet grass in these vales, and

Jdroves of swine fatten on the acorns and

chestbuts on the wood-covered heights.

In one of those beautiful but silent

valevs, on an afternoon in the tirst of
October, 18357, a man sat, or ruther lurk-
od suspicusiy.,  Cluse by him purled a

fittle brook which ran on, with proud

aluerity, to mingle its waters with those

ol the sourees of the Tiber ;. long-homed

oxen grazed placidiy near; the tearing

sonnd they nmde wt each bite chimed

with the habbling of the brook and tie

~awing toise ol therestless coeada, Pane-

ing beuns of sanlight peere b wleetnlly

dowit from the erest of tiie hitl which the
<1 was now almost touching:wsubrtued

and mellow glow  titled the valley, and

harmonized with the tranquillity of the

scette, But here, as in Fden, the per-
verse will of man mars the bewaty ot

creation, The solitary individaal furking
in this aiet spot 18 not adnorng its
loveliness, nor puadsing the Crentor for
His works: the =octhing calm of the
place brings no quiet to his =onl, nor
voes the innogence of natnre abash his
guilty heart.  He looks impatiently to-
wanls the declining sun, as it cursing its
tardy course ; he gives s malignant glance
at a sleek ox whichhad come unconsci-
ously near; the anmumal quickly retreats,
although the man stirsnot. A drove of
swine had beenr drnking st the brodk,
aned passed near himon their way up o
the hills ; one farge, black fellow stoud
opposite him, as if eurioud to fearn some-
thing of his history, It gave a grant by
wity of friendly recognition, and advan-
ced # step or two, ; but the man ¢ught
its eye, amd transtixed it with a scowl,
black nsits own quivering bristles, There
seemed 1o be apower of territying in the
nan's eves: the brute backed a few
paces, amd with  loud snort, more of al-
arm than of trivmph, darted quickly
ilter ity fellows.

As the sun sank behind the Lills o
shrill whistle resotnded farupamonyg the
stately oaks ; the lurking figure arose and
answered 1t with asimilar sound. A crash,
A tramp, o harded  stamping siteeceded
and several persons emerged (rom the
woods ; they were dressed in various cos-
tunres. but had ope artiele in common,—
ated shirt. This was the badge of the
Garibaldians ; the emiblem of Revolution.
Our more mature {rmale readers niwy re-
member that the "Garibaldi jacket” was
in 1860, & lashionable article of ladies’
wear, It is aquestion if ever “u fazhion
had o more disgracetul origin ; an un-
¢onth, impious revolutionist like Garibal-
di donned o rved shire, and ** fashionable
ludies,” who, no doubt, thought them-
selves respectable and Christians, aped
the adventurer. Once that the human
mind has been cut adrift from the True
Faith, there is no end to its development
of absurd phases.

The troop of red-shirfed miscreants,
the oflscourings of large cities, were ari-
ed with rifles, und somie were dragging a
few pieces of artillery, As they ad-
vaneed the firm military tread of some of’
the lemlens plainly showed that they had
been drilled inoa regular army.  Already
the shades ol evening were darkening the,
depths of the valley as the new-comers
drew up, in a half military fashion,
aronnd the one whom we have already
noticed, Two danecing demons glared
from the eyes of this man as he survey-
ed the rade bands of armed ruflians,
They were not, however, all ruflians;
some had been misled by false state-
ments, and =ome hiudbeen too weak to
withdeaw (eam a =ocicty into which they
had been inveigled.  But scoundrel wis
tou plainly written on the brow of nany
of them. Xvidentiy, however, they all
felt themselves in the presence of a
superior; even the boldest winced uwler
the scowling glance of the two_demon-
lighted oyes of Capodiavole  Yes; he
it was who had been lurking in the still
valley, frightening oxen and qnelling a
fieree how by Lie magnetic influence of
his evil eyes. There is i pre-eminence
of wickedness whichi subduesless wicked
natures, just as great moral excellence
renders the good doeile to its conrmands,

The eruel break of €apodiavolo’s hawk
nose almost caught his twitching upper
lip {this was a sympton of being well
pleased), as be eyed the armed  hands ;
turning to their leader hie said ;

“Thig is a brave beginning, Mus!
your men look well, and are fuirly arm-
ad : how many can you muster ?”

“ There are,” answered Mars, * three
hundred here; within an hour three

hundred more will arrive; and four hun-

dred are to cross the frontier lower down.
1 have thus got une thousand men partly
drilled, and well provided with rifles and
cannon, The bands under Cuairoli and
Menotti Garibaldiare ench stronger than
mine;* other bands are in course of for-
mation and wiil be ready in & few days.”

“Well done, well done. my bold Mars;
you have not been idle; this looks like
work in earnest. In ashort time we wilt
swoop down on Rome, diive out the
Zouaves with the butts of our guns, make
the streets of Rome red with the biood of
its priests and monks, and proclaim from
the Capitol the Universdd Repubiie. I
long to see the swords lushing, and the
foreign rabble flying hefore our victorious
banners, But where is Garibaldi him-
self 7

“ For the present heremains quiet ; his
son Menoti leads, as I said, a large band;
gos00n s we have all crossed the frontier
and massed our forces, Garibaldi will ar-
rive nndassume the ostensible command.
This was, you know, your own suggestion,
and all the lodges have accepted it.”

“1 should think they have! In the
name ol ten thousanddevils, do you sup-
pose any of them would dure oppose the
suggestion of Capodiavolo? 1 cannot
drill & suadron, but I can move the se-
cret societies at my pleasure ; they are
my chessmen; Burope is my board ; I
place them where 1 please.”

This was no idle boast ; the members
of secret socicties are the veriest slaves
in existence. By meansof a relentless
system of terror thousands of men are
moved, like puppets, by some master-
hand which is invisible. One man of
lierce, malignunt will like Capodiuvolo,
or two orthreeothers in some cases,
shape the whole policy of the secret so-
cieties. And yet the poor human tigure-
heads, who dance as the wire is pulled,
prate sabout liberty and boast of thelr
freedom! Wehavesome ofthese mental
slaves in our own Dominion.

“Well,” continued Capodiavoly, *eriss
the frontier as soon as the others arrive ;
attack the garrisons in the various
villages as you move on towards Monte
Rotundo; try to stir up the inhabitants
to a revoit. There are only a few Papal
soldiers in each place. We will scatter
small bands of our men all over the coun:
try, and thus deaw ofl’ the enemy  from
Rome, Wehave men and arms there, and
while the apal troops are pursuing our
seattered bands, our main body, which
will mass at Monte-Rotundo, wall march
on to the capital, and our brothers within
will rize in revolt aud open the gates (o
us. This is our plan of operations; but
we must be quick in action. It we do
not reach Rome soon the French troops
may  he went back, That a blighting
vurse might Test oo the heads of those
Frenethr people whowill, [ well koow,
climor against us? Biat we will reach
the gonl ficst,and if the French troops
~hen'dd follow s we will swrender them
nothing bt the cinders of 1he chiurches
amd the nshes of the pricsts,”

S Do we eross to-night 77
¥ Yeg: two hours henee,
in Reme by the 25th.”
This conversation between Uipadinvolo
and his friend Mars gives o fair idea of
the origin of the Garibaldian raids of
1=67. Men and arms were transported
across the borders of the Pupe’s terri-
tory; they swarmed onall sides, but con-
verged towards Rome. Ruowing that
the Pontilical urmy numbered but nine
o1 ten  thousand men all told, the Ile-
volutionistx hoped to draw  the nmajor
part of them ofl from Lhe city in pursuit
of scattered bands; then the main body
of marnders would hurry down  from
the heights of Monte Rotundo, which
they expectod to crpture and nmake their
headguarters, and advance ou. Rome by
the Nomentana and Salara Ways, In
the meantinme the few soldiers within
were to be kept busy in gquelling  out-
hreaks fontented by the secret socleties ;
thus the bands hoped to encounter bt
Wttle resistance when they should avrive
beneath the walls of the Eternal City,

The plot was well talds they eonld
carily bring meore meninto the fiehl than
the Pontitical army nambered ; & few
restless spirits, well paid and stimulated
by the hope ol future promotion, would
be found to stirup inteinal disorder.
The government ot Victor  Fmanuel
would  not take any  very  eflective
mezsures Lo prevent them front passing
the frontiers with men aud ums; many
an English dupe wonld supply  gold.
Hell indeed scemed, humanly speaking,
about to trinmph,

Around the Chair of Peter the gather-
ing storms were howling; day by day
the dark clouds grew more dense, and
soon encircled the City of the Popes.
The long-apprehended danger was at
hand ; but there were brave hearts and
arms that unsheathed the sword in
defence  of religton and justice, and 1t
would go hard with them if they did not
conquer.

Our children spend 80 much of their
time in and nhout the schoolhouses, that
more care should be taken in their deco-
cation, both inside and out.

Convont Linon-Weaving In Ireland,

T'he example set by the Sisters of
Mercy at Skibbercen, says the Irish
Textile Journal, to establish u hand-
loom linen-weaving industry, hns sti-
mulated several othor convents, and we
learn from the report of the National
Fdueation Board that at Queenstown
Convent some nine looms are_now run-
hing.  Mr. Connolly the’District Inspee-
tor, writing on the subject, says:—" At
present pocket handkerchiels only are
woven, but the weaving, of coarser
materials is in  contemplation. The
number of looms will be incrensed if
necessary. It is to be hoped ihat ult-
imately, aa in the North, so in the

of the giris ns they grow up to woman-
hood, A permanent cottage industry
may thus be established, with the con-
vent weaving school in the midst, to
teach the younger snd encourage the
older workers. Much has been doue in a
short time. If successstill attains the
efforts of the convenl it is patent that it
will be the instrument of great good,
material and moral, which must result
from industrious, comfortable and happy
homes.”

‘The dispute on the Tottenham estate
between the owner and his tenantry,
which has existed since 1886, when the
plan of camnpaign was adopted, haa been
ciosedl, the tenants being reinstated by
the Ladlord.

Tue. Rev. James Devine, 8. J,, diedon
April 22 at St. Suanialaus’ College, Tulia-
mure, at the age of thirty two yeam,
Father Devine, who was endowed with
rarc intellectual gifte, was for some time
n professor in St. Columb's College, Derry.

‘Tue Rev, Philip O'Doherty, curate of
Moville, thie popular and patrivtic priest
of Inwhowen, has heen, appointed u
member of the Roval Irish Academy.
Father O'Doheny is a Derry man by
birth, is a distinguished Irish scholar, and
is well known in the North for the pro-
minent part hie touk in Nationalist po-
litics during recent years.

The denth ocenrred recently of M,
Timothy Lawlor, of Ennistymon, a form-
er Coerclon prisoner. He was nnderoing
penal servitude for life in connection
with the collision between a police pat-
ol and muoonlighters, near Killenora, in
the autumn ot 1500, but had been recont
Iy relensed trom Mountjoy prison hecause
of fuiling hicalth.

Mr. C. Twedd, of Caireastie, has been
chosen chairnuus of the Larne Bowud of
Guardians; Mr. Adamson, of Cihrrick-

Mz, Evsonn O°Snuey, secretary of the
Natipus! Federatton, has been re-clected
chairman of the Dungarvan Board of
Gunardiang, defeating Mr. R. J. Ussher,
J.P., Unienist. Messrs. Juhn Greene, pre-
sident of the Abbeyside branch ol the
Federation, and John McCarthy Natio-
nalist, bave been chosen viee-chuirman
and deputy vice chairman respectively.

Holping a deserving nationatist —The
frionds of Mr. Daniel MeCoy, of Curra:
more, Ballynuhill, learning that ke had
some spring work to do inthe farm he
recently got posgession of at Cooltomauy,
and from which he was evicted by Lord
Guilimore about 11 years ago for non-
payment of an exorbitant rent, determin.
ed to rhow their appreciation of him as
. Nationalist and an ancompromising
foe of landlond tyranny.  Unsolicited by
Me. McUoy, they assembled on April 12,

to the number of about 400, having over
furty pairs of horses, plonghs, harrows,
earts, and ovther implements, and did all
the work required by him on that day.
These parishes wore represented by the
workers: Ballyhnahill,  Longhill,  Glin,
Shanagelden, Askeaton, Kileoleman and
Cuoleappa, the lust nientioned being the
parish in which the farm is situated.
Mr. McCoy entertained all at dinner.

The congested districts board held o
meeting recently, at which the chief sec-
retary was present.

The board have alsa esia-
blished o atation for curing cod and ling
on Innishoftin Isluund, have appointed o
Norwegian curer to teacl thetishermen,
and have made arrangements for profit-
able marketing of the fish, which is
beirg caught in large quantities.— Frish
Cuatholic. .

Hici HARDED SEIZURES BY AGENTS OF
Surci-Banuy.—A sheriils oflicer, accom-
panied by Mr. Butler, estate bailiff to Mr,
Smith Barry, visited the Iand at Boher-
crowe, where Philip O’Neil, aone of the
Smith-Barry ovicted tenants, hins been
residing since his evietion, nearly three
years ago, and seized ten heifers which
they found on the land, in satisfiction
o the rent which Mr. O'Neill, owed.
he cattle were conveyed to the pound
1t Tipperary, and after they lind been
sccured, Mr. Richard Hanrahan, butter
n.erchant, demanded their relense on
the grounds that they were his. The
bailifis refused to surrender them unlvss
an affidavit was made by Mr. Hanrahan
stating that the cattle were his. The
latier declined to do this and notitied the
pound keeper that he would institute
legnl proceedings against those who were
respongible for the detention of the ani-
mals, The bailiffs then went to Mrs.
Guant, ano.har evicted tenant, and took

a jennet and cart which they found in
her yard for a similarclaim. 6 OWner-
ship of the animal and cart was denied
by Mrs. Grant, but they are still in cus-
tody. A ceizure was also made &t the
residence of Mrs. Kerwick, William
O’Bricn Street, fur the rent of & rhop
which her eon, Mr. Thomas Kerwick,
held from Mr. Smith-Berry in Muin
Street. Mre. Kerwick repudiated any
responsibility tor the rent uwed, but this
denial would not be accepted by the
cheriff. Legal proceedings are threaten-
ed in this caae also.

SVICTLON OF EMERGENCYMEN AT WooD-
rorp.~Another has been wlded to the
long list of exciting incidents in the
struggle between Lord Clanricarde and
his Woodford tenants. About three
weeks ago, Mr. Timothy Clarke, P.L.G.,
was evicted trom his holding. Mr. Tener,
the agent, took possession ol a hut which
had been buiit on the parochial plot for
the unfurtuuate tenant and his family,
and placed baif-a-dozen Emergencymen
in chaigein it. This was done in broad
daylight within stone’s throw of the pol-
ice barracks, and in the presence of the
pulice themse:ves, who have since care-
fully guarded the hut und its occupants,
Mr. Clarke, accompanied by a few friends,
walked into the hut on April 18, and or-
dered the Emergencymen to clear out.
‘The latter muke a desperate rush for
their lirearis, but were prompty scized
amd ejected atter a sharp struggte. Their
beddings, furniture, arms, etv,, were tiretn
depusited outaide vn the road, and the
hut is now occupied by Mr. Clarke.  An
attempt was made on April 20 to recap-
ture the hut, Lut the surprising party
tinding it strongly gaarded, withdrew.

Sap DEATH oF A Womax at Druw-
ANY.—An inquest was held recently at
Drumany, parixh of Leck, on the body of
Mary Long, aged thirty-six yenrs, a
widow. Deceased, Catherine Kennedy,
her sister, and a child of three—now an
orphan—weie in absulute poverly, and
the coroner advised tha sister to tuke the
child to Letterkenny Workhouse. This
she refused to do.  The wretched eabin
in which the trio lived was entirely de-
void of furniture or foad, except a piece
ol stale and dirty bread. Catherine Ken-
nedy said Mis. Long's  husband, Henry
James Long, bhad been killed in Scotland
two vears ago. “We have bheen puppur-
ted chietly on the charnty of the public.
We have no furniture whatever, and
vrcupied the bare walls of the cabin,
sleeping on the cay Hoor, without even
straw to lie upon, and had only o fire ot
whin bushee when we gathered such.
On April 19 Mas, Long was in her usaal
way, compiatning of the pains, but going
about, amd bpd taken foud—bread and
tea—iwice. In the ofternoon rhe went
away, and was rewainibg to the cabin
apout cight o'clock at oight, when |
heard ber calling for assistance. 1 found
her sitting on the voad. | assisted her
into the house. and she Iny down on the
loer,  She remained there for aboud an
hour in great agany, complaining thae
her heart wasioreakingiwith a pain going
thivugh it, and said she was being smotn-
creid. She named some neighbors and
called tor the priest, and in about an
hour's wme expired. The doetor deelared
death due 1eom heart disease.”

MONTREAL®S REPRESENTATION.

Comments ot a Contemporary Upon the
Clafms of Qur Irish Cathollcs,

Although we completely ignore all
political questiors, and have resolved to
treat cvery one alike, yet, we reserve to
ourselves the right to insimt upon fair
play being shown to Irish Catholics in
everYy s; here, whctlier municipal or legis-
lative.  Acconling to the new redistribu-
tion acheme our city is to have two more
representatives in the Commons, Very
well ! It is proposed that one of these
is to be a French-Canadian and the other
an  English  speaking  Protestant.
We wouldl then stand two French-
Canadians, two English-speaking Pro-
testants and one Insh Roman Catho-
lic. Ou this point we will have a word
to sny before long. This Province has
44 French-Canadians, 18 English-apeak-
ing Protestants, and only 3 Irish-
Catholics in the House. We are
numerons enough to ask that the
one wehave for Montreal should ‘be pro-
moted to a sphere in which his talentys, his
energies, aud his efforts in behalfof his
constituents in particularand of all Cuna-
dian Irish-Catholics, ingeneral, might be
wote patent in their henelicial effacts. In
this connection we deem it proper to call
the attention of the “powers that he' to
the commierical and political importance
of this city. tothe strength and influence
of the Irish clement here, and tothe mer-
its and claims of the present pacliament-
ary representative of cur people. We
could not do s0 in & muore appropriate
manner than by quoting a couple of ex-
traets from a leading acticlein one of our
Ontario contemporaries :—

“A very imporant section of Lhe peopleofthe
“ Dominon”says the Catholic Record, * have
“for some timeexpected that Mr. Curran, mem-
“ber for Mootreal Cemtre, wnould be given a
* place in the Cablnet, ard not a little disap-
* puintment has been felt and expressed that
* ho has, 10 all appearances, been ignored.”

This comes from the western section
of Outario, and indicatea that the Irish
Catholics of Montreal are not alone in
this desire for respresentation. The
article conchules :

“ Mr. Cuirran’s career in the Dominion House
** —the fact thal he represents perhaps the most
“ imporant constituency in the rountry—that
**he has ever been faithiul to kis party, and he
** has, by his rectitnde, his honor and hls tal-
* ent, been an honor to the House and . tower
“al afrengih to uis palitical selends, stioutd, w
*sall fistrness, bo the means of galning for him
* promotion 1o the ranks of the Cablaet. The
* Irtsh Catholies of the Domialon would ook
s*upon such a move with expeclal favor, and we
S may frankly say to1h2 Government that the
o continuatl setting aside of that gentleman, to
s muke room forinfinitely lest woelhy men,
¥ Wil fomedgy tloom up betorothem as o seri-
* ous mistake.”
