“We cannot bhut receive with siatis-
faction the letter in  whirh your Maj-
esty, notifying us  of the merting  of
1he Peace Conference in the Capital of
your kingdom, has kindly solicited for
that assembly Our noral support. We
hasten to express Gur warm svmpathy
both with the awgzust initiator of the
conference, and with your Majesty,

- SAVED BY THE SCAPULAR.

A Dublin correspondent writes to
the Catholic Times, of Liverpool :

“Father Cassidy, of Dublin, is =«
well known Franciscan. e is a man
of splendid presence, standing some
six feet high. His hair is as black as
the proverbial raven’s wing: his eye is
bright and his glance is as keen as an
eagle's. If you saw him in the street
you would say: “‘There goes a mnan
that would be ready for a sudden deed
of daring’’; and sudden deeds of dar-
ing he has accomplished. T understand
he saved several lives from
drowning in the Lifley, and that he
holds the medals of the Royal Hum-
ane Society for saving life. He is a
pulpit orator of great eloquence and
his style has the charm of spontanei-
ty, giving one the impression that he
was utterly unconscious of his gift,
so easy is  his delivery. A month or
twa ago I heard himpreach, and from
first to last, to use a famous phrase,
*“I hung avith rapture on his accents.’”
This evening at -t o'clock he treated

his hearers to a very simple but thritl-
ing story of the scapular. At the time
of the Fenjun troubles in Ireland some
thirty ycars ago a man was suspected
of carrying arms in Dublin, and one
night two policemen pursued him in
Eustace-street. On one of the police-

men coming close up to him he turned

priestiy life  of  RBishop Burt.  whose
memory was in the hearts of all -

tholics of Sonthwark that day. Onthe
previous day the lare Bishop of  the
diocese completed the fifty vears of his
priestly  life, and they  were keeping
thut day the golden jubhilee ot that
creat event. Naturally in o chureh that
avas his own for the Jast few years of
his life, and with which he wits boane-
diately connected  during his episcop-
ate they would he failing in their daty
if they did not think of him. and pray
for hiny, in thanksgiving to trod  Jor
the work he was vouchsafed to do for
his floek, and  also that God  might
bless the remaining  days of his life
and give him that reward which  was
s0 justly his due. Bishop Butt was or-
dained hefore the establishment of the
Hierarchy. The ceremony was perforin-
ed hy  Cardinal Wiseman on July 15,
1849, in the house in Golden Square,
wwhere the Vicars-Apostolic were  ac-
customed to live. With him was raised
to the deaconate on the same day Fa-
ther Gordon, for many years Superior
of the Brompton Oratory. Like most
priests in those duys of rapid progress
and growth, the life of Dr. Butt  was
one of many changes. e was appoint-
ed secretary to Cardinal Wiseman,and
lived with the Oratorian Fathers, who
were theh commencing  their great
work in King William Street, in  the
church which was now Toole's The-
atre. Futher B3nlt was next appointed
to lineoln's Tnn Fields mission, but
there he was taken ill. Tn order that
he might recover his health he wasan-
pointed to a country  mission, finally
heing sent to St. lL.eonard.

JUST AT THAT TIME the (‘r'imenl
War broke out. Tt was not for him to
speak of the mismanagement of  the
details in connedtion with that mem-

orable Campaign, hut it was a well-
known inct that great numbers of
sollliers died on account of the had

arrangements made hy those who were
responsible. For the first time a Cath-!
alic priest was sent oul with the Brit-
ish troops, and Falher Butt, together
-with other priests, were sent to the
Fast to minister 1o the Catholic sol-
diers, of whom there were g grent’
number.  These devotoer pricsts were
followed by Sisters of Merey from
Bermondsey. who went to assist Flom
ence Nightingale in what was to the
Finglish people ol  the period  a new
innovation. The young priest was the
first sent. to the hospital. and then to
Balaclava., During oIl this tine the
work was of a most severe charactor,
and was carried on under very unfav-
orable circumstances. Tnder such
strain Father Butt soon broke down.
anvd during the terrible winter 1nonths
he hecame feeble and weak. One  day
he was leaving the hospital, where e
had heen visiting the wounded and
sick soldiers, when he was taken seri-
ously ill. He sat down hy the road-
side, and suddenly fell forward uncon-

Butt returned to St Leonard's,
wius  sent to Arunded,
with whick mission he was connected
for twenty-seven years. During  that
long period he did { great work  for
the Church in Sussex. When  he was
first  appointed 1o the district seven
Cutholie children were being educated,
and now there were eight schoois, A
the age of SIXLY years he was appoint-

el *o the Bishopric of Southwark., Of
his work at St George’s he necll . not
spoak. That, indeed,  was known  far

and wide. It wus not merely a record
of hricks and mortar, although  that
spoke eloguently  of the great work
which he has done, but o record of the
spiritual influence whiclh he had  over
the hearts of men. He did not possess
the wift of being an eloguem speaker,
there was nothing remarkabie  about
his  person, and yer he possessed a
singular  influence  over those with
whom he  came in contact. He placed
an jmplicit trnst in God, in all under-
takings connected  with  the diocesy,
and when at last the time came when
he should resign the work to yvounger
hands he retired with the knowledge
that he had done something ol a last-
ing and permanent character for the
Church in the diocese of Southwark.

The hu-
man organism is not made of steel—
and even steel has its limits of resist-
ance. If the present generation does
not experience the collapse. at least
the coming one will have every reason
to be grateful if it be not the victim
destined to expiate the sins and [ollies
of our time.
