A PROTESTANT ON THE
P, P. A,

The following letter is reprinted from
the Globe.

8ir,—It is now many years sinee Dean
Swift’s experience led him to write :
“Some people have just enough religion
to make them bate. and not enough to
make them love, one anether.”

At a later day, Macauley, after a life-
time of historical research, gave 1t as
his opmion that “the experience of
many ages proves that men may be
ready to sight to the death and to perse-
cute without pity, for a religion whose
creed they do not understand, and whose
precepts they habitually disobey.”

If there are any persons in Canada,
either Protestants or Catholics, who can
fairly beclassified with those described
by Bwift or Macauley in the sentences
quoted above, it i8 not to them that
these words are addressed. I only seek
to reach the attention of those—be they
Conservative or Liberal, Catholic or Pro-
testant—who desire to see Canada
united, happy, and prosperous, and who
wish to harmonize, and not to intensify,
the differences of race and creed among
our people.

Some few observations which I recent-
Iy made, on my responsibility as a pub-
lic man, respecting the P. P. A, have
evoked several attempts at defending
that organization. They have for the
most part been in the shape of anony-
mous letters to the press, and the authors
seem to desire to hide their identity,
though one would suppose that a worthy
cause could bhear an open defence.
There was, however, one article publish-
ed in the Mail, as a news. item, under
the heading “The Canadian P.P.A.;

tion,” and, as it has every appearance
ot being an authoritative defence, I will
refer to it presently.

In counsidering the effect of arousing
animosity between the Protestants and
Catholics of Canada, or the prudence of
doing so, regard must be had to the re-
lative numerical strength of those bodies
The last census shows that we havea
population of five millions, whereof two
millions are Roman Catholics.

times to place the political positions of
this Government in the hands of Protes-
tants.”

It is
full of danger and of difficulty; but you
will only meet the danger by marching
straight up to it, and declaring that the
prerogative of the parent, unless he be
convicted of criminality, must not be
taken away by the State.”

These are the true and only just prin-
ciples that should govern statesmen in
dealing with this subject.
