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1633.
Virginia Petitions against the Charter.

No soonér did the Virginia colony—
which, as we have seen, was a Church of
England colony—hear of the grant to Lord
Baltimore, than they sent a petition to the
king remonstrating againstit. The petition
itself is not known to be extant, nor is its
precise date known. Bat from the decision
of the Star Chamber upon that petition,*
we learn they stated, “that some grants
have lately been obtained [by Lord B.] of
a great portion of lands and terrifories of
the colony, [of Va.,] being the places of
their traffic and so near to their habita-
tions as will give a general disheartening
to the planters if they be divided into
several governments, and a bar put to that
trade which they have long since exercised
towards their supportation and relief, under
the confidence of his Majesties royal and
gracious intentions towards them.” This,
however, was more largely stated in the
petition itself. P

On the 12th of May, 1633, the king
referred the petition to the Star Chamber.
And their lordships ordered that the parties,
the Virginia planters and Lord Baltimore,
should be heard on the 28th of June, and
accordingly on that day they were heard.
It was then ordered that the parties should
meet together, and accommodate their con-
troversy in a friendly manner, if it might
be, and likewise set down in writing, the
propositions made by either party, with
their several answers and reasons to be
presented to the board. This was com-
plied with, and in July, “their lordships
having heard, and maturely considered the
said propositions, answers and reasons, and
whatsoever else was alleged on either side,
did think fit 2o leave Lord Baltimore to his
patent, and. the other parties,to the course
of law according to their desire. But for
the preventing of further questions and
differences, their lordships did also think,
fit and order, that things stand as they do—
the planters on either side, shall have free
traffic and commerce with each other, and
that neither party shall receive any fugitive
persons belonging to the other, nor do apy
act, which may draw on a war from the
natives, upon either of them.  And lastly,
that they shall entertain all good corres-
pondence, and assist each other, on all
. occasions, in such manner as becometh
subjects and members of the same state.”
So reads the decision in Hazzard ;t and so
Bozmani has it, in his first edition. But
in his second, he follows Chalmers’ reading
of it ; which, instead of being « that things
stand as they do,” reads, «that things
standing as they do.” The authority of
Hazzard is, however, to be preferred
before that of Chalmers. And as the
former has it, things were to stand as they
then did, till the matter sbould be settled by
course of law. In the latter, it is made

the ground of deciding about assisting each
other, and was decided.

And how did things stand? Why, the
Virginia planters were not by that decision
to be dispossessed of Kent Island ; nor was
Lord Baltimore’s patent to be invalidated.
The question of the prior claim of the
Virginians, was left at their desire, to a
course of law. That question, the Star
Chamber did not decide upon. They did
not decide any more against the Virginians,
than they did against Lord Baltimore. So,
at least, it is clear, that the Virginians
themselves understood it, as shewn both
by their after course, and by Burk in his
history of Virginia,* where he says, that

the board ¢ acknnwleged the justice of the -

claim of thé Virginia planters.” -~They
certainly granted the request of these
planters, that the matter should be left to
take the course of law which they desired.

In November 22nd, 1633, Lord Balti-
more’s colony left England for America.
Cecil, the second Lord Baltimore, was then
twenty-eight years of age. He does not
seem to have been so dissatisfied with the
disabilities under which he was placed in
England,but that he remained there instead
of crossing the Atlantic, to his retreat from
Protestant persecution. He therefore, sent
out his brother Leonard Calvert, then at
the age of twenty-six, as governor of his
colony, appointing two of the colonists for
his assistants. A younger brother, George,
also came out, but it seems that he was so
little of a Romanist, that he could do what
his father declined to do in Virginia—that
is, to take the oaths required; for, as it
is said, he lived and died there. Iadeed,
it must not be overlooked, t the first
and second Lord Baltimores were two
different men. For while the elder, as it
may be conceded, sought in the Virginia

territory to build up an asylum for the op--

pressed and persecuted Romanists, the son,
as proof in abundance may be found to
show, had his eye upon the pecuniary
advantages to be derived from his large
grant of land, in no small degree.

It was now eighteen months from the
date of bis charter, that his colonists set
sail. The number of colonists, is stated by
Oldmixon, at about two hundred.t He
mentions Leonard Calvert, Esq., Governor
Jeremy Hawley and Thomas Cornwallis,
Esqrs., assistants or councillors. The
other chief and principal characters, were
Richard Gérard, Edward Winter, Frederick
Winter, Henry Wiseman, Esquires. Mr.
John Saunders, Mr. Edward Canfield, Mr.
Thomas Greene, Mr. Nicholas Fairfax,}
Mr. John Baxter, Mr. Thomas Dorrell,

C Johm Hill, Mr. John Medcalfe and-

Mr. William Sayre. Most of these are
said to have been gentlemen of fortune, and
also Roman Catholics. And among others,
were two Jesuit priests, Fathers Andrew
White, and John Altham, and two lay-
brothers, or temporal coadjutors, John
Knowles and Thomas Gervase.§ They
were sent out by the superior of their order,
on the application of Lord Baltimore. - The
colonists came over in the As%, a vessel of
four hundred tons burthen, and the Dove,
How large a pro-
portion of the emigrants were Roman
Catholics, is not now known. All, how-
ever, certainly were not snch. Father
White, in his narrative of their voyage,
written ahout a month after the landing at
St. Mary’s, speaks repeatedly of the Roman
Catholies, in such a way, as to show that
they did not constitute the whole number
of the emigrants—that there were others
besides them.|| One instancein particular,
would show the number, not Romanists, to
have been a very large proportion. They
were now in the West Indies. And “no
one,” says Father White, ¢ was attacked
with any disease, till the festival of the
Nativity of our Lord. That the day might
he more joyfnlly celebrated, the wine
flowed freely, and some who drank immo-
derately, about thirty in number, were
seized with a fever the next day, and
twelve of them not long after died, and
among them, two Catholics, Nicholas
Fairfax and James Barefoot, caused great
regret with us all.” If the number not
Romanists, that died, indicates anything
like a true proportion, the proportion of
protestants among the colonists must have
been large. The fact thus stated, speaks

however for itself. But though care was .

taken to have four Romanist priests and

assistants, as before stated, yet the Pro-

testants were not fawored with ‘even one

minister to look after them ‘and break to

them the Bread of Life. They were in

this thing, uncared and unprovided for.
1634.

In the month of February, the 27th,
Lord Baltimore’s colony on their way to
Maryland, stopped for a few days at James-
town, in Virginia, While there, as stated
by Captain Claiborne, (that title he had
borne since 1631, and was still a member
of the council and secretary of state,) to
the governor and council of Virginia,
March the 14th, Governor Calvert had
“ signified to him, that he, Claiborne, was
now a member of that [Maryland] planta-
tion, and therefore, he should relinquish @/l
relation and dependence on this [the
Virginia] colony.” And yet Claiborne
himself was now, not only a resident in
Jamestown, but was still a member of the
council and secretary of state there, and
had been for the ten years past. Still, he
was the proprietor of Kent Island, and the
colony there were Virginians,and had been
and were now under the jurisdiction of the
Virginia government. The claim of Go-
vernor Calvert was not only, that the Kent
Island settlers, with the proprietor, chould
submit to his government, but it involved
their title to the right of soil also, Admit
Governor Calvert’s c¢laim, which, as we
have seen, the Star Chamber did not decide
on, hut referred to.the courts of law, and it

|involved the necessity of abandoning their

plantation, and thus losing the fruits of past
years of labor, or a repurchase of the soil
from Lord Baltimore, upon his own terms
of plantation, as they were then called, so
that instead of holding under Captain Clai-
borne, upon the annual payment of two
capons, Lord Baltimore would become
entitled to his quit rents from them, of
which more will be said presently.

‘On making the statement thus, of the
demand of Governor Calvert upon him,
which Captain Claiborne did to the go-
vernor and council of Virginia, he requested
the opinion of the board, as to “how he
should demean himself, in respect to Lord
Baltimore’s patent, and his deputies in
the bay.” “It was answered by the
board, that they wondered: why any such
question was made ; that they knew of no
reason why they should render up the
rights of the place of the Isle of Kent, more
than any other formerly given to this [the
Virginia] eolony, by his Majesty’s patent,
and thatthe right of my Lord’s [ Baltimore’s |
grant, being yet undetermined in England,
we are bound in duty, and by our oaths, to
maintain the rights and privileges of this
colony,” &c.* They thus clearly undey-
stood the decision of the privy council of
July previous, not to have been against
their claim, and also that the matter was
as yet undetermined. And they therefore
determined, not to relinquish their jurisdic-
tion, nor Claiborne his proprietorship.
Captain Claiborne and his colonists were
thus sustained in Virginia, as well as in
England, in not surrendering to Lord Balti-
more’s governor, either the government of
the settlement at Kent Island, or their
right of soil.

Eleven days after this action of the
governor and council of Virginia, March
25th, 1634, Governor Calvert landed with
his colonists at the island which they
named St. Clements. It was the day of
the Annunciation of the Virgin Mary.
After celebrating Mass, the Romanists
formed a procession, and proceeding to a
spot selected, they erected a great cross,
while the Litany of the Holy Cross was
chanted—¢the governor, commissioners,
and other catholics, participating in the
ceremony.”t It does not appear thus, that
the Protestants did participate in it.

After having explored the Potomac as
far up as Piscataway, the governor and
men returned, and under the direction of
Captain Fleet, a resident of Virginia, who
had accompanied them on the 27th of
March,§ theysailed up St. George’s River,
which they so named—a tributary of the

Potomar—and landed on_the Tight bank, {

and “ having proceeded about a thousand
paces from the shore, we gave the name
of St. Mary’s to the intended city. And
that we might aVoid all appearances of
injury and hostility, having paid in ex-
change, axes, hatchets, hoes and some yards
of cloth, we bought from the [Indian] king,
thirty miles of his territory, which part now
E}()&L] goes by the name of Augusta

arolina”§-containing upwards of 150,000
acres. s

St. Mary’s is twenty miles from the
mouth of the Potomac, one hundred miles
from Jamestown,and forty-three miles from
Kent Island, in a direct line, and about
eighty by water, as measured upon the
map. Here a town grew up, with the
progress of population called a city. It
was the seat of government and continued
g0 to be, till 1694, when the government
was removed to the city of Annapolis. In
1720 the State House was given to the
parish of William and Mary for a church,
In 1830, the building was very much
decayed and a new edifice was erected in
its place, the only building now on the
spot, where the city of St. Mary’s once
was. Now then, there were at this time
within the territory of Maryland two settle-
ments ; one of which, consisting of more
than one hundred, had been settled on
Kent Island, for five or six years. This
was$ a Church of England settlement and
had a resident Church of England clergy-
man. Its proprietor was a Protestant, and
it was under the Protestant government of
Virginia. A settlement as before mentioned
had been made at Christina on the Dela-
ware—which was also Protestant, but was
not at this time, it is believed, replaced.

The other of the two mentioned was the
settlement of St. Mary's, consisting of about
two hundred. Its proprietor was a Roman
satholic and so was its government. Its
priests were of the Order of the Jesuits.
The settlers were partly romanists and
partly protestants. So that puiting the
settlers of both the settlements together, it
is by no means unlikely, that the majori'ly
was Protestant even then.

The claim of Virginia on Kent Island, as
understood by Virginians, had been sus-
tained at least for the time being, by the
privy council in England, and also by the
governor and council of Virginia. And
now, four months after the arrival of Lord
Baltimore’s colonists in St. Mary’s, on the
22nd of July, the committee of the privy
council for the colonies, known as the
commissioners for plantations,| wrote to
the governor and council of Virginia thus :7

“ His majesty doth let you know, that
’tis not intended that interests which have
been settled, when you were a corporation,
should be impeached : that for the present,
they may enjoy their estates with the same
freedom and privilege, as they did, before
the recalling of their patents:—to which
purpose also, we do hereby authorize you,
to dispose of such portions of lands to all
those planters being freemen, as yau had
power to do before the year 1625.”" This
shows, ¢ that no invasion of any ndividual
right of any Virginian was intended by
Lord Baltimore’s grant.”  Captain Clai-
borne, and his islanders, as well as others
were thus informed, by these commis-

sioners, that they might still enjoy their
estates, and that there was no intention
that Lord Baltimore’s patent should im-
peach their interests. They could not
therefore but feel safe in their possessions.
Backed then, as we have seen, by the
governor and council of Virginia, by the
king’s privy council, and his commissioners
also, can we, wonder, that Captain Qlai.-
borne declined compliance with the inti-
mation and claim of Lord Baltimore’s
governor, Leonard Calvert?

Besides, not long after this, the date is
not given, but circumstances show that it
could not have been far from this time—as
stated in Claiborne’s petition,* “his majesty
was pleased to signify his royal pleasure,
by letter, intimating, that it was contrary
20 justice and to the true intent of “his
majesty’s grant to Lord [Baltimore, to dis-
possess them of Kent lsland,]—that not-
withstanding the patent, the petitioners
should have freedom of trade, requiring the
governor and all others in Virginia to be
aiding and assisting them,—prohibiting the
Lord Baltimore, and all other pretenders
(under) him, to offer them any violence, or
to disturb or molest them in their (Kent
Island) plantation.” Bozman says “itis
not to be doubted, but that a letter of that
import, was signed by his majesty.”’t

And yet, notwithstanding all this, in
September of this very year, Lord Balti-
more in England, issues orders to his
governor in Maryland, ¢ that if Claiborne
would net submit to his government, he
should be seized and punished.”’t Yes,
seized and punished, if he should not sub-
mit to his, Lord B's government !

But with this the king’s cwa declaration
before him, that Lord Baltimore’s claim
was contrary to justice, and to the true
intent of his, Lord B’s patent; and the
decisions of the privy council, and the
commissioners, and the governor and toun-
cil of Virginia just mentioned, is it sur-
prising, that Captain Claiborne should not
submit? Besides, what was this order but
a declaration of war? And it was, as we
shall presently see, not only against Capt.
Claiborne, but it inéluded also his Protestant
settlement. It was not merely personal,
it was a contest for the possession and
government of Kent Island. Or is it sur-
prising that such a declaration of hostility—
showing Lord Baltimore to be his enemy—
that Claiborne should be the enemy of Lord
Baltimore ?

A listorian of the colony,” says Dr.
Ha\\'k§,§ ¢ has not scrupled to-call him—
Claiborne—¢the bane of Maryland,’ des-
pising, in 1634, the authosity of the infant
settlement, because its power was less than
its 7ght.” The histodan mentiohed was
none other than Lord Baltimore himself, in
a pamphlet of a few pages—and as to Lord
Baltimore’s power being less than his right,
the reader can judge for himself.

In the carrying on of this contest, a cir-
cumstance is mentioned, which has called
forth much condemnation of Claiborne.
Bozman says,| “that he made an un-
generous and cruel attempt, to set the
savages at war upon this infant colony,”
at St. Mary’s, and plaees it after the failure,
‘“10 seize and punish him,” and as it would
seem near the end of the year, on the
authority of the writers to whom he refers.
Mr. B. U. Campbell, on the same autho-
rities, places it in the early part of the fol-
lowing year. But Father White, tn his
narrative,T written before the expiration
of one month from the landing at St.
Mary’s, speaks of it as having occurred
before he wrote, and as the work of Capt.
Fleet under Claiborne’s influence. ¢ At
the first, he, Captain Fleet, was very
friendly to us. Afterwards, seduced. by
the evil counsels of a certain Claiborne,

tion, he stirred up the minds of the natives
against us, with afl the art of which he was
master.” ¢« We have been here only one
month.”** Thus Father White, writing on
the spot, and at the time, ascribes it to
Captain Fleet, bringing inonly Claiborne’s
influence. Captain Fleei was indeed in
the colony. But Claiborne was a hundred
miles off. This Captain Fleet was an
Indian trader from the Jamestown colony 4
induced by Governor Calvert when there,
to serve the Maryland colony, by having a
portion of the beaver-trade, and was a
Protestant. But clearly, in the estimation
of Governor Calvert himsellf and the St.
Marians, it was no great fault he had com-

mitted, if even true, and was easily and
fully forgiven, for he wnﬁ%mupe in
the colony for some years. = In second

year of the colony, the governor and coun-
cil had four thousand acres of land con-
veyed to them.}f Four years after, 1638,
he was a member of the assembly,§ and
licensed to trade with the Indians ;|| and in
1644, was appointed to go against the
Indians with twenty men §§

We have said that the contest was not
merely personal, between Lord Baltimore
and Captain Claiborne. In a report of the
committee of the navy toparliament, dated
Dec, 31st, 1652, it is stated, « that upon
the arrival of Lord Bgltimore’s agent in
Maryland, 1634, the Virginians were
prohibited from trading with the Indians,
in any part of Maryland,to which formerly

they had been accustom%”ﬂﬂ This pro-

hibition was unquestionably leveled against
the Kent Island settlers themselves, here
called, by high authority, Virginians.

From the narrative of Father White¥T
and others, we learn, that with the emi-
grants who came out this'year, there was
the addition of anotner piest to the num-
ber already in the colony.” The narrative
remarks, that ¢ from thig mission, which
was but lately commenced, there has been
as yet but small fruit, on account of the
very many difficulties which occur on it,

who entertained the most hostile disposi- |

especially among the barbarians whose
language is slowly acquiréd by our country-
men. Nothingin a manner can be written.’
There are five members in it, three priests
and two lay coadjutors, who, with much
alacrity, sustain their present labors in
hope of future success.” Thusin a colony,
not all Roman Catholics, consistirig of but
little upward of three hundred, if so many,
there was full provision for the religious
oversighit of the Romanistsand a mission to
the natives also. While, so far as the
ministry was concerned, the Protestant
portion of the colony were unprovided for.
And wg cannot but wonder somewhat, if
Maryland was intended for an asylum for
the oppressed Roman Catholics of England,
why so many Protestant emigrants were
brought into the eolony ; and, not less, why
S0 many ‘being brought in, no Protestant
Ministry svas provided to care for them.
—But they had, notwithstanding, their
guides and helps, which their Romanist
brethren had not. They had the Bible and
the Book of Common Prayer, and that,
too, in their own language; and were
themselves a part of that spiritual priest-
hood of which St. Peter speaks,* to offer
up spiritual sacrifices, acceptable to God
by Jesus Christ. As has been well re-
marked,t ¢all the faithful, baptized into
One Body and having drank of one Spirit,
constitute that single Vine, that Spouse,
that single Church, which altogether each
member discharging its own separate duty
and manistry, is seut into the world by
Christ, even as He was sent by the Father.”

The Romanists had indeed their priests
there, but their bible and their mass book,
in which their prayers were, were in an
unknown tongue, the Latin, or otherwise
quite beyond their reach; while the Pro-
testants had their bible and prayer book in
their pwn language, and could thereby
search the Seriptures daily, as the noble
Bereans} of old, whether the things taught
them, by those around them, were in truth
taught there. It is a matter to he much
regretted, that we have no more account
of what was the condition of the Protestants,
furnished us, as that of the Romanists was,
by a contemporary. writer of their own,
As it is, we learn little about them except
from incidental facts. The commercial
spirit of individual Protestants of that day,
seems to have been as absorbing, as it still
is, so that the things of the kingdom of God
were not sought first. Lord Baltimore
could avail himself of them to swell the
number of his colonists and increase his
revenue from their occupation of his lands,
but he could make no provision for their
religious wants. He could care for his
owi—ithe Romanists, - and for the poor
Indian—but not for Protestants,

For the Protestants of Kent Igland, as
we have seen, Captain Claiborne did make
provision. A Protestant Minister was
there, and indeed more than one; for
among the depositions taken in Virginia,
1640, « allowances for ministefs,” are tes-
tified to, among the expenses incurred by
Captain Claiborne between the years 1631
~1636 inclusive, on Kent Island. For this
and other interesting facts, I am indebted
to the kindness and personal examination
of the Virginia Colonial Records, to S. F.
Streeter, Esq., Baltimore.

In the narrative of Father White,§ one
fact is mentioned, perhaps deserving of
notice. It is this, that * four servants we
bought for necessary use in Virginia.”” One
of these was Francisco, a mulato. For,in
a memorandum recorded, p. 37, of* the

oldest land record book of the province of

Maryland, * * * mention is made,
that « Francisco, a mulato, was.brought |
in by Andrew White, in the year 1635,”
and right to land was therefore claimed.|
This is the first notice on record, of the
iptroduction of this race into the Province.
This fact is mentioned in connection with
the record, because the owner was entitled
to one hundred acres of land, for bringing
in a servant. Father White, therefore,
must have the credit of introducing colored
servants by purchase, into Maryland.

But our attention is called here to the
progress of the war between the govern-
ment of St. Mary’s and the Kent Islanders.
It is stated,T that early this year, Captain
Claiborne granted a special warrant to
Lieutenant Warran, to seize and capture
any of the vessels belonging to"the govern-
ment or colonists of 8t. Mary’s; -and in
pursuance thereof, an armed beat, belong-
ing to Claiborne, was fitted out for t_his
purpose and manned with about fourteen
men. The authority for this statement is
not given us by our author. Bearing in
mind, however, that Claiborne’s seizure
and punishment had been ordered—and in

‘his seizure, &c., that of his islanders=it

will not appear”astonishing that he should
prepare to act on the defensive, or to make
reprisals even, if found needful. Our
author also states that the governmeot of
St. Mary’s, probably apprized of Captain
Claiborne’s measures, equipped and armed
two boats under the command of Captain
Cornwallis, one of the governor’s assistants.
In April, or May, these hoats met Captain
Claiborne’s boat, in the Pokomoke River—
where Captain Cornwallis had gone in
pursuit—and the result was,a battle ensuet,
in which one of Lord Baltimore’s men was
killed ; and Lieutenant Warren, and two
others of Captain Claiborne’s men, were
also killed, and the rest of his men and his
boat were taken. Thus it will be seen that
the order to ceize and punish Captain
Claiborne, was understood to include his
colonists, for Captain Claihorne himself
was not there. 1 :
Captain  Claiborne, however, in his
petition to the king, gives quite another
version of the affair. ~ And it is but right
that he should have a hearing. He states
there, and the statement he well knew
would be denied and disproved too, if not

his boats went out. And it is notorious,
that his boats and men were found by the
enemy, not at Kent Island, nor near even
to the St. Mary’s colony, but lower down,
and on the opposite side of the bay there.
from, some seventy miles distant, near the
Pokomoke Indians,on the Pokomoke River,
from whom corn was to be obtained in
trade. And here it is admitted that Cap-
tain Claiborne’s boat was found, on the
23rd of April,* when the capture teok
place. There was also another rencontre,
in the same river, on :ée 10th of May, the
particulars of which aré not stated. 4

Edch party indeed glaim, that the other
fired first.  But it certainly mauers little
which fires the first gun when a state of
war exists, Either side may have fired
first, and still have been acting only in
defense. Captain Claiborne was at this
time in Virginia, where it is claimed he
had fled for refuge. But it seems unfortu-
nate for this charge, that he was not a
resident of Kent Island, but of Jamestown,
where his duties as a member of the council
and secretary of state, required him to be.
He was no more a resident in his colony,
than Lord Baltimore was in his. )

Governor Calvert, however, sends com-
missioners to the governor of Virginia to
reclaim him, as a criminal against the
laws of Maryland; and yet, singularly
enough, not a single law had as yet been
enacted in Maryland. The only law was
the order given by Lord Baltimore for Clai-
borne’s *“ seizure and punishment.” This
was unquestionably presuming on Governor
Harvey’s friendship for Lord Baltimore and
his opposition to Captain Claiborne. But
the governor had just then been deposed
by the people of Virginia, and sent to Eng-
land. It is sufficient, therefore, to say,
that they did not comply with Governor
Calvert’s demand. The demand. indeed
showed an unauthorized assumption of
power. It had not yet been decided in
England that Captain Claiborne or his
colony, were at all amenable to Lord Bal-
timore’s jurisdiction. The courts of law
there, had not yet decided upon the validity,
or invalidity, of their claim, while, as we
have seen, the king, the privy council, the
commissioners of plantations, together with
the governor and council of Virginia, had,
for the time being at least, sustained their
claim. And it was in the face of all this, |
that war wag'made on the Kent Islanders—
three men killed—eleven ciptured—=their
googls and boat taken, and the proprietor
himself claimed. as' a erémenal! Such
was the war waged by the Roman Catho-
lic government of St. Mary’s, against the
Protestants of Kent Island.

We have very little bearing on the main
point before us, the religious condition of
Maryland, relating to this year. The nar-
native of I'ather White and others, shows
us only, that another priest had been added
to the number on the ground, that there
was one temporal coadjutor less—but no
letters are published as having been sent to
the superiors.* There were now thus four
priests and one lay assisiant.

From the Clerical Journal.
M.EMOIR OF JOHN KITTO, D.D., F.S. A.

The eminent services rendered by Dr.
Kitto to Biblical Literature demand from us
more thas a mere obituary notice, especially
when we remember that he was, in private
life, an ornament and devoted friend of
the Church of England. From some cause,
to us incomprehensible, he has generally
been placed on the side of the Dissenters,
and more often than not, treated as a Dis-
senting minister. He was a layman in-
capacitated by natural inﬁrmitz for any
public duty, and throughout his whole
life, as far as we are aware, belonged, with
his family, to the communion of our Church.

In early life Dr. Kitto fell from the roof ofa
house, while assisting his father asa mason.
When recovering from this nearly fatal
acciden?, it was discovered .that he had
entirely lost the sense of hearing, and be-
ing then if, we remember rightly, under
twelve years old, his remembrance of the
intonations of human speech gradually fa-

ractically dumb. -
foﬁi,:ﬂer rendered it necessary for him to
become 4n inmate in Plymouth workhouse,
and there he first attracted notice by the
publication, in a local paper, of some
essays, which were afterwards printed in
a separate volume, and sold for his benefit.
He afterwards travelled in the East,
especially in Persia, with Sir John MNeil,.
and there acquired familiarity with Oriental
life which proved eminently useful to him-
self and others. On his return to England
he devoted himself to literary occupations,
and succeeded, for the remainder of his life,
in attracting the public eye by publications
generally directed to the illustration of the
Scriptures. His “work on “The Lost
Senses,” as far asdeafness is coneerned, is
autobiographical, and coutains some most
curious information, conveyed in a very en-
gaging style. He wrote the nates of the
« Pictorial Bible,” edited the « Biblical
Cyclopadia,” and originated and edited for
some years the Jowrnel of Sacred Litera-
ture. His worksare numerous j and
we can only glance at the principal of them.
His usefulness, and perhaps hik fame, will
permanently rest on his « Daily Bible Read-
ings,” completed just before his death, in
eight small 8vo. volumes. They contain an
immense body of information on Biblical |
subjects, historical, arch=ological and phy-
sical, and are partieularly serviceable to
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discourses. To young persons they haye
been found of extraordinary attraction ;
while persons of all ages rise from their
perusal refreshed and charmed with the
light they throw upon the Scriptures.
With the completion of this extensive
work, the labours of Dr. Kitto ended. At
the early age of fifty, protracted and undue
mental occupation, rendered necessary by
the claims of a very large family, brought
onanattack of paralysis, orapoplexy, weare
not certain which. He left home, by the
advice of medical men, and retired with his
family to Cannstadt, near Stutgardt; but
there the fatal disease again attacked him,
and proved fatal, shortly after his exile had
been embittered by the deaths of two of his
children, the oldest and the youngest. He
has left his family unprovided for, except
so far as £50. per annum, half his pension,
has been conttiucd 4o hisswidow by her
Majesty, and a subscription, which is still
going on, has been raised by private beney-
olence, asa testimonial deserved by his
services in the cause of religion and virtue,
It is proposed shortly to publish a memoir,
for which there are ample materials ; and
it is hoped that, from these different sources,
the loss of their head may in some measure
be supplied to those left behind. To ac-
complish this object, however, very stren.
uous exertions will be necessary on the part
of all who value his writings.
Dr. Kitto exerted a powerful literary in-
fluence on the treatment of the Holy Serip-
tures, for n:arly a quarter of a century.
From the idea of the ¢ Pictorial Bible »
many works orginated, not only from the
mode of illustration by suitable engravings,
but from the character of the notes. He
showed the possibility of throwing great
light on the substance of Holy Writ, by the
means of existing materials, without the
discussion of its doctrinal portions. By the
¢ Biblical Cylopzdia,” and the Journal of
Sacred Literature, hedid much to raise
the character of hermenecutical science
in this country. ‘His entire seclusion from
public religious life, and consequent ignor-
ance of the state of parties among us, made
him perhaps more careless of doctrine in
the writers he engaged as his coadjutors
than we could wish him to have been.
Hence these works have in many quarters
been undervalued, and the Jowrnal of
Sacred Literature has received far less
encouragement than its character, as the
only organ of Biblican science in this
country, claims for it.
In private life Dr. Kitto was exceedingly
amiable,and he was much loved by the few
who had the privilege of his acquaintance.
He was devotedly fond of flowers and
gardening, and has been-heard toway that
the sight of trees was necessary o his hape
piness. Hense his study was always
chosen where thie majestic waving and
stately beauty of those natural objects could
meet his eye,

pastors with almost the attributes of the
Deity, enjoyed nothing, during the latter
period, so much as the sport of ¢ parson-
baiting.” Those who scarcely dreamed
of any power as lawful either in Church
or State beyond the king’s prerogative, at
a later day practised rebellion as a duty,
and well nigh worshipped ¢ the blessed
Parliament” as the one infallible authority
in matters ecclesiastical as well as civil.
From the day of the return of the Marian
exiles the unholy leaven of Puritanism
began its work of corruption within the
Church., They had learned to sympathize
so deeply with the founders of the reformed
communions abroad, that it became their
chief ambition to conform the Church at
home to the modél which they had estab.
lished. Those men whose proceedings
were the objeet of their admiration had
unhappily been led to destroy, as far as
their influence extended, the divinely ap-
pointed organization of the Church, and
in its room they erected a human platform,
which, being destitute of any promise of
God’s presence, has, like every work of
man, fallen in its due time into hopeless
and irretrievable decay. Blind to this un-
fortunate, but (perhaps) in the circum-
stances, unavoidable feature of the foreign
reformation, the exiles on their return
actually endeavored to discard that divine
system which tlie leaders of the religious
movement on the continent had themselves
been unwilling to lose.

The utter license®of private judgment
in which, as a party, they indulged, ren-
dered them proud, self-sufficient, and—
inconsistent as it may seem—intolerant in
the highest degree. The profound con-
viction they generally entertained of their
own. “ godliness” and of their individual
infallibility made them impatient of all con-
stituted authority, and led them resolutely
to do that which was right in their own
eyes, however contrary it might be to the
legitimate requirements whether of Church
or State. Every ecclesiastical vestment,
however seemly and scriptural, was de-
nounced as popish. Every sacred rite,
however solemn and consecrated by the
use of ages, was scoffed atas superstitious$
the Word of God itself was held of no
profit unless explained and applied by a
“godly minister,” which always meant
one of themselves. Every insignificant
trifle was made a cause of controversy and
disobedience—to the great dishonor of God,
the rending of His Church, and the injury
and loss of the souls of men.

The mode of conducting Divine service
in 1559 was pointed out in the Bouk of
Common Prayer, which was then substan-
tially the same as it is at present, and the
observation of that mode was enforced by
the authority of the Act of Uniformity.

It would seem to most men that the
course of all clergymen was thus made
exceedingly clear—honest principles would
have induced them either to obey the law
or to leave the Church ; but Puritan prin-
ciples were the reverse of honest, and
consequently we find that those who enter-
tained them, while elinging to their prefer-
ments, systematically broke the law, obe-

enacted, of which we are neither the
admirers nor the apologists. “It may be
observed, however, that they were in strict
accordance with the convictions of an age
in which neither party understood the
principles of religious toleration. Through
the influence of the enactments alluded to
the Puritans were excluded from all offices
of public instruction, but they were still
received into the houses of the upper
classes as chaplains and tutors, The im-
portant duty ofginstrueting the young thus
to a great extent fell into their hands, and
they took advantage of the opportunity to
sow widely and diligently that seed which
in another generation brought forth so fear-
ful a crop of false doctrine, heresy and
schism in the Church, and rebellion, deso-
lation and regicide in the State.

This natural tendency of Puritanic prin-
ciples had long been foreseen, and when,
in the days of Charles the First, that ten.
dency received its full development, there
wanted not a band of faithful men, both
clerical and lay, who bore fearless testi.
mony for God’s truth in the midst of a
rebellious generation. The whole body of
the loyal clergy, headed by the Laudian
divines, threw themselves devotedly into
the wild torrent of popualar phrenzy, and
nobly sought to stém it in its course; and
though it is true they were themselves
swept away, and in many cases lost life,
or all that renders life desirable, yet the
principles they advocated had in them the
greatness of eternal truth, and consequently
they eventually prevailed. They were the
reformers of the age, and they met with
the universal fate of all religious reformers,
viz., calumny, hatred and persecution.
The prevailing faith was essentially defec.
tive and erroneous, and it brought forth
necessarily a most defective and erroneous
practice, as a reference to the intolerahle
wickedness of those times would abun-
dantly prove ; but yet this defective and
erroneous faith was popular beyond ex-
pression—religion was the universal sub-
Ject of profession, controversy and discus-
sion, and any views contrary to the popular
opinion were denounced as popish, super-
stitious, or malignant. .

“ The oyster women lock’d their fish up,

And trudged away to ery No bishop.”
Apprentice boys sat in judgment upon the
teaching of the most learned doctors of
divinity, and if displeased therewith com-
plained of them forthwith to * the blessed
Parliament,” who joyfully received the
accusation, and at once proceeded to pro-
nounce them unfit for the ministry and to
sequester and seize upon their prefer-
ments*—¢ godly soldiers” in buff and ban-
dolen dragged orthodox divines from their
pulpits, and then taking their place,
preached the wildgst dogmas of fanaticism
and rebellion, to the great comfort and edi-
fication of « the saints.”

Under these circuistances, whoever
was bold enough to endeavour to stay « the
madness of the people” by the decliration
of the unmutilated trath, necessarily par-
took in no stinted measure of that bitter
enmity which Divine truth has always ex-
cited in man’s fallen heart. Accordingly

been laid beside those of his twin-brother,
Robert, with whom he was naturally asso-
ciated in the monumental Church about to
be erected. They were lovely in their
lives; in their deaths they were not divi-
ded,except by a very small interval, even as
regards time—not divided at all as respects
the faith in which they died. The wishes
of the kind-hearted friends of John and
Robert Cartwright exceeded their means :
they began a Church in a style in which
they were unable to complete it. The
Church opened in 1847 was not the
Church contemplated in 1844 and begun
in 1845. Sl it was a pleasing tribute to
departed worth, and an offering, doubtless,
acceptable to the great Head of the Church.
Up to the time of its destruction about
£2,500 had been expended on St. Paul’s
Church ; of this sum £2,000, more orless,
was raised by voluntary subscriptions in
England and Treland, as well as in King-
ston and other parts of Canada; of the
remainder, £300 was assumed asa debt
by the Vestry of St. George’s Church, and
the rest had been raised in the congregation
and among the members of the Church in
Kingston generally, for the purposes of
painting and heating, &c.  When the
Church had been so far completed as to

“enable the congregation to look forwerd

with confidence to its consecration during
the ensuing summer, it was suddenly re-
duced to ashes about midnight on the 10th
of November last. The walls are the only
portion of it remaining, except the font, the
books, and some furniture of minor value.
Fortunately the building was insured for
£1,000 and the organ for £50, both of
which sums are available. Immediately
after the fire the Churchwardens procured
from Mr. Hay, of Toronto, a design for
the restoration of the Church, which they
submitted to the congregation for Ispec-
tion. The design was approved of, and
the only difficulty which presented itsell
was the raising of funds necessary to carry
it out. To overcome this difficulty it was
resolved to resort to active means for ob-
taining subscriptions—first in the congre-
gation, then from members of the Church
in Kingston generally, and afterwards in
the cities, towns, villages, and populous
districts th@ughout Canada. To carry
out Mr. Hay’s design ip its full extent,
£1,090 will be required—a sum which, it
Is presumed, may be raised without en-
treaty on the part of those who collect, or
inconvenience to those who contribute.

veyed himself secretly into Jetzer's ecell, and
about midnight appeared to him in a horrid
figure, surrounded with howling dogs, and
scemed to blow fire from his. nostrils by the
means of a box of combustibles which he held
near his mouth. In this frightful form he ap-
proached Jetzer’s bed, told him he was the ghost
of a Dominican who had been killed at Paris,
a8 a judgment of heaven for laying aside his
monastic habit ; that he was condemned to pur-
gatory for this crime ; adding at the same time,
that by his means, he might be rescued from his
misery, which was beyond expression. This
story, accompanied with horrible tries and
howlings, frightened poor Jetzer out of the little
wits he had, and engaged him to promisge to do
all that was in his power to deliver the Domi-
nican from his torment. Upon this the impostor
told him that nothing but the most extraordi-
nary mortifications, such as the discipline of the
whip, performed during eight days by the whole
monastéry, and Jetzer’s lying prostrate to the
form of one crucified in the chapel during mass,
could contribute to his deliverance. He ad
that the performance of these mortiﬁcaﬁ‘g:
would draw down upon Jetzey the peculiar pro-
tection of the blessed Virgin ; and concluded by
saying that he would appear to him again,
accompanied with two other spirits. Morning
Was 1o sooner come than Jetzer gave an account
of this apparition to the rest of the Convent,
who all unanimously advised him to undergo
the discipline that was enjoined him ; and every
one consented to bear his share of the task
imposed. The deluded simpleton obeyed, and
was admired as a saint by the multitudes that
crowded about the convent, while the four friars
that managed the imposture magnified in the
most pompous manner the miracle of this appa-
rition, in their sermons and in their discourse.
The night after, the apparition was renewed,
with the addition of two impostors, dressed like
devils; and Jetzer's faith was augmented by
hearing from the spectre all the secrets of his
life and thoughts, which the impostors had
learned from his confessor. In this and some
sybsequent scenes, the details of whose enormi-
ties, for the sake of brevity, we shall here omit,
the impostor talked much to Jetzer of the Domi~
nican order, which he said was peculiarly dear
to the blessed Virgin ; he added, that the Virgin
knew herself to be conceiyed in original sin;
that the doctors who taught the contrary were
in purgatory; that the blessed Virgin abhorred
the Franciseans for making her equal with her
Son; and that the town of Bern would be des-
troyed for harbouring such plagues within her
walls. In one of these apparitions, Jetzer
imagined that the voice of the spectre resembled
that of the prior of
mistaken ; but not suspecting a fraud, he gave
little attention to this. = The Prior appeared in
various forms, sometimes in that of St. Barbara,
and at others in that of St, Bernard; at length
he assumed that of the Virgin Mary, and for
that purpose
were employed to adorn the statue of the Virgin
in the great festivals; the little images that on
these days are set on the altars were made use
of for angels, which, being tied to a card that
passed through a pulley.over Jetzer’s head, rose
up and down, and danced about the pretended
Virgin, to increase the delusion. The Virgin,
thus equipped, addressed a long discourse to
Jetzer, in which, among other things, #he told
him that she was conceived in original sin,
though she had remained but a short time under
that blemish. She gave him, as a miraculous
proof of her presence, a host or consecrated
wafer, which turned {rom white to red in a
moment. And after various visits, in which the
greatest enormities were transacted, the Virgin
Prior told Jetzer that she would give him%the

what may almost be termed ¢ the law of
oscillation” which marksthe popular mind
in matters of religious opinion.

The tendency of this law is ever to.
wards extremes, and hence it comes to
pass that those who act under its.inﬂuence
perpetually miss the truth that is ever to
be found in the via media.

At the period which last engaged our
attention we found the great mass of the
people violently upholding all those errors
and defects which in England had degraded
the Catholic into the Romish faith. A
hundred years elapsed, and the great pen-
dulum of popular feeling had swung to the
opposite extreme, and the ancientdoctrine
and discipline of the Church, which in the
one age had been denounced as new, the
succeeding age opposed and endeavored
to destroy because 1t was old. What the
men of one generation had stigmatized as
“ Protestant,” the men the generation
succeeding denounced as “ Popish”’—that
which in 1540 was scoffed at as being cold
and bald in worship, in 1640 excited in-
dignation as being superstitious in ceremo-
nial. Those who (as a class) had dwing
the former period invested their spiritual

being honest*—that the secret cause of their
endless and factious opposition was less a
conscientious objection to the ceremonies
of the Church than a deeply rooted though
unacknowledged aversion to the whole
institution of episcopacy.

This of course hecame abundantly evi-
dent as the real principles of Puritanism
received their trye and fearful development
in the fol]owing century ; but even as early
as 1566 some of the deprived nonconform-
ists formed themselves into a separate

body, adopted the Genevan discipline and
service book, and manifested “their rea]
opinions by the formal abjections which
they brought against the Church, the very
first of which was « that bishops affected
to be a superior order to presbyters, claim.
ing the sole right'of ordaining;” while
four years later we find Cartwright at
Cambridge declaring from the chair of the

Margaret Professorship that “ the names
and functions of archbishops and bishops
ought to be suppressed as having no foun-
dation in Seripture.”

tom i. p. 334, There is also a compendious
but distinct narration of this infernal stratagem
in Bishop Burnet’s Travels through France,
Italy, Germany, and Bwitzerland, p, 81. The
stratagem in question was the consequence of a
rgnvalship between the i'ranciscans and Domi-
nicans, and more especially of their controversy
concerning the immaculate conception of the
Virgin Mary. The former maintained that she
Wwas born without the blemish of original sin;
the latter asserted the contrary. The doctrine
of the Franciscans, in an age of darkness and
superstition, could not but be popular; and
hence the Dominicans lost ground from day to
day. To support the credit of their order, they
resolved, at a chapter held at Vimpsen, in the
year 1504, to have recourse to fictitious visions
and dreams, in which the people at that time
had an easy faith ; and thé§ determined to make
Bern the scene of their operations. A person
named Jetzer, who was extremely simple anqd
much inclined to austerities, and who had taken
their habit as a lay brother, was chosen as the
instrument of the delusions they were contriy-
ing. One of the four Dominicans, who had
undertaken the management of this plot, con-

The affair heing
brought to Rome, commissaries were sent from
thence to examine the matter; and the whole
cheat being fully proved, the four Friars were
solemnly degraded from their priesthood, and
were burnt alive on the last day of May, 1500.

From the Globe,

The English mails by the dsia arrived in Tor-
onto on Saturday evening, and we hasten to lay
before our readers all the important and inte-
resting intelligence it brings. The circumstances
connected with the downfall of the Cahinet are
fully detailed in our corresponbent’s letter -.and
in the extracts printed below. - Lord Derby, it
would appear, attempted to secure strength
enough to form a Government, by asking the
assistance of Lord Palmerstone, but the member
for Tiverton rejected his proposifion. Lord Derby-
does not appear to have asked aid from Lord
Aberdeen and the Peelites, but announced, after
Lord Palmerston’s refusal, his inability to take
office with the strength necessary for the crisis.
The voice of the country was almost unanimous
in favour of Palmerston as Premier, and it was
supposed that he would next be called upon.
Not 8o, however, the Queen is said to entertain
a dislike to him, on account of his course to-
wards Prince Albert at the beginning of the
Eastern contest, and Lord Lansdowne was sent
for, with the view of securing through him the
services of Lord Palmerston as Minister of War.
Whether this arrangement could be made was a
point undecided when the steamer left, but it'is
almost certain that a ministry has been formed
ere now with Palmerston as its ruling spirit.

It is with great pleasure that we report better
news from the army before Sebastopol. The
latest accounts say that the sickness was less se-
vere, that the arrangements at Balakiava were
improved, and that although the men were not
yet under cover, they had received supplies of
clothing and provisions, and were in all respects
better off than before. Mavements are talked
of against the town, but it is probable that win-
ter will pass away before anything important is
done.

An important
despatch, dated Beilin, 21st ult., says the Prus-
sian Government has decreed the immediate mo-
bilization of her army, and the 28th and 68th
corps were ordered to occupy the provinces of
Saxony and Schleswig. }

The demand of France that a portion of the
French arm>- be allowed to pass through the
Prussian territory was categorically refused.

SeBasToPoL, Jan. 10th, 1855.

It is understood in'the Camp that considerable
deviations will be made from the original plans
of attack, with a view of taking important points
of defence in the flank of the reserve—two divi-
sions ®f the French army will immediately leave
their camps on the British left and take up a
new position on the right. The object is par-
tially to stop supplies from reaching Sebastopol
4y the new road which the Russians have made
from Inkermann.

Large bodies of the Russians are again con-
centrating in Reni, and Said Pacha has proceed-
ed with all his available troops to that point.

The Russians made a reconnoisance from Fdrt
Tultschai, on the 10th and 11th, between the
Sulina mouths of the Danube, and some skir-
mishing occurred.

The Bt. Petersburg “Journal” gives an official
account of the recent crossing of the Danube,
and describes it as a reconnoitering force. Let-
ters, however, say it was really an advance of
the whole Russian army, which was stopped by
the ordersof the Russian Ambassador at Vienna.

DESPATCHES FROM LORD RAGLAN.

A supplement to the London Gazette contains

the following = * : ’
Before Sebastopol, Jan, 13, 1855.

My Lord Duke,—The weather continues very
severe, and to-day it blows a gale of wind, with
drifting snow. Although I have not received the
official report from the officer eommanding the
4th division, the officer of the quartermaster-
general’s department, whosg duty it is to visit
the advanced post at daylight, has brought in an
account of a sortie made by the Russians in the
course of*last night upon our right and left at-
tack, the enemy advancing, under the protection
of a heavy cannonade, along the Woronzow road,
and the ravines on our extreme left. The enemy
succeeded in driving in the troops in the advan-
ced trench, which was not re-occupied until the
reserve were brought forward from the second
parallel.

A party in pits on the right of the advanced
trench, consisting of one sergeant and 18 rank
aud file, are missing, and one officer and 36 pri-
vutes are wounded.

The time for the despatch of the mail being at
hand, I am very sorry to say I shall not be able
to send your grace to-day a more accurate state-
ment of this affair. I enclose a return of casual-
ties between the 8th and 10th.

Great progress is making in disembarking and
issuing to the troops vast quantities of warm
clothing of all descriptions; and I pelieve I may
assert that every man in this army has received
a second blanket, a J ersey frock, flannel draw-
ers, and socks, and some kind of winter coat, in
addition to the ordinary great coat. The pro-
vision of fuel is still a great difficulty.

Every effort is making, and with tolerable
success, in landing and putting up the huts;
their great weight (2} tons each) is a serious
obstacle to their conveyance to the camp with
our limited transport. KEach hut requires three
stripped artillery wagons, with from eigkt to ten
horses each, or 180 men. Much sicK¥ness con-
tinues to prevail. 1

Before Sebasiopol, Jan. 15.

My Lord Duke,—The fall of snow has been
very great for the last three days, and it is now
fully a foot deep, which I am assured is a very
unusual occurrence in this part of the Crimea.
This circumstance adds materially to-our diff-
culties in obtaining fuel; but detachments of
Turks are posted near the coast to bring up
wood, which bas been cut by partios of our own
in the neighborhood of the Monastery of St.
George, to the nearest division.

I am happy to say that the number of wound-
ed in the sortie of the Russians on the night of
the 12th inst. was only 6, instead of 36, as er-
roneously stated to your grace in my despatch
of the 18th, and that it was altogether a less
serious affair than was at first reported. I en-
close the return of casualties hetween the 12th
and 14th inclusive. Last night the enemy at-
tacked the French advanced trench in consider-
able force, but were repulsed after a sharp con-
test and some loss on both sides.

A despatch from Admiral Bruat, dated Kami-
esch, January 23, states that the blockade had
been notified by commanders in the French ficet
at Odessa, Caffa, Ketch, Anapa, and Soujuk-

being strengthened. The Russians in Sebasto-
pol were throwing up an embankment to contiect
the detached bastions with the other works.

On the night between the 19th and 20th we
made a successful sortie against the left flank
and against the trenches of the French.

The enemy suffered considerably.

We took two officers and some soldiers prison-
ers.

Being in want of firewood, the allies have not
even respected the old church at Chersonesus,
but have stripped the roof and cupola, and taken
away all the ornaments from the interior. =

According to a Prussian despatch, dated the
12th, addressed to the Cabinets of London and
of Paris, the Prussian Cabinet considers that the
result of the last conferences at Vienna harmo-
nises with the views of Prussia, bnt she is unin-
formed of the proceding deliberations.

It regards the admission of a Prussian repre-
sentative to the Vienna conferences as indispen-
sable to Prussia’s accession to the treaty. The
former Vienna protocols entail obligations, but
they also confer rights.

DOINGS AT SCUTARI.

To the Editor of the Times
Sir, Should you deem the accompanying copy
of a letter I have just received from the hospital
at Scutari, worthy of publication in your journal
it is perfectly at your service.
I bave the honor to remain. &e.;
Southsea, Jan. 21, E. NAPIER.

According to advices from the Crimea of the °

¢« Scutari, Jan. 7.
¢ Dear Sir,—I have to acknowledge the receipt
of your three kind mnotes and anunouncement of
things sent by the Royal Albert, Cumberland, and
Charity. The sheepskin coats you mentioned
are coming down from Trieste, bought in Mor-
avia. Buffalo cloaks are now going up in the
Gottenberg (from England) which sails to-mor-
row for Balaklava [no warm olothing is landed
here, except hospital dresses] ; some are gone on
to Balaklava. The Royal Albert landed for
Scutari only one box, nothing could be got at
while she stayed [about 86 hours], 2,600 men
being an board—a very extraordinary amount
of combined power—and the men I thought, in
good spirits on the 20th day of their voyage.

‘We have bought a good deal of warm cloth-
ing, and had much brought by the Hvening Mail
Commissioner. Miss Nightingale has given out
2,000 flannel and 2,000 cotton shirts on the re-
quisition of medical men, besides socks, drawers,
%c. The men came in shirtless, or have their
shirts [worn six weeks] cut off them, and when
they go they have to take away their shirts, &ec.;
so that it is like clothing the army. 3

“ I have sent papers up, and will do so again,
as you wisely hint it should be done.

“We have now 1,150 men buried since Alma,
8,500 in these hospitals, but in all together, ships
included, 4,600. The deéaths from wounds of the
above 1,150 are 308; poor fellows, though
wounds heal slowly between the two seas, they
have done well on the whole, and almost all the
amputations on the field have succeeded; the

on-success of many others is accounted for by
‘the wish of the surgeons to avoid amputations if
| possible, and the consequent stigma of perform-
Ang them to get troublesome cases through ; and
therefore many have been deferred too long, till
the patient had not circulation enough to make
the vis vitee triumph. I believe there has been
a good share of medical talent and medical care
since we came (the eve of the battle—viz., the
4th November); generally the sick have wanted
clothing and extra diet. Miss Nightingale has
been ‘enabled by her supporters to afford these
in enormous proportions—2,000 flannel shirts
for instance—and to 550 to 720 men,. 16 milkpails
full of arrowroot, with 1} bottle of port wine in
eacl, every evening and ov arrival ; the men come
down now sadly worn out. Lord N apier is often
here, and his excellent wife, and exercises a
judicious kindness and sound discrimination in
this very gyressing state of calamity.”

THE MINISTERIAL CRISIS, .

g 2 London, Friday night.

A few mimtes after the arrival of the Marquis
of Lansdowne in town this morning, his Lordship
sent for the Chancellor of the Exchequer, who
came to Berkeley Square a few minutes before
eleven o’clock. The right hon. gentleman re-
mained in consultation with the Marquis until
half-past eleven o’clock, at which time he pro-
ceeded to the residence of Mr, Sidney Herbert,
in Belgrave Square. The Marquis of Lansdowne
and the Chancellor of the Exchequer remained
in. consultation until nearly one o’clock, when
the noble Marquis proceeded to the residence of
Lord John Russell, in Chesham Place, with
whom he stayed until half-past one o’clock. On
leaving Lord John Russell’s house, the Marquis
of Lansdowne called upon Lord Palmerston;
with Whom he remained: in consultation until
two o’clock. On leaving Lord Palmerston, the
noble Marquis proceeded to Buckingham Palace,
where he had an andience of the Queen, who
came from Windsor this morning for the special
purpose of assisting in the formation of u new
Administration.

_Although the Marquis of Lansdowne, from

his political connexion with Lord John Russell,
could not well avoid communicating with his
lordship immediately after his return from
Windsor to-day, the sumour is, that Lord Pal-
merston will be immediately intrusted with the
duty of forMling a Cabinet. It is said that his
lordship will be obliged promptly to execute his
task. The number of Cabinet Ministers will be
reduced from fifteen to probably ten, In the
last Ministry, Lord Lansdowne and Lowrd John
Russell had seats without offices. This expe-
dient will not be resorted to, The Cabinet of
Lord Palmerston will consist primarily of his
lordship as Premier ; Earl Grey,” War; Claren-
don, Foreign; Gladstone, Chancellor of the
Exchequer; Graham, Admiralty ; Mr. Sidney
Herbert will perhaps resume office; and since
the Duke of Newcastle’s speech, last night,
there has been a very decided change in his
favor, and the public would probably be pleased
if justice were done to him, by assigning the
seat of the Colonial Office to him. The remain-
der of the Cabinet would be elected in reference
to the state of parties from the Liberal Conser=
vatives and the Conservative Whigs, in accord-
ance with Lord Pafmerston’s avowal on Monday,
of the coalition principle being indispensable.
- Late this evening there were two rumours in
circulation at the West End. One is that the
Earl of Clarendon has been empowered to form
a Cabinet ; the other is that this task has been
assigned tu the Marquis of Lansdowne, con-
jointly with Lord Palmerston.

THE ‘‘TIMES” ON THE MINISTERIAL CRISIS.

As the House of Lords stands adjourned from
Monday till Thursday, in consequence of the
anniversary of the ‘“martyrdom” of King
Charles I., and the House of Commons only met
last evening to adjourn for four hours, on the
motion of Lord Palmerston, no information what-
ever could be commnnicated to Parliamgnt
yesterday respecting tlie ministerial crisis which
has overthrown the Government of Lord Aber-
deen. A Cabinet Council was held at an earlier
hour than usual yesterday morning, at which, of
course, all the ministers agreed to resign; butit
was not till 2 o’clock that Lord Abéhdeen started
for Windsor, and no particulars have yet reached
us as to the results of hisaudience of Her Majesty.
We are therefore without any authentic intelli-
gence on the formation of the new administration;
and although the whole field of political specu-
lation is open to conjeoture, we believe that
nothing is at present known with certainty even
by those who are personally interested in the
negociations which are about to open. It has
been our fate to watch and to survive the decline
and fall of many ministries, and a journal which
has been engaged for upwards of seventy years
in the daily discussion of public affairs, may he
permitted to vegard these incidents with some-
thing of the feeling waich a pathologist bestows
upon his patients. Governments, like men,
begin to die when they begin to live, and every
breath they draw shortens the duration of their
being. But we cannot recall any case of dis-
solution so rapid and decisive as that we have
Just witaessed. ~Three months ago-the govern-
ment was in full possession 6f all its influence,
and had the campaign been crowned by the
speedy capture of Bebastopol without the loss of
an army, the ministers might have been carried
to Westminster-hall jn triumph. They have
now . paid the penalty of failure, and they fall
under the indignant censure of the House of
Commons. As the responsible cause of the mis-
carriage of the army in the Crimea, the govern-
ment could not but fall; but the importance of
this event is greatly increased by the perplexed
condition of parties, by the personal difficulties
which are known to exist in many quarters, and
by the absence of a really commanding mind,
ready and able to assume the government of the
empire.

The combinations to which the Queen may
have recourse in thiz emergeney seem limited
| to'three in number. Her Majesty may send for
Lord Derby, with a view to the formation of g
Tory Government, which has the advantage of
a numerous and well-disciplined party in the
House of Commons; or Lord Lansdowne and
Lord John Russell may be authorized to attempt
the reconstruction of the Whig Cabinet; or,
lastly, Lord Palmerston may endeavour to retain
in the service of the country the ablest members
of the late administration, with the addition of
some fresh adherents in the nlace of those who
must obviously retire. To ti#Re three ccmbina-
tions we shall briefly direct our attention, for
beyond them we kuow of none which could suf-
ficiently®ommand the confidence of the nation.
The chances of a Derby administration may at
present be summarily dismissed, The Tory
party in the House of Commons is powerful, but
it has not the majority ; a dissolution of Parlia-
ment is not likely to improve its prospects ; and
the ability of its leaders is not such as to com-

pensate for their want of numerical strength
and popularity. Mr. Disraeli’s late appearances
in the House of Commons have indicated no
progress in his character as a statesman or his
skill as an orator; and Sir John Pakington and
Sir Bulwer Lytton are not the knights to hang
up their shields to be challenged « outrance by
all comers. Lord Derby might perhaps obtain
the valuable assistance of Lord Ellenborough in
the War Department, and Lord Colchester has
been spoken of for the Admiralty; but we sus-
pect this expedient will not be tried until every
other has failed, and we can place no confidence
on its duration or success,

No great penetration is needed to perceive
that Lord John Russell’s abrupt separation from
the Government in which he occupied a con-
spicuous place was directed by other motives
than those which he assigned for that desertion.
Indeed, it now distinctly appears that, in ad-
dition to the correspondence quoted by Lord
John on the subject of the Ministry of War,
which ended on. the 8yd of September, that
question was further discussed on the 16th of
December, when Lord John distinetly informed
Lord Aberdeen that he had changed his mind,
and desisted from his proposal. Upon this
statement being made by Mr. Gladstone in the
House of Commons, with the authority of Lord
Aberdeen, Lord John Russell did not deny its
accuracy. We are thereforé bound to say that
the suppression of this fact in a speech which
was intended to connect his resignation with the
former discussion on_the subject of the War
Minister was an equivocation to which we might
apply a still harsher name. Nevertheless thut
portion of the Whigs whoare content to sacrifice
to this spoilt child of “eviad their consis-
tency, their patriotism, their honor, exult
in the division of the Liberal phalanx, and boast
that 70 of the supporters of. the late Government
followed Lord John into the enemy’s camp.
Hence thay argue that the Government of 1846
can be reconstructed, that the Whig houses are
once more in the ascendant, and,that a cabinet
composed of Russells, Greys, and Howards, is all
that the country can desire. Theyasce Lord
John Russell once more at the head of that
pitiable administration under which we had the
misfortune to live for five long years, ®ith what
was well termed on Monday night ¢ a factitious
monopoly of Liberal policy, a genuine monopoly
of lethargic government, in the hands of those
great mien who aré Demoerats in opposition, and
oligarchs in office.” - Even the venerable name
of the Marquis of Lansdowne has been put for
ward to conceal the batefaced impudence of
such pretensions, as if the present crisis were
one to place the affairs of the realm in the hands
of & Minister of 75, who has twice before refused
the Premiership ; and as if the people of England
could now submit to the rule of a party which
collapsed from sheer inanition three years ago,
and has since undergone a progressive decline.
OF all the Ministerial projects now afloat, that
of a pure Whig Cabinet is by far the weakest
and the worst; and after the circumstances
whieh have marked the resignation of Lord John
Russell, we question if there are muny of his late
colleagues who would consent to place their
political eapital in his hands, €,

Werevert, therefore, with increased confidence
to Lord Palmerston, ag the only man who is
able to give an enérgetic direction to the war as
head of the Goveanment, and at the same time
to retain the services of the ablest members of
the -Liberal party. Lord Aberdeen -and the
Duke of Newcastle are, of course, removed by
the fall of the late Cabinet, and we fear that Sir

It would
not therefore, be hiz]de§ll‘e to retain his office
that led to the withdtawal of' the noble lord,
whose expressions of kindness, while endeavour-
ing to remove him from his position, he could
only consider-as so b of what the Americans
designate ¢ soft sawder” He also said that it
was his intention to ¥ave given up the office of
Minister of War whether the mation of Mr.
Roebuck had been -successful or otherwise.

The Earl of DxrBY, after commenting on
some of the observations of the Duke of New-
castlo, stated the fact that he had been sent for
by Her Majesty, andif he could have seen any
hope of success he would have attempted to
form an Administration.  He felt that in such
& crisis every one should sink their personal
feelings, in order that her Majesty should not be
left withont a government; he yet feolt that ih
the present state of parties he could not offer to
her Majesty the assurance of being able satis.
factorily to conduct the affairs of Government,
and consequently he had at that moment no in.

In the Commons, Lord Palmerston formally
announced the resignation of the Ministry, and
moved the adjourament of the House until this
day.

FEBRUARY 25, —FIRST SUNDAY IN
LenT.

1. We will destroy this place, because the ery
of them is waxen great before the face of the
Lord. Gen. vi. 13.

Fulness of meat and drink had produced
luxury ; and luxury, unchecked by self-
denial and the fear of God, had led on
step by step to all the sins of the “flesh,
even the most abominable ; until Sodom
and the neighbour cities were become a
pest and corruption to the world, which
required to be swept away.  How ought
I to guard against self-indulgence ! How
ought T to take all good things as from the
hand of God, and employ the strength and
refreshment they afford in works of duty,
charity and piety! How ought I to mor.
tify myself against luxury by abstinence !

2. He seemed as one that mocked to his sons
inlaw. Gen. xix. 14

He had permitted his daughters to marry
ungodly men, and the earthly union can-
not prevent an eternal separation. They
could not realize uuseen things, for they
had no faith. They could not see why
Sodom should be destroyed, for they had
sinned away all sense of sin. Let me
beware how I cherish any sin, lest it
should at last destroy in me all faith and
conscience. Let me beware how I com-
pany, or allow my children to company,
with the @ingodly ; lest unions-be contracted
which must either end when death comes
in eternal separation, or drag both down
together to the bottomless pit.

2, Then the®@ord rained upon Sodom and
Gomorrha brimstone afad fire from the Lord out
of heaven. Gen. xix. 24."

God the Son did not appear on earth
for the first time at his nativity. He had
appeared on earth in the form of man
hefore he took on him the nature of man.
Upon this occasion he appeared, as he
will again appear,in judgment; and, being
on earth, He, the Lord, rained fire and
brimstone from the Lord his Father out of
heaven. May I ever remember that he
will come again to be our judge. May 1
keep under my body and bring it ipto sub.
jection, lest I should be condemned with
Sodom and Gomorrah. :

FeBrUARY 27.

1. And it.came to pass after these things
that God did tempt Abraham. Gen. xvii. 1.

God cannot tempt any one to evil, but
he tried Abraham’s spirit of what sort it
was, that -he might recompense him ac-
cording to his faith : and Abraham endured
the fiery trial, and gave up to God his only
son, trusting to his word that, even by
raising him from the dead, if necessary,
he should become the forefather of the
promised seed. ,May I be fortified for
trial by the same implicit, childlike faith.
May I be willing to give up all to God.
May I trust in all things jin his unchange-
able promises. .

2. And bound Isaac his son, and laid him
upon the altar upon the wood. Gen. xvii. 0.

How heroic and triumphant the faith of
Abraham ! How did he proceed unflinch-
ing to the last in the path of obedience !
And how self-devoted was Isaac also!
How obedient to the will of his father!
How much does this say for both *  How
trily was the word fulfilled, T know him
that he will command his children to obey
the Lord their God! Let me cultivate
this simple faith in myself, that it may ex-
tend to all abont me.

FeBrRUARY 28.

He had said, The Lord will provide
himself a lamb for a burnt offering ; either
not knowing what to say, to delay the
truth,—or relying that some deliverance
would be found, although he knew not
how ; but still in either case casting all
his own care upon the Lord, and leaving
it to him to deliver him. And so let me
act in my troubles and difficulties. Let
me go straight forward, doing the present
duty, and relying that for all which lies
beyond my power or knowledge, the Lord
will provide.

2. Then was Jesus led up of the spirit into
the wilderness, to be tempted of the devil.

So that Jesus was tempted like as we
are ; not only so, but he was led into
temptation by the Holy Ghost, with whom
he was anointed. This was done that he
might commence that conflict with Satan,
and begin these victories, which he has
been ever since repeating. And we are
called to share this conflict, that we may
share the final triumph. O Holy Spirit,
by whom the man Christ Jesus vanquished
the power of temptation, be thou with me
in my struggles, that I may likewise over-
come. :

MaRrcH 1,
1. When he had fasted forty days and forty
nights, e afterwards hungered. Matt. iv. 2.

He was tempted forty days; and during
that time, like Moses and Elijah, he was
sustained without hunger, that his eoul,
being fiee from bodily desires, might be
more powerful to cope with the tempter.
Yetat the end he refapsed into the ordinary
condition of mankind and felt the infirmity
of hunger ; and then the enemy renewed
his assaults. And so when we return
from retirement and prayer to the wants
of our common life, we should expect the
tempter. May I have strength to resist
him with the sword of the Spirit, which is
the word of God.

2. Man shall not live by bread alone, but by

every word that proceedeth out of the mouth of
God. Matt. iy, 4, >

By the word of God bread serveth to
the nourishment of the body ; and he who

gives virtue to the means can nourish
without the means,  In using the means
of nourishment let me remember Him by
whose word it nourishieth, Let me re-
member that if we obtain the food of the
body by ungodly means, we have no right
to expect that it should nourish us for
good. Let me remember that the strength
we derive from food is not our own, but
his who makes the food effectual.
