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The Honourable John Crosbie, 
Canada's Minister for Transport, made 
an official visit to Thailand in early 
February.

Mr. Crosbie's visit contributed to co­
operation between Thailand and Canada 
in the fields of transportation and com­
munications. The Minister's visit follows 
numerous other high level exchanges 
between the two countries in recent 
years.

Exports up 40%
The visit comes at a time of rapidly 

expanding commercial links between 
Thailand and Canada. In 1987, Canadian

exports to Thailand increased by 40 per 
cent and Thai exports to Canada 
increased by 27 per cent. The value of 
two-way trade in 1987 was approxi­
mately C$370 million.

During his visit to Thailand, Mr. 
Crosbie met Prime Minister Prem Tin- 
sulanonda, and the Ministers of Commu­
nications and Interior. He discussed 
projects relating particularly to mass 
transit, railways and telecommunications.

Mr. Crosbie was accompanied by rep­
resentatives from major Canadian com­
panies during his meetings including 
Laval in International Inc., Consortrim 
International Inc., Alta Telecom Inter­
national Ltd., Canadian Pacific Consul­
ting Services Ltd., and CAE Electronics

Ltd.
He also addressed the Thai Foreign 

Ministry's Centre for International 
Studies speaking on the recently com­
pleted trade agreement between Canada 
and the United States.

The Minister's visit coincided with the 
Canadian Advanced Technology Mission 
that brought to Thailand representatives 
of 13 leading Canadian firms in the fields 
of remote sensing, data networks, tele­
communications and industrial process 
control.

Minister Crosbie also visited the 
Fisheries Media Development Centre at 
Khon Kaen, a project supported by the 
Canadian International Development 
Agency.

Canada is generally known as a world

Bangkok now a Canadian City

A milestone in the Thai automobile 
industry was reached in January with the 
dispatching of the first shipment of 
fully Thai-assembled cars to Canada.

MMC Sittipol Co. Ltd. (MSC)
— a joint venture with Mitsubishi Japan
— shipped 420 Lancer Champ II cars as a 
result of an agreement signed with 
Chrysler Canada Ltd. (CCL), in April 
last year.

100,000 cars

Under the contract, 1,000 cars will be 
sent to Canada every two weeks for the 
duration of the six year agreement: A 
total of 100,000 automobiles.

"This agreement is the first of its kind 
for Thailand," said Vachara Pranchet, 
General Manager of MSC's International 
Business and Advertising and Public 
Relations Divisions. "With no regulation 
or law to guide us, we have all had to sit 
down together and work out details from 
scratch."

A spare parts agreement was also 
signed under which MSC will ship more 
than 500 types of parts to Canada on a 
regular basis.

Mr. Pranchet added that the deal has 
gone smoothly thanks in part to the fact 
that in Canada, CCL is linked with Mit­
subishi, "resulting in a very close relation­
ship between the three organizations".

Modified for 
cold climate

The Canadian export,— to be sold by 
Chrysler under the names Dodge-Colt, 
Plymouth-Colt and Eagle-Colt — although 
similar to the Lancer Champ II on the 
Thai market, has been modified to meet 
cold country specifications. The car must 
be able to withstand snow and salt, 
be protected against rust and the engine 
must start well in sub-zero temperatures.

With guidance from Mitsubishi's pro­
duction expertise and CCL's vast sales 
and marketing network, MSC aims to 
demonstrate to Canada that the Thai 
industry has reached world levels 
enabling the country to produce a car 
meeting international standards.

CCL expects the Lancer Champ to be 
highly competitive in the Canadian 
market and talks are already under way 
to extend the contract to 10 years.

CAI flights arrive in Bangkok every 
Thursday, Friday and Sunday evenings 
and depart Friday, Saturday and Monday 
mornings. Thai Airways International 
plans to begin air service to Canada this 
year.
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INDONESIA

Eastern Islands Universities Project
The Canadian and Indonesian Govern­

ments have undertaken an important 
project to strengthen the universities in 
the eastern islands of Indonesia.

Initially planned for five years, each 
government will contribute C$20 million 
and will help strengthen the university 
system of the eastern islands of Indonesia 
through a combination of human 
resources development and institutional 
development activities.

Long-term links

The eastern islands are a primary deve­
lopment area for the Indonesian Govern­
ment. This project aims to assist in 
human resources development, a top 
priority for higher education in the 
region, and to establish long-term institu­
tional links between Canadian and Indo­
nesian universities.

Planning and implementation of the 
project is being undertaken by the Indo­
nesian Government, the Canadian Inter­
national Development Agency (ClDA), 
and Simon Fraser University of British 
Columbia.

Simon Fraser's interest and involve­
ment stems from a keen awareness of the 
importance of the Pacific Rim, a desire to 
expand the University's knowledge of the 
area and to become more involved with 
development projects in the region.

The project emphasizes development 
of expertise in the Basic Sciences at three 
"target" universities: Universitas Sam 
Ratulangi, Universitas Patti mura in the 
Mollucas and Universitas Cenderawasih in 
Irian Jaya.

Five other eastern islands universities 
are "participating" institutions: Halu 
Oleo and Tadulako in Sulawesi; Udayana 
in Bali; and Mataram and Nusa Cendana 
in Nusa Tenggara Timur.

Personnel from these schools will have 
access to training activities such as fellow­
ships and short courses. All the universi­
ties involved are centres of excellence for 
their respective provinces and are trying 
to develop an advisory capacity in order 
to serve the whole region.

Canada will provide 68 fellowships for 
graduate studies in Canada in Applied and 
Basic Sciences and other disciplines ser­
ving the area's development needs. 
Specially designed short courses, practical 
attachments and other short-term training

opportunities, again concentrating on the 
Basic Sciences, will be offered, as well as 
technical assistance to the Directorate 
General of Higher Education and the 
three target universities.

The project also provides for equip­
ment and other teaching research 
materials needed to upgrade facilities 
already at the universities.

This project's integrated approach is 
unique. It endeavours to fink institutional 
development with the long-term process 
of human resources development in the 
region. The project is designed to ensure 
that the upgrading of faculty skills and 
research are carefully co-ordinated with 
the needs of each institution as it 
develops.

Multi-donor effort

The project is part of a multi-donor 
effort to develop the universities of 
Eastern Indonesia which also involves the 
governments of Australia and the Nether­
lands as well as the World Bank and 
Asian Development Bank.

New Business from Indonesia
New business has been secured for 

Canadian exporters announced the 
Honourable Pat Carney, Minister for 
International Trade, at the conclusion of 
her January visit to Jakarta.

Hawker Siddeley of Trenton, Nova 
Scotia, has received an order for coal 
transport hopper cars worth C$17 mil­
lion. It is also expected that General 
Motors Diesel Division of London, Onta­
rio, will shortly obtain an order for loco­
motives valued at $28 million.

The hopper cars and locomotives will 
be used on the South Sumatra railway as 
part of a plan by the Indonesian Govern­
ment to develop its domestic-use coal 
reserves.

Minister Carney indicated that further 
orders are also close to completion for 
steel rail valued at $7 million from 
Sydney Steel, Sydney, Nova Scotia, and 
for a $9 million extension to the Merak 
Serpong Communications Network lin­
king Sumatra and Java.

Indonesia is Canada's largest market in 
Southeast Asia. To further strengthen 
Canada's competitive position. Miss 
Carney met with several Indonesian 
ministers, including AM Wardhana, Indo­
nesia's Co-ordinating Economic Minister.

She advised them that Canada will pro­
vide a major new concessional line of cre­
dit to Canadian firms to match the terms 
offered by their competitors in the 
market.

Miss Carney said, "This new credit 
underlines the Canadian Government's 
commitment to expanding the Canadian 
private sector's participation in Indo­
nesia's economic development." The 
Minister noted that this new concessional 
credit was additional to the more than 
$125 million in financing offered by 
Canada in recent months.

Minister Carney's host during her offi­
cial visit to Indonesia was Indonesia's 
Trade Minister Rachmat Saleh. Together 
thay discussed the new Canada — U.S.A. 
Free Trade Agreement (FTA) and pro­
gress at the Uruguay Round of the Multi­
lateral Trade Negotiations (MNT) — a 
continuing negotiation which will lead to 
improvements in the world trading 
environment.

Miss Carney emphasized that the FTA 
is part of a broader two-track trade stra­
tegy which seeks to liberalize trade 
through both bilateral negotiations and 
the MTN.

The Minister said that Canada recently 
provided training to Indonesian officials 
assisting them to participate fully in the 
complex MTN discussions and offered to 
provide further assistance should Indo­
nesia wish it.
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Technology Transfer for Oil Industry
Indonesia will have another facility for 

manufacturing oil and gas wellheads and 
related pressure control equipment, 
thanks to a new joint venture between 
Canadian based Stream-Flo Industries 
Ltd., and the Indonesian industrial 
concern, P. T. Bantalan Teguh Lestari 
(BTL).

The BTL/Stream-Flo joint venture will 
be geared for "Total Technology 
Transfer", eventually involving the entire 
manufacturing process, from engineering 
and design through to sales and installa­
tion.

J. Duncan McNeil, Stream-Flo's Chair­
man, President and Founder, described 
the "Total Technology Transfer" of the 
BTL/Stream-Flo joint venture as being 
different from the way other North 
American companies expand into foreign 
markets.

Stream-Flo will supply the design, 
engineering and quality assurance pro­
grams including personnel from Canada 
to supervise the plant's start-up. The 
transfer of technology will continue until 
Indonesians occupy all management and 
manufacturing positions, and are fully 
capable of designing and manufacturing 
wellhead and pressure control products to 
full API (American Petroleum Institute) 
specifications.

When other oilfield manufacturing 
companies expand abroad, they often 
prefer partial assembly to full manu­
facturing capability.

To show how significant this techno­
logy transfer will be in future years, 
Stream-Flo, in Canada, has recently been 
awarded API Specification 6A Level 4, 
the highest level of material traceability

and quality control. Mr. McNeil is confi­
dent that in time, Indonesia, with Stream- 
Flo's help, will be manufacturing world- 
class wellhead and pressure control 
equipment.

Other products wanted

The BTL/Stream-Flo joint venture will 
probably expand beyond wellheads in the 
not too distant future. Using Stream-Flo's 
"Canadian Connection", the joint venture 
is on the lookout for other products 
essential to Indonesia's oil and gas 
industry that can be produced domesti­
cally. The BTL/Stream-Flo joint venture 
could be a major stepping stone in the 
development of Indonesia's energy 
future.

Sales of over C$30 million in Canadian 

high technology equipment and services 
for the oil and gas industry are being 
actively negotiated by Alberta companies 
following the Offshore Southeast Asia 
Exhibition held recently in Singapore.

Fourteen Alberta companies partici­
pated in the show. The resulting leads are 
now being developed, mainly in ASEAN, 
China and Papua New Guinea.

Some of the companies did particu­
larly well including:

Tech master Well Services — a specialist 
in cementing, fracturing, acidizing and 
fluids for drilling — expects multi-million 
dollar contracts with Indonesia's 
Pertamina and Malaysia's Petronas.

Police Taught Bomb Disposal, Drug Detection
Co-operation between the Royal 

Canadian Mounted Police (RCMP) and 
the Royal Malaysian Police (RMP) has 
expanded significantly since the 1987 
visit to Malaysia by Commissioner Sim- 
monds, then head of the RCMP.

Soon after the Commissioner's visit, 
RCMP specialists spent two weeks in 
Kuala Lumpur assisting the RMP in deve­
loping effective programs to deal with 
crimes of rape and sexual violence against 
women and children.

So far this year, six RCMP specialists 
have been in Malaysia conducting training 
courses on bomb disposal and advanced 
drug investigative techniques.

The bomb disposal course — co­
ordinated by the RCMP Liaison Officer, 
G.A. Ripley, who is based at the Cana­
dian High Commission in Singapore — 
was held at the headquarters of the 
RMP's north brigade in Ipoh.

The training on bomb disposal offered 
by the RCMP will be especially valuable 
for the police field forces operating in 
the jungle against communist terrorists as 
well as for preventive security planning 
for major international meetings such as

the 1989 Commonwealth Heads of 
Government meeting to be held in Kuala 
Lumpur.

The bomb disposal course also 
provided the RMP with an opportunity to 
examine numerous high quality security 
products manufactured by Canadian com­
panies. These range from surveillance 
equipment and various types of chemical 
and other detectors, to personal protect­
ive equipment and physical security 
materials. In addition, Canada's expertise 
in the field of security services was 
brought to the attention of the Malay­
sian authorities.

Combat drug trafficking

The RCMP course on advanced drug 
investigative techniques was held in Kuala 
Lumpur and officially opened by Malay­
sia's Inspector General of Police, Tan Sri 
Haniff Omar.

The course responded to Malaysia's 
efforts to combat drug trafficking and 
abuse, regarded as a high priority of the

Malaysian Government. Commenting on 
the course, High Commissioner von 
Nostitz emphasized that the grower-to- 
user narcotics chain which stretches 
across five continents must be broken 
through a comprehensive international 
effort and that pressure must be applied 
at all points in the chain — from crop 
control to increased seizures of drug 
products and financial assets; from 
vigilant investigation and prosecution of 
traffickers to effective treatment and 
prevention of drug abuse.

During the course, the RCMP instruc­
tors demonstrated advanced techniques 
to expand the operational skills of Malay­
sian police officers and to strengthen 
their self-sufficiency in narcotics inter­
diction. Of particular interest to the 
RMP was the training in financial inves­
tigation into the business end of the 
narcotics trade in view of proposed 
amendments to Malaysian legislation 
giving the police greater scope in this 
area.

Further co-operation between the 
RCMP and the RMP is taking place in 
March and April when three RMP officers 
are sent for training in Canada.

One RMP officer is attending the Exe­
cutive Development course at RCMP 
headquarters in Ottawa, while the others 
are receiving specialized narcotics training 
in Vancouver.

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Exchange Programs for Economists
A Plan of Operations for Canadian co­

operation with the Malaysian Institute 
of Economic Research (MIER) was 
signed by Yang Berbahagia Dato Yahya 
bin Abdul Wahab, Director-General of the 
Malaysian Economic Planning Unit, 
Datuk Dr. Kamal Salih, Executive 
Director of MIER and Manfred G. von 
Nostitz, High Commissioner for Canada 
in Malaysia.

Over a three-year period, Canadian 
International Development Agency 
(CIDA) will provide a grant of C$900,000 
to finance a series of exchange programs 
between MIER personnel and Canadian 
macro-economic policy researchers, and 
practical attachments of MIER person­
nel to relevant Canadian institutions.

This co-operative project will focus 
on five areas: agricultural sector studies; 
industry studies; macro-economic policy 
and planning; labour and manpower 
studies and international trade and 
economic relations.

The Canadian side will;
(a) provide technical support to assist 

MIER in the development and co­
ordination of research programs;

(b) provide support for the establish­
ment of a library and documentation 
centre as well as data base develop­
ment. A medium-sized computer will 
be purchased to meet MIER's 
computing needs;

(c) provide assistance towards the dis­
semination of MIER research results 
through seminars and publications. 
A new publication, "The MIER

Funding for 
Women

An agreement to establish a Women 
in Development (WID) Fund has been 
signed between Canada and the Malaysian 
National Council of Women's Organiza­
tions (NCWO).

Under this initiative, Canada will 
provide up to C$100,000 for financing 
small grassroots projects developed by 
and for the benefit of women. The fund 
will be administered by the NCWO over 
an initial 12 month period.

An additional $20,000 will make 
available to the NCWO the services of 
Mrs. Severely Rix, a Consultant from 
the World University Services of Canada.

These monies come from the High 
Commission's "Canada Fund for Local 
Initiatives" financed by the Canadian 
International Development Agency 
(CIDA).

(d) establish links between MIER and 
Canadian research institutes involved 
with similar research work.

The institutional linkages involved in 
this project are particularly innovative 
and noteworthy. The lead Canadian 
institution is Queen's University in 
Kingston, Ontario, with the John Deutsch 
Institute for the Study of Economic 
Policy acting as executing agency.

The Conference Board of Canada will 
also be a key collaborator. This is the 
first time that the Conference Board 
has been involved in a development 
co-operation project outside of Canada.

In addition, other appropriate Cana­
dian partners from both the private and 
public sector will be brought into the 
program as the individual project compo­
nents are further elaborated.

The NCWO with its unique position 
as the advisory and consultative umbrella 
body for women's non-governmental 
organizations is well suited to undertake 
this co-ordinating role. The NCWO and 
affiliates reflect Malaysia's unique multi­
cultural heritage, ensuring that these 
community initiatives will complement 
the development activities of the Govern­
ment of Malaysia.

These additional responsibilities will 
provide an opportunity for the NCWO to 
strengthen further its institutional struc­
ture since the NCWO will establish a 
formal project review committee to 
identify, approve and monitor projects 
submitted by their affiliates and other 
women's organizations in Malaysia.

The first component of Canada/MlER 
collaboration took place in Kuala Lum­
pur when MIER hosted a National 
Conference on Tax Reform in December. 
Two Canadians, Dr. Robin Boadway, a 
leading tax research expert in Canada, 
and Dr. Frank Flatters, the Queen's 
University co-ordinator for the MIER 
project, attended the conference and 
presented a paper on the tax reform 
experience in industrialized countries.

The next project activity will take 
place in Canada in early 1988. This 
involves an exchage on economic model­
ling and forecasting for the private sector 
in collaboration with the Conference 
Board of Canada.

The priorities for further collaboration 
are capital and labour market studies 
followed by studies on fiscal federalism, 
resource management policies, industrial 
and trade policies and industry studies.

This arrangement with the NCWO 
for the establishment and administration 
of the WID Fund is also in line with 
CIDA's priorities in the area of Women 
in Development and decentralization of 
its development assistance program.

Equal opportunities
Providing equal opportunities for 

women has been an important policy 
thrust of the Canadian Government 
for many years. In international develop­
ment, Canada has pioneered the inte­
gration of women into development 
programs at both the policy and opera­
tional level.

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Eye Surgeons 
Give Lessons

Four Canadian Ophthalmologists will 
visit Kuala Lumpur over the next 12 
months for lectures and teaching sessions, 
including live surgery.

These visits are being made possible 
thanks to a grant from the Canadian 
High Commission to the Tun Hussein 
Onn Eye Hospital in Kuala Lumpur and 
the collaboration of the University of 
Toronto and Orbis.

The first of these visiting consultants, 
Prof. Donald J. Morin, who specializes 
in Paediatric Ophthalmology and Glau­
coma, visited Kuala Lumpur last 
November.

To derive the maximum benefit from 
Dr. Morin's teaching visit, a comprehen­
sive program of lectures, symposiums, 
demonstrations and surgery was drawn 
up in consultation with the Eye Depart­
ments of the University of Malaya and 
University Kebangsaan, and the General 
Hospital in Kuala Lumpur.

Prof. Morin spent one day at each 
institution and two days at the Eye 
Hospital for case presentations, discus­
sions and surgery.

The lecture programs were jointly 
sponsored by the Opthalmological 
Society of the Malaysian Medical Asso­
ciation and the Eye Hospital. The topics 
covered the various aspects of Prof. 
Morin's specialization, particularly Con­
genital Cataract and Glaucoma, Paedia­
tric Ophthalmology, Simple Glaucoma, 
and Retinoblastoma.

Dr. Morin reviewed 30 cases and con­
ducted four operations. His work was 
observed by 45 doctors and 28 support 
staff. He gave five lectures attended by 
197 participants including ophthalmolo­
gists from the public and private sectors 
and by Registrars and Medical Officers 
from various institutions.

PHILIPPINES

Loan to be 
repaid in pesos

A precedent-setting rescheduling agree­
ment will see Canada accept repayment 
of an international loan in the local 
currency for the first time.

The debt to Canada is the Philippines' 
share of the cost of an agricultural 
development project in the Cagayan 
Valley in Northern Luzon which was 
begun in 1974.

The rescheduling was one of three 
agreements signed in Manila by Phi­
lippine Foreign Secretary Raul Manglapus 
and Ambassador Russell Davidson in a 
ceremony at the Department of Foreign 
Affairs.

In September 1986, the Canadian 
government added the Philippines to its 
list of 32 countries eligible for on-going 
bilateral development assistance. A target 
of C$100 million was set for the program 
over five years and formalized in a general 
agreement on development co-operation, 
also signed by Foreign Secretary Mang­
lapus and Ambassador Davidson.

The government of the Philippines 
has made alleviating poverty, generating 
employment, promoting social justice 
and achieving sustainable economic 
growth its medium-term priorities.

The general agreement on develop­
ment co-operation includes: training

Filipinos in Canada, the Philippines or 
a third country; technical support for 
projects in the Philippines; providing 
equipment, materials, goods and services 
for the successful implementation of pro­
jects; and the fostering of relations bet­
ween Canadian and Filipino firms and 
institutions.

Secretary Manglapus and Ambassador 
Davidson also signed a Memorandum of 
Understanding (MOU) for which Canada 
will provide $30 million worth of com­
mercial commodities to support the 
Philippine economy.

Commenting on the MOU, Canadian 
External Relations Minister Monique 
Landry said, "The provision of commo­
dities that the Philippines would have 
to import is one way of strengthening the 
economy and helping the government 
to achieve its goals. Steel and textbook 
paper are the chief commodities to be 
supplied, although the agreement is 
flexible enough to allow for substitutes 
as conditions dictate."

Winning in 
Manila

Many people would be satisfied by 
achieving a third-place finish in a mara­
thon, but not Jeff Martin. The 29 year- 
old Canadian was third in last year's 
Philippine Airlines Manila Marathon. This 
year he came back to win the event.

The January race attracted 1,538 par­
ticipants, including 12 world-class 
runners. Among those Martin defeated, 
was last year's champion.

Martin's time of 2:25:11 was slow by 
international standards and behind his 
best time of 2:16:04, which he recorded 
in winning the 1987 Virginia Beach Mara­
thon. The race started at 5:00 am 
but the morning" heat still fook its toll 
forcing many participants out of the run­
ning with cramps.
