Foundation ; former member, United Nations Human Rights
Committee ; and Dr . John Courtney, Professor of Political
Science, University of Saskatchewan, President-elect,
Canadian Political Science Association, Councillor, Social
Sciences and Humanities Research Council, have been named
Special Rapporteurs for the creation of an institute .

Professor Côté-Harper and Dr . Courtney will consult

with a wide range of Canadian groups and individuals involved
in development cooperation, human rights, democrati c
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development and economic cooperation and make recommendations
on the way in which an institute can best be developed to •
contribute effectively to the strengthening of human rights
and dcmocratic institutions and practices in developing
countries .
