RULES AND REGULATIONS, AND RESOLUTIONS
OF THE GENERAL COMMITTEE.

1.—BULES AND REGULATIONS OF THE BOARD OF
HOME MISSIONS.

Whereat, It is desirable for the better provision for the ministrations
of the Chnrch in the Diocese of Frederictlon, that there be a systematic
and permanent plan for the payment of the stipends of Missionaries;
therefore resolved,—

1. That in order to encourage the established Missions to become-
gradaally self-snpporting, all grants made by or through this Society
in aid of Missions (not indnding stipends secured to any of the elder-
Clergy on the Society tor the Propagation of the Oospel grant during
life) shall ttom henceforUi be made conditional on the contribution by
the Bfission itself of a stated sum towards the Missionary's stipend.

2. That all grants made by the General Committee be made subject
to these Resolutions, and be distributed under the direction of the
Board of Home Missions, who shall have at all times all such and like

powers and rights with respect to the same, or any of them, as the
General Committee of the Society would have if in Session.

8. That the Board of Home Missions annually present to the General
Committee of the Society, on the first day of their meeting, a fall and
detail^ aiieount of all business transacted duriog the expired year,
and also a list of grants recommended for the ensuing year, with the
conditions to be annexed to each, and shall also report to the Executive
Committee at each quarterly meeting thereof.

4. That on the approval by the General Committee of the grants
recommended for the yeur, the same shall forthwith pass into operation
on the basis of tiie foregoing Resolutions^ and subject to the follow-
ing regulations

:

(a.) The Board of Home Missions (acting in coujunctiod with the
Lord Bishop) shall forthwith, after the annual meeting, communicate
with the Wardens or other Lay Members ofthe Church, in each Mission,
requiring them to enter into engagements (A) with the Society, to
contribute the sum required of the Missions for the year.

(b). Should such engagement not be entered into to the satisfaction
of the Board before the 15th day of August then next, they shall com-
municate with the Missionary, requiring him to giveeachof hlscon*
gregatlons notice (B) of withdrawal 6f all payments as a Missionary
receiving stipend through this Society on 1st October then next, unless
the engagement be meantime completed.

(c.) Should such engagement not be entered into to the satisfaction
of the Board before the 1st of October then next, all payments to Uie
Missionary's salary through the Society, shall be withdrawn, and no
stipend shall thereafter be payable In respect thereof: iProvlded that
should the Missionary see fit to resign bis cure, he shall, if stationed-

li
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for the remainder of the year by the Lord Btshop in any vacant Mission
which may be willing to comply with the terms required of the defaoi-

ting Mission, be entitled, In respect of the services to be rendered in

snch new Mission, to such stipend as may be agreed npon between
soeh Missionary^ and the-Board,, not ezeeeding-thafe: pyoykled for the
cotttinoatioB of^s services In his Former Misislon', 'anid dpdn the^ke-
tetms and conditions. Ftorlded, ftlso^.that s^y •actl MjfSionary, if

aroused by the deficien(^ announced in the Statement of the

Treasurer, made up to^tho 1st May, 1880,<—a deficiency in the

account for the general purposes of the Society of nearly $6,000.

It is true that a large portion of this amount was due a year ago.

Then an oyer-estimate was made of the annual oontxibutions.

Various circumstances rendered it undesirable, and, in many in-

stances, impossible, to make any reduction in the appropriations,

or to lay any greater charge upon the Parishes. Sn^cient notice

on this subject has now been afforded. By this time it ^ fuUy

known, in every Parish and Mission in the Diocese, that the

Society must necessarily reduce its annual expenditure, and that

from local sources larger offerings must be required. Althotigh it

was found necessary to refuse all applications for additional Mis-

sions, those on the schedule fVilly occupied more than absorbed

the means at the disposal of the Society for the past year.

This over-expenditure, however much to be deprecated, could,

under all the circumstances, have hardly been avoided without

inflicting a greater injury. It must go no further. The amount

over-drawn must, as soon as possible, be restored. Funds devised

or pledged ifor the maintenance of the, Church in the future, as

well as in the present, must be held sacred. Parishes, for many
years, receiving largely from the central fund, with oomparatirely

little return, must now be made Ui feel that this state of things

cannot go on. At all hazards a considerable increase in the loCol

contributions must be made. When the members of the Church,

in any Parish, abundantly able to give increased support for the

Clergyman, refuse to do so, the sad alternative of a closed Mission,
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with all its attendaat oivils, will not justly be charged as a wrong

done by this Society.

The present position of the Society may M overruled for good*

It has brought out most prominently t^e great Missionary work

in the Diocese. Leading laynien have found it worthy of their

earnest attention. In important Parishes meetings have been

held ; the whole subject has been discussed in the fullest manner.

Large offerings have, in many instances^ been made towards meet-

ing the deficiency, and a considerable increase made in the annual

cdntributions. There can be no sufficient reason why this course

should not have been adopted in every Parish in the Diocese.

It is most important and absolutely^^iiecessary to secure for the

Society an increased and inoreasing annual income. The present

I felt that an arduous work was before me to

endeavour, by God's help, to break up t^Q fallow ground—to

awaken a careless people to a sense of their duty—and to fill those

Churches with devout ax^d sincere v^orshippers.

" Such were the,conditions in wLiuh I found this field of labor

eleven months ago. IsfoW, however, when I look back over the

work which I have been enabled to do, I have every reason to feel

deeply thankful to Almighty God. He has surely blessed my
feeble eflbrts as a labourer in His vineyard. A change for the

better has taken place. In the hitherto empty Churches there

now appear, every. Sunday, large and attentive congregations, and
in every place where services are held a reaction is setting in, in

every way favorable to the Church. Everywhere I go throi^ghout

the Parish the people receive me with the greatest kindness, and
I am all the time receiving invitations to visit settlements further

back, where the Church of England has hitherto been practically

unknown. This Mission is certainly deserving of a great deal of

notice on the part of the D. C. S. The field is large, and my
work during the past year has been extremely arduous. This
Mission lies along the line of the N. B. and C. Eailway, about half

way between McAdam Junction and Woodstock. There is chance
for work as far West as the boundary line. I have at present four

Sunday Stations, and two others which I can only vrnt at present

on week days, I held services regularly for a time at McAdam
Junction, but, owing to press of work in and around Canterbury,
I.was obliged to give them up. I was discouraged there also, as

the people did not seem to take the interest in the, work which I

thought they should, and I found I could do more efficient work
elsewhere. I hold regular fortnightly services at Benton, a Sta-
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lion on the railway ten miles North from here. I have mot with

rery fair success there, and when there is n caniage roUd opened
through direct I hope to be able to give them a Sunday service

oooiudonally. I have also held services, in cozgUnotion with the

}i^tor of Prinoe William, at Shogomoque, a point on the St. John
!&iver, ten miles South-east from here. My Sunday Stations in

Canterbury are Canterbury Station, Skiff Lake Settlement, Hartih

Settlement and Carroll Ridge. There is a Church in each of the

foVmer places. In the latter two I hold servicer in School Houses.

These places are all within a radius of about six miles, so that my
drives on Sunday are not to say very long. The population, ex-

cept at Canterbury Station, is made up almost entirely of far-

mers. On the whole, I think, the Mission is a growing one, as

the Settlements are increasing in size and wealth every year. As
regards the amount of money raised during the past year, for

Church purposes, I have every reason to feel very much gratified.

Forty dollars extra was assessed by the B. H. M. last year, making
the whole amount $240. I Would remind the D. C. S. that this

shows a great advancement, as, to my knowledge, there was never

an amount eyceeditig $40 ever raised for the D. C. S. in this Parish

before. In justice to the people I must say that they have given

to me very cheerfully and liberally. Many of them, too, are hard
working farmers, who do not possess very much ready money.
" Additional funds for Church purposes have also been raised.

The Church at Canterbury Station had to be fitted up with lamps
;

a new carpet was laid down in the Chancel, and a large and
powerful organ, valued at $320, was. purchased in January last,

and this is paid for now, except about $80, which is being raised

a^. the payments fall due.

" I must also mention the fact, the Metropolitan (with his usual

large hearted liberality) presented us at Easter with a handsome
Altar Cloth, which has added very much to the appearance of the

Church.
" This is a rude outline of the work I have been doing during

the past year. Of course in a Mission like this, which had fallen

into decay so much, the work of a year cannot be anything more
than preparatory. The ground must first be ploughed up, and tlie

seed sown, before any harvest can be gathered in. I hope, there-

fore, at the end of another year, if God continues to bless and
^rospet me in my labours, to show some more practical results

from the work done—^Work of a spiritual nature, where souls are

being won over from under the thraldom of sin and Sat^zi^ to serye

as true soldiers of Jesus Christ. {j ^niLiK^iJa

" I have baptized, during the year> 10, two of whom were adults.

" In submitting another Annual Report to the Oeneral Committee
of the Diocesan Church Society, I am thankiol to say that during
the past year steady progress has been made in the perftimaiiM of
work which had been undertaken at the time of my last Reports
The new Organ and Chancel of St. Mary's Chapel were openea and
used for the first time on the 31st of ^'eptember last, at which time
we were favoured with the presence of the Lord Bishop of the Dio-
cese, the Venerable Metropolitan of Canada^ who administered the
rite of Confirmation to 35 candidates. Withm a few weeks previ-
ously about i5U0 had been collected by subscription to complete
the Organ Fund, and on Confirmation day the offerings amounted
to $81 for the same purpose. The cost of the Organ, and alteration*

in connection with the Chancel, amounted to about $1500, which hM
been paid, excepting $200, which will probably be provided for

liHthin a few months. A short time ago a handsome Brussels Car-
pet of ecclesiastical pattern was placed upon the Chancel floor.

The carpet cost $100, which amount has thus far, in part, been pro-
vided by those ever-ready promoters of good works, the ladiea of
the congregation.
These improvements have necessarily delayed the other contem-

" I have great pleasure in informing the Oeneral Committee that,

notwithstanding the larse domands which have been mnde upcm
my people on account of our local improvements, they have nobly
responded to the calls whioh have been made in behalf of the Oene-
ral Purposes of the Society. Early in May a Parochial Meeting was
held, at which the late Pastoral Letter of the Lord Bishop was con-
sidered, and certain resolutions recommending a prompt and liberal

response to the appeal for help were passed unanimously. On
Whitsunday, following the meeting, offenngs to the amount of $165
were made at the Public Services towards the Deficiency Fund.
Subsequently this amount was increased to $182, and this notwith-
standing that the call came at a season most unfavourable to many
who have been foremost in giving to the utmost of their ability.

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(^n Sunday, the 30th of the present month, the old syitem of col-

lecting the annual subeoriptionR Aroni house to house having been
abanctoned, contributions to the amount of 9221.74 were made
through the offertory by the enrelope system. This sum has thus
far been ftirther thoreased to $248.a3, and will probably reach, say
$275, which, together with the first half-yearly collection last

" The children of our Sunday School have again contributed to

the support of the Indian Schools in the Diocese of Algoma.
" With great thankfulness for the divine blessings which have at-

tended another year of unworthy endeavours, I report these evi-

dences of a better recognition of the true principles of giving
towards the advancement of our holy religion.
" The average attendance at the services has been kept up, and

there has been an increase in the weekly offerings, and a greater
reverence in the performance of Divine worship, notwithstanding
the evils of the pew system, which, as before mentioned, I earnestly
hope may soon be remedied,

" Trusting that the progress thus reported to the Society may be
acceptable to the < Lord of the Vineyard,' and thankful for many
instances of kindness and assistance from the people commuted to
my charge, I rejoice in the hope that a good foundation is beinir

laid against the time to come, that some are laying hold of eternu
life, and endeavouring to enter into that rest which reiwineth for

the people of God !^'

Derby.—Rev. A. F. Hiltz has inclosed the following Report

:

" I greatly fear that my present Report will exhibit more fea-

tures of a discouraging than of an encouraging character. Having
been troubled for some time with a hoarseness of the throat, which
interfered very considerably with my ease in speaking, and must
at times have made it very painful for my congregation to listen

to me, I was at length compelled, though most reluctantly, to

give up one of the three services which I had conducted each

Lord's day since my entrance upon the duties of this Mission*

The people of Blackville shemng some reluctance in contributing

the sum required of them towards the stipend of the Missionary,

I obtained permission from the Bishop to set before them the

danger of their Church being closed, as an incentive to greater ex-

m
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ertion. I need hardly sa}'- that the Churp^ was not closed, but

that an effort was iinuiediately made to meet the demands for that

quarter. The effort, however, was only a spasmodic One, as the

real difficulty does not lie so much in the people's unwillinff-

ness as in their inability. Nor does this statement conflict with

the fact that they have contributed this year neiEtrly vfllO towards

the D. C. S., as this was largely contribute^ by persons who
neither belong to the Church nor attend its, services.

" Notwithstanding these discouraging features of the work, I

have not been left entirely without some fruit for my labors.

The Church at Blackville has had a solid foundation of cut stone

placed beneath it. The trench for the sub-foundation was dug
^tuitously by the parishioners, trho also placed the stone upon
tne ground and contributed some o.' t£e unskilled labor, in putting

it under. The skilled labor cost something like $4^, of which a

lady in Halifax gave $20, and persons here interested in the un-

dertaking the rest.

'' In Derby several changes and additions have been made in

the interior of the Church. The blinds, which for a quarter of a

century draped the windows, excluding the light and disfiguring

the walls, have been removed and the windows screened by frost-

ing; a large orchestral stall near the entrance, which for many
years held the choh' and organ, has been removed, and the organ

and choir placed in a more suitable position near the chancel ; and
two handsome additions have been made to the furniture, viz: a

superfrontal for the altar of crimson cloth, the gift o ^ the Most
Sev. the Metropolitan, and a neat, tasteful lectern, the gift of

" But -vt^le we have thus been caring for the material temple,

1 trust we nave not been unmindful of the spiritual one ; and
while we have been beautifying the sanctuary of God, have not

neglected altogether 'to worship him in the beauty of holiness.

By no means the least important feature of our work, and that

which is the most encouraging of all, is the pleasing fact that dur-

ing the three years of my incumbency the number of hona fide

communicantis in the whole Mission has, more than doubled, and
at the last Easter celebration in Derby there were more present

than at any one time for several years. 1

" "We have not made any special effort on behalf of the Defi-

ciency Fund except to canvas the Mission more thoroughly than

in other years for subscriptions in the ordinary way. Our labors,

though not meeting our expectations, have not been altogether

fruitless. We are able to report $122.50 towards the general pur-

poses of the Society."

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ciety, it U very gratifyinir to be able to announce the completion of
the two moit im^^rtant and necewary bqildingi w)iich were briefly

referred to in the Report of the Miseiou which appeara in laat year*i
JournHl, and which were then but in their flret itagea of existence.
I mean the Parsonage hoase and the Church in Campbellton. Tlik
former, situated in Dalhousie, had not been piuhed on so far as to
have rendered it poseible ibr the Rector to have removed Into it last

October without a great deal of persevering and steady work on the
part of those by whose energy it nns been carried on towards a suc-
cessful issue. The little the mere handfall of people here have been
able to accomplish has been supplemented most generously by a
second donation teom our good Bishop, bv the us^lal Society*s grant,

and by a liberal response ft'om many of the clergy in the Dominion
to a circular letter, explaining the need of a parsonage in the Mis-
sion, the peculiar circumstances of the case, and the urgent necessity
for outside help. I would again, on behalf of my little flock, thank
those who so kindly and promptly sent us the dollar we solicited.

But we are still in much need of help, and unless the Society de-
cides to place at our disposal the proceeds of the sale of the Adding-
ton Glebe, we are unable to see our wav^ out of the difficulties m
which, in that case, we should be involved. We have claims for

which I myself, with others, have bad to hobome responsible. Much
also remains yet to be done to the house, and much that is absolute-
ly necessary to keep it in proper order. The main body of the house
is only primed, the roof is still untarred^ and none of*^ the inside is

vet painted ; no suitable outbuildings have, as yef, been built.

When properly finished it will make a good and suosiantial house,
and bemff situated near the Chui*ch, on a pioce of ground which here-
after could be made very pretty by the planting of trees and shrubs,
will be a valuable addition to the property of the Mission.

" The Church in Campbellton, of which I spoke in my last Report
as being under way, has now, in part, been finished, and was for-

mally opened on April 10th. On that occasion our zealous Rural
Dean, the Rector oi^ Chatham, was present, and preached for me
twice on the day of opening. It is a pretty little Church, 54x23 ft.

Gothic in architecture, with open timbered roof, the rafters of which
are grained in imitKtion of oak, and with small lancet windows on
either side, filled with stained glass, by J. C. Spruce, Montreal. The
East as well as the West wftdow is. as yet^ in plain glass. 'Ihe seats

are open and unappropriated. The chancel is raised three steps
above the rest of the flooring. There are many claims yet against
the building, and had it not been for the great energy of Charles
Murray, Esq., who has given much of his time and means to the
building, it would yet be far from completion. He deserves great
praise for all he has done. We have received a grant from the S.

P. C. K., bub, so far, have not been able to comply with the condi-
tions necessary to draw it. Should we get the glebe money spoken
of above (part of which it is proposed shsuld be devoted, to the Par-
sonage and part to the Church) we shall hope to be able to do so.

The Church, however, is far from being completed. We have no the



Font, no Communion Plate or Linen, no Organ or Bell, or Sur-
pUoe. These we trust will oome by and bye. For myself I camiot
De too thankful to God, who has enabled roe to see accomplished
what I once felt would be almost a hopeless task to attempt. May
the building be to His glory, to the conversion of the sinner, and to

the edifying of the body of Christ.
" We have just started a Sunday School in Camnbellton, which I

think, in time, will make progress. I attempted it liereonoe before,

but, owlnfi; to having no building of our own, hud to discontinue it.

Since the opening of the Church we have also commenced the'en-
velope system, which, I think, promises to be as great a success,

obviating, as it does, so much of the inconvenience and delay conse-
quent upon the old quarterly payments, as it has proved in Dal-

housie.
** In the latter place we haye again suffered fVom the remoral ot

one of our Church families, and even the removal of one family is

immediately felt where the oongregatiun is so small. We have,
however, gained one or two subscribers from those who, till lately,

were ' not of us,* and for this we muut be thankful, and work on
"Steadily and perseveringly. The Bishop spent a day or two with us
lost August, on his Confirmation tour, when small classes were pre-
sented to him for the holy rite, both here and at Campbellton.
Speaking on the whole, the past year has been one for which to be
very thankfUl, for, with the material progress we have made, one
would fain hope that something deeper and'more important has been
going on all the time in the hearts of the people, ratner, may we not
noj[)e that all this outward progress ha« been out the outcome of real

spiritual growth. This, however, we must leave to Him who know-
eth all. Of course we have had many discouragements during the
year, but these, we would fain believe, have been only such as were
necessary and good for us ; they help to draw us out ofonrbelves
and teach us to depend more upon the blessing of God. In con;
elusion, I need only say that the services of the Church ^ave been
carried on regularly and with little intermission since my last Report
was sent in. Mr. U. A. Johnson is a most e£9cient and yaluable as-

sistantas a lay reader, and the Church in Dalhousie owes very much
to his energy and zeal.
" Since Writing the above we have had to mourn the loss of our

dear and staunch old friend, Mr. W. S. Smith, who died suddenly on
the 6th of June. He was for many years the Church Warden of this

Parish, and he ever took the deepest interest in all that affected the
welfare of the Church in this community. He was a good and con-
sistent Christian, and, as such, was beloved and respected by all

who knew him. I feel it to be his due that I should make this

slight allusion to him in this Report.

THE ENVELOPE SYSTEM.

" As one means of increasing the Contributions and lessening the-

difllculties of collection, the Board recommend that Weelcly Offerings

be snbstituted for yearly subscription, wherever practicable.

"The weekly offering, upon the Envelope System, has been found to

work well in many parts of the Diocese where it has been tried during
the past year."— Extract from the Annual Beport of the Board of Home
Missions, 1879.

The first step towards the adoption of this system in a Parish Is to

ascertain from all the members of the Congregation what sum they are

willing to contribute at the weekly Offertory : and this being done—
1. Pledges will be received from the Parishioners for a fixed weekly

sum, from one cent to one dollar and upwards, to be given in an en-

velope at the Service on each Sunday.
2. A package of envrlopea will be given to each contributor, printed

with Manirs for name and amount of offering.

8. The Treasurer will enter the amount thus received each week, to

the credit of each contributor, in a book to be kept exclusively for this

purpose.
4. A stated meeting of the Vestry or Parishioners will be held quar-

terly ; at which meeting the Treasurer will report all subscriptions in

arrears, and at the close of the Parish year will also present all the

last year's accounts of the P rish, whica will then be audited and
settled.

By the above plan, the following objects are sought to be accom-
plished :

1. That not only heads of iamilies, but all in the Parish, old an
young, who have any means «.nd earnings of their own, may contr
bute, according to theirlab^ity, to the support of the Church.

2. That they may, as regularly as possible at the appointed time

bring their pledged weekly offering to Church, instead of pnying it at the
call of the Collector.
