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CONSTITUTION

Adopted at meeting held i3th December, 1909.

Amended 24th April, 1911, and 12th June,
1911, and 30th December, 1912,

NAME

1. The name of the Society shall be “The
Natural History Society of British Columbia.”

OBJECTS
2. The objects of this Soctety shall be:

(a) To promote the study of the natural
sciences and  historical  research,
especially so far as they relate to
the Province of British Columbia.

(b) To collect all available data in con-
nection therewith, to act as an inde-
pendent auxiliary to the Provineial
Museum, Department of Agriculture,
Department of Mines, and Library of
the Legislative Assembly.

MEMBERSHIP

3. There shall be five classes of members:
Honorary, Corresponding, Ordinary, Associate
and Temporary.
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(a) Hcnorary and corresponding members
may be elected by the Society, and
shall have all the privileges of
membership, except the right of vot-
ing or of holding office, and shall be
exempt from dues.

(b) Ordinary members shall pay an
annual subscription of $2, payable on
or before the 1st April. All mem-
bers joining the Society after 1st
January shall be considered as fully
paid-up members until March 31st of
the year following.

(e) Ladies shall be eligible as ordinary
members of the Society, paying the
same dues as other ordinary members.

(d) Officers of His Majesty’s Services on ,
the Pacific Station, who at any time |
have become members of the Society
and have subsequently left the sta-
tion, shall on their temporary return, l
be accorded the privilege of honorary
members during their stay.

(e) Senior pupils of public and private
schools shall be admitted to associate
membership on payment of an annual
subseription of $1.00, but shall have
no vote. '

4. No member of the Society shall be |
eligible as an officer or committeeman, or |
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be entitled to vote, if his™ subseription be in
arrear for two years.

5. Al eandidates for membership shall be
proposed and seconded at a regular mecting;
names so propoesed shall be then submitted for
approval to the Executive Committee, who
shall have power to eleet such candidates
immediately after the dues shall have been
paid.

6. A member may withdraw on notifying
the Secretary in writing of his intention to
do so, and on paying all sums due by him to
the Society.

COMMITTEES

7. The Executive Committee shall consist of
the Officers and five other members of the
Soc ety, who shall be elected by ballot at the
* annual meeting.  All financial and routine
lasiness of the Society shall be referred to
' ich committee, which shall have power to act,
and shall report its proceedings to the regular
| meetings of the Society, and shall also present
a written summary of its work at the annual

' meeting.

8. Four committeemen shall form a
quorum at meetings of the Executive Com-
mittee,

9. The committeemen shaill, within one
month, fill up vacancies in their number.




10. The property of the Society shall be
vested in three trustees, who shall be elected
each year at the Annual General Meeting.

11. At any regular meeting, upon four
weeks” notice having been given, as pro-
vided in Section 21, the formation of a see-
tion dealing with any branch of scientifie
study or historical research coming within
the meaning of the “objects” of the Society,
as defined in Section 2 of this Constitution,
may, upon resolution, be authorized, and a
member of the Society may be selected by
the President to act as chairman and organ-
izer of such section.

OFFICERS

12, The Officers of the Society shall be
elected by ballot at the annual meeting, and
shall consist of:

President ;

Two Vice-Presidents;

Secretary;

Treasurer;

Two Anvditors, who shall audit all acecounts

of the Society and report thereon at the annual
meeting.

These officers shall be v officiis members of
the Executive Committee,

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MEETINGS

14. Regular meetings shall be held on

v alternate Mondays, to begin on the first Mon-

day of April. and at such other times as
™ may be decided by the committee or by a
p resolution passed at a regular meeting, or

at a date named in a requisition in writing
to the Secretary, and signed by five members
in good standing, provided that the same, in
any case, shall not fall on a Sunday or a legal
holiday. Seven members shall form a quorum
at any regular or special meeting.

15. The order of business shall be as
follows:

(a) Reading of minutes of previous
meeting.

(b) Introduction of visitors and new
members,

(¢) Proposals for membership.

(d) Reports of committees.

(e) Donations to the Society.

(f) Examination of specimens.

(z) New and unfinished business.

(h) Papers of the evening.

) 16. The annual meeting of the Society, of
| which at least ten days’ notice shall be given,
‘ shall be held at the last regular meeting in
the montih of March.
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17. The business of the annual meeting
shall be:

(a) Reception of President’s address.

(b) The presentation and consideration of n
the annual reports of committees and
officers, and of any business arising
thereout.

(e) Election by ballot of committee, offi-
cers and trustees for ensuing year.

(d) Business that may be considered at a
regular meeting in its regular order.

18. After the reception of the President’s
address at the annual meeting, and before
any other business shall be taken up, there
shall be an interval for the withdrawal of
visitors.

19. A Roll Book shall be provided, in
which shall be inscribed a contract and a certi-
fied copy of the Constitution, which all mem-
bers shall be required to sign after election.

RULES OF PROCEDURE \

20. The rules governing the proceedings
of this Society shall be, so far as applicable,
the rules of parliamentary procedure adopted
by the Legislature of British Columbia, and
the Chairman’s decision shall prevail, subject
! to an appeal to the members of the Society.
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21. The Constitution shall not be altered
or amended except at a regular meeting of the
Society, after notice in writing of proposed
amendment shall have been posted in the
rooms of the Society for four weeks, and such

i alteration or amendment shall require the
affirmative vote of two-thirds of the members
1 present.
