CURIOUS DISCLOSURES.
Were we to rely upon Government sta-
tistics to get ab the shrinkage in values
caused by the - last erisis, we ought to ac-
“knowledge that the depreciation upon
railroad “tools and. machinery has been
enormous and far below any possible con-
jecture. ‘The statistics of our own Gov-
ernment in relation to railroad matters
show that during the year 1876-1877
thirty-three locomotive engines were im-
ported: from the United Stales into
Canada at a gross value of $174,847, giv.
‘ing an average value per engine of $5,298,
This importation distributed in the several
provinces exhibits great differences in the
valuation of the locomotives.

© The price of $5,208 for & new locomo-
tive is preposterous, No locomotive can

be built in the United States, even in
those timesof cheap iron and cheap labor,
for less than $8500. Theé report of the
Chamber of Commerce of the State of
New York for 1877 enters the exports
from that port of 11 locomotive engines
ab o gross value of $124,275; averagevalue
per engine, $11,297.

“We happen {oknow that the soventeen

wuebee were built in the United States
for the North Shore Railway and the Mont-
real, Ottawa and QOccidental Railway, and
are now working these roads. Ten of them
were contracted for by the Manchester
Locomotive Works at £8,000 each, and
were paid for at that price to the contrae-
tors after having been accepted by the
engineer. The duty on these engines, had
they been entered at' the right wvalue,
shouldl have been £25,287, tustead of the
$:13,742 collected. The loss to the revenue
in the Province of Quebec alone is there
fore §12,544. What has it been in the
other Irovinces? Probably in the same
proportion, for none of the engines enter-
ed reaches in- declared value the lowest
price ever paid for locomotives.

The same remarks might be applied to
passenger and platform cars manufactured
in the United States entered as follows:

The difference of one hun(.‘ired per cent
Letween the two Provinees in the valua-
sion of rolling stock is quite interesting;

passenger and platform ecars in Ontario
excites owr fear for the safety of the
people. passenger curs, down lo the
price of a good family ecarriage, and plat-
form cars cheaper than a substantial
c'ountry waggon !

This is merely the first instalinent, the
result of a searching inguiry instituted
with a view of exposing certain anomalies
in the importation of various classes of
goods into the Vominion at the different
ports of eniry, and we entertain no
doubt of bringing to light many fucts of
interest to our veaders.

GENERAL AVERAGE.

. "The fifth annual Conference of the Asso-
cintion for the Reformn and Codification of
the Laws of Nations was heldat Antwerp,
last year, on the 30th of August, the dis-
tinguished President of the Association,
the Right llon. Lord O'Hagan, occcupying
the chair. 'The question of General Aver-
age was genex'ally considered by the mem-

igplocomolives "entered in the Province of’

Yesides. the . astouishingly low price of

bers of the Association as the chief topic
to which it should direct its attention, and
upon which it should seek to arriveat a so:
lution of the difficulties of adjustment in-
herent to such a vexed queéstion. The re-
sult of the conference was the adoption
of what is known as the York-Antwerp
Rules of General Average, the discussion
of which just now occupies much of the
atiention of muuwine underwriters
shipowners,

General average, of which there exists
no good definition acceptable to all, bas
necessarily been from time inunewmorial ot
deep interest Lo maritime countries. The
Roman Cade dealt with it with a lucid ov-
der and exbaustive fullness. [n later
times, the subject has occtipied more or
less the attention of the jurists, maer-
chants, shipowners and insurers of all
nations.  The differences which prevail
between them have heen felt to be most
detrimental to the interests of commerce;;
they involve grievous confusion and fre-
quent injustice.

The contributions to General Average
being arranged according to the systems
established in the several places in which
the cargo may beseparated from theship,
and those systems heing founded on divers
and inconsistent rules and principles, the
ditliculties aceruing to the assured and the
underwriter, to. the master of the vessel
and the owners of the goods, to every
one, in short, concerned in such’ bransac-
actions, are annoying and injurious in
high degree. The advantage which would
arise {rom removing those difliculties by
an international agreement is universally
recognized, but the realizution of that
advantage has: been delayed by many ob.
stucles, The German and the English Law
are in serious ‘contlict. ‘The continental
nations do not adopt the English rules.
The “Common Salely” principle is op-
posed to the “Common Benefit ¥ princi-
ple held on the continent. The traditions
and ciustoms of the Maritime States are
not easily moditierd or abandoned.  And
yet, they all desire. an assimilation and
uniformity, which, to all of them, would
result in most material benelit, So strong
has been this desive, that three several
conferences have been held in'Great Bri-
tain, and aticnded by numerous delegates
from many nations. . The first oceurred at
Glasgow, in the year 1860, and had for its
presidents, Lord .Brougham and Tord
Neaves; the second _took place in 1862,
under the presidence of Sir Travers Twiss ;

and

.and the third in 1864, at York, the ILord

Chief Baron of England being’ the presi-
dent.. ‘At this conference wore px'oposed
the l-ulcs, which; being discussed again in
the fourth meeting of the Assacmtxc“ ab

~
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Bremen, were to be delinitely adopted
in the fifth conference held at Antwerp.
Though interesting discussions on very
important questions were had at the fifth
_conhference ab Antwerp,it cannot be denied
that the main interest of those present
was centered. on  the subject of General
"Average, and before the meeting had fairly
opened, considerable feeling was created
‘on the subject of the York Rules. Indeed
"it became. evident that these had nunder-
gono very careful and sometimes not over
“friendly scrutiny, and that some, at least,
of those present entered upon their ex-
amination with a predisposition harshly
to criticize, if not absolutely to condemn
thiem. - The three able representatives of
the Lloyds of London laid before the
committee a letter from their principals,
an extract from:which it may be of inter-
est to quote: :

“’Phereis astrong feelingin this commit-
“ tee that the differences which exist in
¢ yarious countries upon the subject would
“ be best met by abolishing general aver-
“age altogether. Tossibly this cannot
“now be done, anad if so, the committce
“ consider that, so far as Euglish practice
" #ig concerned,any difference would bemet
“ by curtailing, not by enlarging, the Eng-
“Jish rules., The sacrifice of a part to
‘avoid an impending peril was the foun
“ dation of general average, and was the
% yery essence of any claim. © This ingre-
“ dient should still form the basis of any
“ claim, and without this basis' the new
“ element of common benefit should not
“be allowed to have any place.  FFrom the
“fact that the York Rules are to be
“adopted as a basis of discussion, it is
# glear that no return to first principles
“ can be expected from the Anlwerp meet-
“ing, for, in the opinion of the commitiece,
# these rules extend considerably, both in
“ principle and in amount,  the aren in
“which general average may be recovered,
“and the atiempt to establish uniform-
ity is carried out solely by introducing
“into the Law of IEngland cases of' gener-
“al average which are allowed abroad, but
“not in England, and which the com-
“ mittee consider most objectionable.””

It soon appenred that the Lloyds’ re-
presentatives were entirely alone in the
view they had thus expressed, and the
sentiment of all present—shipowners; in-
surers, adjusters and jurists—was earnest,
as well as unanimous, that the prosecu-
tion of so important a matter should mot
be abandoned. .

One of the -greatest, il not the chiefl

.obstacle in the way of arriving at har-
mony of action in all matters of this
kind is traceable to the national preju-
dice and feeling of ‘members. This was
illustrated at Antwerp, by the action of

_ the committec named by the German
branch of the Association, which commit-

_tee'made ‘a full report on-general aver
age. This report used the following lan:
guage: s s

¢ It has become evident that a propo-
“sition only ta pronounce a series of
¢ general principles which were to form
¢ a basis for an International Law has no
¢ chance ol being accepted by the Gener-
“al Avorage Committee, and thal the
s cholce of such. « basis will only lie belwceen

<< the German. Law and the York Rules,
¢ Phat the German Code -of Commercial

¢ L, which covers the subject of yeneral
“ querage in ils whole extent, will be «
“better basis than the Rules, which only

““enter upon certain particular points.

“The committee must, therefore, in the
¢ first place, ndopt the German Code as a
“basis.” .

It was decided abt the ppening of the
meeting, that the York Rules would be
taken as a basis for the discussion of the
committee. The lloyd representatives
alone dissented, and the chief arguments
used by them against the York llules as
a whole were somewhat as follows :

# Gteneral average, they said, has sim-
“ ply become @ heavy burden that inter-
“fered with the general operations of
tcommerce. 'The system was introduced
“priorto the use of stenm navigation,and
“however -useful it ‘may -have been in
“former days, there was no reasonable
“around for continuing . its practice;
¢while the frequentabuse madeofit wasan
“additional reason for rejecting it. Many
“ cases of ‘jettison were simply the result
“of overloading the -ship. This same
% canse also contributed largely to cases
¢ of standing, both of which would proba-:
¢ hly be much less frequent, were it nob
“for the compensation found in general
“average. At the present day, all those
“interested in navigation insurved their
“ property and theirinterest. - Practically,
“ therefore, the only parties in interest
“ are the underwriters. It was very obvi-
“ous that, as far as they were concerned
“ it was cheaper to pay any given loss
“than to pay an equivalent amount with
“the expenses superadded, which were
“ the result of the general average sys-
# tem. Thesystem was bad, therefore, in
# a commercial pointof view, anl egually
“ pacd in a moral point of view, for it,
4 created a tendency to speculate upon
 gen perils by turning them into cases of
“General Average.” .

It is unfortunate that the discussions
that accompanied the passage of the vari-
ous rules cannot be reproduced ; theillus-
trations given, the examples adduced, and
the cases cited would have constituted a
valuable record in the future; if the Rules
are ever to be commented upon by courts
of law or by parties interested in deciding
questions of general average.

The follawing rules, known as the York-
Antwerp Rules of General Average,were

‘ finally. adopted without dissent by the

filth conference of the Association for the
Reform and Codification of the Laws of
Nations : . ‘

. Rule:1. No. jettison. of deck  cargo shail be
made good as general average. Every structure
not built in with the frame of the vessel shull
be considered to. be a part of the deck of the
vessel, |

N

Rule 2. Damage done to goods or merchan-
dise by water which xumvoiﬁ’ul)l.y goes down s
ship’s hatches opened, or other opening mwade
for the purpose of making n jettison, shall be
made good as general avernge, in case the loss
by jettison is so made good.” Damage done by
breakage and chating, or otherwise from de-
rangenients of stowinge consequent upon o
Jettison, shall be made good as general nverage
in case the loss by jettison is so made good.

Rule. 3. Damage done to ship and cargo, or
cither of them, by water or otherwise, tn ex-
tinguishing «a fire on board the ship, shall be
general avernge ; exeept that no compensation
be made for dumage done by witter to packages
which have been on five,

Rule 4. Loss or damnage cansed by cutting
away the wreek or remains of spars, or of other
things which have previously been carvied away
by sea-peril, shall not be made good as general
avernge. .

Rnle 5. When a shipis infentionally run on
shore beenuse she is sinking or driving on shore
or rocks, no diumiage caused 1o the ship, the
cargo and the freight, or any or cither of them,
by such intentional running on shore, shall be
made good as general average.

_ Rule 6. Damage ocensioned to aship or eargo
by carrying a press of sail shall not be made
rood as general average,

Rule 7. When a ship shall have entered n
port of refuge under such circumstances that
the expenses of entering the port arve admissi-
ble ag general average, and when she shall
have sailed thence with her original eargo or
part of it, the corresponding expenses of jeav-
ing sueh port shall likewise be adnitted as
general average, and, whenever the cost of
discharging enrgo atsuch port is admissible as
general average, the cost of relonding and
stowing such cargo on board-the said ship, to-
gether with all storage charges on such ¢argo,
shall likewise be so admitted.

Rule 8. When o ship shall have entered a

-port of refuge under the cirenmmstances defined

in Rule 7, the wages and cost ol maintenance
of the master and -marineés, from the time ot
entering such port until the ship shall have
been made ready to proceed upon her voynge,
shall be made good as general average,

Rule 9. Duamnge done to eargo by discharging
it at a port of refuge shall not be admissible
as general average in-case such cargo shall
have been discharged at the place aud jn the
manner customary at that port with ships not
in distress.

Rule 10, The contribution to a general aver-
age shall be made upon the actual values of
the property at the termination of the adven-
ture, Lo which shall be added the amount made
good as general average for property seerificed,
deduction being made from the shipowner's
freight and passnge-money at risk, of such port
charges and crew's wages as would not fuwve
been incurred had the ship and cargo been
totally lost at the date of the genernl avernge
net or sacrifice; deduction being also mude
from the value of the property of all charges
Jueurred in respect thereol subsequently (o the
arising of the claim to general averng

Rule 11, i every case in which u sacrifice of
onrgo is made good as greneral average, the loss
of freight (if' any) which is caused by such loss
of enrgo shall likewise be so- maule good.

Rule 12, The value to be allowed tor goods
sacrificed shatl be that vaiue which the owner
would have received 'if such goods had not
been sacriticed. ’

WORDS OF WISDOM.

The parting spéech of our popular Gov-
ernor General on the oceasion of his open-
ing the Bxhibition at Toronto, on the 24th
instant, seems to have elicited from .a
mixed audience at a period of unusual
political excitement expressions: of uni
versal admiration. It is wholly out of out

.
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power to place this excellent speech be-
fore our readers in exfenso, but we may
venture to call attention to a few of the
principal topies, viz. : the supeviority of
our Constitution; the importance ol main:
taining the independence of our Judiciary,
and the status of our Civil Service.

On the question of the superiority. of
our Constitution, which is oceasionally
doubted, Lord Duflerin spolke as follows :

“In the first place .yon possess the best form
“of Government with which any historical nation
has cver been blessed. (Cheers,) The exeel-
lency of the British- Constitution, with the self-
expanding energies it embodies, is an ancient
story which I need not_insist upon; but as
there are always external forces which disturb
the working of the most perfect mechanisn, so
in an old country like England many influences
exist to- trouble the harmonious operations of
the political machine, but here our Constitution
“hias been set agoing ahnost v veewo—entirely
disencumbered” of those entanglements which
traditional prejndices and social complivations
have given birth toat home. My vexvadvice to
you then would be to guard and cherish the
characteristics of yowr Gonstitution with o
sleepless vigilance.”

Most sincerely 8o we hope that this
parting advice will be followed. If we ad-
heve strictly to ¢ those great principles of
t Constitutional and Parliamentary Gov-
“ ernment which centuries ago were born
¢ in Bngland, which our ancestors shed
& their blood to defend, which our fore-
¢ fathers transplanted to this country,”
we .may be sure that we-are treading on’
safe ground. We are reminded by this
language of the application by the old
TReformers of Ontario, of the language of
Licutenant-Governor Simecoe, the first
Lieutenant-Governor of Upper Canadn,
who amnounced that the Constitution

which had been conferred on that Pro--

vince # was not a mutilated constitution
but one the very image and transcript of
that of Great Britain.” The immense 'su-
periority of our system of Parliamentary
Giovernment,which secures the harmonious
action of our several estates, over that of
our neighbours, where each estate is con-
stantly checking the other, is, we believe,
acknowledged by our :leading statesmon
on both sides of politics, and it may be
lioped that the carnest advice of one so
much beloved as is Lord Dufferin, will not
be withont its effect. '
There has never been any indication of

" a desire on the part of the people of Can-

adn to apply the elective principle io the
Judiciary. Thesuggestion that the salaries
are scarcely adequate, and that “ you can-
not have a firstrate article without paying
for it,” is well-deserving of consideration,
and moro especially as there is no class of

- salaries which has been so illiberally dealt

with, since the depreciation: in the value
of mouey consequent on the largely in-
creased supply of the precious metals, as
that of the judges. There is, however, an

absolute necessity that some well consid-
ered plan should be devised for regulating
the superannuation of judges. It is, per-
haps, diflicult to hit upon o mode of pre-
venting judges remaining on ‘the bench
after they have ceased to be eflicient, with-
out interfering with their independence,
which should, of course, be carelully gnard-
ed. Still such a plan could be and ought to
be devised, and if we had a return of pros-
perity and a {lourishing revenue, the sub-
Jject of the Judiciary would be well worthy

"of the attention of the Government.

A considerable portion ol Lord Duffer-
‘in’s speech was devoted to the Civil Ser-
viee of the country,which, “ though not the
“ animating spirit, is theliving mechanism
“ through which the body politic moves
“and breathes and has its being.  Upon
“it dépends the rapid and economical
“ conduct of every branch of your aflairs;
“and there is nothing a nation should be
“ so particular about as to secure in such
“ a service independence, zcal, patriotism
“ and integrity.” Lord Dulferin proceed-
ed to impress upon his hearers the impor-
tance of having a Civil Service “wholly
independent of political eonnection or
opinions,” men who “ should serve their
“ successive chiefs, no matbter Lo which
“ side they may belong, with a serupulous-
1y impartial zeal and loyalty.” - After
-stating that a civil servant who allows ¢ his
& political sympathies to damp his ardor,
% devotion, zeal, and loyalty to his depart-
“ mental chiefs is a disgrace to his profes-
#'sion,” Tord Dufferin expressed an opin-
jon that the anxiety manifested by onr
fiiends across the line to purge their Civil
Service of its political complexion would
confirm every thinking Canadian in the
conviction he sought to impress upon
them.

Lord Dufferin has had experience of the
Imperial Civil Service, the best probably
in the world, and has doubtless been able
to discover the shortcomings of the Cana-
dian. We should rejoice if we could in-
dulge the hope that the parting advice of
Lord Duflerin would be productive at no
distant date of such a reform in our Civil
Service as would render it not unworthy of
imitation by our Republican neighbors.
Unless, however, we make haste, there are
indications that the example will be set
us by the United States.

Lord Dufferin had a word for the Canada
Yirst party.  After an eloquent reference
to the circumsiances which caiised the
American revolutionists to  tear them-
selves, ¢ though, I believe, with bleeding
hearts, from their mother’s: side,” he
referred to..those - earnest-minded men
among us, who of late, with laudable en-
thusiasm, ¢ have only given utterance to

“the feelings of every man and woman in

“ the nation upon the duty of a supreme
“devotion to the interests of their own
“Canada,” He reminded them that he, as
‘an Tmperial officer, ¢ had never shown the
“ slightest jealousy or breathed a word in
# discouragement of such honorable sen-
“timents,” and then . pointed out that
British institutions have been the result,
not of speculative theories, but of practi-
cal experience, and that in that way, and
“not by theoretical excursions intodream-
“land, the British policy has been so suc-
“cesslully elaborated.” #So long,” con-
tinued his Lordship, “as a man sleeps
#ell, has a good appetite, and feels gen-
“erally jovial, he may rest assured he
“needs no doctoring.”  “1 feel,” he con-
tinued, “that the stability of the relations
“ between the Dominion and the Mother
“ Country doeg not depend upon mere sen-
“timental impulses, bub is sanctioned and
“ enforced by an appeal to-the most prac-
“ tical and utilitavian considerations.”

The conclusion of the speech was o refer-
ence in eloquent terms to his distinguished
successor and. his Royal consort. To the
latter he made a more pointed allusion in
his reply to the address from the Seciely
of Avtists :

‘ Gentlemen, in Her Royal Highness . the .
Priucess Lonise, yon'will not only 1ind a sister
brush (laughter), but onc who, both by ler
native genius and the sonnd “and thorough
practicn] education she hasreceived, is qualitied
to be your {riend, protector, and guiding star.
(Applanse.) That she will be willing and
ready to do so I have no doubt, for brond and
generous as are all her sympathies, in no direc-
tion do they flow out in'n richer or more spon-
taneous stream than townrds her artist friends,
and [ shall be very much mistaken if her advent
in Canada does not mark anera in -the art his-
tory of this continent, (Applause.)”?

One more passage in that address de-
serves special consideration. It is as fol-
lows :

“Some fow weeks ago [ had the good fortune
to meet His Excellency the Governor of the
State of New York, and 1 then suggested 1o
him nn idea which hias been long present to my
mind, namely, that the Governments of New
York and of Untario or Canada should:com
bine to acquire whatever rights may have been
estublished "against the public, and to form
around the Fadls n small public internationnl
park—(hear, hear)—not, indeed, decorated or
in any way sophisticated by the puny art of the
landscape gardencer, bat carefully presecved in
the_picturesque and nuvalguarized- condition in
which it was originnlly Inid out by the hand of
Nawure. (Lioud applanse.) Nothing conld bave
been more gratifying or gracious than the res-
ponse _which 1lis Hxcelleney . the Governor of
New York was good enough 1o make to my re-
presentations, and lie- encournged me to hope
that, should a fitting opportunity present itself,
he and his Government might be induced, it
not, to tuke the initintive in the matter, at all
events fo co-operate heartily with our own in
enrrying out such o plan as 1 have sketched.”

The reply to the address of the Irish
Protestant - Benevolent. Society: contains
advice which will, we earnestly hope, pro-
duce good results. - The subject;is of such

' “special importance to this city, whose tax-
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payers, nineteen " twentieths of. whom,
whatever be their Dbeliefs, disapprove

Jength the parting advice of one who has
had peculiar opporiunities of forming a
sound opinion ‘on the subject, and with
this extract we shall close our present
notice of what all will acknowledge to be
a sad pavting with our distinguished Gov-
ernor General : :

4 No one can have walched the recent course
of events without having obscrved, almost with
seelings of terror, the unnceountnble exacerbu-
tion and re-crudescence of - those party feuds
atud veligious nnimosities from which for many
it long day we have been comparatively free.
Now, gentlemen, this is a4 most serious matter.
(Mear, hear) s Import cannot be exagge-
rated; and 1”7 would Dbesceeh you aund every
Canadian in the lnnd who exercises any influ-
ence ;unid the cirele of his acquuintance—nay,
every Cnnadinn wonmn, whether mother, wite,
sister, or daughler, to strain every nerve, to
exert every facully they possess, (o stitle and
eradicate this hateful and abominable ‘root of
bitteruess’ from amongst. vs.  (lear, hear)
CGentlemen, 1 have had 2 terrvible experience in
these matters. . 1 have seen one of the greatest
and most_prosperous towns of Ireland—the city
of Belfast—lhelplessly given over for an entire
week into. the hands of two contending reli-
gious factions. I have gone into the streets and
beheld the dead bodies: of young nien iun the
prime of life lying stark and cold upon the
hospital, floor; the delicate forwg of innotent
wonlen writhing in agony upon the hospital
Leds 5 and everyone of these struck down by an
unknown bullet—Dby those with whom they had
no personal quarrel, towards whom they felt no
animosity, and to whon, probably, had they
encouniered them in the intercourse of ordinury
life, they would have desired to show every
kindness and  good-will.  (Hear, lear)  But
where these teagedies occurved, seuseless and
wicked as were the oceasions which produced
them, there had long cxisted between the con-
tending parties traditions of animosity and ill-
witl, und the memory of ancient grievances. But
what canbemore Cain-like, more insaue, than to
import into this country—uunsullied as jt is by
any evil record of civil strife—n sininless Para-
dise fresh-and bright from the hands of its
mitker, where all bave been freely admitted
upon equul terms—the bloodthirsty strife and
hrutad quarrels of the Old World. (Hear, hedr.)
Divided as: you are into various powerfnl veli-

gious communities, none of whom ave entitled to .

claim’ pre-eminence or ascendancy over the
other, but each of which reckons umongst its
‘adhercuts enormous masses ol tlie population,
whatt hope can you have exeept in mutual for-
bearance and o %\‘nerous iberality of sentiment.
(lear, hear.) Why,: your very cxistence de-
pends upon the disappenrance of these ancient
feuds.’ Be wise, therefore, in time, 1 say, while
it is still time, for it is the property of these
hateful quarrels to feed on their own excesses,

ronce engendered they widen their bloody
cirenit from year 10 year, (il they engulf the
entire community - in internccine strife. Un~
happily, it is not by legislation or statutory res-
trictions, or even. by the iuterference of the
writed Executive, that the evil can be eflectually
and radically remedicd. - Such alternatives,:
céven when successtul - at the  time—I am not
alluding. to anything that has taken place in

Canada, but to”my Irish experiences—are apt:

to'leave o sense. of injustice  and of ‘a partial
administration of the law rankling. in the minds
of one or other of the paities, but surely, when:
re-inforced . by, such. obvious considerations of
self-preservation as those I have indicated, the
public opinion of the tominunity at largo ought
to be sullicient 0 repress the evil, - Pelieve wey

if you desire to avert an impending calamity it
is the duty of every human being amongst you
—Protestaut and  Catholic—Orangeman and
Unionman—io consider with regard to 2l these
matters which is the real duty they owe to God,
their country, and each other. (Applause.)
And now, gentlemen, I have done.j T trust that
nothing T have said has woeunded the suscep-
tibilities of any of those who have listened to
me,: God knows 1 have had but one thought in
wldressing these observations to you, aud that
is tu ke the most of this exceptional ocen-
sion, and to-trke the utmost advantage of the
good will with which 1 know you regard me,
in order o elleet an objeet upon which your
own happiness, and the happiness -of future
generations so greatly depends.”

KID GLOVES.

The importers and manafacturers of
kid gloves in the United States seem at
the present moment to be subjected to
the most serious trouble by the action of
the custom house oflicers of New York.
A general re-appraisementof leather gloves
lias been ordered, and a great deal of
wrangling is the consequence of the mea-
sure.

In the case of the Alexandre Glove, in
that of the Porinot, as well as in the case
of the Trifousse glove, the merchant ap-
praisers have given their decision sustain.
ing the importers on the oviginal invoice,
on the basis of 42 francs for two button
ladies' gloves. 'They have not written a
report, but have contented themselves
with stating most emphatically that, with
the ecvidence bLrowght before them, no
othier course was possible. The general
appraiser persisls in adhering to his for-
mer decision, and raises the invoices {from
42 francs to 52 francs. - A long report on
the suject from the general appraiser has
been placed in the hands of the collector,
whose decision is anxiously awaited by
the importers.  The kind of gloves (two
bution ladies’) invoiced at 42 {rancs
($8.20) per dozen, is quoted in prices cur-
rent in New York $18 per dozen for Al-
exander's and Tréfousse’s, and though the
duty may be high, custom house officers,
not aware of the perishableness of the
article, have been unable to reconcile the
invoice with the selling price, wholesale.
- Perhaps the best way to avvive at either
the correctness of the invoices or the ap-
praisoment of the officer would have been
to find out  at what price gloves of the
same description and marks, their con-

- sumption being quite large, werc entered

into the Dominion. Unfortunately gloves
do not appear in the Government statis-
tics'ns n separate article. They ave likely
included (a mere supposition on our part)

what he stated in his address at Brockton,
and we therefore most willingly withdraw
our charge that he “publicly reeanted
his opinion’’ on that occasion,

OQur criticism was intended for the
authoy of the Essay in the British Quar-
terly, and was not so much directed against
his opinion, as against an incorrect state-
ment of facts. We admit that the essayist,
writing, no doubt, quite conscientiously,
hias deseribed the transaction very mueh in
the same terms as the press of the party
hostile to Sir John Macdonald, and we can
have no doubt that the English and
United States press have adopted that
view. We find, for instance, that a parva-
graph from the London Werld is going the
rounds of the press opposed . to Sir John
A. Macdonald in which we find these
words: *Everybody remembers the
Pacific Scandal, and the way in which
conlracts were turned lo accownt tnbribing
conslituencies.”

We cited ina former number a passage
from the article in the British Quarierly
which weshall reproduce :—*"I'he gentle-
«man who had been promised, or at least
“expeeled the contract for the Pacilic
¢ Railway,” and we pointed out that # the
gentleman ' was one of & number wholly
unconnected with him, who obtained a
charter in accordance with provisions pre-
viously sanctioned by Parliament, and
that “the, gentleman’ had no benefit
whatever and could obtain none greater
than his colleagues, to not one of whomhas
it ever beenimputed that he was {o obtain
a valuable contract, and in point of fact it
was not in the power of the Government
to confer any pecuniary benefil on Siv
Hugh Allan. - Ab the very time thabt we
have been required to consider this sub-
jeet, we have reccived a copy of o new
work entitled ¥ & Yopular History of the
Dominion of Canada,” by the Rev. Wm,
11. Withrow, author of “A Schiool Wistory
of Canada.” . We have no doubt that Mr.
Withrow is strictly impartial, and that he
has been anxious to write truthfully. 1t
is wholly out of our power at present fo
offer any opinion on the merits of this
history, which we have only been able to
glance at in the most cursory manner, bug
we turned to the history of the Pacific
Railway transactions witha view of ascer-
taining how a calni spectator of passing
events would narrate it.  We found a fair
account of the incorporation ; of the
rival companies: the ¢ Canada Pacific,”
with Siv Iugh Allan at its head, and the
Inter-Oceanic, with 1lon. Senator McPher-
son as its President, after which the
author thus | proceeds: ‘The Govern-
“ment was authorized by Act of Parlia-
“ ment to give the contracts for building

¢ the road to either company, or to the two
# companies amalgamated, or to any com.
“pany distinet from either that would
“undertake the task, A subsidy of
% 830,000,000 and a grant of five millions
“of neres of Jand in alternate blocks along
¢ ihe line of railway were algo to be given
‘{0 the company constructing the road.”
Now, although in the foregoing paragraph
it is clearly explained that Sir Hugh Allan
was only one of o company, yeb it might
possibly be inferred that the company
was to be a syndicate of contractors to
construct & public road for the Govern-
ment instead of an ordinary railway com-
pany incorporated to obtain capital to
construct and worls o railway on their own
account. However, the author proceeds
to announce that o charter was at length
granted to a new Canada Pacific Railway
Company, that the president was Sir Hugh
Allan,and “ among the directors seventeen
“in number were members of both the
“former companies and - representative
“men from the different provinces of the
“Dominion, fogether with sceeral leuding
“ dmerican capitalists?  The last words,
which we have italicized, are notoriously
incorrect, and’ yet they are embodied by
an impartial writer in a carefully pre-
pared- history. We could scarcely pro.

~duce stronger evidence of the total mis-

conception as to faclswhich prevailsin the
public mind. The further account ol the
historian is not only important but truth-
ful. Ile gives o Lriel history of the pub-
lication of Sir Mugh Alla's letters, of the
consequent charges, and of the defence,
winding up as follows: “ Intenso partisan
¢ feeling prevailed throughout the Dom-
¢ inion, and by a large number of persons
¢ the case was prejudged and the Govern-
“ment already condemned.” The pro-
ceedings at the adjourned meeting of tho
Ilouse are fairly reported, including the
disallowance of the Oaths Bill and the
determination of the Government to issue
a Royal Commission of Bnquiry. There is
an omission to state that in the fivst in-
stance the Government proposed to con.
stitute the committee appointed by the
Tiouse - the commissioners, the object

being {o procure testimony on. oath in

accordance with the decision of the House,
and by the committee selected by itself.

The appointment of the Commission, con-
. 3

sisting of Judges Day, Polette and Gowan,
is noticed, and the refusal of Mr. Hunting-
ton to appear and .cross-examine the
witnesses summoned in accordance with
his own list. It is admitted that ¢ the
“ testimony of these withesses scéemed-
“ considerably to mitigate the burden of

‘“the charges,” but ¥ the Opposition press

‘““ complained that there was no cross-

‘% examination of the witnesses, and the
“ Ministerial press charged the Opposition
“with seeking evidence in a surrep-
“ titious and’ underhand manner. Party
“feeling ran very high, and mutual
“ recriminations were very severe.”
The report of the Commission was con-
fined to o statement of the evidence, and
gave no opinion upon the validity of the
charges. Of course the Government wasnot
responsible for the non-attendance of 3Mr.
Huntington, nor for the failure to cross-
examine. 1t has never been pointed out
that any different course could have been
followed by the Covernment. The com”
mittee had no power to exainine on oath,
the bill was disallowed, and, it’ there had
been any desire for fair play, the commit-
tee should have consented to act on the
Commission so as to overcome a difliculty
not caused by Sir John Macdonald or his
colleagues.  On the whole Mr. Withrow's
history, with the exception of the impor-
tant error to which woe have called atten-
tion, and which, strange Lo say, was never
advanced by the Opposition press so fur as
we know, is very impartial, and conveys a
correct account of what took place in Par-
linment. The report of the Commission
seems to have been treated from the fivst
by the Opposition as wholly worthless.
We have thought it desirable to direet at-
tention to Mr. Withrow’s history in con-
trast {o the avticle in the British Quarierly.
The important fact cannot Le disputed
that the corporators, thirteen in num-
ber, of whom Sir IHugh Allan was only
one, received no valuable consideration
whatever, except what Tarliament had
agreed should be given to the company
which would undertake the construction
of the road. We may make one further
remark, which is that we scarcely thinle
that there is an intelligent man in the
community who would ot consider it
most advantageous. to the Dominion if
such an arrangement as that proposed by
Sir John Macdonald's Government, for the
construction ol the Pacific Railway could
be made now. Whether it ever could
have been successfully carried out_ is ex-
tremely doubtful, but effectual means
were taken Lo ensure its failure.

BUTITTER.

It may surprise some. people {o learn
that butter, sweet, fresh and palatable,
such as we' described last spring in a
“series of articles on butter-making, is now
selling in Montreal at 40 cents per lb. re-
tail... We have bought it.and eaten of it ;
and the guests of the Windsor: hotel also
eat of it daily. The article is made but a

- few miles from the city, and the maker
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cannot supply half the demand. A dealer
in Morrisburg, Ontario, who usually sup-
plies a few families in the city with choice
butter, writes us that he cannot obtain a
package‘ of batter fit to eat. Our readers
are well acquainted with the faet that the
wholesale quotations given in this journal
are too low to pay. Unfortunately itis too
true. Bub what can people expect ? Agri-
cultural producers are no wiser in the
management of their dairy products than
in their cereals. They will not exort
thenselves  sulliciently to make a fivst-
class article of butier, and they will per-
sist in holding on to it with that dogged
perseverance more. commendable in its
strife with the obstacles of the primge-
val forest than in its contest with
the world’s markets. ‘he poorer the
article of butter, the poorer it is o keep.
Whatever be its quality it should be sold
as soon as it is yeady for the market. We
trust that the deep-seiling system will
receive more atiention ab the hands of
Aairymen and {armers the coming season,
All the butter made in Canadn should
bring from 23 cents to 30 cents per lb-
The articles we quole from 6 cents down
to 16 cents these days are all made from
the same] ingredient, pure cream, that
eoes Lo make what sells wholesale at 38
cents per 1b.  Much of the former will be
lield over till next spring, when, as was
the case last season, it will again sell for
the price of axle grease. Of course, aftera
good article has been made, much depends
on the packing. The choice butter we
refer-to is put up -in rolls and packed in
large cases divided into compartments,
with o large receptacle for ice in the
centre. To those who plead the excep-
tionably hot summer as an excuse for the
inferior. quality of the butter made this
season, we would cite the following fact :
On the recommendation. of the Morris-
burg -dealer veferred 1o, the. writer
baught a package of superior butter in
May last which lasted throughout the
months of July and August, and was just
as sweet at the end of the latter month as
when first ‘tasted. The butter cost 22
cents per 1b., and received no exceptional
care, being taken from the tub according
as it was required for use..

FIAT MONEY.

Such is the designation by which Gen-
eral Buller wishes the new currency,
which with the aid of the communist
Iearney he hopes to palmupon the people
of the United States, to be known. The
prevalent distress in the Uniled States
has produced a kind of epidemic mmong
the people, and as protection has not
been found an eflicient remedy, the ex-
periment of an inconvertible paper cur-
rency has found a large number of advo-
cates.  As we have more than once had
occasion Lo point out, it is to Le Lkunenied
that such wide diflerences of opinion on
matters of detail prevail in the United
States among the advocates of a sound
and convertible currency. It is but a
shovt {ime since the supporters of a con-
vertible paper currency were at issue on
the question of’ the standard of value, one
party contending that gold alone should
be the standard, while another still more
numerous was in favor of a bianetallic cur-
rency.  Unfortunalely, as we think, the
latter were victorious in Congress,although
at the luropean Conference they mel
with signal failure.

A party has latterly been formed which
is i favor of ‘the abolition of National
Bank notes, and the substitulion of an
uniform greenback currency.  But here
again there is o wide conflict of opinion.
Many of the advocates of greenbacks
would insist on their couvertibility, and
there is much to be said in"favor of their
views. At present  the Nuational Bank
notes are secured by a deposit of United
States bonds,and as the banksaresubjected

“to heavy taxation’in cousideration of their

profits on cireulation, it is not impossible
that they might be induced voluntarily to
surrender a privilege which cannot be
very profitable. It is most unfortunate
that there should be any division at such
o time as this among the advoeates of a
convertible currency. We fear that there
can be no doubb that the adherenis of
Butler and Kearney are favorable to an
almost unlimited issue of inconveriible
greenbacks.  The avowed object is to find
employment for those who are popularly
known by the name of # tramps ;’ and the
niode of accomplishing it which has been
suggested js by the nation embarking in

oxtensive public works so as to find em.

ployment far laborers who would be paid
in inconvertible greenbacks, which would
of course diminish in value with every
new issue, just as they did during the Civil
War, and as.the.Assignats did.in France
Quring the revolution in the last century.
1t is ‘singular enough  that Americans

'speculating on the cause of this new party

movement should attribute it to “the
“ general discontent arising out of the hard
“times, and for which certain voters in
“ Loth parties are disposed to lLold their
“old party leaders responsible.” Wo
learn from our exchanges that  the term
“f fiat? is tuken from the Vulgate account
“of the Creation, und that, as the phrase
“fiat lux means ¢let there be light, so,
“in the modern application of the word,
it means ¢ let there be curreney: '  Ifthe
subject were not so serious, much amuse-
ment might be found in General Butler's
speeches, but with universal suflrage and
a distressed population ublerly ignorant
of the ruinous consequences which wounld
result to them from the establishment of
an - inconvertible currency, the subject
is one of deep interest to our neighbors,
andof considerable importance to Cana-
dians, whose dealings with them are so
considerable. ‘T'he greenback party has
sprung up suddenly into esistence and
influence, and there are serious misgivings
as to its suecess.  Ieretofore, there was
reason to hope that the popular delusion
on the subject of tho currency was confined
to the Western States, but the indications
of late are that the people in the Bast
have caught the epidemic, and that the
revolutionists may give much more trouble
than was expected.

— A new discovery by which it is possible to
make sugar {rom Indian corn and sorghum
attracts in the United States much attention
and already o great deal of, spree (in news-
papers) is devoted to - the development of the
new industry; even in Canada some progress
towards the establishment of a refinery-of the
new product is reparted. Que Windsor cor-
respondent writes that some capitalists fromn
the United States are fitting up a sugar vefinery
at Walkerville, the sugar to be made from
corn, steam heated in vacuum-pans, n hew
process said 1o be very successful and atrendy
working in Buflalo where the same firm of
capilalists are producing largely.  Another pro-
cess seems also to be used, the extraction of
sugar from the corn stalks: Dr. Collier, chemist
of the depurtment of agriculture, has for the
past two weeks been experimenting on a large
seale in the manaficture of erystallized sugar

* from corn-stalks and sorghum. The nggregate

weight of corn-stalks used was 11,237 pounds,
and the weight of sorghum 13,958 pounds. The
weight of juice from corn-stalks was 2,773
pounds, and from sorghum 4,963 pounds. The

-specific gravity of corn-stalk juice was 10.54,

and that of sorghum juice 10.58. The percent-
age of juice in the corn-stalks as they come
from the. fiefd was 24,68, and the percentage of
sorghum 335.56. From 2,571 pounds of corn-
stalk, the juice yiclded 382 pounds of s_yrup', and
4,355 ponnds of sorghum yielded 680 pounds of
syrap.
The mill used in these
experiments ‘was an indifferent ‘one and. the
sorghum was in smalt stalks. Better results
would have been reached had the stalks been
larger. - Dr.. Collier says he is satisfied that
there is not a famer in’the country who ean-
nat rely wpon results 50 per cent. greater than
In these
cases he obtained a good crystallized sugar.

Toe Ovsver Trave.—The Summerside Fro-
gress says:—The price of oysters has been
exceedingly low, all along, and there is very
little prospect of a rise.  Times are hard every-
where, particularly in - the large cities of the
Dominion, and the amount of oysters consumed
has fallen ol greatly. Shippers cannot now
afford 1o pay move than eighty cents per bar-
rel.”
