A new anpouncement is made by
the reglstrar in regard to the return-
ing to civillan M’ of the men of
ages 20 to 22 who after being called
to the colors are found to be of lower
medical categories than A. The new
order states that the men must be

found relow both medical category A -

and B in order to be granted their
release. The men of ages 20 to 22
who on re-examination after reporting
are placed lower than A or B will be
given thirty days' leave of absence by
the military authorities and for that
period will remain under military
Jurisdiction. Be‘ore tnhe ending of
the thirty days the registrar's office
will issue an exemption certificate
marked, “Until services are required.”
These men may be ordered up for
another re-examination at any time,
and if placed in A or B medical cate-
gory, may be ordered to report to the
oolors.

THE DAY’'S EVENTS REVIEWED

PLUMS, CHERRIES, PEARS
PROMISE BIG CROP

So far as the blossoms are any in-
dication of the extent of the prospec-
tive crop, both the quantity of bloom
and the favorable weath conditions
at the period of blossoming would ind{-
cate a bumper crop of plums, cherries
and pears, states the well-known fruit
grower, E, D. Smith, of Winona. Apples
and peaches also have plenty of bloom,
but peach trees are hurt seriously
in some sections by the winter, tho not
apparently in the main peach beit.

Apples are just coming into bloom
and there is a profusion of it, but they
have to pass thru the blossoming
period, and I have seen a very poor
crop from a very profuse bloom. More
depends on the weather at blossoming
time than all other causes combined,
continued rains preventing the proper
fertilization of the blossom. This week
and next will largely decide the ques-
tion of the apple crop.

Strawberries and ragpberries will not
be in sufficient supply no matter how
favorable the season may be, ahd very
high prices are anticipated for these
important crops.

MEDIEVAL FAMINE '
y WILL CUT SHORT WAR

London, May 21.—"1 feel confident
that the time is at hand when fam-
ine — stark, medieval famine — will
join the entente as a political ' and
military ally against Germany and
Austria,” the correspondent’ of the
Dajly Mail telegraphs from Anne-
mashe, in France, near the Swiss bor-
der.

Among the incidents given in sup-
port of the story of terrible want is
the case of two prisoners of war em-
ployed at the gas works in Vienna
who, he declares, were mundered by

“The
health of many is such that they can
hardly stand, to say nothing of work,
and things are getting worse every
day. Even the soldiers do not have
sufficient Zood.” .

POLICY OF SINN FEIN
TO LEAD TO DISASTER

Dublin, May 21.—~John Dillon, the
Nationalist leader, in an interview
today, emphasized the divergence be-
tween (1is party and the Sinn Fein,
whose policy he declared to be “wrong
and foolish and bound to end in dis-
aster.”

Mr, .Dillon said he still believed in
a . friendly settlement with Great
Britain. He adhered to the declara-
tion of the late John E. Redmond,
made at the outbreak of the war, that
the “cause of thie allles is the cause
of freedom.”

In an appeal %o the American people,
Mr. Dillon said that the Sinn Fein had
been supplied with unlimited financial
resources from New York, and ‘he
urgently asked all those of Irish blood
in the United States to support his
party a8 against the Sinn Feins.

CANADA'S TRADE
SHOWS DECREASE

Falling Off o’f.ABéut Three
Million . for  Month
of April.

Ottawa, May 21,—A Aecrease of ap-
proximately three million dollars in
Canada’s trade for the month of April
as compared with same month A year
ago is shown hy the monthly irade
statement issued from the customs de-
pastment. The grand total of Cana-
dian trade last month, the fizwt month
of the fiscnl year, was $151,318,149,
while in April, 1917, it was $154,320,-
026, Total fmports last month,
clusive of coin and buMion, ware $78,-
023,941 and1 domestic merchandise ex-
pcrted amounted to $71,161,652. ' Cor-
responding figures for “April, 3917,
were imports $86,807,809 and exporis
$065,145,449.

Dutiable goods imworted into Can-
ada during April, 1918, totaled $44,593,-
023 and free goods $34,030,918. Last
year, during the same month, dutiable
goods imported totaled $44,786,638 and
free goods $42,021,171. Duty scollected
lagt. month amounted $13,847,227,
as against $13,875,485 in April, 191%.

A great increase in the export of
egricultiural products over April a
year ago is shown. Last month do-
mestic agricultural products to the
amount of $30,216,948 were exported:
while a year ago these only totaled
$11,443,161 during April. Last month,
however, there was- a formidable de-
crease in the value of manufaciured
articles exported wWhen compared with
