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The Heavyweights Took Part in the
Budget Debate Yesterday.

The Ex-Mintster of Finance Administered
a Strong Castigation, Which Was Ably
Replied to By the Minister of Trade
and Commerce=Then tho Veteran
Leader of the Oppesition Took a Hand
and Made Mr. Fielding Wince—Mr,
Paterson llas the Floor.

Ottawa, April 12.—(Special)—It was an
exceedingly siim House which Mr. Speaker
faced when he took the chair this after-
noon, there being less than 40, members
present, The evening trains, however,
brought in a fair number, so that there
was a respectable gathering at the night
sitting. = Although the audience which lis-
tened to Mr, Foster this afternoon was
not large, lack of numbers was fully made
up by ‘the warmth of the applause with
which the Congervatives greeted the points
that the ex-Finance Minister so effective-
]y drove home,

The Premfer was present in his place
and Mr. McCarthy put in his appearance
after a lengthy absence from Parliament-

ary precinets. :

Sir Charles Tupper said he was glad to
gee the Premier in his -place again, The
House would like to know the present posg-
{ion of affairs regarding the fast line.. -~

Sir Wilfrid expressed his acknowledgment
of the kind words uttered by the Opposi-
tion leader. He promised to make a state-
ment regarding the fast line to-morrow.

Bir. Fester on the Budget.

Hon. Mr, Foster rose to resume the bud-
get debate and was greeted with Opposi-
tion applause, He expressed his acknowl-
edgments to the Government for permit-
ting the discussion to be adjourned until
to-day, Some time he might be able to
return the compliment to Mr. Fielding.

Taking up the speech of the Finance
Minister, he thought it would have been
wiser if Mr. Fielding had confined his con-
gratulations to.the condition of the coun-
try, and had hot mooted the results of
Liberal policy. He could agree with Mr.
Fielding in the main as to the general
condition and progress of the couatry, He
commended the Finance Minister's action
in placing the loan on the market last
year of half per cent, lower than the two
preceding loans, He disagreéed with him,
nowever, in his unfortunate remark that
it was an experiment. In fixing the Inter-
est at two and a half per cent,, he was
tollowing a long and sate line of prece-
dents, it would have been a blunder to
have placed the loan on the market at 3
per cent. In 1884, when the rate of in-
lerest was dropped ‘from 3% per cent., the
guin in che rage was G-24ths per cent. ‘Iu
1888, when the rate was reduced from 3%
to 8 per cent, there was a gain of 20-24ths
of 1 per cent.; while in 1597, when the
rate of interest was dropped from. 3 ta 2%,
there was a gain of 7-24ths of 1 per ecentl,;
so that, although thé loan of 18)7 was a
good one, it was not as good as the pre-
ceding one, The-loan or 1892 was sub-
seribed for six times over; that of 1897
was only subscribed for twice over; so
that, whiile they might justly laud the
credit of the country &aud feel satistied
with Mr. Fielding's loan, it coubl sut be
said that it was an experiment, (r the
best loan ever put on the marker,

~  The Reduction of Interest.

Cognate to this question was the pro-
posed reduction of interest on savings bank
deposits, He thought it would have been
well if the Government had left the rate
of interest at 3 per cent. [Applause.] To
him it was plain the Goverument would
Lave rested there if their interests, or lack
of bravery had not counselled them to the
course which they had taken. Mr. Fielding
had given the excuse that he wanted the
bank’s to borzow more cheaply than they
otherwise would be able to do. The Minis-
ter of Finance was altogether wrong when
he said the savings banks were established
to furnish places of safe deposit, They
were established to encourage thrift and
saving. [Hear, hear.] Why should the
Finance Minister be so concerned for the
banks, when he refused to do justice 1vo
the small savers throughout the country?
By what rule could Mr. Fielding justify
his flying to the rescue of the banks an
refusing to help the thrifty throughout
Canada? Why should he pay 27% per cent.
interest in London and refuse to pay that‘
much by 3% per cent. to the mnney-lervldc:rs‘
of cur own country? [Applause.] Where
was there an enlightened and advanced
country in the world that would withdraw
$1,500,000 of interest from her own peo-

le and put it Into the pockets. of money
enders in foreign countries? Looking at
the question from every standpoint, he
thought Mr, Fielding had made a serious
mistake in reducing the rate of interest
on savings bank deposits. [Applause.]

Necessities Compelled it.

It was the necessities of the situation |
which had compelled the Gavernment to
do this, They did not dare to put on extra
taxation, so they decided to take it out of
the savings of the people. [App]nu‘se,]
Where were all the professions of the Gov-
ernment regarding economy? In 1895 Mr.
Charlton had boasted that the Liberals
conld effect savings to the extent of $5,-
000,000 without impairing the efficiency of
the public service, while in Toronto Mr.
Laurier had thought it possible that the
expenditure could be reduced two or taree
million dollars per annuin. Sir Richard
Cartwright, in 1&)6. thought an expenditure
of $28,000,000 a disgrace and a shame to
the Government—a thing utterly unjustifi-
able—and yet In this year the Government
brought down estimates far exceeding this
sum,

The Debt Record.

Take the debt record of the two Govern-
ments. From 1800 to 1896 the average In-
crease in the. debt was $2,652,000 per an-
num: in the first year of Liberal rule $3,-
041,163, while the increase fm-_olght months
of the current year was $4,500,000. Take
the taxation record of the two Governments
From 1892 to 1806 the customs revenue
averaged $19,830,684.  This year Mr. Hold'-
ing estimated it at $21,000,000, and 1‘? 1899
it would still be $21,000,000, or $1,200,000
greater than on the average from 1802 to
1896, from customs alone. Besides the
amount that was to be screwed out of the
savings of the thrifty, there was
to be new taxation placed on the
country on the pretext of helping
gister colonles in distress. [Applause.]
The proposition was made to raise the
taxation on refined sugar, and then with a
great blare of trumpets to say to the. W est
Indian colonies, we will let you In at the
preferential rate.

Mr. Fielding could not say how much the
increased importations of West Indian su-
gar wotld be, but he (Mr. Koster) would
venture this predietion, that the tnereased
duties on sugar would net the Finance Min-
ister revenue to the amount of from $250,-
000 to $400,000, How splendid, then, It was
to help the West Indian colonies in their
struggle, and at the same time squeeze this
additional taxation out of the country and
give no adequate relief therefor! [Ap-
plause-]

Question of Expenditures.

Take the question of expenditures. From
1892 to 1896 the average expenditure on
account of consolidated fund was $36,850,-
000, an expenditure which the Prime Min-
ister. when he was not Prime Minister,
thought could be reduced two or three mil-
lHon dollars. and Mr., Mills thought four

his word? - By expending in 1807 $1,400,-
000, and this year he proposed .to expend
$2,124,000 more_than was expended in 1898,
Although the Government had violated all
their pledges, Mr. McMullen still supported
them. [Laughter.] What was the big police-
man from Ontario doing? He (Mr. McMul-
len) had been paraded In the columns of
The Montreal Star by a Grit Minister from
Ontario as the man with a huge ¢lub' who
would stand before the Minister of Public
Works and compel him to redeem his pro-
mises to reduce the expenditure. The
policeman was off his beat, and had evjdent.-
Iy thrown up the sponge. [Laughter.)
Elther Fools or Knaves.

. One of two things was apparent. Either
the Liberals were rooung the people when
they made these promises, or eise they did
not know what hey were talking about.
Up to this time there had been an“evasion
or violation of pladges, and this year the
Minister of Kinuncé comes forward with a
repudiation of the pledges the Liberals had
!x_mde. Mr. Fielding in his speech had'said:

1 think honorabie’ gentlemen theémselves
will admit that it will not be possible to
continue the expenditure on the same basis
as that year (meuaning 1806-1887),"" #o that
it was evident the Government was not go-
ing to cut down the expenditure by ihe
one, two or three millions they had promis-
ed. Mr, Fielding had dellvered a glowing
panegyric on the success of the past year,
4 year in which the Liberal policy had no
more Influence and no more effect than
if they had not sat in the House. In the
items of the products of the mines, the
forests, animals and their produce and agri-
cultural products. the-exports had increas-
0\:1 by $17,000,000, but not in a single case
was this the result of Liberal policy, as not
until within two' months of the close of
the year had the Liberals propounded- the
policy. Indeed, for the first ycdr the Gorv-
ernment did not know what course to adopt,
and they. thought it well to wait a year to
see If they could agree amongst themselves.
All the time . they were breathing out
threatenings and siaughter against the in-
dustrial institutions of this counfry. They
left the tariff alone for ome year, to the
great confusion of business and the dis-
couragement of capital while they made up
their minds. [Opposition applause.]

Faced Both Ways,

In this new tariff the Government facded
both ways as usual. As Introduced it was
an open policy; as explained it was a pra-
ferential policy towards Great Britain; as
further explained it was a preferential tar-
iff towards Great Britain and the’ favored
nations; as carried out it was a tariff car-
rying a- reciprocal offer to all, and applied
to foregoing nations, plus the Netheriands,
Japan, and dear knows how many other
countries as well. Still they heid that the
favored nation’ treaties should not apply:
thus the offer was.open to the world, and
Great Britain, it was hoped, would take
advantage of it. Indeed, Sir Richard made
the definite statement tnat there were !0
be no restrictions in the policy of seeking
world-wide markets. As time went on 1t
proved that the whole schemeé was unten-
able. The decision of the Imperial authori-
ties was that the preference couid not be
exclusively extended to Great Britain, al-
beit the opposite contention put forward
by the Liberals was a veéry plausible ar-
ticle for consumption in England during
the year of Jubilee. But the people of
Great Britain soon waked up to the fact
that half the nations of the world were
included. Last year the Liberals were all
for open and extended trade with every
nation. of = the globe, on the prindple
preached by them for year8 and cousc-
created by Sir Wiifrid acceptance of the
.Cobden medal,; To-day they have closed
the circuit and they  confine théir one-
L aid preference -movement: to Great Bri-
tain -and cerfain  coloniés as. against the
world, and that without any compensat-
ing. reciprocal advantages.

The Sixty Millton Market.

And ‘what of the great market of six{y
millions. as ‘to which SIr Richard Cari-
wright declared that Great Britain and
2ll and every other market in the world
were but a makeshift? What have the
Liberals done for <Canada after all their
fiseal wanderings? They had received
nothing in return for concessions of free
corn, one-half reduction on the dron du-
ties and large reduction in coal; they had
turned the other cheek to the people of
the United States and had been smitten
upon that side also. What had they got
from England, and what would they get
from West Indies in return for their ‘re-
misslon, of 25 per cent.? Nothing. There
had not even been an attempt to enhance
the markets of those countries for one
Canadian product. There could be no
strengthening of brotherly bonds between
two countries whefe it was all give ¢n
I!Je one side and take on the other. The
Government had got nelther reciprocity
nor compensation; they had got no new
markets. Indeed, Sir Wilfrid had in-
structed the British people ot to give us
a preference in that market. Now, w
could the advocates of the great and
growing principle of ‘inter-Imperial preier-
ential trade go to the Britizh public and
ask for the imposition of a slight prefer-
ential duty on food products for Canada's
benefit? They had opened no new mar-
kets, rather had they antagonized the for-
eign markets of the world.

The Warning to Protectionists.

The Minister of Finance In his budget
had warned the manufacturers that ﬁm
diys of protection were numbered, that
eternal vigilance must be the price of
future protection. Surely that was the
most stupid and malevolent statement a
I“nance Minister ever made; for its ten-
dency was to cripple the present indus-
tries and prevent capital being embarked
in new ones; and it was a threat to the
manufacturers that they must be not oniy
eternally vigilant but . eternally subser-
vient, [Hear, hear].

The Broken Pledges.

In what respect had they carried
their pledges to reduce the number
Cabinet Ministers; .to reduce the Civil
Service expenditure; to discontinue rail-
way subsidies? The number of Cabinet
Ministers had been increased as the ex-
renditure had been; there had been no
Civil Service reduction, even if ¢here had
been numerous changes ;while the rallway
expenditures had been gimply unprece-
dented. The country had been asked to
pay two. millions last year in the Crow's
Nest deal, in return for the control of
the C. P. R. freight rates in that district
and so as to keep the +trade of It for
Canada; and this year it was proposed to
buy that reduction and control of freight
rates at the price of a charter which
would -throw the trade of that district
into American channels. Then there was
the deal with the Grand Trunk and Drum-
mond County Kailways, which the Gov-
einment was ready to rush through last
session, but which the Senate stopped.
and thereby saved to the country the sum
of $500,000, by which the Government
had since bettered its bargain.

The Yukon Deal.

And what of the Yukon Raillway deal,
rushed through in secret and without re-
gard to the wholesome principle of com-
petition by tender, at the price of half a
kingdom in goid lands in what the Min-
isters themselves described as a gamble?
Again, the country had been saved by the
Senate. Then, as to the independence of
Parllament, about which the Liberals had
been so punctilious in opposition: had we
not the spectacle of a inember sitting be-
hind the leader of the Government, with
the promise of a Governnorship in - nis
pocket, voting for measures of which he
did not approve, and when the fulfilmeut
of that promise was delayed, kicking so
Jjong and so hard that he was rewarded
with a judgeshup? And what of the Pre-
mier’s promise of a railway subsidy which

Horrors of the Klondike Have Not
Been Told by Correspondents.

Mr, L. B. Hamlin, C.E., sund s Com-
panien Were Victims of the Greed for
Gold —Many Going in Will Never Re-
turn and Others May Get Back Only to
be a Burden on the Country—Uncle
Sam Will Get the Most Gold.

The following is an extract from a letter
received by Mr. David Henderson, barris-
ter, from a friend in Victoria, B.C.:

“We are beginning to see the horrors of
the Klondike, but the true ' reports are
not printed. A Seattle steamer brought
down 40 corpses last week and on Satur-
day last a Victorian came from Dawson
bringing the sad news of the death from
exposure of L. B, Hamlin, C. E., and his
companion, He was a neighbor of ours,
and left home last October upon Govern-
went work. Dr. Richardson, son. of Dr,
Richardson of Toronto, has a small hospi-
tal in Dawson City. He did all possible
for him, but without avall,
this greed for gold, We see it here in all
classes going out to this cold region, Many
will never return; others will probably
come back to be a burden upon the coast
cities, You will say I have not much faith
in the Yukon, I have not, The merchants,
contractors and hotelmen will make their
fortunes aund there - will be left to Can-
ada a lot of useless inhabitants, although
it is said after the first wash-up there
will not be less than 20  tons of gold
brought down. The most will go to the
United States.”

Republican Members of the Foreign
Affairs Comm ttee So Decide.

Every Point ‘y- Considered Fully Before
the Decistofl Was Reached—The Reso-
Jution Will Pass the House Before the
Sun Sets To-Day, Giving Authority to
the President to Intervene by Armed
Force to Secure Peace in Cuba.

Washington, D. O, April 12.—*“The Presi-
dent s authorized, directed and empowered
to intervene at once to restore peace on the
Island of Cuba and secure to the people
thereof a firm, stable and independent Gov-
ernment of their own, and is authorized to
use the army and navy forces of the United
States to secure the end.”

This substantially is the resolution agreed
upon by the Republican members of the
Foreign Affairs Committee of the House to-
night. The meeting was held at the resi-
dence of one of the members and did not
adjourn till a very late hour.

Before finally deciding upon the wording
of the resolution as given above, the com-
mittee carefully considered several other
forms, Information was conveyed to the
cemmlittee, however, that a strong reso-
lution was demanded and several] mem-
bers, headed by Mr. Smith of Michigan,
made the contest for the resolution that
was finally agreed upon,

It is now the purpose to pass the resolu-
tion before the sun sets to-morrow. Debate
will be limited to four ‘or five hours. The
House leaders have determined upon this
course in the bellef that it will strengthen
both at home and abroad the position to
be taken. It Is said that, If necessary, a
continuous sitting will be had in the Senate
in order to secure*final action during the
legislative day of Wednesday.

’rof. Morse Stephens

‘Rev. George M, Wrong Introduced Prof.
Morse Stephens, Cornell University, as the
lecturer of tne afternoon. His subject was

‘“The Teaching of History in Secondary |

Schools,” He had thus examined almost
innumerable methods of teaching history.
English methods were conservative; United
States, radical.

The lecturer considered the subject un-
der the following heads:

1. Why Saounld History be Taught?

2. How Should History be Taught?

8. What History Should be Taught?

Mr. Stephens said he had experience of
the teaching of history in the secondary
echools of England and In the United
States. He had been a member of a eom-
mittee of seven to investigate the teaching
of history In secondary schools of the Unit-
ed States. He protested agalnst history be-
ing taught for patriotism, because, as a
rule, a country’s history as contained In
text books was warped. Such teaching
would lead to jingolsm. History was learn+
ing that mistakes have happened in the
past, and, better, can be rectified in the
Bresent. It was a worse mistake to teach

istory to inculcate high ethical ideas. Such
teaching was apt to twist groper historical
principles and do harm ethleally. History
should be taugat, because it brings into the
life of the present the sense of the continu-
ity of the past.

ericans were apt to be somewhat pre-
judiced ns to the past, They neglected to
understand that they were the resultant
of world-wide forces, The committee advo-
cated the teaching of English history -In the
United States. istory shows how the pre-
sent grew out of the past. Institutional
history should be carefully studied in Can-
ada, that students mlﬁht be good citizens.

¢ base of npational history In Canada
chould be Jn English history. English ine
stitutions, past and present, explained Cana-
dian institetions. ational history  should
be' the final vesult of all historical teaching.
He concluded by pleading for .a trained
teacher of history,

The Pre-Kaphaelite Movement.

Fred H.°Sykes, M.A., Ph.D. read a pa-
per upon ‘‘i'he Pre-Raphaelite Movement
and the Poetry of the gsettis,Morris and
Swinburne,”” This movement denoted a set
against conventionality and ugliness, and
in- favor of sincerity o0f observation and
fidelity of execution, with love of beauty
as an end and aim in {tself, It drew its
direct inspiration from Itailan painters,
prior to Raphael, hence its uame,. 'fhe
movement was both literary and =artistic,
The minds of Rossetti and Morris ‘.ere
turned to mediaevalism and romance,

Itossettl’s poetry began in the expression
His favorite figures
and scenes are mediaeval in tone and sen-
timent,  His most successful poewns were
the immediate impulse of old ballad poet-
ry. His philosophy of life was subjective,
morbid and hopeless.

A short sketch of Christina Rossetti, sis-
ter of the former poet, was given, She
belonged to the same school as her brother,
She lived a secluded life in London, and
wrote of love, death and religious ideals.

With regard to William Morris, the lec-
tarer sald romantic ideas influenced his
writings, His poetry at first "was an es.
cape from the ugly present. He was algo
a moral decorator and Soclalist.

Swinburne delighted in beauty and had
a certain hopelessness of view toward the
present and the future of man. His main
charm was rhythm.-. His conception of life
was Imury. His mannerisms were often
amuging. Nevertheless, Swinburne was a
very great lyric poet, .

The address was followed by a serles of
illustrative views of portraits of the Ros-
settls, Holman Hunt, Millais, Burne-Jones,
Morris and Swinburne, together with spe-
cimens of frescoes and paintings, The ar-
tistic work of Willlam Morris was shown
to great effect.

Natural Selence Seeifon,

A good attendance greeted this session
in the aftermoon, "After a few remarks
from the president, W. H. Pike, M.A., Ph.

Toronto, F, W. Merchant, M.A,, Lon-
don, read an admirable paper upon ‘Ad-
vances made in the Teaching of the Scien-
ces during the past Ten Years, with Sug-
gestions for Fucure Improvement,” A re-
view was made of the character of the
teaching staff in Ontario, To-day, only
specialists are In charge of the science de-
partinents of the collegiate institutes.
Pralse was given to the Unliversity of Tor-
onto for its excellent scientific equipment.

The paper asked for a committee to be
appointed to study the amount and charac-
ter of the science teaching in the elémen-
tary schools of other countries.

This paper was followed by a clever one
upon ‘‘Calcium €arbide,” by J. A, Griffin,
B.A,, 8t, Catharines. He gave an account
of original " work dome, and showed how
acetylene gas was made from this carbide.
After pointing out a few mistakes in the
High School text-book, the lecturer gave
several experiments- showing how calcium
carbide is used.

Classical Association.

one's best efforts. He exhorted the teach-
ers to take heart again, and find in child
training the greatest opportunity of use-
fulness,

Af.ernoon Lectures.

Prof, William Dale, late of Toronto Uni-
versity, lectured upon *‘The Last of the
Great Roman Historians’—namely, Amian-
us Marcellinus, who is the historian of the
period from 240 A.D. to 410 A.D.

Prof. W. Gardner Hale of the University
of Chicago spoke of ‘*Certain Points in the
Study of Latin.” He referred to pronun-
elation, moods, and order. This lecture was
characterized by originality, clearness and
energy.

Th~ Evening's Reception.

The Education Department was a glare of
gorgeous light shining out of eauch and
every window in the building last nighe,
when His Honor Sir Oliver Mowat
held a reception in the ampitheatre of th
Normal School. .

After a general presentation to the Lieu-
tenant-Governor, the entertainment began
by an address from Hon, George W. Ross,
who surpassed himself in saying pleasant
things to the vast gathering before him.
Mr. Ross promised to cut off the primary
certificates from the 1ist of professional
standards. This statement was received
with cheers.

SIR RICHARD’S REPLY.

The Member for South Oxford Criticlses
Mr. Foster’s Arithmetic and
Assertions.

Sir Richard began his reply by rallying
Mr. Foster upon his slip in arithmetic by
alluding to the Liberal term of, office as
2 12 years iInstead of 20 monthsjp but
doubtless the time seemed long to Mr. Ios-
ter. His was ' not an easy task in critielz-
ing ‘the Budget; but he (Sir Richard) did}
like to see a good -min, struggling with. ad-
versity. He admitted that luck had favored
the Liberals. He proceeded to quote figures
to show that the Uonservative expenditure
of 1895-6 had béen curtailed for party pur-,
poses, ‘and that the Liberal expenditure
had been largely attributable to Tory obli-
gations.

Mr. Foster's estimate for 1806-07 was
$38,458,000, as against Mr. Flelding’'s est!-
mate for  next year of $39,125,000;
But in this latter amount there were three
new changes for which Mr. Foster had no
corresponaing items, They were rental to
G. T. R. $210,000, Yukon administration
$396,000, I, C. R, operating expenses $560,-
000, or a total of $1,166, To make the
comparison a fair one this amount should
be deducted from Mr. Fleldlnxz"' estimmares,
leaving the net amount at $57,950,000, or
about $400,000 less than Mr, Koster's es-
timates, the last year the Conservatives
were In office. [Ministeridl cheers.]

Ax to Saviugs Bank Interest.

In regard to the reduction of the inter-
est on savings bank . depcsits, there was
much to be said on_ both sides. lIe was
Fostar had not” dealt
with the matter falrly, In 1804, when
the return was brought down, showing
the number of depositors in the Gorveru-
ment banks and the amounts to their cred-
it, it appeared . that twd-thirds of ' the
whole amount of tLé deposits was hell by

of $1000 per. head, Men who could deposls

deserving of the paterual eare of the Gov-
ernment. “ The cost 67 working the savings
bank system, brought up the rate of in-
terest to about 2% pee cons,, so that the
Canadian depositor was not discriminate
against., If Parliament desired 1o sce th
interest on farmers’ mortgage lowered, or
manufacturers get their loans at a lower
rate, there must be a reduction in the rate
of Interest _allowed to depositord in’ the
Government banks.

The Zollverein Treaties.

After reviewing the trade situation,  Sir
Richard. took up rhe expazrience of 1the
Government with the Belglan and German
treaties.

He admitted that the Home authorities
had decided ngulust the Canadian conten-
tion, but he had no nesitation 1n saying
that the Imperial authorities were wrong.

THE CITY SIDE-TRACKED AGAIN,

Once more the suit against the Con-
sumers’ Gas Company has been side-
tracked on a mere technicality. This
is \extremeiy aggravating, especially after
our being assured by the lawyers prose-
cuting the case that the Privy Council
would decide the suit on its merits. The
only judge who has given an opinion on
the merits of the case was Mr, Justice
Ferguson, before whom the action
originated. He reviewed the evidence
and his judgment was favorable to the
plaintiff in every particular, The lattay,
he found, was entitled to relief, and
he indicated the lines along which re-
lief should be afforded. ¥rom the
Trial Judge the case went to the Appeal
Court, which allowed the appeal, and
dismissed the action on the ground that
the plaintiff had no cause of action.
From the Court of Appeal the case was
sent to the Privy Council, which now
sustains the Court of Appeal in its
finding that the plaintiff had no cause of
action. The case is exactly where it was
when it left the hands of Mr. Justize
Ferguson some 8 or 4 years ago. 'The
only progress made in that interval is
that we have been judicially advised of
the fact that the city corporation is
the only body that can dnstitute an action
against the company for non-compliance
with the Act of 1887. No individual
gas consumer has that right. We would
like to hear what the City Solicitor and
the special counsel engaged by the city
have to say in defence of their action
in sending the case to the Privy Council
in its defective shape.

Two courses are now open for us to
pursue, and one or both of them must
be followed: We can either enter the
case de novo with the City of Toronto
as the plaintiff, or we can appeal to the
Legislature to amend the Act of 1887.

The provision in the Act to secure re-
ductions in the price of gas seems to be
clumsy and more or. less unworkable.
It would not be dificult to improve on
the Act in this respect. It is the duty
of the council to approach the Legis-
lature next session and apply for un
amendment to the Act, setting out the
rights of consumers more specifically,
and removing the ambiguities that make
the company almost absolute masters of
the situation. In addition to bringing
the case before the Legislature the City
Council must enter a new action with
the cify corporation as the plaintiffs.
In spite of the two reverses: we have
experienced in the conduct of the -ase,
the fact still remains that the only judz-
ment which has been rendered on the
merits of the case is in favor of the con-
sumers. If a new action is entered by
the city, we will then be right te-hni-
cally, as decided by the Privy Council,
and the law and the facts will be favor-
able to us, as decided by Mr. Justice
Ferguson.

“THF BULGE.”

There is a story on record of a Cana-
dian who had occasion to travel on the
Colorado River from ¥ort Yuma up to
certain localities in Southern Newvada.
He had much conversation with a
western “Colonel” on board the steamer,
and, as the latter passed along the banks
of districts inhabited by Indian tribes,
their good and bad qualities came to
be frequently discussed. The Colonel
had no use for the racqm and was de-
cidedly of opinion that “the best
Indian was a dead Indian.” Our fellow
countryman, on the other hand, pointed
outt the different estimate formed of
them in Canada, and was of opinion that
they might be utilized. “Why not,” he
enquired, “make soldiers of them in the
szme way as England has done with the
Sikhs and ‘Goorkhas?’ “What!” ex-
claimed the Colonel, “arm the Indians!
No, sir! I don’t want any Indian, good
or bad, behind a Winchester rifle to have
the bulge on me.”

There are various methods of allowing
the enemies of civilization to have the
“bulge” on divilized Governments. In
India at the present time it is permitted
by means of a false system of educa-
tion, and in England something of the
same sort is conceded to foreign powers
by injudicious legislation or erroneous
fiscal systems. When the British
Government permits the building of war
vessels in the private dockyards of KEng-
land for strengthening foreign fleots,
and actually permits their purchase by
the American and other Governments,
it becomes a question as to whéther, in
this way, the English are not allowing
foreigners to get “the bulge” on them.

It might also be shown that, in com-
mercial matters as well, England has
unduly conceded advantages to her
foreign rivals. In censequence of this
her mercantile fleet has become to
demoralized that it fails to furnish her
navy with that abundant supply of
excellen seamen, which she formerly
was able to command. It.is indeed a
question worth the closest consideration
of the Home Government, as to whether
the time has not come to refuse to allow
foreign nations to have ‘the bulge” on
the British Empire any longer, either in
military, naval or commercial respects.

THE EXPERIENCE OF SHEFFIELD.

On Monday, March 21 last, the City
of Sheffleld, Eng., municipalized the
electric light and power service by buy-
ing out the property of the private com-
pany operating in that city. Sheffield
now owns its own street railway, its own
waterworks, its own gas works and its
own electric plant. In referring to the
purchase of the latter by the city, The
Daily Telegraph “rejoices in this further
extension of mumcipal control over
great public affairs.” The experienze of
Sheffield ought to be conclusive as to the
advantages to be gainéd by the municipi-

lization of public services: ™he more of

these services it has the more does it
geek to acquire. The city is making
money from its gas works, its street car
gystem, its water supply and it expects
| both to make money « from supplying
! electricity and to sell current cheaper
!than any private company in Great
| Britain,

SPRING EPIDEMIC OF STRIKES.

Following the Bertram Trouble Comes
That of the J, D. King Company
—=Mr. King's Statement.

There seems to be a spring epldemie of
strikes. Bertram's men, realizing that thelr
employer will not advance their wages,
have im a good many instances returned,
although a dozen places have been filled
with new men,

Now the Shoemakers

Yesterdany morning a portion of the em-
ployes of J, D, King' & Co. struck because
two men belonging to the union were dis-
charged, as the men say, on account of
their union principles becoming known tu
Superintendent Brown,

I'ne men received an order to strike from
the Grand Union, and no action was taken
tzll yesterday morning, when the men
notified Mr. J. D, King that unless the
discharged men were reinstated tbey would
strike at 5 o'clock. .

Upon this a bulletin was posted, giving
notice that the shop would ghut down at
12 o’clock for stock-taking, whereupon the
men went out at 11.30.

Mr. King’s stotement.

On being questioned as to the cause of
the strike, Mr. J. D, King said: “This has
been the fourth strike we have had- in
twenty years. There was one three years
ago, and we have had a free shop ever
since, and there is no trouble as to wages.
Three months ago agitators from the otbher
side stirred the men up and they got them-
selves into a union.

“We discharged a couple of men a week
or ten days ago, for bad work, and some
of the men came down and wanted them
put back, which we were not prepared to
do, This morning I was walted on by two
men with a paper. The two discharged
men worked, one as a bottom finisher, and
the other on the Goodyear machine, The
latter, Charlie Littlefield, has been in every
strike since he was a boy, and he was
formerly in the habit of coming down late
to work, We let them go on accowunt of
bad workmdnship; the fact of their be-
longing to a unien has nothing to do with
it, though- the men think so, and when the
strike came I resolved to take stock at
once, as I have been trying to do for the
last two months.

““There are about forty-three of them, be-
longing to the tolp flat, the best paid men In
the shop, and suppose they got into a
vnion and 'partly wanted to show thelr
power—rather got swelled heads.

““This is the fourth time they've tried to
rout me out of Toronto, and if I can’'t
work here peacefully I'll go somewhere else.

Saperintendent Not to Blame

“They are all talking abont Superin-
tendent Brown being to blame: but It Isn't
Brown, it's# this imdividual,” said Mr.
King, as he tapped himself.

“It is sald the men don’t get along with
Mr. Brown.”

“No, they do not, because Mr. Brown
wants good work; he is ratber tasty and
part.culap; and very liable to charge the
men for damaged work.”

“You don't think he is over striet?”’

“T do not.” sald Mr, King; *“if I thought
g0, I would check him.

Mr. Brown instructed some
of the men to find ont who were the lead-
ers in forming the unfon, and as a resnit
two of the employes were discharged; the
two were Messrs. Whitfield and Glockiey
who have bteen in the employ of the rnrm
twenty and five years respeci'vely, These
men had nothing to ao witn *Le forming
of the union, and this, together with the
proposed new bill of wages, ifvus th: sole
cause of the strike.

Roughs, Toughs and Jingoes Want to
: Fight Right Away.

But the Best People Think Wckinley s
Not Far Astray in His Polloy=—Mr. Ru-
doiph Forgetof Montreal las Been in
New York and Tells What He Found te
be the State of Opinion  There-Other
Montreal News.

Montreal, April 12.—(Special.)—Mr,
Rudolph Forget, the well-known broker,
has returned here from New York, and
in an interview said: ‘“You would be
quite astonished to see the differences
in the appearance of the war and the
anti-war people in greater New York.
The roughs, the toughs and jingoes of
all nations congregated in New York
demand armed intervention at all cost.
In fact, they shout, shriek and pull
their hair, and call upon the President
and Congress to open hostilities without
any further delay. These are the people

who spend their last five cent piece in
buying The World and Journal, .and as
a matter of course their never-ending
cry is war against Spain, Now for the
other side of the medal. The best people
you meet with, Mr, Iforget states, aré
against war and they believe P’resident

cKinley, who fully understands the
gitnation, will do all in his power to

avert it. He also appears to have the

confidence of the business men of the
country. :

“But it war does come?

“Well, .I was told that if war docs
take place there would be no panic. The
greater part of the securities are in
the hands of good solid men, and a8
they realize the resources of the republie
there will be no rush to unload,and there
will in consequence be no panic.”

Mr. Forget was told however, that
the suspense was working a good deal
of harm to business, although it may be
better in the end, for, in view of a

possible stringency later on, most people;

are economizing, and a great many of
those who intended going to Europe will
stay at home. This will have the effect
of keeping a great deal of money ,in
the country that would have otherwise
gone into foreign pockets.

Death of Rev. Dr, Jenkins.

A cablegram was received in the city
this , morning announcing the death of
the Rev. John Jenkins, D.D., pastor
Emeritus of St. Paul’s Charch (Presby-
terian) of this city.

This committee
does not present itself on’ the occasion of
a grievance only, but goes yearly to Mont-
real, no matter what are the relations be-
tween the management and the employes.

This year, however, the Trainmen’'s Asso-
clation appears to have a number of griev-
ances against the management. Tbe tele-
graph operators have formed a union and
are seeking recognition as such. The opeca-
tors in the large offices complain that thelr
day’s work is too long, nearly 12 hours
and the operators at country stations objec{
to being compelled to do other work besides
telegraphing, such as performing the duties
of baggageman or switchman.

The engineers, firemen and, conductors all
appear to have a joint grievance against the
trainmasters and mechanical superinten-
dents over the different divisions of the
road. The men are perfectly willing to as-
glst the management in getting all the
work out of a locomotive that it is eapable
of, and do their best to make the same time
with a train of 20 cars as they do with a
train of 16 cars, but, ' in the event of a
failure, they do not expect to be harshly
dealt with by the officials. Some of the
officials in the mechanical department have
been rather severe in thelr dealings with
the employes under them and the engine-
men wFll formally eomplain of the treat-
ment they have rTeceived at the hands of
one particular official, ns)po(ntod by the
pew management, and will make a deter-
mined effort to have him removed from his

Proceedings of the Twenty-Third An-
nual Meeting of the Association.

Reselutions Passed Reafirniing Adherence
to the National Policy, Alse as to Reect-
procal Tariffs and an Insolveney Act—
Election of Ofiicers—Admirable Address
of President Karn,

The twenty-third annual meeting of the
Canadian Manufacturers’ Assoclation was
held in thelr offices in the McKinnon
Bullding, in this city, yesterday. Mr. D.
W. Karn occupled the chair and Mr. J. J.
Cassidey was secretary. The latter made
a verbal report, showing the condition of
the assoclation and the circumstances that
surround it at the present time.

The President’s Address.

President Karn delivered an address, the
wmore important points of which were as
follows: *

The objects for which this association
exists are worthy of the support and effort
of every person engaged in manufacturing
enterprises, namely:

1. To ensure by all legitimate means the

ald of both public opinion and Govern-
mental policy in favor of the development
of home industry, and the promotion of
Canadian manutacturing enterprises,

2. To enable those in all branches of
manufacturing enterprises to act in cen-
cert as a united body whenever action In
behalf of any partlcular industry or of the
whole body is necessary.

3. To maintain Canada for Canadians.

Canada’s Unlimited Resonrees.

The manufacturing industry of our coun-
try is probably the most important factor
in the development and opeul:dg up of the
vest resources that are stored in abund-
ance throughout this Canada of ours, and I
will venture the assertion that there is no
country in the world to-day .that has the
unlimited resources that Canada has to
supply materials of every description and
kind for its manufacturing Industries, If
this be a fact it is most important that
the manufacturing . interests be carefully
watched and jealously guarded by wise
legislation, aided by the combined and unit-
ed efforts of such an organization as the
Canadian Manufacturers’ Association.

We have reason to belleve that manufae-
tures, as well as all other classes of busi-
ness, have entered upon more progressive
and prosperous times, which we are pleased
to recognlze. The abundant blessing of
Divine Providence: has been present in a
merked manner—the bountiful harvest sur-
passing all former years, with iInereased
Prloes. has been one of the chief factors
n restoring confidence. This has caused an
increased demand for manufactured goods,
thereby making it possible for manufactur-
lmz industries to largely increase’ their outs
put. .

Tha Politieal Aspeet.

We are pleased to note that, so far as the
political aspect of the case presents itself,
regarding @ reasonable. amount of protec-
ticn to the industries of the country, this
has been fully recognized and conceded by
both litical parties, so that practically
there is union where there had been strife
snd conflict, and but few radical changes
have so far been made In our tariff to dis-
turb trade. Canada for Canadians should
be the one important aim in all our legis-
latiom—the watchword given to all our re-
presentatives in legislative halls,

Situated as we are, adjoining the United
States, so long as that country places a
tariff upon our products, we are asking
nothing unjust or unreasonable that they
should be asked to pay a like tariff charge
on all their goods entering Canada. Pro-
tection does not make home-made goods

any dearer, for home: competition brings.

prices down to the lowest possible level
above cost of production, the benefits de-
rived from it being the preservation of our
heme markets for our own people.

Long Credits.

One of the greatest drawbacks the manu-+
facturer has to contend with to-day, under
the present condition of things, is the sys-
tem. of long credits. In certain lines of
manufacture this applies more particular-
ly than to others. Just iow to remedy the
¢vil is 2 problem difficult of solution, The
severe competition has, no doubt, led up
to this system of trade. If some united
actlon en the part of those who are affect-
ed by this matter of long credits could be
taken, possibly a change for the better
might_be brought about. Another condition
of things very much to be desired Is to
create a sentiment on the part of our
people to buy Canadian-made goods, It
this could be accomplished it would tend to
develop our manufacturing industry as no-
thing else could do,

An Insolvency Law.

At the present time there are efforts be-
ing made to place upon our statute books
an Insolvency law, 1t is not my fntention
to discuss at any length the merits or de-
merits of such a law. The arguments that
may be advanced In its favor may
strong, but to my mind the arguments
against it are equally as strong.

n conclusion, permit me to say that the
outlook for the future of our country is
bright with hope for its manufacturing In~
dustries, and may the Canadian Manufac-
turers’ Assoclation, by their mutual efforts
and zeal, ever be one of the chief elements
contributing to the successful future of our
country. "

We belong to a great Empire, the greatest
that has ever existed upon the earth, and
as a part of this Empire we are destined to
become a great people. Therefore, let us
be trune to our best interests, loyal to our
country, our institutions, and one another.

The Nattonal Pollcy.

Whereas from its geographical position
and commercial environments the prosper-
ity of the Dominlon of Canada deprnd?
largely upon the maintenance of a fiscal

policy which will foster our agricultural, |

mining, commercial and industrial enter-
prises, and which will make the interests
of Canadians paramount to those of for-
elgners by preventing this from being made
a slaughter market for the surplus products
of forelgn countries; and

Whereas the observance of such a policy
gives confldence and stabillity to capital
and enables our artisans to obtain wages
far in excess of those which prevail in
Kuropean countries, and which keeps them
in the country, by the payment of wages
which enables them to live in comfort, and
which provides a home market for many
lines of agricultural products which can-
not he exported; a Follcy which also at
tracts foreign capital and inaugurates in-
dustries by inducing those who desire to
participate in the benefits of our market
to manufacture their products here; a pol
icy which encourages and develops inter-
provincial trade and produces amongst the
people a_feeling of security, of national
pride and a commercial and industrial in-
dependence highly conducive to the wel-
fare of the whole people, without which
we can never attain to the acme of nation-
al prosperity; and

Whereas the revival of the mining in-
dustry in this country has given an im-
petus not only to agricultural but to many
other Industrial enterprises, as nearly
everything used or consumed i{n the m!ning
regions has to be brought from outside
sources;

Therefore, be it resolved that this asso-
clation desires to again place jtself upen
record that in its opinion the prosperity
of the country imperatively demands the
continnance of a fixed and definite poliey
of protection, from the general principle
from which there shall be no deviation, In
order that our agricultural, mining, com-
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mereial and other industrial enterprises
may participate in its general prosperity,
As to Reciproeal Tartfis,

While heartily commending the Dominion
Government for their desire to confine the
scope of the preferential tariff exclusively
to the Mother Country and the British col-
onles, this assoclation is strongly of the
opinion:

1. That our preferential tariff should not
be extended to any colony unless such cdl
only accords to us a tariff preference in
its market equivalent to the discrimina-
tion allowed by us in its favor.

2. Where our minimum preferential tarif
is applied, the minimum rate -of duty
thereunder should be high enough to pro-
tect existing Canadian industries from the
competition of countries having lower
priced labor, cheaper raw materfals and
capital, and ‘whose long-established indus-
tries give them great advantage over those
of Canada. .

3. That although the minimum preferen-
tial tariff has already been extended to
Great Britain without any corresponding
rretorence to Canada, we would strongly
mpress upon the Dominion Government
the necessity of obtaining reciprocal con-
cessions from the Mother Country as speed-
ily as possible. .

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THE GAS CONPANY'S APPEAL

P T

Mr. Johnston Got the Worst of it
From the Law Lords.

Fuil Text of the Judgment Dellvered by
the Privy Comneil in the Case Which
Has Been Followed With So Mueh In-

¢ by T ians ~The Argamonts
Advanced Reviewed.

The judgment of ‘the Privy Council In
the case of J. T. Johnston, against the
Consumers® Gas Company, appears in full
below: N e

The appeal was from the judzment of
the Oourt of Appeal, reverstug the deci-
sion of Mr. Justice Ferguson at the trial,
which was in favor of Mr, Johuston vpon
all peints. The decision of the law lords
is practically upon the lines of ‘that ef
the Court of Appeal, and hols, as did tke
Ontario court, that AMr, Johaston, o him-
self and his company, had no right of
action. The judgment was read by ‘Lord
Macnaghten, and esncurcred in'by the Lord
Chancellor, Lord Watson, Lord Morris and
Sir Richard Couch. It reads: |

The respondents, the. Corsumers’ Gas
Company, of Toronto, were incorporated
in 1848 by an act of the Parliament of
Canada, 11 Viet, cap 14, The preamble
of the act stated that She great ind in-
creasing extent of the City of Torouto
and the great demand for a cheap und
effective mode of. light'ng the streers aund
places of the clt{; as well as the houses,
shops and other buildings therein, render-
ed it desirable that more tham one com-
pany should be established for the purpose
of rurnishing a further suppiy of gas for
lighting the cit It also stated that the
corporation of Toronto had signified their
ussent to the establishment of thé coni-
pany and to their having the necessary
powers connected with the establishment
and construction of the necessary works.

What the Complaint ¥ us,

The appellants, who were plaintiffs in
the action, complained that they had been
overcharged by the company for gas con-
somed in the business of the Toronto Type
roundry Company, Limited. The appel-
lant, Johnston, is the managing director of
the Type Koundry Company, and the per-
son with whom the contract for fhe sup-
ply of gas was made,

The plaintiffs sued on behalf of them-
selves and all other consumers of gas fur-
nished by the Consumers’ Gas Company,
They did not name or indicate any par-
ticular sum as the amount of overcharge, |
nor did they suggest that they had paid
more than they had contracted tp %:l,).
Their case was that the Gas Company had
violated or mneglected obligations imposed
upon the company by an fct passed in
1887 and entitled ‘“‘An act to further ex
tend the powers of L sqnsumers’ (Gas
Company of Toronto,’’ alleged that
if those obligations had been fulfilled some
reduction would Have been made im the
price of the company’s gas. They Insist-
ed that the company’s accounts from the
date of the act of 1 shouldl be: reviewed
and Tecast by the Chancery Division of the

igh Court of Justice, And they claimed
that the Gas Company should be declared
to be trustees for them of all sums found
to have been misapplied by the company,
and which ought to have been allowed to
the plaintiffs in reduction of the priee of
gas, . .

Gas Company Dzmurred,

The Gas Company demurred generally
but the demurrer was ordered to stand
over to the trial, In the medantime the
parties agreed upon a special case setting
forth a number of figures, which, however,
were not to be binding on either party
in case the court should think fit to diréct
a reference. On tHe special case and
the pleadings the court was asked to de-
termine in the first- place whether the
plaintifis or either of them had a right
to maintain the action. In the event of
that question being' answered in the -af-
firmative a variety of points were guggest-
ed for the consideration - of the court in
relation to the comgany‘,l accounts and
the conduct of its affairs,

The trial judg}c{ held the plaintiffs en-
titled to relief. e thought the suit prop-
erly constituted He pronounced an elabor-
ate decree containing ten declarations on
the points suggested by the special case,
and directing no less than 15 separate 7io-
.counts, with the view of ascertaining the
true position of the company having re-
gard to the requirements of the act of
1887. The accounts to be taken would, he
said, “necessarily be accounts comprehend-
ing the whole business of the defendants
done since the passing of that act, includ-
ing the surplus profits in the hands of
the defendants at the time that act was
passed.’”

Gas Company’s Appenl.

The Gas Company appealed to the Court
of Appeal for Ontario, The appeal was
ullowed and the action was dismissed with
costs, From this decislon the present ap-
peal has been brought It was admitted
ut the bar, very properly, that the plain-
tiffs were not entitled to sue on behalf
of other consumers of gas furnished by
the Gas Company, and that the action
must he treated as brought by them In!
their individual capacity, The only ques-|
tion argued was whether the Court of Ap-f
peal for Ontario were right in holding that
the plaintiffs had no cause of action.. The
answer to that question must depend sole-
Iy on the act of 1887. It was not suggest-

ed that the action could be maintained
on any other ground, There is no dispute
as to the circumstances under which the
act of 1887 was passed. The capital of
thé company had been increased under the
authority of various enactments.It stood at
the time at $1,000,000. The dividends had
reached the statutory limit of 10 per cent.
and the shares were at a premium. Tne
Gas Company applied to Parliament asking
that the capital might be doubled. They
proposed that the additional $1,000,000
should be allotted to the existing share-
holders at par. The Corporation of Toronto
opposed the bill on the ground that the
shareholders were not entitled to so large
a us, They insisted that advantage
should be ‘taken of the oprortunlty to se-
cure a reduction In the price of gas. Ne-
otiations then took place between the Gas
‘ompany and the Corporation and the act
passed was the result of a compromise.
The Act of incorporation.

It is not necessary to state the provi-
slonis of the act in any detail. Whatever
the facts may be their Lordships assume
for the purposes of this case that the com-
pany have not fulfilled their statutory obli-
Botions. The act autborized the company
to increase their capital to a sum nor ex-
ceeding $2,000,000. All new shares were (0
be sout by auction. All sums received on
sales over par ‘value were to be addeéd to
the reserve fund until it equalled one-half
of the paid-up. capital. The reserve fund
was not to exceed that dinmt, and it was
to be drawn upon only for cerialmr purposes
specified in the act. Another fund was to
be created and maintained by the company
to be called the ‘Plant and Bulldings Re-
newal Fund.” To it were to be charged
“all ysual and ordivary renewass and re-
pairs.” The act then goes on to provide
that any surplus of net profit from any
source whatever after the payments therein
mentioned and the establisnment and matu-
tenance of the Reserve L*und and the Plant
and Buildings Renewal Fund shall’ be car-
ried to a special account, to be known as
the ‘“‘Special Surplus Account,”” and it de-
clares that ‘‘whenever the amount of such
surplus is equai to 5 cents per thousand
cubic feet on the quantity of gas sold dur-
ing the preceding year the price of-gas shall

ced for the then current year at
feast five cents per thousand cubic feet to
all consumers.’” After these provisions
gmre comes a clause which seems to their
ordships to have an important bearing on
the question before them. It is in the fol-
owing terms: ‘9. The company shall give
no less than two weeks' written notice vy
registered iletter to the Mayor of the City
of Toronto for the time bemg of the time
of commencing the annual audit of the
books and accounts of the company, and
it shall and may be lawful tor an auditor
to be appointed by the Mayor of the Cor-
poration of the City of Toronto, should ne
deem it advisable to make such appoint-
ment, to be present at such annuai audit,
and for the purypose of verifying the com-
pany's annual statement to have access at
the company’s office to all books, accounts
and papers necessary for such purpose.”
Rights tn the Case.

It cannot of course be disputed that the
Gas Company is under an imperative obli-
gation to create and maintain the several
runds specified in the act of 1887, in ac-
cordance with the directions of the enaect-
ment. Nor is it open to doubt that the
machinery of the act was designed for the
benefit of all the company’s customers. At
the same time it Is to be observed that no
pecuniary penalty 1s Imposed for default,
nor is a right of action expressly and in
terms given to persons aggrieved.  Now,
it .is perfectly 'true, as was observed by
Lord Tenterden, that if a statutory ‘‘obli-
atfon is ereated but no made of enforcing
Sts performance is ordainmed, the common
faw may In general find a mode sn.l_tod to
the particular nature of the .case.’

(Doe. dem. Bishop of Rechester v. Bridges,
1 B. & Ad. 85%. But it i equally true
that the question, whether an individual
who J& one of a class, for whose beneiit
such an obligation is imposed, can eaforce
performance by an action at law, must de-
pend, to use rd Cairns’ words, ‘‘on the
purview of the Legislature in the parti-
cular statute, and the language which they
have there employed.’”” (Atkinson v. New-
castle Waterw« Company, 2 ex. Dlv.
441). Tt is esy $Puly s0, as His Lordship
ovbserves, when che act in gfiestion is not
an act of public and general ley, but
s rather in the nature of a private legis-
Iative bargain with a body of undertakers
incorporated for whicn Parllament con-
siders of public or general utility purposes.

History of the Legisintion

We know the history of this legislation.
It is difficult to suppcse that the Gas Com-
pany would wittingiy have consented to
place themselyes at the mercy of every
consumer who might fancy he was paying
more than the company was entitled to
c¢harge. On the other hand, a Chancery
suit, involving all necessary and proper
scecounts and enquiries, is at best not a
bandy mode of obtaining redress for a
trifling overcharge in a gas bill. Some
reople might think the cure avorse than
the disease. At any rate it may be doubi-
ed whether a remedy which is commoniy
supposed to be neither expeditious nor eco-
nomical would have commended itself to
Parliament as the best way of protecting
ordinary householders and ordinary shop-
keepers from the rapacity of a wealthy
and powerful company.

, What About the Security ?

What, then, was the intention of the
Legislature? What security was provided
to ensure the observance of the statutory
requirements? The answer is to be found
in section 9. The Gas Company was ori-
ginally established with the assent \of the
Corporation. The Corporation were \ large
customers, If not the largest customer, of
the company. The ratepayers ' therefore
were interested in keeping down the price
of gas. On behalf of their constituents
and on behalf of the public the corporation
ceme forward to oppose the bill of 18S7.
Theéy procured the insertion of clanses de-
signed to cheapen the supply of gas. They
obtained awthority to check the company’s
accounts. They were given the fullest
power of investigation. If they should find
the company wilfully disobeying the Act
of Parllament they certainly would have
no difficulty ia compelling obedience by
process of law. To them and not to every
individual customer who may fancy him-
self aggrieved, Parliament has confided the
duty of seeing that the act is obeyed.

There seems to be no reason to suppose
that the corporation have neglected the
duty which they vomuntarily undertook. It
appears by the company’'s balance sheets,
annexed to the speclal case, that in every
Vear except the year immediately preceding
the commencement of the action, the co:-
poration appointed an avditor, who exam-
ived. verified and signed the accounts.
The accounts for 1803 are not signed by an
auditor on behalf of the city. No explana-
tion Is given of the omission. It may be
that the corporation thought it unnecessary
to examine the accounts for that year, or
they may have considered it was not de-
sirable, as it certalnly was not required
by the act that their officer should give
his formal sanction to the c¢ompany’s ac-
countg. However that may be. whether
the corporation have or have not been re-
miss, It seems to Their Lordships to be
perfectly plain that no undividual customer
can have a right of action against the com-
pany for non-compliance with the provi-
sions of the act of 1887. The present ac-
tion is entirely misconceived.

Their Lordships will therefore humbly
adwvise Her Majesty that the appeal shouid
be dismissed. The appellants will pay the
cost of the appeal.

©Of Lake Superior, Mr, Laird Thinks, Gold
Deposits May be Found.

Mr. W. H. Laird of New York and form-
erly of Toronto and Port Arthur, writes
The World as follows: “I would like to
‘eall the attention of explorers and those

in search of mineral lands to a region that
has been but little looked over, and which,
on account of its access.bility and the pro-
bability of finding gold, deserves atteniion
—I refer to,the north shore of Lake Su-
perior. Until the Michipocoten excitement
I am ‘told, there had been scarcely any
exploring In this region for fifteen years.
In the early days the district recelved
some attention in the search for silver and
copper. Gold was found then at several
places, but little attention was paid to It.
There is no reason why the exertions of
the explorer should not be rewarded for
150 miles west of Michipocoten as well as
in that neighborhood. And as the steamer
Telepain makes the trip along the shore
from the Sault twice a week, he can be
carried to any point desired in comfort.
There are fishing stations all along the
shore, where provisions can be had at very
reasonable rates. Very little land has been
taken np, so here is an extensive field that
offers as good a chance of finding gold as
any at comparatively little expense and on
account of its easiness of access, with but
few of the hardships that attend exploriug
in other parts of the province.”

A MILLION IN DIVIDENDS,

A Spamnish Lead Mine Whose Example
Many Canadian Mines Follow,

The course of the lead market during the
past few years Is well reflected in the divi-
dends of the Linares Lead Mining Co.,
which is situated in Cordoba, Spain, and
is under British management. The history
s«0f this enterprise should prove of interest
to World readers, and especially to those
interested in the silver-lead, producing
mines of the Slocan. in British Columbia,
In 1862, with lead at about £9 per ton, the
company could pay only 214 per cent. divi-
denas.  During the next years, 1893, 1804,
1895 and 1808, the dividends rose to 15
per cent., 16 per cent., 27 per cent. and
33 1-3 per cent., and during the year 1897,
the dividend was increased to 44 |per cent.
The capital of the company is £45,000, and
it mines and smelts about 6000 tons of 7
per cent. carbonate ore yearly. The com-
pany has been In existéence since 1852, but
was first made into a limited company in
18¢3. Since the latter date the sum of
£273,000 has been distributed in dividends.

CARDINAL TASCHEREAU DeAD

The Esteemed Prelate Passed Away
At 6,20 Last Evening.

He fiad Been Confined to Fils Room For
Many Months, and Spinal Disease Was
the Cause of fils Taking Off-A Noble
Member of An Excellent FambMy, Mon
ored In Life and In Death.

Quebee, April 12.—Cardinal Taschereau
died at 6.20 p.m. .

Preparations nave been begun already
for the funeral, which will take place on
next Tuesday morning.

His ailment was spine disease, accom-
panled by an over-worked brain, and His
Eminence had been confined to his room
fgor six months,

His Eminence Elzear Alexandre Tasch-
ereau, Cardinal Priest of the Roman Cath-
-oltc Church and Archbishop of Quebee, was
descended from Thomas Jacques Tascn-
ereau, a gentleman who came to New
France from Touraine, France, in the early
part of the seventeenth century, and whose
descendants have occupled some of the
wost prominent positions in the public,
udicial and eccleslastical life of Canada.

he Cardinal’'s grandfather was the late
Hon. Gabriel Elzear Taschereau, a man of
the Lower Canada Legislature, while nis
father, Hon. Jean Thomas Taschereau, was
a Judge of the King's Bench of the same
province, His mother was Marle, daugnter
of the Hon. Jean Antoine Panet, first
Speaker of the first Assembly elected in
the Province of Quebec. Born at Ste. Mame
de la Beauce, 'P.Q., Feb. 17, 1820, he was
educated at the Quebec Seminary, after
which he spent 16 months (1836-37) travel-
ing imn_the Upited) Kingdom, and in Bel-

fum, France and Ttaly.- On his return to

uebec, 1837, he entered the Grand Sem-
inary, and having foflowed the preseribed
course in theology was -ordained priest sn
his native parish, Sept. 10, 1842, He re-
mained in the Seminary, first as a professor
and afterwards as director, 20 years, and
while thetre compliled several educational
works for the use of the ftudénts, none of
which, however, havé been printed. While
styll dlscharging his duties at the seminary
he volunteered for service to attend the
sick and dying Irish immigrants at Grosse
Isle during the prevalence of the ship-
fever, 1847, and was himself prostrated by
the disease. In 1854 the future Cardinal

went to Rome, where, after two years, he
took his degree of D.D. In 1860 he was
elected Superior of rhe Seminary, and pe-
came ex-officio Rector of Laval University,
an. institution in whose interest he after-
wards journeyed to Rome on two occasjons,
namely, in 1862 and in 1864. In 1869 he
attended Archbishop Balllargeon during the
sittings of the Vatican Council, as his sec-
retary and theologian. He had previously,
in 1862, been appointed a Vicar-General of
the Archdiocese. The duties of his several
offices he continued to discharge up to the
death of his venerated predecessor in the
Episcopate, October, 1870, when he was
chosen as his successor.- Dr. Taschereau
was duly consecrated at the Basilica of
Quebec by the late Most Rev. J. J. Lynch,
Archbishop of Toronto, March 19, 1871, and
forthwith entered. upon his duties., As six-
teenth Archbishop of Quebec, one. of nis
first efforts was directed towards frecing
the College at St. Anne de la Pocatiere
from its financial difficulties. After seven
Yyears’' labor, with the - assistance of uis
clergy, whose zeal and generosity in this
as in other matters he was always
glad to acknowledge, he succeeded. Soon
after his elevation His Grace went to
Montreal as Apostolic Delegate to imquire
into and report upon some unforeseen dif-
ficulties arising out of the erection of cer-
taun parishes in that eity, and, at the end
of 1872, he proceeded to Rome with a view
of procuring a final settlement thereof. In
the same year he founded in Quebec the
Hotel-Dieu .du Sacre-Cour, a hospital which
has since become a great local benefit. He
also adopted measures for the reconstruc-
tion of the church at Ste. Anne de Beau-
pre, a shrine which for 250 years has been
the Mecca of devout pilgrims seeking re-
storation of health. _In the following year
he began the construction of a seminary at
Cbicoutimi;: In 1874 he took part in the
two-hundredth anniversary, of the founda-
tion of the Episcepal See of Quebec: In
1873 and in 1878 he presided at two Pro-
v.nelat Counclls: in 1879 he enlarged the
curriculum of the College of Levis, by giv:
