London, Oct, 17.—(Chicago Record: Spe-
clal,)—Jntense Indignation prevails amoyg
British engineers and manufacturers, be-
cause of the report to the effect that
Major Girouard, Lord Roberts’ director of
South African rallways, intends to give
Americans the inside track over Britishers
in the matter of orders for locomotive
rolling stock, bridge materfals and wmachin-
ery necessary to reconstruct the .railroads
and machine shops destroyed in the Boer
war,

Major Girouard is the man who gave the
Americans the contract for the Atbara
bridge in the Soudan, thereby provoking a
storm of anger .and innuendo In England.
He is also the man wlo later permitted
the Americans to equip the great termiaal
station of the Soudan Rallway at Cairo,

Learned of Americans in Canada.
The major hails from Montreal, where he

received his technical education, His first
work was with the Canadian Paciic Rasl-
way, and while thus employed he came
constantly in contact with business men of
the United States. Theéir ingenuity, alert-
ness and rapid-fire methods won his ad-+
miration. When ‘he went to Egypt, the
Sirdar - Kitchener, placed him in supreme
charge of the Soudan rallway, nocwith-
standing his alleged favoritism toward
Americans.

When Lord Roberts and Lord Kitchener |
_went to South Africa they took Major!
Girounard along, and subsequently gave him |
complete controk of the rebullding of the !
South African railways, including all the

ous predlcament in which the Governmeat.
finds tself. The arming of a thousand
students with torches and dedicating a
whole gallery to them has mo political sig-
nificance whatever. Not one In 100 of
them has a vote. The number of women
present was unusually large for such an
oceasion, while among the wmen were a
large proportion of Conservatives who were
attracted to the meeting out of curfosity.
As far as the Clty of Toronto and the two
Yorks -are ed, the d ration
means no triumpl for Liberal principles.
The fireworks, the music, the students, the
bands, were all part of a herculean effort
on the part of the Liberal Government to
throw dust in the eyes of the people and
to make it difficult for them to get a dis-
tinet view of the situation. A policy of
nolse and glare was decided on to prevent
the -pecple of Toronto from getting on to
the fact that the Government has abso-
lutely no policy on which to appeal to the
electorate. In 1896 the party went to the
country with a platform setting out several
specific reforms. In 1900 not a Shigle re-
form is promised. The party has exhaust-
ed its resources, and it is now appealing to
the country solely on its record during the
past four years. But this record will net
stand Investigation. Hence the extraordi-
nary prominence given to fireworks, bands
and brute numbers, It was thought that
a demonstration of this kind would smother
the Cook Indictment. So it did for the
time being, but to-day the people percelve
the trick, and they are still asking, What
about the Cook charges?

On Tuesday night a still, small voice kept
, whispering in the Premler's ears- such

i “I charge that, in the face of distinctly-
'made pledges to the contrary, you have
| appointed members of Parllament to office,
and that you allowed some of these to sit
and vote in Parliament in support of the

Did Premier Laurier deny it? Not at all
‘Instead of getting a denlal, the people were
humbugged by an indlvidual dramatically
placing the old flag as a balo over the head
of Bir Wilfrid.

“I charge that you and your colleagues
have falled to carry out your promise to
‘put away fromy the soil of Canada the
last vestige of protection’'—I quote your
‘} own words—and that you allowed two of
vour colleagues to pledge the party that
the tariff should ‘remain sufficiently high
to afford ample protéction to Canadian in-
dustries.” Can you deny this?”

How was this accusation met? By anoth-
er wave of the old flag, amld the strains
of ‘“The Maple Leaf” from the band.

“] charge that you and your colleagues
have failed to kgep the party's pledge to
lessen the number of Cabinet Ministers, and
haveé, on the contrary, increased the sal-
aries pald to the members of your Govern-
ment/ by $4000 per year. Can you deny
this?” 7

Instead of finding any refutation of this
charge in The Globe’s. report of the meet-
ing, we find full-page headlines of ‘“Royal
Honort te Lauriet.”

“I charge that not only did you fail te
fulfil the party pledge to stop the granting
of public lands to rallways, but you were
only prevented by the Senate fromy constum-
mating what was an attempt at perhaps the
most corrupt deal ever attempted in Can-
ada, a deal which Involvel the glving of
more than three and a hlf millions ' of
acres of gold-bearing landsAor the bulld!'ng
of a mere tramway. Can“you deny this?"”

No; hie could not deny it; and during the
time he should have been glving the people
an explanation, there was more band-play-
ing and shouting in the gallery.

And so on thruout the wholg list of Mr.
Cook’s 17 charges. Not one of them was
met. The Government {s appealing to tne
country on its record, and yet it is afraid
to take the people into its confidence and
defend that record.

THOSE SILVER MEDALS.

The proposal of the Civie Receptl_on Comr-
mittee to give themselves medals to com-
memorate the' return of the Canadians sol-
diers from South Africa Is causing no end
of merriment. There is no more sense In
a committee of 20 issuing medals for them-
gelves than there is in a single Individual
going to the jeweler's and ordering one for
his own personal adornment. A medal Is
a token of honor given to an individual,
not by himself, but by others, who wish
to show their admiration for him. We can
hardly imagine such a thing as the veterans
of the Fenian Raid, for instance, meeting
together and deciding to issue themselves
medals. The action of the Reception Com-
mittee in declding to decorate themselves
with silver medals is just as ridiculoas.
If it is necessary to give prominence to
the members of the committee during the
reception proceedings, they can be made
distinguishable by a badge. The wearing
of a badge would be consistent with eti-
quet on such, occasions; whereas the dis-
play of an inseribed medal would be the
height of bad taste, as well as ridiculous.

‘While he is mak-
ing a study of the question of falr wages
for the employes of the other departments
of the Government, or for men working
under Govermment contracts, he has nae-
’lected the men who are employed in his
own department, and particularly the 200
postmen of Toronto. These men are over-
worked and poorly pald. They have nad
to fight to get even their legal rate of In-
crease, and they have been otherwise so
badly treated that since the Government
has béen in power a score of them have
thrown up their jobs to accept work else-
where. Before golng far afield into other
departments of the public service, the Min-
ister of Labor ought to readjust the in-
equalities in his own.
