That this meeting recognizes the
conditions of trade and agrees that
sound justice should be done by all
the trade to the manufacturer who
is loyal to both wholesaler and re-
tailer. It is also. the opinion of this
meetihg that every ' effort should
be put forth by the members of the
trade to stop Injurious and dishon-
est methods all too com n in the
sale of proprietary Hmesi; = © ¢
e ¥

That this convention heartily en-
dorses the attitude taken, that the
wholesalers should take in dealing
with manufacturers:who iwill not
reasonably share with the whole-
salers a fair remuneration . the
gervice rendered, and that' Imme-
diate steps be taken at this tcon-
vention to appoint committees to
interview - manufacturers whose
goods the members’ "of ‘this ex-
change are selling on a margin too
small to cover selling expenses,
with a view to a more reasonable
working margin.

With reference to the contract
selling plan (or price’ protective
plan) on proprietary articles, it is
the only means of safeguarding a
manufacturer's goods against the
evil effects of price-cutting and
dishonest practices, and that when
such selling coniracts are adopted
by the manufacturers, a provision
should be made therein for a de-
claration to be given by any sales-
man when called upon.

That a universal adoption of the
principles laid down in Hugh
Blain's paper will do more to up-
lift the morals of trade than any
suggestions yet made, and.that the
meeting unanimously endorse and
agree for our respective firms that
they and their employes will take
an affidavit when called upon.

Resolutions dapoted by
Grocers’ Exchange:

The Wholesale Grocers’ Exchange, a
provincial organization, .- yesterday
opened an important convention at the
King Edward Hotel, and will continue
until Thursday. The new .federal anti-
combine bill is to be discussed to-day.

W. G. Craig of Kingston, the presi-
dent, in his opening remarks referred
to the court proceedings to dissolve
the grocers’ guild, which, beginning
in February, 1906, were not terminated
till last month, when the defendants
were exonerated. In consequence, Mr.
Craig predicted a new era and much
success, progress and profitable ad-
vancement for the trade.

Referring to tariff changes, he said:
“There seems to be a growing convic-
tion that high customs duties encour-
age trusts dand mergers, and this lends
strength to the reciprocity propaganda.
In the meantime, I think we Canadians
can afford_to let our friends over the
border fight it out among themselves.

“We are not an army of powerful
autocrats wlio meet to make laws in
an arbitrary fashion for our own en-
richment, . regardless of any interests
outside our own. We are a very im-«
portant and very necessary factor in
the commercial life of the country and
we desire to live and let live,” said
Thomas Xinnear in an address of
welcome., i~

“How long are we golng to allow
ourselves to be the slaves of the manu-
facturer and the producer? The an-
swer is—just as long as we remain
divided on the subject of united ef-
fort,” said Vice-President Smye of
Hamilton. “‘We are confronted with
innumerable specialty houses, who
have extracted the cream and left us
to do the banking for the trade of the
country with the skim milk of profit
to do it with, anad we find that the
accounts we are financing are the ones
who generally give us the trade on
which there is the least profit, and we
will find that these evils will grow if
not attéended to and we will eventually
find ourselves in the rut.” ‘

He suggested that a manufacturing
committee - be appointed to advise
their district of the manufacturers
who are loyal or disloyal, and would
be of service to the retailer by insist-
ing on the jobber as the only form of
distribution. He also suggested that a
confimittee take up the matter of a uni-
form plan of making up costs. This if
followed up would curtail price cutting
to certain extent.

Canners’ Grievance.

The extension of the legislation to
protect the producer was the outcome
of a discussion initiated by Major
Currie of North Simcoe, and taken
part in by several members, particu-
larly J. D. Taylor of New Waest-
minster and W. O. Sealey of Went-
worth. The former laid stress on the
case of the salmon fishermen of Brit-
ish Columbia, who found themselves
seriously injured as the result of ord-
ers in council, which prevent the
fishermen from exporting fish and
refuse to allow any more licenses
for canning to be issued.

As a result a combine of canners
has cut the earnings of the fisher-
men in half. The other case was that
of ‘the farmers. Buyers in combine
cut down the price paid for the ,pro-
ducts of the farm. In neither case
has the public benefitéd. This new
legislation, therefore, will deal with
such situations.

Trade Unions Exempted.

An important new clause was added
to the bill to cover the case of trades
unions. It reads: “This act shall not
be construed to repeal, amend or in
any way affect the trade unions act.”
It simply-means that trade unions as
such are entitled to combine. for .their
town~legi{imate” purposes. he ‘ques-
legitimately with the operations of
trade is provided for in the -eriminal
code.

It was noticeable that Mr. King was
practically unsupported all day by the
ministry, and there were times when
the presence of the minister of jus-
tice would have been useful to him,
egpecially as E. M. Macdonald of Pic-
tou did not betray much affection
for the measure, and kept pressing
amegdments on the latest cabinet re-
cruiff Major Currie remarked upon
the situation, and said it was a mat-
ter worthy of comment, and he was
disappointed that Mr. Aylesworth was
not in the house to assist the minis-
ter of labor.

Mr. King said the bill had been re-
vised by the department of justice.

Consumer Must Be Injured.

At E. M. Macdonald’s suggestion the
minister agreed to limit the definition
of a combine so that it will apply only
where the consumer is injured.

J. D. Taylor (N. Westminster) rais-
ed the question of fishery combines on
the Pacific coast. When fish were
scarce and prices went up automati-
cally, would the fishermen be accused
of conspiracy to injure consumers?

Mr. King merely replied that illegal
intent must be shown.

Hon. R. L. Borden stated that a com-
bine might operate in two ways, boath
of which would be injurious. First,
by the undue increase of the price to
the consumer; secondly, by the undue
decrease of the prices paid to the per-
sons who produced the raw material.

W. D. Staples (Macdonald) asked if
the grain combines of the west could
be broken up by means of the proposed
legislation. Mr. King replied that if
the organizations mentioned came un-
der the word ‘‘combines”  they coud
be prosecuted.

Hesse-Wartegg opposes such of them as
introduce other irregularities or require
calcula,pon and recommends an ab-
solutely fixed Easter, which will aver-
age the present fluctations and re-
cognize the Christian sentimient re-
quiring it to be on a Sunday. He
suggests as part of the general calendar
reform, that April 7, which wll} al-
ways fall on Sunday, the Easter Day,
and points out that this fixed date will
in no way disturb the other Christian
festivals dependant on Easter. Dr.
Hesse-Wartegg appeals to all chambers
of commerce in Europe to instruct their
delegates to vote for the adoption of
the new system at the approaching con-
gress, because if 1911 is missed, the
next favored year with New Year's
Day falling on Sunday will not occur
till 1918 is more enlightened age,
there should not be the same prejudice
that existed when the Julianm calendar
was reformed and the obvious advan-
tages attending the propesed change
should secure for it careful and im-
partial consideration. :

Canadian Northern Alberta Rallway
Company from a point near Edmonton
or Strathcona in:#& westerly direction
tq the coal areas at or near the
Brazean River and the headwaters of
the McLeod River for a distance neot
exceeding 150 miles by "guaranteeing

.the principal and interest of the bonds,

debentures, debenture stock or other
securities to the extent of $13,000 per
mile for the first fifty miles of the
lines, and for the remainder of the
line to the amount of $25,000 per mile,
interest to be at the rate of 3 1-2
per cent. per annum, the principal to
be payable in 50 years, and that the
ald authorized for the extension of the
Edmonton, Yukon and Pacific Rall-
'way be canceled. The Canadian North-
ern Alberta Rallway Company may
acquire the Edmonton, Yukon and Pa-
oific Rallway Company’'s works con-
structed.

Mr. Flelding is introducing a sub-
stitute set of resolutions relating to
the drydock subsidy. The second re-
solutien, providing for the 'enlarge-
ment of existing dry docks so as to
come under the terms of the grant, is
changed; by the new version a com-
mittee may utilize or acquire a dock
built under the old subsidy act. The
aggregate amount of all former sub-
sldies paid shall be deducted from the
subsidy payable under :these resolu-
tions.

AEPORTS OF DAMAGE
FHOM STORM CONTINUE

Cotton Advances in the New York
Market as Result of Crop-
.Destruction.

NEW YORK, April 25.—Reports of
severe damage to yvoung cotton over &
wide area in the south as a result of
the storms and freezing temperatures
of the past two days, caused a big ad-
vance - in the cotton market -at the
opening here this morning. Business
was more ‘activé than for days past
and the' advance 'whicH “extended to
some 30 points or $1.50 per bale on most
of the new crop months, reflected ex-
cited general buying. Scores of tele-
grams were received in the local
market from southern correspondents
clg,lmlng that replanting would be ne-
cessary in six or seven of the big pro-
ducing states.

ATLANTA, Ga., April 25.—With snow
.storms of blizzard proportions raging
thruout eastern Tennessee,northern and
central Alabama, and the greater part
of Georgia, this section of the country
to-day faced the greatest loss in early
cotton, fruits and vegetables exper-
ienced in many years.

WASHINGTON, April 25.—The last
of the wave of frost and storm which
has been sweeping eastward, leaving
destruction of crops and fruit in its
wake, has not yet spent itself, the
observers in the weather bureau be-
lieve. To-night the indications are,
thers will be heavy frosts, or even
freezing temperatures in the Ohio Val-
ley, the interior of the east gulf and
south Atlantic states, and it is not
improbable that a light frost may be
felt even in northern Florida.

It was one of the first eight
i ¢hurches of the Church of England to
be erected in Toronto and vicinity.

The little church was built by men
| who possessed little save willing hands
and hearts. But, fired by the zeal of
their leader, the Réverend Dr. Beaven,
who, in addition to his duties as pro-
féssor of Toronto University, found
time to work among his parishioners,
the handful of workers persevered,
and in 1858 the church, in that day
a grand edifice, was finished.

The fight of the present pastor and
flock to secure a house of worship
large' enough to accommodate the
growing congregation, has been a
most strenuous one. The members of
St. Barnabas’' are largely people who
have little beyond the necessities of
life, and therefore the building of a
sultable edifice, such as s needed,
canmnot be hoped to be achieved with-
out the assistance of such Christian
people as feel disposed to assist in
a most worthy cause.

Cost of Doing Business.

“The cost of doing business,” was
the subject of a paper read by H. W.

After heing graduated "from this in-
stitution of learning, Father Fallon
went to Rome, there to pursue his
theological studies. It was In that
city that he was ordained to the priest-
hood.

Returning to Canada he accepted a
professorship at the University of Ot-
tawa, and four years. later Hecame

| pastor of St. Joseph’s Church, Ottawa,

v-here he remained three years. He
then went to Buffalo as rector of the
Church of the Holy Angels.

The erection of an imposing school
building, the improvements in church
buildings and the formation of a num-
her of social and religious societies
survive as part of his eight vears’
work there.

Bishop Fallon is a member of the
Oblate Fathers and is provincial In
that order. While stationed in Otta-
wa he took an active interest in ath-
leties. and for years held the office
of honorary president of the Ottawa
College Rughy Football Club. - He is
a physical giant, standing 6 feet 4
inches.

been constructed at Port Colborne.
Naturally it takes a pile of money to
carry through such big. undertakings,
and the men who are at the head of
the new company, including Mr. Caw-
thra Mulock of Toronto; Mr. Hedley
Shaw, founder and head of the Hedley
Shaw Milling Co.,, and Mr. D. C.
Cameron, the western lumberman, who
organized the Maple Leaf Flour Mills
Co., Limited, have supplied $1,000,000
of additional cash capital, which, be-
sides permitting of the completion of
the entire new plant already under
way at Port Colborne, and the con-
struction of some 15 new elevators
throughout the west, will provide the
new company with further working
capital to go right ahead and get its
full share of the larger business that
‘is otferglg, not only throughout Can-
ada, put more especially in Great
Britain and various foreign markets.

Just what the elevator capacity of
Canada is going to be a few years
hence, it is almost impossible to say,
but some idea of how it is going to
increase may be gathered from the
remark of Mr. Wm. Whyte, the vice-
president of the Canadian Pacific Ralil-
way, to the effect that while the west-
ern country was now producing at the
rate of about 135,000,000 of wlieat,
by the end of 1915 it will' have in-
creased to over five hundred million
bushels, and that it would not be very
long after that before Canada is pro-
ducing even' more wheat than all of
the United States. When it is remem-
bered that last yvear our neighbors to
the south produced somewhat over
seven hundred million bushels, it will
be seen that the mills of Canada will
have all they can do to cope with the
western crop.

As Robert Meighen of tlie Lake of
the Woods sometimes says, “Up to
the present time the amount  of the
available lands under cultivation does
not exceed the amount of land that has
been set aside for roads.”

HEAVIEST GOLD SHIPMENT

| Engaements at New York on Monday

“=t Totaled ~ $11,000,000. .

NEW YORK, April 25.—The heaviest
gold engagements 80 far in the present
export movement to Europe were made
to-day. The Guarantee Trust Company

engaged $5,000,000 in ‘gold for shipment
to London on Wednesday. The Hanover
National Bank secured $1,500,000. Gold
coin for London: Kidder, Peabody &
Co., engaged $2,500,000 in double eagles
for the British capital, and the Nation-
al City Bank engaged $2,000,000 gold
coin for the same destination.

A total of $37,380,000 in gold has been
exported thus far this year, of which
$30,000,000 has been taken for London.

The outflow of the yellow metal is
ascribed here to the premiums on gold
offered by the Bank of England in ad-
dition to which interest in transit is
given.

Rubber speculation in the British cap-
ital and also a desire to strengthen the
reserves of the joint stock banks in
London, are also given as contributing
causes for the loss of gold here.

SEAEORTH WANTS POWER

May. Extend Hydro-Electric to Lake
Huron.-

P. W. Sothman, chief engineer of the
hydro-electric power commission, re-
turned to the city yesterday from a
tour of Western Ontario as far as Sea-
forth. At Seaforth and Mitchell they
conferred with the municipal authori-
lies with regard to extending the pow-
er transmission line from Stratford in
a northwesterly direction to these
places, passing thru Sebringville, a
distance altogether of 23 miles.

Embryo Town Named Portland City,
and One Thousand Lots Haye
Already Been Staked.

STEWART, B. C., April 25.—An Al-
aska boom camp,which isalready cre-
ating. tremendous excitement, has
sprung  up at the mouth of . the Sal-
mon River, about two miles from Stew.
art, on the Alaska side of the bound-
ary line. About 1000 lots have ‘beesn
staked by squatters, and there pro-
mises to be a merry war over claim-
Jumping, according to information ro-
ceived. There is no official govern-
ment survey, but in order to prevent
confusion the squatters have organiz-
ed a sort of vigilant committee to bang
together and stand off squatters who
try to jump the claims of the original
settlers. Ryus and Barber, surveyors,
of Ketchikan, have been engazed to
lay out a ‘townsite. The Vigilant, a
boat belonging to the Ketchikan Power
Co., has brought a pile-driver, and
this is now at work driving piles- in
the tideflats on which the town is lo-
cated. Squatters are working day and
night- building such . rude abodes s
they think will hold good as title to
their lots. The first staking done was
by a crowd from Ketchikan, The news
of what was transpiring soon reached
Stewart, and about 100 people went
immediately to the scene and stak:d
lots, so that within a few hours the
length and breadth of the Salmon
River flats was bristling with stakes
like the quills on a porcupine, At a
subsequent meeting of the squatters
the embryo’ city was named Portland
City, and the squatters broke cham-
pagne on their stakes at the christen-
ing. A report has come from Ketchi-
kan that people from all over Alaska
are trekking to the new excitement,
reports of the exceptionally rich‘ sur-
face showings up the Salmon River
valley having spread very fdst. There
is bound to be a lot of claim-jumping
and Dan Sutherland, U. S, marshal for
this district, is in readiness with a
crowd of deputies, to be on the ground
to prevent serious trouble. Salmon
River -has its source in British Colum-
bia and winds around until it finally
empties into the Portland Canal iIn
Alaska territory. It is the sister val-
ley to Bear River.

POTASH OR POTASSI um

One of the Indispensables of Produc-
tive Land.

Potash ‘or potassium. is pne of the
three - ‘indispensable ' elements in the
soil required in the growth of plant
life, the other two being nitrogen and

‘¢ phosphori¢ acid. Sclentists have. esti-

mated that fertile soil contains 2 per

cent. of potassium, and in an acre of
arable soil one foot deep and weigh-
ing 3,600,000 pounds this would
amount: to- 70,000 pounds. Therefore,
theoretically, a crop which would re-
move -fifty pounds of potash yearly
could be grown on the same land 1400
years before the potash would be com-
pletely exhausted. In spite of this
showing, however, this element is com-
ing into Yuite general use as a coms
mercial fertilizer for soils which have
been heavily and continuously cropped.
By far the largest known deposits of
potassium are near Strassfurt, in Ger-
many, where there is a bed varying in
depth from 50 to 130 feet and extend-
ing over a large area. The bed was
found in an effort to learn the source
of mineral springs in the locallty 'and
has been worked on a commercial scale
since 1851. - The company which owns
and works it at the present time is the
Kali syndicate, which is capitalized at
$200,000,000,. has 28,000 miners on its
payrolls and sells $25,000,000 of its pro-
duct annually. This famous potash
deposit seems traceable geologically to
a prehistoric age when the region about
Strassfurt was covered by the seas. It
is supposed.that later volcanic action
heaved up the mountains on either side,
inclosing a large inland sea, High tem-
peratures resulted in the rapid evapora-
tion of the water, which was reéplaced
by water from the sea. Later the sea
receded, and the inland sea dried up.
leaving the deposit of salt potassium,
gypsum and salt, which were gradu-
ally. covered with végetation and soil.

But the fact
that the westerner is learning to renew
the soil by sclentific processes and
make it capable of cultivation for an
indefinite length of time has never
occurred to them. It has also been
forgotten in the east that continental
Europe, which has heen cultivated for
centuriés, is still a ' very profitable
farming district. The west is learning
and the east must learn the principles
of soil restoration and conservation by
both precept and example. It is pa-
thetic. to look over the abandoned
farms in some sections of the east.
The weeds and underbrush have grown
rank and tall and the buildings are in
tumble-down condition. No one seems
to care what happens to.that magni-
ficent country, and yet agricultural
scientists say that with proper treat-
ment and -care those farms can be
made to produce as much as they ever
did. The present condition is attri-
buted to the lack of proper methods
and the trend of national immigration
from the east to the west and to the
cities. But that there is now to be an
effort to c¢hange this is a matter of
no small importance, Theé réjuvénation
of agriculture in the east should give
back to the states along the North At-
lantic seaboard once more a good,
healthy, vigorous farming constituency.
