The Russian soldier is an 
enigma for all observers of his conduct The fighting in this region is for 
the purpose of wearing down the enemy. The Germans, by their advance 
into Riga, have run Into active fighting, a condition which they desired to 
avoid, having had more than enough losses from attrition on the western 
front. * »

The enemy had massed great forces of men and artillery behind his pivot 
of Vimy Ridge for a counter-offensive if he could trap the British on the 
Somme, but General Haig balked any Intentions he might have had by the 
capture of his pivot.

Kaledines
had abetted Korniloff. Pending the settlement of the Russian Cabinet 
crisis, Kerensky and four colleagues will constitute the government. The 
ministry has proclaimed Russia a republic. This action highly pleases the 
radicals, socialists and the council of workmen’s and soldiers’ delegates.

* * * * * * PIG LEADSir Douglas Haig reports from the British front that a London regi­
ment has captured a German strong point north of Invert- ->ss Copse, near 
the road to Gheluvelt, part of the last remaining high ground left in enemy 
hands thereabouts. The Londoners took 36 prisoners. German attempts 
failed to dislodge the British. Durham troops also twice raided the Ger­
man lines at Cherisy. Heavy fighting is still delayed east of Ypres. how­
ever, by waterlogged ground. The Canadians had a skirmish at Lens when 
the Germans attacked some advanced posts in St. Laurent. After fighting 
they drove the enemy off. Gas was then released against Lens, stirring 
Dp the, German batteries to furious bombardment.

A despatch from the headquarters of the American army in France 

tells of a reward offered to the German soldier who brings in the first 
United States soldier, dead or alive, to German headquarters. The Ameri­
can forces, it is supposed, are holding trenches near the Portugeee army. 
A captured diary shows that the enemy has destroyed the French industrial 
city of St. Quentin and has systematically looted the ruins. With machine 
guns the Germans are firing on the remains of houses and other buildings 
still standing. In this work th§ enemy, after his custom, has spared neither 
cathedrals nor historic monuments.

views as that which states that “a 
radical change In the whole Dominion 
election machinery was steam-rollered

The only objection that has been 
raised to the franchise act by persons 
affected Is from those of alien origin 
who are deprived of their franchise. 
There may be loyal citizens among 
these, but as a class they constitute 
a poisonous element in the nation.

The German Government absolves 
them of any oatff of allegiance they 
may have taken and requires them to 
act and vote tn the interests of the 
fatherland. Their principles are weU 
known and have been explicitly set 
forth. What the kaiser did with a 
treaty they are expected to do with 
their oath. In an election they would 
not assist the element tn the nation 
that seeks to win the war. They are, 
as we say, a poisonous element. We 
have seen no refutation of that posi­
tion.

The new franchise act is an anti­
dote for .this Teutonic poison. Anti­
dotes usually .have to be forcibly ad­
ministered. Those 'Who oppose the 
exhibition of an antidote in this case 
are scarcely acting in the interests of 
the patient—Canada.

This 
ought to give the coal controller shi­
vers, when it is considered that we 
are not prepared even for a mild 
winter.

Our own Commissioner Harris Is 
also a fuel controller, but we havè 
heard nothing comforting from him, 
an,d it is a bad sign, with no encour- 
agment in it for ordinary people, to 
hear Mayor Church abusing Control­
ler Cameron.

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Secret Hoarding’ Discovered Prob­

CALL FORQlA Gulf Port, Sept. 16.—Customs offi- 
dlals Saturday boarded a Spanish 
steamer here shortly before the vessel 
was scheduled to depart for a Euror 
pean port and seized 240,800 in gold 
secreted 1n a barrel of salt pork that 
formed a part of the ship’s stores.

An Investigation conducted by the 
federal district attorney was followed 
by the arrest of three members of the 
ship’s crew, charged with violating 
President Wilson’» proclamation of 
Sept. 10, prohibiting the exportation of 
gold, save under license.

“On the Aisne front the two artil­
leries were quite active In the region 
of Braye-en-Laonnois and Cerny. On 
the right bank of t*e Meuse the Ger­
mans delivered a new attack on our 
positions north of the Caurieres Wood. 
Our fire, directed with precision, com­
pelled the enemy to retire in the di­
rection of the trenches which they 
had left- On the left bank of the 
Meuse there was lively artillery fight­
ing in the region of Le Mort Homme. 
The day was calm on the rest of the 
front.

"Eastern theatre. Sept. 15: The day 
was generally quiet. There was ar- 
tiUery and trench gun fighting at 
several points along the front.

"Northwest of Rheims on the 
western front a strong attack 
ty the the enemy against our posi­
tion in the region of Loivro was re­
pulsed by our fire,” says today’s offi­
cial statement.

Paris, Sept. 16.—Some of the state­
ments made by Emperor William In a 
telegram to Emperor Nicholas of Rus­
al a, one of à series of recently .pub­
lished messages explained by the ,two 
Reuters in 1904-06, brought forward 
to show that a secret agreement had 
been reached between .them to at­
tempt an alignment of Germany, Rus­
sia and France against England, are 
challenged in an interview in The 
Temps by Alexander H. Iswolsky, for­
mer Russian ambassador to France, 
Quite incidentally, apparently, M. Ie- 
wolsky makes the declaration that this 
secret agreement was cancelled In the 
fall of 1905 and was not renewed. He 
states also that Emperor William told 
him during the interview that he con­
sidered the question of Alsace-Lorraine 
was a dead issue, France failing to 
take up the challenge to fight Ger­
many when Germany threw down the 
gauntlet during the Moroccan crisis, 
early In 1906;

M. Iswolsky, who was the Russian 
minister at Copenhagen at the time in 
question, admits that he had an in­
terview with Emperor William to July, 
1906, but declares that he did- not ex­
press himself as represented by Em­
peror William in a telegram the fol­
lowing August, that if war came there 
would come an occupation of Denmark 
by Germany and Russia.

"Emperor William's despatch on 
(that erulbjecrt wNlch you have just 
shown me is entirely erroneous on that 
point,” said M. Iswolsky. ’1 have a 
very strong recollection of my con­
versation with the German emperor. 
I was struck with the way in which 
he explained the necessity of an al­
liance between Russia, Germany and 
France against England.

"Such an alliance would preclude 
British hegemony and assure the en­
tire world the benefits of peace.

"The realisation of that vast pro­
ject appears to me absolutely impos­
sible,’ I replied, ‘.because France would 

consent to enter lnjto that al-

'\

gedy at Vara a few days ago. by 
which Rev. Dr. Mavoty and four 
others ig a motor car lest their lives 
at a rallwtuy crossing, has focused 
et tendon upon the public danger 
that exists in unprotected railway 
crossings. These fatal accidents are 
becoming common, and unless some­
thing radical is done to eliminate the 
menace, the future, with its increas­
ing number of motor cars, promises 
to multiply the death toll.

Present legislation places in the 
hands of the board of railway com­
missioners the power to deal with the 
level crossing situation, Hon. Frank 
Cochrane was asked by The World 
what was the remedy in such a case 
as the Vans tragedy, which occurred 
at an unprotected crossing. "It is up 
to the railway board,” he replied 
'They have full power."

Cost of Protection.
The minister of railways pointed 

out that when the board came to a 
decision that a certain crossing should 
.be protected it could devote towards 
the cost a contribution from the fund 
placed at its disposal by the govern­
ment for this purpose, and the re­
mainder of the cost could be appor­
tioned to the local authorities and the 
îailway companies- It Is not a mat­
ter for the government; the govern­
ment gives the power to the railway 
board under legislation, and to the 
board those who desire the Removal 
of these death traps must go.
I Very wide powers have been given 
the railway board under the new 
legislation, which is now before the 
sei'ate railway committee, 
clause says:

•The board shall, without limiting 
any general power elsewhere con­
ferred, have power, for the purpose 
of diminishing the danger at any high­
way crossing, with any railway here­
tofore or hereafter constructed. • . 
have power to authorize or direct the 
expropriation of any land, the ac- 
quidement of any easement, and tha 
doing of anything deemed necessary, 
and shall have power to fix and order 
payment of such compensation as it 
deems just.’’

Drastic Power Given.
This gives very drastic power, altho 

the old act has a clause which meets 
almost every case likely to present 
itself and which has been incorporat­
ed in the new legislation. Its terms' 

“Where a railway is already 
constructed upon, along, or across any 
highway, the board may, of its own 
motion, or upon complaint or appli­
cation, by or on behalf of the crown, 
or any municipal or othèr corpora­
tion, or any person aggrieved, order 
the company to submit to the board 
within a specified time, a plan and 
profile of such portion of the rail­
way, and may cause inspection of 
such portion . . . and may make
such order as to the protection, safe­
ty, and convenience of the public as 
it deems expedient • .

Expensive Undertaking,
The great difficulty that faces the 

railway companies and the public as 
well, is the question of expense. Long 
lines of railway were built when the 
country was young, thru a sparsely 
populated land, and bo great was the 
necessity for these railways that they 
were .built without unnecessary ex­
pense. Bridges were avoided where 
level crossings appeared to satisfy 
the needs of the time. Today the 

.situation is very different. The motor 
car has developed highway traffic to 
an extent undreamed of even a very 
few years ago, and the necessity for 
more And better protection of level 
crossings has increased. There is 
talk of the elimination of the level 
crossing near cities and towns.

IN THE CITY OF TORONTO quartered lit the city spent their time 
when not on duty to firing machine 
guns from the barricaded windows and 
the roofs of buildings left standing, 
and in searching for bidden treasure 
and in digging among the ruins tor 
silverware. ...Found Works of Art.

The sergeant tells how his friends 
found gold watches and priceless 
paintings from' the museums, statuary 
and other works of art, which they 
are hoarding in their dugouts. The 
cathedral* were sacked as well as the 
other public building®. The German 
authorities have removed the bulk of 
the municipal and ecçleeiastlcal valu­
ables to Germany, but many of the 
inhabitants who were evicted from 
their homes at a few hours notice 
when the city was cleared before its 
destruction had no opportunity to re­
move their private possessions and 
tried to secrete them. The German 
soldiers, it seems, were eager to serve 
at St. Quentin, because of the chances 
for “treasure hunts” there.

The diary does not indicate any 
marked depreciation of the German 
morale, but emphasizes the discomfort 
of the conditions of life in the field 
and the terrible accuracy of the 
French gunners, who give the Germans
no rest. „ . .

On the Flanders front during the 
past days the only activities have been 
slight outpost engagements. The Wur­
temberg Infantry succeeded in taking 
a few small British poets on the north 
bank of the stream called the Broen- 
■beek, east <4 Langemarck, causing the 
British to fall back to the opposite 
bank, where their main defences are 
established. On the other hand, the 
British have pushed forward their line 
east of St. Julien.
