LONDON, Aug. 27—-An interesting 

story is told of *M. Stolypin, the Ruasiian 
premier, an attempt to kill whom Sat­
urday" remitted in the death of 32 persons 
and the maiming of many others. When 
hi was governor of Saratov the superin­
tendent of police (there was being attack­
ed -by a mob for carrying o-ut orders that 
aroused their resentment.. Stolypin, see­
ing what was happening mushed up be­
tween the superintendent and the angry 
crowd, exclaiming: “If you want to kill 
the responsible official it is I. The super­
intendent is but doing his duty, executing 
my orders. He has no choice but to </irry 
them out. It was I alone who issued them 
and here I am.”

The crowd, surprised at Stolypdn’s 
age, silently ahmk away.

The Daily Telegraph’s, St. Petersburg 
correspondent, commenting on the out­
rage, says: “No political reforms can heal 
the present moral gangrene which is eat­
ing away the soul of the nation.

HAVANA, Aug. 27—News from the 
somewhat uncertain shifting “front” is 
meagre early today due in a measure to 
the government’s determination that false 
reports from insurgent sources shall not 
be generally circulated.

CIVIC REFORM

An interesting visitor to the city today 
is I. H. Phillips, of the Kings County 
Leader, of Brooklyn, N. Y.

Mr. Phillips is an Englishman, who has 
lived for a number of years in Brooklyn, 
and now controls a weekly paper devoted 
to the interests of Kings county. What 
be has to say on the subject of civic im­
provement is especially interesting.

*' question of large concern comes up they 
unite with other associations to secure re­
forms. They have initiated several bills 
which have passed the legislature, and in 
general their influence is continually ex­
ercised for the public good.

While the present, insurrectionary out­
break in Cuba is primarily political, as 
between rival aspirants for power, it will 
be artfully stimulated by those who de­
sire the annexation of the island to the 
United States. It is a part of the con­
stitution of the island, as a result of the 
Spanish-American war, that the United 
States shall “exercise the right to inter­
vene for the preservation of Cuban inde­
pendence, the maintenance of a govern­
ment adequate for the protection of life, 
property and individual liberty, and for 
discharging the obligations with respect 
to Cuba imposed by the treaty; of Paris 
on the United States, now to be assumed 
and undertaken by the government of 
Cuba.”

If stable government cannot be main­
tained' in Cuba, the United States will in­
tervene, not so much for the cake of the 
Cubans as for the protection of American 
investors. The more unrest and agitation 
there is, the sooner intervention will come, 
and if these favoring annexation do not 
find the peaceful trend toward union rapid 
enough to suit them, they may be count­
ed on to encourage eudh outbreaks as that 
of last week.

But evolution and physio­
logy also inform us that the last formed 
is the first to decay and disintegrate. 
That which is the medium of the spirit in 
the worship of (rod is that part of the 
brain most likely to decay first. Let me 
fortify this with another statement which 
makes non-attendance at church the more 
appalling in the careless soul. Inaction 
in a muscle produces deterioration. Let 
the athlete with thews of steel and mus­
cles of iron, cease his training and forth­
with they become weak and flabby. Let 
the painter desist from depicting- the 
scenes of beauty upon his canvas and he 
loses the cunning of his hand. Let the 
musician leave the keys of the organ un­
touched, and the soul of music, that swept 
through transept *and nave quivering to 
the roof, is dead. Darwin himself was a 
notable instance of this. In his youth he 
loved poetry and reveled in poetic de­
lights. In his matured years he neglect­
ed poetry in the pursuit of that which 
makes his name a household word. In his 
pursuit of science he gained an enviable 
pinnacle of fame, but he lost the poetic 
faculty. Solomon is a terrible warning. 
Id his youth his soul was aflame with the 
worship of God. In his mature years he 
allowed his religious faculty to run riot 
with the shiboleth of today, that one re­
ligion is as good as . another, and died with 

la warped religious faculty and a decayed 
and effete spirituality, a contempt of lofty 
minds for generations to come. So is it 
with those starved souls that absent them­
selves from church, repress their religious 
instincts, and turn aside into other 
paths, they are crashing out the embers 
of spiritual life, killing the religious fac­
ulty, mutilating thi highest part of theit 
Godlike nature, and setting up the seeds 
of disintegration in the most symmetrical 
and delicately formed part of their brain, 
unaware that abstention from church, a 
neglected religious /faculty, and the house 
of God forsaken are evidences of brain 
deterioration, that may be used as Heaven 
sent signs and God given warnings to 
woo them back as prodigals to the 
Father’s home.”

The Evening Sermon
In ithe evening, Rev. Dr.* Duffy spoke on 

church union, and pointed out thait St. 
Patrick was not sent out by the Roman 
church, although he was Catholic.

He took as this test Titus I., 5: ‘Tor 
this cause left I thee in Crete that thou 
ehouldst set in order the things that aire 
wanting, and ordain elders in every city.”

Befoirè entering upon hie discourse, the 
preacher drew attention to -the word “el­
ders,” which, he said, really signified pres­
byters, or priests, which is used so often 
in the book of common prayer.

The speaker said that he had not one 
word to say against the ohurdh of Rome. 
That was not whalt he was there for, but 
he wanted to show that St. Patrick was 
not sent from Rome—a fact of which com­
paratively few were aiware. (He was not 
consecrated by a Roman, but by a Gallic 
bishop. He and the bishops succeeding 
him accepted the Apostles’ Creed, and 
thence ibeldqved in the Cathodic church. 
They received the Nicene decisions and 
had the same orders of clergy. They wore 
clerical vestments, their bishops appeared 
in councils and had a hfuiigy.

He then gave the order of succession 
of bidbops as follows: St. John the Divine, 
St. Podyearp, St^ Irenius, Bishop of Lyons 
in Gaul; St. Martin, of Tours; St. Ger- 
manus, who had intercourse with (Britain; 
St. Patrick.

St. Oolumiba, the speaker pointed out, 
was not a bishop himself, bait was head of 
a great college at Iona, and had bishops 
from Iona—and many were eenit from 
there.

Referring to the succession* of the 
Church of England, the speaker drew at­
tention to the following extract from the 
Winnipeg Free Press:

Rev. J. L. Gordon, Congregational 
minister of Winnipeg, a short time ago 
said, as it appeared in The Free Press: 
“Of all the churches, the Church of Eng­
land was easily the oddest. It had exist­
ed from the beginning of the Christian era, 
and is odder than the state and empire, 
and for nearly 1,800 years (has shown a 
steady growth. The bddboips of the church 
held their office by the laying on of hands 
in an unbroken succession from the Apos­
tles’ Texts.”

Dr. Duffy also quoted other authority 
in support of Anglican orders, and stated 
that they could be traced from Ephesus 
on the one hand and from Rome, through 
St. Augustine, on the other.

He stated also that the one great ques­
tion which for the present at least stood 
in the way of the union of the dissenting 
bodies -with the Anglican church was the 
Apoebodic succession, which some ihad call­
ed upon her to give up. This she could 
never do.

"Nton-hhurdh going,” said Dr. Duffy "is 
spiritual asphyxiation. It is as fartai to 
the sopl as the deprivation of oxygen x 
to the body. It is a slow spiritual suicide 
akin to self-inflicted starvation of the 
body.

"The brain is not, as was once held, 
even by the learned, and is still believed 
by very many, a homogeneous mass. On 
the contrary, it is composed of an aggre­
gation of brain centres and intimately 
connected together by nervous filaments. 
The brain centers are capable of QX*ting 
separately or in concert. Those cram 
centers are the media of the faculties. 
Faculties are of three kinds, which may 
be designated physical, mental and spirit­
ual. To make this plainer I may say 
there are the faculties of locomotion, hear­
ing, seeing, the faculties of music, art, 
oratory; the faculties of prayer/ praise, 
worship. We may call the first the ani­
mal, the second the psychical, the third 
the religious.

“Now aH these faculties have brain 
ters. The brain center for music, for in­
stance, is distinct from the brain center 
for art in function, and the functional 
distinction is dependent largely on mole­
cular arrangement, and atomic arrange­
ment probably. Yet they are all intimate­
ly connected physically. Another intimate 
connection is sustained through the ether 
that pervades oil the interstices of space. 
Here is a grand network of brain centers 
and brain cells connected with fibrous 
ramifications with all parts of the body.

“Another view I wish you to take—-I 
do not pretend to offer it with physiologi­
cal precision. In broad outline, however, 
it is sufficiently accurate to enable you to 
form a correct conception. The base of 
the brain, which is the first formed, con­
tains the physical centers employed in 
locomotion and kindred actions. K a mo­
tor nerve or center is diseased or injured 
it becomes paralyzed, and movement 
stopped. So too, if sensory nerve or 
ter is deranged functionally, sensation is 
lost to the parts affected. But the mind 
apparently is unaffected and caipabld of 
manifesting its reasoning powers. Re­
member this, as it is essential to my argu­
ment.

This station is connected by telephone 

with Charlie Randall’s camps at Roach 
pond and from there connects with Green­
ville over the Mooeehead Telephone Co. 
line. It was from this station that the 
fire in township A, range 11, near Craw­
ford pond, was discovered two weeks ago 
and reported to Greenville. A gang of 
men was sent to the fire and checked it. 
The high wind on Sunday, Aug. 13, start­
ed the fire up again and again the station 
reported it and sent a crew to fight it. 
The station is in charge of Emery Get- 
ohell of Milo, who has a neat little camp 
leys than a mile from the top of the 
mountain, with a telephone in the camp 
and also near the highest peak. The to­
pographical chant for the use of the man 
at the station was drawn by E. B. Crow­
ley of Greenville. Next year it is expect­
ed that the station on Whitecap will be 
connected by telephone with Kathadin 
Iron Works, from which place men can 
be sent by the station quicker than they 
could be sent fom Greenville.

These mountain observatories are be­
coming a great factor in the protection of 
Maine forests. The expense of install­
ing the stations is noifr great, averaging 
about $750. All the stations are equipped 
with the most approved range-finders and 
with a topographical chart of all the coun­
try that can be seen. If the man at the 
station sights the smoke of a forest fire 
on his territory he can locate its distance 
by means of his range-finders, and by 
means of hie topographical chart can tell 
with remarkable accuracy where the fire 
is. When he telephones news of has dis­
covery to the nearest point from which 
mem can be sent he can tell the man 
in charge of the fire-fighters the location 
of the fire so closely that no time* is lost 
in getting to it. There cs still a vast ex­
panse of valuable timber-land in the state 
which is not .protected by any one of 
these stations, (but it seems as if the time 
is not far distamt when every elevation 
commanding a view Of forest country 
will be topped with a signal station for 
the discovery and location of forest fires.

(Portland Advertiser)
The system of forest protection which 

is being maintained through the state 
land agent’s office and the large timber- 
land owners of the state is constantly be­
ing extended and made more valuable 
every year by the building of new moun­
tain observatories. The observatories al­
ready located on Squaw mountain, At- 
tean mountain and Mt. Bigelow have been 
the means of saving millions of dollars 
worth of standing millions of dollars 
voured by the fire fiend.

These stations mentioned are located 
where they protect the tiimberlamd aroufll 
the headwaters of Che . Kennebec river. 
They have already demonstrated their 
value aftd every one of them has a record 
of fires discovered and checked to their 
credit. They were started as an elperi- 
ment, the first having been installed * on 
Squaw Mountain a few moles from Green­
ville by William J. Lanigan of Water ville 
of the Hollingsworth & Whitney Go. of 
Wiinelow.

The system is now being extended to 
take in the country east and north of 
Mooeehead lake. To this end stations 
have been located on Spencer and White- 
cap Mountains. Spencer Mountain is about 
ten miles from Spencer bay on the east 
chore of (Mooeehead lake. The observatory 
is placed on the top of the mountain, 
which is about 3,000 feet above the sea 
level. The man ai this station has a view 
of about 200,000 acres of timberland in 
the Mooeehead! and Penobscot water­
sheds.

The station oi^ Whitecap mountain, 
which is about ten males north of Ka­
thadin Iron Works, was installed by J. 
L. Chapman of Milo. Whitecap is not so 
high as some of the other mountains axe 
located but it rises abruptly out of a 
comparatively level sea of forest in the 
northeast comer of Bowdcrin college grant 
in township 7 range 10 and the station 
commends a view <& some 300,000 acres of 
timberland on the headwaters of the Pen­
obscot and Kennebec.

In the dubs where officials and 
officers gather, the most intense indigna­
tion prevailed and the prediction was free­
ly made that the revolutionaries would 
pay dearly for rtioh senseless crimes, and 
no doubt was entertained that their only 
effect would be to drive the government 
to more severe methods of repression.

8t. Petersburg, Aug. 26—Saturday’s un­
successful attempt on the life of Premier 
Stodypin with its sickening, useless slaugh­
ter of tihirty-hwo persons, was followed to­
night by another revolutionary outrage in 
which General Min, commander of the 
tSeminovsky Guard regiment, and who, 
since his promotion to be a general, has 
been attached as a personal adjunct to th 
staff of the emperor*: was killed on the 
station platform at Petemhof by a voung 
woman who fired five shorts into his* body 
from an automatic revolver and then,with­
out resistance, submitted to arrest. The 
capture of the girl was effected by General 
Min’s wife, who held her until the arrivai 
of an officer.

This was the third successive attempt on 
the life of General Min, who was con­
demned to death by tire terrorists imme­
diately after the (Moscow revolt last De­
cember on account of stem repression 
practiced by a battalion under his com­
mand and especially for the wholesale 
execution of persons condemned by drum­
head court martial for being caught with 
arms in their hands.

St. Petersburg, Aug. 26—The central 
committee of the Social revolutionists has 
drawn up a pixxjamaftion which declares 
that unless the government forthwith al­
ters its policy such acts as the attempt on 
the life of Premier Stolypdn will be pur­
sued to the utmost and government repre­
sentatives will be killed by hundreds. x

persons are dead and twenty-four wounded 
as a result of a dastardly attempt this 
afternoon to assassinate Premier Stolypin 
with a bomb while he was {holding a pub­
lic reception at (his country bouse on 
Aptekaraky Island. The premier was 
slightly wounded in the face and neck by 
flying épüintero.

Among the badly injured are the prem­
ier’s fifteen-year-oid daughter, who had 
both legs broken by the explosion and little 
hopes are entertained for her life; Gen. Za- 
meatin, the premier’s personal secretary; 
M. Kfyavoetoff, former governor of the 
province of Penza; Colonel Federoff, chief 
of the premier’s personal guard; Court 
Chamberlains Davidoff and Voronin and 
Aide Doubassoff, and four women and 
two children.

The wounded included M. Stolypin’s 
three-year-old eon, who is seriously though 
not fatally injured, and a number of per- 

prominent in the official and social 
world.

Of the four conspirators who engineered 
the outrage! two were killed with their 
victims, ■while a third, who acted as coach- 

far the party, and the fourth, who 
remained inside the carriage, were badly 
wounded and are now in the St. Peter 
and St. Paul fortress.

Whether the assassins who entered the 
crowded reception hall threw the bomb, or 
accidentally dropped it, probably never will 
be known, as all the immediate eye-wiit- 

kiifled. The tremendous force 
of the explosion absolutely blew out the 
front of the premier’s residence and car­
ried away the ceilings above and the 
floors beneath, and the walk of the ad­
joining rooms.

People were literally blown to pieces. 
Those who were not killed instantly were 
horribly maimed or lacerated and all the 
others present were prostrated by the 
shock.

The premier’s escape was miraculous 
for, only a moment before the explosion
