main body of the Russianarmy, commanded by
Marshal Diebitsch in person, on the 7th ult.,
had reached Paris fiom such a variety of sour-
ces, as to leave little doubt eu the public wind
of the correctness of that fact. Those reports
differed, however, in the details. According
to some, the Russians lost 12,000 men and GO
pieces of cannen, and were, with their Com-
munder-in-Chief, in full flight, Other state-
ments raise the loss of the Russians to 25.000
men in killed, wounded, and priconers, and in-
cludes among the latter, Marshul Diebitsch him-
self. The scene of action is xaid to have been
the banks of the Bug. From all quarters the
spread of insurrection in Lithuania was reported
with increased cenfidence.
