AN INDIAN SUTTEE.

Having, while one day on a journey thro’
the interior of India, perceived at a consider-
able distance before me an immense con-
course of people, I soon ascertained that the
crowd had assembled to witness a Suttee,
Aoxious to be present at a Suttee, and deem-
ing the present opportunity too rare to be
lost, I rode on, guided,by the train of natives
who incessantly crowded to the place to wit-
ness this self-willed sacrifice. I found se-
veral gentlemen there before me. Soon after
came the Mahalkarree, attended by his peons,
and followed by a number of respectable in-
habitants of Vingorla. He proceeded to the
house of the intended victim, to explain there
to her, and her relatives, what their own reli-
gious laws were, and our Govercment’s orders
relative to this sacrifice. I waited awhile,
and then getting impatient, went to inquire
at what time the Suttee would take place.

when all is ready, send, and let me know."”
I returned home, the distance was scarce two
miles.

About two p. m., I received the expected
summons. They had cut down the timber,
but huad not even begun to erect the pile.
The victim was seated in the midst of a dense
crowd of both sexes, and all ages—consisting
of thousands—under the shade of a wide-
spreading banyan tree. The native authori-
ties opened a path for me, and [ passed thro’
this mass of people, and came up close to
her. Dense as the crowd was, there was no
crowding upon her, but the small open circle
was kept clear by the respect paid to her.
One by ome advanced to receive from her
hands a little rice and cocoa-nut, and her
blessing. Steady in her demeanour, cheer-
fully and fervently did she address herself to
her old acquaintances, her friends and rela-
tions—and none went away unblessed.

She, for one victim of Hindoo superstition,
was most evidently not under the influence
of any intexicating drugs, and far from being
influenced by her relations to this act. ** 1
have vowod a vow,” was her answer to oth-
ers than them, *“to die in this way by the
side of my husband, and I will keep it; I can
die but once, and once I must die, and this
is the mode 1 have chosen. Spare your en-
treaties—that which my own sons and my
jaughters could not p de me to do,do you
suppose you can ! Cease, eease your argu-
ments, 1 have heard all, and more than all
you can urge—the tears of my sons, and the
sobs of my daughters, and the voices of their
little ones did not, and cannot dissuade me.”

1 left her to witness the erection of the fu-
neral pile. Four strong posts were fixed in
the ground at the four corners, and to these
were tied with strong ropes, at the upper
parts, the cross pieces on which the upper
platform was laid. It was an oblong square,
and the lower part of the pile whereon the
bodies were to be laid was about three feet
high—the whole was probably eight feet long,
and five or six wide, and the depth between
the upper and lower paris, the open space,
was such that a person could not stand erect,
but had more than ample room to -sit and
move about. It was chiefly built of green
mango, cut down on the spot. The mango
tree contains much turpentive, and burns
fiercely when green. All around, without
and within, above and below, dry oored
straw was profusely thrown, than which
there are few articles more combustible.

At about five the crowd opened, and the
old Indy, for apparently she was threescore,
arose, and walked slowly down to where the
pile was erected. The ceremonies were
still very tedious, and the distribution of rice,

She
stood in prayer for a short space. She was
evidently much exhausted with the exertions
she had continued to make for full four hours
after leaving her house, besides those she

had previously undergone—but was calm and

which in Bengal are never suffered to be
near the house, in consequence of the
harbour they are supposed to give to in-
sects ahd reptiles. The approach to those
beautiful screens is, however, frequently
through a cabbage garden, the expedience
of planting out the unsightly but useful
vegetables destined for the kitchen not
having been as yet considered ; neither
can the gardens at this period of the year,
the cold season,compare with those of
Bengal, the expense of irrigation prevent-
ing the inhabitants from devoting so much
time and attention to their improvement,
while as yet the natives_have not been
encouraged to fill the bazaars with Euro-
pean vegetables. Peas are spoken of as
not being uncommon, but I have only
seen them once, even at the best tables.
Neither have cauliflowers, French beans,
or asparagus made their appearance—
vegetables common at Christmas all over
the Bengal presidency.

The interiors of the houses are, gene-
rally speaking, more embellished than
those of Calcutta; the greater part have
handsome ceilings, and the doorways and
windows are decorated with mouldings,
and otherwise better finished. The walls
also are coloured,and often very tastefully
picked out with white or other harmoni-
zing tint. 'The reception-rooms, there-
fore, have not the barn-like air which de-
tracts from the magnitude of those of Ben
gal, and the furniture, if not always
equally splendid, is shown off to greater
advantage ; but here I should say the su-
periority ends.

The frequent changes of the atmos-

phere which occur in Bombay, and the
danger of a touch of the land wind, ren-
der the absence of glass windows a very
serious evil ; they are unknown in the
temporary bungalows erected upon the
esplanade, which seem to be favourite re-
sidences of people who could lodge them-
selves more substantially if they pleased.
The barn-like thatched roofs of those
dwellings make them rather unsightly ob-
jects, thogh some are redeemed by a thick
drapery of creepers ; but the interior of
many are of a very pavilion-like descrip-
tion, and the singularity of all renders
them interesting stranger.
These houses usnally consist of two or
more principal apartments, united wicth
each other by means of verandahs, and
formed ohicfly uf wuoden framework
pauctied with canvass, with here and
there a partition of wattle and dab. They
have generally large porticoes of trellis-
work in front, sufficiently spacious to al-
low a carriage to drive under them,
which is thus screened from the sun;
these porticoes being mantled with flow-
ering creepers of many beautiful kinds.
A sort of garden is also formed by plants
in tpbs, and there is sometimes a cultiva-
ted oval or circular space, which in such
a climate a very few weeks will render
luxuriant. The fronts of these bunga-
lows face tha sea, and have all the bene-
fit of its breezes, while the intervening
space between the fort forms the parade
ground of the garrison, and the most es-
teemed evening drive.

only a few cocoa-nut leaves were hung on
while she was assisted in altering the posi-
tion of her husband’s body, which had not
pleased her. Her son, his face all swollen
with weeping, handed her a slip of lighted
wood—she asked him to tie it easily between
her toes, that it might not too soon fall—her
lips continued to move ; soon she waved her
foot, and applied the other torch she held in
her hand, The outside was instantly fired,
and the blazing fury of the flame sent us all
back. [ heard shriek upon shriek rising
shrill above the sound of the drum and the
trumpet, and the crackling roaring of the
pile. I rushed onward. The loose cocoa-
nut leaves fell, and I saw the vietim seated
inthe bright red flame, rolling her body and
arms in agony ; she fell back, and 1 saw her
head and ehest, and arms quivering—all was
then still ; and the canopy of the pile fell
blazing down and covered all, and the crowd
quietly and gradually dispersed.

The time that elapsed from the lighting
of the pile till the top fell in, [ estimated af-
terwards at eight to ten minutes ; but shere
were other gentlemen there who saw not as
I saw, who said it could not be above four or
five. They are probably right. My mind
was too engerly engrossed otherwise to leave
any room for the measure of time.—[London
Saturday Journal.

Origin of the Cottar’s Saturday night.
—But how have we been able to refrain
from saying a few words about the Cot-
tar’'s Saturday night? How affecting
Gilbert’s account of its origin !—‘‘Robert
had frequently remarked to me, that he
thoyght there was something peculiarly
venerable in the phrase, ‘Letus wor-
ship God,” used by a decent sober head
of a family introducing family worship.
To this sentiment of the author the
world is indebted for the Cottar’s Satur-
day Night. The hint of the plan and ti-
tle of the poem were taken from Fergu-
son’s* Farmer’s Ingle.’ When Robert had
some pleasuré in view in which I was
not thought fit to participate, we used fre-
quently’to walk together, when the wea-
her was favourable, on the Sunday after-
noons( those precious breathing times to
the labouring community,) and enjoyed
such Sundays as would make me regret to
see their number abridged. It was on one
of those walks that I first had the plea-
sure of hearing the adthor repeat the

Co&tar’s Sﬂmrdav Night. I do not re-
collect to have heard any thing by which

1 was more highly electrified.” No won-
der Gilbert was highly electrified ; for
though he had read or heard many things
of his brother Robert’s of equal poetical
power, not one among them all was so
charged with those sacred influences
that connect the human heart with hea-
ven. It must have sounded like a very
revelation of all the holiness for ever
abiding in that familiar observance, but
which custom, without impairing its
efficacy, must often partially hide from
the children of labour when it is all the
time helping to sustain them upon and
above this earth. And this from the er-
ring to the steadfast brother! from the
troubled to the quiet spirit! out of a
heart, too, often steeped in the waters of
bitterness, issuing, as from an urpolluted
fountain, the inspiration of pious song !

It is
felt yet, and sadly changed will then be
Scotland, if ever it be not felt, by every
one who peruses it, to be a communica-
tion from brother to brother. It is felt by
us, all through from beginning to end, to
be Burns’ Cottar’s Saturday Night; at
each succeeding sweet or solumn stanza
we more and more love the man—at its
close we bless him as a benefactor ; and if,
as the picture fades, thoughts of sin and
sor-row will arise, and will not be put
down,let them,as we hope for mercy, be of
our own—not his ; let us tremble for our-
selves as we hear a voice saying, * Fear
God, and keep his commandments.”’—

SuLLy oN ENCOURAGEMENT TO AGRICUL-
Ture.—It was a saying of Sully, that * It
ought to be the first maxim of a good go-
vernment to advance agriculture before ma-
nufactures, and to give the latter only a se-
condary rank in.the State. A large and in-
creasing produce of the land ensures the li-
berty of the people, while it places foreign-
ers in a sort of dependence ; whereas the
want of corn, the first necessary of life, gives
a dependence on foreigners, who can either
furnish the commodity or refuse it. The
produce of the land cannot be consumed but
to the profit of the inhabitacts, that is by a
traffic more advantag than the p i
of the corn itself; whereas the arts and ma-
nufactures may be possibly carried off by the
artifices of rivals, and pass away, together
with the artists themselves, into all the coun-
tries of the world.” This was a wise and
well founded remark of this sagaciousFrench-
man, and Englishmen would do well to at-
tend to the lesson here inculcated.

Descriprion oF Bomeay.
(From Miss Roberts’s India.)

The great evil which Bombay must
share with other communities similarly
constituted, is the want of family ties,
and the consequent loss of all the gentle
affections which spring amid a wide do-
mestic circle. Neither the very old nor
the very young are to be found in an
Indian colony ; there are few connecting
links to bind the sojourners of a foreign
land together ; each has a separate inter-
est, and the result is seen’in a general
want of sympathy ; no one seems to en-
ter into the views, feelings, hopes, or
objects of another. Iemploy the word
seems, since, as a stranger, I can only give
my first impressions upon the subject.

The style of living is more easily des-
cribed and its relative advantages deter-
mined. The Anglo-Indian residents of
Bombay are, for the most part, scattered
all over the island, living in very com-
fortable houses, of no great pretensions
to exterior elegance, yet having for the
most part an air of home enjoyment,

MOST IMPORTANT INTELLIGENCE
FROM CHINA.

CAPTURE OF THE BOGUFR FOKTS AND THE CITY OF
CANTON BY THE BRITISH.

Our exprexs from China and India brings most im-
poriant intelligence.  The last datesare, from Macao
the Ist of April, Singanore the 10th, and Qaleutta
the 224 ; Bombay the Ist of May, und Alexandria

The nesotiations lietween the British and Chinese
Commissioners had lesn hroken off a few days after
t!xg triate ot the lust despatch ( February 13), and bos-
tilities had recommenced which ended in the capture
of all the Bozue Forts (30 in number, mounting 8060
wuns), tie destruction of ull the defences and batter-
12sup to the walls of Canton, * tuking, sinking, bura-
1ng or dispersing the enemy’s flotilla,” i the words of
Commodore 8ir J. J. Gordon Bremer, who conduct-
ed the operations, and on the 18th of March * hoisted
the Union: Jack on the walls of the British factory.”

This intelligence was contained in two despatches
from Macao to Caleatta, the first by the Waterwitch
on the 28th of Februsry, containing the explanation
of these extraordi and tful d

The Llood of the Tartur ruler is excited by their
enormitics.  Keslen is ordered to be delivered over
to the Board ot Punishment ; still, however, retain-
ing his command ; and the Admirsl Kwan, though
t'incendwl from the wod of war, is to lose his button.

foreigners must pive up their heads, which and the
prisoners, are to be sent to Pekin in cages to undergo
the last penalty of the law.” The fate of Asstruther
and his unfortunate companions appears to e sealed.

Captain_Elliott, finding that the negotiations had
thus been Vroken off, seems to have roused himself
from his lethargy.

On the 25tn the Bogue forts wete attacked, and
taken without the loss of a single man killed or
wounded on our side. The casualties amongst the
Chinese, though not ascertained, are believed 1o huve
been great. A thousand prisoners were taken, who
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Keshen, the Imperial Commissioner, had delayed the
execution of the treaty concluded with Captain El-
liott, to obinin the Fmperor's confirmation. Instead
of approving, the Emperor has rejected Lhe treaty,
and isued four edicts breathing scorn and defiance of
the English, delivering Keshen over ta the Board of
Punishment (though without depriving him of his
command), divesting the Admiral Wwan Teenpie of
his hutton, sending flying ordera for the march of
8000 of his liest troops to defend Canton, * to sabdue
and recover the places on the coast,” ** to.exterminate
and drive out the English,” for it is absulutely neces-
sary that the retellious foreigners most give up their
heads, .whirlv. with the prisoners, are to be sent to
Pekin in cages to undergo the, last penalty of the
law.” The fourth edict clenrly betrays the deceptive
policy pursued by the Chinese : viz. te.dry, the 11th
of February, Keshen has reported that the English
foreigners have usurped possession of the batterizs,
nnd it is difficult to defend and keep the province. He
farther reports in a supplementary document, in
which he with intense earnestness begs that favour
may be bestowed on the English, &¢. ** On looking
at the réport, I am naltogether filled with indignation
und grief. The said great Minister, became of the
importance of the city of Canton and its granaries of
vice, and also becanse the inhabitants ire extremely
numerous, because apprehensive that commotions
would ensue, has mado this a cause for temporary ex-
pedients, and deceptively acceded to, the requests (of
the English), and for the present they have not been
susrounded or exterminated,” This Imperial Edict
continues—* Hasten, then, your consultations and
echemes, attack and exterminate,” &e¢.

Bafore these hostile edicts had appeared, ('aptain
Elliott, confiding in the good fith of Keshen, had
sent orders to General Burrell to restore the Island
of Chusan to the Chinese, and to return with' the
Bengal Volunteers to Calcutta. Thisorder had been
promptly obeyed. Chusan was evacuated on the 25th
of February,  Three vessels with the volunteers on
board had reached Singapore on the 16th of March,
but it wae expected they would be ordered back to
Alacao.  The others had fortunately put into Hong-

ong for water, and were detained there. Of the
1,700 European troops belooging to the 26th and 49th
regiments, which landed at Chusan in high health in
July last, 190 only were left fit for duty. The Bri-
tish imprisoned by the Chinese at Ningpo had been
liberated upon the™ evacuation of Chusan. An ar-
rangement had been made Ly the friends of Colonel
Austruther 1o facititate his escape, but he refused to
svail himself of it, as he might thereby have exposed
his friends in captivity to greater bardships. Captain
Elliott, in pursuance of an arrangement wivh Keshen,
sent on the 14th of February the iron steamer Ne-
mesis up the river with a draught of a treaty respect-
ing the * details which remained matter for negotia-
tion,” under orders to wait till the 18th. The Ne-
mesfs found the channel obstructed by barriers, large
hatteries erecting on shore and on the central island,
and herself fired on by the Bogue forts while yet two
lengues off. She therefore returned at once to Macao,
Wwhere Captain Elliott, at length comprehending Ke-
shen's duplicity, aud the Emperor's inveterate hostili-
1y, prepared to racommence lLostilities. He set sail
on the 20th of FebruaTy up wiic tiver , wn the 24th
Commodore Bremer attacked and destroyed tne iieia-
works, disebling 80 gans they mounted ; and on the
25th ard 26th ke attacked and captured three ad-
joinidg Bogue forts without losing a single man, kil-
Jisg about 260 Chinese, and taking 1,300 prisoners,
who were subsequently liberated at the opposite side
of the river. The wlhole British force was on the
28th of l-‘abrunr{vproceading to attack Canton, at
which date the Waterwitch was despatched from
Macao express with the news to Calcutta. Vessels
had also been sent to stop the passing transports
from Chusan, and recall those arrived at Si gAp

were diately libernted.

Accordiag to the last nccounts which reached to
the 1st March, Captain Elliott in immediately
to proceed to Canton, and, it is said thas Keshen lyad
invited the foreign Consuls to mediate between Jim
and the Eoglish. Thus fell to the ground ull the
flaming assurances of Captain Elliott that the nego-
tiations wera pr ding most picious! Thus
are annihilated, at one blow, all the flattering promi-
ses held out by the ministerinl ‘organs at home of a
speedy and satisfactory adjustment of all differences.

Of all the wars in which we have been engaged in
the East, this is likely to be the most troublesome.

The circumstances which havae transpired cannot
therefore fail to produce a radical change throughout
the whole empire—that the Emperor quietly acceded
to the'treaty, which after all, was far more disgraceful
to us than to him. The lofty pretensions of the Tar-
tar dynasty, and the exclusiveness of the Cabioet,
might have appeared in the eyes of his subjects to be
still inviolate. But the feeling of hostility which he
has manifested will necessarily force us to more ex-
tended operations. We inust make up our minds ei-
ther to ;uit China and its trade altogether, or
force the Emperor into concessions at the cannon's
mouth,

The Bombay Gazette concludes by severely con-
demning the government at home for its want of
foresight and bad munagement of the Chinese ques-
tion. 1t is of opinion that nothing effective can be
done in the campaign wlich is about to open.

Letters from Singapcre, of the 19th March, receiv-
ed Ly the ships John Adams nnd David Malcolm,
state that, on the 25th of February, the Island of
Chusan was given up to the Chinese. These ships
ring to Culcutta the Bengal volunteers, Cuptain
Elliott, in his wisdom, having ordered their return
when he was flattering himself that Keshen was be-
haviag honestly. The other transport with the Eu-
topean troops on board went fortunately to Hong
Kong, where they will be required ; whether the vo-
lunteers are Lo go or to returu to Macao was not yet
decided.

An Americen gentleman, lately from Canton, tells
us that the city is doomed to the flames if we spare it.

Gordon Bremer, arrived at Caleutta from Macso on
the 22d April. His Excellency is said to have come
to Ladia for the purpose of cousulting the Governor
General and obtaining reinforcements. The British
Troops have possession of the factory at Cauton, but
it would appear there is a provisional Chinese Go-
vernment in the City. Oflicial accounts may be ex-
pected in a few hours. The Calcutta Courier states
that the forcing the passsge between the Bogue and
Cunton was gullantly effected.

The suprems Government of India was making eve-
Ty exertion to send more troops to China. .The
above intelligence was despatched from Calcutta by
express overland fo Bombay, but only arrived three
hours after the departure of the steamer for Suez ou
the Ist of April. It was therefore necessarily de-
tained at Bombay till the 27th of April, when the
steamer sniled for Suez with Sir James Carnac. The
primary error and cause of delay in the transmission
of this and the previous Chinese despatches is attri-
buted to the epinion expressed Ly Captain Elliott,
when, on the 27th of January, be despatched the
Enterprise steamer to Calcutta, * that she might
stop there, as all was settled in China ! He had at
the same time ordered his family to join him,. in the
cenviction that Lie hud re-established peace.

By the arrival of the Queen steamer at Culcutta,
on the 20th of April, with Commodore Bremer him-
selfon board, we learn the continued successful result
of the operations of the British sqordron while as-
rending the Canton river subsequent to the 28th of
F-br_uavy, capturing forts, destroyiog berriers, and
blowing up junks, till the final success at Canton on
the 18th of March.

Beginning of Road-Making.—The|
infancy of road-making, like that of navi-

gation, must be sought in the ififancy of

nations. - A canoe, hollowed out of 'the
trunk of a tree, was the beginning of ship-
huilding ; an Indian’s trail, by which an
untutored tribe wend their way, in single

files, through forestor grassy glade of

boundless extent, is the first germ of a
road. Conveyance by a quadruped,
which rendered necessary the widening
of the trail into a sort of bridle-path, for-
med most likely the second rtep in the
improvement of itinerancy. Next came
the use of carriages ;a sledge perhaps first
after that the cart, or sledge, raised on
two wheels, connected by an axle.

"Then came the double cart, or waggon of|

four wheels, by which two parallel and
transverse axles were connected by a fix-
ed longitudinal one. In principle no im-
provement beyond this has been made
in the construction of carriages, save the
moveable joint, which at once, by the fa-
cilities it afforded for turning curved lines,
dispensed with the necessity of rectilinear
roads for large vehicles.—Wade’s British
History.
