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No Further Victims

of German Pirate

Craft Reported—She is Said to Have
Been Seen Off Coast of Brazil Going

at High Speed

Rio Janeiro, Jan. 20.—The “Jornal
Pequeno” of Pernambuco asserts that
it has information that the German raid-
er Is accompanied by three small sub-
marines. These submarines are said to
be six metres in length and an entirely
new Ltype.

Members of the crews of ships sunk
by the raider and who have been held
prisgger on board her are quoted as
sayi#. that the submarines constantly
leave the mouth of the ship and reappear
after short intervals, apparently doing
scouting duty. They say that the raid-
er has a speed of twenty-five knots but
slcws down during the night.

Report Ortega Safe,

Rio Janeiro, Jan. 20—The British au-
thorities have issued a warning to ship-
ping companies that the captured Brit-
ish steamer St. Theodore has been con-
verted: into a German commerce raider
and is cruising along the’ Atlantic steam-
ship  routes. Secret instructions have
been given to the companies regarding
rouies to be followed.

Re-assuring reports have been rceived
at Rernambygg in regard to the 8,000 ton
British liner Ortega which was on her
way to Pernumbuco and was feared to
have fallen a victim to the German raid-
er. According to the reports in ship-
ping circles, the Ortega has reached
safety, but her location is not announced.

It is reported that another squadron
composed of auxiliary cruisers has join-
ed the light cruiser in the search for the
commerce raiders. The total tonnage of
the squadron is 36,000,

How Dramatist Was Sunk

London, Jan. 20.—A Pernambuco des-
patch to the “Daily Mail” describes the
capture and destruction of the British
steamer Dramatist by the German com-
merce raider. The Dramatist sighted
the raider on December 18 when it was
seven miles distant. The German rap-
idly closed in and when alongside hoist-

%1 P Britishér to stop. Immediately
afterward trap doors under the bul-
warks at the raider’s forecastle were
dropped, revealing two guns of about
210 inch calibre trained on the Dra-
matist.

An armed boat-load of Germans
boarded the British ship and its officers,
engineers and part of its crew were ent
on board the raider. The remainder
of the crew were left on board for five
hours and then removed and the steamer
sunk by explosives. The crew of the
Dramatist, with the exception of twenty-
seven Indian firemen who remained on
the raider, were transferred to the Hud-
son Maru. The captives complained cf
the food and sanitary arrangements but
say that the Germans were courteous
as a rule and give receipts for their cap-
tures. One receipt was signed “Wolff.”
A member of the crew has a photograph
of the raider and various pictures of
the .sinking of the Nantes, taken by a
small concealed camera.

The men of the Dramatist say that
the raider appears like an ordinary car-
go steamer and when passing neutral
ships hoists the British colors, but flies
the German flag when it sights a Brit-
ish ship. The captain of the raider said
that he did not wish to sink passenger
ships as he did not want to kill women

and children but was only after big
cargo boats.

A member of the Minieh’s crew <ays
that an officer of the raider asked for
the ‘ship’s papers and when told they
had been destroyed laughed and said:
“Well, it cannot be helped. You played
the game.”

German Statement

Berlin, Jan. 20.—The official
ment issued last night regarding the
British steamer Yarrowdale being
brought into harbor as a prize says the
English steamer Yarrowdale of 4,500
tons was brought into harbor on Decem-
ber 31 as a prize by a prize crew of six-
teen men. She had aboard 469 prisoners,
the crews of one Norwegian and seven
English ships which were captured by.a
German auxiliary cruiser in the Atlan-
tic Ocean.

“The cargoes of the captured vessels
consisted principally of war material for
our enemies from America and food-
stuffs including 6,000 tons of wheat, 2,-
000 tons of flour and 1,900 horses. The
Yarrowdale had on board 117 motor lor-
ries, one motor car, 6,800 cases of rifk
cartridges, 8,000 rolls of narbed wire and
3,300 tons of steel bars beside a large
quantity of meat, bacon and sausages.

“Of the vessels sunk, three of the
British were armed. Among the crews
of the captured vessels are 103 subjects
of neutral states who, as well as enemy
subjects have been removed as prison-
ers of war in so far as they had taken
pay on arryed enemy vessels.

The cominander of the prize crew is
Deputy Officer Badewitz. The bringing
in of the Yarrowdale has been kept sec-
ret up to this time for military reasons,
which, in view of the British admiralty
statement of January 17, are no longer
operative. * It is notewerthy that the
British admiralty resolved to announce
to the public these losscs which date
from some considerable time back only
when the losses were known to the neu-
tral world by the arrival of the Japan-
ese prize Hudson Maru in a Brazilian
harbor.”

May Mean Trouble.

Washington, Jan. 20—The German
admiralty statement that neutral sub
jects in the crews of vessels captured
by the German raider in the South At-
lantic “have been removed as prisoners
of war” will raise a complicated question
if any Americans are among them. The
question turns on whether or not an
armed merchant ship is a war vessel and
the gulf between the United States and
Germany on that question is still un-
bridged. Of course Americans on such
ships could be considered as prisoners of
war only if the vessels were considered
as war vessels. No indication has been
recejved that any of the vessels sunk
by the German raider were other than
defensively armed. The state department
has held throughout that a vessel cannot
be classed as a warship unless it is under
naval orders and the navy flag and man-
ned by naval crews.

The German admiralty statement made
just at this time, when the armed ship
issue between the two countries is be-
coming more compljcated, was taken to
foreshadow a more pronounced attitude
as to the question on Germany’s pari.

GERMAN INTRIGUE
- IN CHINA MEETING

Mass of People Not Pro-German
. But Miitary Leaders Thmk
Teutons May Win

Pcl_siug, Jan. 20.—The Germans have
acquired two scurrilous newspapers in
North China which have a little circula-
tion among the Chinese. Their overseas
service daily supplies columns of fanci-
| ful war news. Much of this is unintelli-
gible to the Chinese but the service fre-
quently contains lines damaging to the
allies. Theé German propaganda had
some success in ignorant up-country re-
gions but the mass of China is inditfer-
ent to the issues and certainly is not
pro-German.

{ In business circles it is understood that
German trade is strangling, while the
{trade of the allies prospers. In mili-
tary circles, however, German prestige
continues high. The military leadcrs,
who virtually control the govermment,
appear unable to divest themselves of
the apprehension that Germany may yet
win the war. Steps have been taken to
put the allied situatiop more closely be-
{ fore the Chinese.

| ‘The Germans certainly are preparing
to exploit China after the war. Large
funds are available to them here fro:n
the payments made by the Chinese gov-
ernment, which will enable them to of-
fer favorable terms for future enterprise.
‘T'he same opportunities, however, are
open to anybody who will compete in
the matter of bargain money.

cerns in western Canada, of which firm
Mr. Gallagher is a prosperous member.

Speaking to The 'Limes this morning

Mr. Gallagher said that he had bought
eleven cars of mutton and lamb, cach
car averaging almost 25,000 pounds. Six
of these car loads were purchased in
ixew Brunswick and five in Prince Ed-
ward Island. Mr. Gallagher saia that
| the people out west were very anxious
for eastern mutton and would pay the
price for it, if they knew it came from
these provinces. "It is the sweet sea-
side flavor of the mutton from the mari-
time provinces that appeals to our west-
ern people and it is greatly in demand
over our own lamb and mutton,” said
| Mr. Gallagher.
! Speaking of conditions here he said
i that they were apparently good and on
a par if not a little in advance or those
.| in the west. The farmers here were get-
ting high prices for their products and
the demand seemed to keep up.

Rents were very high in the west, es-
pecially in Calgary, where a year ago
one could secure a house or rooms any-
where. Today, said Mr. Gallagher, the
prices were exorbitant for tenant
houses.

Mr. Gallagher's father will be
membered by the older residents of St.
John. He went west just previous to
the outbreak of the Riel rebellion and
started in the meat business. When the
| rebel.ivn was at its height the firm in
which Mr. Gallagher was the senior
| partner supplied the government troops
|'with meat. At his death his sons fol-
lowed up the business and today they
possess one of the finest meat concerns
in the western provinces, with head-
quarters in Winnipeg.

Mr. Gallagher said this morning that
this year they depurted from their us-
val custom and instead of getting their
agents to gather in their yearly supply
from this part of Canada, he undertook
to secure it in persom.

He will leave tonight on the Boston
train accompanied by his wife, who was
a Quebec girl. They will visit relatives
| in Boston before returning to their home
| in  Winnipeg.

Battle Of History

Feverish Preparations Being Made —
Signal For Outbreak Depends Chiefly
on the Weather Man

New York, Jan. 20.—A cable to the
Tribune from London says: /

“Feverish preparations are going on
along the west front for what both sides
expect to be the greatest battle in his-
tory.

“The signal for the outbreak depends
on the weather man chiefly,

“Interest here and in France centres in
the possibility of a German invasion of
Switzerland for the purpose of striking
at the French army in Alsace as part
of the coming struggle. Despatches
from Berne say that General Ulrich
Wille, commander-in-chief of the Swiss
army, has proposed mobilization of all
of Switzerland’s military forces. De-
spite his recent utterances that he be-
lieved Switzerland was safe from inva-
sion, apparently he has become alarm-
ed at the concentration of German troops
along the Swiss border”

Big Guns Booming

Paris, Jan. 20.—There was a violent
artillery action last might in the region
of Plessis-de-Roye. Otherwise, says to-
day’s official announcement, the night
passed quietly. The announcement fol-
lows: ;

“Brief artillery actions of violence oc-
curred in the region of Plessis-De-Roye,
south of Lassigny. In the Argonne we
blew up a small mir> with success, in
the sector of Bolante.”

Enemy Report

Berlin, Jan. 20.—The German official
statement reads:

“Western front—Near Wytschaete and
west of La Bassee, attacks by British
patrols last night were repulsed. Re-
connoitering enterprises launched be-
tween Doller and t2e Rhine-Rhone canal
were successfully ‘arried out by Wurt-
temburg troops.

“Roumanian front—Front of Arch-
duke Joseph. In the eastern Carpathi-
ans northeast of Belbor, minor Russian
detachments repeatedly attacked our po-
sitions unsuccessfully. The enemy, who
at one point had entered by a surprise.
attack, was driven off in hand-to-hand
fighting. : :

“North of the Suchitza Valley the
Roumanians repeated their desperate at-
tacks at the same point as on the pre-
ceding day. In addition to several hun-
dred dead- which are lying before our
positions, the aggressors lost 400 men
in prisoners.

“Army group of Field Marshal Von
Mackensen—A heavy snowstorm and in-
sufficient light impeded the activity of
our artillery. Nevertheless the town of
Nanesti, situated on the Sereth, was
taken yesterday by German troops by
storm and in hand-to-hand fighting.

“On the Macedonian fronts,” says the
statement, “the day and the night of
yesterday passed calmly.”

FERNIE MINE TROUBLE

One
of the principal items to which these
manufacturers turned their attention
was soup tablets. They called them
‘meat extract tablets,” and they are most
pernicious things. The government had
‘already laid down the rule that- tab-
lets with this name must contain at
least 7Y% per cent. of meat extract, but
Lthe rule has not been observed. In
wmany cases as anuch as 97 per cent. of
cooking salt has been found in these
iablets. The remaining 8 per cent. shows
traces of coloring matter.

‘beef soup.’ It is in the shape of pow-
der and is carefully done up in pretty
little cardboard packets. Analysis
shows it contains wheat flour, salt, some
sticky substance and a slight trace of
meat extract.

under the name of Liptau cheese, It ig

a coarse red powder which consists of
70 per cent. salt, 80 per cent. red pep-
per, caraway seed, butter and acid, the
latter ingredient giving the whole a
smell resembling cheese dumpling. It is
sold in two packets, one containing salt
and dried vegetable powder, the other a

| salty flour mixture,

“Equally unsatisfactory is the result
of an analysis of a substance sold un-
der the fascinating name of ‘citizen’s
soup pot.’ It fetches a high price and
is mostly powdered bran with a little
meat flavoring. The cost price, includ+
ing the can in which it is tastefully
packed, is about four cents.

“Another field in which
swindling on a gigantic scale is the
fabrication of pudding powder. Here
the main ingredient is potato meal. There
arc lemon, almond and raspberry pud-
ding powders, all made of potato meal
with a little coloring. Neither taste
nor odor of lemons, almonds or rasp-
berry can be traced. Little bags of this
stuff are sold at 10 cents each, contain-
ing an ounce or two of meal and a frac-

With the Canadian Army Corps in
France, Dec. 29.—There was nothing to
remind me of the fact that Monday last

was Christmas dll} as I took a long and
fatiguing walk in the trenches held by a
brigade, which included Montreal
troops: The rain of the previous even-
ing had ceased but left the roads mud-
dy a_nd the duck-boards in the trench-
es slippery. It was a grey sort of morn-
ing, and the weather was reflected in
the faces of the men seen in the tren-
ches. They knew that the great festi-
val was nothing to them, that they
must “carry on” and kill as usual. But
i the real spirit of the day was strong in
the minds of some men, and they were
inclined to lay down their rifles and of-
fer Fritz a cigarette. “Why don’t you
pot that fellow,” demanded a colonel,
who noticed that one of his men ignor-
ed the presence of a Boche, who was
wandering about No Man’s Land. “Oh,
it's Christmas, sir,” was the answer,
“and we don’t want to spoil it.” The
colonel took the man‘s rifle, and in a
moment the indiscreet Boche fell. “There
you carry on,” he retorted, as he re-
stored the weapon. Brutal! yes, espec-
xully as one thinks of the strains which
were ascending at that hour of the day
in thousands of churches—the strains of
“Peace on earth and mercy mild.” That

in the first Christmas, remarked the
brigadier-general who told this incident,
“but the U-boat and Zeppelin outrages
have put the Hun out of our civilization.
Our business here is to kill Huns, and
not to celebrate anything until we have
done the job.” In fact, the purpose of
this brigadier’s visit of inspection that
morning was to see that invitations to
Fritz to “come and have a cigareite”
were nipped in the bud. In another
part of our line I heard next day that
the attempt got under way, and that
in one case where a\German rifle went
off, the officer in command sent an
apology to our side for this Serious

being cared for by the Children’s Aid,
Society. :

Bread Inspector John O’Neill, in his.
report to the chief, finds that the bread
by-law is being well carried out and
that all proprietors are willing to adhere |
to its conditions. Inspector O’Neill has’
made tests of the weights of bread and
finds everything satisfactory. One bake-
shop has been ordered closed during the
iyear and this was done. Inspector
| O’Neill suggests the licensing of bake-
shops in the city and county at a nom-
| inal fee of from §2 to $5. ‘

During the year there have heen
thirty-nine appointments thirty-one re-
signations and eleven dismissals 1\“ the
police department.

As has been stated before, there ‘were
a total of 2,291 arrests in the city for

1916. Three hundred and six of these
have been by the detectives. The ar-
rests for other cities .number sixteen.
Drunkenness has accounted for 1216 of
! the arrests, an increase of 391 over 1915.
i Eleven hundred and one were convicted
and twelve released on suspended sent-
ence. One hundred and nine were ar-
rested for thefts, and'ninety-two for vag-
rancy. 'There were 2,830 cases entered
in the police court; 2,007 of these were

convicted; 805 were dismissed or with-

dealers. The chief recommends that
this. act be amended and that the second-
hand dealers be compelled to make out
and deliver reports of their transactions.
This, the report points out, would be of
great assistance to the police in case of
'robberies or location of stolen préperty.
The reports referred to would be check-
ed up with the second-hand dealer’s
book of entry when found necessary.
Another recommendation made is the
compelling of all boarding and lodging
houses to keep a register wherein there
would be recorded the names, former

- place of residence, date of arrival and the

date of fleparture of all lodgers and
boarders and that this register be open
to the inspection of the chief of police
or any police constable employed by
the city. ;

“Some comment, says the chief, has
been made that crime is on the increase
in the city, but I am bound to point out
that it is not so. There is quite a dis-
tinction between crime and offences,
and the only increase is shown in juv-
enile thefts, which gives 105 as com-
pared with eighty-six of last year, an
Increase of ninetéen, which is, howevcr,
casily offset by the entire absence of
any one serious crime.”

Halifax Sold er, Here Yesterday,
Speaks of War —Sees Germans

Finally Beaten Next Summer

“I am glad to be home, am glad that
I went and would gladly return,” was
the way that Private J. McDermott, of
Halifax, expressed himself when inter-
viewed by a Times representative yes-
terday afternoon, after spending one year
and a half on the western frone.

Private McDermott went overseas
with the 55th Battalion and crossed to
France with the first draft from that
unit, which was attached to the 25th
Nova Scotia Battalion. “My experiences
while at the front,” he said, “were too
many to enumerate, but I can truly say
that the 25th Battalion, as have other
Canadian units, has shown up well.”

“It was in the great battle at St. Eloi
that the Germans put me out of com-
mission by placing in my back a piece of
shrapnel, yet with all that, I am one of
the fortunate ones.” He was of the
same opinion as others who have recent-
ly returned, that the war will be brought
to a close during the summer of 1917,
and added, that within the last twelve
months the Germans have been surrend-
ering in all quarters and crossing to the
Allies lines with hands up. “It is not
necessary for me to tell you that this
was not the case. When I crossed to
France—about eighteen months ago. In
those days it was a fight to the flnish.”

“The morale of the German army,” he
said, “was undoubtedly broken, and it |
was not only the battle of the Somme |
that had done it, as we so often hear
said, but also the battles of Ypres and
St. Eloi. It was in these battles that the
enemy found that we meant one thing,
and that was victory. Our artillery have
them from every standpoint, in the plac-
ing of shells, in guns and in ammuni-
tion, which, by the way, is one of the
greatest factors in the winning of the
war. All one can see on the way from
the Somme front back to the coast is
guns and ammunition. Our airmen have
the enemy hands down and whileeat the
first of the war it was an every day oc-
currence to see German airoplanes over
our lines, it is now a very rare thing. We
have also put the drop on the Zep-
pelins, and they are fast becoming in the
same class as the German navy, that is,
they stay where man or gun cannot
reach them.”

SAYS YPRES WAS
- HARDEST FGHT

Soldier Creamer of Aylesford, N,

S., Home From War, Reached

Of the thirty-four maiitime province!
menr who returned to Canada by stea-'
mer yesterday, pe,haps none could tell
a more interesting story of experiences
than did Private Ernest Creamer of;
.»\ylesford, N.S, who went overseas!
with the first contingent as a member |
of the 1st Divisional Train, Army Ser-"
vice Corps.

He said that in all he had spent about(
thirty months at the front and during'
that time had seen what at one time;
looked like defeat for the allies on that
front change into what might be called
a sure victory, but the victory, he ad-'
ded, would not be won until the sum-|
mer of 1917.

“This is not only my opinion,” he
said, “but the opinion of practically all’
the men at the front including the of-
ficers. For one to be able to make this
remark he must have been at it since
the beginning of the war and, believe
me, the change is wonderful in the con- |
ditions at the front at the present time
to what they were when' the .lrst con-‘
tingent of the Canadian boys arrived on
French soil.”

When asked as to what he thought
was the fiercest and most deadly bat-|
tle that took place from the time the |
Canadians arrived on ~ the western!
front up to th~ time he was wounded,
he named the first battle of Ypres. The
linhabitants of the city of Ypres, which
bumbered, he would judge, about from
isixty to sixty-five thousand people, had
been warned to get out of the city, but
they delayed. The trenches which were
held by the .Canadians werc about three
miles beyond the city and the fighting
had been going on for a;few days with
nothing more than ° exchange of infan-
try fire until one day the German artil-
lery opened fire on the city and began
dropping shells into it at the rate of
3,000 an hour. The inhabitants were
taken by surprise and the deaths one
can imagine. The 8th battalion, which |
was entrenched about three miles from
the city, held their trenches, while the
trenches on both the right and left flank
were taken by the enemy. This left
the 8th battalion surrounded and they
fought for three days without food, until
the 10th and 16th battalions had made
several bayonet charges and succeeded
finally in relieving the 8th. Too much
could not be said for the members of
this unit for they practically held a
German army for three days. His unit
was ordered to take up rations to the
unit, also hand grenades, and while go-
ing through the city, it was all one
could do te keep from falling aver in a
faint because of the sad. sights.

“Did anyone ever tell you about the
‘Mad Major?” Well, he was the most
sensational officer on the western front.
He was in command of an imperial field
artillery -battery, and, by the way, was
an airman. The governme.t had placed
at his disposal an, airplane and with
this he used to do his own scouting. I
have seen him' come down within 100
yards of the German:trenches, take their
positions and then return to his battery
and with but a few shells blow a Ger-
man trench to atoms. He is known by
all the boys on the western front. He
was wounded just, recently.”

Private Creamer, in speaking of the
spirit of the men who have spent from
one to two years at the front, said that
it was surprising the way these men go
into the trenches. They are always
wearing a smile and exchanging jokes.
He added that a man that can smile
after spending some time on that front
should be decorated. Private Creamer
was wounded in the hand and left leg
and cannot go again to the front.

“The Germans are very fond of shell-
ing our roads at night,” he said, “and
very often they catch some of us. But
‘we should worry,” we have won the
war and the summer of 1917 will see the
last shot fired in the defence of honor,
justice and the freedom of the world.”
