M. Morloff sald the latest despatch
from Sofia, showed that up to yester-
day the Bulgarian losses were 48 killed
or wounded. Of these, 26 were soldiers,
and 22 civilians, men and women. There
was the probability of other unknown
victims. °
. The conditions of the agreement, he
said, were that Bulgarian and Greek
officers should proceed this afternocon
to the frontier to arrange for the re-
turn of the Greek bordet guards to
their original posts.

WITHDRAW IMMEDIATELY

The Greek troops in Bulgaria would
begin their withdrawal immediately,
and the Bulgarian forces would not ad-
vance in a manner to hinder the Greeks
until the latter had crossed thefrontier.

An Athens despatch lust night said
the Greco-Bulgarian sgreement, at the
suggestion of Rumania, had been reach-
ed prior to yuterdag‘. action of the
League of Nations Council in Paris
which ordered Greece and Bulgaria to
withdraw their troops behind their re-
spective frontiers.

Whether Rumania acted independ-
ently of the League or not, the effect
of the agreement is to .carry out the
conditions laid down by the League
Council, which stipulated that the dis-
puting states should issue orders for
retirement of their troops within 24
hours, and be in a position within 60
hours to report that the evacuation
was complete.

Lives Reported

Lost In Cyclone Which Swept
Bahrein Islands; Boats Sunk

BAHRA, Irak, Oct. 27—Conflicting
reports are being brought in concern-
ing the cyclone which swept the Bah-
rein Islands, in the Persian Gulf. The
first account of the storm brought in
by the Indian merchant ship Lawrence
stated that 7,000 lives were lost, and
that 200 pearl fishing vessels were
missing. A later report says that
'1,000 lives were lost and 70 boats de-
stroyed.

¢ The cyclone visited virtually all
parts of the Persian Gulf. The British
sloop Cyclemen went to the aia of
some of the pearl fishers, but.could do
nothing. It was forced to witness the
destruction of many of the boats.
The casualties were mainly among
pearl divers. An earthquake accom-

meimory. of the . inhabitants. Three
inches ‘of tain fell in an ‘hour. on the
Island of Henjam, being equivalent to
the usual yeady fall.

He
told the court that, at the request of
the Retail Merchants’ Association, the
store had been warned before and that
the association was behind this case.

The defendant said that other stores
were allowed to be open and he did
not see why furniture stores should be
discriminated against. He did not see
how they could do such a thing for one
particular line only. He considered that
the law was a “joke.” However, he said
that if the law was there he would be
forced to engage counsel and investi-
gate the matter.

The League of Nations has met,
quickly and resolutely, the challenge
to its authority found in the action of
Greece and Bulgaria.

Treasure

(New York Herald-Tribune)

The dispatch of a British expedition
“equipped with the latest scientific ap-
pliances” to lift pirate treasure from
the island of Cocos seems to indicate
that the romantic life will never lose
its peculiar appeal. Whether the buc-
caneers ever buried any treasure or
not, and whether they were stupid
enough to leave it buried if they did,
are questions which history has never
satisfactorily answered. It has noth-
ing to do with the persistence of those
golden, those glowing legends; the
spirit of the unfortunate Kidd will
doubtless never be laid along the New
England coasts, and people will never
be convinced that anything so fascin-
ating as pirate gold could also turn
out to be wholly fictitious.

The scientific appliances, of course,
may fail to turn up the expected £14,-
000,000, but the Britishers will at least
secure the less filthy lucre of roman-
tic adventure. The very name of Cocos
Island, like so many other of those
lovely and alluring names which still
turn a chart of the West Indies into a
literary experience, brings up the whole
picture. Cocos, lying in a convenient
isolation west of Panama, was one of
the centres for the magnificent opera-
tions which followed upon Henry
Morgan’s demonstrations that in the
Pacific' there were still richer ships to
scuttle and cities to sack. John Mase-
field’s account of the seventeenth cen-
tury buccaneers devotes several chap-
ters to the famous expedition which
crossed the Isthmus of Darien, des-
cended upon Panama, and then went
on to harry the Pacific coasts of South
America. It was the richest period in
the buccaneering trade, the cargoes
were fabulous, the daring was unbe-
lievable, and the final proceeds some-
times almost seemed to be worth it. -

One can almost see the island, sleep-
ing in a blue sea behind a palm-fringed
beach, heavy with memories of the
great period. Perhaps it does not
really look that way. Perhaps there is
not really any gold there; and per-
haps, at any rate, if one actually touch-
ed its shores the glory would fade
and leave only the mosquitoes. Mr.
Beebe may be an authority. But one
feels that the scientific appliances are
the least important part of the ex-
pedition’s equipment.

IN THE DAY'S NEWS/

GEN, HSU SHE-TSENG.

THE former chief of staff of the

Chinese army, General Hsu She-
tseng, is now heading a High Commis-
sion in the United States named by
the president of China. The mission
has visited eleven countries and has
governmental  institutions,
&chools and customs,

He is regarded as one of China’s
most dominating figures and in 1920
was the leader of the Anfu party
.which. was driven out of power by Wu
Pei-fu and his allies. Later, after the
civil war the Anfu party again came
into power.

During the civil war the General
was Chief of Staff of the First Army
ander Marshal Tuan, now president,
and afterward became Vice-Minister
of War under President Yuan Shikai.
During the world war General Hsu
was Chief of the General Staff of the
Chinesg “participation force.”

It is thought very likely that if the
Anfu party remains in power General
Hsu will be appointed Premler of
*China.

Salvaée Boats Seek
$50,000,000 from
Turk Wrecks

ALVAGE operations are now being
carried out to recover the gold,
gilver and jewels, worth 850,000,000,

ago, in Navarino Bay on the Greek
coast.

Fhe exact number of vessels sunk is
unknown, but it is somewhere in the
neighbrohood of sixty. They all lie
very near the shore in from fifteen to
twenty fathoms of water.

These vessels went to the bottom at
the time when the Turks were invad-
ing Greece. Turkish troops raided any
towns that contained valuables, and
placed - whatever they found on board
their ships.

After this they sailed away to Nav-
arino Bay, where they thought they
could anchor without trouble. But
they didn’t realize that the entrance
was narrow, so much so that one little
vessel could hold up a whole fleet.

This is actually what happened. A
sudden and unexpected fight took
place. The Turks could land neither
men nor treasure, for hills stood up on
either side of the entrance, and thus
it happened that every vessel and all
treasure was lost.

Until now no serlous attempt had
been made to recover this treasure.
But the salvors are at the present time
hard at work, and with modern salvage
appliances it should not be an exceed-
ingly difficult task to recover the vast
wealth.

HE idea that a man should support his home and his wife entirely was
based on the theory that she gave all of her time and labor to her

* family, and when she goes. outside of the home to work she forfeits the

right to be supported. On the other hand, the woman who does her house-
work, in addition to her other work, contributes at least the wages of a
maid and housekeeper to the communal good, and that should be taken
into consideration in adjusting the household financial budget.

Such a couple might well establish a joint bank -account, a
savings account preferably, for the common good, but beyond that
I think it makes for happiness and peace in a family for both the
husband and wife to have some money that they can do with as
they please and without any interference from the other.

OF COURSE, it is a noble gesture for each to say, “All that I have is

yours,” but somehow this seldom works out satisfactorily in actual
practice. At least, so far as women are concerned. For a wife finds out that
while she has a technical claim on her husband’s purse, it is one that she
cannot enforce and that she only gets out of it what he chooses to give her.

That is why women are wise, in the great majority of cases,
in hanging on to their own money with a death grip, whether
they inherit it or whether they earn it. Their husbands don’t
often mean to cheat them out of it; but once 2 man gets pos-
session of his wife’s money, he regards it as absolutely his own,
and he feels that he is being just as generous in giving her a
few dollars of it as if it had come out of his own pocket.

CERTAINLY. it is going to be difficilt for the husband of the future

to reconcile himself to the thought of a wife being financially inde-
oendent of him and having a right to the money she earns, and it is going
to be difficult for a woman to realize that she can’t be both a parasite
and a wage-getter. But all that is needed to smooth out the situation is a
little common sense and justice.

Sentimentalists might say that there should be no question
about money between a husband and wife who love each other,
but there always has been and always will be. It s at the bottom
of nine-tenths of the friction in every household, and it will be
lessened, not increased, when it is settled as a frankly business
proposition, instead of by chicanery, and jollying, and panhandling,
and petty larceny, as wives have mostly had to settle it in the past.

sive.

These figires show that dish de-
struction is one of the most costly
jtems on the account .of American
hotels. One Eastern hostelry of inter-
national repute spends $60,000 annually
for dishes and glassware to replace
those broken. A Chicago hotel reports
that it spends $35,000 each year for im-
ported chinaware alone. Hotel and res-
taurant managers say that they must
allow for breakage of 20 per cent. of
their dishes each year. Those who
have studied the situation say that if

The Hotel Assoclation is now co-
operating in experiments at the Bureau
of Standards ceramic laboratory to find
a way to make dishes that will be less
easily breakable. The army, before the
agitation of the Hotel Association,
sought to learn of better specifications
for crockery. To make the present ex-
periments prodictive of the widest pos-!
sible benefit to industry, the scientists |
have “included an exhaustive test of
glass—window glass, plate glass and
shelf glass. Architects, engineers and
builders are watching these experi-
ments.

A machine to test glass has been

constructed that is capable of exerting
& pressure of 100,000 pounds. It is 8o
built as to smash pieces of the most
resistant wire glass. A special pressure-
measuring gauge keeps track of the
power necessary in each case to break
the glass. Apparatus contrived for de-
termining the wind pressure on window
glass may produce results of value to
architects. The glass is subjected to
water pressire so regulated that it
duplicates the vagaries of strong winds.

A kindred investigation conducted
by the Bureau of Standards is a close
study of milk bottles. In the manufac-
ture of milk bottles needless expense
is incurred under present conditions
because of a lack of uniformity in sizes
and markings required by the different
States. To eliminate this source of
waste the Bureau of Standards is test-
ing various bottles to establish speci-
fications for the container that best
meets all requirements. These stand-
ards, when established, will be the re-
silt of scientific study and mutual
agreement among manufacturers, dairy-
men and legislators.

Canadian Newsprint Output

This Year To E

xceed The U.S.

NEW YORK, Oct. 27.—A report of
the Canadian Pulp and Paper Asso-
ciation made public yesterday by the
Canadian Pacific Railway estimates
that the Dominion will produce a
greater volume of newsprint during the
coming year than the United States|
and that her output will continue to!
lead. Production in September for the
fourth time this year exceeded the out-
put of the United States for the month-
ly period, when the Dominion manufac-
tured 124,704 tons and this country

is the greatest in history.

Dr. Macl.aren also said in the House
of Commons, he pointed out, that he
was stre from what he knew of the
West India service that there was need
for improvement in the ships. More
cold storage, better-ships, better accom-
modation, more speed were required.
The speaker said he had confidence
that under improved shippin,: facilities
and changes: in the treaty conditions
that considerable advantage would aec-
crue to the Maritime ports and to
Canada from expansion of the West
India trade.

He was confident that a Conserva-
tive Government would be favorable
to carrying out a well developed treaty
with the West Indies and people might
be assured that the Conservatives
would lose no opportunity of improv-
ing and increasing the West Indian
trade.

TRANSPORTATION RATES.

Dr. MacLaren spoke on the Conser-
vative policy of special consideration
for transportation rates for the East
and West to Central Canada.

Hell be a better fighter and
the best card in the country if he goes
about it right.”

trade on equal terms with manufac-
turers in Central Canada, they were
merely asking the repayment of a just
debt.
