SALVAGE RECORDS

favored to devote a portion of thelr
energy to dairying and stock ralsing
or other lines of agricultural activity.

'The gamble is too great and I some
vears ago determined to grow only a
noderate quantity of potatoes and de-
vote the rest of my time to other crops.

presses it very aptly when it says tist
millions of dollars have bcen spent in
building Canadiam harbora, Cxnradian
canals and Canadian railways, apd it
is bad business, to say the least, to
have all this expensive transporlatioa
machinery standing idle, the prefesence
being given to Amerlcan ports. Meny
cxplanati'ons bave been given as to the
cause of the situation. The Ceanzd'an
Milling and Grain Trade Journal has
no doubt as to answer. Tt saysr—-

It is quite clear that the agency
which has led to the provision at
an American port of an elevator
which is to be built by Canadian
money for the handling of Canadian
grain, which ought to be handled
in this country by Canadian work-
ers and transportation interests, is
the lake shipping, and it is enabled
to do this because it has been
given a monopoly in the carrying
trade between Canadian ports in
the expectation that the interests of
Canada will thereby be furthered.
Protected by this monopoly the
Canadian shipping companies carry
Canadian grain from the lake ports
to Buffalo at the Duluth Buffalo
rates; and then, to increasg thelr
general receipts, they charge a
higher rate on Canadian grain from
the lake ports to the eastern bay
ports, though the distance is about
two-thirds that to Buffalo. The
differential at its minimum is half
a cent, sometimes it goes higher;
but it is sufficient to turn Canadian
wheat more and more into United
States channels, thus starving the
Canadian ports and depriving
Canadian rallways of traffic.

If this is the situation, says the Froe
Press, then it ig one that should be
righted by Parllament and that with-
out delay. The lake shipping companies
should not be permitted to build up a
monopoly at the sserifice of Canadian
ports, Canad'an rallways and Cana-
dian workingmen. Canada has the
advantage of the United States in the
shortest route to Eur:*)e. Amesican
wheat should be moving through Cana~
dian ports, rather than Canadian wheat
traveling via A merican-thannels.

MIXED WESTERN FARMING.

It was Mr. E. Beatty, the
President of the Canadian Pacific Rail-
way, who strongly advised in a recent
communication to special editions of
Montreal and Ontario newspapers that
there should be more mixed farming in
the west, and as an evidence of the
enterprise of some of the farmers in
Saskatchewan, it is stated that while
four years ago only 16,000 acres of iand
in that province was under corn, last
year the area planted with that cereal
was 66,000 acres.

The growing of corn is good for rid-
ding the soil of weeds, and a good corn
crop may be got in a year. of ‘drought
that ig unfavorable to the wheat crop.
Thus the means of developing the live
stock industry are increased. The
Western people are coming to look
more to the possibilities of their own
natural resources and to thelr own
efforts. The president of the Saskatche-
wan Agricultural Societics said at this
Corn Show: “We are blaming our
Governments and our industries for
things which are under our own con-
trol, for we should rgise more sheep
and spead less time looking for goats
on which to lay the blame for hard
times.” The wallers have had their
day. The country has no use for them.

EASY MONEY IS mlLY SPENT.

The distribution of liquor profits
angd pari-mutuel receipts among the
municipaliteis in the Province of
British Columbia has been character-

ized as an attempt to placate those

bodies and to excuse the encroachment
of the provincial government upon
municipal eources of taxation' and
revenue. It is said that such diversion
of unusual revenue is not and cannot
be satisfactory, and while it is pleasant,
of course, to receive a cheque every six
months from the provincial govern-
ment, & cheque, the size of which can-
not be estimated, has not the value that
the same sum raised in the home town
would have. It is looked upon {n many
quarters as a gift, as found money, and
as it comes easily, it goes easily. In
any case, the amount is so uncertain
that it discourages accurate budget-
ting, and careful and painstaking
budgetting lies at the very basis of
sound finance in all business. It
would be far more to the point, say
the objectors, if the Provincial Gov-
ernment retained the racing receipts
and liquor profits and withdrew from
the flelds of taxation which it has
usurped.

Central Baptist Mem-
bers Hear Good Re-
ports On 1924

OFFICERS NAMED

Rising Vote of Thanks Given
Pastor—Ludlow Street
Adjourns

The annual meeting of the Central
Baptist church was neid iast night and
was preceded by a dinner party in the
vestry suite at which more than 100

members were included. Rev. James
Dunlap, pastor, presided and W. Edgar,
Campbell was the clerk. At the busi-
ness meeting all reports were highly
satisfactory. A new low water mark
of indebtedness was reached and, ex-
clusive of the reduced mortgage, was
slightly above $300. A great increase
in receipts was noted.

Young Norwegian Is|

By Belt

Had Been Taken In By Police
To Prevent Death
In Cold

Jacob Piasani_ a 2l-year-old Norwe-
gian, attempted suicide at the Central
Police Station this morning. A timely
visit to his cell by Police Sergeant
prevented the
tragedy.. Dr. F. T. Dunlop was hur-
riedly called to attend the man and
ordered his removal to the General
Public Hospital, where a late report is
that he will not recover. Piasani had
used his belt as a means to attempt.

his life.
ound Wandering.

Piasani was found wandering about
West St. John early this morning by
Policeman William J. Blackwell and
Policeman S. McCavour and was taken
in charge to save him from freezing.
Apparently he had no lodging house.
The officers first found Piasani in the
gear shack in No. 5 shed. Replying in
broken English to their questioning, he
informed them he lhad deserted about
four months ago from the Norwegian
schooner “Selig.” From what port he
deserted or Bow long he had been in
St. John they were unable to ascertain.
He was ordered by the policeman to
89, 40 his ship or. his home. but an
hour ‘later was again seen wanderin
about and“then was taken in charge.gl

He was . given shelter during the
fiight and this morning was brought
over to the city and lodged inja cell
in the Central Police Station, a vag-
rancy charge being laid against him.
The officers say he did not appear the
least bit despondent this morning over
his ecircumstances.

Makes Shocking Diswvery: \

About 9.50 o'clock Sergeant Dyke-
man went below to get Piasani ready
for court. As he looked in the cell he
was horrified to find the young man
sprawled on the floor. Piasani . had
webbed belt, fastened it
around his neck and then tied. the
lopse portion to a crosbar of the door-
way. about four feet from the ground.
He then had lain down_ his feet touch-
ing the floor and his head suspended
by the belt. Sergeant: Dykeman be-
lieves he could not have been sus-
pended more than five minutes.

bas. Use First Aid.

' The sergeant hastily opened the
door, cut through the belt and called
for help. The Red Cross training
‘of the policeman stood them in good
stead here for while artificial res-
piration was commenced while a tele-
phone call was sent out for Dr. Dun-
lop. When found, the young man's
pulse was extremely low. The am-
bulance was sent for and Piasani
was conveyed to the hospital.

The belq {s khaki-colored, similar'
to a soldiers’ pocket strap.

It is
about one inch wide and quite long,
with & buckle on it. Whether a
charge of attempted suicide will be
laid against the young man has not
been decided yet.

The police are of +he opinion that
Piasani had come here looking for
work and, being unable to find it,
had grown despondent. Being taken
in charge by the police in a strange
land, far from his own people, cold
and hungry, he probably allowed his
despairing mood to get the better
of him. :

Poes Not Know Him.

W. Brindle, manager of the Sea-
men’s Mission here, when questioned
about the matter this morning, said
his record books did not show any
man of this name obtaining lodgings.
Only the names of the men who
sleep at the Mission are recorded
and Piasani may have been in and
out of the institute several times
unknown. Mr. - Brindle said he
would recognize him and addgd he
would make further inquiries.

Sergeant’s Second Time.

This is the second time Sergt.
Dykeman has been instrumental in
preventing suicide. Several years
ago Sergt. Dykeman, then Pglice-
man Dykeman, arrested a burly New-
foundlander and put him in the
North End lockup, awaiting the
patrol. The Newfoundlander took
his belt off, tied it around his throat
and looped the rest about a bar
above the door. Hearing the noise,
the policeman investigated and man- |
aged to save the Ne ®foundlander, !
who was then unconscious. When
this man was take nto the Central
Police Station, later on, he again
tried to take -his own life but was
prevented.
