iRECONSTRUCTION PROBLEMS.
The American National Committee on 

European Finance, which for some 
months has been studying the problem 
of getting raw materials to Europe, as 
essential to reconstruction there, has sub­
mitted an interesting report It points 
out that bankers and business men are 
favorable to practical effort on a large 
scale, but holds that government action 
is also necessary. It calls for a revision 
of excess profits and income taxes, so 
that large investors can afford to put 
their funds in other than tax-free se­
curities ; and the sanction and co-oper­
ation of the government in plans for 
supplying reconstruction credits to Eu-

“Your committee believes that it is 

•the duty of the Chamber of Commerce 
of the United States to advocate such a 
modification and reduction in the excess 
profits tax and income tax as Will en­
able those with large incomes to invest 
at least a part of their surplus in the 
securities of corporations organized for 
internal development or to promote for­
eign trade, and thus increase the supply 
of free funds in America for investment

The Bangor Commercial say»: “Re­
ports from the various summer resorts 
and watering places predict that the 
coming season will be one of the great­
est ever. The tide of summer travel to 
Europe in its before-the-war magnitude 
has not yet returned. Condition» in Eu­
rope arc not yet sufficiently restored to 
normal conditions to be especially at­
tractive to the tourist. And so another 
summer will be spent in seeing America 
first and Maine will be among the states 
that will profit most thereby.” The 
maritime provinces may fairly hope also 
for a large tourist travel this season.

An effort was made this morning by 

the committee of the whole of the com­
mon council to clear Up the matters of 
the public works department prepara­
tory to the departure of Mr. Fisher from 
the council. It was decided to recom­
mend to the new councd that the City 
road paving be proceeded with subject 
to an agreement with the street railway 
regarding the payment for the founda­
tion under street railway tracks. The 
matter of street car track foundation in 
Douglas avenue and Prince William 
street will be taken up at the same 
time.

An interested visitor present through­
out this morning’s meeting was E. Allan 
Schofield, the mayor-elect, who an­
nounced that he was present to get a few 
“pointers” in anticipation of his taking 
over his new office on Monday.

The mayor announced that the old 
council would hold its last meeting on 
Monday morning at 11 o’clock and that 
the new board would be sworn in at 
noon.

As new specifications and new tenders 
were required for the paving of Douglas 
avenue, City road and Prince William 
street, Commissioner Fisher urged that 
the council pass his recommendation that 
the tenders and deposits be returned to 
the tenderers. He said that in some of 
the contracts the sub-contractor was not 
willing to lay the asphalt at the price in 
the tenders.

Mr. Bullock suggested that the work 
be gone ahead with and the matter of 
the costs to be paid by the street rail­
way arranged later.

Regarding Douglas avenue, the street 
engineer said that tenders would be re­
quired for the street car foundation.

The mayor suggested that an effort be 
made to arrange with the contractors to 
do the additional work required and if 
the work coulti not be arranged to call 
for new tenders.

In discussing the question of City road 
the road engineer said that he recom­
mended granite block pavement. The 
mayor and Commissioner Bullock also 
favored granite.

The road engineer figured that the cost 
of concre
rails would be about $2.75 a square yard 
and he thought that an agreement should 
be entered into with the street railway 
with regard to payment for this work.

Commissioner Jones said that there 
was some excavation to be done for 
sewers and service pipes in City road, 
and the road engineer thought that the 
paving should be held up until this work 
was well ahead. He said that it would 
cost more for the work on this account 
as the concrete foundation would have 
to be reinforced. The extra expense 
would be about $500 for City road.

Commissioner Jones said that this 
work was held up by bad weather last 
year.

Thomas Stevens of the Stevens Con­
struction Co., was present, and said that 
he would be able to start work in about 
three weeks, and in the meantime the 
water department could be far enough 
ahead not to delay him in the work.

Mr. Fisher recommended that the work 
in City road be proceeded with subject 
to an agreement with the N. B. Power 
Co. regarding the street railway founda­
tion. Agreed to.

On motion of Commissioner Thornton 
it was decided to take the matter of 
street car foundation in Douglas avenue 
and Prince William street up with the 
N. B.. Power Co., and the commissioner 
of public works was authorized to take 
this matter up.

Regarding the contract with Morrison 
& Newlands for supplying 10,000 feet 
of granite curbstone, the contract with 
Frank Wade for setting it in City road 
and Douglas avenue, and the purchas­
ing of 50,000 to 100,000 granite blocks 
from Morrison & Newlands for general 
use, Commissioner Fisher reported as 
follows:

(1) That the amount of curbstone so 
far delivered and ready for delivery is 
about 5,100 feet, this including 800 feet 
waiting for flat cars to be available at 
the quarry, that Morrison & Newlands, 
who are considerably behind time with 
their contract, have apparently put forth 
every effort to make more rapid progress 
in supplying the curbstone and have now 
found it impossible to complete the con­
tract unless allowed an advance of 30c- 
a running foot for the balance of the 
curbstone, about 4,900 feet, and a further 
extension of time to May 1, 1921, and 
that it would be advantageous, finan­
cially and otherwise, for the city to pay 
the advanced rate rather than to have 
the contract terminated and the guaran­
tee forfeited. He therefore recommend­
ed that the contract be varied so as to 
allow the proposed increase of 30c. a 
foot and that the time limit be extend-

Paris, April 29—A general strike of 
French labor was called today to take 
effect on May 1- The call was decided 
upon by the general Federation of Labor 
of France, when it found its hands had 
been forced by the action of the railway 
federation in caUing a general railway 
strike for May Day.

THE CONVICTED STRIKE 

LEADERS NOW ARE ON 
MANITOBA PRISON FARM

(Canadian Press.)
Quebec, April 30—“It was a lover of | 

mother's, and I shot him. I am not 
afraid. I will not "be hanged for this. ! 
Father told me to fire, and I fired.” 
Such was the statement made by Romeo 
Remillard, aged twenty years, whose 
trial for the murder of Lieutenant Lucien 
Morrissette began at the criminal assizes 
here yesterday.

This statement was made to him after I 
the shooting on the morning of Jan. 28 j 
was testified by Dr. Romeo Roy of 
Levis.

Following the shooting both Romeq 
Remillard and his father, Joseph Remil- j 
lard, were placed under arrest and were 
later held on the charge of murder. The 
father will stand trial immediately after 
the son.

In outlining the case to the jury, Ar­
thur Lachance, K. C-, crown prosecutor, 
said that on the night of Jan. 27 and 28, 
three men employed as train despatchers 
for the Canadian National Railways at 
Levis decided at midnight to call at the 
house of a friend named Baker, who 
lived in Bienville.

The three men left about midnight to 
go to Baker’s. Remillard lived just at 
the other corner of the street from Ba­
ker’s. There was no light in Baker’s 

' house window, while the windows of 
Remillard’s house were lighted up. In 
doubt as to the right house, Morrissette, 
the victim, knocked at the door of the 
Remillard home and a woman came to 
the door. Morrissette was heard to men­
tion the name of Baker; he then turned 
away from the house. Two shots were 
fired. Morrissette was seen to fall and he 
died soon afterwards.

man of the war savings committee, and 
was knighted for his services in that re­
spect, relinquished the position just be­
fore leaving London ; but as| Premier 
Lloyd' George did not wish to have him 
sever his connection with the organiza­
tion he created a new office and made 
him president of the committee. “Those 
connected with the National Wpr Sav­
ings movement in England have done 
their best to encourage the habit of 
thrift among our' people,” said Sir Rob­
ert, “and they have met with a certain 
amount of success, as is evidenced by the 
fact that up to a few days before my 
departure, four hundred millions of war 
savings certificates had been sold since 
April, 1916, and in view of the fact that 
no one individual may hold more than 
500 of these certificates and that much 
of the money has been collected in six­
pences and shillings, this must be con­
sidered a satisfactory accomplishment.
Labor Conditions.

The demand of the workers for rea­
sonably short hours, good wages, more 
equitable distribution of wealth and a 
higher standard of living, was regarded 
by Sir Robert Kinderslcy as one that 
must be conceded, but he pointed out 
that these objects cannot possibly be 
attained unless peoples are prepared dur­
ing the hours of work to put forward 
their best efforts at production. “On re­
ceipt of better wages a fair proportion 
should be saved in order that invest­
ment and reproductive enterprises may 
be fostered. By spending wages in un­
necessary extravagance all the evils of 
today such as high prices are exagger­
ated, and a higher standard of living can 
only be attained by the cheapening of 
the necessaries of life, and this only be­
comes possible by the practical applica­
tion of science and invention, by in­
creased effort, and by the avoidance of 
waste in all its forms. In other words, 
higher wages alone cannot possibly bring 
about these improved conditions for de­
mocracy unless democracy plays its 
part”
Canada’s Position.

Sir Robert Kinderslcy said his last 
visit to Canada was about two years 
before the war, and he was scarcely In 
a position to say anything in regard to 
tarde prospects in relation to Great Brit­
ain, but he was certain that Canada now 
occupied a very much higher place owing 
to what she had done in war service, 
both through her army and in virtue of 
supplies for the Allies. People in the 
British isles had a very different regard 
for the Canada of today as compared 
with the Canada of some years ago, when 
there was so much speculation in real 
estate and other unsound investments. 
Canada’s future prospects as far as Great 
Britain was concerned, were never 
brighter than today.

The governor of the Hudson’s Bay 
Company is visiting Canada in connec­
tion with the celebration of the com­
pany’s 250th anniversary. He arrived on 
the Adriatic ten days ago at New York 
—where is the largest agency of the 
company—where he will be the guest of 
the Montreal branch at dinner at the 
Ritz-Carlton hotel, and tomorrow at a 
luncheon which is to be tendered at the 
Canada Club, lie will meet members of 
the council of the board of trade and 
executive members of the shipping fed­
eration.
