" Berlin, July 25—The ‘“Vossische Zei-
tung,” publishes a despatch from a Tunis
resident who states he has been studying
on the spot the organization for supplying
the Turks with food and war material.
He says that the organization is working
80 succeéssfully that the war may continue
for years, even if Turkey formally signs a
Peave.

“ . The French government declared that it
could not prevent the supplying of the
Hinterland of Tripoli with food from the
Hinterland of Tunisia, as the Tripolitan
tribes were always fed in that way. This
trade since the war has increased largely;
and the surplus is going to the Turks and
Arab combatants. The trade is not con-
cealed. The trade in arms and ammunition
is an open secret. Everyone 'knows the
#dealers, their business, and when they

“ .start. Sometimes arms are despatched in

automobiles from the town of Tunis it-
self; sometimes from Sfax, Gabes, and oth-
er coast places. The ammunition and arms

caravans sometimes number 4,000 camels.

Small Tunisian coast towns, where it was
formerly not worth while for steamers to
call, have now constant traffic. One line
of steamers running from Tunis to El Bi-
ban, near the frontier, has begun to make
a profit for the first time.
.. In addition, the Turks are beginning to
get supplies direct from the Tripoli coast.
Since the operations in the Aegean, the
coast has been laxly watched. A fortnight
ago several guns were landed, thus meet-
ing one of the greatest needs of the Turks,
who are saving their artillery for the de-
cisive battle they expect when the Itali-
. ans are weakened.

The smuggling from Tunis is due to the
unfriendliness of the Tunisian population
aud officials to Ttalians, who are regarded
as cheap competitors. The Italian govern-

_.ment is well aware of the smuggling,” and

Theve was a meeting this borning in the
Board of Trade rooms when members of
the ' Horticultural, Association . met His
Worship Mayor ¥rink and Commissioner
Schofield and arranged for the city  to
take over the site in Rockwood Park for
the proposed public play grounds. In the
absence of Hon. J. D. Hazen, the presi-
dent of the association, Senator Ellis, one
of the vice-presidents, occupied the chair.
Among those present, besides the mayor
and' Commissioner Schofield, were the fol-

It was stated to the meeting that the
land belonging to the association on the
Marsh to the right or east of Tilley Av-
enue, which was acquired by the associa-
tion, comprising about eeventeen acres,
had been paid for by Joseph Allison with
the intention that it ehould be used as a
playground; that the city had expressed a
willingness to make a considerable expendi-
ture on the grounds for this purpose; that
the minutes of the association contain

Mr. Allison corroborated the above
statement and stated that it had always
been his wish that these grounds should
be g0 used.

BRLLANT PROEESSR
FOR DALKOUSE COLEGE

Joha Laird of Edinburgh Appeint-
_ed to Chair of Philosophy in
" Place of Dr. Magill

Halifax, July 25—The,governors-of Dal-
housie . University have just appointed
John Laird to be Professor of Philosophy
in the place of Dr. Magill, who has lately
beem appointed chief of the government
grain commigsion.

Mr. Laird graduated from Edinburgh in
1908 with first-class honors in mental phil-
osophy; he ‘carried off medals in most of
the philosphical classes and also in Eng-
lish literature, and divided with another
student the Vans Dunlop scholarship,
£100 for three years, in moral philosophy.

In. December, 1908, he gained the Shaw
Philosophical Fellowship of the value of
£150 a year for five years. This requires
the holder to deliver a course of five lec-
tures at Edinburgh University. This Fel-
lowship is the Blue Ribbon of Philosophy
in Scotland, and is awarded every fifth
year, and is open to graduates ‘of not more
than five year's standing, of any of the
Scottish universities. It will be noticed
that Professor Laird won it a few months
after graduation.

From Edinburgh he went to Cambridge
for three years, and studied under Profes-
sor Sorley. He became a scholar in Trin-
ity College, and won prizes for an English
Essay and an English Declamation. He
was awarded first-class in part one of the
Moral Science Tripos in 1910, and first-
class with special distinction in part two
in 1911.

During the summer of 1908 he was a
student at the German Universities of
Heidelberg and Jena. He has been an as-
sistant in philosphy to Professor Taylor
at St. Andrew’s University during the past
ear.

Professor Laird comes from a long line
of ministers, his grandfather having been
Moderator of the Free Church.

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Prince Paul, the Hope of
Servia, in England to Ea-
ter Oxford — Unpleasant
Family History—Death of
Prince Recalls Old Ro-

mance

Prince Paul Karageorgevitch, nineteen
years old, who has just arrived in Eng-
land to prepare himself to enter Oxford

Uhiversity at the beginning of Phe fall
term, is regarded in Servia as the hope
of his House, despite his parentage. The
desire of his countrymen, and of his uncle
King Peter, to make an English gentle-
man of him by sending him to the-meat
of English culture and-ledrning, where the
Prince of Wales is shortly to take a place
among the students this fall, will be ap-
preciated by all those who have the in-
terest of that unhappy and* much troubled
Balkan state a{ heart.

The British heir apparent is to reside
in Magdalen College, where his rooms aré
now being prepared for his occupancy,
while the young Servian prince will make
his home at Christ Church, which is un-
doubtedly the college that enjoys the
greatest amount of prestige. As fellow
undergraduates, the English and the Ser-
vian princes cannot fail to be thrown into
one another’s society, not only in studies,
but also in sports, and other university
interests, and young Paul Karageorgevitch
cannot fail to derive from thig association,
and from the companionship of his Eng-
lish fellow students, those notions of hon-
or, and those ethical standards, which one
is accustomed to associate with an Oxford
tragning—ethics that are so entirely dif-
ferent from those prevailing in Seryia.

Prince Paul can well be described as
the “hope of Servia,” because his two
cousins, George and Alexander, both of
them studying at Paris, one at the mili-
tary school of St. Cyr, and the other at
the Sorbonne, are so unpopular that their
absence from the country just at present
is a matter of congratulation. The con-
duct of Prince George, the elder of the
two, has been so extremely regrettable that
three years ago, as may be remembered,
he was compelled by the government to
renounce his rights of succession, and his
statug as Crown Prince, to his younger
brother Alexander. Had he refused to
do 80, he would have been placed on trial
at Belgrade for the death of his valet,
who had succumbed to brutal treatment.
Prince Alexander, though better behaved,
is a mental weakling and in frail bodily
health, and besides has made himself &o
detested in the army, that he has been
forced by the latter as also by the gov-
ernment, to resign his office of inspector
general.

Prince Paul, on the other hand, is .a

stalwart, handsome, sunny--tempered Ilad,

My friends, it scems to me that in that little incident is
illustrated one of the chief causes of the maid problem.

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CHERRY NECTAR.

Stone the cherries and boil them with
a little water; strain amd boil the juice
with 1 1b. sugar to each pint of juice for
15 minutes, then put in the cherries and
boil a very little longer. Serve cold.
/ “PERFECT” BOILED RICE

Blanch a cup of rice bylthrowing it in
a saucepan with plenty of cold water over
a quick fire. Let boil two minutes, then
drain, rinse in cold water and drain again.
Now add the rice little by little to one
quart of madly boiling water to which
1 teaspoon salt has been added. Keep
the water boiling as rapidly as possible,
and do not stir. As soon as the grains
are soft pour off the water, then set the
rice in the oven, uncovered, to dry—
about ten minutes will be long enough.
Rice prepared this way is delicious, and
may be served about a meat dish of
chicken, veal, etc., or, with cream and
sugar, as a pudding.

JAM RULES.
Do not allow tin, iron, or pewter to

touch the jam, as any of these are liable
to spoil the color.

Everything employed in the jam making

must be scrupulously clean.

The sugar must be of the best.
The fruit must be gathered on a dry

day, any that is imperfect or di®naged be-
ing discarded. It should be just ripe.

The jam should be boiled until, on drop-

ping a little on a plate. it jellies. Jam
should be boiled fast to preserve the color
of the fruit and kept well stirred.

All scum must_be carefully removed as

it rises.

Jam must be stored in & cool, dry place,

free from drafts, and in an even tempera-
ture.—Eldora Lockwood Dow in Woman's
World for August.

Czar Alexander III., besides giv-
ing him a commission in a regiment of
Trans-Baikal Cossacke, arranged a mar-
riage for him with the enormously wealthy
Aurora Demidoff, Princess of San Donato;
but so utterly impossible was his conduct,
so degrading his whole behavior, that af-
ter she had borne him a son, Prince Paul,
she secured the permission of the em-
peror to divorce him, and he was request-
ed to leave the country.

Prince Paul remained with his mother
until her death at Turin in 1904, when he,
an eleven year old boy, was taken in
charge by King Peter at Belgrade, his
father not being allowed to have anything
to do with him. He has inherited all the
vast property of his mother, whose family
is the richest in Russia, and is thus the

ily who possesses a large independent for-
tune, King Petér. and his two sons having
nothing but the allowances ‘which they
drawn from the Servian treasury. .
Fortunately for him Paul escaped hav-
ing a stepmother, one of the most notor-
ious women in Parig,at that, for during
the two yeare that preceded the shocking
tragedy at Belgrade that brought King
Peter to the thronéf this good brother Ar-
eene was one of the’ part proprietors of
perhaps the best known of the all-night
cafes at Paris which are misnamed ‘‘Amer-
ican Bars.”, This pasticular one was man-

real name was Isgbelle Voisin, but -who
had been known.in the “demi-monde” for
several years, as “Zizi.” She was the ideal
manageress for such a place, for what she
did not know of the “‘gay” and “seamy”
of Parigian life, was not worth-knowing;

pered, level-headed, and not hard-hearted;
in one word, as the French say a ‘“‘mai-
tresse femme.”

Prince Arsene was so impressed by her
many qualities, that in the spring of 1903
he repeatedly pressed her to marry him,
and made no secret of the fact that he
had offered her his 'hand and his name,
such as they werey; -She, however, absol-
utely declined to entertain his offer, pre-
ferring, as she éxplained, to work for a
salary and a‘sharé of the profits, rather
than have to fulfif the same duties with-
out remuneration, as his wife.

In June of that year his elder brother
Peter, became King of Servia, and he be-
lieved himself trateformed from the own-
er of a disreputable cafe into a “Prince
of the Blood.” “Zizi” alwaye charateristi-
cally declared that she mever regretted
having refused the hand of Arsene, and
that she coneidered herself infinitely more
respectable as a former member of the
demi-monde, and as the manageress of one
of the best’known American Bars in Par-
is, than as the consort of a Prince who
was indebted for his rank and his roya]-
ty to so shocking a tragedy as that which
brought the house of Karageorgevitch to
the throne.

The Court of Berlin has just been de-
prived of one of its most decorative and
impressive figures by the death of Prince
Carolath-Beuthen, who held high office in
the Tmperial Household during _the reign
of Emperor William I. The time, how-
ever, when his name came most prpmment-
ly before the public was when his lovely
wife Countess Elizabeth Hatzfeldt, eloped
in 1880 with the late Prince Herbert Bis-
marck, then unmarried. The treatment
which she received from Herhert was one
of .the blackest spots in his career. For,
instead of endeavoring to repair the wrong
done her by marrying her as soon as she
had been divorced By her husband, he
yielded to the importunities and bitter re-
proaches of his father the old Chancellor,
deserted her at Venice, without making
any provision for her, and left her indeed
absolutely penniless—without even enough
money to pay the bill at_the hotel where
they had both been staying.

Had it not been for her brother Hetman,
Prince Hatzfeldt, Duke of Trachenberg,
and her sister, the wife of Field Marshal
Baron Loe, the wnhappy woman, who had
sacrificed husband, children, fort.une and
social position for Herbert Bismarck’s
eake, would have gtarved. As it was, she
almost succumbed to the grave malady
brought on by the shock and humiliation
of her desertion., It may be remembered
that some time later Herbert contracted
a wealthy marriage with Countess Mar-
guerite Hoyoz, one. of the ;tranddaught_ers
and heiresses of the Englishman White-
head, the inventor of the famous White-

head torpedo.

NOTED FRENCH POET
DYING OF HUNGER

Distinguished Scientist, Friend of Victor
Hugp and Darwin

| - }

New York, July 256—According to de-
spatches published  here today, Henri
Yabre, a noted French poet and scientist
whom Victor Hugo described as ‘“‘the in-
sects’ poet,” is dying of hunger in Prov-

‘ence, neglected and well nigh forgotten

by his beloved France. Fabre is 88 years
old. He had been nearly sightless for
some time, it is said.

Darwin called Fabre “one of the great-
est of the world’s chosen men.”

The Frenchman devoted his life to the
study of insects and their habits, but he
was not a scientist alone, for he had the
soul of a poet. He spént weeks, months,
even years in minutely observing the hab-
its of insects. The results of these obser-
vations he combined, mot in mere text
books, but in prose of majestic simplicity,
which reads like a poem of nature. It
has been observed that ‘it was Fabre who
rendered possible such works as Maeter-
linck’s “Life of the Bee,” and Rostand’s
‘Chanticler.” Where others dissected he
observed and learned the secrets of the in-
sects.

Mutsuhito had acceded to the throne the
year before, at the age of sixteen. Instead

of being used as a sortvof sanctity for the.

acts of despots, as ks ancestors had been,
he found himself under the tutelage of a
committee of progress, a body of some fif-
ty-five remarkable men, who . instructed
him in western ways. He was pledged on
oath to establish- representative govern-
ment, to abandon worthless traditions, to
make ability and’ nofs birth the path of
promotion, and to seek' throughout the

‘'world for men of talent to assist in the

work of transforming’Japan. ' Then a very
wonderful thing followed. The Daimios,
or landed nobles, who had been so terrible,
each in his territory, that no man durst
look ,upon him..as they passed; but must
hide his face on the ground, with one ac-
cord laid their hands and their vassals and
their revenues at the Mikado’s feet, accept-
ing pensions: They had in some way come to
realize that the safety of their country re-
quired this sacrifice, and resolved that the
old era would pass away in high honor.
Indeed, from the date of the accession of
Mutsuhito, the history of Japan has been
one continuous traneformation ecene of
brilliant successes. The country was fal-
low ground for the seeds of all culture.
From being a severed people, living,in
fairy fancies, it has come forth not only
one of the most robust, but one of the
most advanced of nations, with an educa-
tional system that casts our own far inta
the shade. What part the monarch has
taken in all thie the world ‘does not know,
except that he has been loyal to it, and
that his loyalty and sanction have been
the chief factor in it. It could not have
taken place without?-hideous conditions had
he been opposed to it. To the Japanese,
whether daimio or coolie, it was enough
that the Mikado wished it. To the warrior
it was enough that he was fighting for
the Mikado, and that the Mikado would
care for his family if he was killed. It
would be hard to find in history a more
remarkable reign.

Following is Chancellor Lloyd-George’s
own explanation of the insurance bill:—

In the first full year the eum of money
to be distributed in benefits amongst the
industrial population of this country for
sickness,  consumptives, and maternity
benefits will amount to £27,000,000. Out
of that sum £15,000,000 come from the
state and the employers. There is a good
deal of talk about domestic servants.

DOMESTIC SERVANTS

Domestic servants will get from the sums
which their mistresses contribute and the
state £3,000,000 a year. (Cheers.)

That does not include their own contri-
butions, and I ask you this. Has the state
ever since it started given a boon of that
character to the domestic servants of this
country? (Cries of “No.”) And yet they
say we are robbing them. But they say
you are going to squander this in paying
expensive officials. Take this fact to those
cities for me: Not a penny of that sum
goes to state officials at all. (Cheers).
T-hgy will have to pay for maintaining
their own societies as they do mow, but
the money that goes to state officials will
be voted by parliament annually.

I know they eay, “but this 3d. and 4d.
per weéek is paid in order that you may
give £400 a year to members of parlia-
ment.”! (Laughter). There are many who
believe it unless somebody had told them,
and this is a eimple addition to many of
the many misrepresentations.

We ehall know the truth about the
condition amongst the myriads who toil,
and every fact will have the stamp of the
government upon it. The facts will be
outside the region of controversy. Tt will
then be for statesmen to act, and they
dare tarry no longer.

CANNOT
PAY MORE

Vice-President of Pennsylvania

Road Before Arbitration Com-

mittee

New York, Jily 24—W., W. Atterbury,
vice-president of the Pennsylvania railway,
was the principal witness today before the
arbitration committee sitting at Manhat-
tan Beach to pass upon the demands of
the locomotive engimeers of all eastern
railways for increased pay.

Mr. Atterbury said that the Pennsyl-
vania’s method of arriving at a basis of
pay for its employes has been “a constant
endeavor to pay_a fair rate for a fair day’s
work.”

,To grant the demands now made by the
engineers would, the witness said, add to
the operating expenses of the railroad the
sum of $911,580 a year, and if proportion-
ate increases were made in the pay of all
other employes, the cost would be $11,-
878,688, which he declared would wipe out
the surplus of the Penmnsylvania in one
year.

Mr. Atterbury eaid that the engineers
had been given an advance of ten per
cent. in wages in 1902, a teh per cent. in-
crease in 1906, certain adjustments in 1907,
a flat six per cent. increase in 1910, and
later in the same year an adjustment of
wages followed the New York Central arbi-
tration case.

Taking up the question of granting the
request of the steam engineers that they
be given the right to operate all electric
trains, Mr. Atterbury said: “Gentlemen,
that has something in it that does not
appear on the surface. There is a serious
side to that proposition. The Pennsyl-
vania railroad’s practice has in the past

been, when we have electrified, to assign

to that electric service at a reasonable
and fair rate, our steam engineers.

“The question of obligating ourselves to
continue that for the future is a more
serious matter. We have not thought of
making any change, but the decision by
this comndittee that such shall be the case
in the future would eo tie up the railroads
and the property as to prohibit- the lease
or sale of the property. It also carries
with it, hidden, but still there, the right
of the employe to demand continuous em-
ployment. I do not know whether you
gentlemen appreciate that particular phase
of this proposition.”

Mr. Atterbury said that while it is the
practice to take care of employes when a
railroad is purchased, he would not con-
sider that there is any moral or legal obl-
gation to do so. The ‘hearing will be re-
sumed tomorrow.

Leonard Palmer to-Study Condi-
tions—Large ' Amount of Eng-
lish Capital te be anested—
Big Sheep Industry

“Show me that the people here have
faith in their own lands, and I can get
any amount of money on the other side,”
said W, Leonard Palmer, of London
(Eng.), to a Telegraph representative at
the Royal Hotel last evening. Mr. Palmer,
who directed the recent tour of the Brit-
ish capitalists throughout Canada, arrived
in the city at noon yesterday, accompanied
by Mrs. Palmer and Fred Dawson, of Man-
chester (Eng.) :

Yesterday aftemoqn. accompamed by W.
W. Hubbard, he took:a motor boat sail.
up the Kennebeccasis ‘and St. John rivers.
He announced last evening that he ex-
pects to locate here for two or three
months and carefully study conditions in
the province. Hig trip yesterday after-
noon, he said,was' to look for a suitable
cottage to occupy dhnhg his stay, but he
saw nothing that would suit him.

Mr. Palmer said he confidently expected
that the result of hig visit will be that a
large amount of English eapital will be in-
vested in the proyince. The establishment
of a large sheep raising farm was one im-
portant branch of ‘industry among those
under consldemtxon but it was only omne
of many.

“This province is not well enough known
on the other side,” he said, “‘and it is a
great pity that so much excellent land is
nét occupied.” He remarked on the fact
that +Englishmen go ‘out to the west and
put up with all kinds of hnrdslups and in-
convenience whereas this province .offers
far greater inducements besides being less
expersive to live in, ‘and much nearer
home.

“You should show more faith in your-
self,” he added, ‘“because if New Bruns-
wick is not better known it is your own

FARMERS ARE
LEARNING VALUE

OF CO-PERATON

(Christian Science Monitor).

A trend is reported among farmers in
Maine making for co-operative vending of
their crops. The husbandmen are not
satisfied with, present conditions and the
disparity between what they get from
middlemen in Bangor, Augusta, Water-
ville and Portland and what the latter
get from consumers in the towns and
cities of the state and from jobbers .in
Boston. The inevitable comment on the
new point of view is that it is tardy in
coming, considering the reputed acuteness
of the Maine agriculturist. He long ago
demonstrated ability to master the prob-'
lem of production of crops. The wonder
is that he and his fellows in other New
England states have been so long in see-
ing the true dimensions .of the toll they
have paid to the middleman who works
for himseif. Substitution of a middleman
who will work for them will substantially
increase their revenues.

ST, PALL'S CHURCH
A RECORD OF
 HALFAY HTORY

Leading Events of City's Career
Reflected in Ancient Church—.
Year Book Tells the Story

s,

(Halifax Recorder)

The preparing of St. Paul's year book
must have entailed a great deal of work
indeed, and the result is interesting. The
higtory of 8t. Paul’s church is coincident
with the history of Halifax. During the
year after the landing of Cornwallis and
nis colonists, Church of England service
was held in the open air, in the governor’s
drawing room, and in'a warehouse belong-
ing to a Mr. Calendar, successively. In
the following year St. Paul's was erected,
the materials consisting of pine and oak
having been brought from Massachusetts,
then a British possession, the Crown pay-
ing the entire expenditure. The first site
was where the City Hall now stands, but
the present site was chosen afterwards.
The cotner stone was laid June 13th, 1750,
and Divine service was first held in the
yot unfinished chureh op September 2nd
of the same year. Many famous men
have since officiated in St. Paul's and gov-
ernors, statesmen; warriors, and-notabili-
ties of all kinds have worshipped there.
The three bells were presented by An-
drew Belcher, son of Chief Justice Belcher
in 1812, being brought from London at a
cost of £131.. The;tower, vestry and li-
brary were built dyping the same year,
and the Royal Arms placed in the gallery.
The stone wall ‘and -iron ‘fence were er-
ected in 1858. The wings were added in
1868, the chancel—at- the sole expense of
Mr, Binney—in 1872. The. first' organ was
installed in 1762, Hon. Richard Bulkely
acting as orghnist. Three years later a
second organ was installed, and this organ
ig still in use at this day in North Syd-
ney. In 1873 another organ replaced this,
and in 1908 the present magnificent in-
strument was installed.

' Some famous men are buried in the
vaults below the church, among whom may
be mentioned Governor Lawrence, Admir-
al Durel, Governor. Wilmot, Governor
¥ranklin, T.ord Charles Montagu, Chiel

son of Sir Peregrine Maitland. = The pho-

Paul’s deserves the name of the ‘“West-
minster Abbey of Canada.” A very graph-
ie_account of a Sunday service in Bt.
Paul's “in ye olden tlme is quoted from
“The Acadian Recorder.” A great amount
of interesting historical matter is to be
found in the little yolume before us. There
is a complete list’ of the Church Wardens,
a list of the various regiments in garrison
here which attended St. Paul’'s up to 1844,
rotable events and dates conmected with
the church, and a clear and full account of
the various charitable and educational in-
stitutions managed by the church. The
volume is a monument to the intelligence
and energy of the rector of St. Pauls,
Ven. Archdeacon Armitage.

The documentary evidence introduced
related- largely to the Telos canal, which
wasg built in 1841, between Telos lake and
fos a distance toward the Penobscot lake,
then known as Webster lake, during the
trouble that existed ‘between the United
States and Great Britain, for the pur-
pose  of conveying the lumber from  the
Allagash section into the Penobscot.

In*working up this evidence the coupsel
of the commission were shown every c;ur
tesy by the state librarian and his as
sistant and given free access to all of
the documents in the library. The act
incorporating the Telos Canal Co., which
was among the documents introduced,
gives to the incorporators the right to
procure a free passage of logs from Cham-
berlain lake to the said canal and also
empowers them to maintain a dam on
the Allegash stream.

1t will probably be as late as Decem-
ber’ before the final report is made of
the §t. John river commission, a com-
mission of Canadian and Maine experts
appointed for the purpose of adjusting dif-
ferences growing out of the interpretations
of the treaty between the United States
and England, negotiated in 1842 by Lord
Ashburton and Daniel Webster, then sec-
retary of state, in so far as they pertain-
ed to the use of the St. John river for
log driving purposes,

This commission is holding a session at
the State House for the first time in its
history, the numerous. other sessions
which have been held being at Van Bur-
en. St. John and Bangor. Several other
sessions are to be held at Bangor, for the
purpose of taking important testimony be-
fore the case 4s finally argued by the
American and Canadian counsel. It was
stated, Tuesday, that the long awaited
engineers’ report, covering the survey of
the St. John river and all of its tributar-
ies, would be filed with the commission,
August 5.

The commission was organized in
and there have been several changes\in
its personnel since the original organiza-
tion.

GERMANY WILL HAVE NEW
FLEET READY BY 1314

Rushing Work of Dreadnoughts--Official
Blames Lloyd George--Heavy Burden
For German Taxpayers

Berlin, July 24—Such progress has been
tnade with the strengthening of the Ger-
man navy, voted almost unanimously dur-
ing this year’s eession of the Reichstag,
that it is now officially announced that the
new third squadron of eight battleships
will be commissioned by the autumn of
1914, (far earlier than had been thought
possible. This will bring the active battle
fleet up to 25 battleships in full commis-
sion.

Trews for the four battleships of the\

reserve squadron, which according ‘to the
game law are to be kept in full readiness
for sea at all times, will not be available
probably for two or three years after
that, eo it is pointed out here that the
alarmists in the British press and parlia-
ment are premature in assuming.the pres-
ence at eea of twenty-nine fully manned
German battleships in the autumn of 1913.

This increase in fhe German fleet, ac-
cording to the statement of a responsible
German diplomat, is solely due to the pro-
vocative Mansion House speech of the Brit-
ish minister, David Lioyd George, deliver-

ed at the height of the Morocco crisis’ in
1011, - 5

Blame Lloyd George,

Commenting on the more conciliatory
utterances of Mr. Lloyd George at the
Mansion House banquet this year, and on
Sir Edward Grey's reference to the im-
provement in Anglo-German 1e1atlons, the
officid]l stated that had_ it not been for
Lloyd George's declarations there would
have been no new German naval bill this
year.

The extra expenditures entailed by the
army and navy bills are contemplated
cheerfully. by the average German, who
finds much more to worry him financially,
in the increased cost of living, the increase
in the price of meat during the past ten
years alone costing him more each year
than his total annual contribution to the
maintenance of the army and navy.

Washington, July %P, H. Taylor for-
mer minister to Spain, and a. writer on in-
ternational  law, pubhﬂhed an. open. leter
here today, contendmg that the Hay-
Pauncefote treaty is voidable; because of
the situation arising outof Panama ceding
the canal zone to the. United States.
“There is no room for, haxrfphttmg on
that point,”’ writes Mr. Taylor. “Within
the canal zone the United States is sov-
ereign for\all the purposes of internationab
law. Under that law it is well settled that
a treaty becomes voidable, not void, whefi-
ever a change has taken place in the fun-
damental condxtxons existing at the titne
it was made.”

The writer quotes Hall, an English au-
thority on international law, in support of
that contention.

of Paris, relating to the Black Sea, and
contends it set'a precedent upon which the
United States may act.

 FORGETS

Fears R‘e'venge At
Hands of Gang-
sters

ARRESTED FOR PERJURY

Said He Could Net Remember
‘Telling District Attorney That
He Saw One of Accused Run-
ning From Scene of Rosenthal
Murder

\
New York, July 24—Fear of revenge at
the hands of East Side gangsters today
temporarily blocked the efforts of District-
Attorney Whitman to draw closer the
lines about the men who assassinated Her-
man Rosenthal eight days ago. Apparent-
ly awed by the presence of gangsters in the
coroner’s court, John Reisler, known' to
the sporting fratermty as “John the Bar-
ber,” retracted at the coroner’s examina-
tion a statement. which he made a few
minutes earlier to Mr. Whitman. Reisler
wae later arrested on a charge of perjury.
The coroner’s hearing was in the nature
of an examination of “Bridgie” Webber
and Sam Paul, charged with complicity in
the murder. Having failed to get desired
statements from the witness, District-At-

'} torney Whitman gecured an adjournment

of Webber and Paul's examination for
forty-eight hours.

Reisler was the first witness called. He
declared that he had seen Webber in
Broadway near the scene of the murder,
after Rosenthal was slain,

“Wag he' running?’ asked Mr. Whit-
man.

Lost His Memoty.

The witness shifted uneasily in his chair
and let his eyes drift toward where Web-
ber, Paul and others were sitting.

“T don’t know,” he replied.

“Didn’t you tell me ten minutes ago
that he was; in your own words, ‘running
like hell’?”

“] was excited and don’t remember,”
said Reisler.

“Didn’t you tell me that in my office,
in the presence of Mr. Moss, that you were
afraid to tell of the case? You know the
gang you were against, and were afraid
you would be" killed?” asked Mr. Whit-
man.

“No,” replied the w1tnees in a fright-
ened manner. “No.”

Mr. Whitman then p]ﬂLPd Aegsistant Dis-
trict-Attorney Moss in the stand. Mr.
Moss said that just before the hearing,
Reisler had told him and Mr. Whitman
that he came from the subway at Times
square at about 2 o’clock and in front of
the Cadillac saw Webber running “like
hell.”

He then heard of the murder. Moss
said that Reisler did not want. to talk
about the case for fear of being injured by
friends of the murderers.

_Pittsburgh, July 24—For the second time
since last Sunday the Pittsburgh district
was flooded today by ome of the heaviest
rains in years. In less than six hours the
precipitation was close to three inches.

In the boroughs adjoining the city all
small streams are out of there banks. The
raging torrents have crippled transporta-
tion facilities while inestimable damage
has been doné in small towns.

/Early tonight Turtle Creek near here was
rising fourteen inches an hour. Families
living in the low lands of Turtle Creek,
Braddock, East Pittsburgh and Wilmerd-
ing were endeavoring to get household
goods to safety, while —merchants have
moved perishable goods to second and third
floors.

At Haysborough the rising water from
Four Mile Run drove many families to
the 'upper portion of ‘their homes. Later
a call for help was sent to this city and
police were-sent to the rescue. Communi-
cation with a number of Western Pennsyl-
vania towns has been interrupted.

Cloudburst Creates Havoo.

Jeannette, Pa.. July 24—A cloudburst
flooded miles of territory between here
and Greenberg today. The low lands were
quickly inundated and hundreds of wver-
sons were compelled to flee for their lives,
Residences and business places were al-
most submerged in some districts, while
the Manor Valley and the Turtle Creek
Railroads, together with the trolley ser-
vice were put out of commission.

Over 1,000 persons including many wo-
men and children are marooned in hills
of Qakford Park, where the annual out-
ing of the employes of the Union Supply
Company from Westmorland and Fayette
counties were held today. Two ‘creeks in
the vicinity of the park overflowed their
banks and before the pleasure-seekers in
the park could help themselves had sur-
rounded the hill. The water continued
to come up early tonight and no method of
removing the people from the park had
been provided. S&Venty five familics are
homeless in Jeannette. The monetary loss
will be heavy.

Ohio Valley Swept by Flood.

Wheeling, W. Va., July 2&—The upper
Ohio valley was swept by a most destruct-
ive wind, rain and electrical storm this
afternoon. One, and perhaps three, lives
were lost. William Burris, a Baltimore &
Ohio track walker, was struck by a passen-
ger train and instantly killed.

At Wellsburg two boys were seen in a
boat before the storm and have disappear-
ed. The factory of the Wellsburg Glass
Company was blown down and much other'
damage inflicted.

Traffic in the Ohio rivet and main line
divisions of the Baltimore & Ohio was ticd
up, landslides and the going-out of small
bridges.

Dunbar Nearly Submerged'.

Dunbar, Pa., July 24—A devastating
flood rushing down the mountain side
spread ruin throughout Dunbar today. A

cloudburst transformed small streams into s+
raging torrents. A number of buildings

were completely wrecked and hundreds of
others damaged. The town is almost en-
tirely under water tonight and condltxons
are chaotic.

City hall, police headquarters, Sa.muel
Josephs’ restaurant, G. E. Kelly's jewelry
store, W. J. Bowers’ grocery store, two
warehouses and a number of dwellings
were awept away completely. Not a house
in the low lands escaped injury. More than
200 are submerged. The main thorough-
fare is blocked with debris. At points the
wreckage is piled twenty feet high. Tha
track foundations of the Pennsylvania rail-
road were swept away and the tracks
dropped into the creek. ' The station plag-
form was carried away a.nd the building
partly wrecked.

SR THOMAS TAT

(Fredericton Mail, Wednesday.)

Today is the forty-eighth aniversary of
the birth of Sir Thomas Tait, whose con-
nection with the Fredericton and Grand
Lake Railway and the coal development in
the Grand Lake region has made him well
known in Fredericton and throughout the
province.

Sir Thomas, one of the foremost auth-
orities’ on railroads in the British Empire,
was born in Melbourne, Quebec, July-24,
1864, and is the son of Sir Melbourne
M. Tait, who recently resigned as chief
justice of the superior court of Quebec.
The son was educated in Montreal schools
and at McGill University. In 1880 he
commenced his career with the Grand
Trunk Railway, but in 1882 entered the
service of the Canadian Pacific as priv-
ate secretary to Sir William Van Horne.
His promotion was rapid and by 1893 he
was assistant general manager ofi the com-
pany, becoming in 1901 manager of trans-
portation of the Canadian Pacific lines.

In 1902 the Australian colony of Vic-
toria was in need of an able and exper-
ienced railway man to act as, chairman
of this railway commission and the choice
fell on Mr. Tait. During'the several

| years.. he was .in_. Victorig. Mr. .:Taityeuc- |

ceeded in .wiping out old liabilities on
the railways there amounting to seeveral
million dollars and at the same time
brought about' a considerable reduction’ in
freight rates. In recognition of his splen-
did services in Australia and other por-
tions of the empire the honor of knight-
hood was bestowed upon him last year.
Sir Thomas has been spoken of as a
possible successor to the late Judge Ma-
bee on the Rallway Commission and also
as president of the Grand Trunk Railway
in succession to the late Chas. M. Hays.
