mittee may continue long to flourish, and by extending 
their influence, be a blessing to the people of this land, 
who desire to obtain a portion of that knowledge which it 
is their primary object to disseminate ; yet the Committee 
feel most sensibly the- loss which they have recently sus­
tained, by being deprived of the services of their late So- t 1 9 
cretary, under whose influence they were originally es­
tablished, as the first branch of the Society abroad ; and 
by i^bose persevering zeal and exertions, "they have been 
brought to their present state of usefulness, and happily

benefits of the Committee, spreading still more widely 
over every part of this extensive Diocese.
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1st. The correspondence with the Parent Society, 
has been kept up with much satisfaction and no less bene­
fit to our local concerns : valuable supplies of Books have 
been regularly received, and remittances made with punc­
tuality.'

By a recent rule of the Parent Society, which has late­
ly been received from the Rev. William Parker, their
Secretary, it appears that as all Members of the Society
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2d. The Disthjçt Comt.hteees, especially in the neigh­

bouring Province, ba*e increased to so much importance 
and consequent usefulness,. th&Lihey have. generally 
deemed it necessary, as' was intimated in a former Re­
port, to correspond directly with the Board in London, 
and receive theii*Books from thence, instead of obtaining 
them from the Stores of the Diocesan Committee. Many 

V local circumstances rendered this measure desirable and 
even n cessary, especially in the cases of the Committee * 
at St. .John and Fredericton jn New-Brunswick, whose 
importations were very considerable, and whose Books 
could be obtained as expeditiously, and at the same ex­
pense in a direct channel frdm the Stores of the Parent 
Society in London, as they could be obtained in Halifax. 
We trust, however that we are still in union with them in 
spirit and in object ; and cannot but embrace this oppor­
tunity, of expressing our sincerest pleasure that,
Branch of this Stock, they have now grown into a good­
ly tree; and are gradually extending with exemplary zeal,, 
their operations more widely, and'seattering the good seed 
in a field, which may produce a plentiful harvest; and thus 

! . abundantly reward them for all their pious exertions, in
the\ponvictiori an<^ proof that their labours have not been 

1 in vain.
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The Committee at' Sydney in Cape Breton, which' 
from the abseneç of a Clergyman and other discourage­
ments, had declined ; has been excited to new exertions 
at the recommendation of the Bishop, when he visited 
that Island, whose numerous population has very inade­
quate means.of religious instruction. The exertions of 
the Committee therefore in that Country, are particular­
ly wanted ; and it may be hoped, that a blessing will at­
tend them.
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The District Committee at Liverpool in this Pro­
vince, must here be mentioned with marked attention. 
It has been lately established under the direction and as-».
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sistance of the Revd. Edward Wix, of whose prudent 
zeal, industry and perseverance in the cause of this Cora-' 
mittee, too much cannot be said. The Members of that 
Committee have already increased to a respectable List 
and hopes are entertained that others will shortly be ad­
ded to their number ; and that, as a District Committee, 
it will be second to none in usefulness. Several packa- 

r ges of Books have already been sent to Liverpool. In-
, formation has been received that these Books »re anxi­

ously sought after, both in Liverpool and the Settlements 
in its neighbourhood. Similar exertions would easily ef* 
feet the establishment of a Committee in almost every 
parish in the Diocese..►
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3d. The Distribution or Books and Tracts from the 
Depository of the Diocesan Committee during the last 

' year, has been much greater than for several years last 
past The removal of the Books from the Library in St. 
Paul’s Church to that in the National School,, has been 
attended/With evident advantages, especially as a facility 
has been thereby afforded to the Assistant Secretary of 
attending to applications ; and thus the sale and cirçula- 
tion of Books and Tracts have been much increased.

11 # in Halifax, the child of our Committdfc, has been nurtur-
cd with paterjial care and affection. The School for 
Boys is under the management ot Mr. Gore, and coiv- 
tains 198 Scholars (Free 120—Paying 78) ; that for Girls 
is under Miss Barnett, and contains 91-Scholars—Free 

• 60—Paying 31 ; in all 239 Children.

This School has been established since 1816, and has 
yearly sent out into the world, a number of young per­
sons with a good education,—puch an education at least 
as «''sufficient for all the ordinary purposes of life,—for 
qualifying them to discharge with satisfaction to them-

• selves, with credit to their teachers and benefactors, and 
with benefit to all,-those duties that may belong to their

-situations in life. Nor must the advantage of such an 
"education be overlooked in a moral point of view. It will 
be readily admitted that every system of education which 
lias not religion for its basis, is radically defective—is de­
ficient in its main point. This truth will strike us as of 
especial force, when we apply the observation to children 
of the poor and destitute ; for where are they likely to ob­
tain a knowledge of their moral and religious obligations, 
__of those principles which if rightly instilled and proper­
ly received, are to have their effect in making them good 
men and useful members of society ; if they receive them 
not in tho course of their attendance at School ? Ample 
provision is consequently made for eeligious instruction ; 
the children are «arly taught their duty to God and man, 
arid the plain object and leading doctrines of Christianity.

* Qf suci/Schools surely this must be their best recoramen-
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dation, With those who aïe friends to social order tnd the 
prevalence of moral principle ; and will further operate 
as an inducement to them, to continue their laudable ex- 
ertions in promoting Christian Knowledge m the world.

. TThe education of the Poor is especially contemplated 
and provided for in the National School ; and all who are 
willing to avail themselves of its benefits, are freely admit­
ted without reference to their religious creed, or any other * 
circumstance than their need of instruction. Those 
whose Parents desire it, attend their own spiritual teach­
ers for catechetical instruction, and the public worship of 
their choice. Such are the liberal, and yre trust sound 
principles on which this School is conducted. For a se<- 
ries of years it has met with the approbation and encou­
ragement of the Public : its merits have been psoved ;
It never was mere efficient, nor more abb- and excellently 
managed than at the present time ; and the Committee 
and its supporters are sanguine in their hope, that it may 
long continue to prosper, and dispense the acknowledged 
blessings of a virtuous education.
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The only alteration which is considered desirable, is gf 
provision for more attention to the advanced Scholars to 
meet the general wish. This will shortly be effected, as 
a very able assistant has been engaged, that the Master 
may devote a larger portion of his valuable instruction to 
the higher classes.

The pecuniary assistance which the Trustees are now 

enjoying from a liberal grant of the Legislature of the 
Province, is here acknowledged with our best thanks.
This assistance has been of the greatest service to our In­
stitution, not only in promoting generally the cause of 
Education, but also in the total liquidàtion of a heavy ' « 
debt which had been contracted for the building of the ^ 
School-house, and had created the greatest embarrass- f
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ment to the Trustees.^■P ■ During the last year seven
Schoolmasters hare received instruction in the national 
system, and are now teaching Schools in this Province,
