Paris, March 4.—Some interesting 
revelations concerning the diplomatic 
history of the Tripple Alliance are 
made in a recent published volume, en­
titled “The Ambassadorship at Paris of 
Baron de Mohrenheim/’ Mohrenhelm 
was for 19 years the Russian ambassa­
dor here, and conducted the Russian 
end of the negotiations, which resulted 
in the dual alliance. Jules Hansen, the 
author of the book, was the counsellor 
of the embassy during that period.

Mr. Hansen says that his informa­
tion comes from a sure source. He says 
that beside the official treaty constitut­
ing the tripple alliance, with its ap­
pended military convention, Emperor 
William and King Humbert verbally 
engaged their words of honor to re­
main true to the alliance and to use 
every influence, should the case arise, 
to prevent their ministers from dis­
solving it. Emperor Francis Joseph 
later joined this, and several letters be­
tween the three sovereigns concerning 
it were afterwards exchanged when 
Mr. Hansen says the Kaiser was think­
ing only of France/ Emperor Francis 
Joseph only of the possible aggressions 
of Russia and the Slavs in the Balkans.

The military portion of the conven­
tion was prepared with the most 
scrupulous care. It foresaw the pos­
sible necessity for the union of the 
Australian and German forces on the 
Rhenish frontier against France, the 
union if the Italian and the German 
fleets in the Baltic against Russia and 
joint operations of the allied armies 
and navies in the Dardanelles and be­
yond.

M. Hansen says: “This information 
is absolutely exact, and one of the 
reasons Germany always opposed the 
publication of the treaty was because 
it contained as many clauses against 
Russia as against France, and its 
divulgence would only have hastened 
the conclusion of the dual alliance by 
dispersing Russia’s last hesitation.”

In the treaty as it existed before 1902 
there was a clause inserted by the 
Italian cabinet whereby; in no case 
would Italy be engaged in league 
against England. In the renewal of 
the treaty in 1902, Italy forgot the re­
serve concerning England. The foreign 
office of England limited itself to de­
claring that in the event of war be­
tween Russia and Austria or between 
France and Italy in the Mediterranean, 
it was very probable that Great Bri­
tain would intervene against Russia in 
one case and France in the other.

roof New York, March 1.—Harry Thaw, on 
trial for the murder of Stanford White, 
yesterday furnished the 
with a brief statement in which he 
accused District Attorney Jerome of 
having made unprofessional remarks 
in court, asserted that his wife’s testi­
mony was absolute truth, and declared 
that Mrs. Thaw’s natural "reaï good­
ness” was above the comprehension of 
the prosecuting officer.

"What effect will the statement is­
sued by Thaw yesterday 
have on his trial?” is a question which 
is exciting much speculation. It 
said that Thaw’s lawyers did their best 
to convince him that it was bad 
to issue the statement, and only 
sen ted when he insisted that he intend- I 
ed to do so. There are many who be- ] 
lJeve that Mr. Jerome will seek to put \ 
this statement in evidence and use it i 
to show that Thaw is still insane. The 
indications, however, are that Jerome 
will overlook no chance to show that 
Thaw is row insane, so as to take the 
case from the jury and send Thaw to 
the asylum for the criminal insane at 
Mattewan.

A BRAVE SAILOR. STREET NAMES CHANGED.PACIFIC COAST 
LINER WRECKED

,POWER PROBLEM. IS

Eureka, Cal., March 2.—When the 
steamer Corona struck on Humboldt bar 
yesterday, there were nearly a hundred 
passengers aboard, 
hysterical and the men were in panic, 
but reassuring words from the crew 
finally brought calm. Then the passen­
gers assembled on the hurricane deck, 
where they remained until the rescue 
work was undertaken a few hours later.

Soon after the ship struck, a boat in 
charge of Quartermaster Gunn was low­
ered. A sailor named Errickson was 
drowned by the capsizing of the boat.

Southern, able seaman, formerly in the 
United States navy, stripped to the waist 
and attempted to carry a line ashore. 
The line parted before he had gone far. 
He was picked up by the life-savers. Sev­
eral attempts were made to shoot a line 
aboard, but each time the line fell short. 
Finally Captain Hening, of the life-sav­
ers, reached the side of the Corona and 
picked up the line. Several unsuccessful 
attempts were made to work the life 
buoy, but it was not until near dark that 
Capt. Hening and his men worked effec­
tively. At that time the ship's boats 
had begun working, and at dusk Capt. 
Boyd, the last to leave the ship, stepped 
ashore.

appear as if the electric company real­
izes this danger, and is preparing to 
offset it.

The B. C. Electric Company has not 
shown any lack in enterprise in the 
province, and may be expected to ex­
haust every effort to retain its place 
as the only suppliers of electric power 
in the city, and as the organization to 
provide for electric power in other 
pursuits outside of Victoria.

From time to time there has been a 
rumor that the Victoria & Sidney rail­
way would be operated by electricity 
instead of steam just as soon as the 
power arrangements could be made. 
This report has recently been revived, 
and there is no doubt the V. & S. line 
lends itself readily to becoming an 
electric road.

Electricity as a substitute for steam 
in operating railway lines is growing 
in favor, and may according to present 
indications be expected to become a 
very important factor. Electric com­
panies realize this, and are preparing 
for the time when by improvements 
which are rapidly being made electric­
ity will supplant steam to a marked 
degree.

The C. P. R.’s development of Van­
couver Island will call for branch lines 
from the E. & N. to various summer 
resorts and agricultural sections. These 
would lend themselves from the start 
very readily to being operated as elec­
tric lines. The suburban service to 
Shawnigan lake from Victoria could 
also be operated under electric power 
with advantage.

The C. P. R. uses electric cars for 
suburban service around Montreal, and 
it is no secret, that the company has 
been seriously considering an auxiliary 
electrical service at certain points 
along its main line, amongst others the 
steep grades around Medicine Hat 
Ultimately the complete electrification 
of the E. & N. may be expected.

If the privy council decides that the 
Goldstream water is not open to record

B. C. Electric Company must of ne­
cessity seek power elsewhere or be 
obliged to submit to the Esquimalt 
company’s dictation in the securing of 
neceaseEry additional' power:

It is, therefore, to be expected that 
the present year will see the greatest 
activity on the part of the B. C. Elec­
tric Company to locate water records 
capable of being utilized for power pur­
poses.

Soon after the ship struck a boat 
was lowered. It contained three of the 
crew and three steerage passengers. 
This boat capsized at once in the boil­
ing surf, and H. Errickson, a native of 
Sweden, was drowned. Gunn and the 
others occupants of the boat, succeed­
ed in reaching the shore life saving 
crew.

A second boat was badly battered, 
and was leaking like a sieve when it 
reached shore.

The sudden develop­
ment of the city has forced the com­
pany to move more quickly than was 
possibly intended, and in consequence 
a few weeks ago a party was outfitted 
to make careful investigations looking 
to an increased water supply.

At present the B. C. Electric Com­
pany in so far as Victoria is concerned, 
depends upon the Esquimalt Water 
Works Company for its supply of 
water for power purposes. The con­
tract calls for providing of a volume of 
water up to 15,000,000 gallons a day, 
which would generate roughly speak­
ing, over 1,500 horse power.

The company is using now over 11,- 
000,000 gallons dally with a consider­
able increase over that on special oc­
casions. During Christmas week, in 
faot, it is said, that their maximum 
power was closely reached, and over 
14,000,000 gallons of water were in use.

Under these circumstances the com­
pany must very soon get additional 
power. The necessary extensions of 
the tram Tines, and increases in the 
lighting consequent upon the growth of 
the city creates a serious condition for 
the electric company, if it wishes to 
keep up with the demands of the city.

It is true that the Esquimalt Water 
Works Company can materially in­
crease the water supply for power pur­
poses. This was brought out in the 
evidence given at the trial concerning 
the dispute with the city over records. 
By locating the power house near sea 
level there would be over double the 
power generated. It is also possible 
to furnish more water at the level at 
which the power house is located.

Under these circumstances if the 
necessity arises power can be got up 
to several times what is now useçU.But 
between the electric company and the 
Esquimalt Water Works Company 
there is not the best of feeling. This 
was clearly evidenced at the time of 
the trial, and each side thinks the other 
is attempting to get too good a con­
tract

At the trial it was brought out in evi­
dence that the Esquimalt company did 
not care whether they got the city’s 
contract for supplying water or re­
tained the B. C. Electric Company’s 
contract. Mr. Lubbe in fact conveyed 
the impression that his company would 
be just as well pleased to be free from 
the contract with the B. C. Electric 
Company.

Joined with this fact, the electric 
company is using every endeavor to 
get control of the Goldstream water by 
applying for records, which will give 
them an advantage if the privy counn- 
cil decides that the water Is open to 
record.

Just what the plans of the Esqui-» 
malt Company are, is not made known. 
There is no doubt that the B. C. Elec­
tric regard them with suspicion. By

The members of the Victoria Laborers’

A select committee was appointed to draft 
a resolution embodying the opinion that, 
the inquiry should be a public one, and 
this will be read at the meeting.

It is thought that the Victoria Trades 
and Labor Council will take a somewhat 
similar action at its next meeting on 
Wednesday evening. A committee of that 
body was recently formed which was in­
structed to obtain all data bearing on the 
subject and to lay it before the local 
Board of Trade. In view of the fact 
that the sessions of the latter- will., be 
secret, a change of feeling has taken 
place, and it is doubtful if the local labor 
organization will have anything to do 
with the inquiry.

As a gentleman prominent in labor 
circles of the city remarked this morning:

“The Dominion government has a de­
partment which is supposed to deal with 
the question of labor entirely, 
should not that department hold the in­
vestigation upon this subject. Its report 
would be unbiased and fair to all.”

Meanwhile the work of the special com­
mittee of the Board of Trade has been 
suspended until March 12th, pending the 
receipt of communications from outside 
organizations. As soon as these are in, 
the investigation will be resumed and a 
report will speedily be submitted to the 
general board. Upon this the recom­
mendations of the board to the Dominion 
and provincial governments will be based.

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Waterbury, Conn., March 2.—With an 
impact of sufficient force to crush the 
ponderous locomotives together like 
paper, twist and bend them and topple 
them from the track down an embank­
ment and into a ditch beside the track, 
two passenger trains, a regular and a 
special, met in a head-on collision early 
to-day on the Nantucket division of the 
New York, New Haven & Hartford 
railroad at Plattsmills, about a mile 
and a half below' this city, resulting in 
the death of four men, fatal injuries to 
two more and a score of others more or 
less seriously hurt. The dead wrere the 
crew's of the engines.

The regular was the midnight train, 
which is due at 12.06, but which was 
behind time. The special was made up 
of an engine and one coach, in which 
was a party of about 65 members of 
Company A, of the Grays, and Gov­
ernor Woodruff and members of his 
staff. The governor escaped injury. 
They had been in attendance at a ban­
quet given in their honor by Company 
F, of the same regiment, and were on 
their way home at the time of the ac­
cident.

The train left Waterbury at 12 
o’clock, and as the regular train was 
then late, orders were given the special, 
it is understood, to run to Hulls Cross­
ing, there take the sfding and wait until 
the regular went by. The special, how­
ever, is said to have run beyond the 
point, and so met the regular at Platts­
mills.

When the engines crashed together, 
and in that embrace rolled down the 
embrankment they carried down to 
death with them their crews. Three 
of the dead, the twro engineers and one 
fireman, were taken from the wreck­
age, their bodies bruised, torn and 
blackened by the fire from the wreck, 
while the body of the other fireboy was 
at last report still under the mass of 
twisted iron.

The tenders of the locomotives did 
not leave the rails, but were hurled 
backwards and into the coaches behind 
them.

In the case of the special the coach 
was badly wrecked and almost all the 
occupants received some injury. The 
baggage car of the regular was tele­
scoped.

As soon as the news reached here, 
ambulances and doctors were hurried 
to the scene. The trolley company also 
promptly sent cars down to bring the 
wounded and others to Waterbury.,

The most seriously injured, Fred. C. 
Russell, of New Haven, a private in 
Company A, and C. C. Champlain, 
musician, also of New Haven, were 
taken to the Waterbury hospital.

The dead are: Wm. Fisher, New 
Haven, engineer of the special; Wm. 
Norton, Waterbury, engineer of the 
regular; Charles Carpenter, fireman of 
New Haven, on the regular; 'G. Erick­
son, New Haven, fireman of the special.

Those who were not seriously Injured, 
with the other members of the party, 
including the governor and his staff, 
were put on board the special trolley 
caxs and started for New Haven.

While the in­
vestigation is going on there can be no 
strike. If it is a railway or a coal 
mine or a street railway or any insti­
tution in which the public is likely to 
be directly affected by a strike, the 
provision of the bill will prevent In­
convenience; it may obviate suffering, 
as it would have done during the pres­
ent winter when fuel was urgently re­
quired and there was a strike on at the 
Lethbridge coal mines. But the oppo­
sition had obtained new light. While 
it advocated compulsory arbitration 
out and out regardless of the argument 
that men could not be compelled to 
work against their will, now it held 
that compulsory investigation, with no 
strike until the investigation is com­
plete, was going too far. The exposure 
of this inconsistency by Mr. Smith 
seems to have roused the opposition, 
or some members of the opposition, to 
a state bordering on frenzy. The News 
says the member for Nanaimo, with 
his fine voice, his coolness under the 
fire of his adversaries (some of them 
sharp lawyers and experienced poli­
ticians) his unfailing courtesy, was at 
all times master of the situation, and 
that eventually he put them all to con­
fusion. So perhaps it is not to be won­
dered at that Mr. Fowler lost his tem­
per. The debate on the labor bill was 
but a passing phase of a situation 
which has been so marked as to call 
for comment during the whole of the 
session. The oposition is In a bad way. 
It feels it. Some of the more candid 
of the organs have been frankly point­
ing out the obvious weakness of its 
leaders. Mr. Borden appears to have 
given up his task in despair.

And in the meantime Sir Wilfrid 
Laurier, the sick man whose health 
going to compel him to retire shortly 
and to give Mr. Borden the opportun­
ity of his lifetime, is constant in his at­
tendance at the House. He has a 
firmer grip on his own followers than 
he ever had, while he holds the oppo­
sition in the hollow of f his masterly 
hand. His is the final Word in every 
debate of importance. The Ottawa 
Free Frees cites an instance which may 
be taken as an illustration of matters 
that are occurring with more or less 
frequency in Parliament:

“When Mr. Borden brought up the 
Hyman case once more in the Com­
mons yesterday he possibly thought 
that he had the game won in advance. 
But when the cards were played, he 
found that Sir Wilfrid held the joker.

“The manner in which the Premier 
replied was a splendid illustration of 
political finesse. If Mr. Borden and 
his followers were not satisfied as to 
the legality of Mr. Hyman’s resigna­
tion, the government was willing to 
refer the matter to the Committee on 
Privileges and Elections.

and crude lory, without breadth, extending from 

one great ocean to another. We grow 
the finest wheat the earth ever pro­
duced, and we grow it in abundance. 
The fertile territory of this Dominion 
is of greater extent than the area of 
some of the most powerful states in 
the world to-day. But Canada is not 
only the largest agricultural country in 
the world. Our wealth in forest, mine, 
river and ocean, would alone place us 
in the front rank of nations, while the 
newest form of national opulence, 
water power, we are merely beginning 
to appreciate at its true value. There 
is no longer any doubt about what the 
statute of Canada Is going to be. Our 
position is established, and the natural 
consequence of such establishment is 
the rapid increase in the rate at which 
immigrants are coming into the coun­
try to assist in its development. We 
are already producing more wealth per 
head than any other nation in the 
world with the exception of Great Bri­
tain. There is less poverty here than 
in any other nation in the world with 
no exception whatever, not even the 
United States. In this respect our 
position contrasts with that of our 
neighbors on this continent in that the 
wealth of the country is more equitab­
ly distributed. In the United States, 
for various reasons, and for one reason 
in particular—the maintenance of a 
pernicious fiscal system—the natural 
resources of the country have been ex­
ploited by a comparatively few men, 
who, human-like, have contrived to re­
tain for themselves a very large per­
centage of the wealth which should 
have been distributed amongst all the 
people—and would have been so distri­
buted had an economic system in any 
respect equitable been in force. Our 
neighbors are also awakening to the 
fact that the dominance of powerful 
corporations over legislatures Is be­
coming a menace to the future well­
being of the state. Railway compan­
ies and insurance companies and coal 
mining companies and manufacturing 
companies, the majority of them 
quasi-monopolistic institutions, have 
created millionaires by the score 
through the simple expedient of in­
creasing their stock and selling it to 
their own shareholders at a merely 
nominal figure. The consequence is, of 
course, that the public has to buy what 
it requires from these corporations, 
whether it be coal, or oil, or iron, or 
steel, or transportation, at rates which 
will permite the payment of interest at 
the rate of twenty-five to one hundred 
per cent, or more upon the money 
actually invested.

These are some of the features of 
progressive America which it behooves 
the public men of Canada to protect 
the “common people” against. And 
we have no doubt our statesmen will do 
their duty. They are commencing al­
ready to put a curb upon the ambi­
tions of the emulators of American 
“frenzied financiers.” . They are doing 
this because the public is insisting 
upon it. There are other problems to 
which Canadians must give their best 
consideration if they desire to main­
tain conditions most conducive to in­
dividual prosperity as against the en­
richment of corporations. If a sound 
Canadian sentiment be kept alive—if 
all Canadians give the attention they 
ought to give to the public affairs of 
the country, study our system of gov­
ernment, and strive to keep any gov­
ernment that may be in power either 
in the Dominion or in the provinces 
strictly in harmony with the views of 
patriotic Canadians, there need be no 
fear for the future of the country from 
an ethical point of view nor any reason 
why we should be sensitive about the 
criticisms of our neighbors.

The C. P. R. is going to build a good 
many miles of railway upon Vancou­
ver Island as soon as surveys can be 
made. These schemes of the C. P. R. 
are pregnant with interest to citizens 
of Victoria. But for the subsidies 
granted by the federal government, 
how long might it be before such en­
terprises would be brought into active 
operation? In proportion to her popu­
lation there are probably more miles of 
railway projected in British Columbia 
than in any other province of the Do­
minion.

CANADA WILL DO. CONTRASTS IN PARLIAMENT.
What is the use of bothering about 

the “mean things” irresponsible Am­
erican publictions say about Canada? 
All the really great newspapers in the 
United States are prophesying that 
this country will have a great future, 
that in point of national importance it 
is destined to be second only to the 
United States. Is not that something 
with which we ought to be satisfied, 
considering that it is the result of in­
telligent study of the situation? Only 
a few years ago we were not even con­
sidered worthy of serious attention. 
Our good neighbors would not turn 
their heads for a look across the 
boundary. But we have demonstrated, 
largely by the faith with which we 
have proceeded with the construction

R. M. Palmer Says Increased Inter­
est is Taken in British Colum­

bia By British.

(From Monday’s Daily.)
R. M. Palmer, chief of the bureau of 

information, has returned from a trip 
to the old land, made in the interests of 
the fruit growing industry of the prov­
ince. It will be remembered that Mr. 
Palmer took to the British Isles a dis­
play of British Columbia fruit, which 
in common with the record of previous 
years carried off high honors. The re­
sult of the awards have already ap­
peared in the columns of the Times. 
Mr. Palmer says it is not so much the 
prises won at the exhibitions in the 
old land as the fact that the fruit gets 
the high ranking which follows the 
scoring. While British Columbia car­
ried oft a gold medal, eight silver 
medals and several bronze, the prov­
ince of Nova Scotia only won a silver 
medal in the Royal Horticultural Show 
at London.

Mr. Palmer says that the fruit arriv­
ed in Britain in the best of condition 
this year, and the most was made of 
the collection In advertising the re­
sources of this province and the capa­
bilities of the horticultural industry in 
British Columbia. By making exhibits 
at various points the province got a 
good advertisement. Some of the ship­
ment was put on sale at Covent Gar­
den and brought the highest prices 
prevailing. He thinks that there is a 
good market in England for the best 
of quality of apples produced here. 
They would have to be of prime qual­
ity, however, and would include such 
varieties as Cox’s Orange Pippin, Yel­
low Newton and the Spitzberg. Fruit of 
first class quality in these varieties 
would have brought from 16 to 16 shil­
lings a box under the hammer at the 
Covent Garden market this year.

Mr. Palmer says that British Colum­
bia will this year see a considerable' 
Increase in population by immigration 
from the British Isles. There is evi­
dent, he says, a marked interest In 
Canada. British Columbia, as a re­
sult of the advertising which It has 
received in various ways, is receiving 
a fair share of attention now.

NEW FISHERY CRUISER.
In order to test the possibility off

The general dimensions 
of the Canada are: Length, 206 feet; 
beam, 25 feet; ajjd draft, 13.3 feet.

QUEEN CITY HAS
VERY ROUGH VOYAGE

Steamer Reports That Wreckage Ha 
Been Found-May Belong to 

Alice Gertrude.
on

After a very rough trip, during which 
southeasterly winds prevailed, the C. 
P. R. steamer Queen City returned 
from the West Coast on Friday. 
She reports that the weather off 
Cape Beale on the homeward journey 
was very severe, and the vessel pitched 
and rolled considerably until she reach­
ed the Straits.

On the voyage out to Cape Scott 
heavy seas were encountered, and when 
off Kyuquot the Queen City had to put 
in to the shelter of that Sound, where 
she had to lie for some time until the 
wind fell. In passing Cape Cook she 
saw a whale spouting, ana on the re­
turn voyage saw what was presumed 
to be the same mammal. Coming back 
from Cape Scott violent weather was 
again encountered with strong south­
easterly gales, and the vessel had to 
run for shelter to Clayoquot Sound to 
escape the tempestuous seas. In Clayo­
quot was a fishing boat of the New 
England Fishing Company, which was 
on her way to Vancouver, returning 
from the halibut banks off Cape Scott. 
A sealer was also lying there endeav­
oring to get together a crew of hunt­
ers. Off Sechart the D. G. S. Quadra 
was seen lying at anchor, and appar­
ently engaged in her work of establish­
ing aids to navigation, as alongside her 
was a gas buoy.

The Queen City further reports that 
some Indians along the coast have 
found pieces of wreckage, which have 
been washed ashore. Some of these 
were white on one side and rough on 
the other, and it is thought that they 
once formed the deck of some vessel, 
presumably the Alice Gertrude, which 
was wrecked some time ago at Clallam 
Bay.

On her return trip the Queen City 
carried fifty passengers and brought to 
this port some four and a half tons of 
general merchandise. On her outward 
voyage she carried fifty tons of freight 
for distribution at the different ports 
on the West Coast of the Island.

MARINE NOTES.
A large number of acetylene gas

buoys sent by the marine department 
at Ottawa are being unloaded from 
railway cars at the C. P. R. wharf 
Vancouver, ready to be taken to their 
alloted positions. One of these is for 
the Sandheads, at the mouth of the 
Fraser river. Another will be placed 
on the middle bank in the Straits of 
Juan de Fuca.

There is no foundation for the report 
that the C. P. R. Princess Victoria will 
be placed on the triangular route be­
tween Vancouver, Victoria and Seattle 
on the 15th of April. The date upon 
which she will open the summer ser­
vice on the triangular run has not yet 
been determined.

THE ELECTIONS 
IN MANITOBA

PROSPECTS BRIGHT
FOR THE LIBERAIS

But Province Dissatisfied With the Gen­

eral Railway Policy of the 

Roblin Government.A SHORT SESSION.

It Is Expected That the Legislature Will 
Not Be Prolonged.

Winipeg, March 2.#-—Indications so far 
are that the Roblin government will be 
defeated at the comingf elections in 
Manitoba to take plàce next Thurs­
day.

The government planned to rush the 
campaign to cover less than three 
weeks, but the Liberals, under the 
leadership of Mr. Brown, were ready 
for the fray.

The railway tie-up has created gen­
eral dissatisfaction with the Roblin 
government’s general railway policy. 
This will tell heavily at the polls in 
favor of the Liberals.

The government have made the fight 
solely on the plea that the Dominion 
government was refusing to extend 
Manitoba’s boundaries to Hudson’s 
Bay.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier’s statement in 
the House a few days ago has taken 
the wind out of their sails.

Whether the government is defeated 
or not it is admitted the Liberals at 
least will come very nearly to dividing 
the legislature.

The coming session of the legislature Is 
generai.y expected to be a short one. It 
Is supposed by some members of the gov­
ernment, in fact, that it may not exceed 
five weeks in length.

No hint has been given so far of any 
legislation which might be calculated to 
give rise to any long drawn out debates. 
If any very contentious legislation is in 
view it is being carefully kept in the 
background. The Colonist announces a 
discovery in connection with the coming 
session which is apparently intended to 
arouse curiosity. The Colonist says the 
speech from the throne, “it is believed, 
will convey some hints as to the policy to 
be adopted by the government.”

Unless the government intends to break 
with all constitutional usage, the speech 
from the throne would of necessity out­
line somewhat the work of the session.

TEACHERS ASK INCREASE.

Pedagogues of New' Westminster Pre­
sent Petition to School Trustees.

Twenty-seven school teachers of 
New Westminster have signed a com­
munication to the school trustees ask­
ing for an increase in salary. Accom­
panying the letter is a schedule of sal­
aries at present paid, and a tabic of 
salaries as they should be paid. The 
schedule also gives the names of teach­
ers, the number of years’ experience 
they have had in the Royal City and 
elsewhere, and the normal training 
they have had. Striking a general 
average, the increase asked for would 
be about 25 per cent. The letter was 
laid over until the next meeting.

High School
Happenings

(From Saturday’s Daily.)
The students of the High school will, 

in the near future, be the recipients 
of two handsome silver cups. These 
trophies are awarded for championship 
in basketball and girls’ hockey, and 
were won in the recent atheletic con­
test between the Victoria and Van­
couver High schools.

It has been the custom for several 
years past for the High schools of Vic­
toria and Vancouver to meet each other 
on the field of sport. Originally Rugby 
was the only game played, and that 
only occasionally. Two years ago, 
however, it received a fresh impetus 
when the Thompson Stationery Co., of 
Vancouver, offered a silver cup for 
competition in Rugby among High 
schools of the province. Henceforth a 
deeper and keener interest was taken 
in the game by all the schools, and 
Victoria and Vancouver especially. At 
the time the cup was offered, it was 
thought that a league might be form­
ed composed of teams representing 
Victoria, Vancouver, New' West­
minster and Nanaimo. Unfortunately, 
the last two were unable to enter 
teams, Nanaimo not having sufficient 
players to form a team, and New West­
minster playing “soccer.” Consequent­
ly there were only the two contest­
ants, Victoria and Vancouver, left in 
the field.

The first game under the new sched­
ule w'as played at Oak Bay in the fall 
of 1905, and resulted disastrously for 
the local players.

The return game was played at Van­
couver in the early spring of 1906, and 
resulted still more unfortunately for 
the. Victoria players; but this was not 
so much their fault as Vancouver’s 
field and the weather. Thus the first 
season ended, and the cup remained in 
Vancouver. This season much the 
same story is to be told, though the 
teams were more evenly matched and 
the games more closely contested. Of 
two games played Vancouver won one 
and tied the other, which according to 
the regulation» entitles her to the cup.

Much brighter, however, is the as­
pect in basketball and girls’ hockey.

While offering a trophy for football 
the Thompson Stationery Co. did not 
overlook the girls, and a cup was of­
fered for girls’ hockey.

The first season in the contest for 
this cup, no decision was reached, each 
team winning one of the two games 
played.

This year, in one of the swiftest and 
hardest games ever played in British 
Columbia, the struggle was again re­
newed.

This match resulted in a tie. and in 
the return game at Oak Bay the Vic­
toria girls were victorious. The result 
of this game was throughout very 
dubious, and it was only in the last 
five minutes that the game was won. 
During this season the same team has 
not suffered a single reverse, playing 
besides others, the Victoria ladies.

The other cup is for basketball, which 
had its beginning along with the 
hockey. This cup, the gift of the same 
firm, which donated the other two, was 
won by Vancouver the first season. 
This season, however, the cup will 
come to Victoria, the local school win­
ning the highest number of points in 
the three games which were played.

OBSERVANCE ACT

Interior Mining and Lumber Men

unanimously passed:

“That a telegram be sent to the 
Honorable the Premier of this prov­
ince, requesting that any action tend­
ing towards the criforpèment of the 
Lord’s Day Observance Act be post­
poned until the opportunity is afforded 
those whose livelihood and industries 
are directly affected of expressing an 
opinion for or against. J. J. Camp­
bell, chairman; Leslie Hill, secre­
tary.”

Alberta’s Attitude.
Edmonton, March 1.—Attorney-Gen­

eral Cross has announced that the 
Lord’s Day Act will be rigidly en­
forced. Illustrating his position on 
the matter, the attorney-g'éneral to­
day gave publication to a letter which 
he wrote to J. G. Shearer, of the 
Lord’s Day Alliance, some time ago. 
This letter reads:

“Permit me to congratulate you 
upon the success which you have had 
in securing a satisfactory Sunday bill 
from the House of Commons and 
Senate at Ottawa. Personally I do 
not think that the Senate amendment, 
Whereby the consent of the attorney- 
general in the different provinces is 
required, will be in any way a detri­
ment to the enforcement of the act. I 
can assure you that the enforcement 
of the Sunday act will always have 
my hearty support, as far as the prov­
ince of Alberta is concerned.”

The attorney-general has sent a 
letter to police headquarters through­
out the province, calling their atten­
tion to the act as going into effect 
to-day and stating: “The action of 
parliament in passing the act was to 
secure, as far as reasonably possible, 
a proper observance of the Lord’s Day, 
and it is the duty of all good citizens 
to themselves obey the law and to 
assist in preventing a violation thereof 
by others. Making it clearly under­
stood that you and the officers under 
you will feel it to be your duty to in­
sist upon a compliance with the 
statute will go far towards ensuring 
a respect for its provisions, and so 
relieve you of the necessity of insti­
tuting proceedings. However, if such 
proceedings should become necessary, 
you will not fail in your duty in this 
regard.”

The next point to be visited was the 
office of Dr. Ernest Hall. Unfortunate­
ly his electro static machine was not 
in very good working order, so that it 
was impossible for the doctor to pro­
duce the X-rays. The students, how­
ever, were able to get a very clear idea 
of the working of the machine, and the 
fundamental principles upon which it 
depends. The doctor placed one of the 
braver students within the electrical 
field of the machine, much to the 
amusement of his more timid compan­
ions.

The party then proceeded to the B. C. 
electric lighting plant, where a most 
profitable and , instructive hour was

ed to show the class through the build­
ing arid explain the mechanism and the 
advantages of the. various kinds of 
dynamos, condensers, and other de­
vices necessary tn the generating and 
regulating of electric light. He ex­
plained at length the functions of the 
various parts of the machinery of the 
dynamos especially, and the different 
principles upon which the machines are 
fashioned. Then he showed the class 
a number of obsolete dynamoà, ex­
plaining their disadvantages by com­
paring them with the modern machine.

Desired Increases Have Been Grant­

ed By the Board of Commis­

sioners Just Appointed.

Mable, to­
gether with the Mayor, who were re­
cently appointed police commissioners, 
yesterday met -and granted the follow­
ing increases to the police force:

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AMENDMENTS TO 
THE GAME LAWS

LOCAL SPORTSMEN
DISCUSS QUESTION

A Number of Recommendations 
Be Made at the Sitting of 

the Legislature.

to

(From Friday’s Daily.)
The meeting of sportsmen held in the 

Driard Thursday was well attended. 
R. H. Pooley occupied the chair, and 
J. Musgrave acted as secretary. Many 
amendments to the Game Act were dis­
cussed, the meeting although 
under the auspices of the Vancouver 
Island Fish and Game Club, being a 
public one.

A general meeting is to be held in 
Vancouver to-morrow of representa­
tives from the various game organiza­
tions in the province. W. N. Lenfesty 
and J. Musgrave were appointed dele­
gates at last night’s meeting.

The meeting last evening showed a 
disposition to have all the funds raised 
by various licenses set aside for the 
direct purpose of providing means for 
still further protecting game.

The question of a gun license was 
freely discussed. It was pointed oiit 
that in some parts a license of $10 was 
imposed. After full consideration $2 
was considered a fair fee, and it was 
decided to recommend that the act be 
amended so as to provide for such a 
license. It was further recommended, 
however, that farmers and their sons 
should be exempt from this fee when 
shooting upon their own property.

It was decided to recommend that a 
$10 fee be imposed upon those in the 
province acting as guides for big game* 
hunters. By this method a check could 
be kept upon the guides by the game 
warden, and guides would be more 
anxious to conform to the regulations 
at the risk of losing their license.

The question of imposing a heavy 
license upon foreign trappers resulted 
in some interesting information being 
given. It was pointed out that trap­
pers from the United States were In 
the habit of coming into the remote 
parts of the province and indiscrimin­
ately taking the game at the risk of de­
pleting it. It was deemed wise last 
evening to recommend that a $500 
license should be placed upon non-resi­
dent trappers.

It was also decided to lend support to 
an amendment to the act to impose a 

. $5 fee upon those who came from out­
side the province to fish.

In order to overcome the depletion of 
game, which must follow indiscrimin­
ate shooting it was decided to recom­
mend the fixing the bag limit at fifteen 
birds of mixed species (exclusive of 
ducks) including not more than ten of 
one variety, and of ducks not more 
than twenty, would be a wise one.

It was agreed to recommend that the 
sale of trout should be absolutely pro­
hibited.

The meeting also endorsed the pro­
posal which has been made that areas 
as game preserves should be set aside 
on Vancouver Island, East Kootenay 
and Lillooet.

Protection for bear for July and 
August was included in the recommen­
dation.

It was decided to recommend that the 
open season for grouse, quail and 
pheasant shotfld all begin on the same 
date, namely, October 1st.

On the question of free miners shoot­
ing privileges, a proposal was endorsed 
that free miners be limited to killing 
for food, deer, grouse and ducks, at 
any point south of the 53rd parallel, 
and that not, privileges be extended to 
any free miner who is not an actual 
resident, and who has not been in pos­
session of a license for a period of three 
months.

Covering the question of exporting 
trophies an amendment was suggested 
along the lines that “non-residents 
should have all trophies tagged, the 
provincial game warden to have power 
to grant permits to export for museum, 
scientific, zoological and stocking pur­
poses; also power to issue permits to 
residents to export trophies for being 
mounted or in case of leaving the coun­
try; all such permits to cost a fee of 
$2.50, to go towards augmenting the 
game protection fund.”

A recommendation will be made that 
the provincial game warden should be 
empowered to issue permits for trap­
ping game birds and having the same 
in possession for breeding and stocking 
purposes.
. It was further recommended in this 
connection that game and sporting 
trophies seized should be sold and the 
funds derived devoted to the game pro­
tection fund.

Other recommendations aim at the 
increase in the penalties for violation 
of the Game Act. It was agreed to ask 
that the maximum penalty for selling 
prohibited game should be $250 and the 
minimum $100, and that the period 
wherein an information might be laid 
be extended to one year.

Another amendment to be asked for 
is that the minimum age at which a 
boy may carry a gun should be raised 
from fourteen to seventeen years.

\ Campbell is going out as the apostle of 
the “new theology,” addressing gather­
ings of ministers iru_the leading pro­
vincial towns, by invitation of the min­
isters themselves. It is fully expected 
that grax'e developments will follow, 
for the movement is by no means con­
fined to Nonconformity but is agitating 
sections of the Christian church 
throughout the world.

What is this new theology and how 
does its leading exponent define it?
The following is an epitome of the ut­
terances of the famous preacher who 
with the face of a boy, the silvery hair 
of an old man, and the burning, pierc­
ing eyes of a prophet, delivers all his 
sermons with the quiet emphasis of 
one who has thought out his intellec­
tual position.

The “new theology” denotes an at­
titude and a spirit rather than a. creed.
Its starting point is belief in the im­
manence of God and the essential one­
ness of God and man. Man is the re­
flection of God and the universe, one 
means to the self-manifestation of 
God. The word God stands for the in­
finite reality whence all things 
ceed.

lThe county council of Bruce, Ontenrlo, 

have taken a step which is worthy of 
emulation by similar bodies through­
out Canada. After over a decade of 
research, Norman Robertson, the treas­
urer, has by direction of the council 
produced a history of the old county, 
which is full of interest to all who 
claim it as their birthplace.

Bruce and Huron, the Queen Bush 
of the forties in. Ontario, were “the 
West” before the expanding boundar­
ies of the national domain had given 
that term its present significance. Into 
it poured some of the stoutest people 
of the province—in the main young and 
vigorous men, who as the pioneers of 
that district constitute its aristocracy. 
To-day smiling fields and well tilled 
farms, with handsome residences and 
substantial outbuildings, stud every 
portion of Bruce, excepting perhaps 
the rugged peninsula where deer still 
run and tempt the third generation, 
w ho have to go thus far afield for their 
sport because of the industry and 
diligence of their fathers in clearing 
the forest.

Mr. Robertson has discharged his 
task with great care, and each town­
ship and hamlet con>es in for proper 
notice from his pen. The reader is car­
ried -back into the pre-settlement days 
when the Hurons lay in wait for their 
arrogant enemies, the Iroquois, and 
wrested a peace from them at the 
mouth of the Saugeen river. Later 
came the birth of the fishing industry 
in Lake Huron and the opening of the 
lands to settlement. The red letter 
days are touched off in a sympathetic 
manner that stirs anew the pulse as it 
did when recounted around the fireside 
on a winter’s night in early boyhood 
amid the very scenes and people de­
scribed. What Bruce man has not 
heard of the Fenian raid, or what 
Paisley man can forget that its old 
militia company No. 4, sent to the front 
a body of men, fifty per cent, of whom 
stood “six feet in their socks”—strap­
ping fellows, who were the admiration 
of the Goderich belles when they 
marched into the trenches there? Some 
of the sons of these men are citizens of 
Victoria to-day, and will doubtless 
avail themselves of the chance ‘of ob­
taining one of Mr. Robertson's inter­
esting volumes. Then there was the 
fight for the county seat, in which 
Walkerton won, as political fights have 
so often been won, by craft and sheer 
hard work over towns which had more 
numerous supporters. Later came the 
rebellion of 1885, when the 32nd bat­
talion were called out (the first rural 
battalion in Canada to be selected for 
such an honor), and when the clamor 
for places in the ranks was so great 
that officers commanding companies 
had their rosters full, and in 
cases reported their readiness to march 
twenty-four hours after notice of 
mobilization.

The “new theology” represents in th< 
sphere of religion the same movement 
that in the sphere of politics and soclo*

The 
very imperfection of the world to-day 
is due to God's will. It is a working 
out of Himself with its purpose, a pur­
pose not wholly hidden from man.

The doctrine of sin which holds man 
to be blameworthy for deeds that he 
cannot help, is a false view, 
simply selfishness, 
against the God within; a violation of 

j the law of love. It rejects wholly th# 
common Interpretation of the Atone­
ment—that another is beaten for our 
fault. It believes in no final judgment, 
but in a judgment that is ever pro­
ceeding. Every sin involves suffering 
which cannot be remitted by any work 
of another. When a deed Is done it® 
consequences are eternal.

It teaches that Jesus was and is di­
vine, but so are we. Hie mission was 
to make us realize our divinity and our 
oneness with God. And we are calletS 
to live the life which He lived.

Thirty-five constables from 
the police department acted as escort. 
On Sunday afternoon there will be a 
memorial service in St. Mary’s church 
in memory of Sarah Maxwell, the lady 
principal, who lost her life in at­
tempting to save the little ones.

Silver Ore Found.
Sault Ste. Marie., Ont., March 1.— 

Silver ore rivaling in richness that 
found in the Cobalt district has 
been discovered at a depth of 28 feet 
at Island Lake, sixteen miles from here. 
The discovery was made by A. D. 
Gillies. The vein is two feet wide and 
is growing wider as the digging pro­
gresses. Prospectors are planning to 
rush to the district to work the new 
claims at once.

London, Feb. 28.—A statement of the 
naval estimates for 1907-08 presented 
to parliament to-night introduces quite 
a novel feature, for it makes the con­
struction of battleships during the com­
ing year dependent in a measure upon 
the decision reached at the next peace 
conference to be held at The Hague. 
The new construction is estimated at 
$40,500.000 against $46,175.000 for 1906-7. 
Lord Tweedmouth. First Lord of the 
Admiralty, says this will include two, 
or unless an understanding between the 
naval powèrs is reached at The Hague 
conference, three large armored 
vels .of the Dreadnought type. One 
fast unarmoured cruiser, five torpedo 
boat destroyers, 12 torpedo boats and 
12 submarines are also provided for.

On April 1st there will be under con­
struction five battleships, seven arm­
oured cruisers, 8 torpedo boat destroy­
ers, 17 torpedo boats and 12 sub-marin­
ers. The estimates for the year show 
a reduction of one thousand men and 
$5.675.000 compared with 1906-7.

Lord Tweedmouth comments upon 
the striking improvement in the gun­
nery of the fleet compared with last 
year. The average of this was practi­
cally doubled, and the improvement 
was general throughout the fleet and 
not confined to a picked selection of 
crack ships.

The First Lord of the Admiralty 
mentions also the highly satisfactory 
performances of the battleship Dread­
nought and the greater efficiency that 
has resulted from the system of nu­
cleus crews. As an illustration of this 
system, and the better state of repair 
emanating fro mit, he compares the 
condition of January, 1904, when out of 
sixty battleships thirty-eight were not 
available, owing to the needs of re­
pairs, with that of January, 1907. when 
out of fifty-one battleships only eight 
were not available.

In dealing with the redistribution of 
the fleets, Lord Tweedmouth touched 
indirectly upon the position of Admiral 
Lord Beresford. He explained that the 
home fleet was still in process of de­
velopment, and that some time would 
elapse before it coulfcl reach its full 
strength. He said the fleets at home 
will continue to be combined for war 
purposes, with the orders of the com­
mander of the Channel fleet, in other 
words, Lord Beresford, while the Chan­
nel, Atlantic and Home fleets will car­
ry out their periodic manoeuvres to­
gether under his command. This pre­
sumably meets Lord Beresford’s objec­
tion that practically all vessels of the 
destroyer class had been taken from 
the Channel squadron for the Home 
fleet, as Lord Beresford is now in vir­
tual command of both fleets.

Lord Tweedmouth said further that 
the Channel fleet and the Atlantic 
fleet should occupy the principal fight­
ing position ,and will be in no way in­
terfered with by the Home fleet except 
in the event of a totally unexpected 
outbreak of war during the absence of 
the Channel and Atlantic fleets from 
home waters.

In conclusion Lord Tweedmouth notes 
the fact that the first cruiser squadron 
WUI go to Jamestown for the opening 
of the exposition. The total of the 
naval estimates is $152,212,045.

FINE AND IMPRISONMENT.

Three Men Convicted of Keeping Gam­
bling Club at Hamilton.

JURY DISAGREED.

Montreal, Feb. 28.—After a half 
hour’s deliberation, the mixed jury 
called upon to adjudicate at the Su­
perior court in the suit whereby A. 
Hilton, barrister, Montreal, sought to 
recover indemnity of $5,000 from the 
Herald for alleged slander, failed to 
arrive at an agreement last night, and 
was dismissed by Judge Archibald. 
The jury stood evenly divided on the 
first important question, which was In 
effect whether or not the articles and 
caricature complained of had been 
published in good faith without malice 
and in the public interest. The Eng- 
lish-Canadian jurors were ready to give 
an affirmative answer, but their six 
French-Canadian colleagues held a 
contrary opinion, the latter evidently 
holding out on the question of the 
caricature the paper published.

Hamilton, Ont., Feb. 28.—Harry Daniels, 
William Buckingham and Edward Hickey 
were convicted of keeping gambling 
clubs, and sent down by Magistrate Jelfs 
for two months each. A fine of $100 each 
was also imposed, in default of which 
three additional months’ imprisonment 
are to be served. It was argued in their 
behalfNhat these men had charters and 
constituted licensed , clubs. The rake-off 
on poker games went to pay rent and 
operating expenses. The charges against 
frequenters were abandoned.

CONDITIONS IN RUSSIA.

New York, March 1.—Nicholas will 
continue to rule Russia in spite of all 
upheavals and internal strife, is the 
opinion of Mr. L. Von Meyer, late am­
bassador to Russia, who arrived here 
to-day on the steamer Teutonic. Mr. 
Meyer said that conditions in that 
country, both social and political, are 
vastly improved over those of a year 
ago. Mr. Meyer is the bearer of a 
message from King Edward to Presi­
dent Roosevelt.

Dismissed By Rector.
Toronto, March 1.—Rev. Alex. Wil­

liams, rector of St. John’s Episcopal 
church, one of the oldest edifices 1n 
Toronto, has dismissed his curate, Rev. 
S. D. Sweatman, for what he claims 
is disloyalty and not working in har­
mony with him. The young man is a 
graduate of Trinity and has been with 
the church for two years, 
an aggressive worker among the young 
people of the church. The curate as­
sured Rev. Mr. Williams that there was 
some misunderstanding, but the latter 
is still under the impression that Mr. 
Sweatman is disloyal to him, and has 
asked him to leave after Easter.

St. Paul, March 2.—The managers’ 
committee, representing forty-two rail­
roads west of Chicago, to-day an­
nounced an important schedule of ad­
vances In pay which has been tendered 
freight and passenger trainmen on all 
the railways in the West, and issued 
the statement that in case the schedule 
does not prove acceptable to the em­
ployees, it will use its influence to 
throw the entire matter of wage in­
creases open to 
method of arbitration, should such 
action prove necessary, is to be deter­
mined upon later.

The tender of the railway managers 
of heavy increases of pay is the result 
of conferences lasting more than a 
month in Chicago, participated in by 
ten general managers, representing the 
various lines, and general chairmen 
from each system to the number of 160, 
representing the employees involved. 
These conferences have just been ad­
journed as a reason of the tender of in­
creases from the railroads and the gen­
eral chairmen are now returning to 
their various lines to submit the 
schedule to the men for a decision. 
Whether the employees will accept the 
offer of the railroads is not known and 
will not be determined until the results 
of the work of the general chairmen 
are reported, after which the adjourned 
conferences will be resumed.

The offer of the managers to their 
men is as follows:

“Conductors in passenger service are 
to be granted an increase of pay of $10 
per month; passenger baggagemen are 
to be granted an increase of pay of $6 
per month; passenger brakemen and 
flagmen are to be granted an increase 
of $5 per month; freight conductors and 
brakemen are to be granted an in­
crease of 10 per cent., based on rates of 
pay prevailing November 1st, 1906. Pro­
portionate and equal offers of increase 
in overtime pay are made part of the 
tender. The trainmen have insisted 
upon an increase of per cent, in both 
passenger and freight services. The 
offer of the managers will, if accepted, 
advance the pay of 55,000 railway em­
ployees southwest, West and North­
west. The schedule of advances ap­
plies to every railway entering the 
Northwest and the Pacific Northwest.”

And this is a 
matter of small wonder when it is con­
sidered what this new impetus to trade 
must mean to Canada in general and 
British Columbia and Victoria in par­
ticular.

“The prospects which the new steam­
ship line will open up are indeed well 
nigh incalculable. Canada can give to 
Mexico -what Mexico has been long 
anxiously awaiting. It can give no 
Mexico the necessaries of life at a cost 
much below what Mexico has now to 
pay for them,” said Mr. R. B. Swanson, 
lately arrived from there.

In Mexico high prices prevail on 
nearly all the necessaries of life. Ex­
orbitant prices for imported merchan­
dise are said to be the rule rather than 
the exception. Many families visit the 
United States to purchase their sup­
plies direct. A large quantity of goods 
is brought in by parcel post. The build­

London, March 3.—London was in the 

throes of an election yesterday for 
membership in the London county 
council that exceeded in bitterness the 
parliamentary election of 1905.

The so-called Progressives, who are 
supported by the Liberals, and who 
have been in power for the past twenty 
years, claimed a renewal of their man­
date on* the ground of the services they 
had rendered, and declared also that 
the present was a unique opportunity 
for further improving the condition of 
the people of London by effecting 
equalization in the rates of taxation on 
the ground landlords.

The self-styled “Municipal Re­
formers,” with whom the Unionists 
have associated themselves, have been 
most active in accusing trie Progress­
ives of extravagance and Socialistic 
tendencies that have led to excessive 
rates and have published cartoons 
suggesting that the Progressives are 
the freights of the “trusts.”

Mr. John Burns, president of the 
local government board, who is an 
ex-county councillor, but who does not 
seek re-election, issued a manifesto 
yesterday in which he describes the 
campaign of the Municipal Reformers 
as the “most vulgar and most dis­
graceful that ever has discredited Bri­
tish public life,” and in which he ex­
horted the electors not to surrender 
London to the greed of monopolists and 
speculators.

The Municipal Reformers have 
claimed that the defeat of the Pro­
gressives would be a serious blow to 
the Liberal government. The outgoing 
council èonsisted of 83 Progressives, 34 
Municipal Reformers and one Inde­
pendent. The outcome of yesterday’s 
election is not yet fully known, but ac­
cording to the returns received up to 
midnight, the Municipal Reformers 
have gained 43 seats, and the Progres­
sives and Labor party one each.

The Laborites or Socialists played an 
unprecedented part in the election by 
fighting for seats against both the Pro­
gressives and the Reformers.
