Ottawa, Nov. 20.—The terms of set-
tlcment of the Manitoba school question
have been made public. They follow:

1. Legislation shall be introduced and
pussed at the next regular session of the
legislature of Manitoba embodying. the
provisions hereinafter set forth in am-
endment to the Public Schools’ Act for
the purpese of settling the educational
(uestions that have been in ‘dispute in
that provimce. 3 :

2. Religious teaching®¥fibe conducted
as hereinafter provided:’{#) ‘as author-
ized by a resolution passed by a ma-
jority of the school trustees;®or (2) if a
petition be ‘presented to the beard of
school  trustees asking for = religions
teaching, and signed by the parents or
csrardians of at least ten childrem at-
tending the schoel, in the case of a rural
district, or by the parents or guardians
of at least twenty-five children attend-
ing a school in a city, town or village.

3. Religious teaching totake place be-
tween the hours of 330 and 4 p.m., and
to be conducted by any Christian clergy-
man whose c¢harge includes any portion
of the school district, or by a ' penson
duly authorized by such clergyman.

4. Where 80 sepecified in such. resolu-
tion of the trustees, or where 80.pequir-
ed by the pétition, the-prescribed jperiod
may take ‘placé on certain speeified
days of the week instead of omn every
teaching day. ; :

5. In any school in towns and eities
where the average attendanee ' of Ro-
man Catholie children js forty or up-
wards, and im wvillages or in rural dis-
tricts where the average attendance of
steh children is twenty-five or upwards,

the trustees shall be required, @n peti--

tion by parents er guardians off such
numker of Roman Catholic childr'gn, re-
epectively, to employ at least one:duly
certificated Roman Catholic teacher: ¥

B Where Felptous tewchiigsie o
ed to b> carried on in any scheol' in

pursuance of the foregoing provisions

and there are Roman Catholic children
attending such schools and. the school-
room aceommodation does net permit of
the pupils being placed in ° separate
rooms for the purposz of religious teach-
ing, provisions shall be made by regula-
tions of .the department of education
(which regnlation the board of school
trustees snall observe) whereby the time
aliotted for religious teaching shall be
divided  in suech a way that religious
teaching of the Roman Catholic children
shall be;earried on during the preserib-
ed period on one  half .of the teaching
days in each month and the religious
teaching * of . the mnon-Roman Catholic
children. may be ecarried on during the
j1escribed period on the other half "of
the teaching days.

7. The department of education shall
have the power to make regulations not
inconsistent with the principles of this
act for the carrying into effect its pro-
Visions.

8. No separation of pupils by religious
denominations shall take place during
the secular school work.

9. Where . the schoolroom accommoda-
tion at the disposal of the trustees per-
mits, instead.of allotting ’different days
of the week to the different denomina-
tions for the purpose of religious teach-
ing, the pupils may be separated when
the hour for religions teaching arrives,
and placed in separate rooms.

10. When ten of the pupils in any
school speak the French language (or
any language other than Knglish) as
their native language the teaching of
such pupils shall be conducted in
French (or such other language) and
English upon the bilingual system.

11. No pupils to be permitted to be
present at any religious. teaching unless
the parents or gnardians of such pupils
desire it. In case the parents or, guar-
dians of such pupils do not desire the
attendance of the pupils at such reli-
gious teaching then”the pupils shall be
dismissed before the exercise or shall
remain in anothep room.

RULES FOR ARBITRATORS.

Report of the Rules for Government ;
of the Commission.

London, Nov. 19.—The Chronicle re-
ports that the following are the rules for
the arbiters forming a part ¢f the Ven-
ezuelan agreement: ;

First, an adverse holding of prescrip-
tion during fifty years shall have a good
title. . The ‘arbitrators deem exclusive
political control of a district, as well as
actual settlement, sufficient to constitute
an adverse holding or to make a title
by prescription.

.The second rule empowers the arbiters
to give effect to rights and claims based
on any valid principle of international
law which does not contravene the fore- |
going rules.

Third, in determining -the boundary
line when the territory of one-party is |
found to be occupied by the subjects of |
the other party at the date of the treaty.
such effect shall be given to such occupa-
tion as reason, justice, the principles of
international law and the equities of the
case shall, in the opinion of the tribunal
require. i

London, Nov. 21.—According to a Rio
de Janeiro dispatch to the Times there

It will be
noticed that this latter provision covers
the teaching of other languages besides
French where children of other nation-
alities ‘are concerned. It is altogether
probable that these additional ednces-
sions would have ben granted by the
Manitoba government last April if their
alternative proposition had been accept-
ed as a basis of negotiation for a.com-
promise, but the Dominion representa-

tives in.their wisdom refused to proceed !

INDIAN AFFAIRS.

Dras*ic Measures Taken for Relief ot
Famine Threatened Natives!

London,: Novi 22.—Interest during the
pest week centred chiefly in  colonial
and Indian matters, and the situation in
India was treated with the\gravest con-
[ cern. 'The newspapers have publisheq
almost @aily articles from '~ Indian au-
thorities regfrding past experiences in
famine times, and making suggestions
for the relief of the sufferers. Lord
Hamilton, sécretary of state for India,
in what the newspapers describe as a
remarkable “speech, has admitted  that
72,000,000 persons are now affected or
threatened :with dangerous scarcity, |
though it is thought that the govern-
meut has some proepect of coping suc-
cessfully with the situition. The Spec-
.ator says: “Although 1t is clearly seen
that all possible will be done, we fear
that o 'black time in the social and fin-
ancial history of India js inevitable.”

AN AFRICAN EXPEDITION.

PRIVY COUNCIL JUDGMENT

Edison Compasy’s Appeal in Tra’in%vay
Case ‘Succeeds.

The judicial committee of the privy
council bas decided the appeal in the
case of the Edison General Electrical
Company vs. the Bank of B. C. and the
Westminster and Vancouver Tramway
Cempany, allowing the plaintiffs’ judg-
micnt for some $16,000 with interest to
come ahead of that of the bank. This
was an appeal from a judgment of the
supreme court of British Columbia of
January 30, 1896, affirming a decision
of Mr. Justice Crease. The appellants,
who were the plaintiffs in the aection,
sued for themselves and other creditors
of the Westminster and Vancouver
Trsmway Company. They alleged that
they had; on December 29, 1893, recov-
ered judgment against the Tramway
Company for $18,470 and costs, and
that they had been deprived of the
fruits of that result by a judgment ob
taited on January 24, 1894, by the
Bank of British Columbia against the
'Pramway Company for- $261,217 and
costs, which judgment they alleged had

been glven by the Tramway Company, |

Crease without a jury, and judgment
was rendered for the respondents, with
costs. The supreme court affirmed the
decision. The judicial committee of the
privy council now sets aside this judg-
ment and allows the plaintiffs’ appeal.

Year after year the wonderful strides
made in the scienee of photography be-
come more and more apparent. Its as-
sittance to all the @rts and Sciences has
now ‘become so important that -it is diffi-

ctlt to realize how its aid could be ab-
andoned.

Not the least important use of photo-
graphy has been its assistance in the

detection of crime. Every one has heard
of the wonderful albums .of criminals
kept by the police authorities, and how |

world.

Quite recently a noted ecriminal suc-
ceeded -in escaping from the country,
and was probably rejoicing in his safety
1 au'out-of-the-way village in Western
America. But the' awful photograph
went with him, and he was arrested
within a few hours of his arrival.

Besides the photograph of his face,

f£0 made of the criminal’s ‘hands, and
tkese are being found of wonderful im-
portance. A man can easily disguise or
alter the dppearance of his face, but he
cannot so easily alter the appearance
of his hands and the characteristic lines
upon them. According to  history  the
Chinese discovered this fact thousands
of vears.ago, and were in.the habit of
taking the impression of the thumbs in
wax. The lines of this part of the hu-
man ‘body never alter, and are never
alike with any two persons in the world.

In the detection of forgeries photo-
graphy plays an important part. True

but it .is;aiso.an jinfallible .detective of
the forgeries:it has assisted to make.

By photographing and enlarging the
forged signature and the true one the
difference is clearly -visible. Further, in
copying a- signature the forger can never
wiite with the sare ease and speed as
the man whose writing is imitated. Con-
sequentiy ‘there is always a shaky or
wavy appearance of the lines, due to
the vibration of the hand. This, how-
ever, is usually invisible until the print-
ing is enlarged many diameters, when it
becomes at once apparent.

By a special process of photography
any alteration in the date or wording £
a will, or in the amount of a check, can
be easily detected. Cases of this sort
are common in our law courts, and rare-
ly has photography failed to denounce
the forgery. By a special process the
minutest differences in the shades of the
different inks employed can be made
glaringly apparent. It is rarely that
any alteration in a document is made
with the same ink as the’ original writ-
ing, so:that it is easily detected, but
even if the same ink be employed, the
alteration must be cleverly made to es-
cape detection by photographic enlarge-
ment,

At the photographic exhibition held in
Lcpdon one of the mest important ex-
hibits" was a number of photographs of
German forgeries, deteeted by a cele-
brated German scientist. In the same
frame were also some phetographs of
the human hair. It appears that in
Germany, some tinie ago, a woman was
murdered, and in her hand was discos-
ered a small quantity of a man’s hair,
evidently snatched from his head in the

tunate woman. A man known to be in-
timate with the woman, and last seen
with her,. was arrested on suspicion,
‘and, unable to give any satisfactory ac-
count of his occupation at the time the
murder was committed, he was in a fair
way of receiving the death penalty upon
purely circumstantial evidence. Dr. Jer-
serich,- the eminent-scientist alluded to,
became deeply interested 1n the matter.
He made enlarzed photographs of the
hair found in the dead woman’s hand,
and also that of the suspected man. Alj-
though apparently identical in color and
appearance he found that in construc-
tion they svere entirely dissimilar.

1t appears, also, that there was an-
other man who knew the murdered wo-
man, but who was not in the least sus-
‘pected of the crime. Some of his hair
swis also obtained by the indefatigable
doctor, and by photography it was found
to be identical in form and construction.
The man was charged with the crime
and fortunately saved all trouble by a
confession of the awful deed: The un-
lucky man first charged, and who, ap-
parently, was in a fair way of being
hanged, for a deed he had never com-
mitted, had no doubt a great deal of
thankfulness for-the wonderful perfec-

The British Columbia Board of Trade
taking advantage of the opportunity-
furnished by the visit to Victoria of the
Honorable J. Israel Tarte, P.C., min-
ister of public works, have pleasure in
bringing to his notice and through him
to that of his colleagues the following
matters of public interest affecting the
province of British Columbia.

Aids to Navigation—With the rapidly
increasing trade and commerce of Brit-
ish 'Columbia many additional aids to
navigation become imperative. On :the
route between Victoria and the Fraser
river and Burrard Inlet much remains
to be done to afford reasonable protec-
tion to shipping, whilst on’ the West
Coast of Vancouver Island and on the

“rorthern. route there is little assistance
to the mariner save that found  on
churts which are sometimes incomplete.
In the list of lights, beacons and buoys
appended hereto will be found some of
those recommended in January, 1894,
as urgently required. In this connee-
tion it is desired to especially emphasize
the urgency of removing the wreck of
the San Pedro from Brotchie Lédge and
erecting at that point a stone light-
house and fog horn, the light to be fitted
witk a red_sector over Trial Island.

The attention of this board has been
called to the fact that the position of
some of the .first lights established on
our coast give more general satisfaction
tharl others erected later. ' Further, ex-
perience shows that wherever it is pro-
posed that a light should be placed
there is invariably considerable diversity
of opinion as to the advantage of the
particular spot selected. This board
would therefore recommend that an
heonorary board of officers of the navy
and mercantile men—such as proved of
great’ advantage in the eariy days of
settlement of this province—be appoint-
ed to act in conjunction with the local
agent ¢f the Department of Marine to
whem all such matters should be refer-
red, and that no further aids to navi-
gation be placed in position until ap-
proved by such.a board.

Quarantine—The importance of ob-
serving strict quarantine regulations is
already recognized by the Dominion
government so far as the four coast cit-
ies of British Columbia are concerned,
but it appears possible for ships to en-
ter  sub-ports of this province without
obtaining pratique and to become in
consequence a menace to the public
bealth. This board cannot too strongly
urge that strict quarantine regulations
be enforced upon all ships calling at
such sub-ports and that the quarantine
station’ at' William’s Head, being most
conveniently situated for that purpose,
should be fully availed of.

Dredging at Outer Haurbor—It ap-
pears that some dredging is required at
the approach of the wharves at the
outer harbour of Victoria and there be-
ing no provision in the estimates for
this purpose it is recommended that a
portion of the vote for the improvement
of the inner harbour be expended at
the point indicated to ensure safer ac
cess of the large trans-Pacific steam-
ships calling at this pert.

Deep Sea FKisheries and Smuggling—
The urgeney for protecting the deep sea
fisheries and the prevention of the
smuggling of merchandise into British
Columbia is set. forth in a resolution of
this* board ‘2 copy “0f which—as" up-
rended hereto--was forwarded to the
Honorable the Minister of Marine and
Fisheries on August 1%th last and ack-
nowledged on the 16th of the following
month. It is hoped that there will be
no delay in affording the protection de-
sired and in preventing further breaches
of the customs laws.

Railways—The mineral wealth of
British Columbia is no longer a matter
of doubt; already dividend paying
mines ‘are operating and each month
further deposits of ore are being re-
vealed. Realization of this vast wealth
has inspired confidence such as never
beforc existed, and as a consequence
much foreign capital is being attracted
to our mines; the present time therefore
is most propitious for opening up the
country with railways.

Hull had been on
the witness stand since yesterday after-
noon, and had entered a categorical de-
nia] to all the state’s evidence in regard
to the administering by him of argenic
mixed with the medieine which his wife
was taking.,

Then the state sprung a surprise in
the shape of a letter which Hull haad -
written. whilé in' Portland, Ore. last
Eebruary, to Rev. I. L. Spence, an in-
timate friend, who.was then in Fernan-
dp, Cal. In this letter he stated that
his w_ife was very sick; that she was
suffering from a cancer and that he ex-

an operation had been performed for the
remoyal of the cancer, but that it had
broken out again. Spence and Hull had
been old friends and chums, and ‘when
the former, heard of the charge against
Hull he remembered the letter he re
ceived last February, and, thinking its
contents would exculpate his friend, he
enclosed it to Some one in Minnesota.

Hull was at first inclined to deny that
he had written such a leter, but upon
being urged by his attorney, finally ‘agd-
mitted its authorship.
