AN OVERTURE ANENT EXPENSES OF AD­

MINISTRATION OF CHURCH FUNDS.
The Rev. Mr. McLean Sinclair, read an 

overture of the Pictou Presbytery anent 
the expences of administering the funds 
of the Church.

He said that St. James’ Church, New 
Glasgow, in connection with the United 
Church, had resolved to lay the matter 
before the Synod.

The Rev. E. A. 'McCurdy said he had 
no charges to make against the adminis­
tration of Church Funds. He believed 
the expenditure arose from circumstances 
chiefly accidental, but economy 
necessary, when the indebtedness of 1879 
wa^fSo large. He then preceded to review 
the various items of expense. He admitt­
ed that there could be no retrenchment 
on Foreign Missions, though he thought 
the salaries of the missionaries were large, 
but on the other hand they were told 
that the expenses of living were high. Nor 
could retrenchment be made in the Home 
Mission or Supplementing Funds. Of the 
congregations which asked help from this 
•Fund last year only 20 out of 50 contribut­
ed to the Schemes of the Church. In Col­
lege expenditure he admitted there could 
be no retrenchment, and as to French 
Evangelization, they had no precise infor­
mation,though the assembly always found 
a balance against it. Perhaps, the printing 
might be done more cheaply by competi­
tion. He thought also the salary paid to 
the agents of the church might be reduced, 
as $2000 was a large sum, though 
garded Dr. McGregor, his services 
entitled to the warmest approbation, ex­
tending as they did over 14 years, but he 
thought the last increase of $500 to his 
salary unnecessary, and he thought that 
salaries of Professors ought to be on a par, 
with those of agents.

MINISTERS FUND.

Rev. McLean Sinclair stated that at a 
meeting held May 26th, it had been de­
termined to refer certain matters in con­
nection with the Aged and Infirm Minis­
ters Fund to the Synod for advice. The 
Rev. J. Stewart had been removed by 
death during the year. The incomti of 
70-80 amounted to $1613, and the expendi­
ture to $1567.

cers, under their superior system of 
management, moulded the Inspector

Brunswicker—was equally ill-informed 
and indifferent. It is fortunate that 
this is a volatile age,—that our institu­
tions though faulty in many respects, 
are susceptible of change for the bet­
ter as well as for the worse—and that 
although wrongs may be worked up 
on thousands by the accident of an 
incompetent minister or a misfitted 
public officer, redress may not be 
sought in vain from public opinion con­
stitutionally expressed, or in the Courts 
whose Judges are governed alone by 
the precedents on which our rights and 
privileges as British subjects «are estab­
lished.

We have heard those who recognise, 
and admit the untenable position of the 
Department respecting its right to en­
force exclusive control over our river 
fisheries, say it would be better to allow 
such assumption to pass on to the dig­
nity of a right than to leave the fluvial 
fisheries to the mercy of the riparian 
proprietors. These persons seem, how­
ever to have forgotten that the provin­
cial legislature exercises its right to en­
act laws relating to fish and game and 
that provincial game Wardens have au­
thority—if they choose to exercise it— 
to punish those guilty of taking fish 
by illegal means,or at improper seasons. 
In this connection it is proper to say that 
our Local Government has bfeen shame­
fully neglectful of their duty in not 
resisting the assumptions of the Domi­
nion Government by which so many 
riparian proprietors have been either 
ruined or converted into poachers. We 
are hopeful, however, that much good 
will come out of the discussion of the 
question now pending and that an edu­
cated public sentiment will oblige 
representatives, at both Ottawa and 
Fredericton to see that the people are 
protected against the present systemf 
which promotes private monopoly and 
encourages the worst features of des­
tructive fishing.

Dr. Pollock of Halifax then delivered 
an address on the Work and Claims of the 
Theological College of Halifax. The Rev. 
gentleman stated that an endowment 
scheme of $100,000 had been provided for 
the support of the college, though he be­
lieved it would amount to $102,000, and 
the people had contributed more than half. 
He thought this was an encouraging fea­
ture, and though the amount was not 
large, it was a great achievement. Both 
the professors and students of the college 
bore a high character, and at their last 
annual meeting they were greatly en­
couraged, for college work was unobtru­
sive in its nature, and the attendance of 
friends at their annual meeting strength­
ened them. Though the College was at 
present small in size and endowment, 
larger institutions had had a similar origin 
and, after all, there were some advantages 
connected with small numbers, as students 
oould receive more attention. There was, 
however, a difficulty of competing with 
other institutions, especially those of the 
Upper Provinces, which were not alack 
in making their advantages known. In 
Halifax, they also assisted their students, 
and none need want assistance who re­
quired it, and last year $1,000 were dis­
tributed for this object. The Rev. Mr. 
McNeil’s congregation, which had given 
them $200 a year, bad thus rendered them 
material service. They had also received 
much encouragement from the people gen­
erally. The College was not a new in­
stitution. Some of the stndents devoted 
themselves to the ministry and others to 
foreign missions, and its reputation was 
second to none. In this Dominion there 
was a union of three Presbyterian bodies 
each of which contained elements of 
strength which had been developed in 
Scotland, and they had every reason to 
think that they were building up a great 
Presbyterian Church and to be thankful 
for their privileges. Sometimes in con­
nection with the college, they were told 
that the people were doing other work, 
but he would remind them of the ne- 
cecessity of supporting such an institut- 
tion, and the congregation that neglected 
this duty injured itself. He believed in 
leaving the matter to the people them­
selves, and they might remember that 
one effect of the outpouring at Pentecost, 
was a great liberality, and this was one Of 
the evidences of a love of Christ. There 
was a great want of an effective organ i* 
zation in this matter, and there were some 
40 or 50 stations yet unvisited. As pro­
fessors they assured the brethren they 
did all it their power to send forth a 
thoroughly educated ministry.

The Rev. Dr. McGregor then addressed 
the meeting on Foreign Missions. He said 
he had expected another gentleman who 
had arrived late, to lay the facts before 
them. They were engaged in a great

THE SYDNEY CASE.
Rev. D. McRae, of St. John, reported 

from the Committee to whom the Refer­
ence and Appeals and papers connected 
therewith from the Presbytery of Sydney, 
were referred. In this case there were 
two petitions, and five appeals, together 
with a large mass of evidence, the docu­
ments exciting much amusement in the 
Synod.

Rev. Mr. .Sutherland, was the minister 
of Gabarus, in the Presbytery of Sydney, 
C. B., and the following charges preferred 
in the petition from the Sydney Presbytery, 
on which the case was based, with the 
findings of the Committee as reported by 
the Rev. Mr. McCraeof St. John, will give 
the gist of the matter.

1. That Mr. Sutherland had frequently 
spoken on the Lord’s day of worldly mat­
ters; especially that upon acertain Sabbath, 
he intimated that the congregation should 
make arrangements for unloading a vessel 
containing lumber for the manse.

Not proven.
4. That he had illegally, of his own 

au thon ty, turned away some of the old 
trustees of the congregation and appointed 
new ones.

The Committee ascertained that his 
action w'as quite regular.

5. That Mr. Sutherland had assaulted 
one of the old tmetees in a public meeting 
of the congregation.

The Committee is in doubt whether 
there was an assault, and, if so, by whom 
committed, but considers it worthy of re­
prehension that such a scene should occur.

The 6th charge was that Mr. Suther­
land’s “ usefulness w’as entirely gone,” on 
which the Committee ventured no opinion.

THE SHOOTING OF W. C. DRURY.
Mr. Drury was in a doze, and almost 

before he was aware" of his brother John’s 
presence and without warning, John dis­
charged one shot from a revolver in his 
hand at the sleeping form of his brother. 
Mrs. Drury was upstairs teaching the 
children, of whom there were three or 
four, the Sunday school lessons. Mr. 
Drury was aroused and knew the ball had 
struck him, but at the moment he gave it 
no thought. His daughter, Blanche, 
heard the discharge of the weapon, and at 
once went to her father, who appeared 
stunned, and then called her mother down 
stairs. Mrs Drury met John on the stairs, 
ascending, and he entered his own room. 
Mrs. Drury, on descending,found that her 
husband looked faint, and asked him if he 
was not shot, that her daughter, Blanche, 
had told her so. Miss Blanche 
went to the pantry to obtain a glass of 
water to give to her father, and she noticed 
from the pantry window that the barn was 
on tire. She gave the alarm and all hands, 
under Mr. \V. C. Drury’s instructions, 
set about removing the household effects, 
as he considered from the bearing of the 
flames that they would soon reach the 
house. Meanwhile John was in his own 
room, had torn down the curtains and 
applied the match to them as well as to 
his bed and bedding. Edward Drury who 
had discoxer^d the fire in John’s room, 
went up-stairs with a pail pf water to 
throw on the flames.

Riparian Rights.
Among the many unreasonable as­

sumptions of the Department of Marine 
and Fisheries in regard to the Maritime 
Provinces, in 1867 was that of leasing 
to private parties the exclusive right to 
fishing in non-tidal „waters, to the pre­
judice of the riparian proprietors—an 
assumption against which we have 
invariably contended, because it is op­
posed to civil rights, as secured to the 
citizens of the Provinces by the B. N 
A. Act, and also to British precedent. 
From a statement of the Southwest 
Miramichi case, which we find in the 
Ottawa Citizen, it seems that ere long 
we shall have a decision of the high­
er Courts of Canada which will set the

THE SECOND VICTIM.

While in the act of entering the room 
Edward was confronted at the threshold 
by John.

The whole household w.as then 
alarmed, and the utmost consternation 
prevailed among the inmates, for it 
thought the Mute had gone mad and 
would shoot all whom he might encounter. 
The children were got out of the wav and m, mis rune ttie olaze from the barn had 
attracted the attention of the neighbors 
and helping hands were soon on the spot.

We need not follow the account further 
in detail. Poor Jolin Drury was a fratricede, 
incendiary and suicide. He did his work 
so well as to wound one brother, kill 
another, fire the homestead in which he 
was born and had lived all his life and 
then to shoot himself through the temple. 
The snug, roomy old residence, of which 
we have pleasant recollections, as well as 
the capacious outbuildings were burned 
while the two dead brothers—the murdered 
and the suicide—lay where they had been 
placed on the green grass, side by side.

Examination of Mr. W. Chipman, 
Drury’s wound showed that the^ball had 
struck on the angle of the ninth rib on 
which it ran round .the body, lodging at 
the back nearly opposite whgre it had 
tered. This gentleman and his estimable 
family have the respectful sympathy of all 
who know them, in a tragedy that has so 
sadly broken a home circle, which, though 
narrowed with such awful suddenness, 
will retain, -with incrêased interest and 
solicitude the attachment of all who have 
enjoyed its acquaintance and friendship.

A Shocking Tragedy-
question at rest. It is as follows :—

The question as to the right of the Do­
minion to lease river Fisheries, 
argued yesterday at the request of M r. 
Justice 11Wynne, the points raised being 
lie. The question was raised as to the 
right of the Government to lease a por. 
tion of the Miramichi fiiver, from Price’s 
Bend to its source, to Mr. U. A. Robert­
son, of St. John. The riparian owners 
brought an action against him for inter, 
rnptmg their fishing and recovered 
damages, and the lease was declared to 
be void by the New Brunswick Supreme 
Court. Mr. Robertson, therefore claimed 
damages front the Crown for issuing to 
him an invalid lease.

A case wasUgreed upon, so as to have 
a decision from the Exchequer, and if ne­
cessary, from the Supreme Court, as to 
the right of the Dominion Governmeut to 
lease the river fisheries. The Miramichi 
River, from Price’s Bend upwards, is 
navigable, and is a highway for flat-bot­
tomed boats, canoes and timber, 
the summer, canoes have to be hauled 
the shallows by hand.

The Government contend that the river 
being a navigable river tod a highway, the 
bed is vested in the Crown. Also, that 
hy the Dominion Act, “rivers and lake 
improvements,” included all rivers as part 
of provincial property that passed to the 
Dominion. They also urged that under 
Section 91 the Dominion could legislate, 
and, if necessary, appropriate and transfer 
by lease, all "sea coast and inland fisher­
ies,” however much it might interfere 
with “ property and civil rights within 
the province,” exclusively appropriateil to 
provincial legislatures.

On behalf of the suppliant it was urged 
that there are two classes of fisheries re­
cognized by the common law, one in tidal 
waters where the soil is in the Crown, and 
held in trust for the public, the right of 
fishing in which is common to all British 
subjects, and since Magna Charts cannot 
be alienated by the Crown. The other is 
» fishery in non-tidal rivers, in which the 
soil belongs to the centre of the stream to 
the proprietors on each side, who have the 
exclusive right of fishing. It was shown 
that the bed of the great lakes and rivers 
of Ontario and Quebec are vested in the 
Crown, not under the common, but under 
the civil law, which Was in force at the 
cession, and was declared to be the law 
regulating “property and civil rights.” 
When Ontario was separated, the act 
substituting the common for the civil law 
was held not to have divested the Crown 
of its title thus acquired. By the civil 
law, land owners whose properties bound 
on waters that are flottable— that is, 
which things can be floated, only own to 
the edge of the stream, the bed of such 
rivers, as well as yf tidal waters, being 
vested in the Crown.

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THE SCENE OF THE TRAGEDY 

was the homestead of the Drury family, 
about a mile and a half from St John on 
the line of the Intercolonial Railway and 
just off what is known as the Marsh Road 
opposite the Rural ceinetry.

There 
also John, the second son, 72 years old, (a 
deaf mute), Edward, aged 67, also partial­
ly deaf, George and UeBarron.

elders. Then, there was the mission to 
India under tried men and godly women, 
the latter of whom had obtained access to 
tiie homes of the native women. These 
missions were conducted by a committee 
in the West, though the people in the East 
were nearly as deeply interested.

The oldest mission was that of the? New 
Hebrides, a group of Islands in the Pa­
cific, of which they held three. The 
communion roll amounted to 260, and on 
one of the islands there were over 20 
schools. The Scriptures had been trans­
lated into the Native language, and by 
the labors of Geddes and Inglis, had re­
cently been completed in two handsome 
volumes, which he exhibited, and the cost 
of which had been defrayed by the na­
tives. This was the first bible published 
in West Polynesia. Another mission 
established among the Coolies of the is­
land of Trinidad. There were schools in 
different localities which had together 
766 coolies on the roll. The coolies gave 
liberally, setting aside for the 
tenth of what they earned, and they had 
now a large band of native workers. The 
mission had the confidence of the proprie­
tors of the island, and also of the different 
denominations, and during last year, $250 
had been given to the different schools, by 
the Government, which although insisting 
that Hindustanee should be taught,had re­
leased them from other conditions, and 
placed them under the control of the 
mission. But there was one large district 
called for occupancy, and the proprietors 
had promised £150; there was also 
another £200 of reduced expenditure and 
against this there was the debt of the 
Mission Board amounting to $2300. 
Another missionary would be expensive, 
but should they stand still, both ministers 
and laymen were ready to contribute, and 
one gentleman of small means who had 
formerly contributed £25 sterling to mis­
sions had promised £50 this year.

STATE OF RELIGION.

The Rev. Mr. Hogg submitted the re­
port from the Committee on the site of 
religion. The report stated that liberality 
of congregations in support of ordinances, 
and anxiety to engage in the work of the 
Church, and religion amongst the young, 

signs of a most hopeful character.
.Some congregations reported only a small 
number of young communicants. Many 
of the sessions reported a healthy progress 
in vital godliness, though family religion 
was not what it was formerly. What was 
required was

1st. The religious instruction of the 
young.

2nd. A clear idea of the responsibility 
of parents in this matter.

Among the hindrances to religious pro­
gress were too many places of amusement, 
and the reduction of contribution? to the 
Supplementing Fund for Ministers. Min­
isters also admitted to the Communion 
Roll improper persons, and among the 
Highlanders there was a sort of Hyper- 
Calvanisim. The Committee recommend­
ed ministerial conferences be held and 
urged on sessions a more faithful dealing 
with derelict members.

SABBATH SCHOOLS.

The Committee on Sabbath Schools re­
ported that seven out of eleven Presbyteries 
had been heard from, and that full returns 
were wanted. In some cases the Presby­
teries stated that they never received the 
blank forms.

The first general division was that of 
schools in the bounds, representing about 
1000 schools.

One half of these schools were kept open 
the whole year, and it was gratifying that 
so much should be done. In Victoria and 
Richmond, the International Scheme of 
lessons was used and the shorter Catechism 
with various hymn books. The lessons 
were reviewed once a quarter, and 258 
scholars were Communicants, 43 being re­
ceived during the year. The schools 
seemed to have a recognized connection 
with the «Sessions. Most schools 
divided into Intermediate and Primary 
divisions, and there were special collections 
in the schools or churches.

In the Miramichi Presbytery it 
stated that the majority of the schools 
contributed to missions. The equipment 
was very inadequate ns there was no ap­
paratus and no teachers’ library. What 
was required was a fuller recognition of 
the importance of .Sunday Schools, with 
frequent reviews by pastors, and thestndy 
of the best methods.

FOREIGN MISSION DEBT.

Dr. McGregor reported that the Com­
mittee appointed had met during the 
afternoon, and recommended that a full 
statement be prepared, and copies sent to 
ministers, who were urged to assist in 
order that the debt be swept away.

It wns nrged that by the common law, 
as recognized in the Usited States, riparian 
owners, ex-en in large fresh water rivers, 
hold to the centre, even though the river 
is a highway for vessels, etc.

The B. N. A. Act did not change this 
state of things. In Ontario, in the case of 
Dixon «•« Schnetzinger, riparian rights were 
held by Judge Gxvynne to belong to “ pro­
perty and civil rights,” and therefore to 
come under the statute of George III., 
which made “ property and civil rights" 
subject to the Civil Law. Under the B. 
N. A. Act, the local legislatures have the 
exclusive legislation over “property and 
civil? rights, "and, therefore, the sole right 
to legislate as to riparian rights.

The words “rivers and lake impro\-e- 
ments ’’ were a typographical mistake for 
“ river ami lake improvements,” as can be 
seen by the draft constitution adopted at 
Quebec, where the words are : “ Hiver and 
lake improvements. ’’ Any other interpre- 
tation would, without limitation, and' 
without compensation, transfer private 
rivers and all large streams to the Dominion 
Government, though at the Union the 
property of private persons.

As to the clause giving the Dominion 
Government exclusive legislation as to 
“ sea coaat and inland fiaheries, ’’ it was 
contended that this meant only public 
fisheries in the sea, and as far inland as the 
tide might flow, the title of which was 
vested in the crown—that it did not mean 
river fisheries which were private property, 
and exclusively appropriated to provincial 
legislation.

Singular Death.
A singular case erf drowning took place 

at Grand Downs Island, Alnwick, on 
Wednesday of last week. The facts are 
about as follows:—On the morning of that 
day Mr. Finlay Morrison was endeavoring 
to get to the shore a boats which lay moored 
a short distance therefrom, by casting a 
stone with a line attached, in the hope 
that it would fall into the boat and assist 
iu holding the line until the boat 
drawn ashore. After a number of un. 
successful attempts a young man of about 
22 named Vital Savoy, belonging to 
Neguac proposed to go out upon a log and 
get the boat, which he was allowed to 
attempt. Just before he reached the boat, 
however, he fell off the log into about 
three feet of water, and seeing that he was 
somewhat confused, Mr. Morrison cried 
out to him to come ashore. Instead, 
however, he turned off shore and fell for­
wards. Mr. Morrison made every possible 
attempt to rescue him, but though the 
water was not deeper than up to his waist 
he failed in doing so, until the poor fellow 
was beyond recovery. It is supposed that 
a sudden attack of dizziness or congestion 
caused by his sudden fall into the water, 
rendered him helpless until he was drown­
ed. At an inquest held by Coroner Dr.

The Bridges in Kent Oo.
LETTER NO. I.

To the Editor oj the Miramichi Advance.
Allow me space in your columns to 

direct public attention to the outrageous 
treatment the people of Kent are receiv­
ing at the hands of the Chief Commission­
ers of Public "Works', regarding thc re­
building of Kingston and Kouchibouguacis 
Bridges. No work has been done on the 
latter bridge, although the contract was 
awarded fully two months ago to one 
Lockhart—one of Hon. Mr. Landry's con• 
8tituents. However, it is satisfactory to 
know Mr. Johnson, M. P. P., was not 
forgotten, as one of his sons is running the 
ferry at an expense to the Local Govern­
ment of only four dollars per day.

1st—That they proceeded to Tracadie 
and spent the 3rd and 4th days of Septem­
ber iu the investigation for which they 
were named.

2nd—After a general inspection of the 
buildings aud property of the Institution 
the Committee had before them all the 
members of the Board of Health composed 
of eleven, except Dr. Smith, and spent the 
greater part of the two days receiving the 
statements of said members in the pres 
ence os one another aud interrogating 
them as well as receiving other evidence 
concerning the management of the institu-

3rd—They found that the land property 
belonging to the Institution, consists of 
two pieces of land one of which contains 
about eleven acres on which the Lazaretto, 
cookhouse and other buildings are, anil 
the other some two acres in extent and 
situate a short distance from the first is 
need and occupied by the Misses Demear- 
esq who have a building thereon used as 
a dwelling house and telegraph office.

The occupation of these two acres and 
the erecting of this building thereon seem 
to be without authority 
mittee find that the “ Board of Health ” 
having full knowledge of these facts even 
objected to such occupation or the erect­
ing of said building or even asked rent for 
the same.

4th—That the Lazaretto wherein the 
Lepers are kept was found to be in an 
inferior state of repairs and of an inade- 
quatd size and capacity for the proper ac­
commodation and care of the patients, 
although the same showed very satisfr cfcor 
and gratifying proof of its being kept in 
order and cleanliness.

5th—The cookhouse situate some dis­
tance from the Lazaretto is used for a 
store-house, cook-house, dwelling-house for 
the keeper and for holding the meetings of 
the “ Board ” and is a very inferior build­
ing and altogether unfit and unadapted for 
the purpose for which it is used. The 
inconvenient distance between the Lazar­
etto and the cook-house and the want of 
proper facilities for cooking and storing are 
also great disadvantages to the proper sup­
plying of the cooked provisions and must 
be a source of waste.

6th—It was also brought to the know­
ledge of the committee that nearly every 
member of the “ Board ” was or had been 
in some way a contractor for the furnish­
ing of supplies or the doing of work in 
connection with the Institution. This 
practice is, the Committee believes, an 
evil one, and of a nature found by the 
Committee to cause an undue rivalry be­
tween them, generating a jealousy and 
suspicion that mar the harmony and good 
feeling essential to the proper management 
of the Institution and marking the pro­
ceedings of the “ Board ” with a particu­
lar partizan spirit, seriously interfering 
with its usefulness.

A Splendid Vessel.
The Richard Hutchison is the name of 

a new Barque built by C. C. Watt, Esq. 
«at his shipyard, Newcastle, and launched 

. on Thursday last. We are quite sure 
that those who have examined the new 
vessel, will agree with us that she is the 
best, in point of materials and finish 
ever built on the Miramichi. Her length 
is 165 ft., breadth 33 ft. 9-10, depth 19 ft. 
9-Î0. Her register tonnage is 768 and 
builder’s measurement 888 tons. The 
wood entering into the vessel’s construc­
tion is hacmatac, pitch pine and birch, 
with walnut and some other fine woods in 
the joiner work of the cabins, etc. The 
whole frame and the ceiling up to the 
first deck are of hacmatac. The planking 

y Л hacmatac and each strake is perfectly 
HWvdled and moulded, so that all the 
"teams fore and aft are of an even and 

regular sweep. The ceiling ’tween decks 
is of pitch pine and the beams, pall post, 
rails and other important parts are of the 
same material. The upper deck water­
ways are of white pine and the lower ones 
of pitch pine. The fastenings are of cop­
per,^np to|the deepest load-line, or. to the 
wake of the upper air strake, and an in- 

e dication of the thoroughness of the work 
this respect, lies in the fact that the 

rudder, which is of American white oak, 
has four metal braces, instead of the 
usual number — three. The vessel is 
thoroughly iron-kneed under the beams of 
both decks and there are seven breast- 
hooks foTVard and the «une number aft, 
besides the fore and aft-knees on each of 
the deck beams—upper and lower.

The Quantity of Food Necessary 

for a Horse.—The required amount of 
food for a horse for ordinary work is 12 
pounds of oats or any other kind of 
grain food, and 14 pounds of hay. A 
horse weighing 1,000 pounds, and fed 8 
quarts of grain or oats, which is equiva­
lent to 8 pounds, should be fed 18 
pounds of hay. Hay is the nerve food 
for a horse, cattle or sheep, and grain is 
the muscular and adipose of fat-pro­
ducing food.

Sow to obtain Choice Butter.

We present the following brief sum­
mary of the leading or more essential 
requisites for the production of good 
butter :

1. Securing rich, clean, healthy milk 
—milk obtained from good cows, well 
cared for, kindly treated, grazed upon 
swept and nutritious pasturage free of 
weed», and provided with an abundance 
of clean, fresh water.

2. Drawing the milk from the cow in 
a cleanly manner, and setting it in an 
untainted atmosphere,and keeping it at 
uniform temperature— about CO deg. 
Fahr., while the cream is rising.

3. Skimming at the proper time and 
before the milk becomes old and bitter 
or decomposed.

4. Proper management In churning.
6. Washing out the buttermilk

thoroughly, and working the butter so 
as not to injure its grain.

6. Thorough and even incorporation 
of pure salt, and putting down in tight, 
clean, well-made packages—packages 
that will exclude, as far as possible, the 
admission of air.

7. Placing the butter after71 is pack* 
ed, (if not sent at once to market), in a 
clean, cold, well ventilated cellar—one 
that is moderately dry, and absolutely 
free from all impurities and offensive 
odors.

8. Cleanliness in all the operations 
from the time the milk is drawn to the 
packing and marketing the butter, is of 
imperative necessity. Judgment and 
experience in manipulating the cream 
and working the butter, of course,are an 
element that is not to be overloooked or 
dispensed with.—Rural New Yorker.
