Cross-examined by Mr. Baxter: He had
never erected a highway bridge in this pro-
vince. He Gid not know before seeing it
the Camypbell bridge was of the fine design
that he found it. The ‘Sussex and Hampton
bridges were just £s good of their class as
the Campbell bridge. He inspected the con-
struction of the Cantilever bridge at St
John, both at the works at Montreal, for
seven months, and during its erection. He
thought that the inspection done by an ‘in-
spector who visited the works only three or
four times in as many months would not be
of much account. A great deal of poor work-
manship might be put in the bridge while
the inspector was away. If an inspector
was emplcyed at all he should be at the
shops where the bridge was poing built all
the time. If a thoroughly relicble firm was
employed o build the bridges ¢n inspector
would not be necessary. He would not
say (hat the Campbell bridge would last
from 5) to 76 years longer than the Sussex
and Hawmpton bridges. The life of a steel
bridge depended upon the care which it re-
ceived, aud no man could tell how long
bridge would last. He had tried soma2 of the

ccmpanion bars on the Campbell bridge and {

had looked at the others and he did not
think that any of them were. slack. - He
found one rod loose; the nut had backed off,
Mr. Peters raid. -

This concluded the testimony of these two
railway bridge experts who had been sent
to irspect and pick out faults with the Sus-
sex and Hampton bridges. It being 11.45 p.
in., the committee adjourned.

¥ YESTERDAY'S EVIDENCE.
Mr. Emmerson appeared before and was

examined by the bridge inquiry.committee

this morning. He was sworn and testified
that he was sworn in as chief commissioner
in October, 1892.. He had had to do with
building an jron (bridge in Albert .county
previous to that. At the time he became
chief commissicner the Salisbury bridge was
under contract, and’ tenders had been asked
for tho Sussex bridge. The Hampton bridge
had bheen built the year provious by the
Canudian Bridge Co. A lefter from Phelps
Jchnson to Thos. R. Jones, agent for the
Dominion Bridge Co., was producod and put
in evidence. Thts~letter gave Mr. Jones in-
structions to tender for tbe Sussex bridge
at $2,500 accordirg to the government's
plans, and at $2,720 for plans submitted by
the compary. The latter tender was accept-
ed, and the bridge built by the Dominion
Bridge Co. The province emvoloyed no - in-
gpector while the bridge was under con-
struction:

Other Jetters from Mr. Jones and the Dom-
inion Bridge Cs. to Hon. P. G. Ryan, the
then chief commissioner, were produced.
They went to show that in those days the
tridge company prepared all the plans and
specifications, employed engincers to inspect
the foundations and report thereon to the
government, and did all the work now per-
formed by Chief Engineer Wetmcre and his
staff of assistants.

Mr. Emmerson said that he had Mr.
Haines’ figure upon the weights of the Sus-
sex, Hampton and Salishury bridges. His
estimate was:

‘Susgex 42,000 pounds
135,932 pounds
Salisbury 69,646 pounds

Mr. Emneerson said that there were only
the estimated weights made up by Mr.
Haines. He (Emmerson® did not pretenc
that these wcre the actual weights of the
bridges.

Mr. Emmerson said tbat after looking
into the matter of bridge buildirg Le con-
cluded "that it was desirable to- have tte
bridges built in . this province. He himself
went and saw the Recosd Foundry Co. and
persuaded them to undertake the work of
steel bridge building. Mr. Haines also ad-
vocated having the bridges built in the preo-
vince. The arrangement with the Record
Foundry Co. was that they were to build
the Cusiac, Douglastown and Elgin bridges,
under Mr.  Haines’ supervision, and they
were to keep account of all the material
and labor put upon them, and were to be
paid thc actual cost, with- their usual profit
(72 per cent.) added. The price paid the
Record Foundry Co. was 6% cents per
pound at the works, and Mr. Haines was
there all the time and the bridges were built
under his supervision. He believed that as
a mechanic Mr. Haines has not a peer in
this province—if, indeed, in Canada. He is
a veritable genius. He (Emmerson) placed
the utmost confidence in Mr. Haines.

The Hampton bridge had received some
repairs since it was erected, and £o had the
Salisbury hridge. When the province enter-
ed uporn the pelicy of building its own brid-
ges, Mr. Wetmore was employed to prepare
full and detailed plans and specifications of
every bridge, and Mr. Haines, who has
chargé and suporvision of every bridge, has
positive instructions to adhere strictly to
these plans and specifications. Mr. Haincs
was riot sent to Chatham to inspect the work
which Mr. Ruddock did on the Blackville
bridge.. The witness went on to describe the
evolution from the practice of having the
Record Foundry Co. build oridges by days’
work to the system of giving the whole job
of building and erection of ithe bridges to
the Record Co. without tender or contract,
at 6'4 cents per pound. He was free to ad-
mit that he would go to considerable length
to have the bridges built in the province.
In addition to the bridges mentioned tn the
charges, the Record Foundry Co. have also
built the Nepisiquit and Tabor bridges.

Mr. Xmmerson then recited #he depart-
ment’s trapsactions with Mr. Ruddock with
respect to the Mill Cove bridge. Nothing
was stated that had not previously been
given in evidence by other witnesses. Mr.
Emmerson stated that Mr. Wetmore had
prepared an estimate of the cost of Mill
Cove tridge at his (Emmerson’s) request.
The clief engineer’'s estimate was at the
rate of 7 cents per pound, all>wing the con-

. tractor a profit'of $367.

Adjourned until 2.30 p. m.

The Lefebvre would
ccet a little more per pound for labor. in
consequence of . its being a lighter bridge.
The comparison which the had made of the
different bridges was largely a comparisan
of design. [If the bridge carries the strain
put upon it and had the lasting qualities, it
would be a good bridge of whatever class.

To Mr. Hazen—In building a bridge all the
smaterial is weighed before it leaves the
‘shop. The manufacturers always know what
are the weights of bridges going out of their
siaops. The Dominion Bridge Co. have a
fine shop, ‘and the witness had no doubt that
they knew the weight of bridges built by
them, and wouid be able to turnish those
weights.

Mr. Hazen produced a tabulat21 statement
of the weights of several-bridges built by
the Dominion Bridge Co. in New Brunswick
and was proceedlng to question the witness
about it, when Dr. essley objected and his
objecuon was sustain

Mr. Hazen then stated that the actual
weight of the Sussex bridge was 51,677
pounds, and: the.contract price $2,720, whtch
the witness said, would be 53-10- cents per
pcund. The weight of the Salisbury bridge
is 75,194 -pounds and the contract price was
$3,600, a rate of 48-10 cents rer pound.

The witness was re-examined by Dr. Pugs-
ley, who cnly rehearsed the ground previous-
iy gone over.

EVENING SESSION.

Mr. Emmerson again went on the stand
this évening. Mr. Hazen repeated his oft
preferred request for a statement of the
cost of erecting tte Trueman Pond bridge.
Dr. Pugsley has promised from day to day
to produce this statement. Mr. Emmerson
had to confess that he could not tell what
the - bridge cost. He could find no ac-
counts or papers in the department to show
what the cest had been. He produced a lei-
ter written by himself to Mr. Copp, mention-
ing the stm of $2,174.25 on aeccount of True-
man's Pond bridge. ‘'Part of this was for
sub, and, part for superstructure, but how
much to either part of the work Mr. Em-
merson was unable to tell, There was no
contract with Mr, Copp for the erection of
this bridge.

Mr. Emmerson stated that no money had
been paid out on any of the bridges without
his instructions, except in the case of Mr.
Haines’ monthly salary and expenses, who
drew his pay every month without reporting
to bim (Emmerson.) When Mr. Haines ask-
ed for money, ne (Emmerson) would satisfy
himself that he was entitled to it, and order
Mr. Winslow to issue the cheque, and charge
Mr. Hames with it on the suspense account.
He first learred that Alfred Haines was a
stockholcder in the Record Foundry Co. when
Mr. Pinder stated that fact in the legisla-
ture during the session of 1893.

Cross-examined by Dr. Stockton--He be-
gan to consider the question of having
:ighway- bridgeés built in this provinee as
soon as he was appointed chief commission-
er. He d4id not inquire if there were any
concerns outside of the Record TFFoundry
Co. aud J. M. Ruddock, who were willing to
undertake the work of bridge building. He
did not make inquiries about Fleming’s
works at St. John. The work had been con-
fined to the two firms mentioned. He was
not aware that Mr. Blair had promoted the
palicy of having the Record Foundry Co.
build Lridges before he (Emmerson) took it
up.

Quite a discussion took place between Dr.
Stockton and Mr. Emmersonr as to why the
original contracts for Mill Cove for $6,750 for
the bridge complete were altered after the
work was undertaken, so that the bridge
eventually cost $7,200, and the contractors
were able to utilise a lot of sub-structure of
the old bridge. He did not ask for tenders
for Lefel:vre, Blackville, Campbell, Dingee,
Saunders Brcok, Grand Manan or Trueman's
Pond bridge. He did not. know until lately
that there were firms in Nova Scotia which
erect steel highway bridges. He had never
received any communication from firms there
asking for an opportunity to tender. He
was not aware that the takinz down and re-
moval of the old structures was included in
the contracts for the Nova Scotia highway
bridges. He had not examined the Nova
Scotia specifications.

This concluded Mr. Emmersons evidence,
and Dr. Pugsley announced that he would
call no further witnesses. Dr. Stockton sug-
gested, and Dr. Pugsley concurred in the
suggestion, that the .committee go into a
consideration of their report withcut being
addressed by either of the couvnsel. The
commitiee adjourned tc¢ meet at tke call of
the chair.

Your committee deem ‘it weil to re-
fer to the conditions under which the
government inaugurated the policy
of having steel - bridges comstructed
within the province.

Attention has been particularly
called to thz2 Hampton, Sussex and
Salisbury bridg2s, and as different
Upper Canadian firms tendered upon
these bridgs, and it appears from the
evidence of Mr. Emmerson that e
carefully considered the temders, con-
tract prices, etc., of these bridges be-
fore adopting the policy which is now
the subject of attack, reference may,
in the opinion of your committee, pro-
perly be made to these.

For the Hampton bridge—Tender-
ers: Centrmal Bridge Works, Peterbor-
‘ough; W. H. Law, proprietor; amount,
$13,587; Dominion Bridge Co., $12,000;
Canadian Bridge Co., $11,400.

For the Sussex brilge—Tenderers :
Dominion Bridge Co.; amount, $2,730.

For the Salisbury bridge—Tender-
ers: Dominion Bridge Co., $3,600; Can-
edian Bridge C»., $4,113.

Mr. Emmerson says that Mr. Haines,
who is, as the evidance shows, a prac-
tical man of ability of @& very high
crder, gave him the estimated weights
of these bridges as follows, at the
same time stating that from measure-
ments which he had made he had
found that the iron had been rolled
lighter than specified. Taking, how-
ever, the estimated weights, which
are as follows :

Hampton bridge, 155,932 pounds ;
Sussex bridgs, 42,000 pounds; Sailis-
bury bridge, 69,646 pounds, and assum-
ing the estimated weights to be cor-
rect, it would make the price per
pound of the variouws tenders for
bridges complet2d ready for traffic as
follows:

Hampton bridge—Canadian Bridge
Co., 7 3-10 cents per poeund; Dominion
Bridg=> Co., 7 7-10c, per pound; Central
Bridge Works, 8 3-4c. per pound.

Sussex bridge—Dominion Bridge Co.,
6 4-10c. per pound.

Salisbury bridge—Dominion Bridge
Co,, 5 2-10c. per pound; Canadian
Bridge Co., 6c. per pound.

Having this information and being
dissatisfied with the experience which
the government had hed with the Up-
per Canadian firms, an arrangement
was come to with the Record Foundry
and Machine Co. in the year 1893, by
which that company undertook to
construct three bridges, namely: The
Cusack, Elgin and Douglastown
bridges, by the day, for actual cost,
adding the usual percentages charged
by the company on its other business,
an accurate account, as the evidence
shows, was kept of the.cost of material
and of the shop labor. Mr. Haines
was present all the time as the repre-
sentative of the zovernment. The re-
sult showed the actual cost of these
three bridges, delivered at Momncton,
to be 6 3-4c. per 1b. At this time the
company was not well equipped with
bridge building machinery, and the
cost would no doubt be somewhat
greater than after this was remedied,
and after workmen became more
acquainted with the work. Subse-
quently in 1835 an order was given for
three small bridges, namely, the
Grand Mamnan, Dingee and Saunders
Brook bridges. TUnder pressure from
the chief commissioner and in view of
the experience which the company
had then acquirad, they agreed to
construct thes> bridges for 6 1-2c. a
pound, delivered at Moncton, or ait
1-4 of a. cent per pound less than the
actual cost of the three preceding
bridges.

The next bridges comstructed by the
Record Foundry and Machine Co.
were the Petitcodiac and Port Eigin
bridges, built in 1895 for Willard Kit-
chen, and for which he paid the com-
pany at the same rate of 6 1-2c., per
pound.

Next in order in bridge construction,
so far as the Record Foundry and
Maochine Co. are concerned, were ihe
Campbell, Lefebvre, Blackville, Nepisi+
quit and Tabor bridges, which com-
pletes the list down to the close of

It will thus be seen that by far the
larger rortion of .the amount pa*d for
the bridges ccnstructed at the Record
Foundry end Machine Works has
been at a rate of probahly 13-4 cen
rer 1b. less than was paid for the first
three bridges consiructed by the day.
This is eccounted for by the introduc-
tion of a complete bridge plant, and
pickably somewhat by the reduc:ion
in the cost of malerial, of both -of
which factors the province has got the
benefit.

The - commitiee deem it proper in
-ihis comnection 1o refer to the three
bridges, namely: Mill Cove, Trucman’s
Por.d end two spans of the Blackville
bridge, built by Mr. Ruddcek of Chat-
ham, and in respect to which the
charge is made that tthe prices paid
were excesgive.

The Mill Ccove bridge, as orinizally
contracted for, wes a long structure,
having a spar - of 64 feet across the
channcl, and approaches to be made of
steel Lents, the total length being up-
verds of 500 feet. Mr, Rudiock had
tendered for the steel superstructurs,
but his tender was considered to be
too high, and after an estimate of the
actual cost had been made .up by the
chief engineer of the department at
$3,837, Mr. Ruddock was given the con-
tract for this amount. After he had
kegun the corstraction of the bridge
and had all the material on hand, it
was, on the advice of the chief engi-
neer, decided mnot to utilize the stee!
tents for the approaches, but 1o make
a 'solid embankment and roadway, so
that c¢nly the truss span over the
ckarmel was utilized. Your cominittee
ere gptisfied that the decision to make
the alteraiion was a judicious one ama
in the public interest. 'The contract
with Mr. Ruddcck being thereby neces-
sarily broken by the department, an
equitable arrangement was come to
whereby he was paid $1,280 for the cen-
tre truss span of 64 feet, completely
erected, and was also allow=2d for the
extra steel and other material oa hand,
which became the property of the gov-
erpment. Most of the metal left over
was subsequently used by Mr. Pud-
dock in the Trueman's Pond bhridge,
when he was charg=d with it at exact-
1y the same price as that at which he
had teen paid for it.

The price of $1,280, or $20 per foot,
allowed for this, would seem 1o your
committee to have been reasonable,
under the circumnstanc2s.” The span
was a light one, and th2 labor would
ke very much greater relatively to the
weight than in a heavier truss. There-
fore the fact that the cost of this
bridge was nearly 10 cents ver pound
is ro criterion of whether the price
was a reasonable one. The bridge bhad
a 19 foot road way. In the statement
produced by Mr. Roy, your committee
find a riveted bridge, N». 1074, being a
63 foot span and only 14 foot road-
way, the weight of wnich was 23,670

would come to $1,201.85, and would be
a much morzs costly bridgs than the

- Mill Ccve at $1,280, having a span of

64 feet, and a roadway of 19 feet, or 5
feet wider. It is evident that the Mill

meterial, so designed as to be equally
as strong as the heavier bridge, must
have required relatively a great deal
more of labor. These observations will
epply ‘to the Trueman .Pond bridge
as well. The evidence shows that Mr,
Ruddock orly realized a fair profit out
of both those bridges.

The remaining bridge constructed
by Mr. Ruddock was the two outer ;
spans of the Bilackville bridge, and
upon these he says his profit was
$250 on each span, which was certain-
iy only a modarate amount. In this
connection your committee would say
that they are of opinion that the de-
cision come to by Mr. Emmerson to
have the price per pound include the
eréction of the bridges, and under
which all the bridges more recemntly
built under the contract with Mr. Pet-
€rs were erected, was a prudent ome,
and your committee understand that
this is the <ourse which has since
been pursued.

It affords your committee much
pleasure to report that in their opin-
ion thz2 charge that Mr. Emmerson
“paid out of tha public moneys of the
province twice as much and in some
cases more than twice a8 much as
the then current market rates for the
construction of said works and supply-
ing material tharefore,” has not only
not been sustainad, but has been com-
pletely disproved. That with regard
to the eharge that he “paid double,
and in some cases more than double
per pound what was paid by railway
companies in Canada, the Intercolo-
nial rajlway, and other governments
in Canada during the same period for
steel bridge superstructures equal in
every respect in materjal amd work-
mamnship to the steel and iron super-

In conclusion, your committee desir,
to sy that  while the expense 1ty
which the province has been put Iy
reason of this investigation has neces.
sarily been very great, yet the money
willk not be wholly lost if the vcosy]
should be to confirm the legislaturs
and the people of the province in their
determination to comtinue to have the
steel bridges well designed, thorough-
ly comstructed under careful insp:oc.
tion, and to have the work done, ac
far as may be consistent with prudent
and economical expenditure, within
the province, and so keep in circula-
ticn among our own people the money«
to be expended for labor in conne:-
tion with these important public
works.

They
had both intamdad it as a joke, amnd
he was sorry the matter had gone so
far, and - that the hon. gentleman
(Shaw) had been made uncomfortabie
by reason of the report which appear-
ed in the newspapers. The hon. mem-
ber had stated before the committee
that he was omly joking, and had sub-
sequently votsd against the proposal
to increase the indemnity to members
by $100. He (Osman) trusted the hon.
member would accept :this explana-
tion.

terest themsalves in urging the dif-
ferent commissioners to render full
accounts promptly.

While we have found time to ex-
amine minutely ‘every account and
voucher in the poss2ssion of the audi-
tor general’s, your committee are una-
nimous in the opinion that the many
instancses which - have been befaore
them have hzen found to correspond
with the published accounts, and that
the prices charged
whole, reagonable and customary
prices, consid2ring the nature of the
services renderad and the materials
suppled.

Your committee also desire to ex-
press their thanks te the different
members of the exazutive, and also to
Messrs, Marshall and Quinton of the
asylum management; Mr. Winslow of
the public works department; Mr.
Beek, the auditor general, and Mr.
Dibblee, the secretary of the commit-
tee, all of whom thave contributed
much to facilitate the work of the
committee.

It appears that Mr. Tarte’s La Patrie
was the first to ¢pen fire on Col. "White
after his alleged utierance.

The interesiing questicn hew far a
commander-in-chief has control and
how far the minister commands the
militia was discussed.

committiee.

He had a statement he
miade up for his private usc, and
which skcvied the profit and loss made
on the different bridges constructed by
his ccmpary, and which he objected
to preduce, as not being a statcment
he should be called upon to produce.
It was not such a- statement as that
stated by the hon. member for Resti-
gouche (Mr. Mott), but was sumply
gotten vr for Lis own informaition as
an engirveer for his company, and not
at all prepared for the use of the
committee, and when called on to
produce it he stated he could not well
‘do so, as il might create trouble be-
tween him and his ccmpany, and
while cn thiat day they compelled him
te preduce it, yet within a few days
after they said that the list of stock-
holders of the Record company should
not be produced.

As t> Phelps Jchnson, we tendered
bim befcre the committee for exami-
nafion. I felt that I could prove by
him the currvent prices of bridge mater-
ial in this province and Nova Scotia
and Prince Edward Island. I do not
myself think any better evidence, ‘in
a cose of  dhis kind, cculd be given
than to show what the various gov-
ernmernts WwWere paying in the various
lower provinces, and I asked M.
Jchreen to kring with him the con-
tracts of the different bridges erected
by him in New Brunswick and Nova
Scoiia, and to bring all tenders he
rad made for bridges in Nova Scotia,
including those at times the contracis
were not awerded to them.

Surely, sir, everyone will admit that
was evidance of the most dmportant
character, and I ask the m@mbers of
this house and every intelligent man
in this province, what better evidence
could there be, of the current prices
of bridgas in the several lower prov-.
inces during those years? When I
asked him to bring here the books
showing those things I did not know
what prices they show at all.

When I received from you a subpoena
signed by Frank B. Carvell, chairman, re-
quirinrg that I appear before a committee of
the house of "assembly at Fredericton and
give evidence in an enquiry concerning cer-
iain charges made by yourself against the
Hon. Henry R. Emmerson, late commis-
sioner of public works for the province of
New Brunswick, I telieved the summons to
bave no legal force outside the provimce of
New Brunswick, and that there was no obli-
gation cn my part to attend hefore your
committee. I however decided, out of
courtesy to the committee, to honor its sum-
mons, though this course involved a good
deal of personal inconvenience and absence
from my duties at a time when my pres-
ence here was greatly needed. I was fur-
ther influenced to this course by the fact
that Mr. Emmerson hkad publicly mis-stated
the weight and the cost per pound to the
province of the bridges at Salisbury, Sussex
and St. George, built some years since by
my company, and I was desirous of proving
the actual weight of the structures—some-
thing Mr. Emmerson could have no 1ueans
of knowing with certainty.

I was
further jprepared to give to the comzmittee
the full benefit of all knowledge gained by
myself in thirty years’ experience in ttLe
bridge busiress.

An hour or so before the time of my de-
parture I received from Mr. Carvell a tele-
gram readirg: "‘You are required to produce
before the ,committee the original plans,
specifications and contracts for all highway
bridges constructed Ly woum company be-
tween 1801 and 1897, beth inclusive.”” This
telegram :zalled for the production before the
committee of a great number of papers, few
of which could be of any interest to them
and all of which were entirely outside of
their jurisdiction, were not my own property
nor within my nersonal control, and which
wculd have taken days tc collect had I been
in a position to produce them. Under the
circumstances 1 concluded pot to delay my
departur2, but went on to Fredericton as
bad teen arranged.

LETTER FROM EDWARD CRAIG.

Written at Paardeberg After the Surrender
of Cronje’s Army.

The following is a copy of a letter
written by Edward Craig of St. John
tto his father, A. Craig, after the cap-
ture of Cromje. ‘The Iletter, as Mr.
Craig states, was -written on Boer
paper, picked up in Cronje’s laager
after the surrender. Mr. Claig s a
member of the first Camadian contin-
gent, and one' of the finest types of
physical manhood which these prov-
inces have contribut2d to the defence
cf the empire.

PAARDEBERG, March 3rd.

D2ar Father—Here you see some
Boer paper that I picked up in the
leager after the surrender. Am in
good health, without a scratch. I
stated in my last letter that I would
try and dascribe the adtion of Sunday,
Feb. 18th. The little I know of ‘the
position would not add materially to
the affair, which no doubt you have
been able to obtain through the news-
papers. I coasider the work of ‘the
Camadians so far has been the equal
of the imperial ‘troops. We have
built forts, laid railway tracks, dug
ftrenches and done some fighting.
‘When the statement is made, as it
cften -is, that the Canadians are being
used—and must staad as much as the
imperial troops—I beg to insinuate
ithat thsy must stamnd more. ‘When
one taka2s into consideration the re-
gular officers (the Gordons, for ex-
amplg, who, I am pleased to say, are
brigaded with us) it is reasonable to
assume that from lack of experience,
particularly in the commissary de-
partment, our men would suffer ac-
cordingly. Aghin, other Tregiments
have a rubber sheet per man, and we
one sh2et for two; others have one
blanket per man, the R. C. R. not
quite a blanket, which is also of an
inferior quality, besides other little
thiings which tend to make existence
slightly easier.

G company have mnot been under
canvass for about seven weeks, which
I think knocks out the idea of white
tents and greem grass. Until these
last two or three weeks it has been no-
thing' but hot, burning sand, that
blows in one’s eyes worse than a snow
storm, but much dintier. 'The Karoo
desert is a desert and mo mistake. 1

Names of places in this country seem
hard to chtair, although there are
rlenty of them, sv I will net attempt
16 neme the places where we have
been.

Let it be enough to know that we
meackied twenty-two miles Saturday
‘pight, having merched the night pre-
vious tec—mno rest dn the day as it was
tco kot to sleep. The Boers were en-
trenched alung the river bank, which
made em ideal one (trench). Our men
forded the river and got into action in
pood style, extending to five paces.
We fcught t31l ésrk, our men nct heed-
ing the bullets, which came thick and
fast. At dark the colonel of the Corn-
wsills gave the crder tc charge, and
then dke DLullets—how dihey came.
Many men were killed and wounded
in tbat fcolish charge. I did not mind
the bullets during the day, but to hear
the wounded men and see the dead
next day maide me feel bad. Cana-
diams, Gordons, Cornwalls, and mer of
other rcgiments fell side by side.

Tuesdsy. the Z20th, we snipped at
about 1,500 yards. Something comical
kegpened when the cooks, who were
established somewhat to our rear, re-
ceived & few shots from the Boers' one
rourder. It was laughable to ses them
relirvirg.

" Tucsday, the 27th, we advanced about
2.30 a. m. The first rank fifteen paces
furiher on tbhan the rear rank, who
hed rfcks and shovels to dig tremches.
We advarced some 400 yards, hand
clasped so we could not lost one an-
other, boyonets fixed. It was a brave
thing to do, cur companay being with-
out a perticle of cover. There was a

flash—our -men fell beautifully (cbeyed

On of  the Wounded Had Nme Mauser
Bullets !n Him and Yet Was Doing
Vloll-Etgor to Get to the Front.

(From H. 8. White, the Sun’s War Corres-
pondent - with the Second Contingent.)
CAPE TOWN, March 7, 1900. "When will
tbat order come to go to the front?” That
Was the question of the hour at the Can-
adian camp at Green Point all last week.
.Men and horses were rested from their long
voyage; all were fit; everything was in ap-
ple pie order, and yet the Ilonged-for in-
structions to m'oeeed to the front did not ar-
rive. 1t was generally und that _th
delay was caused by the 'deficiency of roll-
ing stock on the nﬂvays. but wmmer the
diificulty may. bave 1

tively in camp, the men heard‘dally
brave doings of their comrades ‘of the first
contingent, and they longed to be on the
firing' line too, taking their share of the
kard knocks that were going, and helping to
sustain the good refute of Canadian prowess
which the Royal Canadian Regiment has al-
ready done so much to uphold.

Meanwhile, in camp af Green Point, both
artillery and@ mounted rifles improved each
shining hour by comnstant drill and military -
exercise. Galling as this comparative inac-
tivity at the base was, it had its advant-
ages. Both men and horses will be_all the
better for it. For the horses at least a cer-
tain amount of time and exercise was abso-
lutely necessary to make them fit for hard
work in the field, and they might just as
well get into condition here ut the base as
al zome poiat nearer the front.

Last Friday morning the two batteries of
artillery had an opportunity to display their
smarthess. The order was given for them |
to break camp, load up everything on the
transport wagons, and march. In a very
shert time ths camping ground was bare,
an¢ the whole force with their entire equip-
ment were on the read. After a march of
about five miles they returned to their
camping ground and had all the tents up
and everything in place in sbort order.

On the following day 150 men of the
Mouvnted Rifles had the honor of forming
part of the escort <:hat was sent to the
cGocks to guard the first large batch of the
prisoners: who had surrendered with Cronfje.
Every man carried ten rounds of ammuni-
tion, and as they lined up . clongside  theé
motley crowd of Boer warriors the chances
looked very slim for any of these gentry ]
who might take a notion into his head to
make a break for freedom. And a bedrag-
gled, wretched lcoking lot of rag-z-muffins
these Beoer prisoners were! Deprived cof
their arms, ragged, tanned and dirty be-
yond description, with hanging heads and
surly countenances, they were more like a
Coxey’s 'army of tramps than an army of
warriors who had so long held at bay the
might of the flower of Britain’s military
forces. A most harmless-looking mob they
were, as they shuilled along the quay to-
wards the ship in which they were to be tem-
porarily ccnfined. It was hard to realize the
fact that these men could not be scared by
the pick of Britain’s army, though it was

easy to perceive that they must }ive in a
state of chronic dread of such a compara-
tively harmless combination as soap and
water.

In the performance of duties such as these,
besides the ordinary routine of camp life, t.he
week passed away at Green Point. Then, on
Sunday, just when least expected, suddenly
came the order for part of the artillery to
riarch at once for the station and entrain
for the front. The order reached the camp
at 12.30, and ai ten minutes past one, or in
exactly forty miinutes, the detachment with
guns and baggage was on the march. This
was about as smart a piece of work as any
artillery, regular or otherwise, could pos-
sibly do, and the ofcers of both batteries
were naturally proud cof it. The detach-
ment, having tke honor of teing the first
members of the second contingent to start
for the front, was composz2d cf iwo sections
of D battery, under the command of Major
W. G. Hurdiran. The ordsr was simply to
praceed to the station and entrain. Nobody
in the force, not even the commanding of-
ficer, knew for certain where they were go-
ing to be sent to, though it was generally
assumed that they were going to Kimberley.
It wes understood that this detachment was
the full capacity of one train, and that the
rest of the force would be kurried forward
as fast as rolling stock became -available.
The prospect of s2 scon being at or near the
front was welcome to every one, from Col-
crel’ Drury downwards, and after the de-
tachment had left the camp the rest of the
nien went to work with a will to pack up
and have everything in readiness to move
away at a moment’s notice.

The past week ‘has been a memorable one
in the history of Cape Towan. In the strug-
gle for supremacy in South Africa between
the British and Dutch races, wkich is prac-
tically what this war amounts to and which
affects Cape Town almost as directly as
Bleemfentein cr Pretoria, the events of this
week have clearly demonstrated that the
British race is going to come out on top.
The redoubtable Cronje with nearly 4,000 of
his followers taken prisoners, and the long
disastrous siege of Ladysmith at length
raised, are events that actually set every
lcyal Brmsher crazy with delight, and that
induced even the  strongest Roer sympa-
thizer to assume an appearance of British
loyalty. In this colony, with a Dutch min-
istry in power, and such a large Dutch
population, it is only natural there should
be’' a great number of Boer sympathizeérs,
and not a few whom the loyal Britisher
openly stigmatizes as rebels. Thus, Lo many
a Cape Colonist the recent British successes
are not a subject of rejoicing; while the de-
light of the loyal Pritisher is intensified by
the consciousness that these Biitish suc-
cesses in the field are a sort of moral vic-
tery for them over those of their fellow-
cclonists who are disloyally inclined. With
the British star so distinctly in the ascend-
ant, the Boer sympathizer has remained a3
undemoerstrativa as possible, at least as far
as Cape Town itself is concerned; but in
some of the smaller outlying places therc
have been collisions, in which sticks and
stones have played prominent parts between
representatives of the two parties.

March 1st, the gnniversary of the Majuba
kill disaster, ‘‘Amajuba Day,”” as the Datch
call it, was for the first time for many
years a day of intense British, instead of
Dutch, rejoicing. It was a day that Cape
Town will not-soon Torget. As soon as the
news was Kknown, the mayor declared a
public holiday: the city put on its gayest
holiday attire: the guns boomed; the stcam
whistles tooted, and every man, woman and
child for mlles around gathered on the
streets in one dense throng and hurrahed
and hurraled until they couid hurrah no
longer. That day in Cape Town was a Brit-
ish day with a vengeance—and the venge-
ance was Amajuba avenged.

Already many Kimberleyites—as they call
themselves—have arrived at Cape Town. As
a rule they show very few traces of the
hardships through which they have paseed.
Many of them tell of reduction im averdu-
pois, the result of small rations, and some
bear the scars of Mauser bullet wounds, but
‘as a whole they are a healthy, weather-
beaten looking crowd, and it is hard to real-
ize that they” bave just been relieved from
one of the most trying sieges in the history
of the world. In conversation they admit
mostly that though now it is over they are
not sorry that they have had the experience.
Still they have no desire whatever to go
through it again. In its way it was inter-
esting and exciting—but once in a life-time,
they all appear to think, is enough. All tell
«f wonderful escapes. The number of men
whbo have been shot through coat sleeves,
tunics, hats, had bullets pass between their
arms and their bodies, and had similar close
ghaves is perfectly astonishing. Three thou-
sand shells—they estimate—were thrown into
the town, and yet all told only about a
@ozen people were killed in the streets by
shell fire, and these mostly womer or echil-
dren. Many buildings were §it, and some
utterlyy demolished. There instances
where shells burst inside inhabited houses,
znd tkough the house might be wrecked,
rot a single person would be - injured. The
wonderful immunity from injury from shell
fire’appears to have been due to the system
that was adopted o:. giving .warning of the

‘selected Wynberg for my ﬂrst visit to the

there. The hospital is beautifully situated

arm chairs, and every comfort that the pa~
tient could desire. Inded it is no wonder
that the recovery of the wounded has been
s0 remarkably rapfd at this delightfully
situated and ably conductei 1nstitution.
When a wounded man once reaches Wyn-
berg his troubles are practically over, and
the chances are a nundred to one thut he
will rapidiy and ccmpletely recover, and,
unjess his wound is of exceptional severity,
that he.will enjoy himgelf thoroughly dur-
ing the rrocess. Indeed, though the Mau-
ser is nc dcubt a terribly elfective dnd dead-
ly weapon, it is on ths other hand a very
merciful -one. As one of tha wounded men
Limself expressed it to me the Mauser bullet
is a “gentleman,” and he does his work in
a  polite and kindly fashion. The same
w¢unded man, for instance, had two bullet
holes clean through him, one through the
gide of his hip, and another through his
thigh, and yet he deciared he had not had
to’ stay o single day in bed, and if neces-
sary thought he could have gone on active
service again within two we2ks’' of the time
he was struck. Indeed; at the present mo-
ment, men are passing out of the hospital,

are passlng in.

Among tke Canadians was a singular in-
stance of the merciful nature of the Mauser
rifie—the ‘‘gentlemanliness’’ of the Mauser
Yuilet. One of the woundel had actually
nine bullet holes . in him, and yet he is do~-
ing well, and is not even reported as '‘dan-
gerously’” wounded. The nine holes were
‘made by five bullets, four went clean
ummsh him,  while one remained in_the
wound. If these wounds had been made by
Martini or Snider rifies, whers would our
Canadian friend have been? Why, he would
Lave been pretty nearly torn to pieces.  As
it.is he. has pine punctures in his body,
which cause him comparatively little incon-
venience, and which are healing rapidly.
On the other hand of course, a single Mau-
ser bullet may be just as effective as even
the old Snider. Poor Arnold, of Winnipeg,
is an instance of this. He was struck in a
vital spet, and, though he lived a few days,
there never was, from tae first, any hope
for him. An inch or two one way or the
otber, and@ he might never have had to even
go to bed, but the fates wer: against him,
and while other men around him were being
struck two, three and even four times with
comparative immunity to themselves, his
stroke was of the unlucky kind, and robbed
Canada of one of the best and the bravest
of her soldier sons.

Only a few of the Canadians wounded
were at Wynberg. The rest are distributed
among the various other hospitals, all of
which, T am given to understand are just as
comfortable and as efficiently managed as
the Wynberg hospital Indeed, the friends
of our wounded comrades may be thorough-
ly satisfied that they cre all being as well
cared for, and are as agreeably situated ac
if they were in the mest luaurious private
ward in the best hospital in Canada. Noth-
ing could be more complete than the ar-
rangements that are provided - at all the
miiitary hospitals here for the comfort and
welfare of the gick and wounded. It is
no more than might be expected of a greait
power like Great Britain—the leader of
modern civilization; but certainly the ar-
tangenments are a credit even to her. The
best of aecommodation, the most delightful
of situation, . the most efficient of lady
nurses,.and the most expert of surgical skill
—even to men of such world-wide renown
as McCormack, Thompson and Treves—ure
placed at the command of our wounded
soldiers. Everything that is possible will be
done to relieve their sufferings by means of
the highest resources of science, by cheer-
ful surroundings and pleasant companion-
ship, by comfcrt and by the very best nour-
ishment. Once at any of the base hospitals
end the troubles of our wounded are prac-
tically over.

Just tefore closing this letter for the
homeward-bound mail, the order has ar-
rived fcr the remainder of “D” battery to
nmiarch to the railway station and entrain.
As I am writirg, this section of the battery
is 'in the act of preparing to march. . “E”
battery expects to march tomorrow, and the
probablhty is that they will be quickly fol-
lowed by the Mounted Rifles.

It is reported
that a commando has beon formed number-
ing at least 3,000 men, all well armed, and
with two field guns. Thete is great difli-
culty in obtaining sufficient rolling stock to
concentrate the British column quickly, but
when once the column i8 ready to take the
field there is no doubt :hat they will make
short work of the rebel commando. This,
it appears, is to 'be the first work of the
second Cepadian contingent, assisted by
their Australian comrades, and r friends
at home dre invited to keep the%oeyes on
that part of the seat of ‘war, and “watcn

our smoke.”’
