The Duke of Almedn was an old gentleman of 
an infinity of wit ; hut, as was at that time the case 
with numbers of his rank, he had been seduced by 
the false splendour with which the school of the en­
cyclopedists was surrounded ; and. deceived by the 
principles of universal philanthropy which that mis­
chievous sect announced, he devoted himself, heart 
and soul, to the propagation of its doctrines, 
ticipnting in that strange hut honourable enthusH 
asm by which the heads of half the French nobility 
of that epoch wore distracted in the shndow v regi­
ons of an illusive Utopia, he hurried on. as far as 
lay in his power, the progressive developement of 
those ideas and that system of philosophy which 
subsequently became so final to the aristocracy, die 
throne, and die altar.

The bitter railleries with which he overwhelmed 
hia wife on the subject of what he termed lier su­
perstition, had no influence upon her mind so long 
as they continued in Spain. The spiritual and se­
cular authority of die church and the clergy was so 
imposing, and the belief of the people so deeply and 
firmly rooted : ahe breathed such an atmosphere of 
piety, was surrounded by pe; 
partook of ft.e sincerity of her conviction*, 
countered, wherever she turned, the exterior sym­
bols of her magnificent faith, that it was not possi­
ble the purity and integrity of Rita's faith could 
suffer anv attaint or diminution. But when die ar­
rived at Versailles, and had lived lor some time in 
the centre of the fetes, elegancies, and enjoyments 
of a polished court, famous for the refinements of 
he wit and the exquisite lone of its manners, she 
became, in some degree, involved in the vortex of 
its dissipations ; and, in the giddy wind of it* plea­
sures, the robustnes* of her religions convictions 
was imperceptibly impaired.
