1900 he was appointed an Austin
Tesching Fellow at Harvard, and in
1903 he received the degree of Doc-
tor of Philosophy. His Doctor’s the-
sis was published in the pr d
of the American Academy of Arts and
Sclences for 1904.

In the college sessions of 1903-4 he
continued to teach at Harvard and
at Radcliffe College; and in the fall
of 1904 he took a position as instruct.

Stove and Range Company of St Louis, and the Am-
erican Federation of Labor by the company agreeing
a Union shop, ends a bitter and prolonged strug-
Van Cleave, the Buck Stove Com-
was for many years an implacable
foe of Union labor. His removal by the hand of death,
it is said, opened the way for the negotiations between
the company and President Gompers, which have now
ended in a satisfactory agreement. The fate of Mr.
Gompers and other federation officials who, as publish-
ers of The Federationist, violated the injunctions issued
by the Supreme Court and the Court of Appeals of the
District of Columbia in this case, still remains to be
decided.

President Van Cleave, in spite of every effort made
by labor leaders, persisted in running his works as a
non-union shop. Because of his attitude, organized labor
undertook to fight him with his own weapons, placing
his their “unfair” list, and calling upon
Union men all over the country to refuse to buy the.
Buck Company's products. President Van Cleave there-
upon took legal action against the labor organization,
and the upshot of the fight was that President Gompers,
John Mitchell and Treasurer Morrison of the Ameri
Federation weret sentenced to long terms of imp
ment for contempt of court. Their cases were appealed
and they are now out on bail pending a final hearing.

The death of Mr. Van Cleave Mr. Gompers
an opportunity to negotiate w ith the new management
of the company. The result is a happy settlement of
the long standing trouble between the Buck concern
and Union labor, and a consequent removal of all those
differences which have hitherto made the relations be-
tween these two forces so strained.

The fact that a settlement has been reached goes
far to show that when capital and labor approach sub-
jects of difference in a spirit of reasongbleness, prepared
to do for the other what is fair, and ready to recognize
and grant what are the admitted rights of each, there
good why should not
be overcome without disastrous friction.

The legal aspect of the dispute
Messrs. Gompers, Mitchell and before the
courts naturally remains unchanged, even if the Buck
Company withdraws from the prosecution. dn defying
an injunction served on them by the Supreme Court of
the District of Columbia they came into direct contlict
with the feders The United States’
courts have decided that when a dispute arises between
an organization of workmen and a single employe, or an
association of employers, neither has the right to draw
innocent third parties into the quarrel by threatening
them with reprisals if they continue to have ordinary
business dealings with the party. This, it is
claimed, is the principle involved in this case, and it
is well and necessary that a decision should be given.
Should the appeal go against the labor leaders it is
not unreasonable to expect, in view of the settlement
of the difficulty with the stové company, that their
punishment will be no more than nominal.

STILL URGING RECIPROCITY.

President Taft has been touring the Eastern States
across the border, making a speech here and there, in
which reciprocity with Canada was his usual topic. At
Eastport, Me., the president said:—

“If in the next year we can come to an agreement
“which will make our trade relations closer we shall be
“fortunate. We have reached a time in our develop-
“ment when neither should be jealous of the other. The
“more prosperous the one the more prosperous will be
“the other. The trade of one as it grows is the trade
“of the other.”

One is impelled to wonder, says the London Free
Press; why this line of reasoning did not present itself
to a president of the United States before the year 1910.
It what President Taft says is true today it was equally
true when the, United States government cancelled a
reciprocity agreement with this country and began the
erection of a trade wall that shut out Canadian manu-
factures and produce as thoroughly as though the wall
had been a duplication of the great wall of China.

Canada s indifferent as to reciprocity with a neigh-
bor who gave her so cold a deal through the years
when reciprocity would have been advantageous. Can-
ada might better leave reciprocity alone than enter into
an arrangement that will permit the highly specialized
manufactures of the United States to strike a blow at
Canadian manufactures.

The United States wants Canada’s raw material that,
she may manufacture it into goods to sell back to the
consumer in this country. What is Canada to receive
in return? Free trade in farm produce? Would this
be a concession, when the time has so nearly arrived
that the United States must import wheat for home
consumption? Canada is today independent of her kind
neighbor. American anxiety for reciprocity is not with-
out reason.

ditions.  This wmight be good for the lawyers but it
would be very bad for justice and therefore very bad for
peace. It would leave the sword where it found it the
final arbitrament of justice, and that would make The
Hague tribunal a most wretched irony on the conception
upon which it is founded.

FARMER ROOSEVELT.

It
has also been charged that she plagar-
ized her ideas from Dr. Quimby, 2 men-
tal healer of Maine, As a matter of
fact, Mrs. Eddy never was in a mes-
meric trance, nor did she ever claim
that the ideas of Christlan Science
came to her in a trance. She discov-
ered them in her most sane and con-
scious moments, having arrived at con-
clusions which were the outcome of
many years of experience.
One might well ask if she borrow-
ed her ideas of Mr. Quimby what she
did with them, for they certainly do
not appear anywhere in her writings.
There is no kinship whatever between
the peculiar beliefs and practices of
Mr, Quimby and those of Mrs. Eddy.
The confusion on this point has doubt-
less grown out of the fact that Mrs.
Eddy was once a patient of Mr. Quim-
by, and at the time was enthusiastic
concerning his method, and in the ear-
ly days she attempted to reconcile her
spiritual ideas with Mr. Quimby's
manipulations, but later when she dis-
covered Christian Science, she became
aware that magnetism was not God's
method but was the direct opposite
thereto, and she was obliged to aban-
don everything she had adopted’from
Mr. Quimby. He was well known as
a “magnetic healer.” He treated his
patients by manipulation, by rubbing
them, or staring at them, or making
passes over them.
Your article contains the statement
that Mrs. Eddy “seldom drives out.”
I am sure you will be glad to learn
the fact that during a period of more
than two years Mrs, Eddy has missed
her daily drive only once, and that
was when the weather was too bad
for the horses to be out.
Consistent Christian Scientists have
never speculated concerning Mrs, Ed-
dy’'s prospective longevlty. Your story
contains the statement, “Whether she
retains her vigor of mind and herself
directs the destinies of the church
is unknown to either the public or
even to her followers” I am wonder-
ing what would be required to give
the public information on this sub-
ject, since the fact has been repeat-
edly stated by officials of her church
who are dealing directly with her,
that she directs the movements of the
church.
Regarding Dr. R. C, Hannon's as-
sertion that he had an agreement
with Mrs. Eddy that he was to inher-
it the leadership of the Christian
Sclence church, such a proposition
is utterly ridiculous. As a matter of
fact, Mrs. Eddy will never be succeed-
ed by any other person, but as is the
case with all religious leaders, she
will be succeeded by her ideas. Al-
ready her writings have succeeded her
to a large extent in the Christian
Science movement. Mrs. Eddy is the
discoverer and founder of Christian
Sciente, and it would be as foolish to
talk of her successor as it would be
to talk of a successor to the discov-
erer of America. While Mrs. Eddy,
by virtue of her unique position, is
necessarily the leagder of the Christian
Science movement, it is the prime mis
sion of Christian Sclence to establish
a church which will need no person-
al leaders whatever.

WA W, ALONED
MET DEATH AT KASLO, B. C.

Nelson Daily News Tells the Story--Forest Fire
Brought Death to the Four Men Penned in the
Tunnel of the Lucky Jim Mine.

Last Tuesday’s issue of the Nel
son, B, C, Dally News, contains the
following description of the fire in
which the late W. A, Chesley of this
city, lost his life:

“Fire, fanned by the high wind of
Saturday, caused loss of property at
Kaslo mines and brought death to
four men, who were suffocated in the
smoke, The disaster was brightened
by the heroism of those who died and
of some others,

T. Procter, G. Weaver Loper, Man-
ager Morton of the B, N, A, Kalso,
and a party of mining men consisting
of Col, Anderson, of Tacoma; W. C.
Miller, the well known mining en-
gineer; T. J. Finucane, Gus Lennow-
itz, and W, R. Nicholl, all from Spo-
kane, were going over the Lucky Jim,
accompanied by Superintendent Tony
Becker and Foreman Charles Norman,
It was known that fire was running
in the district, but there was no
thought that it would reach the neigh-
borhood of the mine, The fire had
started somewhere near New Denver
and burned up the north fork of Car-
penter creek and then got up to
Three Forks. " i

After luncheon the party at the
Lucky Jim noticed that the fire was
increasing, but there was still no ap-
parent danger. A visit was made to
No. 6 tunnel which is about 1250 feet
long, where the recent big strike was
made. Mr. Finucane remained outside,

Fire Approaches.

It took a gbod deal of time to look
over this tunnel. Norman and Miller
were the first to emerge. Seeing the
danger Norman returned to hasten
the members of the party who were
further in. When they also got to the
surface the wind had risen to a gale
and the fire was sweeping onward at
a terrific rate, Finucane and Miller
had gone on toward the track.

“I think you can make Bear Lake
all right,” said Norman. “I am going
up to the cabins to get the men into
No. 4, and to get the books out of
the office,”

The visiting party headed for Bear
Lake to avoid being cut off from their
return to town, and it was supposed
that all the men would get into the
tunnels and would be safe there,
The fire, however, came on with in-
calculable swiftness and Becker, Lo-
per, Procter and Morton who were
last out, barely escaped by the skin
of their teeth,

Norman, meanwhile had gone to
the cabins and got out all who were
there with the exception of Ted Lu-
cas, who was missing, Otto Swanson
was put in charge and guided the par-
ty to No. 4 tunnel, while Norman went
to look for Lucas,

At a distance from the opening of
the tunnel an air shaft rises to the
sunface, so that the tunnel and the
ailr shaft make a sort of letter L
through which the air flows, The tun-
nel is continued a little further so
that mning inward from the bottom of
the air shaft there is a section of

the tunnel which is out of the draft.
To thig the party was taken by Swan-
son. Owing to the limited size of this
section it was feared that if they
had to remain there some time the
lack of fresh air would become op-
pressive, Col. Pearson, W. A. Ches-
ley and Logan therefore left them
to try and fing some other place, but
were evidently overcome by the
smoke which swept in on the draft
through the air shaft and the other
part of the tunnel, where the bodies
were found, Logan was not dead and
was resuscitated. Dan Peterson also
left the party and his body was found
in tunnel No. 3.

At midnight, the young assistant en-
gineer of the compressor plant and
Frank Pinckney, stepson of Superin-
tendent Becker, against the positive
orders of the superintendent quietly
left Bear lake with stimulants and
ascended to the mine. Blazing sticks
were still flying, timber and rock fall-
ing, but they succeeded in reachi
