New York, Jon. 7.—While the offic­
ial bulletins issued from the apart­
ments of Sir James Whitney, the 
premier of Ontario, continue to indi­
cate little change in hie condition, 
there is less of the hopeful feeling 
among those who are in attendance 
about bis apartments at the Hotel 
Manhattan.

During the day Dr. R. A. Pyne, min­
ister of education, who is the premier’s 
family physician, said that his patient 
was resting comfortably. An earlier 
bulletin, issued during the forenoon 
at an examination and consultation, 
In which Dr. Pyne and Dr. Biggs, the 
neurologist, .participated, a bulletin 
was issued, indicating that the condi­
tion! of the patient was still serious.

Dr. Pyne issued his last bulletin 
tonight about nine o'clock, and more 
than an hour later stated that the con­
dition were still the same. The night 
bulletin read;

"Practically no change in Sir James 
Whitney’s condition during the last 
12 hours."

Syrian pedlar, was murdered, and his 
body burled within a few hundred 
yards of the house In which he lodg­
ed at Sheet Harbor on the night of 
December 9.

The body was found this afternoon. 
There was a huge gash in the head 
which is saijl to have been Inflicted 
with an axe, and the body was other­
wise badly battered.

A searching party found the body, 
and an inquest was held before the 
coroner at Sheet Harbor, the Jury re­
turning a verdict that the deceased 
came to his death from an axe wound, 
In the hands of a person, or persons 
unknown. The body is being brought 
to Halifax, and an autopsy will be 
held here.

Detective Hanrahau and Chief Coun­
ty Constable U ml all are now on the 
way to Halifax with Edward Cook in 
custody. On arrival here he will he 
charged by the crown prosecutor with 
the murder./ It was at Cook's house 
that the deceased stopped while at 
Sheet Harbor.

John was splendidly illustrated 
yesterday In the case of the Royal 
George, of the Canadian Northern 
tine. Not only did the big steamer 
break the trans-Atlantic record from 
Bristol to St. John, making the dist­
ance to- six days, seven hours and 
twenty-Pour minutes, but the mails 
were landed and shipped away in one 
hour and forty-eight minutes. This is 
the fastest time In which mails were 
ever landed at a Maritime Province 
sea port. The George brought out 
2,237 packages of mail. The record 
of which the Halifax newspapers 
boast is 1,000 packages an hour, and 
at this rate it would have taken almost 
two hours and fifteen minutes to un­
load the mails which St, John bkndled 
in almost half an hour less time.

New York, Jan. 7.—The federal re­

serve organization committee today 
concluded its hearings in New York, 
having devoted three days to ascer­
taining the views of New York bank­
ers concerning the taak with which the 
committee Is charged of setting up the 
regional reserve districts provided in 
the new law and selecting the cities 
In which the banks are to he placed.

The committee, consisting of Secre­
tary McAdoo, of the treasury depart­
ment, and Secretary Houston of the 
department at agriculture, will pro­
ceed tomorrow to Boston, the next 
point in its journey, to the financial 
centres of the country. Hearings there 
will be held on Friday and Saturday.

After the hearings here had been 
concluded. Secretary McAdoo was ask­
ed whether he had been impressed by 
the arguments advanced almost unani­
mously by the New York bankers who 
have appeared in favor of establish­
ment here of a regional bank of such 
size that it would overshadow all the 
others.

“I hope,” said the Secretary, smil- 
inglv, "that I am not as green as I 
look.”

Mr. McAdoo allowed his questioners 
to draw their own inferences as to 
what he meant. He would say nothing 
more, further than that the committee 
had reached no conclusions.

Winnipeg, Jan. 7.—Headed by J. V. 
Johnson, president of the Trades and 
Labor Council, a delegation represen­
tative of organized labor in Winnipeg 
waited upon the members of the execu­
tive government this morning in the 
interst of securing legislation of ad­
vantage to labor men. The delegation 
was heard by Sir Rodmond Roblin, 
Hon. Dr. Montague, and Attorney Gen­
eral Howden. Among the questions 
presented to the government 
that of establishing a bureau of labor, 
amending the liquor license law, re­
garding the granting of licenses to 
bartenders, the issuing of licenses to 
barbers, amendment to the Building 
Trades Act, the use of convict labor, 
and the abolition of the requirement 
for a political candidate to make a 
deposit.

In reply to the request for a bureau 
of labor, Hon. Mr. Howden said that 
the Dominion government had sent a 
man through the province gathering 
figures in connection with the bureau 
of labor and seeking the co-operation 
of the provincial government. A plan 
was being formulated that when com­
pleted would bring about legislation 
along the lines asked for and good 
progress was being made.

IMITED The Highway Bill.

Another plank in Mr. Borden’s pre­
election programme was the improve­
ment of the highways. Mr. Borden 
tried to Implement ihls promise to im­
prove the highways; twice a bill pro­
viding for a generous grant to the high­
ways was passed and twice it was 
killed by the Senate.

Switzerland produces some 
mountain-climbers and yodelers and 
cheeses and waiters, but the little 
European republic has turned out 
ly one great boxer. He was Frank 
Erne, who was born in Zurich thirty- 
nine years ago today, and who won 
the world’s lightweight championship 
by whipping Kid Lavigne in a bout 
at Buffalo in 1899. Frank came to Am­
erica as a “kid,” and before he took 
to the fighting game he was pin-boy 
in a Buffalo bowling alley. His place 
of employment was in the same build 
ing that housed Tom Clark's fistic club 
and Erne soon became interested in 
the kiff game. He made a proposition 
to Clark to work for him a few hours 
a day in return for instruction in box­
ing, and Clark accepted. He learned 
the principles of the game in a short 
time, and Clark gave him a chance in 
the ring against Young John Sullivan. 
The Swiss lad won in two rounds, and 
that decided him to take up the game 
in earnest. He was about nineteen 
when he left Buffalo for New York, to 
seek fame and fortune In the metropo­
lis. New York sports still speak with 
awe of the clothes that Erne wore 
when he burst upon

Asked as to whether he anticipated 
any necessity to work short time at 
the collieries, Mr. McDougall said that 
while the general quietude of trade re­
flecting on manufacturing concerns, 
would in turn effect the demand for 
coal, he did not think that any very 
unusual shortage of operations will 
be necessary at the collieries.

Mir. McDougall"* spoke most cheer­
fully of the outlook for the summer, 
which, he stated, would bring such a 
call for fuel as would ensure abund­
ance of work in the mines of the Do­
minion Coal Company.
