German docu-
ments show that the 42nd Infantry Re-

Regiment lost 14 officers and 788 men,
the 21st Reserve Regiment lost 21 offl.
cers and 468 imen, the 61st Regiment;
10 officers and 536 men, and the 92nd
Regiment 40 officers and 1,196 men.

By the beginning of June orders
had been given for the enumeration
and registration of the 1916 contin-
gent. Similar orders were given In
regard to the 1917 contingent, and
even for that of 1918 as far as recruits
of over 17 were concerned. At the
same time the second ban of the un-
trained Landsturm-—men between 39
and 46—were registered and incorpor-
ated.

To meet further losses Germany
will be compelled to raise the age limit
of military service above 45, and al-
ready a mecret circular has been issu-
ed instructing the authorities to pro-
ceed to the preparatory registration
of men between 46 and 50.

For some time past the numerical
strength of the German army has been
stationary on the various fronts, with
an increasing tendency to shrink. The
number of men called up for active
service since February last certainly
doeg not exceed the number of casu-
alties, and at the present moment the
number of men in the depots does not
exceed the number of that date.

GERMANY'S FINANCES.

One frequently hears or reads the
statement that Germany has plenty of
money with which to bear the expen-
sea of the war in which she has been
engaged for almost seventeen months.
One year after the outbreak of hostili-
ties, or in August, 1915, the German
Finance Minister assured the mem-
bers of the Reichstag that Germany
had already employed all the usual
methods of taxation and that further
funds would have to be raised by loans
and issues of bonds. That course, he
assured them, would not be necessary
until March 1916, as Germany had suf-
ficient cash to carry on operations un-
til that time. The German people were
also promised that the terrible expens
ses of the war would be borne in total
by the indemnities to be exacted from
the Allies—after Germany had won.

That the German Finance Minister
was deliberately attempting to decelve
the people as to the real condition of
affairs is evident now that the Reich-
stag has been called upon to author-
ize a new credit of $2,500,000,000 and
the German government has decided
that new measures of taxation must
be imposed to replenish the war chests
even though it has already acknowl
edged that all means by which the
German people may be “milked” of
their savings have been employed.

It is difficult to see where the Kals-
er's government can obtain the money
it requires for even six more months
of war, to say nothing of the year and
a half still to be gone through accord-
ing to the Kitchenerfestimate of the
duration of the struggle. In addition
to being called upon to bear the ex-
pense of her own operations Germany
is probably forced to finance Turkey
and Bulgaria as neither of those na-
tions have had large war funds and
their credit has not been of the best.

Germany's industries are well or
gauized or militarized and yet despite
this fact the cost of the war to her has
already been $8,00 ),000 or more
than the burden imposed on any of
the other belligerents. Vorwaerts, one
of Germany's leading newspapers
figured out that it will require $500
000,000 per year to pay the interest on
the war expenditures and it will be a

ve problem to provide even this
um, as all’the sources of taxation are
already in use.

As the Mail and Empire sees the sit:
uation “the clearest thing about the
change of front by the German govern:
ment is its recognition that Germany
must finance its own war costs out of
its own pocket.

“In August Dr, Helfferich promised
the German people that the immense
expenditures would be recouped out
of indemnities from the Allies. Now
he ¢ that despite any indemnities
Germany must raise the required
money itself, That is, in effect, a com.
plete backdown from the boastful
claims of a few months ago. It is a
recognition that there is no use count
ing on indemnities. Germany is there:
fore ‘about-facing,’ and endeavoring to
finance its way on its own feet, as it
Inevitably must, The taxing of war
profits up to 50 per cent. is one of the
methods determined upon. What the
others will be may be left to the in-
genuity of Dr. Helfferich.”

The British blockade is telling se-
verely on the Central Empires. How
severely we shall not know until af-
ter the war. Without any prospect
of indemnities, with the manhood of
the country sacrificed, with a debt of
perhaps ten billions added to the al-
ready heavy debt burden, what is the
outlook for Germany? Nothing short
of colossal ruin. All that will be need-
ed after the war to complete the
wrecking will be a commercial discrim-
ination against the Central Empires
by the Allies, by means of tariffs, and
then resuscitation will come with the
speed of a snail.

FED JOHNNY CAKE.
Discovery of Corn Leads to Introduc-
tion of New Dish from “Pig
Feed.”

A story has come from Belgium,
which only goes to prove that the
Belgian Relief Committee is adminis-
tering ite affairs in the most efficient
manner possible.

One of the workers in & communal
distribution depot discovered that a
quantity of corn had escaped the mo-
tice of the Germans, who had despoil-
ed the place of almost everything of
value, and he at once seized this corn
and put it under the contro]l of the
neutral committee, where it was safe
from requisition by the Germans.

The corn 'was ground into meal and
given to the Belglans, but to them
corn had always been known as “pig
feed,” and they did not know how to
prepare it for their own consumption,
Neither did the committee man, but he
did know that it could be made into
palatable food for humans as well as
pigs,

Undaunted by the difficulties facing
him he cabled to London to friends
and as & result @ West Indian negro
appeared at the communal bureau a
foew days later. He was turned loose
in the public kitchen and surrounded
by gaping Belglans, introduced them
to the mysteries of “Johnny Cake.

As to the performers. As already

young Canadians enroute to Upper
Canadd, who had a hand amputated,
two others who had each lost one of
their eyes, several were suffering as
the result of having been overcome by
the German gas. The greater number
fn the party, however, have just re
turned from hospital where they have
been treated for gunshot wounds. The
majority who received such wounds
were disabled in the limbs, and it will
be some time before they are fit again
to resume their duties, Despite their
injuries they were far from sad, many
enjoyed a song, while others joked
and appeared to be glad that they weré
nearing home and friends again.

Before the special train left the city
the ladies and gentlemen composing
the returned soldiers’ reception com-
mittee visited the soldiers and present-
ed dainties and cigarettos.
