Colunms in future are to move in greater
strength, and in order to secure the great-
er mobility which’ will be necessary, the
use of guns will be largely discontinued.
The artillery has been found to hamper
the free movement of mounted columns,
and as no artillery is in use against us
there is no necessity for so many guns,
and large numbers are to come home.
During January and February a score of
field batteries will be withdrawn. The
needs of India will be first satisfied, and
then the balance brought to Southampton.

Several cavalry regiments are also badly
in need of relief, one in particular haying’
only 80 men left out of 500 who originally
embarked. .

One of the augmented columns will be
commanded by Brigadier General Dart-
nell, whose tactics meet the opposition so
well that the Boers now clear before him
wherever he goes.

Giani, whose name has been prominently
before the public owing to his recent
speech at the Taranto Congress.

Heavy Sambling.

Last Saturday afternoon Count Joseph
Potocki, a wealthy Polish magnate, lost
$400,000 while playing cards at the Jockey
Club here. 'The whole sum was lost with-
in a couple of hours. Count Pallavicini
won two-thirds of the amount. The game
is said to have been baccarat, but the
members of the Jockey Club are keeping
the details as secret as possible. Count
Potocki has asked for three months’ re-
spite for settling the debt, and this was
granted, as he. owns vast éstftes, which
alone yield a revenue of $500,000 per an-
num. The heavy loss will not ruin him,
however inconvenient it may be.

The Jockey Club has been the scene of
much reckless gambling recently. A Rus-
sian count and an Austrian prince played
a game of billiands there for $200,000. The
Russian lost, aad in his rage demolished
the billiard table and smashed all the cues
within reach. ; .

Serious riots of unémployed occurred last
Saturday in Buda Pest. Five thousand
starving workmen attempted to storm one
of the fashionable elubs, where the wealth-
iest magnates assémble.

‘When prevented they proceeded ‘to the
Thersienring, broke into more than 100
shops, and plundered all the goods on sale.
| The whole of the coutents of a jeweller's
shop were stolen, and hatters; clothiers
and bakers were also plundered from top
to bottom. : ;

The mob stopped the trams and upset
them, thereby blocking the tramlines for
several hours. “When the mounted police-
men came they were met with revolver
shots and a bombardment of stones. Many
were injured in the ensuing conflict, in
which the police used their swords freely,
and more than 100 were arrested.

Avoids Conscription.

A woman waiting for a train at Pilsen,
dn Bohemia, aittracted the attention of the
policeman on duty on the platform, and
he took her to the police station ta give
an account of 'herself. She stated that
her name was Mary Karfiol, and that siie
had been employed in various situations
as a domestic servant. Documents in her
possession bore out these statements.

The police, however, entertained suspi-
cions, and a medical examination revealed
the fact that Mary Karfiol was a man.
Seeing that the game was up, he coafessed
that at his birth he had received the name
of Mary by mistake, and had been enter-
ed by the registrar as a girl.

His parents allowed the mistake to re-
main uncorrected, and brought him up as
a girl, chiefly because he could thus escape
the detested compulsory military service.

When he became old e.nough to undei-
stand, he acquiesced in the deception for
similar reasons. He is mow 19 years ol
age, and will enter upon his military ser-
vice without delay.

Servian Intrigues.

The banishment of King Alexander's
uncle, Colonel Constantinovitch, because
he opposed the king’s marriage with Queen
Draga, is exciting so much indignation in
Servia that King Alexander desires to
conciliate his relative. A hint has been
conveyed to Colonel Constantinoviteh that
he may return to Servia on twe condi-
tions, the first that he begs for an audi-
ence of Queen Draga, and the second that
at the beginning and the end of the audi-
ence he kisses her hand. Colonel Constan-
tinovitch certainly will refuse to return
on, such conditions.

It is veported from Belgrade that the
Servian . pretender, Prince Peter Kara-
georgevitch; is taking advantage of the
prevalent discontent i Servia to inuagur-
ate an -euergetic agitation in favor of the
oventhrow of the Obrenovitch dynasty and
the recall of a K evitch to the
throne, ! .

Secret, agents are travelling about the
country’ instilling into the minds of the
people flhie idea that the condition of the
land would be far better if a Karageorge-
viteh were substituted for an Obrenovitch.
Photographs of Prince Peter Karageorge-
vitch and his eldest som, Prince George
Katrageorgevitch, are being distributed by
thousands throughout Servia.

Popular feeling is distinctly favorable to
the return of the Karageorgevitch dynasty,
for Servians are sick and tired of the im-
cessant troubles which have eharacterized
the reigns of King Milan and \King Alex-
ander.

FINANCIAL STATEMENT FOR LAST SIX
MONTHS OF 1901 1S-GOOD.

Nominal Surplus of More Than Eight and a_
Half Millions Over Ordinary Expenditure
--Two Millions Above All Expenditures---
December an Excellent Month.

Ottawa, Jan. 10—(Special)—The state-
ment of revenue and expenditure for the
six months of the present fiscal year,
which ended on the 31st of December last,
was issued tpday by the finance depart-
anent. ‘Lhe revenue shows a nominal sur-
plus. over ordinary expenditure of $8,601,-
624, 3

If ‘the amount expended on capital ac-
count is taken into consideration there is
still left a surplus of nearly $2,000,000 over
and above all expenditures. The revenue
tor the half year was $27,683,855 as against
25,131,656 for the same time last year, an
ncrease of $1,952,199, or in round num-
sers $2,000,000. 'Fhe expenditure was $19,-
082,231, compared with $17,208,610, an in-
crease of $2,273,621 over the same period
.ast yeay. While the increase in the rev-
2nue, was largely from customs there nvas
also a substantial increase from all other
sources. There was a comsiderable addi-
tion to the capital account when com-
pared with last year’s figures. The total
expenditure of capital was $6,701,208 as
compared with $4,930,493 for 1900 or an
increase of $1,900,000. This increase is
entirely «due to expenditure on public
works, railways and canals. The revenue
for the month of December alone shows
an increase of more than $300,000, while
the expenditure intreased about $80,000.
I'he expenditure of capital account for the
month was $1,000,000 greater than for De-
cember, 1900. More than hal a million
dollars of this increase was upon the pay-
ment of railway subsidies and the balance
is due to the increased amount paid on
public works. The details are as follows
for the six months compared’ with the
same time last year: :

Report of Court of -Inquiry Into Loss by Fire
of a-Yarmouth Bark.

The London Shipping Gazette publishes
the following finding and order of aimar-
ine court of inquiry held'at Singapore on
the 20th day of October, 1901, to investi-
sate the circumstances attending the loss
oy fire of the British-barqué Bowman
B. Law, at Tegal, in Java, on the 11th

‘The Bowman B. Law was a sailing ves-
sel, barque-rigged, 1,350" ‘tons régistered
tonnage, official number 90,074, belonging
to the port of Yammouth (N.S.); and
owned by William Law & Co.

It appears from the evidence given 'be-
fore the court that she sailed from New
York on June 2. 19)1, with a cargo of
35,302 cases of petroleum and a crew of 18
hands all to!d, and the master’s wife and
two children as passengers, and arrival at
Tegal, in Java, ‘on Sept- M.

‘I'here appears to have been some trouble
with six of the crew, whom the captaim
was obliged to have confined in jail for
refusing to work, and it was necessary to
engage coolies to work the cargo.

On Oct. 11, between 2 and 230 a m,
the watchman discovered that the vessel
was on fire. The fire was first discovered
torward, but there is no definite evidence
as to -where it actually originated. There
were 42 native coolies sleeping on the
hatches. They had broken off work at
6 o'clock. the night before, and the
hatches were closed and covered with tar-
paulins.

After the fire was discovered measures
were taken to save the crew and others
on board, and no lives were jost- The ves-
sel continued to burn until she sank.

The court having regard to the circum-
stances above stated finds as follows:

The Bowman B. Law was lost by fire
on Oct. 11, 1901, at Tegal, in Java. There
18 no evidence to showihow the fire was
caused. The court is satisfied that after
the fire -was discovered it was not pos-
sible to do anything to save the vessel.

The British Army Now in Africa.

London, Jan. 11—In South Africa, on
December 1, in the army commanded by
Lord Kitchener or on the way to join
it, there were 21 cavalry regiments, 8
horse batteries, 39 field batteries, 2 moun-
tain batteries, 11 garrison companies “and
8 ammunition columns of artillery; 7 fort-
ress, 11 field and 2 railway companies,
2 telegraph divisions, 3 bridging troops, 1
field park and 2 search-light sections of
engineers; 41 companies of the Army Ser-
vice Corps, 83 infantry battalions, and
nearly all the royal army medical corps.
Beyond these, there were 30 battalions of
militia, 20 of imperial yeomanry, and 2
companies of Lord Lovat’s Scouts, and
colonial contingents from Australia, New
Zealand and Canada, and almost innum-
erable corps of various strengths previded
by the South African colonies, horse and
foot and including regiments which by this
time are very much like regular corps—
Railway Pioneer Battalions, Scouts, Light
Horse, Mounted Rifles, Town Guards and
Rifle Clubs.

small body of Christians were distinguish-
ed for charity, faithfulness and most com-
mendable liberality and broad-mindedness
in their dealings with others. In the ab-
sence of a pastor, the deacons led in the
services. Harmony pervaded the ranks
of the pioneer Baptists. Asa Blakslee was
the first person to be united to the church
after its organization, and the first pas-
tor was Rev. Mr. Reice, who assumed the
pastorate in 1813.

For several years service was-held in a
little church on Germain street, which

Rev. Dr. G. 0. Cates,

was first used by the Church of Englandv

and later by the Methodists. . Through
strenuous efforts, in which Messrs. Wil-
liam Stenning and Thomas Harding were
chief movers, the site on Germain street
was purchased and on July 18, 1818, the
doors of a large wooden structure were
thrown open for worship. A year later
Rev. Thomas Griffin assumed pastoral
charge. The services were then held at
11 2 m- and -6 p. m. - 3

In 1821 Rev. Richard Scott became pas-
tor and three years later Rev. Charles
Miller was called to look after the spirit-
nal affairs of the congregation. During
his incumbency there was a great religious
revival and eight persons were added to
the church—which was a very material
gain in these infant days of the.church.

Mr. Miller was succeeded by Rev Charles
Tupper, D. D., who, in 1826, was forced to
resign on account of ill health. For two
years the church was without a regular
pastor; then the following in order had
charge of the church: Rev. Frederick
Miles, Rev. J. G. Taylor, Rev. J. D. Case-
well, Rev. Samuel Bancroft. ' In 1838 Rev.
Samue! Robinson came to St. John and
his eloquence and popularity combined so
increased the attendance that thie church
was found to be altogether too small. In
1840 Rev. Mr. Robinson accepted a call
to the church and a parsonage was built
tor him adjoining the chapel. In 1841 the
vestry was completed and dedicated.

‘I'he first convention was organiged in
the church in 1846, and it was decided
that gas should be used. Previous to that
candles and lamps had supplied light.

When Rev. Mr. Robinson went to the
newly completed Brussels street Baptist
church, Rev. J. D. Casewell returned to
assume charge at (Germain street. He, in
1851, was-followed by Rev. I. E. Bill. Dur-
ing his ministry this gentleman was editor
of the Christian Visitor, and as many as
300 were added to the church in his time.

There was some objection to the erec-
tion of a brick structure when the idea
was first thought of, but this was finally
overcome and in 1864 definite form was
given to the building project. In that
year the corner stone of a new church
was laid- The vestry was completed in
1865. .

Rev. G. M. W. Carey was the next pas-
tor and as the  edifices Was not yet com-
pleted he preached in the basement,
though the main audience room was dedi-
cated in November, 1866. The new build-
ing wax erectd at a cost of $40,000 and

This explains why some of our
apple and peach orchards have been
little affected by the droughts that
destroyed .other ' economic
plants.

make gqod use of the bath all win-
ter. Did-you ever see the hens ly-
ing in a dry place, :in the summer

time, kicking up the dust until it
penetrated between the feathers to
every particle of the skin. Did you

notice how 'they enjoyed their bath?
Then give them a chance to enjoy
themselves that way during the win-
ter. Make a fair-sized boxed place
to hold the dust in the floor where
the sun will shine on it and see if
the hens won’t make use of it. The
dust will have to be changed occa-
sionally and a little insect powder
sprinkled through it will help Hin
keeping down vermin.

WAIER FREIGHT CHEAP LIMIT.
/Hes the limit of economy been reached
in the line of transportation by sea? The
sight that has.become familiar along our
coasts in recent years of a tug q\r steamer

“fowing ‘several barges strung’ out behind
her in an extensive line, was supposed to
illustrate the acme of economy. 'But’the
fac; that the constriction of immense
schooners in the neighboring state of
Maine continues fo be a successful in-
dustry, would seem to imply that they are
able to satisfactorily compete even :with
the best of the barge systems. And now
ohe or two additional developments begin
to shew that the trend of vessel invesh-
ment is turning from barges. On the
Great Lakes, for instance, where the
barge towing busing attained very ex-
tensive proportions, it is notable that in
all the volume of vessel construction this
winter there are no orders for barges. It
is also announced in Boston that several
barge ownens have been induced the past
Year, ofing to the number of accidents
to vesséls in tow, to “decide to convert
their barges intg self-propelled steamers.

If the barge system is eliminated from
the featuros of coast navigation it will
be a great relief to the navigators of in-

aggravating to a man in a hurry, whether
he is in a steamer or a schooner, to find
a lofg-strung-out and slow moving tow
traveling dead - across his bows -and ob-
liging him to bear away out of his course

The long tows have also beew disadvan-
tageous for handling in narrow channels
or crowded harbors. The apparent econ-
omy of the barge system was very allur-
mg {o the owners who saw the practi-
cability of transporting several cargoes
with only one engine and one crew of
enginéers and firemen. But the demon-
strated advantage of having a great cargo
in one v independently able to take
care of herself is so great, and these
quem steamers ¢an be handled, with
their steam winches, so very cheaply, that
it looks as 'if the day of the barge may
be on the wane.

EXCHANGE OF PAPERS WITH ENGLAND.

A telegram from Londdn in regard to
the quantity of mail received in Great
Britain from Canada and Newfoundland
during the year states that the total
amount of circulars, books and newspa-
pers amounted to 375,000 pounds weight.
It is very difficult from this to make an
approximate guess as to the number of
newspapers sent to England from Canada
in the year, but deducting a €air propor-
tion for the business of Newfoundland
and the quantity of books- and circulars
in the lot, it is perhaps a fair estimate
that the number of Canadian newspapers
did not exceed 1,400,000 copies in the
year. Taking the pepulation of the

It has been argued that if the postal
rates on our newspapers to England were
cheaper it might have a material effect
in increasing the quantity of our news-
paper matter sent there and consequent-
ly of disseminating much more informa-
tion regarding this country through the
mother land. In this connection it is to
be noted that the Canadian postal author-
ities have approached the home govern-
ment strongly urging a reduction of these
postal rates, but so far without avail. Con-
sequently it is not surprising to find that
so much lack of information about affairs
Canadian prevails in England.

On the other hand the quantity of cir-
culars, books and newspapers sent from
‘the United Kingdom to Canada and New-
foundland in the year amounted to 1,968,-
‘900 pounds, or roughly speaking, two-fifths
of a pound for each man, woman and
child in this country. Of course the large
number of English illustrated periodicals
of considerable bulk that find sale in this
country accounts in considerable measure
for the preponderance of reading matter
coming this way, and there are also
numerous catalogues and circulars from
British manufacturers as well as books
which help to swell the volume. But it
8 very certain that if the English people
knew a quarter as much popularly aboPt
Canada as the people of Canada know
-about the United Kingdom it would re-
sult materially to the best interests of

nada. :

A PROSPEROUS PERIOD.

A country that has an average of $74
‘per head of its population stowed away
for a rainy day in the savings banks and
other safe depocsitories of the country need
not necessarily be a very opulemt coun-
try, but it can certainly not be considered
a poverty-stricken one. That is the record
of the Dominion of Canada for 1901. It
is also gratifying to mnote that this
wealth has shown a steady. increase for
years past. The statistics show that in
1871 Canadians were only able to command
bank deposits of an average of $19 per
head. In 1881, the amount had risen to
"but $27, an increase of $8 in ten years. in
1891 it had climbed to $40 per head, omly
$13 in ten years.. The last ten years has
therefore proved the most popularly pros-
perous in our history, an. increase of $34
per head in-actual capital at command, be-
sides all the other evidences of prosperity
‘that bank deposits do mot show.

. Fhe statistios, in other lines make it ap-
-parent that very much of this satisfactory
state of affairs has resulted since the
Liberal government superseded the Tory
administration at Ottawa ir 1896. In these
years not only has the increase in bank
deposits amounted to an average of $23,-
000,000 per year, but the foreign trade of
Canada . has ‘increased to an avegge of
870 per: head, of the population, hereas
the foreign trade of the United States
stands at only $30 per head. And the
business: vigor of the country is indicated
by an increase of the national revenue

1901, despite considerable reductions. in
the tariff owimg to preferential trade.
Abundant harvests, satisfactory markets,
¥ prosperous industries, a healthy and enter-
prising people and a wise government all
give most pleasing promise that Camada
will continue to boom.

BRITISH INFLUENCE IN ABYSSINIA.

The French press is raising a little tem-
pest in a teapot over what they view as
the dominating influence of KEngland in
Abyssinia.  The cause of the trouble is
the intemtion of a British company to
‘build a branch railway from the main
line of the Abyssinian railroad to the port
of Zeila. The present terminus of the
main line is at the port of Djwuti, which
is inder French control. The Paris Temps
is protesting very strongly against this
course, mamtaining that Zeila is an in-
adequate port, while Djibuti is an excel-
lent one. It further holds that the traftic
for some time to come will scercely be
sufficient to pay the expenses of the
Djibuti section and comsiders it absurd to
divide the line into two branches. The
Temps pretends to see the British gov-
ernment at the back of the railway com-
pany and feels certain that the latter is
obtaining a subsidy from some source.

In concluding the Paris paper says that
the whole matter is unfair to the French
as it. means that Zeila will flourish at the
expense of Djibuti and that it is a scheme
to drive France out of Abyssinia as she
was driven out of Fashoda. The British
on the other hand maintain that the eree-
tion of the new line will only give fair
and equal opportunities to both sides, and
that if Djibuti is such a superior port over
Zeila, the French have nothing to fear.
The trouble in Abyssinia is just com-
menemg and the cloud on the political
horizon is at present a mere speck, yet
it may develop into an affair which, com-
pared with the Fashoda incident, will
make the latter appear comparatively in-
significant. France and Russia believed
that they had obtained supreme influence
ovar Menelik, but the building of this new
railway would indicate that British® in-

ssinia.

Ailthough
there is no reason per se why tunnels
necessarily should be un<afé avgnues of
travel, yet it seems that in the records of
tailroad horrors more have occurred in
the tunnels than in the open. Whether
it is owing to the reverberating noise of
the train, or the smoke amd dirt of the
locomotive, or the mere darkness of the
tunmel, certain it is that the average pass-
enger heaves a sigh of relief when the train
dashes once miore into sight of ky and
sandscape. In crowded esties ¢unnels are
essential for wapid tramsit. The Boston
 subway’ has been found a splendid thing,
but undoubtedly in large measure because
it as onmly utilized by electric trolley cars
and the way is kept clean and well light-
ed. ¥ may be possible, with the modern
attachments of air brakes, etc, to bring
a railway train to a dead stop almost as
quickly d@s a single trolley car, but it is
never done, and there is something about
the fearful momentum of a monster loco-
motive dragging the ponderous train at

sudden stop impossible.

The terrible disasiter amang the grime
and dint of the only railway approach to
the heart of New York eity, which is
reponted in our columns today, adds an-
other to the list of ugly disasters which
have made that tunnel such a bugbear to
the timid as to have #1 large measure
prevemited the suburban growth of the city
in the great stretches above the Harlem
that can be only reached with speed by
means of the trains from the Gramd Cen-
tral depot. It is true that there have not
been mamy accidents compared with the
tremendous volume of traffic in and out
of that depot, and the tunnel is no doubt
as good a one as can be made; but still
there have been accidents and the details
of 'such disasters are not pleasant to talk
‘about ' when' one is passing through the
tunmel. ' If the Vanderbilt system could
obviate it, no doubt they would, but there
seems no help for them, except to exercise
ell possible precautions for safety.

ONE USE FOR A MONOTONE.

It is interesting at this time of year to
-think about mosquitdes. One can do so
with equanimity. It is therefore gratify-
ing to observe what a gentleman who. has
been investigating insects in Jamaica dur-
ing the past year is now telling the pub-
lic about his researches., He say¥ that if
-a sound like a continuous note of music
is made in the open #if'‘the mosquitoes
will flock around one and the more nearly
does this musical hum approach the tome
of the female mosquito the larger will be
the cloud of answering insects. But those
who come to hear the music will be all
male mosquitoes; no females will be found
among them. The scientist says that the
two little feathers on'''thie heéad of the
male mosquito act as eirs and that they
vibrate in unison with the music which
attracts. The attraction is the same as
that of artificial light te a moth. It is
‘the lady mosquito’s way of -calling her
.gentleman friends; she sings for him. If
you want to attract mosquitoes, therefore,
all you have to do is te stand out. doors
and maintain a musiesl* tone wntil they
hear it. 'The length of time necessary in
January ‘in St. John differs of course from
the time necessary in July in Jamaica; but
it may be comforting for 'the man who
can only sing in a monotone to know that
he can accomplish some results with it.
This is a good time of year for him to
practice—out doors.

AN INTERESTING CASE.

Some doubt has been expressed of the
serious purpose or the singleness of pur-
pose with which the . charge preferred
against certain cifizelis for non-compliance
with compulsory vacefnation is to be
treated. It is even hinted that the main
object of the prosecution or defence, or
both, of these cases is to serve the ulterior
purpose of putting om record the contro-
versy between the local Board of Health
and the Provincial Government, regarding
the powers of enforcing compulsory wvac-
cination. It'certainly seems strange that
all these months should have elapsed, dur-
ing which the rigid eniorcement of com-
pulsory vaccination was a public- neces-
sity, and now when the danger of infec-
tion seems to be completely past, that
such activity should be shown in the
prosecution of objectars to the sanitary
precaution. The people of St. John will,
theretore, watch with interest the trial of
the case.

DEATH OF HON. MR. DOBELL.

The death of Hon. R. R. Dobell was
heard in this city with surprise and sin-
cere regret. Mr. Dobell had been for the
past few months in England for the ben-
efit of his health and on Saturday, while
out for exercise, was thrown from his
horse and die® from the- injuries which
he received. He was a mative of Liver-
pool, England, being bom in that city in
1837.

GERMAN ANGLOPHOBIA.

The cable despatches intimate that the
British press has\; assumed a strong anti-
German attitude which is nearly, if not
quite, as pronounced as the Anglophobia
utterances of the Teuton after the speech
of Hon. Joseph Chamberlain at Edin-
burgh. Germany had no more right to
teel aggrieved at'the Colonial Secretary’s
speec}.x than had the Russians, Austrians
and Frenchmen, as he referred to the ac-
tion of Russia in the subjugation of Po-
land and the Caucasus to the conquest of
Tonkin by France, and the forcible occu-
pation of Bosnia and Herzegovina by
Austria. The Germans profess to be scan-
dalized by the declaration of military law
in South Africa by Lord Kitchener, and
uphtted with horror at the burning of
farm houses which the belligérent Boers
ether occupied as means of defence or
for the storing of arms, ammunition and
forage.

‘I'his indignation and displeasure of the
Germans is pure hypocrisy. They pretend
to sympathize with the Boers because of
the treatment which the latter have re-
ceived from the British government and
because the Boers -are fighting patriotical-
ly for their national existence. It is mot
necessary to go back very far in European
history to expose the hypocrisy of the
Genmans on both these points. Farly in
the sixties Prussia, without the slightest
provocation, despoiled Denmark of the
Duchy of Schleswig-Holstein. We heard
nothing from the Germans of sympathy
for the denationalized Danes who were
treated far more severely than Lord
Kitchener is treating the Boers: Only re-
cently we have seen the Poles in Posen
severely punished because they will not
bury thejr national customs and language,
and yet not a word of sympathy for these
people who are fighting for their national-
1ty: When the Bosnians and Herzego-
vinians were struggling for their national
existence against Aumtria, Germany was
silent. Numerous other cases could be

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REV. DR. FOTHERINGHAM MARKS
ANNIVERSARY OF PASTORATE.

Starts Twentieth Year of His Care Over St
John's Presbyterian Church--Reviews Past
and Points Out Strongly What Future
Should Be.

s ——

Op January 9th, 1883, Rev. T. F. Fother-
ingham svas inducted into the charge of
St. John's Presbyterian church. Sunday
he preached on the occasion of the 19th
anni\'eré:‘ar_vb of his induction. There was

-a good icongregation.

' Rev. |Mr. Fotheringham took his text

from 2hd Corinthians - XII., 15, “And I
‘will very gladly spend and be spent fol
you; though the more abundantly I love’

you, the less L be loved.” ! He paid some
attention to the progress of the church
during the years he had ministered to it.
At the time of his induction there were
103 names on the membership roll; at
resent there are 152 -divided among 75
families. Of the original members there
are but 18 on the roll now.. During hig
siorate 258 were ‘added, 198 by confes-
sion of faith and 60 by certificates from
other churches; 209 have ‘been  removed,
79 by death and 130 by removal to ‘qther
places, leaving a net membership gain of
49, or nearly 50 per cent, on the original
roll. :
This showing / he  thought . en
couraging, but nothing to boast of. In a
city like St. John with ‘a stationaty popu-
lation a church which held its own had
reason to feel grateful, but much more
should have been done. Figures, ‘however,
could not show the best side of a church’s
growth which was not in numbers SO
much as in the advance of the intelligence
and moral quality of its congregation. He
had a long acquaintance with all the mem-
bers of his flock and at the communion
service yesterday. 'morning received one
whohi he had baptised in infancy and
iwhose parents he had married. He had
gpent- 19, years in the church. Many of
his - hearers  had known no . other pas-
tor and throughhis many years of service
he had formed many friendships with his
people. He had not grown weary of the
service but on the contrary felt much
strengthened and encouraged as he knew
the ties of love which bound him to his
congregation had been cementad and made
stronger during his term as pastor.

In dealing with his subject he would
divide it under three heads: lst, the ideal
pastor, his qualities and needs; 2nd, the
lights and shadows of the past 19 years;
3rd, what could they hope from the fu-
ture? :

‘A true minister wielded a greater in-
fluence than a laborer imany other sphere.
He had greater opportunities.and greater
responsibilities. Twice each week he de-
livered to his peoplé the message of God,
and if he enjoyéd the complete Move ‘and
esteem of hié congregatioh -his ‘words ‘had
an added. weight.. In-every home he was
a welcome visitor. He was a partner in
the joys and sorrows of his people. His
counsel and sympathy wéfe highly prized
and what the shinmister said-‘was generally
well weighed and thoughtfully considered
by his hearers.. He becamg to the younger
members a model and example of what
they should be in their efforts to attein
Christianity. A congregation, then, could
got help becoming more or-less determined
in their love for the map who had the
bishopric of 'their souls for. a score of
years. Proceéditig to thé responsibilities
of the pastor Rev. Mr. Fotheringham said
he should be inspired:.of God. Unless he

:had this inspiration and selace who would

dare to face the responsibility attaching
to the charge of the souls of a congrega-
tion? A minister with a message from
God should prepare that message with
care. His hands, mind and heart should
be clean for he must baptize the infant,
counsel the troubled, serve the needy,
comfort the ailing and sorrowing and with
what tender sympathy must he minister
to agll. : J

But his duty did not ‘end with his con-
gregation. He was a presbyter of the
church and while he held his oftice. by in-
vitation he also held it by the authority
of the church courts and he must share
in the prosperity or adversity of tne
general"church and obey its dictates. Also
the minister ‘wae a citizen and should be
one of the moral leaders of the community.
In every instance he must stand for the
right." i ~
“J] am not here to invite: criticism,” said
Mr. Fotheringham, ‘but you should know
my ideal.”” Far short of it he must fall
but by aiming high more could be accom-
plished than by a Jlower aim and unless
the pastor had the full co-operation. of
his congregation the best results could not
be reached. ’

The pastor should come to his pulpit
with his message thought' out and care-
fully studied and his congregation ready
to receive it, else the seed sown would
not find congenia¥ soil and the spiritual
harvest would be below the average. 1t
was easy for the work to- degenerate.

"A. pastor should be particular about his
pastoral calls. He had heard aministers
boasting how many calls they had man-
aged to get through with in an afternoon;
how many they had made in a week, in a
year. It was mnot the number .of calls
which signified but their quality and it
was far better to make but few calls and
make them count. The pastor in his calls
should awaken sympathy, should make one
feel hel was more than an ordinary visi-
tor. ..He :should not spend his visit. in
trivial gossip or in pleasant conversation
on’ congenial themes. Rather should he
aim to lead his congregation to a closer
walk with God. 'His aim had been to
make his' calls of such a character. Some
of his people had complained to others
that he did not call. He had asked, when
o told, who the complainers were, but his
informant would not tell him. He ad-
monished his congregation not to com-
plain because he had not called, but to
tell him personally. “Don’t blame the
minister because he has not visited you,
but rather blame yourselves for not notify-
ing him.”

In reference to the work of the church
at large he thought he had fully discharged
all claims. What more God had in store
for him he would endeavor to meet in
the same spirit as before -with self saeri-
fice and humiliation.

For general work he did not think a
congregation should grudge their minis-
ter the time he spent in the promotion of
sobriety, and Sabbath-keeping. A min-
ister should be one of the religious leaders
of the people and /should endeavor
to elevate the whole tone of
municipal  life.  If-.. the,  business

Artillery Driver Won Distinctionvfor Gal-
lantry at ltala,

London, Jan. 11—The Victoria Cross has
been awarded to Driver F. G. Bradley,
69th Battery, Royal Feld Amtillery.

ANNIE 'BEAUDRY THEN TOOK HER
"~ OWN LIFE !

-Imagined Jennie Gagnon Was Cause of Her

Dismissal from Amoskeag Mill Where
Both Worked--Walked Into Workroom and
Shot Victim and Herself.

Mincliester, N. H., Jan. 11—Dedri Led-
reande lecuyer, commonly known as An-
mie Beaudry, shot Jennie Gamon in a
workroom “of No. 1 mill of the Amoskeag
corporation here today, and then commit-
ted suicide. Miss Gagnon is alive, but in
a critical condition. The attempted mur-
der and the suicide caused intense ex-
citement among the operatives.

Miss Beaudry was found unconscious on
the floor when the smoke cleared away,
and was removed ‘to. the Sacred Heart
Hospital, where she died in less than 15
minutes after her arrival. Her intended
vietim received a bullet wound; over the
right_eye, tlie missile passing out through
the skull over ‘the right ear, doing little
damage. She is resting comfortably and
wi. recover.

It has good public build-
ings and parks, amd more than 120
churches of which the cathedral is the
‘grandest, being 426 feet  long, 200 feet
wide and having two domes 200 feet high.
This city was founded by the Aztecs in
the latter part of the thirteenth century,
was conquered by the Spamiards in 1521
and held b ythem just 300 years. The in-
dependence  of Mexico being gained Sep-
tember 27, 1821. I might mention here
how fthe Spaniards mingled with the na-
tives, intermarrying in many cases, there-
by elevating, educating and christianizing
them.  This is spoken of by the Mexicans
who have mative blood in them, in strik-
ing contrast with the way the natives
were treated by the invaders of the other
portions of North America, they being
made savage by being driven off the best
parts of the country, isolated from the
white man and finally being exterminated
gowly but surely.

From Mexico City T went further south,

md found the country very fertile, the

climate good, frost being unknown, as
well as the extreme heat mihich is often
experienced in the more Dorthern paris
of North Amenica. Cottom, rice and to-
bacco are among the agricultural products,
as well as wheat, vegetables, fruit, cattle
and sheep.
