Carving Victoria County.

1t is very much to be regretted that a
majority of the House of Assefnb\y should
see a fancied necessity for dividing Vic-
toria County, thus increasing the cost of
local government and nccessitating the
erection of new public buildings. . The
principal reason given for the division,
the French being in omwe end of the
Ceunty and the English in the other, is
the best reason in the world for not

making the division at all. Ttis highly
desirable that the two races should be
blended into one as soon as possible,and
the recognition of the principle of separ-
ation will do a great deal of harm. The
only real reason for this division is the
Ldesire of Mr. Tibbits and his friends to
create a pocket constituency for them-
selves. They fear that the French ma-
jority may insist onsending two French-
men to the Legislature next session,and
the majority of the House has listened
to this siily cry.

If it was thought impossible to carry
on the public business with two French-
men from Victoria the House might
have divided the County into two rid-
ings for electoral purposes. This would
have ensured the return of an.English
successor to Mr. Tibbits. The erection
of anew County is all wrong, and we
look to the Legislative Council to reject
the bill. - Mr. Jones, Mr. Hanington and
other members of that body often point
with pride to the manner in which that
body can rise above mere local consid-
erations,and ephemeral public demands,
and we look to it for an example now.
The members who voted for the bill did
not believe in it and don’t want it to be-
come law. It is the most insincere vote
cast this session in the House of Assem-
bly. We can form no idea of the mo-
tives of the Government in permitting
this thing, but suppose they didn’t want
to disoblige a faithful follower like Mr.
Tibbits.

Profiting by the Death of a Reporter.

Mr. Anglin must be one of the hard-
est workers in the House of Commons.
He has not only drawn up that gigantic
motion of inquiry and writlen reports
and editorials for his paper, but he actu-
ally finds time to write little paragraphs
to he inserted in the paper as though
they were written in St. John. He is
so modest that he doesn’t want to be
known as the author. Finding that his
continual detraction of other New Bruns-
wick members was attributed to jealousy
he has slyly adopted the paragraph plan.
The other night the reporters left the
gallery in a bady, when the West Peter-
boro’ election case debate was at its
height, to accompany the remains of Mr.
Gregg to the railway station, and our
ingenuous journalist and stalesman in-
sinuates that they left to avoid listening
to a speech from one of his colleagues.
Now, a man must be talented to think of
making the death of a reporter, and the
act of the other reporters in honoring
their departed brother’s remains, avail-
able for furthering his own personal
spite and jealousy. No ordinary intel-
lect would ever have been equal to it.
He displays his great ability in the
readiness with which he seizes an op-
portunity. If poor Gregg had not died,
and if his brethren had not determined
to give an hour to honoring his remains,
there would have been no chance for
Mr. Anglin to say that his colleague had
driven the reporters out of the gallery.
Mr. Anglin is, probably, the only mem-
ber who made political capital out of
George Gregg's untimely death. Heis,
therefore, an abler man than his fellows,
and ought to be elocted leader of his

party.

NOTES AND NEWS.

NOVA SCOTIA.

A gentleman writing from Antigonish,
says :—*An old man named Thos. Cal-
laghan, over 80 years of age, and the only
occupant of an old house, went one day
last week to the woods for a supply of
fuel, and was found the following day be-
side a tree he had cut down, quite
dead.”

A numerously signed petition was for-
warded to the N. S. Legislature, from
Amherst a fortnight ago, asking for
« gome legislative enactment by which
persons, noted in the communities in
which they live for habitual drunkenness,
may be regarded in the character of luna-
tics and dealt with accordingly.”

Thomas Boggs, of the firm of Thomas
Boggs & Co., hardware merchants, Hali-
fax, died very suddenly of heart disease,
Thursday afternoon, at his residence in
Queen strect. He was at his place of
business in the forenmoon as usual, and
left at 1 p.m. for dinner. Soon after his
arrival at his house he became ill, and
expired in a very short time. He was an
upright and successful merchant, and
highly esteemed in every relation of life.

UNITED STATES.

Julius Eude and wife, of Jamaica, Long
Island, N. Y., owing to utter poverty,
opened veins in each others’ legs and
arms, Wednesday, preferring death to
starvation. The physician succeeded in

: tying the flow of bloed, but both will
probably die.

We read of a sanguinary duel fought in
the Boulevarde de Courcelles, Paris. Two
women had quarreled (of course) about

4 man, and agreed to decide their fate
with knives. They set to their bloody
work in a house, and one of them was
mortally and the other dangerously
wounded. As usual, the man suffers
also, and for some reason has been ar-
rested, though to be loved by two wo-
men at the same time would seem to be
punishment enough in itself.

The confession of John M. Osborne,
who was hung at Galesburg, Ill.; on the
5th instant, for the murder of Mrs. Math-

ews, is somewhat remarkable. It ap-
pears that it was thought desirable by
certain parties to put Mrs. Mathews out
of the way, as she was a witness in im-
portant cases. A perfect stranger ap-
proached Osborne and offered him first a
smaller sum and then $5000 to do the deed.
He higgled and hesitated, and finally con-
sented, and did the deed under circum-
stances of shocking "and unmentionable
brutality. He had not the least grudge
against the poor woman; he did the
bloody work solely for the pay. It is
believed that he had before served a
term in the Iowa penitentiary.

A lovely but unfortunate woman who
for reasons didn’t reside with her hus-
band, in Hartford, Conn., recently sent

him a little souvenir to soothe his soli-
tude. ‘This token of affection is thus de-
seribed : ““The box was divided by a par-
tition in the center, and contained three
pounds of gunpowder. The under side of
the cover was spread with sand-paper,
and bearing against were matches, so ar-
ranged that as the cover should slide it
would pull the matches up with force and
cause them to ignite.” This amiable cask-
et was suspected at once,and the matron’s
little plan to become a widow frustrated.

How a great business can decay is ex-
emplified in the case of Nantucket, Mass.
Thirty years ago the island sent nearly a
hundred whalers-—fine, large ships—into
the Pacific Ocean. Now the R. L. Bar-
stow=the last vessel in the whaling busi-
ness bearing the name of Nantucket on
her stern—has been sold at Callao. Mean-
while, the ancient town has subsided into
a sort of half watering-place—a very odd
and pleasant one for people wholike quiet,
and who would taste their sea-air with-
out the dissipations and the unsalutary
gayeties of more popular resorts.

Tom Smith, a negro, hanged at Loujs-
ville, Ky., on Friday for murder, was
baptized into the Methodist Church, and
received the sacrament ~ The ceremony
was conducted by one white and one
colored minister of his own choosing.
Smith was much affected, weeping copi-
ously. . After the ceremony he said, “I
shall die for this murder, but before long
you will all find out that I did not do it.
1 know who did, but it is impossible to
get hold of the right man now.” His
protestations of jnuocence were not cre-
dited.

GENERAL.

The will of the late Emperor of the
French has been proved in England. The
personal property which he possessed,
sworn to be less than £120,000, he left to
the Empress without reserve. The Erench
imperial crown, which he did not possess,
he bequeathed te the Prince Imperial,
which formality may be interpreted as in
the nature of an admonition to Prince
Napoleon and other members of the Bona-
parte family that the Verhuel line of suc-
cession is to take precedence of any other
in the eyes of all true Imperialists.

The Truro Sun says that on Thursday
evening last, while the freight train for
Truro, in charge of Conductor Leonard,
was proceeding towards its destination,
and when at Shubenacadie, Adam Boyd
was very seriously injured while attempt-
ing to couple cars. The cars coming
together at the time of the accident,
were two box cars, one Nova Scotia built
and the other New Brunswick. The lat-
ter being much the highest, its draw-
box passed over.that of the other, al-
lowing them to cowme too close together,
poor Boyd’s body being the only resist-
ance. - He was taken out from between
the-cars in an insensible condition and
carried into the station house. His ribs
were separated from his breast bone,
and his internal organs very much in-
jured. He received medical attention,
and was removed to his home in Truro.

The Goodrich Murder.

New YORrk, March 27.

The Brooklyn detectives say that the
manner of Charles Goodrich’s death is
no longer a mystery, but that the cause
and the circomstances are shrouded. It
is conceded that the woman so often men-
tioned in the case killed him, and to-cap-
ture her seems to be the only effort the
police are making. Wherever she may
be, she conceals herself more skilfally
than many professional criminals. She
was last seen in‘front of Mr. Goodrich’s
rosidence on the night before the body
was found.

Chief of Pelice Campbell said yester-
day that the detectives were on her trail,
and that there i every probability of
their being successful. * But,” said he,
¢ gven if we get the woman, the murder
will have to be proved.”

Coroner Whitehall also intimated that
the detectives are on her track, and that
they will soon arrest her. He expressed
some doubts whether it would be possible
to convict her even if arrested.

Mr. David Goodrich yesterday applied
to Surrogate Veecer for letters of ad-
ministration upon the estate of his son,
Charles Goodrich. The Surrogate direct-
ed that they be given on his filing a
bond in the penalty of $6,000, with two
sureties.

Defend Your Castle.

In his sermon on Crime last Sunday
the Rev. Henry Ward Beecher thus spoke
of the duty of every man to defend his
dwelling house :

I do not know how it is in New York
but I think & vast amount of the crime
committed in our own land is by persons
under 30 years ; by those persons in whom
hope is predominant. Now, on that class
there fallsinfluences that removefrom them
almost every cause of fear. I mention first
the cowardice of the householder,which is
an ill application of the great doctrine of
p:ace which teaches men that they had
petter let their houses be broken open
rather tifan send to judgment the mis-
creant who is doing it. The consequence
is that men, partly from cowardice and
partly from a badly educated view of this
subject, do not defend their premises. If
every man felt that when he became a
householder, he was entrusted with the
defence of a fort, and that whoever at-
tempted to take it held his life in his hand,
that he took on himself the risk of blood
and slaying, I think it would raise the tone
of conscience among the criminal class.
But if it is understood that the Christian
man lies white andtremblingin his bedwhile
thieves are ransacking his house, and says,
What is money? what is my watch or
my wife’s watch compared with my life,
or the taking of another man’s life? then
the result may be predicted with tolera-
ble certainty. No man is fit to keep
house that is not fit to defend it. I say
it is a Christian duty for men to fortify
their houses. There is not a house in
the street where I live that has not been
entered time and again. It is a shame
to build houses so that they can be en-
tered. After my house was robbed I
for.itled it. (Laughter). It is impunity
founded on cowardice that makes it so
easy to rob houses, and the men so al-
most universally escape. Now, while

_ The New York, which arrived from
Portland about 6 o’clock last evening,
left again this morning at 1.30, for Bos-
ton direct.

The steamer New Brunswick leaves
Portland for this port this afternoon, and
will leave again for Eastport, Portland
and Boston, on Monday morning at the
usual hour.

Intercolonial Freight.

The freight trains have during the past
few days been bringing over goods re-
ceived at Halifax by the iail steamers.
This freight is sent over the road in
bonded cars and the duties are paid in
St. John. The dry goods merchants have
already received a considerable quantity
of goods in this way.

From Ocean to Ocean tkrough Canada
The Rev. G. M. Grant’s Lecture.

If any stayed away from the lecture,
for fear of Mr. Grant not being present,
they missed a treat wilfully, and must be
content to know that they have not heard
one of the best lectures ever given in the
Institute. It was about the North West,
our North West, and contained facts and
ideas gathered in a journey across the
continent, on Canadian soil. In the
month of July, 1872, his party started, he
being secretary to Sandford Fleming’s
party, and many prophesied that they
would never get past the Rocky Moun-
tains. His impressions were conveyed
in clear and eloquent language, and his
descriptions were sovivid that one almost
fancied he could see the broad prairie,
the lake, the bold mountains, or the rush-
ing torrent, as he described them. His
manner was pleasing and he kept his au-
dience inthebestof humor with his witty
remarks and anecdotes. One hundred
miles north of Toronto at Collingwood
he started in his description, and he di-
vided his lecture into three grand divi-
sions the Lakes, Plains and Mountains.
Up first by steamer, over the waters of
Huron, passing the hundred thousand
homesteads of Ontario, and through the
canal into mighty Superior. The lec-
turer dwelt on the richness of mineral
deposits on the shores of these lakes
and other inland seas, constantly crop-
ping out, and expressed his belief that
one hundredth part of the mineral rich-
ness was not known. On board
steamer they travelled for five hundred
miles to Thunder Bay where the manner
of locomotion changed and consisted of
a wagon ride of forty miles, and then in
canoes through a succession of lakes and
streams. The lecturer was at home here,
the wild scenery, his Indian voyageurs,
and everything was most vividly describ-
ed. Ona dark and stormy night they
arrived at the stopping place where the
journey changes and the second part of
his lecture begins. Tired, wet and hun-
gry they throw themselves on the floor,
and sleep the sleep of the just. The lec-
turer is awakened in the morning by the
eries of the the enthusiastic botanist of
the party, who had already found thirty-
two more specimens of flora, and rising,
he gets his first view of the plains, his
description of which we cannot give, in
fact he felt rather afraid of giving
it himself, for fear of conveying
false impressions.  Over this they go on
Lorseback which, day after day, shows
some new feature. There is nothing to
‘tire, the scene is ever changing and
beautiful. The extent, the flora, the
fauna, and the climate, were all discussed
and made so interesting that all felt like
lingering longer on the second part of the
journey. But time was passing and the
grandst part of the lecture yet remained
—the mountains. Befaore commencing
this part, in eloquent language he referred
to the country he had passed over from
the Atlantic to the Rocky Mountains,and
fully expected to see Bulwer Lytton’s
idea of a line of loyal provinces from the
Atlantic to the Pacific, all singing Eng-
land’s national anthem. Mr. Grant here
asked the audience to sing a stanza of
this anthem,to rest him forafew moments,
which was done, and then commenced his
description of the journey tothe mountains
and impressions on having them before
him. This part of the lecture was short-
er but grander. His picture, for it can
be called nothing else, of the Athabasca
Valley with the five mountains rising
above it, with their white heads bare
of verdure for half a mile from the sum-
mit,—the rocks broken and jagged, as if
some great convulsion of nature had
opened this pass through the range.
Dropping suddenly from his sublime de-
scription of mountains and the feelings
inspired, he discussed the style of cook-
ing a beaver and the feelings inspired
when eating fresh meat after living with-

out it for a long time. This produced
much laughter. They then went down
the other side to the Pacific, making the
passage from Fort Garry to the ocean in
two months and two days, being the fast-
est time on record. His description of
the Pacific shore was equal to the rest of
the lecture, and his closing peroration
was calculated to stir up patriotic feel-
ings in every Canadian heart.

The Gazelle was on her passage from New
York for Corunna with a cargo of
parrafine.

A St. John vessel on fire.—On the morn-
ing of Thursday last a fire broke out in

" the cabin of the schooner Milo, of this

port, now undergoing repairs on the
marine railway at Dartmouth. The cabin
and all its contents were badly burned
before the fire was extinguished. The
Milo was built in Queen’s Co. in 1870 and
is owned by Mr. R. Barton.
