The new bonneta are heaped with 
flowers, and have bees and butterflies, 
emerald beetles and lady bugs upon

A pretty spring bonnet to match a 
green costume has a wreath of lily-of-the- 
valley leaves about the edge of the brim, 
and mass of the white blossoms at the

The fashion for matching everything 
in a costume is constantly growing in 
favor, in spite of its expensiveness. Many 
shoes and slippers are made of the same 
material as the house costume, and the 
wrap, bonnet, gloves and parasol match 
the walking dress.

Lace and tulle bonnets are all the rage 
just at this moment, but those of straw 
are in preparation. Many of straw lace 
are shown, to be lined with thin silk the 
color of the custome, and have two 
pair of narrow ribbon strings it the same 
color, but varing in shade. The strings 
are less than an inch in width.

Jackets to be worn on cool days 
throughout the summer and until Octo­
ber are being made of rough-looking but 
rich woollen, in ecru, cream or sand 
color, richly braided with old gold or 
tarnished gold braid ; the braid may be 
flat or round, or simply twisted. Some 
of these have the collar and vest of 
Lincoln green velvet.

Blouce waists with hilts all around, 
and basque with blouse fronts and gridles 
are bodices for imported dresses of light 
fabrics, such as lace gauze, crepe!ine, 
India silks and the pretty, old-fashioned 
lawns that are being revived by French 
modistes. Full soft draperies over the 
bust and shoulders is a feature of these 
waists, and is combined with full or leg of 
mutton sleeves.

The back of basques is gradually be­
coming much larger, and may be plain 
or shirred or out with bias forms. The 
blouse basques are a compromise between 
plain and full waist» that are found very 
generally becoming and are seen on both 
simple and rich dresses. Their blouse 
reaches only to the waist line, and is fin­
ished there by being buttoned over a vest 
or held by a wide, soft girdle, or else by 
a pointed ribbon girdle.

The newest black lace materials come 
made of strips of velvet alternating with 
lace insertions, either of French lace, like 
Chantilly, or of Marquis or of guipure. 
These have four or five strips of velvet 
and the same of lace in each width of 
goods, which is sold by the yard, like 
piece lace, and made up in diagonal 
strips for the apron, and straight-back 
breadths. Some of the bias surplice fronts 
have these strips crossing from the right 
shoulder to the left side of the wairt line, 
while the back is a basque of straight

London, May 1__ The first division in
committee on the coercion bill disclosed 
an immense reduction in the govern­
ment majority. Their monotonous 101 
had fallen to thirty-seven and Mr.'Healy’s 
proposed amendment to insert the word 
‘crime” in place of “offense” was reject­
ed by only thirty-seven votes. The par- 
nellites cheered wildly the announce­
ment of the result, and no wonder, for 
it was the first indication that the con­
servative whips are becoming unable to 
keep their men in hand and that patient 
watching may enable the opposition to 
snatch some important victory. Since 
the division on Mr. Healy’s amendment 
the government, alarmed at the result, 
has instructed its whips to secure a full 
attendance of supporters for every future 
session throughout the committee stage. 
But it is doubtful whether the conserva­
tives will respond with afiy great degree 
of alacrity. The vehemence of party 
feeling in favor of the bill is collapsing, 
partly through wearied interest and part­
ly on account of the peaceful condition 
of the Irish people under exaspera­
tion. The ministerialists admit that 
if the placid state of affairs in 
Ireland is not soon broken the govern­
ment must assent to the passage of a 
mere shadow of the bill as compared 
with the formidable measure first intro­
duced. The Pamellite tactics continue 
to be to protract obstruction and wear 
out the coercioniets. Mr. Healy, in the 
absence of Mr. Parnell, has led the way 
in placing on record a host of proposi­
tions to amend the bill. His plan is to 
meet cloture when it is applied by re­
newed amendments in the shape of new 
clauses. The government will thus be 
driven to apply cloture to the amend­
ments seriatim, and the principle 
of gag law will be so long drawn out by 
this process as to force very palpably 
upon the attention of the people its 
merits or demerits. The rules of the 
house contains nothing to prevent the 
most exhaustive process of obstruction in 
committee, and it is only after the bill has 
been reported to the house that the full 
and illimitable powers of cloture can 
be brought into play. As an illustration 
of the prospects in committee take the 
first clause of the bill and the one con­
sidered as offering the least ground for 
contention. There are already 170 
amendments offered to this clause and 
more will be proposed as the contest 
progresses. In fighting the bill step by 
step the liberals can now rely upon the 
gradual crumbling away of the majority’s 
solidity. To-day’s meeting of the union­
ists held at Devonshire house, displayed 
symptoms of party cleavage. Right Hon 
Edward Heneage’s proposal to strike out 
the change of venue clause of the coer- 

bill met the support of the active 
section of Lord Hartington’s followers, 
as did also a proposal to limit the clauses 
dealing with summary jurisdiction. Sev­
eral members urged that the Whiteboy 
clauses contained in the bill be replaced 
by provisions similar to the recognized 
common law methods of dealing with 
riot and unlawful assemblages. Lord 
Hartington himself, however, an ultra- 
coercionist and his attitude is one of “no 
modification.”

TUB FORCED LETTER.

Mr. Parnell is still absent trom parlia­
ment, recruiting his health at Avondale.
He hopes to be able to meet his party 
advisers on Monday. The forged (Times’) 
letter has been submitted to experts who 
state that the forger was doubtless a 
stranger to Parnell, or at least unfamiliar 
with his writing, and that he probably 
had only one signature of Parnell’s to 
copy from, and further than this they ex­
press the belief that the signature used 
as an example was written with a € 
stylographic pen or pencil. All the 
special characteristics of his usual 
signature are wanting in the forgery. 
Under the mathematical law of averages 
Mr. Parnell would write a signature re­
sembling the forgery once in 362,880 
times. If Mr Parnell had been dead 
when the Times’ letter was published, or 
unable from any cause to give his person­
al testimony against the genuineness of 
the signature, still a skilful and scientific 
scrutiny of the evidence otherwise pro­
curable would have sufficed to prove the 
signature a clumsy forgery.

A Suicide from I he Yacht Sunbeam.
A suicide has taken place fromLordBras- 

sey's well known yacht sunbeam during 
its voyage around the world. Frank 
White, of Bristol, was acting private 
secretary on voyage between India and 
Australia. On the 25th of February, 
after visiting Goa, he was in buoyant 
spirits. He spoke of the bright pros­
pects of the voyage, and sat on deck and 
asked to be given some mail letters to 
write, as he had nothing to do. Present­
ly he got up and walked quietly aft, and 
then, without uttering a word, jumped 
from the stern into the sea. The Sun­
beam was at that moment going at ten 
knots an hour with all her sails set. The 
man at the helm sang out “man over­
board." and Lady Brassey, hearing the 
cry, ran aft, bringing a lifebuoy. The 
yacht was brought round without the 
loss of an instant, and the bojrt was low­
ered and rowed over and over the part 
of the sea where Mr. White’s water­
logged helmet was floating, but no trace 
of him was seen. This distressing event
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took place when the yacht was at some 
distance from Goa. In a coil of ropes on 
the deck of the Sunbeam was found a 
large packet of letters addressed to Lady 
Braeaey. In a brief note he bade fare­
well to her ladyship, and asked her to 
forgive him for making this return for 
all her kindness to him, and asked her 
to throw all his things overlteard, stating 
that he was so ill that he could not bear 
it any longer, that he was almost mad.

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HEROIC REFORMS.
It ig said that Sir Charles Tupper, if he 

remains in office, intends introducing 

into dominion affairs some heroic re­

forms. This may be ; but we are not so 
sure that Sir 'Charles does not intend, 

also, to introduce some heroic expenses. 

We had just as soon run the risk of the 

introduction of heroic reforms and see 

Sir Charles return to his London palace. 
Anyone who has watched Sir Charles* 

course in his several offices must have 

eeen that he does nothing in a niggardly 

way, at all events in his official capacity, 

and that he is fully capable of introduc­

ing heroic expenses. Sir John and Sir 

Charles introduced an heroic reform in 
the shape of the office of Canadian High 

Commissioner. This high functionary 

was to look after Canada’s interests in 

the mother country. There would be no 
necessity of ministerial trips to Britain, 

and the expenses connected with the 

office would not be large. In this reform 

Sir Charles was evidently determined 

that niggardliness should find no quar­
ter. Lest Canadians or Londoners should 

think him small, he took care to have in 

his London palace everything that fancy 

could suggest or art could supply. 

Though a prohibitionist, he took care 

that there ahould be a wine bin in Can­

ada’s mansion lest Canada should be 

charged with smallness in this direction. 
Lest Sir Charles should be charged with 

taking no interest in Canadian affairs, he 

occasionally came across to see us, and 

leet the government should be thought 

narrow or discourteeus, one or two of 

our ministers returned Sir Charles’ visits, 

and thus the wheels of the reform moved

Sir Charles once undertook to intro­

duce heroic reforms into the manage­
ment of the Intercolonial railway, but 

just where the saving was effected we 
have never been able to determine.

MONDAY IN TH^RITISH COM-

Debate on the Crimes Bill-Some 
Leading Lights T ake Part.

London, May 2.—In the house of com­
mons to-niglit, Mr. Healy moved that the 
first clause of the crimes bill be so 
amended as to indicate clearly to what 
portions of Ireland the bill would be ap­
plicable. He suggested that the words 
“proclaimed districts” be omitted, and 
that “Kerry, Londonderry and Belfast” 
be inserted in their stead.

Mr. Balfour, chief secretary for Ireland, 
declined to accede to this proposal. He 
•aid the government intended to apply 
the clause to all parts of Ireland where 
the prevalence of crime justified such

Mr. Healy asked if bloodstained Belfast 
where troops had been shot and police­
men murdered, was to go free while 
miserable rackrented districts in the 
southwest were to be punished.

Mr. Balfour replied that the govern­
ment would exeicise perfect impartiality 
in suppressing disorder everywhere.

Lahoucbere said the scope and aim of 
the bill was to crush out the Nationalists, 
leaving the Orangemen to do anything 
they liked. The administration of law 
was so bound up with Orange faction that 
it could not be impartial.

Gladstone suggested that the words 
“proclaimed districts” remain, but that 
the districts be defined under other 
clauses of the bill.

Mr. Healy replied that over 300 per­
sons were maimed for life and some kill­
ed in the Belfast riots, and that only a 
few of the rioters had been punished, 
lie said the statement was untrue that 
there had been no convictions in Kerry. 
There had been over 20.

Mi. Holmes said nota single “moon­
lighter” had ever been convicted. It was 
only by a change of venue that any con­
viction could be obtained.

Mr. Healy postponed his motion in de­
ference to Gladstone’s suggestion,and the 
ainendment proposed by Healy that an 
inquiry be held only when evidence had 
been withheld on account of intimidation, 
was rejected by a vote of 206 to 110, 
after a discussion that lasted two hours 
and a half. Healy then moved that the ! 
high court, not the attorney general, be 
empowered to order inquiry.

Mi. Gibson, solicitor general for Ire­
land, replied that the government was un­
able to accept the amendment.

Haldane, home rule liberal, proposed 
to substitute “judge” for “high court,” 
and Healy assented. The discussion 
being continued, XV. H. Smith, first lord 
of the treasuiy, amid cries of “shame,” 
moved to enforce the cloture rule. The 
motion was carried by a vote of 257 to 
135. Gladstone and other opposition 
leaders walked slowly into the opposi­
tion lobby, while the . parnellites and 
Gladstonians stood cheering wildly.

Healy'e amendment was then rejected 
by a vote of 231 to 142.

Mr. Nolan moved to report progress on 
the bill. Mr. W. H. Smith said the gov­
ernment was unable to agree to this be­
cause only nine of ttie 140 amendments 
to the first clause had been disposed of. 
Later, however, progress was reported.

Queens ect on Scandal 

Before Committee this 
Morning.

A Lively Discussion — Sir 
John and Thompson Look­

ing After Baird’s In­
terests.

A Conservative Member 
Speaks Out Against the^ 

Outrage.

An Amendment to Gazette 
King Voted Down—13 to 16.

Ottawa, May 3.—Before the comittee 

on privileges and elections in the house 
of commons this morning the Queen’s 
county election scandal came up for in­
vestigation. The room was crowded, 
the party leaders on both sides being 
present. Baird was present, but Mr. 
King was not. Neither claimant had 
counsel.

Thompson, Minister of Justice, argued 
that it would be better for the committee 
first to decide whether this was a case in 
which the committee should appear, or 
leave the matter to the courts. His own 
opinion favored the latter view and he 
moved, therefore, that McCarthy, Wel­
don, Davies, Hall and Royal be a sub­
committee to engage in ami report upon 
precedents by Thursday next.

Blake said the motion reduced the 
practice of delay to a fine art. anil th it 
already, through tlio action of the re­
turning officer in making an incomplete 
statement of facts and returns, the pos­
sibility of n speedy action by parliament 
in settling the case was rendered im-

Thompaon contended that the object 
of hia motion was to expedite the matter.

Weldon danied that this was a con­
troverted election and there were facts 
before the committee showing that a 
returning officer had fraudulently de­
ceived and elected a man haviug a 
minority of votes. There were no pre­
cedents obtainable, because the offence 
complained of were unique. lie moved 
an amendment that the writ be amended 
by substituting King's name for that of 
Baird's, and that King's name be 
gazetted.

Thompson argued that to gazette 
King would be to prevent Baird from 
petitioning.

Mulock said the object of the com­
mittee was simply to discover prece­
dents for perpetrating an outrage. There 
was no right whereby an offi ier of the 
people could defeat the will of the peo­
ple and whatever rights B.tird acquired 
had their sole foundation in fraud. 
The Minister of Justice xvas hero de­
fending a false entry made by Duno, as 
clerk of tlio court of the people, when 
Davies challenged Baird to rise before 
the committee and state on what claim, 
either ot law, or equity, or justice he 
claimed this seat.

McCarthy spoke against the amend­
ment and Edgar and Mills in favor.

Sir John .Macdonald then expressed 
the hope that the committee would not 
take the bull by the horns, as was done 
in the amendment, and incure disastrous 
consequences, and establish bad prece-

Pateraon, conservative member for 
Essex, said be should vote for the amend­
ment because lie did not think there 
waè reason for delay, and that the case 
was one for summary décision. This was 
a question which involved self protection 
of present and future member^. lie 
thought that the Minister of Justice 
would have strengthened himself and his 
friends by moving an amendment in the 
house seating King.

The amendment was then put and last 
by 13 yeas, 16 nays, majority against, 3, 
and the mam motion carried.

The committee then adjourned till 
Thursday.

PLOT TO PHF.VKNT A HANGING.

A Spokane Falls, W. T. newspaper 
publishes a sensational story of a plan by 
which it waa intended to save Robt. £. 
Sproule from death on the gallows. The 
paper says that the officals of the goal, 
including the physicans and a harness 
maker, were in the plot, and determined 
to arrange a harness in which to encase 
the prisoner which would bear the entire 
weight of his body, the same to be worn 
underneath his clothing, and which 
would relieve all strain from the neck 
and prevent strangulation. Tlio contriv­
ance was a singular one in its details, 
being so arranged that it would require 
extremely close observation to detect it. 
The prisoner was to be in possession of 
the plot and was to all appearance to be 
hung until dead. The physicans duty 
was to pronounce him dead, and he was 
to all appearance to be buried, hut in 
reality it was to bo a mock burial and 
Sproule waa to be led outside , the city 
and embark on a foreign vessel. Their 
plans were well arranged, mid it seems 
that it would have been well carried out 
but for the faint-heartedness of the 
physician, who, at the last moment back­
ed out and Robert E. Sproule was 
swung into eternity. The plot, the paper 
says, is only just coming out and there 
will likely soon be an immigration of 
British Columbia officials across our line 
into the States. It says the affair if suc­
cessful “would have met the approval of 
a large portion of the people, who, even 
yet feel that an innocent man has paid 
the penalty of some one else’s crime, 
and the hanging is only mentioned in 
undertones.”

Eggs in Sviiprisk— Make a small hole 
in an egg and pierce the yolk witli a large 
needle in order to empty it out of the 
shell ; (ill this l-y means of a small funnel 
with warm jelly and set to cool on ice; 
over the whole in the egg you can paste 
a motto or the name of a child or person.

Mint Savck__Take some line bunches
of mint, wash all sand or grit from them 
in several clear waters : then remove the 
stems and chop tiie leaves tine in the 
best ci<ler vinegar, adding sugar. The 
mint sauce, should be as thick as horse­
radish sauce, and it is the best to put it 
in little dishes by each plate-

Lemon Ciikksb Cakes.—Put into a stew- 
pan one-half a cup of butter, three quart 
era ot a pound of loaf sugar, the yolks of 
six eggs whisked and strained, and whites 
of four, the juice of two lemons and the 
rind of one grated. Keep the whole 
stirred over a gentle fire until it is as thick 
as good cream ; pour into small jars, and 
when cold cover with paper before put­
ting on the lid.

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A HEAVY FRESHET.
The Douglas Icc Jam Breaks 

Away—A Great Ice Floe.

Several Million Feet of Logs 
Afloat in the lee.

Extent of the Damages along 
the Hiver Caused by the 

lee and High Freshet.

At seven o'clock yesterday morning the 
great ice jam at Douglas remained unmoved, 
although the river was swollen to freshet 
height, and the current running with ir­
resistible force. What held it fast bo one 
could conjecture. The water in the river 
continued to rise all day Sunday and Sun­
day night at a rapid rate, it being estimated 
that the rise averaged an inch an hour from 
Saturday night to Monday morning. 
Shortly alter 8 o'clock

Ttie Jana Gave Away, 
or a very large portion of it, on the eastern 
side of the islands, carrying with it an im­
mense quantity of lumber, drift stuff and 
barn wrecks. This great mass of floating 
ice and tomber on the top of a freshet fully 
22 feet above low water mark came down 
with great force against the bridge. “The 
Douglas jam has broken” soon became tbe 
watchword, and scores of people rushed to 
the bridge to witness the scene. The water 

Too It a Sudden Blue, 
caused by the great bedy of ice in the water, 
as well as the backed up water that had got 
vent by the breaking away of the jam.

At the the jam came down the
Dongles island sheer booms, of the Frederic­
ton boom company, which had been torn 
away along with the other wrecks. The 
booms stretched lor a long distance In a 
slanting direction across the river and came 
down against the bridge piers, damming the 
ice for a second or two when the

Chain* Broke Like Pipe Stems 

with the great pressure leaving portions of 
the booi^fcanging around several of the 
piers. There was a steady run of a solid 
compact mass of ice for upwards of two 
ho»s. At times the ice was piled up six 
and eight feet above the surface of the water, 
the superstructure of the bridge barely es­
caping the huge masses. The water was 
over the top of the highest wharves and the 
bridge piera themselves were not more than 
a couple of feet out of the water.

Imbedded in the great mass of ice was a 
vast amount of lumber which had been car­
ried away by the ice fiesket and lodged in 
the jam. At one time, near the tail of the 
jam, was a vast field, several acres in extent, 
of spruce and pine logs, shingle stuff and 
wood of all kinds.

But with all the great quantity of ice that 
passed by the city during the forenoon of 
yesterday, the big

lee Jam In tbe Main Channel 
had not broken, and did not break away 
until noon. It reached the city between one 
and two o'clock. The water was higher, 
the current stronger, and the strain and 
pressure against the bridge piers was much 
greater than in the forenoon. Great bodies 
of jammed ice, sometimes eight and ten feet 
out of the water, and much farther below, 
with logs piled and cross-piled in great 
quantities in among the ice, came down 
with tremendous force against the piers. It 
seemed as if it was capable of carrying 
everything before it, and many feared from 
the great height of the water that the 
bridge would be badly damaged. When 
such a floe struck the bridge so near the 
tops of the piers, the tremor from the shock 
could be perceptibly felt on any part of the 
brilge, but the piers proudly ploughed their 
ways through tbe great mass. One of the 
temporary supports of a chord was broken 
•way and the draw pier was slightly dam­
aged yesterday, being all the injuries which 
the bridge sustained. The pier damaged by 
the ice run on Wednesday did good service 
yesterday.

About four o'clock the heaviest part of the 
jam had passed the city. But the water still 
remained at a great height, and only sub­
sided about five or six inches after the big 
jam had passed the ‘ity.

A despatch from Madawaska states that 
ice ran out on Sunday evening on tbe top of 
a very high freshet, carrying with it all of 
the logs hung up along the river last fall. 
The Madawaska ice followed immediately 
after the Douglas jam in passing the city. 
The amount of logs that passed the city yes­
terday, carried away with the ice,cannot be 
estimated with any kind of exactness. There 
must have been upwards of

Six Million Feet or Lumber 
that floated through the bridge yesterday 
from early morning until late in the evening. 
Much of this lumber was badly damaged by 
the ice. The lumbermen whose lumber was 
hung above the Grand Falls had hoped that 
the ice would be sleared out of the lower 
part of tbe river before the Madawaska ice 
came down im order that the booms here 
might be swung and the lumber saved. But 
in this they have been sadly disappointed. 
Nearly every stick of John Kilbum’s cut of 
last year was hung above the Grand Falla 
and is carried away by the ice freshet this 
spring. The same may be said of other 
lumberl^L

Mr. Emffy Sewell, however, had a 
Crew of Over a lOO Men 

strung along the river yesterday and last 
night between the lower booms and the 
Long Reach fishing the logs out of the ice. 
A large number of farmeis along the lower 
part of the river were also engaged in tbe 
same work. Dossibly in this way, the water 
being high, the greater part of the lumber 
■will be saved.

! ^ The lee Field Scene.

The roads leading Into town could lot 
possibly be in any worse condition than they 
■were on Saturday and Sunday, and con­
sequently few people travelled them in 
either direction. One or two parties, how­
ever, made their way to Springhill on Sun­
day to view the great ice jam which then re­
mained unbroken. Over the whole of the 
vast expanse of water island land and in­
tervals among the Douglas islands, there 
■was not more than an acre of land in this 
twenty-five or thirty square miles of territory 
that was not covered with ice. The water 
found as escape in a crooked channel over 
and back of the islands which was filled 
with Heating ice. The acre of land that was 
not submerged was on Sugar Island on the 
high ground where the Murray buildings are 
located. All the other islands were entire­
ly submerged. Many were of tbe opinion 
that the ice jam extended to the very bottom 
et the river, and this opinion was confhmrd 
by the almost endless run ef ice that rushed 
down by the city yesterday from the jam.

Elevem Berne en ike Islaads 
were made total wrecks and others were 
damaged to a more or less extent. Some of 
the barns carried away were newly built 
ones. As elated in Saturday's issue Mr. 
Rainsford’s store house on the islands, as 
well as bis barns, were very little damaged. 
It was reported yesterflay that they had been 
carried away, but the report is incorrect. 
The damage done to the islands by the ice 
and freshet cannot yet be estimated.

The Freshet.
The river aed all the smaller streams are 

•t present swollen to a very high pitch. 
When it is considered that on the head of 
this freshet there are several feet of unmelt­
ed snow in the woods and all over the 
country on the Upper St. John, the freshet 
has undoubtedly not yet reached its high­
est pitch. Parties arriving by train from 
the upper St. John state that there is still 
good sleighing in the upper part of Carle- 
ton County, andin Victoria and Madawaska 
counties. The torrent of water new rushing 
St. John is said down theby many to be un­

equalled since the year of the cholera.
Down on the lowlands of Maugerville and 

Sheffield the ffcrtnere bid taken every pre­

caution anticipating a big freshet and their 
very worst fears have been realized. A 
gentleman who came up from down river 
last night says that water, ice and lumber 
cover the intervals for miles around extend­
ing to the Jemseg and back to Maquapit 
Lake.

The mill creek bridge below Stewart's 
mill, commonly known as the White bridge, 
is several feet under water. Mr. Arthur 
Glasier, who came to town yesterday says 
he had to wade his horse belly deep in the 
water in crossing this bridge, and that many 
other bridges below were also under water.

Tbe highway road, above Currie’s moun­
tain, in Douglas, is several feet underwater 
for miles. Some parties who started to

The movement of steamer» was somewhat 
demoralized by yesterday's big ice run. It 
is understood that tbe "Soulanges" left St. 

Why a 
boat would have to come sp river even 
after the jam broke is not very clear.

Six woodboats arrived on Saturday and 
are lying in the mouth of the Nashwaak. 
They arrived in time to escape the ice.

On Saturday noon, the tug Dlrigo arrived 
from St. John and began at once the work 
of clearing away the jammed ice from the 
draw passage. She succeeded in cutting 
her way through and after passing tbe draw 
was engaged breaking away the ice above 
the bridge. She turned more than a dozen 
times a few yards above the bridge on the 
swift current, when at one time her screw 
shaft stopped on the centre and the boat in a 
second or two was carried down with great 
force against the bridge, her smoke stack 
cutting a hole in the footwalk of the bridge. 
Fears were had while the boat lay in this 
predicament that the ice jam would break 
away, which would have produced a serious 
result. The boat was got out after about 
a couple of hours by stretching cables to 
the shore and working a windlass. The 
tugboat Relief came to her relief about dark 
and towed her to St. John where she is now 
being repaired.

The "Florenceville" is expected to arrive 
here this evening.

One of the workmen employed cutting the 
Ice away from the bridge draw yesterday 
got a cold ducking in the water.

FRESHETS IN MAINE.

No Trains or Malls from the West.
Maine, as well ae this province, is just now 

being visited by unusually high freshets, 
which are causing considerable damage. 
The New Brunswick Railway Company gave 
notice yesterday that in consequence of the 
heavy rise of water and washouts on the 
line between Vanceboro and Bangor, the 
train service between those points will be 
suspended for a day or two. Passenger 
trains for points on the Now Brunswick 
railway will run regularly, but passengers 
destined west of Vanceboro cannot go be­
yond that point until the running of trains 
to and from that place is resumed.

The Kennebec is higher than for eighteen 
years past, and at last accounts the water 
was still rising. Nearly every boom in the 
river has been swept away, and millions of 
logs, it is feared, will be carried out to sea 
and lost.. East of Bangor, on the main 
line of the Maine Central, there have been 
no washouts, although the track has been 
overflowed in several places and especially 
on the Vaucbboro bog.

I,AW AND ORDER LEAGUE.

The adjourned meeting ol the temperance 
workers of tbe city was held in Fisher's 
building last night.

“You don't know where 
we’ll be to-morrow. They have been 
drilling all day at Kiverly, three thousand 
of 'em They’ll come in to-morrow, 
mebbe, and hang all the railroad preei- 
ents.
