Favorite Beverages In Persia.
Tho great beverage in Persia is sher­

bet, which id plentifully supplied, and of 
which there are many varieties—from 
tho bowl of water with a squeeze of 
lemon to the clear, concentrated juice of 
any soit of fruit to which water is added 
to dilute it. The preparation of sherbet, 
which is done? with the greatest care, is 
a very important point in so thirsty a 
country as Persia, and one to which 
much timo is devoted. It may be either 
expressed from tlio juice of fruit freshly 
gathered or from the preserved extract 
of [lomugraiiates, cherries or lemons 
mixed with sugar and submitted to a 
certain degree of heat to preserve it for 
winter consumption.

Another sherbet much drank is called 
guzang ebben. It is made from the 
honey of the tamarisk tree. This honey 
is not tlio work of tlio bee, but is made 
by a small, jnsect living under the leaves 
of tlio shrub. During the months of 
August and September the insect is col­
lected and tlio honey is preserved. 
When used for sherbet it is mLxed with 
vinegar, and, although not so delicious 
as that made from fruit, it makes an ex­
cellent bererage.

Only among the rich and fashionable 
are glasses used. In all other cases sher­
bet is served in china bowls and drank 
from deep wooden spoons carved in pear- 
wood.— Youth’s Companion.

A Most Creditable Display of 
Private Slock.

Fine Weather at Last and a 
Large Attendance.

Complete List of'tlie Prizes Award­
ed this Moraine.

The heavy rain which Bet in early on 
Tuesday morning continued unabated all 
day yesterday, and the hundreds of people 
who arrived in town to attend the horse and 
cattle show an 1 races, crawled into the 
1 «tels end boarding houses with what little 
energy wai left in them after a roost dis­
agreeable ride in tbs cars, and rat the day 
out wondering how such torrents of rain 
could continue to fall so steadily.

Despite the heavy fall of rain the gates to 
the show grounds were thrown open at nine 
o'clock in the morning, but very few visi­
tors put in an appearance.

Nervia Wins First Heat in 
Stake Race.

The Three Minute Class ami the 
Four-Year-Old.

The races opened shortly after 2 o’clock. 
There was an immense attendance. The 
track was in a fair condition after the heavy 
rain of yesterday, far better than was ex­
pected. The judges are Sheriff Sterling and 
F. P. Thompson, of Fredericton, and Daniel 
McCormick, ul St. John. Mr. YcOormick, 
acted as starter.

The first race called was the stake race, 
foals of 18SC. The starters were Conductor 
Hagerman's Billmont, Sagitta, of Sussex, 
McCoy’s Nervia, and Prince Charles, of 
Woodstock. Positions were awarded ai 
follows : Sagitta, the poll, Prince Ch arlcs 
second, Billmont third, Nervia fourth. 
After several attempts the horses started off 
pretty even. Nervia . shot ahead with 
Sagitta second, Prince Charles third, and 
Billmont behind, which positions were main­
tained at the finish of the halt mile. The 
horses held these positions at the close with 
Nervia nearly a j mile ahead. The others 
being distanced, Nervia was awarded the 
race. Time 3 min. 1} seconds. First money 
is the entries with $59 added.

Three minute class next called. Starters : 
Blackbird, Charlottetown; Sussex Lass, of 
Sussex; Disappointment, of Bangor. Black­
bird was given the poll, Sussex Lass second, 
Disappointment, third. Horses started 
well together, Blackbird and Dis­
appointment soon shooting ahead 
and trotting almost neck and neck 
lor the first half, when the former took the 
lead. Sus-ex Lass, which kept steadily 
trotting a little behind, passed Disappoint­
ment at the three quarter pole, and shot 
ahead of Blackbird on the home stretch, 
and, not being headed from there to the 
finish, captured the heat in 2 40).

The fonr-year-old race was next called. 
Seven starters: Lady Max, of St. John; Wild 
Flower, of Charlottetown; John McCoy's 
Maggie T.; Frank Nelson, of Portland; Re- 
verie, of Sussex; Lucy Derrick, of Snssex; 
Gladstone, of Truro. Lncy Derrick was 
given the poll. Lady Max took the lead and 
maintained it all the way through. The 
others kept well together some distance be­
hind, Wildflower breaking every now and 
then. Gladstone finished second, Frank 
Neleon, third; Maggie T., fourth; Wildflow­
er, fifth; Lucy Derrick, sixth. Time, 2.45.

SECOND HEAT OF THREE MINUTE CLASS.

With a good start for all, Sussex Lass 
soon took the lead, bat was passed by Dis­
appointment before quarter mile poll was 
reached. The three horses kept well to­
gether for the rest of the mile, Blackbird 
taking the lead on the home etietch and 
winning the heat with Disappointment a 
close second and Snssex Lass a foot or two 
behind.

SECOND HEAT OF FOUR TEAR OLD. *

After several attempts horses started well 
together.

Features of American Handicraft.
Rapidity of execution, not fine 

work, is tho distinguishing feature 
of all American handicraft. Ameri­
can carpenters and wood workers do 
more good work in a given time than 
any of their brothers of other lands, but 
it does not have the .faultless neatness of 
the product of Chinese and French 
artisans. Tho Chinese, for instance, 
make chairs, cabinets and even houses 
without the use of a single nail, and 
every piece of wood is fitted to its place 
with hair line exactness. It is not con­
sidered extraordinary in China to spend 
three years in tho construction of a 
single bedstead.—Chicago News.

The Amount of Water Power.
The American Statistical association 

publishes some Interesting figures on the 
amount of water power employed in the 
United States. In 1880 there was a total 
water power equal to 1,225,379 horse 
power used for manufacturing purposes, 
this being 85.9 per cent, of tho total 
power thus employed in the states. The 
annual value of the waterpower thus 
utilized is set down at $24,000,000. The 
New England states alono use 34.5 per 
cent, of the whole water power of the 
country, and altogether tho Atlantic 
states use over three-fourths of the whole. 
—Public Opinion.

Tlio “Book of the Dead."
A magnificent hieroglyphic papyrus, 

containing a careful transcript of the 
"Book of tho Dead," lias been secured 
by the British museum. It was written 
for a royal scribe called Ani, who was a 
man of great importance in the early 
part of the period of tho rule of the 
kings of tho nineteenth dynasty over 
Egypt, about 3,200 years ago. The papy­
rus is quite complete, the first and fast 
vignette having been preserved intact.— 
Chicago Herald.

What Bogs Cost Us.
There is in the United States a dog for 

every three inhabitants. The cost of 
keeping 20,000,000 dogs is at least $200,- 
000,000 per annum. The food given to 
an average dog every year if fed to 
chickens would yield a return of more 
than $10. High toned dogs are very ex­
pensive, their food costing a good deal 
more than that of some people.—Public 
Opinion.

Attending it--Her Face and 
Body Cut and Bruised.

Her Husband's Story not Credited 
l»y the Neighbors.

News Las been received of an occurrence 
near Clarendon, Charlotte Co., which may 
prove to be a case of murder. On Saturday 
the body of a woman named Mrs. Naylor 
was found lying on the ground ont side the 
house. She was unconscious and her face 
and body bore the marks of severe injuries. 
Her body was bruised, and her face was 
swollen and discolored as if she had been 
beaten with a stick. Her husband’s explan­
ation of her condition was that she bad been 
leading a cow from the barn, that the cow 
knocked her down and trampled upon her 
and thus produced the injuries. The woman 
was taken into her house and there she died 
on Sanday or Monday. The people in the 
neighborhood then became aroused, and 
finally determined that it was necessary to 
hold an inquest. They accordingly sent to 
St. Stephen for Dr. Roes, coroner, to hold an 
investigation into the sad case. One of the 
reports current is that the husband and wife 
quarrelled and that the woman was injured 
in the fight that took place. Naylor is of 
middle age; his wife was about 35 or 40. 
They bad no children.

To-day’s Sun says The story was that 
on Saturday last Mrs. Naylor, in a semi-con­
scious state, was found lying on the gronnd 
just outside the house. She was carried in 
and it was seen she bore all the evidence of 
having received a severe beating from some 
one. Her face and body were cut and bruis­
ed and her face considerably swollen and 
discolored. When taxed with having brnt- 
a ly beat his wife, Naylor indignantly de­
nied the charge and said her injuries were 
sustained in this way: Sfcc was leading a 
cow by a rope from the bam, and the ani­
mal becoming frightened at some object, 
made a sadden start and threw his wife vio­
lently to the ground; that she held on tight­
ly to the rope, and in doing eo received the 
injuries indicated above.

Mrs. Naylor when taken into tho bout 
waa cared for as much as possible and some 
of the people in the neighborhood visited 
her. However, Mrs. Naylor never recovered 
her senses and died Sanday morning after 
considerable suffering thronghont the night.

Three men, one the husband of the dead 
woman, and two others, whose names are 
withheld for the present, are held as wit­
nesses by Coroner Ross of St. Andrews. 
These men were at Naylor's house on Friday 
or Saturday, and one of them stopped there 
all night.

Mr. and Mrs. Naylor are both known in 
this city and were employed for a time in 
Parks' factory. Mrs. Naylor worked for 
families about the city and waa also employ­
ed for a time to attend to the cleaning of the 
I. O. R. depot.

Our correspondent at Clarendon station, 
writing yesterday at noon, says :

"There is great excitement in Olarendon 
settlement, Charlotte Co., and also on the 
Crawford road, in Queens Co., over the sud­
den death of the wife of a man named Nay­
lor, who lives on what iz known as Queens 
ridge, Charlotte Co., some seven or eight 
miles back from Clarendon station. Her 
death occurred Sanday morning last, under 
what some of the people in the vicinity 
claim to be suspicious circumstances.

" It appears that the man and his wife, 
who are English immigrants, lived alone 
with no very near neighbors. The man says 
that on Saturday his wife was leading a 
cow with a rope, when the cow in some way 
knocked her down and injured her so that 
•he died on Sunday morning. The neigh­
bors do not credit this story.

"It appears that tho woman had a very 
bad cut across her forehead reaching to her 
chtek, also that her back bore marks of 
heavy blows, and that her clothing was not 
torn or ditty as it would be bad shebeen 
dragged by a cow. The general opinion is 
tint the parlies bal procured liquor from 
some parties that were out to Queen's lake 
fishing, and that they bad stopped at Nay­
lor’s on Friday night and that under the in­
fluence of tl at the man had beaten and abus­
ed his wife sufficient to cause her death on 
Sanday morning.

“ Squire McLeod te’egraphed to St. An­
drews tor a coroner on Monday. Coroner 
Ross arrived at Clarendon station by the 
Fredericton train this Wednesday monitor, 
the 3rd last., and said he was going to sift 
the matter to the bottom."

ISpocial to Yesterday's Weekly.]
Andover, Oct. 3. The jury in the 

murder case, which retired about II 
o'clock a m., yesterday, came into 
court last evening and announced 
they had not agreed upon u verdict, after an 
absence of over seven hours. The Judge 
directed that they should remain together 
daring the night. This morning, the jury 
again returned to court with a verdict of 
manslaughter against the two prisoners.

The matter of W. H. Ellis, charged with 
contempt of court in interfering with Anna 
Phi'ilipine, waa brought np Tuesday after­
noon. Mr. Thoe. Lawson appeared for Ellis, 
who submitted an alliiavit denying all 
An- a's allegations and stating that his chief 
remark to her was one only expressive of 
sympathy for the position she and her 
brother occupied. Mr. Lawson assured the 
court that bis client utterly repudiated n'l 
Idta of contempt. The attorney general 
severely criticised Ellis's conduct and point­
ed ont that bis affidavit was but a partial 
denial of the charges. Never be "ore had he 
•< sn such determine 1 effort to interfere with 
the administration of justice ai had been 
met with daring this trial, but believing that 
the action already takes would not be lost 
on the public, he would not press the 
charge against either pa ly. Judge Wet- 
more seveiely censured Ellis for his conduct 
In the matter of Lovely be expressed regret 
that tin ill-fcealth of Auna Pbillipino pro­
hibited its full investigation.

Manly H. Craig, of Perth, was summoned 
to answer for contempt in posting and dis­
tributing dodgers, the catch-lines of which 
read in bold type : “The prisoners will not 
be found guilty.” Mr. Gregory appeared 
for Craig, who submitted an affidavit alleg­
ing he intended no contempt, had only acted 
in ignorance and had as acou as he was 
aware of his offence, called in and destroyed 
all the dodgers which were issued solely to 
advertise his eating saloon. Mr. Gregory 
appealed to the court to deal leniently with 
Craig. Judge tVetmoro said that a con­
tempt had been committed, but under the 
circumstances he would deal leniently with 
Craig and only impose a fine of $20, the 
prieonerto remain in custody of the sheriff 
until the fine was paid.

This afternoon His Honor Judge Wetmore 
sentenced the prisoners Io fifteen years each 
in the penitentiary.
