The court of cassation has informed 
the minister of the colonies, M. Guil- 
lain, that it has decided that Dreyfus 
be informed by telegraph that the re­
vision proceedings have commenced, 
and that he prepare his defense.

This action on the part of the court 
of cassation is due to the efforts of 
Mme. Dreyfus, the faithful wife of the 
unfortunate prisoner of Devil's Island, 
who, as cabled from Paris on Friday 
last, applied to the minister of the col- 
oniee that day for permission to send 
her husband some warm clothing for 
his return home. The request was re­
fused, and at the same time the auth­
orities read her a letter from her hus­
band, in which the prisoner said that, 
having for five months addressed ap­
peals for a revision of his sentence to 
General De Boisdeffre (until recently 
chief of staff of the French army), 
without receiving any reply, and being 
weary and exhausted by his useless ap- 
peale, he would write no more to hie 
family or to anybody, and described 
himself as ill and dying, and be­
queathed to the “generosity of my 
country the care and rehabilitating of 
my memory.”

Mme. Dreyfus then asked permission 
to cable to her husband the decision of 
the court of revision to review hie trial.

Leo rose calmly 
from his lair in the eastern horizon, 
but no shower of meteorites attended 
his stalk through the jungles of the 
sky. A week from next Sunday night 
another shower is expected, apparently 
in the constellation Andromede.

THE KAISER INDICTED.
For the first time a federal sovereign 

of Germany has officially complained 
of the Emperor. Count Ernest of 
Leippe-Blesterfeld, regent of the Prin- 
cipallity of Leippe, wrote to Emperor 
William that he was humiliated, that 
the emperor’s list of military honors 
were not to be paid to the count’s 
household, but only to the count and 
his wife. The emperor curtly replied: 
"The regent shall have his rights; 
nothing more." Count Ernest has now 
laid his claims before his fellow-sov­
ereigns of the German Empire in a 
long address, which is nothing less than 
an indictment of the emperor.

The Daily Telegraph says: "We can­
not believe that President McKinley 
favors a compromise that would leave 
Spain a portion of her far eastern pos- 
sessions. Such a policy would com­
bine the evils of both alternatives con­
fronting America, since Spain would 
speedily sell the remnant."

A dispatch to the Paris Temps from 
Madrid says the officials there do not 
believe the peace negotiations will be 
broken off. It adds: "If the United 
States persist in their present claims, 
Spain will accept the conditions after 
formally announcing at a session of 
the commission, and in a circular to 
the powers that she ynelds to force, 
and owing to the impossibility ol re­
newing the war without obtaining as­
sistance in defence of her rights."

The South Wales News of Nov. 8 
contains the following report of a 
meeting at Cardiff, Wales, addressed 
by Hon. Edward Blake, M. P.:

The Hon. Edward Blake, ex-Liberal 
leader of Canada, and now the Na­
tionalist member for Longford, ad­
dressed a crowded meeting of his fel- 
low-countrymen at the Philharmonic 
Hall, Cardiff, on Wednesday evening, 
his visit ‘being the occasion of. the local 
celebration of one of the most memor­
able incidents in the annale of Ireland 
—the rebellion of 1798. Mr. Blake, who 
is the guet of Ald. P. W. Carey, J.P., 
ex-mayor, was supported by every 
Irishman of note in the district.

Mr. Blake, who received a warm wel­
come, prefaced his address by con­
trasting the absolute and relative po­
sition of Ireland of today with that in 
1798, and said that from possessing 
one-third of the population of the Brit- 
ish Isles Ireland now had but one- 
ninth, and her taxation was about the 
only thing that had increased. It was 
the memory of those who attempted to 
redress the grievances of Ireland in 
1798 that they were honoring that 
night, and he proposed to do so not 
for declamation, but by submitting to 
them that the highest compliment they 
could pay to these heroes and martyrs 
was to follow the lessons of their lives. 
Ireland’s powers of resistance to op­
pression used to effect a hundred years 
ago were primitive against the arms 
of precision now in use, and one of her 
best weapons today would be the effec­
tive use of the vote. These celebrations 
had been made all over the country, 
and though it was doubtless galling to 
those in authority, they were on the 
whole treated with indifference. This 
attitude was because the celebrations 
were considered to be ineffective. What 
he wanted to do was to make them re­
sult to practical advantage, and one 
way was by showing spirit unquench­
ed, determination unmoved like that 
shown by the men of ’98, and by find­
ing out and applying the fundamental 
principles which animated them. They 
owed a duty to the men whose first 
great principle was union, a principle 
that was the end as well as means, for 
now as then the foes of Ireland trusted 
in the disunion of the Irish people. 
Having shown that the great claims of 
the “United Ireland" party in 1798

was important, yet a present relatively 
unimportant. Union was the principle 
of the United Ireland party in 1798— 
that was the watchword of today. 
Without union this phase of the Irish 
movement would end as indeffectively 
as others; with it, the phase would 
survive and develop till it ended in 
victory, and God speed that day. (Ap- 
plause.)

St. George’s Church Congregation 
Want Rev. G. B. Sage to Remain 

—Two Resolutions Adopted.

A congregational meeting was held 
in St. George’s Episcopal Church, West 
London, last evening. The meeting 
was called to take action in regard to 
the resignation of the rector, Rev. G. ( 
B. Sage, which will be handed in 
today and considered at a meeting of 
the vestry tonight. Rev. Provost 
Watkins presided.

Mr. Sage was recently offered the 
rectorship of the St. Johns congrega­
tion, in succession to Ven. Archdeacon 
Marsh, at a salary of $1,200. For the 
past eleven years he has labored in 
West London, and his work has been 
60 satisfactory that his leaving would 
be a source of general regret. The 
congregation is unanimous in wishing 
him to stay.

Provost Watkins, in opening the 
meeting, said he had had the pleasure 
of Mr. Sage’s acquaintance for three 
years, and he would toe sorry to see 
him remove from the city.

Ald. Jolly, church warden, said he 
would be most happy to see Mr. Sage 
remain. He was sure that the in­
crease in salary was not prompting Mr. 
Sage’s resignation.

Mr. R. A. Jones, the other church­
warden, was also favorable to Mr. Sage 
remaining- in West London. Mr. Jones 
felt that 99 out of every 100 persons 
in the village would favor Mr. Sage’s 
remaining..

Mr. Robert Kingsmill said he was 
! sure that he voiced the feelings of the 
I people when he said he would very 
much like to see Mr. Sage refuse the 

1 call to St. Johns. Mr. Kingsmill moved 
that a committee be appointed to 
thoroughly canvass the parish for sub­
scriptions to the rector’s stipend. Mr. 
Kingsmill believed that the congrega­
tion could partly meet the salary of­
fered by St. Johns.

Mr. Gib son expressed the opinion that 
Mr. Sage would not be bettering him­
self by re moving to St. Johns, and of­
fered and ther resolution. "This is a 
city now, you know," said Mr. Gibson, 
“and people are trying to get to the 
cities novi adays, and it would kill Mr. 
Sage to go to St. Johns and start with 
a congregation of half a dozen. I 
think it sharp practice of the town­
ship to think of getting Mr. Sage from, 
us. They have always been a little 
envious of this church because we have! 
got along; so well.” Mr. Gibson’ reso-1 
lution was to the effect that the 
church-wardens should prepare an ad-i 
dress to ‘the Bishop of Huron, setting 
fortli the great hardships under 
which The congregations would labor 
by the removal of Mr. Sage, under 
whose ministry the church had stead­
ily pro gressed.

Both resolutions were unanimously 
adopted.

A large committee volunteered to 
make the canvass of the parish. Mr. 
Sage receives $800 from the congrega­
tion and $125 from the rectory fund, 
and out of this he pays the taxes and 
also the interest on the mortgage cn 
the rec.tory, amounting to about $125.
