Londoners who have been living in
plissful ignorance imagining they
tnew a thing or two concerning their
pwn Seventh Regiment, will be inter-
ested to learn that the people of the
Bison City know more about the crack
corps than the people of the Forest
City.

The Buffalo News, which is usually
well informed on Canadian matters,
tells the people of that city that the
Seventh is known as “Prince Arthur's
Own Fusiliers.” And then it deals with
the regiment's war history in a most
interesting manner, referring to the
Riel rebellion of 1885 as “the frontier
war of 1886.” Here is are article in
full:

AMERICAN GRACE DARLING

Woman Lignthouse-Keeper Decorated
for Saving Eijhteen Lives.

London, Aug. 22.=—One of the best-
known personages of Newport, Amer-
ica’s fashionable seaside summer re-

sort, is the woman lighthouse Kkeeper,
Miss Ida Lewis, who has for 28 years
vigilantly kept alight the beacon on
the Lime Rock, of the harbor.

Last March Miss Lewis celebrated
her 68th birthday, and the jubilee of
her residence on the rock. Her father
was the Kkeeper of the light, but for
Beveilteen years was a paralytic. His
daughter performed the duties «(f
keeper in his behalf, and, through an
ect of Congress, was appointed to suc-
ceed him, being the only woman to
hold such a position.

The Newport folks are justly proud
of their Grace Darling, who has savad
eighteen lives from the sea. She was
only 20 when, one summer evening,
Just after dark, she heard from the
lighthouse the cries of four yvoung
men, sons of prominent Newport sum-
mer residents, whose catboat had cap-
sized. She rowed to their rescue, and
after much effort saved them all.

The garrison at Fort Adams is sim-
llarly deeply indebted to her, for she
has at different times saved five sol-
diers from drowning.

Her heroism has been acknowledged
by Congress, which awarded her a gold
medal. Gen. Grant, Gen. Sherman, and
Admiral Dewey have been among her
distinguished visitors, delighting to do
her honor. Newport itself nearly 40
years ago presented her with a row-
boat, and In it drew Miss Lewis
through the streets to the old city
. hall, where she received the public
thanks of the State of Rhode Island
and the city for the rescues she made
with such daring and clever seaman-
ship.

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POISONOUS NUTS

Prompt Measures Against a Deadiy
Novelty From Africa.

London, Aug. 22.—Dr. Collingridge,
the medical officer of health for the
city, reports how prompt action has
prevented an epidemic of poisoning in
London from nuts.

Six children who were taken
from the Old Kent road and South-
wark Bridge road districts to Guy’s
Hospital, one after the other, had
unmistakable . symptoms of vegét-
able poisoning.

Dr. Collingridge ascertained, after
exhaustive inquiry, that the nuts
had come from the East End to South
London. He immediately stopped
thelr sale wherever he found them,
and Sir James Ritchie, the sitting
magistrate at the Mansion House
police court, has condemned four-
teen hundredweight of them as being
unfit for human food.

Three other little sufferers were af-
terwards traced to Camberwell, but
they had been treated at a local chem-
ist’s shop and were able to go home.

All the victims had, it seemed,
purchased the “new Kelloo nuts
from Africa,” a fruit novelty shaped
like a cob-nut, with a rough shell,
while the kernel had the appearance
of a Brazil. A street hawker pur-
chased from a wholesale merchant
two hundredweight of these things.

NUNICIPAL LAUNDRY
FOR MEMPHIS, TENN.

Police Would Thus Employ Time
- 0f Women Wheo Are Sent
~ to Jail.

Memphis, Tenn., Aug. 22.—One of
the chief troubles of housewives—the
washerwoman shortage—may be re-
lieved if the city council does not in-
terfere with the plans of Police Chief
George T. O’'Haver, who proposes a
municipal laundry to occupy the time
of female prisoners in the city jail.
, Chief O’Haver’s suggestion is prim-
arily in the interest of humanity, for
at present the women convicts work
on the rock pile, performing the same
labor as men, with the exception that
their hours are shorter.

Chief O’Haver is in charge of the
work of city prisoners, and while his
orders are subject to review by the
fire and police commission of the
council, it is seldom that they are
changed.

The chief has announced his inten-
tion of putting the laundry scheme in
operation. The first test will be made
with linen and blankets used at the
jail. The washing necessary for these
to keep them spotlessly clean, is not
sufficient to occupy half the female
prisoners half a day.

“If there is not enough work. for
the women from the city, we shall
take in washing for them,” says the
chief. “There may be some complaint
from the laundry interests, but I do
not Dbelieve an objection on the
grounds of competition will hold good.

“In the first place, it will be im-
possible for the police laundry to take
in any but coarse articles for wash-
ing, owing to the constant changes
which will be made among the prison-
ers performing this labor.

“This class of trade is not solicited
by the laundries of the city, and 1
think most of them refuse to accept
it.

“The washerwoman shortage is
constant cry. I think that the muni-
cipal laundry system may do away
with this, if not in one way, then in
another.

“There are hundreds of vagrant ne-
gresses in Memphis, many of whom
work possibly only one day in the
week. I have prepared a rigid order
to clean out all sections infested by
vagrants. It is one of the worst evils
the police have to-contend with and
one with which we have been unable
to cope until now, a new law having
gone into effect.”

“These women will be made to work
one way or another. If they want to
hire out or take in washing in their
own homes or perform other honest
labor, well and good. If not, they
will be hauled into court and sent to
the city prison, where they will be
made to work without compensation.
“Then again, the lighter work for
the women prisoners will make it
easier for police officers to get con-
victions in vagrancy cases.

“The police judges are reluctant to
sentence women, white or black, to
the rock pile, but with washing as the
heaviest work, I think this objection
will be removed and we will be able
to obtain sentences severe enough to
clear out the ecity and at the same
time benefit housewives.”

FIGHT WITH JACKALS

South African Planter Has Terrible
Experience in the Bush.

London, Aug. 22. — Mr. Clarke Kuir,
a British settler, had a terrible fight
with jackals, near his home at Beau-
fort West, Cape Colony.

‘What he took to be a herd of buck
approaching him turned out to be a
pack of “Panne” jackals, the large var-
iety so much dreaded by farmers. He
fired and killed the leader.

The others advanced on him, and a
grim fight against overwhelming odds
began, for he was alone in the bush.
Using his rifle as a club, Mr. Kuir dis-
poscl of a few more of the brutes, but
his weapon broke, and he was left with
only the two barrels to defend him-
self. By this time he was fearfully
torn and mauled, and was growing
exhausted.

Just before he sank to the ground
unconscious one large jackal sprang
on his shoulders and buried its teeth
in his neck, and he remembered
nothing more. When he recovered
his senses he was in a Bheep kraal
with four friends who had saved his
life.

They came on the scene as he was
falling, and as the infuriated beasts
were rushing on him to tear him io
pieces a few shots and a combined
rush scattered the animals In all direc-
tions.

Berlin, Aug. 22.—The attention of the
German Government is fixed upon the
events at Casablanca more than up-
on any other subject in Germany’s ex-
ternal relations.

FIRE RAGES N
 OCEAN LINER

Stubborn Blaze Starts on Steam
ship Friederich der Grosse
in Mid-Atlantic.

New York, Aug. 22. — There was
a brisk fire on board the North Ger-
man Lloyd liner Friederich der
Grosse, Monday night, as she was
bound for this port, and some 700
miles out at sea. The blaze did ex-
tensive damage to the ship’s laundry
and also to the bakery, but was
kept under such good control that the
passengers were not alarmed. In
fact, there were some who had
not hard of the fire when the ship
reached port today.

Every precaution that prudence can
suggest is taken in the laundry of a big
steamship to prevent fire. The officers
of the Friederich der Grosse are un-
able to account for the origin of Mon-
day night's blaze. Some of the laundry
hands ascribe it to a collection of in-
flammatory shirts and pajamas turned
in on Monday afternoon by an Amer-
ican.

Thirty bags of the ship’s linen and
the shirts and pajamas aforesaid, he-
sides considerable other laundry he»
longing to passengers, were destroyed.
The.blaze spread on the ship’s bakery,
which adjoins the laundry, and pre-
maturely baked yesterday’s breakfast
supply of buns. y

Because of the excellent discipline
maintained on the Friederich der
Grosse, the passengers were not
alarmed by any undue clamor in the
suppression of the flames. The fire
was stubborn while it lasted, and
quantities of stifling smoke escaped
into the first and second class sec-
tions of the ship.

Briton Who Lived In Poverty Pos-
sessed Much Wealth.

Los Angeles, Cal, Aug. 22.—Surpris-
ing to the many acquaintances he made
in this city, where he contributed to
several newspapers, was entertained

CANADA AND THE HAGUE

Fisheries Disputes With the U. S. May
Be Settled There.

Ottawa, Aug. 22.—It is believed that
Canadian fisheries will be included
with those of Newfoundland in the
reference to The Hague tribunal.
While not so much is heard of it as
of the dispute between the TUnited
States and Newfoundland, there is a
gimilar difference of opinion between
the United States and Canada as to
the fisheries of the Magdalen Islands
and other parts of the Atlantic coast
of Canada.

If the case of these fisheries is re-
ferred to The Hague tribunal it will
probably form a precedent for the
settlement of all’ future disputes as to
fisheries and possibly other matters
by the same tribunal. One Canadian
minister has expressed the opinion
that it would be a good thing if all
differences between Canada and for-
eign countries should be referred to
The Hague tribunal for adjudication.

"INSANE PRISONERS

Bloody Conflict Follows Qutbreak
of Madmen at Dannemora
Jail.

Schenectady, N. Y., Aug. 22. — A
special to the Gazette esays: ‘“One of
the worst outbreaks among the insane
prisoners in the historyr of Clinton
prison at Dannemora occurred last
night. As a result Isaac Dubois, one
of the inmates, is dead, shot through
the heart by a guard.

“The insane prisoners were being
marshaled for bed, when at a given
signal they mushed into the two big
lower dormatories and slammed the
doors in the faces of the guards.
Having locked the doors they proceed-
ed coolly to make their escape by
smashing the doors and sawing the
bars. Some of the less violently in-
sane, however, helped the jailers.

“Seeing that the struggling convicts
could not be reached through the big
steel doors, the guards turned on them
from the windows streams of water
from the fire hose. This kept them at
bay, but did not subdue them. The
guards were finally obliged to use rifles
and pistols, and it was after midnight
before the uprising was quelled. Be-
sides Dubois, who was killed, several
other prisoners were more or less
seriously wounded.”

DISPUTE WITH THE CUSTOMS

Toronto Importers and Officers Have
Trouble Over Importations.
i

Toronto, Aug. 22.—Finding it more
convenient, and, perhaps, more eco-
nomical, many Canadian wholesalers
engaged resident buyers in England,
thus dispensing with the commission
agents they had patronized previously.
In this connection three or four Can-
adian firms would unite in.paying the
salary and defraying the expenses of
one buyer, sharing benefit and obliga-
tion alike. In some cases, too, these
firms had been in the habit of send-
ing their own buyers to England at
stated intervals.

The - resident buyer innovation has
given rise to a difference of opinion
between the Canadian wholesalers and
the Toronto customs, with the result
that a test case has been submitted <o
the Ottawa department. The customs
people say that duty should be paid by
each firm on a proportionate cost of
maintaining an English buyer, inas-
much as when an English commission
agent is employed, the amount of the
commission appears on his involce,
and is dutiable. The Canadian im-
porter argues that there is no differ-
ence between sending a man to Eng-
land, say, every season, and having
a resident buyer in England. No levy
was made by the department on the
salary and expenses of the man sent
from Canada, and the importer holds
that no tax should be made on the
resident buyer.

Some English houses Insist on sell-
Ing through an English agent, who
charges the Canadtan importer § per
cent, or whatever the commission may
be, for making the desired purchase.

BODY IDENTIFIED

Suicide at a Toronto Hotel Was Miss-

" ing Italian Banker.

Toronto, Aug. 22.—The man’s body
found at the Hotel Cecil on Queen
street last night with the head nearly
severed from the body with razor,
has been identified as A. Gianettia, the
agent for the Italian branch bank on
Front street, and for whom the police
have been looking for two days. He
is believed to have absconded with
fifteen or twenty thousand dollars of
the remittances of poor Italians of the
city, and navvies of the provinece. Sev-
eral Italians made the identification
this morning. The police are satisfied
that thé man committed suicide, al-
though there have been rumors of foul
play. The case is one. of mystery.
Ezio Coranio, who claimed to be a di-
rector of the Bank Gianetti, and who
was around town until last night, has
disappeared, and the police are anxious
about his whereabouts. Mr. Eric Ar-
mour will apply for letters of admin-
Istration on behalf of the creditors.

SEAFORTH COLLEGIATE INST.

Good Showing Made in Departmental
and Matriculation Exams.

At the recent departmental and ma-
triculation examinations, the Seaforth
Collegiate Institute well sustained the
reputation it has gained by its past
records. There were 52 candidates, who
obtalned junior matriculation stand-
ing in the county of Huron. Of thase,
26 were from the Seaforth school, 27
writing from that school. The other
26 successful candidates were distrib-
uted among the well-known collegiates
of Goderich and Clinton, the new high
school at Wingham, and the continua-
tion classes of Exeter and Brussels.
Thirty-two candidates from Seaforth
wrote on the junior teachers’ examina-
tion, of whom 29 were successful, 19
obtaining honors. Thirteen wrote on
the senior teachers’ examination, ten
being successful, one candidate ob-
taining both parts after only one year’s
study, and winning honor standing in
Part I. Some 72 candidates wrote and
65 passed, 20 with honors.

FORMALLY DRAFTED

England and Germany Agree t¢
American Proposition for
Permanent Court.

The Hague, Aug. 22.—The text of the
American proposition for the estab«
lishment of a permanent court of ar-
bitration has been completed in an
agreement with Germany and Great
Britain, and will come up for discus=
sion Aug. 28. It consists of 26 articlesd
The first article records the desire off
the signatory powers to organize an_’
“International high court of justice
easily accessible and free of chargs,.
with judges representing the various
systems of law of the world, and cap-
able-ef insuring a continuation of are
bitration by jurisprudence.”

The second provides that the judges
must be “juris-consults of known com-
petence in international law, selected
so far as possible from the members
of the permanent court of arbitrae
tion.”

According to the third and fourth
articles, the judges are appointable for
terms of twelve years, and will en-
joy diplomatic privileges, and immun-
ities while exercising their functions.

Article five provides that the court
shall consist of seventeen judges, ning
forming a quorum.

Article six allots the points to
various nations.

Article seven provides that the high
court yearly shall appoint three judges
with three substitutes, constituting a
special tribunal, which can if neces-
sary try cases elsewhere than at The
Hague.

Article eight says that the presiden$
of the court shall be elected every
three years by majority of the
votes.

Article nine deals with the payment
of the judges. The amounts are not
fixed, but the proposal contemplates a
fixed yearly salary, besides special re-
muneration when engaged in cases, and
traveling expenses.

Article ten forbids judges from re-
ceiving remuneration from their own
or other Governments for services ip
connection with the high court.

Article eleven says that the court
shall sit at The Hague except in caseg
of “force majoure,” and the special in-
stances provided for by article seven. i

Article seven and thirteen deal withk
secretarial matters.

Article fourteen states that the high
court shall sit once or twice yearly,
in July and January.

Articles fifteen, sixteen, seventeen
and eighteen relate to the cases which
the high court is competent to try.

Article nineteen provides “that each
party shall be entitled to have its own
judge to participate in the trial of
cases submitted to the court. If a
special tribunal acts as a commission
of inquiry even a person not connected
with the court can participate in @
trial.”

Articles twenty, twenty-one
twenty-two deal with
cedure, and the calling of witnesses.

Articles twenty-three and twentye
four empower the court to establish itg
own rules.

Article twenty-five proposes the.rati«
filcation of the convention at The
Hague as quickly as possible.

Article twenty-six proposed fo es«
tablish the duration of the conven-
tion, but the term is not vet fixed. Any
signatory power is entitled to denounce
the convention by notifying the Dutch
Government two years before the ex-
piry of each period, but the convention
remains intact for the other power.

President Nelidoff has informally ine
terviewed the presidents of the com-
mittees on the advisability of post-
poing the discussion of the proposed
permanent court of arbitration until
the meeting of the next conference,
recommending that the powers in the
meanwhile study the question.

THE INSURANCE RESORT
Comes in for More Sharp Criticism
at Toronto Convention.

“How ouR
bcommissioners came to overlook this
fact, and to recommend to Parlia-
ment to pass legislation which clearly
would be ultra vires, it is hard to un-
derstand.”

- private capital, which have pro-
vided this continent with as effi-
cient a telephone and telegraph ser-
vice as are to be found in the world
can be left to carry on what has
been so well begun, at least until
the country has less to do with its
credit and until there is a general
complaint that the services as now
managed are inefficient or unduly
costly. It is not part of a govern-
ment’s duty to do that which others
are doing well.,”

The Gazette 1s unnecessarily alarmed
if the Toronto World's interpretation
is the correct one. With the World
the public ownership of public utilities
is almost a fetish, but it is not stirred
to enthusiasm by Mr. Borden’s
nouncement. It points out his declar-
ation is qualified, being limited to tele-
graph and telephones and then only
*after due investigation” and “without
already invested
enterprises.”

i’rhe present Administration has been
mnstantly making these inquiries and
twatchmg the operation of the rural
‘tnaﬂ delivery system in the TUnited
$tates, but considers that it does not
et warrant Canada in copying so cost-
an experiment. On the tarift ques-
fon, Mr. Borden is equally equivocal.

The weakness of the French
forces. has clearly resulted in the un-
necessary destruction of property and
loss of life. The sanguinary bom-
bardment of Casablanca and the rapine
and murder which ensued would havé
been avoided had the French made ad-
equate preparation and employed a
large force. Under any circumstances
the taslg of subjugating Morocco is not
one that any power could enter upon
with a light heart. The population of
the country is estimated at from 5,000,-
000 to 10,000,000 and some of the tribes
are actuated by religious frenzy. It is
the boast of the Berbers that they have
never been conquered by an invader.
Moreover, an attempt to bring them
under French or other civilized ruile
might cause a holy war all over North
Africa, including the French posses-
sions.

The prediction has been made that
the Franco-Spanish punitive expedi-
tion, which has as its avowed pu;pose
the redress of wrongs committed upon
foreign residents and the policing of
coast towns, will eventually assurne
the proportions of a conquest of the
whole country. But the French min-
ister of foreign affairs has seen fit to
publicly declare that the Governmefit
of which he is a member has not
changed its intentions or policy witn
regard to Morocco the slightest
degree; that there is to be no war of
conquest on the part of France, and
that no attempt to penetrate the in-
terior for the purpose of subjugating
and pacifying the rebellious natives is
to be made. In other words, . France
will adhere to the terms and spirit
of the Algeciras convention, will look
after the interests of Europeans in the
treaty ports,

NEW YORK DRIVERS’ STRIKE

When Called Out, Many Quit Their
Wagons in the Street.

New York, Aug. 22.—About 200
drivers and stablemen employed at
the wholesale beef packing houses
went on strike tonight. They de-
mand a uniform working week of 65
hours and increased wages.

Both the independent companies
and the so-called “trusts” are ef-
fected. The companies have notified
the retailers to send their own teams
to distributing depots for supplies.
For the present, at least, it 1s thought
that the retailers will not be seriously
inconvenienced.

The strike followed a meeting of
representatives of the teamsters’
union and agents of the companies,
and when the order to strike was re-
ceived from a messenger of the union,
it is ‘alleged that the drivers left thelr
teams on the streets or wherever they
happened to be at the time. The
companies were taken somewhat by
surprise, and it was late in the night
it Is alleged, before the abandoned
wagons with their . perishable loads
were recovered and brought to the
stables.

Charl®s Hilton, business agent of
the:loeal teamsters’ union, sald that
the ‘immediate cause of the strike was
the packers’ refusal to grant the men
three holidays instead of ‘two each
year.

CONDITIONS UNSETTLED

Conflicting Reports of Hostilities in
Central America Continue.

Washington, Aug. 22.—Conflicting
reports, largely unofficial, continue to
reach Government officials here of a
renewed outbreak of hostilities in Cent-
ral America. According to reports
from naval officers the situation there
appears to be quiet.

But there is an undercurrent of fezl-
ing of instability attributed mainly to
the possibility of a renewed attack by
Nicaragua on Salvador. While the re-
ports are discredited here, the opinion
of those who have been on the ground
is that the relations between the two
countries are still grave.

Salvador is smarting under the ac-

tion of the Nicaraguans in sending an
expedition against it several months
ago. —
While the latest report lacks official
confirmation, directions will be given
to commanders of American vessels to
report promptly any unusual happen-
ings, and to safeguard American in-
terests. Both the cruiser Milwaukae
and the gunboat Yorktown are now in
Central American waters on the Pa-
cific side, while the Dubuque is on the
Atlantic side.

GAYNOR VERY ILL

Doctors Say He Will Die Unless Per-
mitted to Leave Prison.

New York, Aug. 32.—A dispatch from
Macon, Ga., to the American says that
John F. Gaynor, convicted in the fed-
eral court, with Capt. Greene, of com-
plicit$ in the Savannah harbor frauds,
and who is confined in jail here pend-
ing an appeal to the United States
supreme court, is in a critical condi-
tion.

He is wracked by coughing, has
lost the use of his legs, and physicians
say he cannot live unless removed from
jail. They have asked the departmo2nt
of justice to allow him to be removed
to a health resort.

Mrs. Gaynor, on fine days, has been
allowed to drive her husband about
the city, accompanied by a United
States marshal.

The
sewer ‘'should be a rental sewer,
charging the property owners 15 cents
a foot for fifteen vears, whenever they
ask permission to connect with it, and
also making them put in their own
private drains from the sewer at their
own costs. Mr. Graydon thought that
a large industry like Whites’ should
be given an outlet for its sewage in
the interest of the public health, and
in a few years the city would more
than derive the cost out of the rentals
it would receive. The sewer would
run on the Hamilton road from An-
derson avenue and Chesley avenue,
and on Chesley avenue to Lovett
street.

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HER JEWELS SOLD
FOR UNIVERSITY

In Compliance With Will, Mrs.
Stanford’s Gems Are Disposed
of in London.

New York, Aug. 22. — Almost all
the diamonds belonging to the estate
of the late Mrs. Jane L. Stanford,

been quietly disposed of, and the pro-
ceeds are to be devoted to the Leland
Stanford, Jun., University, in compli-
ance with the terms of the will of
their owner.

The sale took place in a wholesale
fouse in London under the supervision
of a committee consisting of Timothy
Hopkins, Joseph D. Grant, Charles D
Lathrop and Whitelaw Reid, United

States ambassador to Great Britain.
Several New York dealers were con-
cerned in the sale, although the bulk
of the gems were disposed of in Lon-
don. Ludwig Nissen, of Broadway,
and John street, obtained some of ihe
largest diamonds, and the quaint set-
tings in which they once reposed are
now in his safe, although the stones
have been transferred to other mount-
ings and incorporated into necklaces.
Gems Bring $350,000.

It is said that $350,000 has been real-
ized, which falls considerably short cf
the appraisal made by experts, which
was half a millien dollars. Two of the
large canary-colored diamonds may
now be seen in a necklace to which
they were transferred from a pair of
earrings once worn by Mrs, Stanford.

None of the stones was registered in
the customs house before the consign-
ment was taken to England, and
therefore those which were brought
bagk here had to pay duty at the rate

Mrs. Stanford died in March, 1905,
in Honolulu, and there were rumors
that she had been poisoned, but official
investigation failed to establish that
She was much interested
in the university and made it the ob-

! ject of many benefactions during her

lifetime.

For Five Years He's Traveled;
He's Now 18, “Toa 01d,”
and Will Settle Down.

New York, Aug. 21.—On a capital
of thirty-five cents and an irrepressible
wanderlust, Jaumes Erskine, eighteen
years old, has just completed a tour
one and a ha'f tinu s around tfe globe.

{He arrivad in New York yesterday as

full of tales cf strange adventure as
& Marco Polo, and with more money
and better clothes than he possessed
at the inception of his romantic jour-
ney.

“My people were drewned in the Gal-
veston flood,” he sald, “and that's
what made me leave home. But I'm
going to get off the road now. Trav-
eling is not funny like it used to be.
It is easy when you are young, but
not now. I'm ge.ting too old.”

That is the way the adventurous
youth sums it all up.

‘When he left Galveston five years
8go he was & barefooted boy of thir-
teen. .He crossed the great State of
Texas on a freigh: train, but changed
to the top of a parscnger coach at El
Paso, and journeyed through to Los
Angeles on the Southern Pacific’s
fastest express. By working at odd
Jobs and boarding the blind baggage,
the bumpers, or the trucks, he made
San Francisco just as the United
States transport Thomas was about
to sail for the Philippines.

Thousand Miles on Hardtack.

Late one night he untied a rowboat
hidden under one of the docks, and
rowed himself out to where the big
vessel was moored. He climbed up on
the hawser chain into the ship and
concealed himself within a canvas cov-
ered lifeboat. Here he found hardtack,
provided in advance for the ship-
wrecked, and he subsisted on it until
discovered a thousand miles from
shore.

He was permitted to go ashore on
the Island of Guam, but failed to get
back on the boat and was left, one
among a few hundred white people,
in midocean. A Government supply
boat picked him up and he worked for
the mess until he got to Manila. He
attached himself to the commissary »f
a military company and toured the
islands.

The transport which took him from
San Francisco brought him back, but
he hid himseif as a stowaway on the
Sherman and crossed the Pacific again
to Nagasaki. Despite the vigilance of
the crew, he slipped off the ship and
bribed a Chinaman to row him ashore.
He saw Kobe and Yokohama, and
crossed the Japan Sea to Shanghali,
and thence up the Yellow River.

Two Dollars a Week in Kimberley.

The youth tells of meeting a China-
man who owned a sailing poultry craft,
on which he raised ducks and sold
them in convenient ports. The Mon-
golian gave him a job, and landed him
in Hong Kong, where he caught a
packet for Calcutta. Working at
everything from “cleaning potatoes to
mending rigging.” he journeyed from
India to Lisbon, Gibraltar and Alex-
andria. A party of tourists picked
him up there, and carried him on camel
back to Cairo “to see the pyramids and
graves.”

Crossing~to Constantinople he board-
ed a sailing vessel for Cape Town, and
spent several weeks in South Africa,
washing dishes in a Kimberley restaur-
ant for $2 a week. A fishing schooner
transported him to Sydney and Mel-
bourne. As a part of a cargo of wonl,
he made the leng journey back to San
Francisco. His itinerary from the
coast here included the cities of Salt
Lake, St. Paul, Kansas City, Galves-
ton, Chicago, Cincinnati, Norfolk ‘and
Washington.

“I'm going to get a job and settle
down now,” he says.

DARROW AFTER EVIDENCE

During the last five or six years,
great difficulty has been experienced
in securing suitable men for the local
police force, partly because the stand-
ard set Is a high one and because
wages have been so good that young
men who could qualify for the service,
will not enter while they can earn more
money in other employment. Than
there is the risk. Although a police-
man’s duties do not entail much man-
ual labor, the hours are different from
most jobs, and there is the risk of be-
ing shot down while doing thelr duty
at night.

When
the work was done Keenleyside or-
dered his tenants to leave the place.
They did so, without paying the rent
due, on account of a dispute about the
money promised for the papering, and
because the landlord insisted that they
pay the water rates as well.

Mrs. Smithson testified that it took
her nearly three weeks to do the paper-
ing, and that she considered it worth!
$5 at least for her labor and the paste.

‘“What do you consider a fair price
for paperinga room. Mr. Keenley-
side?” asked his homor.

“About 50 cents, sir,” was the reply.

“I never got any papering done for
that price,” said Judge Macbeth.

He also
noticed that Agnes Thomas had a tooth
knocked out. He said the woman had
sufiicient cause to be alarmed of bod-
ily injury, and, in his opinion, they
were justified in firing into the air.

Raiders “Mum.”

The chief could not find one of the
crowd of raiders, variously estimated
from 35 to 50, who would come for-
ward and say he was there during the
raid to give new evidence. The crown
attorney produced the town bylaw
against the use of firearms within the
corporation, and the counsel for the
defence objected. Robert Lancaster, to
whose house the deceased had been
carried when dead, was recalled, and
under the rapid cross-examination of
Counsel MacKay he got badly tangled.
He would admit nothing.

The crown attorney asked for the
committal for manslaughter, claiming
that there was not sufficient justifica-
tion for the shooting when it was only
to protect property. A. G. MacKay made
an abhle appeal for her discharge,
claiming that the crowd who raided
the tent were liable to imprisonment for
life, and the shcoting was perfectly
justifiable. He asked the magistrate
to take the advice to the Attorney-
General’s department before committal
for manslaughter, as no judge would
allow it to go to the jury. On account
of the expense to the county the ma-
gistrate decided to refer the whole
matter to the Attorney-General. The
case was then adjourned for eight
days. In the meantime the prisoner
has been sent to the jail at Walkerton.

A GREAT FIRE.
AT CINCINNATI

Million Dollar Conflagration in
Heart of Warehouse
District.

The firemen were forced
early to abandon the Eagle Ccmpany’s
warehouse and turn their attention to
saving the adjoining buildings. Despite
their efforts, these quickly caught and
were quickly consumed.

ESSEX INVESTIGATION

Many Witnesses and Experts To Be

Would Build Georgian Bay Ditch, But
Wants Government Backing.

Ottawa, Aug. 22.—Mr. Perks, M. P.
in the British Parliament, and a
member of one of the iargest con-
tracting firms in England, is in Ot-
tawa for a meeting with the Domin-
fon Government, relative to the Mon-
treal, Ottawa and Georgian Bay Canal
project, in which he is deeply
ested.

According to the surveys of the
proposed route of this waterway from
Montreal by the Ottawa River, Ma-
tawa River, Lake Nipissing and
French River, the cost of providing a
22-foot waterway by this route would
be in the neighborhood of $10,000,000.
