Cockshutt Urges 
Trade In Empire

Canadian Press Despatch.
Winnipeg, Nov. 18.—The mold­

ing of a national sentiment 
towards the development of the 
dominion, creation of a spirit of 
national unity, national economy 
and aggressive assault upon the 
fundamental problems facing 
Canada today, were urged by 
leading men of the industrial life 
of the dominion at today’s ses­
sion of the national economic con­
ference here. A powerful appeal 
for British preference and trade 
within the empire was made by 
W. F. Cockshutt of Brantford, 
Ont. For 40 years Canada had frit­
tered away her opportunities and 
the time had now come for a 
change.

“If We don’t take the initiative 
it will not be long until we will 
have a preferential proposal from 
the mother country herself," the 
speaker said.

In ad­
dition to uniting the trade organiza­
tions of the dominion into a central 
body, and according unanimous 
support of the appeals of the mari­
times, the conference went on record 
favoring a foreign trade conference, 
institution of an aggressive policy of 
immigration, scientific research in

Details of the organization of the 

first dominion board of trade will be 
undertaken by a committee consist­
ing of representatives of the boards 
of trade of London, Hamilton. Mon­
treal (two boards) and Toronto. The 
deliberations of this provisional body 
will be conveyed to every affiliated 
organization before the final action 
is taken. In the interim, the do­
minion body will function through 
the agency of the Ottawa board of 
trade.

It is ultimately proposed to divide 
the counrty into three regions-mari- 
times, central and west-and when a 
fixed representation is agreed upon 
for the three divisions, a meeting 
will be called for the election of 
permanent officers and organization 
of an independent staff.

Adoption of the resolution accord­
ing support to the appeals of the 
maritimes, provoked a demonstrative 
outburst of cheering and applause.

Under the inexorable cross-exam­

ination of his wife's attorney, which 
allowed him no avenue for escape. 
Leonard Kip Rhinelander, young son 
of a wealthy and socially prominent 
family, continued to make admissions 
yesterday before Supreme Court Jus­
tice Morschauser and a jury in White 
Plains that markedly weakened the 
case his attorneys have been care- 
fully building up against his part 
negro wife, whom lie is suing for 
annulment.

Following close upon his admis­
sions of the day before that ne had 
been unwilling to have his wife's 
private love letters spread upon the 
record, but at the instance of his at-| 
torneys had broken his promise to 
her to keep them sacred, Rhinelander 
time.and again amazed the court­
room with his admissions yesterday.

With little outward perturbation ex­
cept for a more pronounced stammer 
and a rapid blinking, he testified that 
“on advice" of his attorney of record, 
Leon R. Jacobs, he had sworn to 
five falsehoods in a bill of particulars 
which contained only four paragraphs 
and which, he said, Jacobs had given 
him to sign.

Says He Pursued Girl.
He swore that at the start, at 

least, he and not Alice Beatrice Jones, 
uneducated daughter of a Negro taxi 
driver, had been the pursuer and that 
he had in the first place deliberately 
set out to make love to her and 
“plant the seeds of passion in her 
mind" without any intention of mar- 
rying her, but for the purpose of in­
ducing her to yield to his desires.

The astonished gasps with which 
the first of his admissions were heard 
by the crowd of spectators, whoso 
struggles to get into the court-room 
had become a small riot, changed to 
amazed stares as confession followed 
confession from his halting tongue.

Davies was removed by a 
marine sergeant after objection was 
raised and sustained to his presence. 
He later edged back into the room, and 
caused further commotion by his shout­
ed advice to the widow and his caustic 
references to the naval court. He was 
led out a second time.

Dr. Saunders Discusses Quality 
of the New Grain 

Sensation.

The new type of wheat known as 
Garnet which has been developed by 
Dr. Chas. Saunders of this city, for­
mer dominion cerealist, and which 
bids fair to mean an increase of mil­
lions of dollars in value of the yearly 
Canadian yield of wheat, will not 
extend the wheat belt further north, 
Dr. Saunders stated today.

It had been hoped because of its 
quality of ripening earlier than the 
types now used in the northern parts 
of the prairie provinces that the in­
troduction of Garnet would mean a 
larger area of the western provinces 
could be cultivated to wheat, but 
this is not likely, in the opinion of 
Dr. Saunders.

He explains that Garnet wheat will 
mean more money to the farmers of 
the west because it is the only grade 
yet developed which will grow 
equally well in almost all parts of 
the west. Because of this, along with 
the fact that it matures earlier than 
other present types of equal yield 
volume, farmers in both the north 
and south sections of the prairie 
area will benefit.

Two Earlier Types.
At present there are two types of 

wheat, Prelude, perfected by Dr. 
Saunders in 1912 and which is earlier 
than Garnet, and Ruby, discovered in 
1915 and which is as early as Garnet, 
but neither of these yields as heavily 
as Garnet.

Garnet is preferable also in dis­
tricts that need an earlier wheat with 
as heavy a yield as Marquis. After 
Marquis was introduced the area in 
which it could be grown profitably 
was greatly increased and now with 
the introduction of Garnet, Dr. 
Saunders expresses confidence that 
this same area, although not expend­
ed in actual acreage will grow a 
larger amount of wheat with a con- 
sequently greater profit for the 
farmers.

“The west is so vast in extent that 
at present five or six different types 
of wheat are necessary," said Dr. 
Saunders. “This is owing to the dif­
ferences in rainfall, length of season, 
soil and many other factors. How­
ever. it has been found that Garnet 
will grow successfully in almost 
every section."

“Do you think the time will come 
when because of this it will be used 
solely in the west?" he was asked.

Here, taking a 
prominent place, is the handsome 
carved mantel which bears the motto 
of the house. Rising through a 
spacious well, which extends upward 
for three stories, are the solid oak| 
stairs, which turn and turn back 
upon each other as they ascend.

It is this main entrance hall which 
has been chosen for the office of the 
association.

This room, 
one of the homiest of all rooms in 
the house, and known as the "den, 
will be used as the private office of 
the general secretary. It will thus be 
the center of all activities about the 
building. Auditorium Room.

The great drawing-room of theI 
house opens oft the entrance hall to 
the right. It is an exceptionally large 
room of itself, and when thrown into 
the huge dining-room behind it be­
comes a room of very large propor­
tions and capable of accommodating 
big gatherings. The dining-room is 
an interesting spot in that it is 
paneled in solid oak. with high 
wainscotting of oak. The walls above 
are covered with tapestry of dark 
rich red tones, and lit with tiny 
electric bulbs placed at short inter­
vals all about the room, just where 
walls and ceiling meet.

The two rooms together have the 
eeating capacity of a small hall. For 
the most part, however, they will be 
used as a community meeting spot, 
to which the girls of London will be 
welcome at any time of the day. 
There will be a writing desk, a piano, 
magazines, and so on, for the use of 
the girls. The object is to make the 
building a true home and rendezvous.

Locarno pervaded the crowded house 
of commons tonight when approval 
of ratification of the European secur- 
ity pact—the treaty of mutual guar- 
antees—was voted, 375 to 13. A 
Labor amendment was defeated pre-g 
viously 332 to 130.|

When the speaker put the motion, I 
presented by Austen Chamberlain, 
secretary of state for foreign affairs, 
calling for approval of ratification, 
there was an almost unanimous shout 
in its favor. But back-bench Labor 
members persisted in calling for a 
division. The majority of the Labor- 
ites voted with the government, but 
about a score abstained from voting.

As the vote indicated, it was a 
sympathetic house which greeted Mr. 
Chamberlain when he sought author- 
ity from the commons for signing in 
London, on December 1, the treaties 
negotiated at Locarno.

Achievement Lauded,
Following the foreign secretary’s 

recital of the Locarno proceedings, 
both Ramsay MacDonald and David 
Lloyd George paid tribute to his 
work.

"I do not say that these treaties, 
when ratified, will make war im- 
possible,” said Mr. Chamberlain, 
“but I do say they will render war 
more difficult.”

Two points that brought the most 
fire from the opposition benches 
were the position of the dominions, 
which were not consulted, and Rus- 
sia’s place in European affairs.

On the second point, Mr. Chamber- 
lain satisfied Ramsay MacDonald 
that there was no plot to keep the 
Soviets out of European affairs, but 
Moscow’s policy of isolation had 
been formulated at Moscow, and 
strictly adhered to.

Dominions Are Free.
On the dominion issue, the secre- 

tary insisted that the dominions and 
India had been left free to take their 
own action, and the whole question 
of the Locarno treaties would be 
placed before them at the next em- 
pire conference.

S. Saklatvala, the communist 
member, had a moment in which to 
denounce the Locarno treaties as an 
intrigue by international financiers 
against the workers.

minister of agriculture. He pointed 
out that today farming was a high- 
ly-specialized business, and that 
knowledge and experience were 
necessary to meet the problems which 
existed.

"We did not know your city was 
as important as you indicate, as we 
have some good little towns in these 
United States. Now our town has 
about 6.000 people, but what it lacks 
in bigness it makes up in goodness. 
If our mayor were writing this letter 
he might have told you we had 
60,000 population instead of 6,000."

D.D., Winnipeg, declared night last,1 
speaking at St. Andrew’s United 
church.

Home is the greatest institution 
in the world, and it cannot exist’ 
without love, he said.

Dr. Gordon, better known as Ralph 
Connor, went on to say that it is 
only necessary to think quietly and 
earnestly about the home to realize 
just how much it is worth while.i

"The finest things in life are behind 
the front door of the home, not in 
the banks," he continued. "Man’s 
wife and children are his greatest 
treasures, and he must love them 
above all other things to realize their 
true worth. I am glad Canada has 
such a great home love. There is no 
home so fine, so well managed, so 
soundly based on love and common 
sense as the Canadian home."

He traced the origin of the word 
"home." The word comes from old 
English, and contains the idea of a 
place of defence, a storehouse of 
valuables, and a place of recreation 
from the struggles of life, a place to 
lay off 1 ns and to forget petty 
annoyance, and grievances. Dr.

Coolidge Agrees With Them 
But Government May 

Follow Other Nations.
Canadian Press Despatch.

Toronto, Nov. 19.—On Oct. 25, 1924, 
Mrs. John F. Knowlton, the mother of 
two children, was waiting at the station 
of the electric railway in Windsor. She 
stepped to the ladies’ waiting-room, 
and, finding the door fast, took the next 
door, and almost immediately fell to the 
basement. She and her husband sued 
the hydro-electric power commission for 
damages.

The jury found that the railway was 
60 per cent responsible and Mrs. Know!- 
ton 40 per cent.

The jury assessed the damages at 
$2,500. Thirteen days later counsel for 
Mrs. Knowlton presented to Mr. Justice 
Grant, the trial judge, a statement by 
the jurors that they had intended the 
$2,500 damages payable to Mr. and Mrs. 
Knowlton.

"The grave danger of a miscarriage 
of justice from tampering with jurors, 
or influence being brought to bear upon 
them," says Mr. Justice Grant, "would 
make it quite out of the question that 
anything of this kind should be per- 
mitted."

His lordship does not suggest that 
there has been anything improper in 
the present case. He finds Mr. and 
Mrs. Knowlton entitled to 60 per cent 
of $2,500, or $1,500.

Woodstock. Nov. 18.—A unique 

presentation ceremony was performed 
at Woodstock College chapel this 
forenoon, when Dr. C. M. McLaurin, 
secretary of the Western Baptist Mis­
sions of Alberta, presented to the 
school nine portraits of graduating 
classes in theology between the 
years 1864 and 1881, the years 
missing from the halls of the school. 
Dr. McLaurin, in presenting the por- 
traits, gave brief sketches of the 
careers of many of the graduates,

He 
was not trying to lay down a power 
policy for Quebec, but he believed 
the provinces could honestly help 
each other.

Canadian Press Despatch.
Toronto, Nov. 18.—Development of 

the available water resources, inter­
nal and international, rather than the 
construction of steam plants, to meet 
the country's expanding power re­
quirements. was the purpose of the 
Ontario hydro power commission as 
emphasized tonight by C. A. Magrath.

DR. WALLER SPEAKS

Dr. Waller proceed­
ed step by step to illustrate his 
theme by examples from the personal 
life of the individual, man's relation 
to his work, and lastly, the clergy­
man in his relation to the whole body 
of Christianity, which at the moment 
embraces many fragments, but the 
ultimate issue of which, demands the 
reunion of Christendom to accom- 
plish the work of the church in bring­
ing the world to a knowledge of God 
and His teachings.

Rev. A. A. Bice, All Saints’ church, 
chairman of the city chaplaincy com- 
mittee, appointed by the Anglican 
Clerical association, outlined the need 
for the appointment of a chaplain. 
He pointed out that there are eleven 
or more institutions in the city where 
sick Anglicans have to be visited and 
in six of which the Anglican church 
is responsible for the conducting of 
services at different times during the 
week, at hours, unfortunately, when 
the clergymen ought to be attending 
to duties in their own parish.

Mr Bice staled that on one occa­
sion last June there had been 118 
Anglicans in Victoria hospital alone 
and that of this number 50 were 
from points beyond the bounds of 
Middlesex county. He stated that 
the clericus had approved of a plan 
to raise $500 In the Anglican 
churches of this city, to be added to 
the sum of $300 allowed by the 
Huron synod, to meet the salary of 
the chaplain to be appointed. In this 
connection the following allotments 
had been suggested: St. Paul's, $130; 
Cronyn Memorial. $100; St. James, 
$70: St. John's, $55; St. George’s, 
$40; All Saints. $40; St. Matthew's. 
$35; Christ, $30.

British Action in Ratification of 
Security Pact May Influ­

ence Reichstag.

President of C.P.R. Declares 
Increase Only Sure Way To 

Boost Road Earnings.

Winnipeg, Nov. 18.—“I confidently 
expect a revival in British Immigra­
tion to Canada in 1926, due to steady 
publicity and the facilitating of ad­
mission arising out of the new ar­
rangements between the Canadian 
government and the railways," said 
E, W. Beatty, chairman and presi­
dent of the Canadian Pacific Railway 
Co., who reached here last night to 
address the delegates attending the 
natural economic conference here at 
the banquet this evening.

“There is no general tendency in 
Great Britain to decry Canada," said 
Mr. Beatty, “but we have not been 
as insistent as we should be in press­
ing the advantages of this country, 
or until recently to offset the adverse 
propaganda there, most of whicii has 
had nothing whatever to do with 
Canada as a desirable place to live 
in."

Discussing the railway situation of 
the dominion, Mr. Beatty stated that 
he considered an aggressive immi­
gration policy as a condition pre­
cedent to any substantial improve­
ment in railway earrings. "Indus­
trial expansion," said he. “will nat­
urally follow increased population 
and all transportation agencies are 
bound to benefit through additional 
population coupled with industrial 
activity."

"The passion for learning comes 
not from books, but from the influ­
ence of some personality with which 
you have come in contact and which 
has an extension in you. Christ had 
personality, marvelous personality, 
and with it courage, as exemplified 
by his breaking away from his caste 
and his nation, and serenely breaking 
through the obstacles which stood in 
his way. He is a great leader, and 
it is his personality that is felt so 
strongly in the Christian man to­
day."

FRENCAssociated Press Despatch.
London, Nov. 19.—The house of 

commons, having last night by a vote 
of 375 to 13, given its sanction to 
the security pact formulated at Lo­
carno, with the purpose of bringing 
permanent peace to Europe, the ex­
pectation now is that the German 
Reichstag shortly will follow suit and 
ratify it.

The adoption of the measure by 
the lower house of parliament par­
took somewhat of the nature of an 
ovation for Austen Chamberlain, the 
British foreign secretary, to whose 
efforts the success of the Locarno 
conference was largely due. Both 
Ramsay MacDonald, the former Labor 
premier, and David Lloyd George, 
Great Britain's wartime prime min­
ister, paid tribute to Mr. Chamber­
lain’s work. In the voting a majority 
of the followers of Mr. MacDonald 
cast their ballots with the govern­
ment, but some of them abstained 
from voting.

Mr. Chamberlain did not claim the 
pact would make war impossible. 
"But I do say it will render war In­
finitely more difficult. With these 
agreements in operation it will be 
difficult for a signatory nation to 
make war without putting itself sig­
nally in the wrong before the whole 
civilized world and bearing the odium 
of such wrong-doing," he declared.

Apart from a few discursions on 
the subject of Russia the debate last 
night centered almost entirely on im­
perial relations. Ramsay MacDonald 
said that he was unable to conceive 
a more calamitous system of con­
ducting the imperial foreign policy 
than the method enshrined in the 
Locarno pact.

Mr. Lloyd George thought that the 
failure of the government to consult 
the dominions was a serious error 
which might have grave conse­
quences. He cited a recent speech 
of General Jan Christian Smuts for­
mer premier of South Africa, at 
Cape Town, in which the South Afri­
can statesman had stated that the 
British Empire had not acted with 
a united front in the Locarno pact 
and also a letter written by a promi­
nent Conservative of Canada show­
ing that there was dismay existing 
In the dominions. He was not going 
to predict that the dominions ‘will 
desert us if we are in trouble but 
they might not enter with their 
previous alacrity and unanimity into 
something on which they have not 
been consulted."

In his speech he dwelt upon the 
principles of Fascism, which he de­
clared were occupying the minds of 
the people of the world, either for 
or against.

Signor Mussolini explained to the 
chamber the measures he would pre­
sent to it and added he was certain 
parliament would approve them with­
out much debate.

"We live in this historic hour not 
only by words, but also by deeds," 
the premier concluded. "If it is ne­
cessary we shall impose more and 
more discipline and continue it until 
the day on which every ignoble 
thrust has definitely disappeared and 
on which we shall be assured of 
being established on a firm base for 
the century, which will be a century| 
of Italian power."
