Formerly teas costing over 14 cents per 
pound were accepted for customs, en­
tering as free from adulteration 
Owing to the general advancement in 
prices, samples of all teas costing *> 
cents per pound and under must be 
forwarded to the customs authorities to 
be tested before the tea is released for 
consumption.

The latest report of the Laboratory of 
the Inland Revenue Department con­
tains ."an exhaustive analysis of the nu­
merous breakfast foods which have won 
public favor during the past few years. 
“It has not' been found advisable,” 
says the booklet, “to introduce into 
the description of the various brands 
described all the claims made for them, 
some of which remind one of patent 
medicine advertising.”
