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Overwhelming Vote for NFCUS
Ensures Federation's Unity

Dalhousie University yesterday
voted overwhelmingly i ravour o1
remaining within the National Fed-
eration of Canadian University
Students.

By a vote of 503 to 197 the stu-
dent body expressed their basic
approval of the national organiza-
tion in a referendum which was
sponsored by the Council of Stu-
dents in response to a motion pre-
sented at Student Forum about two
weeks ago. At that forum the re-
port of Dalhousie student repre-
sentatives at the national confer-
ence of NFCUS, Dave Snow, was
read, outlining the events of the
congress which vetoed the proposed
Russo-Canadian Student exchange.
As a result of the national organ-
ization’s action in calling off the
proposed student exchange some
questions were raised on various
campi across Canada as to the
merits of NFCUS. Dalhousie was
one of .the universities where a
number of students did not feel
NFCUS was a worthy organiza-
tion. The results of the referen-
dum indicates they were wrong in
their belief that the student body
would change their attitude toward
the federation.

Of the seven faculties voting
only two—medicine and dentistry—
had a majority vote in favor of
quitting NFCUS. About 60 per
cent of the student body cast bal-
lots before the referendum closed
at 6.00 p.m.

Asked to comment on the voting
results, George “Buzz” Kerr stat-
ed: “I am very pleased with the
results of the referendum. How-
ever, NFCUS, even in the minds of
many students who voted “yes” is
still on trial. Our (Dalhousie
NFCUS) committee must do every-
thing within its power to help the
central office implement those
mandates which will give material
and tangible benefits to all stu-
dents, and in this way justify its

NFCUS Merger

Recommended
by DAVE SNOW

A controversial issue on the
campus is now settled. Dal stu-
dents want to remain in NFCUS.
The next question that may well be
asked: ‘“Where do we go from
here? A very good question; but
I do feel unless something concrete
is done in the very near future
NFCUS will be destined to remain
an ‘“organizational monstrosity,
floating rootlessly above the sur-
face of student life”, accomplishing
nothing.

NFCUS was organized for two
express purposes. First, to pro-
vide a national “bargaining agent”,
much on the same lines as a labor
union, to obtain benefits and con-
cessions (where justified) for the
Canadian University student. Sec-
ondly, to promote better under-
standing between University cam-
pii. Both are sound, practical and
worthwhile purposes, but NFCUS
simply has not come anywhere
near achieving these aims.

Von Lawrence, NPCUS Ee-
glonal vice-president 1or Quebec,
struck at the heart of the problem
when he stated at the INational
Conterence held last month: “It is
evident that the committees, set up
on the different campii across Can-
ada, do NOL' function. ‘Lhe student
bodies of many NFCUS member
Universities are fed up with
NFCUS, yet they will not go to
the source of their trouble—weak
local committees. Up until now
NFCUS committees have been just
another committee on the campus.
It is high time we all, not only Que-
bee Universities, but ALL member
Universities, appoint responsible
committees that are second in im-
portance only to the Student Coun-
cils”.

That is the crux of the problem.
But we must go one step further.
In my opinion, the NFCUS com-
mittee must be an integral part of
the Students Council. The aims
and objeects of NFCUS must be
those of the elected representatives
of the students—if we ever hope
to achieve practical results. This
“organization monstrosity” must
be tied down, and the logical place,
is to the Students Counecil..

In the very mnear future, a pro-
posed constitutional amendment
will be placed before the Dalhousie
Council of Students, to the effect
that the positions of Council Vice-

PISTOL PACKING POLICE

Editor’s note: We don’t know
how many other campuses find
themselves confronted with this
problem, but we suspect there are
several. This editorial comes by
way of the Hurricane, University
of Miami, Fla.

There is no necessity for cam-
pus policemen to carry guns. It is
potentially dangerous, it is bad for
the morale of the students and it
deesn't look good to visitors.

No training in the use of fire-
arms is given to the campus
guards. Also, experience is not
necessary to obtain the job.

A gun in a holster is as safe as
money in the bank.

‘The choice of Council Vice-presi-
dent is obvious. He is responsible
to no particular faculty; in fact, he
is no more than a member-at-large
who would be free to act in the
capacity of “foreign affairs” repre-
sentative on the Council.

There are numerous other valid
reasons. He holds the second
highest office in student govern-
ment which would place NFCUS in
its proper niche in student affairs.
As a member of Council, he would
be constantly in touch with student
problems, and what is more im-
portant, as those problems arise.

The students would be assured
that the office would be filled each
year. As an elected officer, he
would have the backing of the ma-
jority of the students, as well as
council. At election time in the
Spring his platform would be a
“foreign affairs” platform, the
platform of NFCUS. This would
be an answer to a common com-
plaint: “What is NFCUS?”
