—"Bxcelsior Lodge, No. 20,
respondent vs. John Doe, appellant."

In case such matter should be decided in favor of the appe-
lant by the G. C. T., and the Lodge appeals from said decision
to the Grand Lodge, the title of the case would c(mtinue the same
with the following change, to wit:—"'Bxeelsior Lodge, No. 2t),

appellant, vs. John Doe, respondent.*' Should the G. C. T.
affirm the decision of the Lodge in the first instance, and the
party aggrieved take appeal from that decision, the case vrould
then appear as "Excelsior Lodge, No. 20, respondent, vs. John
l)oo, appellant."
